KMT armies who were thoroughly itdoctrinated by Japs, while 
the KMT soldiers with them had no kind of information or knowledge whatever, but were like children being sent into battle. ; 

Our own Army officers secm to agree with the KMT and that is undoubtedly one reason why our troops in China have not the slightest knowledge of or sympathy for the Chinese people and why they spend their time seeking the lowest kind of pleasures. Violence of our troops reported in Chinese press --raping of women, beating and killing of men. Student demonstrations and anti-american hatred not confined to Communists. Communists more articulate because they are the best educated soldiers of China. Yet they have always discrinated between Govt. policies and the peoples of various countfies. Even during the bitter war with Japan, the Communist soldiers, fighting the Japs in the field , still kmew that the Japanese soldiers are mere ignorant instrumenéts of their rulers. When Japanese soldiers captured they were well treated and the "Enemy Work Department", which worked in every unit of the Army, took the captives in charge, xntixkagx treated them well, and taught them the same kind of things the Communist soldiers were taught. MWhapanese officers,aksx Tike the KMT, taught
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Jap. soldiers, that if captured by Chinese they would be 

tortured to death. KMT armies indeed often tortured, and 

killed Japanese captives, , cutting off'some parts of their 

bodies, such as ears, etc., that their souls might find no 

rest in the other world. 4 
Some Com. soldiers may have at times killed Jap. 

captives, but never to my knowledge; and I watched and listened 

for every such thing. Chinese civilians sometimes took Japanese 

from Chinese soldiers and kkkk beat them to death, but the 

soldiers not. in fact, I fear that I sometimes disapproved 

of the leniency of the Communist soldiers toward the Japanese whom 

they sometimes captured in the very act of raping women. I would 

have killed such Japanese, but the Communists brought them in 
and began educating them. 

Communist pro aganda against America is not directed 
against the American people, but again our policy and against 
the instruments of our policy--our ruthless smx and debauched 
soldiers in China. £ 

When Marshall xa@xks attacks the Communists for their anti- 
American campaign, he is either ignorant or he is dishonest. 
Anti-American feeling has been groing in China throughout the war. 
I heard it nee the war, from Chinese who told me of the 
contemptuous attitude of hei icans toward Chinese in Kunming and



elsewhere, Dr. Robert Lim, head of the Chinese Red Cross Medical 
Corps, and now Surgeon “eneral of the KMT armies told me of 
the intolerable conduct of American armed forces toward Chinese. 
During the war, anti-American posters appeared on walls of 
Kunming, and had to be worn down. An Embassy officials, a friend 
of mine, told me that he was sent to talk with Madame Chiang 

about such matters. 



Madame Sun appealed.
