(Interpret) Landlords in China do not come 
to the war zones to collect rents. They keep agents 
on their estates whose task is to collect the same 
rent, the same usurious interest on loans, from the 
peasants, as before the war. Rent never less than 
50% of crop; sometimes 80%. All taxes loaded on 
the peasants. Peasants in debt to landlords, A 
peasant family might need $50 to tide over a famine 
or drought, or death. Govt. rates are supposed to ’ 
3% a month--36% a yeary on such loans. Almost neve 
so low. May be 10% a month, or 20 or 30% a month, 
running up to 409% a year. The peasant, his sons, Fr



son's.sons, try to pay the interest. Never succeed, 
Bound to landlord for generations. Give all their 
land, their cattle; sell their daughters im as slaves , 
to landlord; men reduced to land laborers, but also 
bound, generation after generation.

Millions of Chinese peasants are serfs 
and slaves." 

The one chief charge of the xukingxparkyx
