war correspondent. investigator for the Chinese Red Cross Medical Corps, lecturer and author, now in America, her 
. native land, after 22 years of purposeful wandering. 

Agnes Smedley knows China, at peace and at war, as perhaps no other foreigner. She has lived in China for 12 
yea Since the Japanese invasion began she has been at the Chinese war front with the Chinese Government armies, 

and-in the rear of the Japanese Army of occupation with guerrilla armies. With Chinese troops, often with Japanese 
prisoners, she has crouched in ditches to escape airplanes made, equipped and driven with American war materials. 
Dressed as a Chinese soldier and guarded by Chinese troops, she has slept, night after night, month on end, with pistol 
at side, should the Japanese come—for “the Japanese take no prisoners.”

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She has worked in hospitals mercilessly sought out and bombed; tended the wounded, lectured to Chinese soldiers up 

and down the war zones to give them courage by telling them of their countless friends in the democratic countries. 
Walking or riding 20 or 30 miles a day, she then sat down to send detailed reports to the Chinese Red Cross Medical 

corps. Since 1938 she has been a special correspondent for the Manchester Guardian in China, and her reports, stories, 
and four books, have awakened thousands to China’s need. She has issued appeals for surgical instruments, medical sup- 
plies. trucks and ambulances to aid China’s wounded. The names of her friends are Legion, and come from every rank 

of society. 

And always she has fought, by voice and with her pen, with her own compelling personality, for China’s “indepen- 

dence, democracy, and improvement in the people’s livelihood,” the “Three People’s Principles” of the late Dr. Sun 

Yat-sen. 

Now, on her first American lecture tour, Miss Smedley, known to Chinese soldiers and the common people as “China’s 
Friend,” will give to Americans the real, true, authentic story of how “China Fights Back,” of the monumental changes 

taking place in China—and what Americans can do to aid their rising sister democracy.
