Many outsiders dont know
that ROTC is compulsory be-
cause of action™ of the Arizona
Board of Regents. They believe
that federal land-grant, laws
are responsible. Actually, as the
military  officers themselves
have admitted, ROTC as a re-
quirement could be eliminated
at any time by the Regents.

Some people claim ROTC
should be required because all
able-bodied youths will be en-
tering military service. This
just isnt true. The ratio of
draftees to eligibles is only ONE
IN TEN. Only 100,000 youths
are now being drafted annual-
ly, while the available man-
power pool expands by over a
million annually. So the skills
(?) learned in ROTC will serve
no practical purpose for most
youth.

Many more reasons could be
given for the abolition of the
requirement, but the impor-
tant thing is action. The stu-
dent senate should pass a re-
solution memorializing the Re-
gents to abolish the require-
ment immediately. | propose
the formation of a committee
to set up a table on the Memor-'
ial Union patio and gather 6,000
student signatures on a peti-
tion to the Regents. Finally,
students who agree with me on

this should flood the State
Press with letters, opposing
ROTC compulsion. In these

ways, maybe we can soon
throw off the yoke of compul-
sory ROTC.
