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Students battle
unbeatable foe..
housing shortage

While La Mancha’s “un-resi-
dents” are dreaming the impos-
sible dream, several hundred

: students are fighting the un-
beatable foe: the acute shortage
of living space.

Long before classes resumed
apartment doors were closed
and tagged “No Vacancy.”.Now,
almost two weeks into the se-
mester some students_are still
decked in apartments like troop-
ers in a barracks. Some report
sharing apartment space with up
to eight students.

For several years Tempe
housing has been at a premium.
Even students who reserved
apartments at the beginning of
summer for fall occupation re-
turned in September to find
their deposit refunded and the
room taken. Sometimes luck was
the only predictable factor in
pinning down apartment open-
Ings.

Every year new apartments,
springing” up like wild roses,
are pollinated and harvested be-
fore they complete their grow-
ing season.

Junior journalism major Mark
Lindersmith flew to Tempe in
late July leaving his home in
Anaheim, Calif., and job at Dis-
neyland to spend a weekend
apartment hunting for Septem-
ber occupation.

Lindersmith and unestimat-

able others are finding that las-
soing an adobe only opens a
corral of new jproblems.

Some students believe apart-
ment managers are taking full
advantage of their near captive
audience, asking prices from col-
lege students, that few families
could afford.

Two bedroom _ apartments
near Lemon and Terrace that
went for $200-a-month last year
are up 25 per cent.

Senior political science majors
Mark Friedman and Barry "Ar-
onson report a deposit charge of
$50 for their two-bedroom Ter-
race Road apartment. That is,
$50 for each of the four occu-
pants.

In addition to the totaled
$200 deposit, there is the first
mdnth’s rent of $245 and last
months rent of $245 divided
over the first three months.

In May, the two students said
another agartment complex ask-
ed for Dboth September and
May’s rent plus deposit of $50
per student interested in a fall
apartment
~The complaints don’t stop at
financial problems.

When Friedman and Aronson
moved into their apartment/it
had been vacant for 11 days into
their lease. The room had not'
been cleaned. Popcorn kernals
were on_the floor and bugs in

“I’'m appalled at the lack of
Christian concern by the Domini-
cans and the Newman Center
Board of Directors for myself and
the students as fellow human be-
ings,” said Sister Charlotte.

At the board’s meeting last week,
Sister Charlotte was offered a job
teaching at Seton Catholic High
School, Chandler, in place of her
work within the University’s
Campus" Ministry.
~Under previous agreements af-
firmed as late as Aug. 20, the board
had said it would supply Sister
Charlotte with_ a _|IVInE salary
while the, University Lutheran
Center would supply free office
space and furnishings, she said.

Although these working arrange-
ments are now in effect and Sister
Charlotte has received her Septem-
ber wages from the Newman
board, the future of the board’s
support of the nun is in question.

“I really did not expect the
Dominicans to welcome me to the
Newman Center staff but | be-

lieved we could work in harmony
in mutual concern for the students
at ASU with m beln(? at.the Luth-
eran Center,” she said.

Newman Center director Rev.
Albert Buckley has said that the
newly installed Dominicans want-
ed to come in with a fresh start and
that is why Sister Charlotte has
not been reassigned to Newman.

“Its like a _new administration
coming in,” Father Buckley has
been quoted as saying. “The whole
cabinet automatically resigns.”

Sister Charlotte is’a Benedictine
mm from St. Paul’s Priory in Min-
nesota and falls under the jurisdic-
tion of her major superior. ]
~ With the consent of her superior
in  Minnesota, Sister Charlotte
came to the University last fall to*
work at the Newman Center as an
associate director.

The nun, who has a masters de-
gree in art, said she did not come

ere to«teach high school. Her
work at the Lutheran Center was
to be with students of all faiths.
Now she believe’ she is being “run
off campus.”

Table location disputed

Campus activists had their first
run-in with the University admin-
istration shortly after noon yes-
terday in a dispute over placement
of tables on the Mall. _
. Members of the Black {Lib-
eration Organizational Committee
(BLOC), the Young Socialist Al-
liance (YSA), Students for a Dem-
ocratic Society (SDS) and the
Tempe Peace Center were asked
to move from in front of the li-
brary on the grounds that noise
distracted people in the library
who were trying to study.

Bob Dale, president of BLOC,
commented, “Many students with
transistor radios can sit in front of
the library without being told to
move.” -

Assistant Dean of Students Fred
Reish told the State Press that
under the new regulations on Mall
tables, no groups may set up booths
between the permanent library
signs at the northwest and south-
west comers of the building.

Dale asserted, “Since there was
no student involvement in making
these regulations, we feel that the
rules should be rescinded until
such time as students can paftici-
pat in the forming of regulations.”

Reish explained the regulation
was drafted because there were
quite a few complaints last year
from students and staff in the li-
brarKAab_out noise filtering in from

The assistant dean suggested that
Dale draft an alternate policy and

submit it to his office.

A letter submitted to the dean of

Study shows GOP trend

Republicans in this counB/ may be vic-
tors in elections, but the Democrats are
drawing a surprising number of young
vaters, according to sociology Professor
Albert J. Mayer.

Mayer’s 'study of voting patterns in
Maricopa County and in the 1968 presi-
dential election showed that the state had,
“without a shadow of a doubt, Republican
tendencies for the future.” But, Mayer
said, the characteristics of Democratic
}gc())tl?rs gave a different view at a closer

In relating the actual voting behavior
of residents of.this county to their age,
income, education, and race, Dr. Mayer
found “age and race were the two im-
portant factors in voting for' Humphrey”’

As he expected, Dr. Mayer said, blacks
voted heavily for Humphrey and the
Democratic party. Unexpected, however,
was thé tendency for the Democratic party
to draw votes from younger people and
}‘rorr|1 other voters at all socio-economic
evels.

Dr. Mayer noted that previously it
seemed the less educated person voted for
Humphrey. His study found that the
amount of education had little to do with
voting for Humphrey.

Dr. Mayer’ research also showed in-
come had only a moderate effect on voting
for Humphrey, However, persons in lower
income %roups tended to_cast their ballots
for the Democratic candidate.

_ For the study, Maricopa County was
divided into 19 districts with 95 per cent
of the county’s votes represented. The
Arizona Republic-Phoenix Gazette yearly
"market survey provided data on the social
and economic characteristics of the dis-
tricts. Voting behavior was determined by
actual election results;

Dr Mayer analyzed only presidential
voting patferns because he found guber-
natorial and senatorial voting to follow
the pattern of straight ticket voting.

A similar study, conducted nationally,
de\(/jeloped the same conclusions, Dr./Mayer
said.

Nixon, recognizing a need for
reform, has threatened to sidestep
this law by an executive order set-
ting up a ‘movm% age group” sys-
tem for 19-year-olds if his lottery

roposal isnt approved by Decem-

er.

As explained by Secretary of De*

fense Melvin Laird, draft boards
would first call 19-year-olds who
turned 20 on -a given nationwide
base day, Sunday, Sept, 21, for
instance, then men who turned 20
on Monday, then Tuesday, and so
on.
This is not as equitable as the
lottery system (where every man
is “chosen by fate”), however, be-
cause a man with a birthday on
Sept. 20 would have escaped the
draft simply because he chanced
to be born on a beneficial day.

It is no exaggeration to say a
Penerat_lon of college men anxious-
Iy awaits the outcome of this Cap-
itol Hill duel. A lottery wou’d end
the uncertainty they (and all pros-
pective drafteegg now face. A man
would know within one year whe-
ther he was destined for Army
khaki or civilian tweed.

It is not'unpatriotic to want, a
more secure life.

Hopefully, Sen. Rivers and the
members of his committee will con-
sider this when they ponder the
lottery proposal.
