New Activity Center 
offers more seatingFour Hmos as m any students as last year w ill be able to attend Sun D evil basketball gam es in the new University Activity Center, said Associated Students President Mark Kerrigan.Kerrigan said, “ Out of a total of 14,000 seats in the new 8 million dollar com plex, 4,723 w ill be for ASU students. This is opposed to 1000 student seats in the men’s gym , where basketball gam es were previously held, he said.“ These are quality seats,”  Kerrigan pointed out. “ About 600 of them are level with the playing floor and most of them are near m id-court.”Kerrigan also said there are no posts or beams obstructing spectators’ views.“ The agreem ent with the University on these seats lasts for two years,”  explained K errigan, “ After two years, we could go for more seats if the demand is up.”He said students w ill have to pick up the tickets three to four days in advance of the gam es. The tickets w ill be in a random grouping so everyone has an equal chance of getting the best seats.Kerrigan said any tickets not bought for the student section w ill be sold to the general public.

Gazette as saying, “ We cannot have a p rivate  organization operating on campus. If- we allowed a private practitioner to crane out and set up business on cam pus, we’d have to let a grocery chain set up a  store at ASU and let a lawyer come in .”Kenison said he did not see the relationship between Planned Parenthood and a chain store on cam pus.“ There is a difference betw een a serv ice  that makes a bundle and service that won’t  m ake a cent working on cam pus,”  he said.B lair Benjam in, associate advisor to the regents, said the only w ay an organization can work on campus is if they sign a contract agreeing to the - regulations set down by the regents.“ They would need to have a m alp ractice  insurance policy,”  he said. “ I  think a policy for ju?t a private p ractitio n er is  $4,000 to $5,000 a year.”Benjam in said, “ For an organ ization  such as P lann ed P arenthood, it would be much m ore.”  K enison said  P lanned Parenthood already carries a “ gigantic”  m alpractice insurance policy and it isn’t a problem.Kenison said the problem is being allowed to speak to the regents.“ They won’t let me speak. I  have sent them a letter con tainin g a ll our information but they won’t let me appear in front of them ,”  Kenison said.“ The regents have not had a chance to hear our proposals excep t from  reporters,”  he said. “ I would like the opportunity to
f»resent our ideas fra: a am ily planning clinic in detail and to answer any question they m ay have.”K enison said  P lanned Parenthood has succeeded on other campuses such a& Memphis State, New York U n iversity  and the University of Haw aii, where the u n iversity  runs the . program .“ Som e p rivate  doctors don’t go to one-tenth the trouble Planned Parenthood does,”  Kenison said. “ They seem to take many more precautions to prevent any problem s.”

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W o r ld  V ie w  ! Oxford sets study program
Israel bombs Syrian capitalIsraeli jets launched bombing raids Tuesday on Dam ascus the Syrian capital1, in a m ajor escalation on the fourth day of the Middle E ast war.CB S Radio reported the Israeli warplanes scored a direct hit on the Russian Em bassy in Dam ascus during the raids. A Soviet diplomat was quoted saying 30 Russians were killed.Ground battles continued along the Suez Canal and in the Goland Heights.Conflicting reports were issued by Israelis and Egyptians concerning the Suez conflict. The Arabs said Egyptian troops had pushed the Israelis nine miles back from the canal, sending the Israelis “ fleeing into the Sinai D esert.”An Israeli m ilitary intelligence chief said Tuesday, Israeli forces pulled back two or three miles from thei|- original Suez defense lines.An Israeli newsman reporting from the Suez front estimated that thousands of Egyptians died while seizing Israeli strong points in the northern sector of the battle area.No foreign newsmen were allowed to visit the* battlefronts to check the reports.The Israeli m ilitary command claim ed its troops had driven Syrian forces from the Golan Heights, but battles continued in the area as the Syrians launched counter attacks.Iraq and Algeria announced they have sent jets to fight alongside Syrian and Egyptian warplanes. Iraq and Morocco also joined in offering reinforcement on the Arab side.

Jonathan Knaupp, associate professor of education, will accompany die students and serve as a visiting professor to Oxford.M a cD o n a ld  S p e n c e r , Secretary to Oxford’s Deligacy for Educational Studies, visited die ASU campus recently to make the final program details.He said the experience is an outstanding opportunity for those selected. They will study at Oxford, work as student teachers or interns in British schools, and visit other in­stitutions on the continent.AFor seven weeks, the students will be assigned in pairs to communities near Oxford; and will be housed by families

They’re not fig h tin g  on philosophical grounds, it’s on prejudicial grounds,”  he said.“ I ’n the long run it w ill all

probably end about like the 1970 ceasefire. It  won’t be quite as easy this tim e, but it w ill happen,”  Rabbitt said.“ As much as I  happen to be in favor of the U .N ., I think it ’s a pow erless organization. Assuming the U .N . does com es to a concrete decision, which I doubt, the parties concerned won’t abide by it anyw ay,”  he said.Rabbitt feels the Arabs would prefer to cease the fighting at this point, but would not agree to reverting back to the 1970 ceasefire a llia n c e . The ce ase fire

would be to Israel’s benefit, he said.G rad u ate  student Jo h n  Gentili said, “ I am just slightly leaning toward the Jew ish side.”“ I think the Arabs are N going to get the socks beat off them , frankly,”  Gentili said. “ They are going to lose hands down. H ie  Jew s are fa r  m ore m ilita rily  prepared, far more united and have a greater w ill to w in.”“ The A rabs a re , p o l i t i c a l l y  s p e a k i n g ,  divided. Their m orale is extrem ely lo w ,”  G e n tili said.

Trudy Young, librarian at the Hayden lib ra ry  has a deep personal interest in the Mideast situation.“ I ca n ’t tak e a side because I have a very dear friend who teaches school in Beirut, and (hen again some of m y dearest friends are Jew ish ,”  she said.-  “ There m ay be a chance that the U .N . w ill take control of the Suez Canal strip. This would leave it wide open, not belonging to anybody,”  Young said.“ I  just feel that at my age it’s very sad to see the world in such a mess.,”  she said.

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Disabled students say

Construction causes hazardsComplaints, suggestions and responsibilities are being thrown back and forth between physically disabled students and physical plant officials.“ I ’ve gotten a lot of feedback concerning problems created by construction,”  said Michael Marteno, a wheelchair student, “especially from blind students who have gotten lost or in­convenienced by construction Mocking their routine routes to classes.”“There should be a way blind students could get the message ahead of time, so alternate routes could be devised,”  he said. “Could (John) Ellingson (physical plant director) have someone call up the dorm or the students and warn them?”Marteno suggested a signal that makes noise at con­struction sites or portable ramps over trouble areas to be installed to help the situation.“ I can give them ideas,”  he said. “Which one is the best, I don’t know. At least if we could work on a plan together.”“ I ’m sure they don’t go out with the intent of purposely neglecting us,” Marteno said, “but we have' to make an awareness of the situation.”

“ I  don’t know how many times I ’ve been late, or haven’t made it to class because I’ve had to find a way around torn up roads and barricades,”  said Ana Gonzalez, a blind student, “ I mean, I get lost as it is —and construction doesn’t help any.”The construction in front of the education building hascaused Gonzalez much in­convenience, she said.“ I ’d trip over a new hole everyday,”  she said. “ I would’ve gotten lost in the barricades, except one of the workers helped me.”  .“The desk at Manzanita did call about the work being done in front of Manzanita,”  she said. “Otherwise I wouldn’t have known.”“ And that is the only time I ’ve ever been warned,”  She said.Gonzalez said the con­struction fence bordering the Manzanita sidewalk has become a hazard for herself and other Mind students.“ The fence leans over, making sharp metal edges on the top low enough to poke someone’s eyes out,”  she said.“ If we’re made aware of these proMems, we’ll make an attempt to correct them,”  Ellingson said.He said temporary ramps
