The negative vote of Jan. 19
was a result of advice given to
the board by its legal advisor,
Blair D. Benjamin. Benjamin’s
advice was based on an April 7,
1956 board of regents
resolution: “In no event shall a
property of any institution be
used to religious exercises,
religious instruction, or wor-
ship.”

Graham appeared in Sun
Devil Stadium in April, 1964 for
a three day meeting. Graham'’s
use of the stadium at that time
was never questioned by the
regents.

Since July 1972, 41 religious
groups, organizations and
speakers have made use, of
University facilities, according
to Associated Student President
Mark Kerrigan.

Singer’s statement referred
to the question of whether a
proposed National Football
i unguo town in Phoenix could
use Sun Devil Stadium if their
stadhnn is not completed.

James E. Dunseath, acting

She said the Food and
Drug Administration
(FDA), the ‘watchdog’ of
national health, is totally
derelict to people behind
bars.

Mitford proposes the
eventual abolition of the
prison system in the U.S. “I
am very much in favor of
closing them down,” said
Mitford.

Mitford said
constitutional rights should
be restored to convicts.

They should also have the
rightto organize and protest

against the prison

Mitford said she once
requested permission to
visit .the Arizona State
Prison in Florence but was
turned down by the warden.
She filed suit against fee
prison for not being allowed
enhance.

Wardens make you
believe prisons are to
dangerous to visit, she said.
After visiting a group of
men serving life sentences,
Mitford said, “It blew apart
the beliefthatconvicts were
desperate brutes.”

In her book Mitford

reveals details of drug
experimentation and
behavior therapy in prisons.

Convicts across five nation
urged her to write the book,
she said.

Besides wuncovering the
harmful,drug experiments,
she said more than SO per
cent of the people in jail
today have never been
convicted of anything.
“They are just too pom to
pay bail to get out,” said
Mitford.

“1 think the major

problem,” said Mitford, “is
locking people up in cages.”

National wheelchair cham-
pion, Cliff Crase, winner of 66
medals in athletic competition
since becoming a paraplegic,
will speakat 3p.m. today in the
MU Yuma room.

Crase, paralyzed from the
waist down since 1959, will
discuss {dans for the South-
western wheelchair games
scheduled at ASU April 6-7.

“I want disabled students to
understand that they can
participate in sports too,” he
said.

The talk will be sponsored by
the ASU Disabled Students
Organization (DSO), said Mike
Martena, the organization’s
president. The DSO is a new
group on campus designed to
aid disabled students. He
estimates there are 480disabled
students at ASU.

“People with disabilities have
special problems that most
services aren’t set up to cope
with,” Martena said.

He said the DSO hopes to fill
this need.

Crase said he would like the
games to act as a springboard
for the DSO on campus.

“| think having these games
at ASU will help get the DSO
known,” he said.

The games are for any person

Participants will be placed in
six different classifications.
Those classified as 1-a and 1-b
are persons with high neck
injuries, classes 2 and 3 are
paraplegics, and 4 and 5 are
amputees.

There are seven events in the
games. The field events are
shot-put, discus and javelin.
The racing contests are the 40,
60and 100yard dashes. Running
races includes the 220, 440, 830
yard and mile runs. Other
events include archery, weight
lifting, table tennis, bowling and
swimming.

“People who qualify in their
events at regionals may go to
Chaney, Washington for the
nationals in June,” Crase said.

Crase was paralyzed in a
sportscar accidentid 1959while
in the Air Force. He became
interested in wheel chair sports
at the University of lllinois as a
student, aikt entered his first
competition'in’ 1965" he said.

Since then he has held the
national record in the breast
stroke in '67-'68, won eight in-
ternational and nine national
gold medals, was elected wheel
chair athlete of the year in 1969
and to the wheel chair hall of
fame in 1973, in New York City.

Crase is the national sports
coordinator for the Paralyzed
Veterans of America and sports
editor for the Paraplegia News.

He is also a member of the
National Wheel Chair Athletic
Committee, which sanctions the
games. Each game requires
the attendance of one of the 12
committee members. He has
attended all the regional games
in this area.

Crase, who works in Phoenix
as a stock-chartist, said there
are 10000 wheel chair athletes
in the U.S. Only half are active
participants in games, he said.

“The United States averages
100 athletes at each game,” he
said.

“The idea of the games is to
getdisabled persons involved in
all types of activities, not just
sports,” he said.
