offered and suggested a call

to Dr. Robert Bininger, the

assistantdean forthe liberal
acts college.

Bininger said he hadn’t
been here when the college
adopted the policy but he
believed it was set because
students usually take only
one or two classes per
session. Pass-fail courses
were designed to be taken as
part of a regular year’
load, he said.

The explanation was still
not completely satisfactory,
but the bureaucratic maze
had become overwhelming.
In any case, the question
had evolved into something
different by this time —if it
takes five calls to get a
simple question answered,
what would happen to a
student with a serious
problem?

Edward Hickcox,
director of auxiliary
services, refused to give the
refunds on March 6. Hickox
claimed die correct number
of texts were ordered and
the problem was one
professor used the text as
suggested reading.

“My contention, is that
if the University is going to
operate a bookstore, then
dammit, they ought to
supply what is needed,”
bKingsbury said.

“The policy of the
Bookstore is to come out
even.

Even if they go in the
red to get books here, they
should getthe books here.

Firestone added his
classes have not had any.
problems obtaining texts at
the Bookstore this year.

“The only one who
doesn’t run out is Hills (a

private off-campus
bookstore) and | have come
to rely on them,” said Dr.
Harry Wood, art professor.

“Hills bookstore has
enabled me, by special
handling, to set up

convenience buying for my
students. | have never told
the students to exclusively
buy at Hills. Hills is the only
one who orders the
quantities | order.”

Dr. Michael Belok,
professor of secondary
education, said he used to
order his books through
Hills, but now sends his
orders to the MU Bookstore.
“l haven’t really any strong
feelings about the Bookstore
either way.”

Dr. Robert Loewenberg,
assistant professor of
history, says the main
problem he has encountered
is the availability of texts
from the publisher.
