(he Articles of Association
passed by students last spring

The Articles of Association
will replace the present form of
student government June 1.

No-action was taken becaust
the amendment was brought u
forthe first reading, said Craifc
Tribken, Liberal Arts senator.

“It will make the number of
representatives on the new
First Council proportional to the
number of students in the
college,” he said.

Under the new system, each’
college would have twoi
representatives on the Firstj
Council.

Tribken’s amendment to the
Articles of Association Would

giveeach college one seat, with!
21 members at large to be
divided up according to the size
of the colleges. * *5

Tribken said he was con-
cerned that many members of
file college councils, which,will
select representatives for the
first council, might be ap-
pointed rather than elected
directly by students.

“The amendment would
require that at'least two thirds
of the membership of each
college council be elected by
students in the colleges,” he
said.

The Articles of Association
also will allow college councils
to remove their representative
from the First Council if they
disapprove of his voting record,
said Tribkeh.
