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Cowardice 
called cause 
of massacre

Former Army Lt. William 
Calley, Jr., who was convicted of 
ordering s oldie is to kill unarmed 
civilians in the 1968 My Lai 
massacre, said he did it because 
“that was my order^” and he was 
afraid to disobey them.

“We did our job and nothing 
more,” Calley told a disruptive 
audience in Gammage Auditorium 
Wednesday night

His superiors commanded him 
to “kill everything living in that 
sector,“ he said, but “ I was a 
coward . . .  I could have backed 
down."

The former officer gave orders 
which resulted in the deaths of 
about-100 civilians in the Viet­
namese hamlet called My Lai 4.

Most of those slain were women, 
children and babies.

“I want them dead/’ Calley told 
soldiers, according to court 
martial testimony. It went to 
describe how he and others 
herded people into a ditch and 
opened fire.

Women threw themselves on top 
of children, attempting to protect 
them from the bullets. Some 
children, still alive, rose up from 
the bodies. Calley shot them.

The scheduling of Calley’s 
appearance stirred controversy 
here soon after it was announced.

Students and. peace
organization aiSkfed that the speech 
be cancelled, 'bu t the campus 
committee that sponsored the talk 
had already signed a contract to 
pay Calley $2,000.

put fraternity on probation

The Alpha Epsilon Pi fraternity was placed 
on disciplinary probation Thursday by the 
Dean of Students Office for selling beer at the 
fraternity house two weeks ago.

The beer was dispensed at 25 cents a cup 
during the showing of the X-rated movie 
“Deep T h ro at” - The sale of alcoholic 
beverages on campus is prohibited by the 
University Code o f Conduct.

Selling beer without a license is also in 
violation of Arizona law and is punishable by 
not less than $100 or more than $200, by 
imprisonment in the county jail not less than 
30 days or more than six months, or both.

Under probation» however, the fraternity 
could lose its status as a registered campus 
organization if it commits similar code 
violations through next semester when the 
probationary period ends, said Chuck Bar­
nard, coordinator for fraternity affairs.

“We. investigated the situation as a whole,” 
Barnard said. “The Dean of Students Office

felt disciplinary probation was justified.”
A lpha Epsilon Pi P residen t Kevin 

Shaughnessy said, “ I don’t  want to make any 
com m ents which cquld jeopard ize  th e  
fraternity.” Ken Lamey, the group’s social 
chairman, refused to comment on the 
probation action.

Joe McDonald, assistant dean of student 
conduct, said, “We base our decisions on the 
severity of thé sitatuion. The decision is made 
by those people responsible in the conduct 
area.”  The Dean of Students Office is the 
responsible body in cases of Code of Conduct 
violations, McDonald said.

More than 300 persons bought seats for the 
three film showings, which brought about $300 
to the group. Barnard said no further action 
will be taken unless it is by the Interfratemhy 
Council or the Greek Relations Board, which 
are also investigating the incident.

McDonald said the fraternity could appeal 
the decision to the Dean~of Students Office.

Fire chief suspects arson 
caused ROIC building fire

Arson.
The ROTC supply building was the target Wednesday evening 

of a blaze resulting in minor damage and no injuries.
“ Somebody rolled up a bunch of newspaper and set it on fire,“ 

said Tempe Fire Battalion Chief W. H. Torgeren. “We found 
some matches and a trail of newspaper leading up to the door,“ 
he added.

The fire began at the door of the ROTC supply offices housed 
below the east side bleachers of Goodwin Stadium, former 
playing field for the old Arizona State College Bulldogs (renamed 
Sun Devils).

Torgeren estimated there was $60 damage to  the door and 
unestimated cost to dry clean uniforms stored in the building.

The fire was discovered by University Police at 9:20 p.m. 
Firemen arrived at 9:30. The blaze was extinguishedby 9:45.

The AFT “has more than

Koelbl said the AFT will not 
be charged , for the cost of 
duplicating the list. “ I t doesn’t  
require a special computer run' 
as in the first instance. The 
local one we m anually 
maintain.”

Chris Smith, president of 
AFT local 2050, said a copy of 
the forthcoming salary list will 
be placed in Hayden Library 
along with the list currently on 
reserve.

Night run not profitable; 
lack of funds kills Bug Line

Free bus service to ASU is a thing of the past, said Bug 
Line president Dave Adams.

“With the economy tightened up, the advertising just 
isn’t  there anymore,” said Adams. The Bug Line, which 
served ASU from January, 1974 through last semester, 
depended on advertising (on the outside of its buses) as 
its major source of revenue.

The Bug lin e  started-a nightly run to ASU this 
semester, b u t it was cancelled after a few days.

“We didn’t  have thé money to run out there and sit 
through classes,” said Adams. “And we were only getting 
three or four riders.”

The Bug Line is currently engaged in rentals, and is 
waiting for the Arizona Corporation Commission to 
approve its request for a charter, which would allow the 
company to charge fares.
' “We’ve been waiting since last March,” said Adams. 
“We’re à  small company so we get pushed back on their 
list of priorities.”

Adams said the Bug Line’s attempt to provide free 
transportation to ASU was worth the effort

“The whole idea was to get people used to the idea of 
alternative methods of transportation. Eventually, people 
woh’t  always want to jump in their car when they want to 
go somewhere. They’ll start riding the bus.”

gathered outside the main en­
trance to the auditorium, trying to 
persuade persons not to buy 
tickets or attend the speech.

Inside, shouting matches broke 
out between members of the 
audience, and at one point several 
persons got out of their seats and 
yelled at each other.

Calley gave a short speech, 
admitted to the crowd that he was 
nervous, and answered questions 
for about ah hour and a half.

Calley wore a tan suit with bell 
bottoms and a colorfully patterned 
shirt

Many Americans didn’t un­
derstand the realities of the life 
and death situation in Vietnam, he 
claimed.

“Nobody wanted to go in killing 
women and children ” Calley said, 
and it wasn’t done in cold blood or 
for pleasure.

He said he felt no emotion 
during the killings, because "it 
was what I was trained for.’’

“I’ll fight for this nation and I’ll 
fight Jor you but goddammit 
you’re going to have to back me up 
for it and I won’t lie about it,” he 
said.

The massacre was counter­
terrorism, he contended.

Calley said he couldn’t 
rationalize die massacre any more 
than he could rationalize war. “As . 
(former) President Nixon said, it 
was unjustifiable.”

Contradicting the testimony of 
numerous witnesses, he denied 
shooting the civilians himself. 
However, he did accept respon­
sibility for the slayings and said he 
thought he had killed women and 
children at other times.

He compared killing babies at 
My Lai to the deaths of babies 
during bombing attacks. Even 
when babies survive bombings, 
often their parents die and “most

of the. babies are going to be eaten 
by rats,” he said. - 

While Calley spoke, protesters 
outside gave speeches criticizing 
his appearance.

As persons arrived at Gam- 
mage, dem onstrators chanted,- 
“Don’t go, don’t  pay.”

Joe Gerson, of Arizonans for 
Peace, said “We think it’s un- 
consionable that anyone should

profit from the murder at My 
Lai.”

The peace group sponsored the 
demonstration. Several par­
ticipants lay still on the Gammage 
lawn, playing dead. -*

Calley had a right to speak at 
ASU, Gerson said, bu t the 
University should only have paid 
his travel expenses and a small 
gratuity, Gerson said.

Gerson claimed success in 
persuading persons to boycott the 
speech. “Literally thousands of 
people decided not to come” as a 
result of the groups’ protests 
during the preceding two weeks, 
he said. f

Greg McDonald, advisor to the 
Ideas and Issues Committee which, 
brought Calley to campus, said he 
was satisfied with the turnout for 
the speech. About 800 persons 
bought tickets.

He said he didn’t  know how the 
protests affected ticket sales.

In his remarks, Calley accused 
the peace group of, threatening to 
kill him.

On Tuesday threats on Calley’s 
life were made in a phone call to 
an ASU student and in letters to 
Phoenix media. The threats were 
signed by “ the Symbionese

Federation.” They said Calley 
would be killed in Tempe Wed­
nesday night for “offensiveness 
against humahity’* and “ the 
failure of the justice system to 
carry out a just sentence.”

Tempe and University Police 
beefed up security to protect 
Calley.

M ilitary courts originally 
sentenced Calley to life in prison 
for murdering at least 22 civilians. 
His sentence was reduced to 20 
years, and then 10 years.

He served four years in prison 
and was released after a U.S. 
d istrict court overturned his

conviction. The army appealed the 
decision and won, and Calley is 
now appealing to  the U.S.v 
Supreme Court

The 32-year-old Georgia 
resident is now working in the 
construction business.

Calley said that in past speaking 
engagements he felt he “came 
away with a heck of a lot more 
than I put o u t”

" If  I can give you any insight 
that's what I’m here for,” he said.

Just before walking off stage, 
Calley expressed hopes that “I 
could leave this earth a little better 
than when I came here.”
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New course to study risk-taking
Students with speech anxieties can find help 

through a communications course being offered next 
spring.

The 100-level speech and theater course is designed 
to help “an individual who has problems speaking in 
a variety of situations,” said Dr. Alan Katz, assistant 
professor of communications.

Class exercises and readings will improve the 
student’s approach to speaking, both to individuals 
and small groups, Katz said.

“Speech anxiety is viewed as a problem of- normal 
people; a common problem many people experience,” 
he said.

The group counseling approach “permits free 
exchange of information between persons and can 
enhance self-esteem and permit risk taking,” he 
added.

Katz said most speech fears are due to weaknesses 
in risk-taking.

Once a part of die class, the student will find he is 
not the only one who has this problem, Katz said. 
This supportive climate in itself will help group in­
teraction, he added.

Registration is limited and students who wish to 
take the course must interview with Katz.

“I want to make sure the student has a speech 
problem to begin with,” Katz said.

Meditation seminar begins next week
“ Yoga is acceptance,” 

Sanyogita said as she talked about 
a seven week free seminar on the 
teachings of Sri Chinmoy and the 
following of Bakti Yoga. t

A member of the Sri Chinmoy 
Meditation Group, Sanyogita said 
the seminar will be every Tuesday 
in the MU Greenlee Room con­
tinuing through Dec. 16.

The seminar will cover such 
topics as Yoga, Hatha Yoga, and 
Pranayama. It will also include the 
discussion of the life of the 
disciple, vegetarian diet, con­
centration, meditation, con­

templation, mantra and devotional 
music. Relationships with family 
and friends will also be discussed.

Sri Chinmoy, according to 
Sanyogita, came to the United 
States 11 years ago and is presently 
the leader of meditation at the 
U.N. for staff and delegates. He 
has about 800 followers in the 
United States, with about seven in 
Arizona.

Sanyogita laughed, “We need 
all the help we can get”

“Carlos Santana is a well-known 
follower of Sri Chinmoy,” Sanyo­
gita saicLJJHis spiritual name is 
Devadip, which means Light of the

Supreme, Lamp of the Supreme, 
and Eye of the Supreme.”

She said that the three goals of 
Bakti Yoga are 1) to realize God, 
2) to reveal God and 3) to manifest 
God.

Sanyogita said that Sri Chin­
moy, who resides in Jamaica, New 
York, has an amazing ability to 
turn out creative works in mass 
quantities. He began painting one 
year ago and in that short a  period 
has turned out 100,000 paintings.
On Nov. 1 of this year, he wrote 
poetry for 24 hours, and completed 
858 poems.

Consumer panel investigates Saga's food

F ive coeds who complained 
of uncooked food and bad 
smells in the Manzanita 

dormitory cafeteria have had their 
gripes answered satisfactorily, 
according to a spokesman of the 
Consumer Services Board.

Jeff Martin, who heads the 
student-run ASASU committee, 
said Wednesday that his group has 
just completed a six-week‘ in­
vestigation of SAGA Foods.

“ All five girls who made' 
complaints met with SAGA of­
ficials last week,” Martin said. 
“As to whether the complaints 
were taken care of, most girls have 
said ‘yes’.”

Five formal complaints were 
presented to Manzanita Cafeteria 
Director Pa*rt\ Knight early in 
October, ^ n ig h t met last week 
with each girl filing a complaint 
and released his report last Friday.

“It is my firm belief that these 
problems could Jiave been 
remedied sooner had the girls 
contacted the (cafeteria) 
manager,” Knight wrote in his 
report. “Each of the girls had 
some very good suggestions.”

Undercooked foods
Complaints alleged raw chicken, 

undercooked pork, raw eggs and 
odors.

Knight said Wednesday the 
problems could have been resolved 
sooner had the girls made their 
complaints through student food 
committees, which represent dorm 
residents.

“A lot of the concerns that they 
had are presented at food com­
mittee meetings,” he said. Knight 
said because complaints were 
handled through Consumer 
Services, it took five weeks to reach 
any solutions.

Martin, who started Consumer 
Services as a subsidiary of ASASU 
last year, said his investigation has 
made everyone aware.

“ We’ve opened up com­
munications through normal 
SAGA channels,” he said. “We

will not take any more complaints 
now unless they aren’t satisfac­
torily answered by SAGA.” 

Martin added that anyone with 
a complaint against campus food 
operations should contact dor­
mitory food committees, cafeteria 
managers, or John Kugler, SAGA 
Foods director.

My friend once told me he killed more 

women and children with one tank shell than 
Calley killed at My Lai. My friend is a hero. 
Calley is a criminal.

You can say Calley saw who he killed. He 
looked at them, knew their age and sex, and he 
pulled the trigger.

'My friend looked at a German hamlet, knew 
the sex and age of the people in it, and he 
pulled the fire cord.

You can say Calley took the women and 
children, put them in the town square and 
killed diem. He said he did it because they may 
have been Viet Cong.

My friend looked at a passenger train, put it 
in his sites,- and shelled i t  He said he did it 
because they may have been Nazis.

I pity Calley, and I pity my friend. Both men

were told to kill, and both men killed.
Yet (Hie is a hero and one is a criminal. 

Which is which?
These men did not make themselves 

criminals or heroes, they simply did their job 
efficiently — kill people who might be the 
“enemy.”

The Army did not make these men heroes or 
criminals. They expected these men to do what 
they were told. It was their job.

We are the ones who decided what these men 
are. We called one a hero and one a criminal.

Should we continue applying this double 
standard?

Or should we take the necessary action to 
make sure no man is put in that situation 
again?

He might be called the new American hero. I 

mean, if you ask anyone what military name 
they remember from Vietnam, the name 
William, Calley would surely come up more 
than most

It is funny how the men who won silver stars 
and even medals of honor are anonymous, but 

-the name of a man who systematically wiped 
out unarmed villagers is so prominent While 
past American heroes were lauded for acts of 
individual conscience and an innate quality of 
justice, Calley is a hero because he obeyed 
illegal orders.

Somehow out of all th a t his situation is more 
of a cause celebre. He is more of a true 
American than the members of his outfit who 
refused to obey his order to "waste” women, 
old people and babies.

Calley treated like expert 
Sure he is a  scapegoat Every single person in 

his chain of command is guilty of condoning 
murder, but that doesn’t  make his trigger 
finger any less bloody. —«

When Calley came on stage Wednesday

night I didn’t know what to expect You can see 
a picture of a person a hundred times, but there 
still is ah uncertainty of their person. All I saw 
in ex-Lt Calley was a short pudgy, soft, red­
faced rather inarticulate person who really 
didn’t  have anything, new to say. He was far 
from the American soldier’ hero who is sup­
posed to be broad shouldered, hard as nails and 
well spoken. One of Calley’s major opponents, 
ex-Col: Anthony Herbert who has taken it 
upon himself to attack the military, cuts the 
figure alot better than Calley.

Chain of command It guilty
Calley spoke about 15 minutes on a few

vague subjects and then answered questions

from the audience. His most avid fans, two 
women in their 50’s in the front row, vocally 
threw out their moral support at frequent 
intervals. Most of his supporters in the 
audience asked questions as though he was an 
expert in military affairs. One man went so far 
as to ask him if he thought the U.S. won the 
war. Another asked him about gun registration.
The tough questions came from his opponents.

Calley did better in his question 
period than he did in his speech. It 
was interesting to learn that’ 
despite his conviction in the killing 
of ’’at least if not more than” 22 
people, which has been ¡established 
in almost every court short of the 
U.S. Supreme Court, he claimed 
he only killed three. And by the 
way, Calley is not exactly claiming 
in his Supreme Court, appeal that 
he didn’t kill 22 people. He is 
appealing on the grounds that he 
was not given a fair trial because of 
prejudicial news, coverage — and, 
oh yes, that the prosecution 
couldn’t provide the names of the 
people he killed.

La: ;t Wednesday night at Grady Gammage 
audit yrium William Calley Jr. addressed a 
crow« of about 700 people, composed of self­
right ous Inquisitors, assorted Witch Hunters, 
sympathetic zealots, curiosity seekers, and 
possibly many, who, like myself, wished to 
rationally evaluate the man for ourselves; to try 
and ifeach behind the stumbling words and the 
haggard, nervous mask for some insight into 
what forces moved this man into submitting to 
directives (internal or externally imposed) 
which resulted in the annihilation of the m$n, 
women, and children in the village of My Lai. 
Perhaps we will never know.

But the questions that came to mind were 
these: Why has this one individual been singled 
out for these atrocities?

live and in color in the comfort of our own 
living rooms. We came perhaps, hoping for 
something to happen; to gawk at something vile 
and' infamous. We were the good, but unin­
volved citizens who paid our taxes in those war 
years;, who without a fuss, allowed our tax 
dollars * to buy, perhaps, the bullets that 
silenced the screams at My Lai.

There were also some of us who stood outside 
the auditorium crying: “Hear no Evil; See no 
Evil; Stone the Sinner. .  loud familiar cries, 
reverberating from the pist; snarls and 
clenched fists swarming around Magdelene. 
But who in the throng could have cost the first 
stone? And even if we could have crushed the 
sinner’s skull; what breed of being or beast 
would we have become?

Gym team 
seeks funds

l5oti R obinson, A5U 
gymnastic coach for the past 
eight years, is, at the moment, 
ecstatic, hopeful and pensive— 
all at the same time.

The reason for this is that a 
problem  has surfaced. 
Robinson wants to see his 
gymnastics team perform in 
Mexico City and needs $2,500 
by the 26th of this month, but 
there is no money available. 
Robinson feels that, with a 
little help, he can get it.

His problem is simple—not 
to cure, but to define:

The University o f Mexico 
gymnastics team visited ASU 
last year and was duly im­
pressed with what they saw. A 
team that has only Recently 
begun a gymnastics program, 
UM invited the Sun Devils to 
Mexico for a tournament for 
the express purpose of learning 
about the sport.

However, th e ir invitation 
arrived after ASU’s athletic

budget had been finalized jso, 
consequently, $2,500 is not 
available to allow for a trip to 
Mexico. This, Don Robinson 
feels, is a shame.

“ I went to Dr. Miller," 
explained Robinson, "and he 
was enthusiastic about the trip. 
But since the budget was 
already set, he couldn’t allocate 
any funds. I’ve contacted 
Associated Students and the 
Alumni. Association to let them 
know about our problem, but I 
haven’t  received any word from 
them yet. But I know we’re 
going to make it. I’ve already 
accepted the invitation,"

Robinson thinks his request 
is well founded since the team 
would be going to Mexico as 
goodwill ambassadors rather 
than  actual com petitors. 
Arizona Governor Raid Castro, 
in fact, stated in an official 
proclam ation th a t “ . . . 
whereas the ASU gymnastics 
team is one of the outstanding 
athletic teams in Arizona . . .

(and) it is the policy of th is state 
to encourage activities which 
contribute to the goodwill and 
better understanding between 
nations . . .  I designate the 
members of the ASU gym­
nastics team  as Arizona 
Ambassadors to Mexico City."

And Robinson feels it 
couldn’t  have happened to a 
better team.

The Sun Devils have been 
WAC champions the last two 
years, finishing second in the 
NCAA championships in 1973 
and eighth last seasbn. Among 
others, the team consists of 
C raig  K irby, 4th ranked  
tumbler in the world, and L. J. 
Larson, who has placed third 
and second in the NCAA the 
past two years in the side horse.

Besides the feats the team 
has accomplished in com­
petition, says Robinson, they 
have also contributed to their 
im age o f “ am bassadors" 
throughout the state.
