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Bewildered hy emphasis on athletics

leáder favors 
minority recruitment

The university  ad­
ministration should spend as 
much time recruiting  
minority scholars as the 
athletic department recruits 
black athletes, the new 
president of the ASU 
Alumni Association said 
Thursday.

“I don’t  understand it,” 
Lincoln Ragsdale said. “The 
athletic department travels 
to L.A. or Dallas o r all over 
the country to recru it 
people like John Jefferson 
for the  football team, but 
the administration can’t 
seem-- to  recru it black 
educators or scholars.”

Ragsdale, the first black 
president of the alumni 
association, also' said there 
was a marked absence of 
minority presence in the 
university administration.

“I walk around the ad­
ministration offices, and all I 
see is Anglo faces. It really 
disturbs me. I want it to 
change.”

Ragsdale said the job of 
president of the alumni 
association had always been 
a “milk and cookie type, 
prestige position.” - ^

“I want to precipitate 
c h a n g e , m e a n in g fu l  
change,” Ragsdale said. “I.
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want to employ athletic 
department tactics to bring 
minority scholars and ad­
ministrators to ASU.” 

Ragsdale hastened to add 
he was not opposed to the 
athletic department’s policy 
of aggressively recruiting 
minority players.
. “I think the prestige and 

pride a young man feéls 
when he is cheered by 
50,000 fans at Sun Devil 
stadium plays an important 
role , in the development of 
his self-image.”

Ragsdale credited the 
athletic department with

Campus crim e drops; 
added patrol credited

Crime on campus has dropped nine per cent since January 

because of the increased visibility of policemen on campus, a 
University Police official said Thursday.

“We’ve made a few changes,” said Lt. Tom Godbehere. “We 
have the mall patrol now. They’re highly visible, and it’s helped 
cut crime down.”

Godbehere also said a crime prevention team of plainclothes 
officers that has been in operation since last fall, is on duty 
during the night in the higher crime areas of ASU.

They re in grubby clothes — they try  to be inconspicuous,” 
he said. “We stake them out at dormitory areas to prevent 
losses of bicycles, but they are everywhere on campus.” 

Godbehere said there was a 68 per cent decrease in auto 
thefts due to  more patrolmen in the area of the parking lots.

Burglaries, however, increased 57 per cent and Godbehere 
said the majority of them occurred in the dormitories.

“The students leave their rooms and neglect, to lock their 
doors,” he said.

In a report released by the FBI, ASU ranked 19th among 138 
universities and colleges in criminal offenses in 1975 — a drop 
from the 12th spot ASU held the previous year.

“We want to see it go down every year,” Godbehere said.
But the increasing campus population has posed pmhl»m« f»r 

theUmversity s patrolmen, Godbehere said.
“We have 40,000 people here, without visitors. If a visitor 

needs directions or someone has a flat tire, it takes time away 
from the officers’ patrolling duties,” he added.

Gays'role in church growing, minister says

Organized religion historically has 
been the main oppressor of 
homosexuals, but increasing numbers of 
gays are joining churches, a gay 
clergyman said Wednesday night.

“Gay men and women have stopped 
staying out of the church add saying, 
‘What is. wrong with me’" the-Rev. Troy 
Perry , founder of the Univer$&l 
Fellowship of Metropolitan Churches, 
told an audience of 190 in the MU 
Arizona Room.

He said it is up to gay people to change 
churches that have oppressed them 
becausie religion can be “incredibly 
powerful and useful.”

Perry said the New Testament is not 
antihomosexual. Scriptures that are 
deemed such are open to interpretation, 
he Said. • ,

“Nowhere in the New Testament is 
there a blanket of condemnation of 
homosexuality. It’s true the Old 
Testament says Moses didn’t like 
homosexuals, Bill then he didn’t -like— 
women who wore red dresses, or ate 
steak and lobster . . | either,” Perry 
said. “Somehow the Christian church has 
forgotten those sips and remembered 
only those that pertain to sexual 
preference.

“Jesus didn’t say, ‘You all have sex in 
the missionary position, and you can 
come unto me,’ " he said. Perry said the 
natural order of sexuality is to “be 
yourself. . . whatever you are."

Perry said he has been a homosexual 
for as long as he can remember.
, “I used to go to the Tarzan movies and 
watch him pick up the natives and throw 
them around, and wish he’d pick me up 
and throw me around,” he said.

But in Southern society,.?where Perry 
grew up, there was only “one valid 
lifestyle — and that was heterosexual. I 
felt I must have been the only person in

the world like this.”
He went to a Baptist preacher to ask 

him how to deal with his homosexual 
desires. The preacher told him to get 
married. Perry took his advice and 
married the preácher’s daughter.

Five years and two children later, 
they got divorced.

Perry, who was a licensed Southern 
Baptist preacher at 15, finally admitted

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his homosexuality to himself and to the 
church.

“It was strange — all this guilt 
brought off my shoulder», I looked in the 
mirror — no horns had grown out of my 
head -r and said, ‘Wow! You’re a 
homosexual,’ ” he said.

He told church officials, “All I know is 
I’ve got a. label and I’ve got to acf out 
.that label.”

The church officials asked him to stop 
preaching, he said.

Perry discontinued delivering ser­
mons for several years until he had a 
revelation in which God told him He still 
loved him,- despite Perry’s sexual 
preferences.

“I knew at that moment I was a child 
of God and no one could tell me anything 
else,” he said. “I became convinced God 
capes about gay people, even if others 
don’t.”

In 1968, Perry founded the Universal 
Fellowship of Metropolitan Churches. ' 
The organization currently includes 150 
churches, 16 of which ai^ in foreign 
countries.

Perry urged gays to lobby for support 
and to perservere in the cause of gay 
liberation.

“Liberation is not parading, jt is not 
demonstrating, it is not going to jail. 
Liberation is coming to terms with you. 
You can be. the most dangerous person 
on this campus because all at once no one 
can ever put you down again,” he said.

‘‘The unfortunate thing is, 
if that young black athlete is 
injured and can no longer 
play sports, he’s lost. But if 
you take that same young 
man and develop his mind as 
well as his body, then he’s 
got something for a long 
time.”

Ragsdale said ASU’s 
image has changed in recent 
years.

“We have one of the finest 
business schools in the 
nation. The image of the 
small state teachers college 
is a thing of the past for 
ASU,*’ Ragsdale said. “ASU 
is the finest university in 
this state. We have 40,000 
alumni living within a 50 
mile radius of the campus, 
and 20 alumni are members 
of the Arizona legislature.

“There’s no question that 
we have the power base 
necessary to bring about 
positive change at the 
u niversity,” Ragsdale said.

Ragsdale said he did not 
want to give the impression 
that,he was concerned only 
with minority affairs.
- “If we can improve the 

quality of education 
throughout the university, 
everyone will benefit.”

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ASU coed plans to sue 
Tempe car towing firm

It was the day of the ASU-UCLA game 
and freshmaiv Lisa Klean had some 
shopping to do at Tempe Center.

She parked her car and went into Hill’s 
Books and Records looking for a book. 
Hill’s didn’t  have it, so she decided to go 
across the street to Erickson’s to buy some 
art supplies. - '

After about 10 minutes in the store, she 
came out and saw a man hooking up her 
car, ready to tow it. She offered to move 
it, but the man said she would have to pay 
a service charge to unhook the car. She 
refused to pay, and the car was towed.

Klfean said she will file suit in Tempe 
Justice Gourt to recover the $35 towing 
fee.

Doug MacArthur, coordinator of 
student legal services, said the towing 
“borders on extortion.”

“They took the car while she was 
present, ready, willing and able to move 
it,” MacArthur said.

MacArthur said he is preparing the 
lawsuit for Klean, who will then file the 
suit in small claims court, costing her $1.

He said student legal services cannot go to 
court for her, only prepare the suit.

MacArthur called the towing a “ rip-off’ 
and said it borders on consumer fraud, and 
encouraged Klean to report it to the 
state’s consumer fraud division.

Many cars have been towed from Tempe 
Center, MacArthur said, but “nothing this 
flagrant” has happened before, he said.

Betty Dooley, owner of American 
Towing which towed Klean’s car, said it 
has the right to tow cars if the owner does 
n6t pay the Service charge for hooking up 
the car.

She refused to tell the State Press how 
much the service charge is.

MacArthur agreed with Dooley that 
American Towing should be paid for its 
services, but said the owner of Tempe 
Center should pay the towing company, 
not the car owner. He said the contract for 
towing is with Tempe Center, not the 
individual car owner.

MacArthur said he thinks Klean’s 
chances for winning the suit are good.

Entertainment editor gains 
insights in classic orchestra

It’s not often an entertainment 
editor gets to Erma Bombeck her 
way through a serious cultural 
event. Through fate (I have 
discounted it as luck) I recently 
found myself in just such a 
position.

However, I don't propose to 
put thi? over as a review of this 
week’s Cleveland Orchestra 
concert in Gammage 
Auditorium.

Yes, I.could fill space.and write 
something safe like, “Under 
Lorin Maazel's strong direction, 
Beethoven’s music seemed to 
surge and ebb like the tide.” But 
while that may be poetic 
description,’music majors would 
smell a copout and write me 
nasty letters, which I’m sure the 
State Press would rum

I confess to knowing virtually 
nothing about classical music. I 
tried to find someone on. this 
newspaper staff with a musical' 
background who would want to 
attend, but. when one of them 
said, “What was their last big 
hit?” I felt compelled «to go 
myself..

The program looked 
p ro m isin g —tw o m as te rs ,
Beethoven and Brahms, were 
being featured.

So,*I went. I heard. And while 
Beethoven conquered me, Brah­
ms buried me and I found it 
difficult to stay awake. My date 
told me it didn't look good for a 
reviewer to fidget so much at a 
concert. I resorted to winking at 
the musicians and editing the 
program copy.

Still, I must say I did enjoy the

music and I have to pass on to 
you some of the terms I learned. 
Thes’e definitions will be most 
helpful to fledgling classical 
music fans who 1) are not music 
majors; 2) not fluent in the 
Italian language:

FUGUE—This is NOT a two- 
syllable swear w6rd nor is it an 
outdated dance from the Sixties. 
It is defined as a musical com- 

. position written in counterpoint 
in which one or two melodic 
themes are repeated.

TOCCATA—I asked one of my 
fellow journalism students if he 
knew what this word meant. He 
told me he thought toccatas were 
sold at a local Mexican food 
drive-in for about 30 cents each. 
However, it

is played, usually denoting fire 
and vivacity.

ASSAI—This is tempo (beat) 
direction in music and not the 
tribe in Africa noted for its 
colorful costumes.

ALLEGRO MOLTO—People 
often confuse this term with an 
instant hot cereal meal which 
comes in vanilla and chocolate. It 
is used as musical direction to tell 

.the musicians to slow down or 
get their, bows in gear.

ALLEGRO NON TROP- 
PO—My date informed me that 
this meant “Fast, but don’t  trip.” 
That’s close, but it means “fast, 
but not too much.” He got the

musical composition, usually for 
a pipe organ or harpsichord. It is 
played in a free-flowing style, 
usually, with many equal-timed 
notes in rapid movement.

BRIO—No, it is not a cheap 
men’s cologne. It is used to 
describe how a segment of music

LA land fraud indictment

PHOENIX (AP) -  
Richard Curran, a former 
ASU .football halfback left 
Los Angeles Tuesday, hours 
ahead of a grand jury in­
dictment for land fraud.

Curran, who formerly 
headed the defunct Cochise 
College Park Corp., w^s 
listed Thursday as a 
fugitive. At least four other 
persons indicted by the 
federal grgjpd jury have 
been a rrested  by FBI 
agents.

Chris Randall, manager of 
MCI Telecommunications 
Corp. in Los Angeles, where 
Curran, 47, has been 
working the past 18 months, 
said he felt Curran’s actions 
were “rather strange.”

“He came in around 10 
a.m. Tuesday and said, 
‘Chris, I have some business 
I have to take care of back 
East. Can I have a leave of 
absence for three weeks?’

“1 thought it was strange 
— especially when he asked 
to turn over three or four 
lucrative accounts to 
another salesman. You just 
don’t  do that when you’re 
going to be gone only a 
couple of weeks,” Randall 
said.

Eighteen persons and five 
corporations were indicted 
Tuesday in Phoenix for 
defrauding 10,000 investors 
of more than $37 million in 
connection with the  
collapsed land firm.

Curran once was married 
to Miss America of 1949, 
and was socially prominent 
in Phoenix, where Randall 
said he “spent almost every 
weekend.”

Curran was president of 
Cochise College Park and a 
founder of Great Southwest 
Land and C attle C o.,| 
another firm that collapsed!

University President John Schwada 
said Thursday that while seats on the 
north end of Sun Devil Stadium are safe, 
they need to be replaced.

Schwada told the Arizona Board of 
Regents Sunday the seats were “on the 
thin edge of being safe.”

“I didn’t mean they were unsafe. I 
meant ultimately, the seats must be 
replaced,” said Schwada.

University Safety Officer Dale Par­
tridge said the seats are checked before 
each football season by a mechanical 
engineering firm.

“They were certified as being safe as 
presently being used by the football fans,” 
said Partridge. “Part of them are taken 
away during the summer for other uses. 
They’re adequate for what they’re being 
used for.”

Building Maintenance Superintendent 
^Dick Garrett said the seats have been 
unsafe and braced in the. past.

“For years they went down to the track, 
so they’re.banged up and beaten up. We’ve 

* had to work on them every year,” he said.
The seats were bought in 1965 from All 

American School Supplies, to be used as 
temporary seating for the stadium and 
other facilities. *

A spokesman for the company said he 
has no idea what shape the seats are in.

“I don’t  even know how many years ago 
they were bought. We furnished the 
materials for them, but they’ve been 
changed many, many times. The seat- 
boards have been replaced over a period of 
20 years, I think,” he said.

“When they’ve been moved around so 
many times they’re bound to get wobbly,” 
he added. ..

Women's board
to sponsor

A sexual assault series and women’s film 
series are among the events to be spon­
sored this year by the Women’s’ Affairs 
Board, said Nancy Kemmeries, director.

Kemmeries said the program on sexual 
assault, to begin .in October, is an ex­
pansion of a popular series shown last 
year.

—A survey of students, currently being 
conducted, to determine if the student 
health center is meeting the needs of ASU 
coeds.
—A Women-In series that will feature^ 
gifest speakers whose topics pertain to 
-women and their careers.
—Human Awareness Week, an annual 
event that is in the planning stages for 
Feb. 14-18. Maintaining the same format 
as in past years, the week’s activities will 
include guest speakers, workshops and 
idea sessions. Legal and financial 
discrimination against women will receive 
special attention..

The Women’s Resource Center, located 
in MU room 208, provides material on 
cancer prevention, venereal disease, birth 
control and adoption, as well as 
gynecological referrals.

The center is available for use by 
community members as well as ASU 
students, and is open from 8 arm. to 5 p.m. 
weekdays. - _ .

/Junk food' label 
irks health teacher
who sees its value

Junk food is no worse than any other 
kind of food, an ASU nutrition professor 
claims.

“There is nothing inherently wrong in 
fast food,” Donna Jeffrey, a registered 
dietician, said. It does have nutritional 
value, and there is no such thing as perfect 
food. I don’t  like the term ‘junk food’.”

But, she said, people who habitually eat 
fast food often do not have enough variety 
in their diets. “A person’s diet is more 
likely to be inadequate if it’s limited to just 
a few things,” she said.
'  For most people, she said, the problem 

with junk food is the high calorie content. 
“Most people need to eliminate some 
carbohydrates, consume foods with more 
bulk, higher nutritional value.”

Jeffrey does not encourage students 
who may have unbalanced, fast-food diets 
to supplement them with vitamins. “They 
should be more concerned with improving 
their total food habits,” she said.

“There has been too much emphasis on 
taking vitamins in recent years. I see 
people eating diets, which are more than 
adequate, tflirjng vitamins on top of that 
The idea that if a little bit (of vitamins) is 
good, more is better, is. not necessarily 
true,” Jeffrey said.

Two ASU architecture 

students have proposed a 
national mural contest which 
th^y say would bring the 
University nationwide publicity.

The contest would center 
around designing a huge mural to 
be painted on the large concrete 
sides of Sun Devil Stadium's 
south entrance.

Onq of- the students, Scott 
Lang, said the reason he thinks a 
mural would be beneficial to the 

* stadium is obvious: “Just take a 
look at those walls—they're just 
barren wasteland,” Lang said. 
“Right now, it needs more color.”'

Lang and another - student, 
Brad Schultz, have formed a 
corporation, .Soma 1, to help 
finance and run the contest.

Soma 1 would send letters to 
about 30,000 high schools and 
universities throughout the 
country, inviting students to 
submit designs.

It would cost students $5 to 
enter. The proposed first prize is 
$500 and a trip to either the 
Fiesta Bowl or the first game of 
the 1977 football season, $250 for 
second palce, and two honorable 
mentions. *

“It's a good way for a student

to get national notoriety,” Lang 
said. “Murals are big right now, 
and there are a heck of a lot of 
kids who don't get recognition 
(for their abilities).”

Schulz said the’,fact Soma 1 
would be making a profit off the 
contest did have some influence 
on pushing the proposal.

“Of course the money we get» 
there is a reason to get into it,” 
he said. “But, it’s good for the 
school, too.”

Details have not been worked 
out, but contest profits are to be 
divided among the University 
athletic department, the Fiesta 
Bowl Committee, the ASU 
Associated Student Chapter of 
the American Institu te  qf 
Architects and Soma 1.

The plan has not received 
University approval yet.

“The University wants a  
guarantee that the mural will be 
put up,” Schulz said. So, Soma 1 
is looking for someone who will 
pledge money to complete the 
project if the contest fails, he 
said. —L

the opportunity to get involved,” 
Schulz said.

They (Schulz and Lang) would 
like to have students paint the 
mural on the stadium, but that is 
another detail that still has to be 
worked out, Schulz said.

Lang said the University is 
behind the project so far. “The 
problem is, legally the 
University doesn’t  have t ie  
ability to endorse a . private 
enterprise.

“We’ve talked to the basic 
heavies, and we’ve had super­
positive response,” Lang said.

If the Soma contest is ap­
proved, it will start probably in 
January so that the mural can be 
finished before the next football 
season.

Contest judges are expected to 
be Fred Miller, athletic director; 
George Hamm, vice president of 
student affairs; Calvin Straub, a 
College of Architecture member; 
and a Fiesta Bowl represen­
tative.

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Survey on rape to spur safety corrections

Results of a spring survey of campus 
women concerning sexual assault will be 
used this year to implement campus 
safety improvements, said Nancy 
Kemmeries, director of the ASU 
Women's Affairs Board.

More than 2,000 survey forms were 
distributed on campus in April in a joint 
project of the Women’s Affairs Board 
and the Campus Affairs Committee.

About 680 of the forms were turned 
in, mostly by dormitory residents, 
Kemmeries said.

“Prior to the survey there was little or 
no information,” said Kemmeries.

The survey’s purpose was to find out 
ASU women’s feelings about campus 
sexual assault, their perspnal safety, the 
University Police and campus lighting.

Asked if they had ever been ap­
proached by someone on campus at 
night, 124 of the respondents answered 
yes.

Fifty-three of the women said they

had actually been assaulted or 
threatened with assault on campus 
sometime within the last three years. 
One hundred had been assaulted or 
threatened either on or off campus. Two- 
thirds of the assaults occurred at night.

Parking lots, particularly dormitory 
lots, were settings for most of the 
women’s trouble, Kemmeries said.

More than half of the,respondents said 
they avoid using campus facilities at 
night for fear of walking across the 
campus.

Their choice of night classes was 
affected by the danger, 290 of the 
women said.

Although 457 women said campus 
lighting was inadequate for safety, 
Kemmeries said lighting alone may not 

' be the answer, since many of the 
assaults took place inside buildings.

Of the women who were actually 
assaulted, either on or off campus, about 
one-half said thev had contacted a 
friend, one-fourth called the police, and

about one-fourth had contacted no one.
- At the time of the survey last spring, 
few women had heard of the Phoenix- 
based Center Against Sexual Assault 
(CASA), which runs a telephone hotline 
and services for rape victims, Kem­
meries said.

Most of the victims said contacting the 
police would just cause them a hassle, 
she said.

“Most of the women said if they were 
ever assaulted they wouldn’t  press 
charges because it would be extremely 
humiliating for them. The guy was going 
to get off anyway, and they didn't want 
to go through the hassle,” she said.

Interest by University Police in safety 
for women has improved under the 
supervision of Chief George Bays, 
Kemmeries said. More police have been 
hired for the dorm areas since the 
survey, she said.

Kemmeries said several innovations 
for protecting campus women are. being 
considered.

“We could possibly set up a number on 
campus that women could call if they 
were assaulted or felt they were in 
danger of some sort,’’ she said.

Other universities have offered an 
escort service for women crossing 
campus. Some have distributed whistles 
to  women for use in dangerous 
situations.

Workshops to educate women about 
rape will be offered again this year by. 
the Women's Affairs Board, Kemmeries 
said.

Last year’s* participants in the 
workshops included the University 
Police, CASA and a judo expert.

This year's program is still being 
formed and will .be ready in October, 
Kemmeries said. The board hopes to 
offer information about medical and legal 
aspects of sexual assault, legislation 
concerning assault and the psychology of 
assault.

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Gammate, possible paved paradise

The ASU Office of Development has 
proudly announced a massive plan 
designed to alleviate the campus parking 
problem.

Extensive renovation of Gammage 
Auditorium, transforming it into the 
world’s (as well as Arizona’s) largest 
parking facility is scheduled to begin 
immediately.

The auditorium, designed by Frank 
Lloyd Wright, will be (inverted into a 
multilevel garage creating 2,000 parking 
sites.

Highlights will include wide-row 
spacing, continental carpeting and 
dramatic lighting to carry “the car- 
dealer showroom” motif.

Acoustical excellence will be enhanced 
by keeping the grand tier and balcony

Parking lot envisioned
lots detached from the rear wall, per-, 
mitting the sound of auto horns to 
surround every patron. According to 
architects, patrons will have to agree 
that “your horn never sounded so good.”

In addition to interior parking, the 
building will be structurally reinforced 
to create rooftop parking, allowing 
clients to view the exciting ASU and 
Tempe panorama. Fireworks are slated 
to attract night and weekend parking 
customers.

The two pedestrian bridges that 
extend 200 feet from^either side of the 
complex will become ramps, simulating 
the perils of San Francisco side-street 
parking. Pink Floyd’s rendition of “I Left

My Heart in San Francisco" will be piped 
into that area daily at 5 p.m. Synthetic 
fog will fill the rampways.

The surrounding 15 acres of terraced 
lawns are scheduled to be covered with 
granite to convey the “desert parking” 
theme.

The sunken parking areas will create 
another 2,500 parking spaces. Cacti will 
be strategically planted and gila mon­
sters will be used by the University to 
discourage illegal parking.

The sparkling fountains will be 
modified and used as “desert oasis” car 
washes.

When asked about funding the 
stupendous project, a Department of 
Finance spokesman said he didn’t know 
“where the hell the money would come

from, although the Sun Devils had
mentioned something about bingo.”

John J. Rake said the renovation is a 
good idea since the cost of lawn main­
tenance will be cut drastically by the 
proposed no-care desert landscaping.

Biology department head Ludwig Von 
Nuclei termed the Gammage complex 
alteration “the ultimate mutation.”

A senior member of the maintenance 
crew, Jake Rake, considered the con­
version “a darn good idear, cuz we ain’t 
gotta cut thedarngrass no more.”

During construction, present parking

Valley land use control 
not effective, prof says

The Salt River Valley has 
no effective land use con­
trols, although some have 
been suggested in the past.

Every tim e effective 
controls are mentioned, the 
old myths of “rugged in­
dividualism” and “free 
enterprise” are introduced 
to cloud the issue, said Dr. 
Charles Sargent, assistant 
professor of geography at 
ASU.

“There is real danger and 
tremendous cost in con­
tinually seducing the public 
by myths that have little 
basis in fact,” he said. “The 
‘rugged individual building 
the Valley’ thesis is a 
fabrication devised to serve 
particular interests.”

Sargent analyzed “The 
Conflict Between Frontier 
Values and Land Use 
Control in G reater 
Phoenix,” in a publication 
recently released by the 
ASU Center for Public 
Affairs.

“The Salt River Valley is 
at the mercy of a number of 
myths that blind perception 
and hinder the actions 
needed to formulate a sound 
future planning policy,” he 
emphasized. “Visions of 
what the Valley should be 
fifty years from now are 
distorted by a myopia of a 
misunderstood past.”

Sargent said the Valley 
today is largely a creation of 
g o v e rn m en t w ork ing  
together with private en­
terprise. The record seems 
to indicate that there are 
more__instances—of—the-
private enterprise system 
manipulating the govern-' 
ment than the other way 
around.

“It. is profitable for us to 
closely examine alternatives 
to the pattern of urban 
development in the greater 
Phoenix area,” he said. 
“Fortunately, some efforts 
are under way to educate 
the public to the costs and 
options of urban growth. 
Unfortunately, growth is so 
rapid that education may be 
too late.”

Sargent added th a t 
Tucson is far ahead of the 
Phoenix area in educating 
the public about growth 
management and probably 
will remain ahead.

“The history of urban 
expansion in the greater 
Phoenix area indicates that 
no development has yet 
demonstrated th a t’ it is 
located in the best possible

position in terms of orderly 
urban growth,” he said. 
“Sadly, there are no ef­
fective planning controls 
over their location.”

The ASU urban 
geographer emphasized the 
growth and development 
policies that are or are not 
adopted will determine the 
shape and quality of life of 
the future Phoenix.

John Jefferson’s touch­
down reception in ASU’s 28- 
10 loss to UCLA probably 
will be forgotten soon by 
most who saw it.

Even though he made the 
fourth quarter scoring grab 
with a UCLA defender 
literally riding piggy-back 
on him, and he was playing 
with a bad ankle, the catch 
ju s t wasn’t  spectacular 
enough to be a memorable 
Jefferson catch.

After all, he wasn’t  even 
parallel to the ground when 
he caught it, as he is On his 
better ones—for instance, 
THE Catch, the diving grab 
he made right before the 
half for a touchdown against 
UA last year.

Jefferson makes so many 
leaping, sprawling, diving 
catches, his only slightly 
spectacular catches (like the 
one against UCLA) are 
almost completely taken for 
granted.

“I feel- th e re ’s some 
pressure on me to make 
spectacular catches all the 
time,” Jefferson said. “But I

don’t  let it bother me.
“That’s my job—to catch 

the ball,” he added.
Last Week, in spite h i 

playing almost the entire 
game with a twisted ankle, 
Jefferson still did his job 
well enough to catch three 
passes for 38 yards, making 
him the second leading 
receiver of the game.

“I did okay . . .  for a 
cripple,” he said.

Jefferson said he doesn’t 
really think about making 
the fantastic catches. They 
just kind of happen.

“Like the one against 
Arizona,” he explained. “I 
just saw the ball was a little 
too much in front of me and 
dove and got it.”

Because of all those 
amazing catches, "Jefferson 
is expected to make All- 
America as a junior.

“I think I should get on 
one of the six or seven. All- 
America teams,” he said.

Right now Jefferson is 
just looking forward to the 
California game next 
Saturday.

“We should be much 
improved next week,” said 
Jefferson. “I think we may 
have been a Tittle too tight, 
because the game meant so 
much.”

He still thinks A-state has 
a shot at the national title 
despite its pitiful per­
formance against UCLA on 
national television,

“No. 1 is still in sight,” he 
said. “It may be a distant 
view right now, but it’s still 
in sight.”
