iD sulit dismissal

Isn't blanketruling

The dismissal of an Associated Students’ suit against the
University Monday will not prohibit student groups from
taking future legal action, the presiding judge said.

The suit, filed against the Arizona Board of Regents and four
University administrators, was dismissed by Maricopa County
Superior Court Judge Charles Hardy because, he said, it was
ah in-house matter. . "

“This is not the kind of case that should be in court,” Hardy
said. “The administration ought to be able to settle it them-
selves.”

He said he didn*t think a precedent was set by the dismissal
because “it depends on what the student associations are going
to sue about.”

ASASU President Dave Braaten, said the dismissal was
disappointing but “it definitely will not‘stop future legal ac-
tion.”

The suit sought a permanent injunction to prohibit the

. athletic department from requiring athletic IDs at football
games. It also required the defendants to show cause why the
injunction should not be granted.

It also would have restrained the ASU administration from
vetoing ASASU funds appropriated to it. The administration
previously vetoed a $580 ASASU appropriation for legal fees.

Dr. Leon Shell, dean of students, said he also felt the
dismissal won't-stop student associations from approaching the
courtin the future.

Shell, a defendant in the suit, said there was potential for
settling the issue within the University. But he would not
comment on whether it should be handled by the courts or the
University. .

“It depends on what side you are on. I'm supervisor for
ASASU,” he said. “I've tried to stay out of taking sides because
ofthe dual role I'min."

Braaten said ASASU has seven days to change the complaint
and take it back to court.

“We are researching the complaint and well see if it is
possible or feasible to amend it,” he qdded.

Named as defendants in the original suit were Dr. Fred
Miller, athletic director; Terry Wojtulewicz, ticket manager;
Shell; University President John Schwada and the Arizona
Board of Regents.
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The effectiveness of the swine flu inoculation
program may be reduced by lack of public
participation, a communicable disease éxpert said
Tuesday.

T dont think people are significantly aware of
the risks of the disease,” said John Mullen of the
Center for Disease Control in Atlanta, Ga.

Mullen is working with Arizona Health Ser-
vices to carry outthe inoculation program.

The turnout for shots in Arizona has been

eerratic, according to Mullen. “When you vac-
cinate 1,000 people in Cottonwood in one day and
13,000 in Pima County in one week, something's
wrong,” Mullen said.

The swine flu program is the biggest vac-
cination campaign since;the polio program in 196T
and 1962, said Mullen.

Mullen said the program was initiated becaus.e
the swine flu virus is similar to the flu virus that
killed an estimated 500,000 people in the United
States in 1918.

There are two types of inoculations being
given: a monovalent vaccination fewjust the swine

vacciline

The inoculation campaign
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virus, and a bivalent vaccination containing
vaccine for the swine flu and another flu virus
called A-Victoria.

Although no cases of swine flu have been
reported in the United States this flu season
(October through February), Mullen said a
national epidemic- could be expected within 14
weeks ofthe first outbreak.

Mullen-said the inoculation program has been
recommended by every scientific organization
concerned with communicable diseases.

The present vaccine is effective for 80 per cent
ofthose vaccinated, Mullen said.

Before receiving the shots, people are asked to
sign a consent statement which Mullen said
“discharges our responsibility to the public to
inform them of everything we know about the
vaccine.”

The Consent statement lists possible side ef-
fects and special precautions for the vaccine.

Mullen said participation in the program seems
to be picking up but the inoculations may have to
be offered again if not enough are vaccinated the
first time around.

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Localsupporters unite
to get Starsky reinstated

While Dr. Morris Starsky is
selling shoes and parking cars in
Cleveland, his supporters in
Tempe are continuing a six-year
battle to get his job back at ASU.

A committee recently formed
to reinstate the former ASU
philosophy professor and replans
to publicize the Starsky case to
gaip student and community
support.

“l think he has an excellent
case,” said Terry Oehler, a
Phoenix lawyer and committee
member. “We jre forming this
committee to bring "about
positive developments toward
the outcome 'of the Starsky
case.”

Starsky left his teaching

position at ASU in 1970 when he
accepted a terminal sabbatical
leave at 60 per cent of his salary
for the 1970-71 academic year.
m The Arizona Board of Regents
offered Starsky the sabbatical
leave after a controversy arose
when he canceled a class to speak
at arally at the UA in 1970.

Starsky is a Socialist, also a
factor in his dismissal.

The issues surrounding the
outcome of the 'Case are whether
Starsky waived his rights to any
future compensation or rein-
statement by ASU by accepting
the sabbatical.

A federal court hearing is
scheduled Dec. 13 to determine
whether the regents must
reinstate and/or pay damages to
Starsky. Two court decisions
have determined his dismissal

unconstitutional, pending the
outcome of the sabbatical
question.

“There is a question of what
each party knew at the time
Starsky accepted the leave,” said
Oehler. He said Starsky’s rights
as a professor were not affected
by his signing a sabbatical..

Public opinion could be in-
fluential in the outcome of the
case, Oehler said.

A newly developed car engine
that will revolutionize the auto
industry will be presented to
manufacturers and the publicina
week, its producer said Tuesday.

Malcolm Bricklin, who won and
lost millions of dollars with his
futuristic auto, the Bricklin,
spoke to about 200 persons in the
MU Arizona Room.

Malcolm Bricklin

The Bricklin auto, once used
by the Scottsdale Police
Department, combined luxury
with safety features, and posed a
large threat to the “big three”
auto makers, Bricklin said.

“They (Ford, General Motors
and Chrysler) were spending
time in Washington saying they
couldnt do it. It wls a little
embarrassing that we were
doingit,” said Bricklin.

Bricklin’s independent com-
pany produced its cars in
Canada. Its success was cut-off
when the company was placed in

receivership for what Bricklin
claims were mysterious reasons.

Undanted by the business’s
failure, Bricklin began working
on the production of a new
engine to market in the auto
industry.

He found an inventor in Toms
who had developed anew mot#,
then found a Scottsdale man
willing to financially back the
venture.

The new motor gives a 100 to
200 per cent increase in gas
mileage over conventional cars,
uses no oil and is air cooled. It
produces 225 horsepower,
compared to 175 in the Bricklin
engine, he said.

The engine’s main appeal for
the average car owner will be its
simplicity and compactness, he
said. The engine yill fit under
the rear seat of a car and can be
dismantled in about four
minutes, Bricklin said.

He said he expects the big auto
makers to accept and produce
the engine because it will in-
crease their profits. It wUI cost
them about one-half as much to
produce as a regular engine, he
said.

If the companies dont accept.
the engine, Bricklin said he will
take it before Congress — to
prove the auto industry can
produce a safe car if it wants to.

Defeated Devils may spell
relief A-I-R-F-O-R-C-E

After ASU’s football team lost
to Brigham Young last weekend,
someone asked Devil head man
Frank Kush, “Coach, how do you
spell relief?” “A-I-R-F-O-R-C-
E,” camethe reply.

Of course that exchange never
occurred. Kush is asked stupid
questions at times but he would
never publicly ridicule an op-
ponent.

He should make an exception
in this case. Air Force, the
Devils’ opponent this Saturday in
Tempe, hasn't exactly been
flying high this season. TheyVve
won two games so far in 1975,
They won two games last year.
And they may be fortunate
enough to win two games next
year.

The Devils, in the wake of
their 43-21 loss to BYU, need
some relief. That loss squelched
any- ASU hopes of going to the
Fiesta Bowl on Christmas Day
and puts them in serious danger
of suffering their first losing
season under Kush. In fact, Kush
has never been associated with a
losing season either as a coach or
aplayer.

“That's of no concern to me,”
Kush said. “How our players
reactto adversity is.”

Although there may be some
adversity in practice, the Devils
will be spared adverse game
situations for the next two weeks
— first against the Falcons and
then against lowly Utah.

In fairness to the Air Force,
however, it should be noted that
of their six losses this season, a
few have been to decent football
teams. UCLA (remember them?)
downed Air Force 40-7 and lowa
State did in the Falcons 41-6.
Colorado State, whojust bumped
off Western Athletic Conference-
leading Wyoming last weekend,
beat Air Force 27-3.

It also should be noted that Air
Force's enrollment is 4,400
cadets — not exactly prime
football beef. Coach Ben Martin
isthe firstto admit it.

“Because of the Academy’s
size limitation we’re never going
to be real big and strong,” he
said. “So we have to mix things
up quite a bit both offensively
and defensively to get the job
done.”

Things have been mixed up all
right. In the Falcons first eight
games this season they've scored
more than seven points in a game

only three times (against Pacific; '

36; Kent State, 19; and Navy,
13).
