ASASU seeks review
of athletic ID program

By Dan Winkel

Associated Students will ask the University
Athletic Board next week to evaluate the con-
troversial athletic ID at this end of the basketball
season, the ASASU president said Thursday.

Dave Braaten said he asked for a special
meeting of the board to iron out problems over
the issuance of student basketball tickets.

ASASU will not voice objections to the ID’s for
the remainder ofthe season, Braaten said.

ASASU will request there be no charge for
student single-game tickets, that students will be
able to purchase season tickets for $5 and that
students will be able to buy tickets on game night,

The athletic ID controversy resulted in an
ASASU lawsuit against the athletic department.
Student government leaders charged the ID was
issued without consulting ASASU.

Student seating contracts between the athletic
department and ASASU state any changes in the
contracts must be made by mutual consent ofboth
parties. The lawsuit was-dismissed earlier this
week when Superior Court Judge Charles Hardy
ruled it an in-house matter that should be solved
between the administration and student
government.

- Braaten said the athletic board is. considering
charging 50 cents for single-game basketball
tickets this year.

The seating cbntract between ASASU and the
athletic department states there will be no charge
for single-game tickets. Braaten said ASASU
wants to continue the policy until the contract
expires this spring.

Braaten said ASASU will request also that the
price for student season tickets remain $5.
Braaten said the price of season tickets could go
up to $10 if the .50 cents price for single-game
tickets is instigated.

ASASU will ask that students be able to pick
up unsold student tickets on game night, Braaten
said.

In the past, students had until two days before
the game to pick up tickets. Leftover tickets were
then sold to the public. Students wishing to see
the game who did not have tickets wtere forced to
pay the general admission price of $3.50.

Under the ASASU recommendation, students
would be able to pick up tickets up to game time
and pay either 50 cents or nothing — depending
on how the board rules.

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ASU voter turnout
shows sizable gam
over 1974 election

Voter turnout ifi the predominately student precincts of
Tempe were up considerably since 1974, according to
statistics of the Maricopa Coiinty Elections Department.

In the precinct that contains ASU, precinct 4, 33.7 per
cent more registered voters cast ballots in the 1976 election
than in the 1974 congressional election.

Boundaries have changed since the 1972 election, so
figures for.that year are not relevant» Presidential elections
traditionally have better turnout than nonpresidential
elections.

Sin City Improves.

Precinct 14, the area known as Sin City, produced the
most dramatic shift in voter interest since 1974.

Of the 2,269 eligible voters, 1,32", or 58.6 per cent, cast
ballots. In 1974, the Sin City precinct produced a sickly 23.7
percentage of registered voters going to the polls.

Precinct nine, containing the “old row” fraternity houses,
also improved in voter turnout, although not as much as
precincts four and 14. This precinct, however, had the
highest percentage of turnout (72.2) of all the ASU
precincts, and was up 14.1 per cent since 1974.

Dave Braaten, ASASU president, attributed part of the
increase to the four vans employed to shuttle student
voters to polling places in the three precincts.

Many use shuttle ’

Between 800 and 1,000 students went to the polls via the
ASASU shuttlé, Braaten said. “AU the reactions (to the
shuttle service) were positive,” he added. .

ASASU owes about $75 for running the shuttle service,
he said, and the administration may not approve the ap-
propriation to pay the costs.

If the administration vetoed the appropriation for the poU
shuttle, student leaders may consider another suit, Braaten
said. He wUl know today or Monday whether the funds wil
be approved, he said.

Black group charges First Council with bias

Editor’s Note: The State Press
received a copy of this letter sent
to Associated Students officials.

Dear Sir:

We, the members of the ASU
Black ‘Student Union, are quite
perturbed with the inconsistent,
faulty and paradoxical
statements and actions of the

Associated - Students First
Council.
We further feel that- un-

justifiable actions and decisions
have been taken, against our
budget proposal.

We earnestly sought the logic
and reasoning for your decision.

However, we have cometo the
realization that your decisions
were 'biased, inconsistent and
systematically questionable after
carefully recalling the lack of any

available or approved procedural
guideline effected when our
budget was submitted.

The following is a list of
piercing  grievances that
definitely reveal that the First
Council has been derelict in its
responsibility to the Black
Student Union (BSU):

1) Failure to inform the BSU of
budget guidelines before the
budget’s due date.

2) Failure to provide
procedures for submission of-the
BSU’s budget.

3) Failure to provide budget
format, after promises were
made in August by G. A
Frazier, ASASU coordinator.

4) Inconsistency in the
scheduling of Executive Council
meetings.

5) Failure to abide by the
designated schedule to meet with
the BSU.

6) Failure to inform BSU of the

Executive  Council’s  decision
concerning the budget.
7) Failure to attempt to

maintain considerate, diplomatic
and effective communication
channels with the BSU.

8) Failure to identify criteria
used to determine educational
value.

9) Failure to grant con-
sideration to the BSU in
determining the educational
values for blacks.

It is a shame that we must be
forced to bring such grievances
to your attention, as well as the
attention of the campus com-
munity.

However, if this is the
necessary means by which to
make you aware that a total
budget denial of a young, eager
and progressing organization
such as ours is the same as
suffocating an innocent child,
then so be it!

After having - monthly
educational, informative and
successfully planned '‘programs,
it seems wunreal that our
academic values would be
questioned.

In September we sponsored a
fall orientation workshop which
in essence allowed students to
become more aware of the op-
portunities available to the black
campus community.

In ; October, Mrs. Diana
Regner, from Career Services,

was the guest speaker at our
meeting.

She provided important ideas
concerning present opportunities
and future goals of black*
students.

We plan to invite guest
speakers to future meetings. Our
budget request did not comprise
our entire program.

Only those events that
mrequired funds were identified.

Because of the identified overt
inequities and arbitrary handling
-of the BSU budget request, we
urgently request a meeting with
you; further, that all response be
written by you to ensure we
understand the full implication of
your statement.

New release may finally win
fans for obscure soul artist

“Livin® For ' Lovin’,” Jackie
Lomax (Capitol)

Jackie Lomax is one of those
unlucky artists who has success
with the critics, but not with
album-buying public. A stylized,
highly respected artist, Lomax
first surfaced on the short-lived
Apple label in the early 1960%.
Apple didnt survive and neither
did Lomax’ career.

He resurfaced in the early
1970 on the Warner Brothers
label and produced two excellent
albums while living in Wood-
stock, N.Y. His newest album,
Livin” For Lovin’, has Lomax
planted in. Los Angeles, and the
change of scenery is reflected in
his music. '

While not as complete as Home
Is In My Head, an earlier album
on Warner Brothers, Livin’ For
Lovin’ is strong and 'solid. A
combination of funky R&B and a
touch of soul, Lomax’ music is
high caliber and his writing
mirrors a  healthy un-
pretentiousness.,

Lomax uses horns (Marty
Grebb adds distinctive sax, along
with Jimmy Roberts) to conjure
a perfect R&B mood. His band is
solid throughout, especially
drummers- Richie Hayward,
Christopher  Parker and,
strangely enough, Harvey
Mason.

“The Dancer,” Bob Meighan
Band (Capitol)

A rejuvenated version of an
earlier Meighan album of the
same name, The Dancer has been
rerecorded and remixed to
produce, overall, a more
professional work.

Jerry Riopelle produced the
album this time and can take
most of the credit for tightening
and solidifying Meighan’s sound:
Two new songs are added.
"Crazy Waltz” is a ballad penned
by Meighan with new guitarist
and vocalist David Dodt. Dodt
adds a much-needed second
voice, very similar to Country
Joe’s but without Joe’s whine.
“What A Way To Go,”
coauthored by Riopelle and
Meighan, contains Riopelle’s
bluesy rock flavor, and makes
The Dancer a more balanced and
confident gauge of Meighan’s
potential.

The Dancer has been shor-
tened, but in doing so, it has lost
the original album’s spontaneity
and exuberence. “Stormy
Weather” is much more guitar

oriented than the originally
recorded version. The somewhat
messy original has been cleaned
u -

p-Meighan also has sharpened
his vocals and the result in-
dicates a growing sophistication.

“Morning Comes,” Buckacre
[MCA]
Although they have been

together for about 10 years,
Buckacre has just not reached
the record business. With an
America-Eagles sound, Buckacre
is pleasant, if not very daring.
The music seems just’a bit too
familiar to be exciting and the
writing is repellingly simple.
“Love Never Lasts Forever”
will be released as a single and
has all the characteristics —a bit
contrived, and a nice sound —
that wears thin after repeated
listenings. “Dreams of Flying” is
a pleasant ballad, as is “Dance
Around The Campfire.” “Dont

The ASU Consumer Services Office will
contribute by providing information about
off-campus bicycle repair shops.

A bicycle licensing program will be
another service ofthe co-op. Students may
register their bikes with campus police
through the co-op', a safety measure that
could aid recovery efforts for stolen bikes.

Do-it-yourself

Bailey emphasized that the co-op will
not be patterned after commercial repair
shops, but will operate as a learning
resource for do-it-yourselfenthusiasts.

Carter's administration
unpredictable, profs say

By Khambrel Marshall

It’s too early to predict the
character of Jimmy Carter's
administration "because the
president-elect isTBBXperienced
in federal government, two ASU
political science professors
believe.

Dr. Bruce Merrill said it will
be. at least two weeks before
there are any indications of the
kind of administration Carter
will run.

“He’s going to have to reach
into the Democraticgrab bag and
get some people with ex-
perience” for his cabinet, Merrill
said. “Because he doesn’t have
any federal government ex-
perience, he’s going to have to
surround himself with people
who do.”

Dr. John Stookey said it will
be close to a year before any
significant trends develop from
Carter's policies.

“Because of his lack of ex-
perience, | think he will take a
wait-and-see attitude,” Stookey
said. “He’s going to have to get
the feel of things before he can
really get involved.”

Merrill said the most sur-
prising aspect of the election was
not Carter’s defeat of President
Ford, but the small margin by
which he won.

“With all the problems the

Republicans had with
Watergate, he should have won
by a much larger margin,”
Merrill said.

At the end of the Democratic
convention this summer, Carter
led in the polls by as much as 30
percentage points. In Tuesday’s
election, Carter won by 3 per
cent.

Merrill said people felt
comfortable with President Ford
in spite of Watergate, while
Carter had a reputation for being
fuzzy onthe issues.

“Carter was supposed to be a
Southern conservative, but then
he selected Walter Mondale to be
his running mate, and he is
probably the most liberal man in
the Senate,” Merrill said.

Another election result that

puzzles Merrill and Stookey is
the way the country was split
regionally. The East voted for
Carter while the West voted for
Ford.

Defense lawyers said they
would go ahead with an appeal of
the case despite Gilmore’s in-
sistence he wants to die on

schedule.

¢Gilmore, convicted last month
,of murdering a motel clerk
during a robbery, has spent 18 of
his 35 years in penal institutions,
de_féanse attorney Craig Snyder
said.

Judge J. Robert Bullock said
Gilmore has neither appealed nor
authorized an appeal and that the
condemned man is both com-
petent to make such a decision
and aware ofthe consequences.

But court-appointed defense
attorneys for Gilmore, who are
trying to appeal the case over his
objections, said they would seek
a review of the matter before the
Utah Supreme Court.

Public defender Michael Esplin
said the attorneys will, if
necessary, try to get the
Supreme Court to grantthe stay.

Esplin said the judge's action
really did not change anything
since the case appeared headed
for the state Supreme Court

anyway.

Gilmore told Bullock this week
he wants to keep his date with
the executioner so he does not
have to spend the rest of his life
in prison.

Utah law does not require
automatic appeal of death
sentences, but Esplin and

Snyder Bled a notice of appeal
Wednesday. They also sought a
stay of execution and Bled a
motion saying Gilmore does not
want them to represent him any
longer.

No one has been executed in

Falcons 44-28 in 1971 enroute tc
an 11-1 season record and i
sixth-place finish in the United
Press International poll. The
next year Air Korc.e downed the
Devils 39-31, but ASU still
wound up with a 10-2 record and
a No. 13ranking.

This year of course, the Devils
havent come close to that kind of
success. One more loss and the 2-
5 Devils will be assured of that
losing season.

Quarterback Dennis Sproul
says the team will have to
correct its mental attitude if it
hopes to beat Air Force
tomorrow night.

“Everyone has been kind of.
down this week,” Sproul ad-
mitted. “This game will be rough
for us as far as getting out of a
bad mental attitude.”

47 per cent in
survey favor ASU
move to Pac-8

While the bigwigs are
discussing money, scheduling,
competition, prestige, and

loyalty in ASU’s proposed switch
to the Pacific-8 athletic con-
ference, the State Press, con-
ducted a plebescite to find out
how the A-State students,
faculty, and staff feel about it.

Of 53 persons who returned
the ballots which appeared in
Wednesday’s and Thursday’s
editions, 47 per cent favored a
move to the Pac-8.
