Idewalk Cafe fire
forces MU closing

A hamburger grill in the MU Sidewalk
Cafe burst into flames early Wednesday
night, forcing evacuation of the building
and closing it down for the remainder of
the evening.

There were no injuries and the
Sidewalk Cafe is expected to be back in
operation today.

The fire broke out about 6:15 p.m. and
spread from the grill through ductwork in
the MU, said University Police Lt. Theo
Nielson. He estimated damage at about
$200.

All activities and classes in the MU
were cancelled.

Nancy Honce, who was working in the
cafe at the time, said business had been
heavy during the day Wednesday and the
fire could have been caused by a buildup

Another worker, Lou Mueller, said
there were about eight people in the
kitchen area at the time of the fire and
the dining area was “full of people.”

Nielson said there were about 400 to
500 people in the building at the time.
They all were evacuated in about 12
minutes.

Most of the fire was out by the time
Tempe firemen arrived, Nielson said.

“The fire started in the hamburger
machine and built up through the duct-
work,” he said. “Most of what looked like
smoke was actually powder used to put
the fire out.

“The fire department checked all the

ducts but everything is still hot,” Nielson
added. “It still can start again so that’s

“We cooked more than usual during the
day. We were still cooking when it just

blew up,” she said.

Lack oftime,adequate public relations
causedprison site flak, MacDougalisays

The massive public opposition to the proposed state
prison site at Wadell Ranch could have been avoided
with more time and a proper public relations cam-
paign, state Corrections Director Ellis MacDougaii said
Wednesday.

“We didn’t have time to do the job properly,” he
said. “In taking time for public relations, it can be
done.”

MacDougaii said also no new prisons could be built in
Florence near the present site of the state prison,
although bills have been introduced in the Arizona
Legislature requiring all future prisons to be built
there.

“We can’t build in Florence,” he said. “We could
never get people there to staff another facility. There
is a 50 percent turnover rate at Florence now."

MacDougaii said time pressures forced a selection
committee to select the Wadell Ranch site, six miles
from Litchfield Park, without properly informing
residents there.

“When | got here in June we had to find a site by
Sept. 1,” he added.

Angry Litchfield residents have filed suit to halt
construction of the proposed prison.

“We can begin construction on a new prison in eight

months if we ever find a site for it,” MacDougaii said.
MacDougaii became state corrections director in

June, leaving a post as associate dean ofthe College of
Criminal Justice at the University of South Carolina.
Previously he has been corrections director in
Massachussetts, Georgia, Connecticut and South
Carolina.

“l thought | was coming to a system that had many
problems but one that had made much progress,”
MacDougaii said.

What he found was a disorganized corrections
system and a juvenile facility in Alpine complete with
chains and cages.

His first action, he said, was to clean up the Alpine
facility.

“I was appalled. There was no classification of kids. |
found 5-by-7 cages in one dorm with kids sleeping on
the floor. We eliminated the cages, cut the population
from 130 to 50, and the people of the community are

dcDougaii said he reorganized the states correc-
tions system to be “controllable and accountable.”
“A corrections system has to be operated like a
business," he said.
MacDougaii credited the reorganization and his staff
for helping cut down the number of escapes and

stabbings at Florence.
“We had 32 escapes in 1977 and 16 in the first six
months of 1978. In the last six months, we have had

six,” he said.

Included among the six latest excapees were Gary
Tison and Randy Greenawalt, who escaped with the
aid of Tison’s three sons July 30, and eluded the
biggest manhunt in Arizona history before being
captured 12 days later.

Greenawalt and two of the Tison boys, Ricky and
Raymond, were captured August 11 at a roadblock
near Casa Grande. The other son, Donald, was killed
during the shoot-out and the elder Tison’s body was
found dehydrated in the desert several days later.

The gang is suspected of the murder of a Marine and
his family near Quartzsite and a Texas couple whose
van the gang was driving when the capture was made.
On Friday, the two Tisons pleaded guilty to first-
degree murder charges.

MacDougaii called the bloody rampage “one of the
worst chapters in Arizona correctional history."

MacDougaii said violence has been “greatly reduced”
since he took over. The number of stabbings, he said,
has gone down from the 22 in the four months before
his arrival.

“There has been one stabbing, one shooting and a
strangulation,” he said, attributing the three incidents
to gang violence.

MacDougaii would not comment about the gang
violence, saying “We refuse to talk about gangs.”

TENG ENDS
WASHINGTON VISIT

Hearst's odyssey
draws to a close

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — Patricia Hearst was to leave
prison today, capping a five-year journey through the
terrorist underground, the federal courts and a successful
campaign to have President Carter commute her prison
sentence for bank robbery.

Miss Hearst’s odyssey from a quiet art student to a
convicted bank robber began with her abduction at
gunpoint by a small band of self-styled terrorists called the
Symbionese Liberation Army on Feb. 4, 1974.

It entered its final chapter Monday when President
Carter commuted Miss Hearst’s seven-year sentence. She
served 23 months behind bars, most recently at the
Federal Correctional Institution at Pleasanton, 30 miles
from San Francisco.

The saga included months of terrorism and mystery, her
dramatic courtroom description of her life on the run and a
“Free Patty” campaign headed by a congressman who was
assassinated in an unrelated incident in Guyana.

A mixture of joy and sadness awaits the 24-year-old
newspaper heiress on her release from prison. Her fiance,
Bernard Shaw, a 30-year-old San Francisco patrolman,
will be there to greet her. The couple plan to marry in
April.

I:I’:riends say her ordeal took its toll on her parents
marriage. After 40 years together, Catherine Hearst filed
for separation from Randolph Hearst on Dec. 20. He is
president of the San Francisco Examiner.

Because of her experiences, Miss Hearst will be
surrounded by tight security.

Her lawyer, George Martinez, says he plans to continue
appealing Miss Hearst’s conviction.

Miss Hearst, in the space of a few months, was trans-
formed in the public eye from an obscure student at the
University of California at Berkeley into a revolutionary
terrorist who identified herself as “Tania” in tape-recorded
messages.

Panel sidesteps
hearing statute

The State Corporation Commission broke state public
hearing laws when issuing certificates for two new Palo
Verde generators, a spokesman for Power Plant Analysts
said Wednesday.

‘The whole thing was a snow job,” Russel J. Lowes,
research coordinator, said. “The Power Plant and Trans-
mission Line Sighting Committee held a public hearing
November 2. There were no consumer groups represented
on the committee, nor were there any environmental
groups represented.”

The commission and the committee were formed under
the same legislation and all correspondence is sent to both,
Lowes said. He added the committee is required to give a
certificate of environmental approval for all lines
established in Arizona.

“The committee is formed of politicians,” Lowes said.
“One citizen wanted to testify at the hearing, and he was
not allowed time.

“Three witnesses were hired by Arizona Public Service.
These were the only views expressed,” he said. “No one |
talked to was alerted in time to prepare for any in-
tervention.”

State law requires advance publication of the hearings
but Lowes said the information was buried.

Lowes coordinated a two-year study of the financial
impact of the two new generators. He advised the com-
mission to halt construction for economic reasons.

Nine new coal-fired generating units would provide the
same amount of electric service as the five proposed units
at the Palo Verde plant, for 60 percent of the construction
cost, according to the report.

Commissioner Jim Weeks said the board completely
disregarded the rules established under the Arizona
statute.

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Financial strain

Studentspressed
bytuition hike

Families oi ASU students do not have the money to
support another tuition increase, an ASU administrator
said Wednesday.

“The board had plenty of time to study the effects of the
increases before they made the decision to raise tuition
last year,” Dr. George F. Hamm, vice president of student
affairs, said.

“1 believe their conclusion that the amount of increase
was sufficient and was based on an accurate study.”

A bill again raising tuition at the state's three
universities will be introduced by Rep. Tony West, R-
Phoenix, today.

Proponents of the bill, including Rep. Jim Cooper, have
suggested a hike of $100 per year for in-state students and
$500 per year for out-of-state students.

Rep. Juanita Harelson, R-Tempe, told the State Press
the proposed increases would bring Arizona in line with
tuition charges at other Pac-10 schools.

ASU President John Schwada said Wednesday mem-
bers of the House Appropriations Committee “have missed
the point” in their comparison to the Pac-10 schools.

“You cannot look at tuition independently of other
factors, particularly what share of that cost each student
bears,” Schwada said. “There is the obvious question of
how equitable we treat our students in regards to tuition
and other cost factors of their education.”

Schwada told the appropriations committee last Friday
he agrees with Ralph M. Bilby of the Arizona Board of
Regents that the last increase was sharp enough.

Hamm said student records in the Financial Aids Office
show a student profile that would be hard to match at any
of the other Pac-10 schools.

Some of the statistics shown in the ASU student profile
are:

—38 percent of the students are from families earning
less than $12,000 per year.

—31 percent of the students at ASU work at least 35
hours a week; 64 percent work 10 hours or more.

—37 percent of the students are married; the average
age of married students at ASU is 23 years old.

—=62 percent of students use a car to get to campus (but
that does not mean that they own one).

Rep. James J. Sossaman, R-Higley and House majority
whip, said he has not seen the bill but has “heard some
figures quoted.”

“l cant say what those figures are because the bill
hasn’t been introduced yet,” Sossaman said. “l can say the
bill is going to experience some difficulty because of
specifying those amounts without hearing the facts first."

Sossaman added he believes the bill seriously tampers
with the regents’ responsibility for tuition increases.

Tuition hike
more than
70 percent

After years of fairly stable
fees far higher education in
Arizona, tuition costs have
leaped dramatically in recent
years.

In the 1973-74 academic
year, in-state students paid
$320 a-year to attend ASU.
Five years later, the current
academic year, Arizona
residents are paying $550 in
yearly tuition at ASU, an
increase of 72 percent. Out-
of-state students paid $1,210
in 1973-74 for ASU, com-
pared to the current tuition
of $2,100, a 74 percent in-
crease.

At the University of
Arizona, increases during the
last five years have totaled 34
percent for residents and 62
percent for non-residents.
Tuition fees at UA have
historically been higher than
ASU. ASU’s fees caught up
two years ago.

Tuition at NAU remains
the lowest of the three
schools; $500 for residents
and $1,860 for non-residents.

Elementary and secondary school
teachers might have the tenure security
blanket pulled out from under theft” feet If
a bill in the Arizona House gets a passing
mark from legislators.

House Bill 2032 was tabled Wednesday
for discussion next week by the education
committee. It would abolish tenure for all
primary, secondary and school board
members, Rep. Pete Corpstein, initiator
of the proposal, said.

“l feel the tenure system in Arizona
now is overprotecting inferior teachers
and th-" system is suffering,” Corpstein
said.

It is expensive to “get rid of’ the
inadequate teachers presently tenured,
Corpstein added. He estimated the cost
for removal of these teachers, because of
paperwork and court appeals, at about
$35,000.

“The process is so costly some school
boards have decided to just keep them,”
Corpstein said. “Some teachers presently
on tenure dont have the get up and go,
possibly due to personal problems. The

bill is aimed at those educators who “lose
control or dicipline of their classrooms.”

If 2032 should pass, tenured teachers
would be given three-year contracts
automatically, Corpstein said. School
boards will grant one, two or three-year
contracts to other teachers.

‘Tve had many teachers phone in favor
of the bill. I believe it will upgrade the
profession and quality of teaching. The
good teachers arent worried about it,”
Corpstein said.

“We oppose the bill,” said a lobbyist for
the Arizona Education Association, a
teachers' organization.

“It is unnecessary and will cause legal
problems through the interpretation of
the contracts,” Tom Beauchamp said.
‘The present system has existed for five
years and works well. The problem is,
they blame it on the law when the fault
lies in those who interpret the law."

Concerned educators will be heard on
the issue when the proposal is reviewed

Feb. 6, Beauchamp said.

Education center established
for handicapped preschoolers

An education center for preschool
children with severe mental and physical
handicaps has been established at ASU.

The program is designed as a model
center to provide direct educational
services to handicapped children and ASU
students training to work with the
handicapped.

The center, directed by Tom Roberts,
associate professor of special education,
concentrates on preschoolers whose
handicaps are so severe they cannot
participate in conventional programs.

“The children who enter our program
are the ones who might otherwise be
educationally neglected,” said Roberts.

The center attempts to prepare these
children for placement in the public
education system, Roberts said.

These youngsters can learn more,
accomplish more and perform at a level

higher than current and traditional ex-
pectations dictate,” he said.

Robin Cooley, early childhood educator
at the center, said the program includes a
“partnership with the entire family.

“Parental involvement allows the child
to practice the activities we do at the
center at home,” Cooley said.

In addition to its services to the
children, the center offers University
students practical training in social
services, special education, nursing, child
development, communication and other
fields that serve handicapped children,
added Cooley.

“The strength of this program is in its
ability to draw upon University
resources,” she said.

The center presently serves six
children, but will expand to serve almost
20 when remodeling is completed.

Partial eclipse to occur
this month, official says

The moon will pass be-
tween the earth and the sun
to form a partial solar
eclipse Feb. 26, ASU’
planetarium coordinator
said.

Dan Matlaga said 75
percent of the sun will be
covered by the moon in the
eclipse, which is scheduled
to begin at 8 a.m. and end
at about 10 a.m.

“A partial eclipse is when
the moon passes in front of
the sun, but not directly in
front of it,” he said. “When
the moon passes directly
between the sun and the
earth, and completely
blocks out the light of the
sun’s disc, a total eclipse
occurs.”

Although the February

eclipse  will be seen
throughout the western
United States, a total

eclipse will occur only along
the U.S.-Canadian border.

The next solar eclipse to
be visible from Arizona will
be Aug. 12, 2045.

Matlaga said it’s unlikely
any diminishing of daylight
will be noticed during the
maximum  phase, but
warned against observing

Long-term planning
should keep ASU from
experiencing the cutting
effects of a paper shortage,
the head of the ASU
warehouse and general
services  offices  said
Wednesday.

Due to a workers’ strike
at paper mills on the west
coast, ASU’s biggest paper
supplying area, this section
of the country has been cut
back on its paper supplies,
Jim Morford said.

“We cant get the paper
as rapidly anymore due to

the strike,” Morford said,
“but because of long-term
planning | ordered paper in
September and October
that should get us through
this strike.”

Morford said he was
warned in September a
strike would occur early
this year.

“As soon as | found out
there would definitely be a
strike, | started ordering
paper,” Morford said. “We
really shouldnt be hurt by
this strike.”

Sun Devils'Listerstill
having 'growing'pains

The label used to bother Sun
Devil center Alton Lister.

So much in fact, that he chose
to avoid it altogether, even
though it was there every time
he looked at himself in a full-
length mirror.

“I've been growing ever since
high school,” said the Dallas,
Texas, native. “l was 6-foot-S
my sophomore year; 6-7 as a
junior and 6-10 as a senior.

"l grew an inch two years ago
in junior college and | must have
grown at least another inch
since, but | still like to say 1’'m 6-
11. Se”en-foot has negative
limitations. People seem to lode
at you and think you’re a freak
or something. . .”

That was last year, when
Lister’s outlook was a whole lot
different than it is now.

“It doesnt bother me no
more,” the 226-pound
sophomore said. “l know it used
to. | guess | was self-conscious
or something. But now | know it
doesnt really matter how big
you are. It all comes down to
what you can do —how well you
canplay . ..”

Still, when Lister has played,
he hasnt necessarily played
well. After spending all of last
season in athletic limbo due to a
“a messed-up transcript,” the
mountain of a man with the size-
19 sneakers was supposed to
“arrive™ with aplomb in the
1978-79 campaign. Visions of a
center with the defensive ability
of another Bill Russell, the
mobility of Meadowlark Lemon
and the stamina of a Wilt
Chamberlain danced in ASU
coach Ned Wulk’s head.

Instead, Nedley seemingly got
just the “lemon.”

“Alton’s biggest drawback
was his conditioning,” Wulk
explained. ‘The first game he
started this year (in West
Lafayette, Ind., against Purdue
on Dec. 11), he hurt his back.
Tm afraid it might always be a
problem for him.”

The news was nothing new to
Lister.

“It had been hurting me on
and off since the beginning of
the season. | had been putting
some heat treatment on it and
that helped a whole lot. Then in
that Purdue game, | did
something and pulled it. But the
back doesnt hurt right now.”

His point totals do.

At last look, Lister was
averaging 10.2 points per game
in Pac-10 competition, along
with 8.1 rebounds. He averaged
almost twice those totals in
junior college and was expected
to at least match his JC figures
on the major college level.

And Alton knows it.

“At times, | think I’'ve shown
flashes of my potential. But
other times . ..,” he said,
shaking his head searching for
the appropriate answer. “Other
times, it seems like when we get
behind and start turning the ball
over and making mistakes, | find
myself getting caught in that

syndrome, too.
game drastically.

Tm working hard in practice
to correct that, though,” Lister
added. "What you do in practice
usually becomes natural in the
game and | want to push myself
to the point where | can in-
timidate people and have
confidence in my shot selection.
That comes with experience.
And that's what Tm getting —
vital experience."”

It affects my

Lister already has enough
experience with college
recruiters to write a book that
would rival “War and Peace” in
length.

While at Woodrow Wilson
High School in Dallas, Lister
averaged 14 points and 11
rebounds a game as a junior in
1975, then swelled those totals
to 25 points and 18 boards the
following winter to win all-state
and  All-America honors.
Recruited by the University of
Nevada-Las Vegas and “hun-
dreds of schools with running
offenses," the sleek center opted
instead for an entity closer to
home San Jacinto Junior
College in Pasadena, Texas.

There, as a freshman All-
America in 1976-77, Lister led
the nation in blocked shots,
averaged 16 points per game
and 17 rebounds in spurring his
squad to the runner-up spot in

the National Junior College
Athletic ~ Association ~ Cham-
pionship. But unlike other

success stories, Lister didnt live
happily ever after.

“l wanted to get out of there
and go some place that had a
running type of offense that

suited my style,” said the
sleepy-eyed 20-year-old. “We
averaged 101 points in con-

ference games in JC. | did most
of the scoring. | did most of the
work.

"l wanted to get more into the
game — be more aggressive. |
knew | had to move on.”

Louisville, Houston, USC,
Washington and “hundreds of
others” aU gladly submitted
their bids in for his services.

ASU won the sweepstakes, but
temporarily misplaced the prize.

“l didnt know the whole story
of what really happened. 1 still
dont,” he said. “I was aware of
was having some problems
academically back in junior
college, | went to summer school
and had the school (San Jacinto)
forward my transcripts to ASU.

“I got here the week of
orientation and sort of went
through the motions. You know
— register for classes and
practice with the team like | was
supposed to. Then | found out |
was ineligible because my
transcripts didn't get to ASU on
time. It was a long, drawn-out
thing. A lot of red tape.

“It’s nobody’s fault. Things
like that can happen when you
try to transfer,” Lister added.
“But it did kind of get me down
— just sitting there near the
player’s bench and waiting —
not feeling like part of the team.
I just wanted to be a part of it.
Sitting out is for the birds .. ."

By Pac-10's end, ASU won’t

be collectively accumulating
dust either. Lister seems to
think the Devils have a

legitimate shot at “the other”
post-season classic.

“If we can win 20 games, |
think we can make the NIT

(National Invitational  Tour-
nament). The opportunity is
there for us,” said Lister of his
squad which stands 13-8 overall
to date with nine games left to
play. “We’ve been working with
that goal in mind during practice
and the guys seem to be
responding. We know what we
wantnow . ..”
