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Women in khakis
Bill proposing draft o f women 'likely to pass'

A U.S. House bill setting up a new draft system 

went to the Armed Forces Committee Monday, said a 
spokeswoman for the bill’s sponsor. Rep. Paul N. 
McCloskey Jr ., R-Calif.

However, a White House aide said President Carter 
does not plan to renew the draft, but the possibility “is 
constantly under assessment.”

The McCloskey bill includes women.
Jim Purks, special assistant to the White House 

press office, said Carter would also include women in 
any future draft proposals.

“If we register men,” Purks quoted Carter as 
saying, “we should register women as well.”

McCloskey’s press secretary Michele Farrar said the 
National Youth Service Bill requires everyone to 
register within 10 days of their 17th birthday.

Farrar said HR 2206 stands a good chance of 
passage.

“The issue would be a touchy one for 
Carter to get into prior to the 1980 elec­
tion.”

“There are 11 co-sponsors, liberal Democrats and 
conservative Republicans,” she said. “Both Armed 
Service Committees (House and Senate) are concerned 
with the all-volunteer force and are looking into it.”

Farrar said she did not know of any reaction to the 
bill from the Carter administration.

“They (the Carter administration) ignore what’s 
going on in the House,” she said.

Farrar added that the issue would be a touchy one 
for Carter to get into prior to the 1980 election.

Purks said Carter has a “wait and see" attitude 
about renewing the draft.

Carter wants “to give the volunteer system a fair 
trial,” he said. “But he won’t  hesitate one day to 
recommend to Congress” the need to renew con­
scription when he feels it is necessary.

The Department of Defense recently recommended a 
stand-by draft system be implemented, he said.

Purks said the secretary of defense, Dr. Harold 
Brown's recommendation for a stand-by draft system 
is always “in front” of the President.

Farrar said the high cost of the all-volunteer plan is 
the chief reason for renewing the draft.

“Too much money is being spent on manpower, 55 

percent of the defense budget,” she said.
Farrar added that $18 billion more is being spent on 

personnel than when the draft ended in 1973.
Farrar said HB 2206 would cut the pay of junior 

enlisted people 55 percent.
In 1967, enlisted personnel with less than two years 

active duty were then paid 70 percent of the minimum 
wage, she said. Today, they are paid 120 percent.

She said the figures include food and housing 
allowances but not health care benefits.

Farrar said she was quoting a report of the Armed 
Services Subcommittee on Manpower and Personnel 
when she added, “If you want to save money by 
returning to conscription, you have to freeze military 
pay or reduce it.”

Without returning to the draft, she said she saw no 
end to the spiraling costs of making the all-volunteer 
service attractive.

She said the Department of Defense Authorizations 
bill for fiscal year 1979 authorized $2,000 educational 
bonuses to  service personnel who served for two 
years. *

She said it was being tried on a limited basis and 
that 12,500 people were eligible in 1979.

Farrar said programs like this “hike up defense 
manpower costs.”

A second reason for renewing conscription is the 
Armed Forces’ inability to make recruitment quotas.

She said the combined service total was 10 percent 
short of the desired amount of military personnel.

“And the Air Force,” she said, “finally went below 

their quota in December.”

Ann Cady, chief of public affairs for the Arizona

recruitment district, said it’s not the active military 
falling below enlistment goals, but reserve com­
ponents.

“Farrar said Rep. G. V. Montgomery, D-Mississippi, 
of the Armed Services Committee wants to re-institute 
the draft and immediately call 250,000 men into the 
ready reserves.

“But that would be a band aid solution,” she said.
Three options would be open to draft age men and 

women under the McCloskey bill, Farrar said.
HR 2206 would require mandatory registration for 

all men and women within 10 days of their seventeenth 
birthdays.

Farrar said they would have until 18 to be counseled 
about the three options.

The options include two years active duty in the 
military, six months active duty with a 5'/z year 
reserve requirement or one year of civilian service 
such as hospital or conservation work would be 
available, she said.

People opting for the two year commitment would 
receive 36 months of education and training benefits, 
she said.

People would have until age 23 to fulfill the com­
mitment, she added.

If none of the options are chosen, she said, names 

would be placed in a military lottery pool and those 
persons would be eligible to be drafted into the 
military.

People who were drafted would only receive 18 
months of education and training benefits, she added.

Director of the ASU Women's Affairs Board said she 
agreed with Carter and McCloskey about including 
women.

“If men are included,” said Lorri Jean, “I support 
that women are too. We’re in this together. If we reap 
the benefits of living in this country, we should 
shoulder the responsibility.”

However, Jean said, she did not favor a resumption 
of the draft.
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AMERICANS ARRESTED 
FOR PLUNDERING WEALTH

TEHRAN, Iran — Islamic revolutionaries 
arrested an American and three Britons 
employed by an oil-drilling company Monday 
on charges of “plundering the wealth of Iran 
by charging exorbitant prices,” a company 
spokesman said. Sources said the four were 
trying to flee Iran. There are few details about 
the arrests. The American Embassy said it 
knew nothing of the matter and spokesmen 
of Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini declined 
comment.

OIL SHORTAGES PLAGUE U.S.
Oil shortages and higher prices caused by 

the crisis in Iran continue to plague the 
United States, with some airlines canceling 
flights and Venezuela reportedly ready to 
raise the price of oil. The latest problems 
surfaced Monday as Iranian officials said oil 
exports would resume soon, although proba- 

1 bly at levels well below those of the days 
before political strife shut down the oil fields 
last December. Iran had supplied about 10 
percent of the world’s oil before the 
shutdown, producing about 6 million barrels 
a day.

WINTER OF 79 LOOSE AGAIN 
The relentless Winter of 79 pounded 

America’s midsection Monday, spreading 
knee-deep snow and spilling floodwaters into 
many areas from Missouri to New England. 
On the day the sun blinked, to the thrill of 
thousands of eclipse-watchers gathered in 
the Pacific Northwest, residents of southeast 
Missouri and parts of Arkansas were digging 
out from under their worst snowstorm in 60 
years. National Guardsmen were mobilized in 
several states for rescue work, and at least 
six deaths were blamed on the storm.

ISRAEL CONSIDERS INVITATION 
JERUSALEM — Israel's Cabinet meets 

today to decide whether Prime Minister 
Menachem Begin will accept a U.S. invitation 
to a Mideast conference which Egyptian 
President Anwar Sadat is skipping. Foreign 
Minister Moshe Dayan flew in from Washing­
ton Monday night to attend the crucial 
session.

Immunity better than marnage
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Here, a t a glance, are 

highlights of Supreme Court action Monday:
Spouse Testimony

The court agreed to decide whether to allow 
an exception to the common-law doctrine that 
prohibits wives and husbands from testifying 
against each other. The case involves a wife, an 
unindicted co-conspirator in a drug case, who 
agreed to testify in Denver against her husband 
for the government in return for immunity from 
prosecution.

Suspects’ Rights
In a pair of cases involving the rights of 

criminal suspects, the court left intact a New 
York state court ruling that a person in police 
custody who obtains a lawyer’s help may not 
later waive that right to counsel while the 
lawyer is absent. In a case from Rhode Island, 
the justices agreed to again review the scope of 
suspects’ so-called Miranda rights to remain 
silent and obtain a lawyer.

Airport Searches
The justices said, in effect, that prospective 

airline passengers who voluntarily enter an

airport security area may not avoid a baggage 
search by deciding not to board their flights. In a 
case involving a would-be passenger at 
Washington's National Airport, the high court 
left intact a ruling that prohibits persons from 
withdrawing from the screening process once a 
decision has been made to search their baggage.

Firing Rights
The court left intact a ruling by the Oregon 

Supreme Court that a state penitentiary guard 
with a record of physical ailments was denied his 
constitutional rights when he was fired in 1974 
for absenteeism without being given a pre-firing 
hearing.

Middle East Oil
The court asked the Justice Department for a 

w ritten  brief appraising argum ents by 
Occidental of Umm A1 Qaywayn, a California- 
based corporation, that it should be compensated 
for certain Persian Gulf oil shipments to the 
United States. Two lower federal courts ruled 
they Tacked authority to consider the company’s 
multi-million-dollar lawsuits against a group of 
competitors, including Cities Service Oil Co.

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Moonies seek OK for door-to-door pitches
By Jim Muhlstein

Followers of Rev. Sun Myung Moon will 
have to wait until August before Tempe of­
ficials will grant them another permit to solicit 
donations door-to-door, city attorney David 
Merkel said.

There have been three documented “in­
cidents,” most recently three weeks ago, of 
Moon’s followers soliciting without the 
required city permit, Merkel said.

The city is not predisposed to grant a

permit, but on or before August 1 we do intend 
to issue an appropriate one,” he said.

An “appropriate permit” would require 
proper identification, no intent to fraud or 
deceive and show a degree of accountability for 
the proceeds gathered and spent, he added.

Michael Letwin, education coordinator for 
the Unification Church in Phoenix, said

Monday the church is awaiting court dates for 
suits against the cities ofShowLow, Yuma, 
Prescott, Chandler, Tempe and Scottsdale.

‘The suits primarily will center on the 
constitutionality of the specific ordinances 
requiring solicitation permits,” he said.

The granting of permits is open to other 
churches, but closed to the Unification Church, 
according to Letwin.

“If you can use the law against one church, 
you can use it against any church,” he added.

Members of Moon’s Unification Church, 
called “Moonies,” were granted a temporary 
permit by Tempe in April, to solicit on a two- 
month trial basis.

“Actually, things went rather smoothly 
during that period from May to June,” Merkel 
said. “However there have been several in­
cidents prior to and since the issuance of that 
permit."

In 1974, a solicitation permit was granted by 
Tempe, but the permit was revoked two years 
later following evidence that the Moonies were

not clearly identifying themselves as required 
by government rules.

‘They said they were trying to get donations 
to put students through college,” Merkel told 
the State Press on Jan. 19, 1978.

The Moonies also failed to appear before the 
Tempe City Council in October, 1977, to 
provide assurances that conditions for another 
permit would be followed. The application was 
denied the group because the “Moonies did not 
show legitimate interest.”

Merkel said, “One of the problems we have 
always had is the group ‘changes guard’ every 
eight or 10 months.”

He said he has tried repeatedly to contact 
Jack Hagel, activities director for the 
Unification Church in Arizona and a number of 
states, about the status of the new application, 
but his phone calls have not been returned.

A bill to reinstate the draft has been introduced by Rep. 

Paul McCloskey, R-Calif. It’s chances are iffy at this point, but 
there has been growing concern about whether the “all- 
volunteer armed forces” concept would work ever since the 
draft ended in 1973.

McCloskey’s bill calls for all 17-year-olds, both male and 
female, to register for any of three draft options: two years of 
active service, six months active and 5'/i years of reserve 
duty, or one year of community service.

The all-volunteer system is too expensive, McCloskey says, 
and bringing back the draft will cut costs.

But the truth is those costs are so high because millions of 
dollars are wasted on expensive publicity campaigns and TV 
commercials intended to seduce recruits.

Most vets have a hearty chuckle when they hear slogans 
like, “The Navy: It’s not just a job, it’s an adventure,” and 
“Join the people who’ve joined the Army,” because they know 
from experience that once your name is on the dotted line, you 
are U.S. government property and the “adventures” you’re in 
store for may not be what you had in mind.

Although a defense force is necessary, the only good 
soldiers, sailors and airmen are those who are in the service 
because they want to be there.

New dean proposes to install 
computers in Law Library

The new dean of the ASU College of Law said 
he plans to update the college’s library and 
examine the curriculum.

“We are interested in having computer te r­
minals in our library to instruot students on how 
to do computerized research,” Dr. Alan A. 
Matheson said.

The computer terminals would expedite 
research techniques and educate students for 
possible job opportunities in the computer world, 
Matheson said.

“We need to review the curriculum and make 
sure what we are doing is the best for students 
of law,” he said. "We intend to recruit top rate 
faculty for our department.”

New programs might expand the teaching 
staff but not in the near future, Matheson said.

The college has a clinical education program 
offering practical experience for third year law 
students which might be broadened, according to 
Matheson.

“This is an educational technique to make sure 
the students actually are practicing with

professional attorneys and staff,” he said.
More than 90 percent of the college’s 

graduates passed the Arizona Bar Examination 
in July, Matheson said.

“The last experience we had with graduates 
taking the bar exam was a very good one,” he 
said. “Both UA and ASU did quite well.”

Competition is responsible for the relatively 
few students accepted at the college, Matheson 
said.

“Last fall we had about 1400 applications,” he 
said. “Out of that number we had a target class 
of 150. We are in competition with other law 
schools. Most Arizona residents apply to both 
UA and ASU.”

Beginning factors considered for law student 
applicants are grades and the result of the en­
trance exam — the LSAT.

“On the horizon at the national scene there is a 
lessening of interest in law. However, there are 
stOl numbers (of interested students) far above 
what we have room for, he said.

Stacking cars could 
leave parker up in a ir

Now there is a machine that will not 
only make double parking legal, but could 
also be a solution to ASU’s parking 
problems.

“Duo-Park,” a hydraulic lift that raises 
a car above its parking space, allows two 
cars to park ip one space.

Ralph Feffer, president of Shelter Sales 
Co., a distributor for the product, says 
the machine is a “natural” solution to 
parking problems at ASU.

At an approximate cost of $2300 per 
unit, the Duo-Park is “cheaper than 
high rise parking per space,” said Feffer.

The Duo-Park" requires little main­
tenance and presently is used in many 
large cities to relieve parking congestion, 
said Feffer.

“The product isn’t available in Arizona 
yet because we’ve still got a lot of land 
available for parking in this state,” he 
added.

“The Duo-Park will be available in

race for space
Phoenix when a demand is created,” said 
Feffer. ‘That demand will probably 
originate at ASU where the machine is 
needed.”

But Feffer said the parking - device 
creates a problem if the owner of the car 
in the upper berth wants to leave when 
someone is parked below him.

“The bottom car has to be moved,” 
Feffer said. “It is a major flaw in the 
usuage of the Duo-Park.

“This parking system requires planning 
and organizing to put people in the right 
spot,” he added.

But, ASU administrators were not 
interested in the Duo-Park.

“Everybody has an idea of how to solve 
the parking problem here,” said Herb 
Bay, ASU vice president in charge of 
facilities.

“Hydraulic mechanisms such as this can 
be a maintenance headache,” said Bay.

“We’ve had better ideas,” he added.

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Law professors unsure

Case like Marvin trial 
might win in Arizona

Even though common law marriages 

are not recognized in the state of Arizona, 
an ASU law professor said a case similar 
to Lee Marvin’s could be brought up in 
the state courts and might possibly be 
won.

Michelle Triola Marvin filed suit 
against actor Marvin claiming a verbal 
contract between the two entitled her to 
split the property Marvin and she had 
accumulated during the time they were 
cohabitating.

Arizona law stipulates that marriages 
must be licensed by a person with the 
authority to do so. According to Section 
25-111 of the Arizona Revised Statutes, 
marriages not licensed are not 
recognized.

Robert Effland, ASU law professor, 
said the exception to the law is common 
law marriage in states where the 
marriages are recognized.

“But a couple cannot go to a state 
where common law marriages are 
recognized, like Texas, and then come 
back after a few days and expect it to be 
legal in Arizona,” Effland said.

He said it was possible to base a case on 
a contract such as in the Marvin case and 
have it come under consideration.

‘The courts in Arizona may buy the 
Marvin theory,” Robert Misner, ASU law 
professor said, “but I’m really not sure if 
they would or not.”

“It is not at all unlikely we will get a 
case of that sort in Arizona,” said WiUiard 
Pedrick, professor of law. “And it is a real 
possibility the courts here would say if 
the parties have an agreement, even 
though it is a verbal agreement, it might 
very well be enforceable here.”

As it stands though» Misner said, 
persons living together, no matter what 
the length of time, without the benefit of 
a license have no legal recourse.

Section 13-1409, the recently revised 
criminal code, says that a person who lives 
in a state of open and notorious 
cohabitation or adultery is guilty of a 
class three misdemeanor.

As common law marriages are n o t . 
recognized and cohabitation is considered 
a misdemeanor, persons practicing either 
of these have very little recourse under 
the law, Misner said.

During its Broadway run, “Scenes 
From an Adultery,” better known as 
“Same Time, Next Year,” captivated its 
audience with its clever blend of bedroom 
farce, romance and cultural nostalgia.

Doris, a Catholic housewife, and 
George, the compulsive accountant, 
secretly meet in a northern California inn 
once a year for 25 years, essentially 
playing the Everyman and Everywoman 
of middle-aged, middle-class America.

In six swift scenes Bernard Slade leads 
the two lovers through the important 
social changes of the times, offering a

psychological reality than dramatic 
convenience.

Burstyn’s changes are more flam­
boyant. She begins in the film as a naive 
Oakland girl, changes to a Marilyn 
Monroe-type blonde sexpot, to a pregnant 
housewife, to a radical hippie in jeans, to 
an affluent businesswoman, and anally, to 
the sweet, subdued matron of the movie’s 
end.

It’s because of Burstyn’s force of 
personality that Doris emerges with any 
coherence at all.

The movie version falters a bit. Not 
from slickness, but in its snappiness. Not 
noted for his comedic touch, Robert 
Mulligan (“To Kill a Mockingbird,” and

inevitably turns the movie into a soap 
opera.

Ellen Burstyn, who originated the role 
of Doris on Broadway, is joined by Alan 
Alda.

Alda is less successful in the film. 
Television brings out his charm; the big 
screen emphasizes his weak features. The

swing.

The most genuine scene is when they 
grieve over the death of his son in 
Vietnam. It’s one of the rare moments 
when they escape from Slade’s romantic 
pace into something like real life.

Joe Ely is a Texas country- 
rocker who comes off well on 
this, his third album. His tunes 
are slow moving, kind of droll 
for the most part, but he is good 
with the style at which he aims.

On first listen the album 
sounds almost lifeless but with 
increased spins it becomes more 
appealing.

His stuff sounds a bit like the 
Eagles mixed with Willie Nelson 
and combined with Merle 
Haggard. In short, he has a 
singular style which turns out to 
be quite catchy.

Ely’s songs reflect a kind of 
out-of-control quality that is 
appealing. “Down on the Drag," 
the title cut, is a lament about 
the perils of the Austin, Texas 
street scene and is described as 
“mainly a hanging-out song.” 
Also it’s probably the album’s 
best.

“B.B.Q. and Foam” is a strong 
song w ritten  by guest 
saxophonist Ed Vizard, and runs 
right along with “Down on the 
Drag” as one of the album’s 
primier songs.

Ely wrote most of the songs 
and the overall quality of the 
album is due largely to producer 
Bob Johnston’s work. He 
produced Dylan’s Blonde on 
Blonde and various albums by 
Simon and Garfunkel.

Whatever the reason for the 
album's quality, Joe Ely’s new 
one is worth the purchase price.

For example, the sixteenth-

note figures from “La vent dans 
la plaine" are played with 
amazing clarity and control.

The more lyrical preludes, 
such a “Danseuses de Delphes” 
and the hypnotic “Des pas sur la 
neige,” are equally impressive. 
And Michelangelfs rendition of 
the well-known “La Cathedrale 
engloutie” is undoubtedly the 
finest I have heard.

Michelangelfs many admirers 
have often lamented the fact 
that he is as elusive an artist as 
he is brilliant. He seldom plays 
in concert and commercial 
recordings by him are virtually 
non-existent.

It is true that Michelangeli is 
a sometimes erratic interpreter, 
but in Debussy and Ravel he is 
without peer.

This disc then is a rare treat, 
and can be recommended 
without reservation.

Jimmy Buffett-You Had To Be 

There, ABC Records.
Jimmy Buffett’s latest effort 

You Had To Be There, is a live 
album recorded during the heat 
of August last summer. It’s a 
two-record set that is for the 
most part a “best o f’ album for 
th e  31-year-old seafaring 
guitarist.

I t was recorded in Atlanta and 
Miami, two places w here 
Buffett’s appeal is phenomenal. 
Through the late summer, he 
was limping on a broken leg and 
his cast was still in place when 
the album was made.

His spirits were high at the 
time and the album is spiced 
with his usually witty between- 
song ad-libbing with the crowd. 
Musically, the two-record set is 
ok.

The Coral . Reefer Band 
compliments Buffett well on his 
studio albums, but on this 
they’re a little more rough, 
though still top-notch.

You Had To Be There borrows 
from all of Buffett’s six albums 
and includes ballads, humorous 
songs like “Gods Own Drunk” 
and quick paced Caribbean 
rockers. Many of the songs’

lyrics were changed for the 
recording with Buffett adding 
his personal touches as he 
proceeds.

Jimmy Buffett is supposedly 
at his best while performing, 
which is not to say his studio 
efforts are inferior.

The live album catches the 
energy and talent of the man. 
But to accurately gauge its 
quality try  tuning in at his 
Tempe performance in a few 
days for a comparison of live 
album to live performance and 
check if, in fact, you had to be 
there.

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Wildcats win wild one Devi,s man9/e L̂ erne 
with game-delay tactics

TUCSON — UA basketball coach Freddy 
Snowden had a sly smile on his face, which 
matched his nickname “the Fox” perfectly.

Someone handed him a Dixie cup of orange 
juice on the rocks, and he took a moment to light 
up a long-awaited Kent Golden Light. Then he 
got to the business at hand — discussing the 
’Cats 85-80 defeat of ASU in McKale Saturday.

“Helluva ballgame, helluva ballgame,” 
Snowden said, settling back into a simulated 
leather recliner. “They (the Sun Devils) always 
play well against us. I don’t  Care how they play 
against anybody else, but I know they play well 
against us.”

Snowden was right. ASU did play a “helluva” 
game — for the first 37 minutes, eight seconds. 
But it was the final 2:52 which cost the Devils a 
chance to make a three-game sweep of this 
season’s series between the intrastate rivals.

At the 2:52 mark, UA led 78-76, and Devil 
guard Roy Joshua had just finished throwing the 
ball out of bounds, giving it back to the Wildcats. 
Snowden called time, and put into plan a 
familiar tactic which always seemed to backfire 
in previous UA efforts to beat the Sun Devils. 
The delay game.

But this time it worked. Perfectly.
With UA guards Russ Brown, Joe Nehls and 

John Smith smoothly and patiently directing the 
slowed-down Wildcat offense, ASU’s chances of 
winning Saturday disappeared rapidly. Like 
about one minute after the delay was employed, 
when Brown — a 5-foot-10 guard — put up an 
easy layup against ASU’s 6-foot-10 center Kurt 
Nimphius, to give UA an insurmountable 82-78 
lead. From then on, it was a series of ASU fouls, 
plus another Sun Devil turnover and ac­
companying free throws by Brown, Nehls and 
Smith, to close out ASU.

And put that sly smile on Snowden’s face.
“We’ve used the delay game quite a few times 

this season, and particularly well against UCLA 
and Oregon,” Snowden said. “The formula’s 
simple. We made the free throws when they 
fouled. When it works, you’re a genius.”

ASU head coach Ned Wulk concurred.
“I expected the stall fromthem(the ’Cats), but 

not that early,” Wulk said. “It was a different 
kind of stall, one we really weren’t  prepared for, 
especially when they crisscrossed their guards so 
much in the back court."

Brown, who scored a college-career-high 20

points to go along with 12 assists and eight 
rebounds, said UA had worked with the delay 
extensively in last week’s practices, trying to 
work out the bugs.

“Our problem was patience,” Brown said, 
nursing a jammed finger in a cup of ice water. 
“But we took our time today. As soon as we’d 
get the ball, we’d stop, and then look to see 
where the defense was. And it worked.”

So did Brown’s layup over Nimphius, a full 
foot taller than the UA sophomore playmaker.

“I couldn’t  believe it myself. I was wide open,” 
Brown said. “When I saw the big tree (Nim­
phius) coming, I tried to get it up quick. It 
looked like I let it go before I left the ground.”

The layup was one of seven field goals for 
Brown, who rarely scores in double figures. Add 
12 assists to his 20 points, and Brown was 
responsible for 44 UA points, more than half his 
team’s total. ,,

“We didn’t  expect Brown to score that much, 
Wulk said. “I think everybody’s trying to play 
him as a pure assist man and he’s starting to 
take advantage of that. We just d idnt have 
anything to counter against h im .

ASU did neutralize Nehls, the Pac-lO’s leading 
scorer, as Blake Taylor held him to just 11 
points, eight under his average. The effort 
earned the Sun Devil guard the defensive player 
of the series award.

“I’m glad Taylor is graduating,” said the 
blond-haired Nehls. “He really knows how to 
defend me. I’m glad he’ll be gone.

The Sun Devils probably have mutual feelings 
about UA’s senior center Larry Demic, who led 
all scorers with 29 points and was named the 
series’ offensive player. ASU opened with 
Nimphius pitted against Demic, but switched to 
double-teaming the 6-foot-9 Wildcat star late in 
the game. Neither ploy worked especially well, 
although Nimphius out-rebounded Demic 12-3.

It was Tony Zeno and Taylor, a pair of senior 
non-starters, who paced the Devils in scoring 
with 19 and 18 points respectively. Freshman 
Greg Goorjian added 16, but most of his points 
came in the seesaw first half, which ended with 
UA holding a 44-43 lead.

The second half was even more oscillating, 
with neither team assuming more than a three- 
point advantage, until UA turned on the deep 
freeze which eventually did in the Devils.

The loss was ASU’s third straight.

Freshman infielder Byron Eiler, starting his first game as a Sun 
Devil, drove in three runs with a 3-for-3 day at the plate to lead the 
ASU baseball team to a 14-2 win over LaVerne College Monday at 
Packard Stadium.

Eiler, a third baseman from San Diego, Cahf. capped a six-run 
Sun Devil fourth inning with a two-run double to ice the game. Leo 
La Sala opened the inning with a single. After consecutive walks to 
Marty Barrett and John Freitas, senior co-captain Mike Anicich 
plated one run with a sacrifice fly to make it 4-2, ASU.

Sophomore righthander Ken Jones 14-11 got the win in relief of 
southpaw starter Jim Haggerty. Jones gave up just two LaVerne
hits in 3 Vs innings. _ . .

ASU, now 15-4 after a pair of weekend wins over Cal state -
Fullerton, hosts LaVerne again today at 3 p.m.

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'Cat pair cause Pac havoc

TUCSON — Unlike the 
hallowed West Point pair of Doc 
Blanchard and Glenn Davis, 
Arizona’s “Mr. Outside” and 
“Mr. Inside” don’t  pride 
themselves on publicity.

In fact, the analogy alone 
brings both more confusion than 
congratulation.

“The first time I heard that 
used was up in Los Angeles 
when we played USC a couple 
months ago,” said UA’s senior 
center Larry (“Mr. Inside”) 
Demic. “I picked up a 
newspaper and saw this story 
and that’s what the writer called 
us. I said to myself: ‘They have 
to be kidding. They can’t  be 
serious.' ”

“I thought it was a joke at 
first,” Wildcat junior guard Joe 
(“Mr. Outside”) Nehls said. 
“Sure, I have a good outside 
touch and Larry’s strength is 
the inside game, but the press 
can get a bit ridiculous at times.
I think this was one of them. . .” 

Last Saturday afternoon at 
the madhouse Tucsonians call 
McKale Center, Demic and 
Nehls were anything but 
humorous to Ned Wulk and his 
ASU basketballers.

Thanks to a helping hand from 
Mr. Outside, Mr. Inside ac­
counted for almost a third of his 
team’s points as UA salvaged 
the finale of the three-game 
intrastate series, 85-80.

“Larry carried us. He’s as 
good a front line player as there 
is in the country,” said ‘Cats 
coach Fred Snowden in between 
puffs of his cigarette. “Joe had a 
sub-par scoring night, but made 
up for it by feeding Demic 
underneath a number of times. 
That’s what’s been missing in 
the past. And that's what’s been 
hurting us the most.

“In the beginning (of the 
season), both would have big 
scoring nights and we’d win. 
Then the other teams would key 
on one or the other player the 
next time around and nobody 
would pick up the slack. Nehls 
did that for us this time and you 
can see what happened. . .”

The ta len ted  UA back- 
courtman claimed the result was 
pre-planned.

“We figured ASU would try to 
key on me. That’s why we didn’t 
set many picks and why I didn’t 
get the ball all the time,” Nehls 
said.

“ I was content moving 
without the basketball and 
setting up Larry. I don’t  think I

took 10 shots all night. He took 
them all and consequently got all 
the points (29).

“But that’s fine with me. No 
one deserves any better than 
Lany. He’s down to his senior 
year and he worked for every 
bit of recognition he’s gotten. 
Tm glad. It’s tremendous for 
him.”

‘Tve been working hard for 
three years. Tve had to pay my 
dues. I was always ‘the third 
man’ before this year,” said the 
6-foot-9, 225-pound Demic, who 
played behind such Wildcat 
forecourt standouts as Bob 
EDiott, Phil Taylor and A1 
Fleming. “I might be having a 
good year statistic-w ise 
(averaging 17.9 points-per-game 
and 10.3 rebounds), but Tm no 
big first round draft prospect 
like (UCLA forward) David 
Greenwood. Other teams play 
tough defense against me. I’ve 
got to really work for my points. 
But if you want to work for 
them, it’ll pay off. I t makes you 
feel good inside, too.”

Nehls, labeled “the best junior 
guard in the nation” by his 
teammate Demic, wasn’t  feeling 
so well on the outside after the

game. His left thigh looked like 
a pepperoni pizza following a 
first-half collision with Sun Devil 
guard Blake Taylor under the 
hoop. The accident hampered his 
mobility for the remainder of the 
game.

“I just made him pay for going 
to the basket. That’s all. It was 
good, hard basketball and a 
good, clean foul,“ said the 
scrappy 6-foot-4, 170-pound 
blond. “We’ve mixed it up a lot 
over the last three years. I 
didn’t  w ant to  hu rt him 
deliberately, though. He’s a 
helluva player and probably the 
quickest guard in the Pac-10. I 
just wanted to make sure he 
didn’t  get the two points. I 
mean, that’s what they do to 
me.”

The referees don't always see 
it Nehls’ way, however.

“It's too easy to criticize them. 
I don’t  want to sound like a cry 
baby,” Nehls said. “Every game 
there’s a lot of debatable calls. 
ASU had a few go against them 
today and it cost them.

“If they didn’t , ASU could’ve 
swept the series all three

UA's Messrs. Inside and Out
continued from pago 20 
games. We could have too if we 
played better. We didn’t  play 
well at all in any of the games. 
It’s disappointing. They have a 
tremendous amount of talent. 
And so do we.”

The Wildcats got two of their 
biggest gate attractions almost 
as an afterthought.

Nehls, named “Player of the 
Year” in the Illinois West 
Suburban conference after * 
leading the league in scoring 
with a 23.2 point-per-game 
average, was “barely recruited 
by anyone” after a starried 
career at Central High School in 
his hometown of Hinsdale.

“Northwestern was after me a 
little, and so was Trinity College 
in Texas. But I wanted to get 
away from Illinois," he said. “I 
needed a change and wanted to 
get away from home and the 
cold weather. I knew Evanston 
wasn't the answer. Neither was 
Texas.”

Arizona was. For Demic, 
also.

“1 was recruited heavily by 
about 100 schools altogether — 
Louisville, Cincinnati and Long 
Beach State in particular,” said 
the 21-year-old native of Gary, 
Ind., who was an all-state and 
all-sectional selection his senior 
year at Westside High School. “I 
came down here to Tucson and 
just loved the program and the 
people in it.”

One of those persons was 
Wildcat forward A1 Fleming who 
befriended the freshman Demic 
to the extent of even giving him 
his first nickname.

“I had the number six back 
then. So naturally, A1 started 
number calling me “Doctor” like 
Julius Erving,” Demic recalled. 
"I wish I could say it was 
because of my ability. But it 
wasn't.”

Overcoming “The Third Man 
Theme” late last season, Demic 
wound up as UA’s top shot 
blocker, the league’s third best 
field goal percentage shooter

(.589), sixth best reboUnder (8.5 
per-game average) and the only 
non-regular to earn honorable 
mention W estern A thletic 
Conference honors.

Nehls' collegiate court career 
has been equally productive. 
And similarly slow starting —

going . from freshman bench- 
warmer to sophomore seige gun 
to junior jump shot artist.

Yet the Pac-lO’s leading 
scorer to date resents the 
references of his name and 
“gunner” in the same breath.

“Gunner is a bad term. I’ve 
never thought of myself as 
that,” said the 21-year-old 
Nehls, the owner of a 19.9 point- 
per-game index. “A gunner is a 
guy who puts the ball up all the 
time from anywhere on the 
court. I don’t.

“I'd like to think of myself as 
having more discipline than 
that. Sure, I like the recognition 
and all, but I’m not going for it. 
I t’s taken this long to get 
noticed at all in the first place, 
considering I didn’t  play much 
my freshman year.

‘Tm not letting this get to my 
head. There’s no way I could go 
hardship into the pros or 
anything at all like that. I don’t  
think anybody would draft me in 
the first place, since I don't have 
the physical size and stuff.”

He does have the professional 
attitude.

“It ajl has to do with hard 
work and Joe never has been 
afraid of that,” Snowden said. 
“He works hard night and day 
perfecting every aspect and 
fiber of his game. It doesn’t  
surprise me that he’s doing so 
well this year. Not with the way 
he can shoot.”

Nonetheless, Nehls downplays 
his offensive capabilities to the 
max.

“Points aren’t  the most im­
portant thing to me. They never 
were,” Nehls said matter-of- 
factly. “I could go out and score 
1,000 in one game. But if we still 
lose, what’s the difference? We 
still lost. If we were leading the 
Pac-10 and I was last in scoring, 
it would be 10 times better than 
the way things are right 
now .. .”

Swimmers look 
to ward na tiona/s

The ASU women’s swimming team might not have been cocky 
when it arrived in Tucson last week to defend its AIAW Region VII 
swimming title, but it had to be a t least confident.

With 12 swimmers already headed for the national meet in Pitts­
burgh Mar. 15-17, the team was looking to add to that list and 
continue its dominance in the regionals.

One goal was accomplished without a hitch, the other never 
materialized.

Dominating the three-day meet from the first gun, the Sun Devils 
rolled to a 358V> point victory over second place UA, winning 15 of 
the 24 events and breaking 13 meet records.

The AIAW title was the Sun Devils’ 12th in the 13 years, the 
exception was in 1976 when ASU didn't send a team to compete. 
The win also left the team with a 7-0 season record.

Even with an overpowering finish, ASU failed to land additional 
qualifiers in the national meet, although some who have already 
qualified improved on their times.

“We would have liked to have had more qualifiers,” ASU coach 
Mona Plummer said. “That’s one thing we were looking for, along 
with having the girls place in more events for the nationals.”

Plummer was pleased with the performance though, calling the 
victory a “team effort” and adding, T m  proud of the way our kids 
swam, we had some good performances and all around it was a good
job .

All-America Cheryl Gibson got the Sun Devils rolling Thursday 
with wins in the 500-yard freestyle and 200-yard backstroke and 
anchored the 200-yard medley as ASU won five of eight events. 
Both times turned in by Gibson were meet records.

Anne Gagnon set a meet record in qualifying for the 200-yard 
individual medley, but couldn’t  follow up in the finals as she finished 
second to  teammate Allison Grant.

Friday, the Sun Devils increased an already commanding lead as 
Gibson lead the way again, capturing the 400-yard IM and 200-yard 
butterfly in meet record times.

Gail Amundrud chipped in with a meet record time of 1:51.52 in 
the 200-freestyle, and Pam Rogers won the 100-yard breaststroke 
over teammates Grant and Gagnon who finished second and third, 
respectively. Gibson, Amundrud, Rogers and Peggy Tosdal com­
bined to capture the 400-yard medley relay in a time of 3:57.16, also 
& meet record*

On the final day again the team won five of eight events and set 
meet records in each.

Amundrud set a standard in the 100-yard freestyle with a time of 
52.12, and then helped set a record in the 400-yard freestyle relay 
along with Grant, Ginny Higgins and Maura Campion with a time of 
3:31.30. Also setting meet records on Saturday was Leslie Brafiela 
in the 1,650-yard freestyle with a time of 17:31.25, Gagnon in the 
200-breaststroke with a 2:25.25 and Grant with a 59.57 in the 100-

y b y U finished third, followed by New Mexico, Colorado State, 
Utah, Wyoming, New Mexico State and Northern Colorado.

ASU failed to place a diver in the top three spots, an area that 
Plummer considers a weak spot on this year s team.

“This is the weakest diving team we have had smce I ve been 
here,” Plummer said. “I t happens though. Some times you just don t  
have the talent.”

With no divers qualifying for the nationals, Plummer s team will 
have to rely strictly on its swimmers to win the title. “I think we can 
win the nationals without the divers,” Plummer said. It always 
helps to have them contribute, but there isn’t  anything we can do.

Plummer would alsc like to  get more national qualifiers this 
weekend when ASU wraps up its regular season with a rescheduled 
meet against UA a t Sun Devil Pool.

The date of the meet has yet to be set.
“We would lice to get more qualifiers,” Plummer said. “Tosdal 

and Allison are very close to qualifying times as 
girls. Our pool is a lot faster than Arizona s pool, and that is going to

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Surprising Devils capture 
second piace in Pac-10

ASU’s BiD Cripps won the 

outstanding wrestling award in 
the Pac-10 conference cham­
pionships over the weekend and 
led the Sun Devils to a sur­
prising second place finish 
behind Oregon State at Eugene.

ASU placed seven wrestlers 
in the NCAA meet to be held in 
Ames, Iowa on Mar. 8-10, the 
most ever for a Sun Devil team 
with the exception of 1976 when 
again seven wrestlers made the 
trip to nationals.

The Sun Devils wound up 
with 79 points in the tour­
nament, 11 behind OSU. UCLA 
finished a distand third with a 
total of 55, followed by Oregon 
with 47, UA with 39, 
Washington with 26, California 
with 10 and Washington State 
with four.

Cripps won the award on the 
strength of a 4-3 decision in the 
finals over NCAA champion Dan 
Hicks in the 142-pound class. 
Cripps had lost to Hicks earlier 
in the season 7-6 in a dual meet 
with Oregon State. •

Joining Cripps as Pac-10 
champions are Randy Hoffman 
at 118, (the first time ASU has 
sent a 118-pounder to nationals,) 
and Dave Severn at 177.

Severn, with his third con­
ference championship, is the 
first wrestler ever to win both a 
WAC and Pac-10 title. He

nation in the 177-pound class.

Severn decisioned Oregon’s 
Don Brown in a close match 6-5, 
and Hoffman took a 6-2 decision 
from Gary Bohy of UCLA.

Roye Oliver landed a second 
in the 158-pound class in 
qualifying for the national meet, 
losing to UA’s Dave Musselman 
4-3 in the finals.

Other second place finishes for 
ASU included Mike Kovalick, 
who was pinned by Howard 
Harris of Oregon State at 190, 
and Glen Quakenbush in the 
heavyweight division with a 15-7 
loss to Fred Bohna of UCLA.

Joe Romero will also go to 
nationals as he placed third in 
the 134-pound class.

Eddie O rtiz, who didn’t  
qualify for the Iowa meet, 
rounds out the ASU wrestlers 
that made it to the final four. He 
lost a consolation match at 126.

OSU qualified eight wrestlers 
for the national championships, 
as Oregon placed five, UCLA 
and UA each had four and

Washington and Cal each landed 
one.

Cripps is the first Sun Devil 
ever to win an outstanding 
wrestling award for a conference 
championship and finished the 
season with a 23-6 record.

OSU, the pre-tourney 
favorite, had five All-Americas 
in the tournament.

“We just got a 100 percent 
effort from everyone on the 
team,” Assistant Coach Mark 
Mangianti said. “Ortiz’s finish 
surprised us a little, we ex­
pected him to finish higher, but 
Cripps did an outstanding job 
and for us.”

ASU led by two points after 
Friday’s qualifying round, and 
continued to hold a slim lead 
after the semi-final consolation 
round on Saturday.

“If Ortiz could have finished a 
little higher we may have had a 
shot at it," Mangianti said. 
“We’ll make a good showing in 
the nationals, we have an ex­
cellent chance for a high finish.”
