'No cause for alarm'

1200,000 deaths expected 
from reactor meltdown

The death toll from yesterday's Palo Verde 

Nuclear Generating Station disaster has reached 
almost 750,000, and radiation from the 
devastating accident is expected to reach the 
Tempe area late this evening.

Arizona Pubic Service Information Officer 
Loyal Flakwell said Monday he believes there is 
“no cause for alarm,“ although massive doses of 
radiation have reduced the population of Phoenix 
to its lowest level since 1914.

Governor Bwuce Rabid, who declared the 
entire state a disaster area after sending Hattie 
and the kids to Brazil, said all escape routes out 
of the city are clear because “the entire Salt 
River evaporated just minutes after the melt­
down.“

The rapidly balding Flakwell added “this is all

just a big misunderstanding. People are 
overreacting again.

“Why is it that the minute we make a little 
mistake everybody starts dying or moving 
away?” Flakwell queried.

Quoting from the official APS press statement, 
Flakwell advised residents within the 1,000-mile 
evacuation area to “remain calm.”

“But if residents will feel better by taking 
some precautionary measures, we advise they 
stop breathing and refrain from eating or 
drinking for two to three months, or until the 
radiation has a chance to spread evenly over this 
hemisphere,” Flakwell added.

Another APS executive, however, confessed 
he was not surprised at the catastrophe.

Laughing maniacally, Palo Verde plant 
supervisor Corey Meltdown admitted the plant 
has been operational for some time, despite APS 
claims that it was still under construction.

“We really kept the lid on that one,” Meltdown 
chortled. “We almost lost our cover after that 
Three Mile Island thing blew up, so to speak, but 
thank God our projections about the stupidity of 
Arizonans proved true.

Student Rejects 
'get rëal Bored' 
waiting coin toss

The Student Reject Selection Committee announced Monday it 
has narrowed the field to two candidates in its search for an ASU 
liaison to the Bored of Rejects for the 1979-80 school year.

Associated Stooges president and committee chairman Total Loss 
said ChiChi “Ironsides” Rosenblatt and Kemper Worthington 
Bigbucks III will vie for the honor of putting “I was a student reject” 
on his or her resume.

Loss said the student representative has all the privileges of a 
“regular” reject with the exception of a vote, a paycheck and a key 
to the executive washroom, where pre-vote meetings are 
traditionally held.

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Free booze with tuition increase

In a last desperate attempt to dear a $5,000 
annual increase in out-of-state tuition, Rep. 
Porky Pest, R-Phoenix, tacked the hike onto a 
bill providing free beer, cigarettes and fast 
cars to all non-resident students.

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Lack o f shortages harry country

WASHINGTON — The president's advisers on 
economic matters announced to a shocked public today 
that, due to unforseen circumstances, there would be 
absolutely no shortage of any kind during the month of 
April.

"The president says the matter is under in­
vestigation and urges the general public not to panic, 
a spokesman for the panel stated.

Reaction to the startling announcement was mixed 
around the nation’s capital today.

“I don't know how this kind of thing could have

happened.” a senator from one of the midwestern 
states fumed. “It’s obviously the result of gross 
negligence on somebody's part, and I assure you the 
Senate will not rest until we find out just how such a 
thing could have occurred.”

Officials from Exxon, General Foods, General 
Motors and U.S. Steel held a joint press conference to 
disavow any advance knowledge of the impending glut.

"We pride ourselves on the coordination of our in­
dustries to allow at least one shortage somewhere a 
month — usually two or three.” the spokesman said.

“But rest assured we’ll take care of this just as soon 
as possible.”

Economists did express some worry, however, on 
what this would do to the country.

“We’re in unexplored territory here,” one economist 
said. “There’s a chance that, if something like this 
should reoccur, it might affect the balance of 
payments, the inflation rate, our entire system."

Peek a boo looses noggin 
while roaring obscenities

An ASU political science 
professor was subdued and 
removed in a straitjacket from a 
classroom by hospital aides 
Monday morning when the 
teacher apparently suffered a 
nervous breakdown.

Lecturing to more than 40 
students in the Social Sciences 
Building, Dr. George Peekaboo, 
of the political science 
department, began to “rant and 
rave" and “shout obscenities,” 
according to students.

The incident occurred during 
a lecture on the presidential 
power of veto, said one 
eyewitness.

Peekaboo about the nature of 
the veto and what would hap­
pen, hypothetically, if the 
president had a hole in his 
pocket.

“I was wondering, you know, 
what would happen if the 
president had a hole in his 
pocket,” Nouveau said. “Like if 
Jimmy — what’s his name — 
had a hole in his pocket and the 
bill fell out and landed on the 
floor, would the House of 
Sensations or the Representers 
get to vote on it again or would 
it lay there, like, um, you know, 
like in a state of anarchy?”

Just look at how 
they protest the nuclear power plants. You’d 
think the damn things were poison, the way they 
talk."

Another reason for the wash-out was the eagle 
droppings on the utility outpost in east Phoenix 
saturated the building and employees going to 
and from work. Hitler said.

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Drunk legislators caught

Phoenix police have arrested two Arizona 
legislators after they took part in a high-speed 
chase spanning more than 60 city blocks.

Rep. Bull Pooper, R-Leisure World, and Rep. 
Pat Wrong, R-Legend City, were finally ap­
prehended by police just outside the State 
Capitol.

Police said when the vehicle finally came to a 
halt, Pooper emerged declaring “diplomatic 
immunity.”

He was charged with drunken and reckless 
driving and Wrong with obscenity and public 
drunkenness.

Police said the chase began near the in­
tersection of 40th and Van Buren streets when 
police, responding to a complaint, attempted to 
stop the vehicle driven by Pooper.

Nobat Uri Synklootd, owner of the Erotica 
Motel, 11111 E. Van Buren, Phoenix, called 
police at 10:30 p.m. Saturday. He said two 
customers came to  his office complaining loudly 
when their TV set Mew out.

He said the two sped away after ransacking a 
glass display case containing erotic hardware.

A Breathalyzer showed Pooper to have 25 
times the legal alcohol level allowed under 
Arizona law. A test of Wrong proved to be 
“immeasurable,” police said.

Booking procedures were delayed about an 
hour when the back seat of the police car used to 
transport the two lawmakers to division 
headquarters caught fire.

Officers blamed the incident on a burning 
cigarette. Wrong had reportedly sat on it after 
an officer told her smoking was not allowed.

Wrong said she “didn't feel a thing.”
At a press conference today, Pooper confirmed 

that he and Wrong were leaving the Erotica 
Motel when the chase began.

Student leaders renew effort
ASASU Reports: to beat latest tuition

A renewed effort by legislators in 
support of an out-of-state student tuition 
hike was passed by the House Education 
Committee, 13-3, during spring break. 
House B ill 2214, which is actually the 
capital outlay request for the three state 
universities, now has a rider attached to 
raise out-of-state tuition $500 per annum. 
The move is primarily sponsored by Rep. 
Pat Wright, R-Glendale, one of the 
original sponsors of the first bill, HB 
2265. House Bill 2265 was defeated by the 
full House on March 15, 31-26.

Associated Students, through its 
Legislative Task Force headed by Director 
of Legislative Affairs Bruno Dispoto, is 
working to defeat this infringement on 
student rights, just as it had a hand in the 
defeat of HB 2265. Your support is en­
couraged, as the danger of higher tuition 
for nonresident students is just as real 
now as' it was a few weeks ago. Contact 
Dispoto at ASASU if you want to lend any 
help you can.

Revisions in ASASU's Articles of 
Association will go on the ballot in the 
ASASU General Election April W 42. The 
changes, if passed, will usher in a 
student senate, a supreme court, alter 
eligibility requirements for candidates for 
ASASU office and clean up vague

hike bill
language in the current document with 
regard to duties and responsibilities of 
ASASU service agencies. The First 
Council passed the revisions 
unanimously before spring break.

Approximately $150,000 for an ASU 
radio station, staffed and manned by 
student-professionals was approved by 
the First Council and forwarded to the 
academic vice, president and provost, 
Paige Mulhollan, for final okay and appeal 
to the Arizona Board of Regents. If the 
board approves, ASU could be on the way 
toward generating its own radio signals 
by next year.

More than $600,000, triple any previous 
request, was okayed by the First Council 
as the annual ASASU budgetary request 
for 1979-80. The recent annexation of the 
campus radio station, the intramural 
department, the ASU cheer line, Point 
Magazine and the ASASU Travel Bureau 
are the reasons for the size of the 
request. If approved by the University, 
students will have control over the largest 
share of managing student affairs in 
ASU’s history.

The recent problems women on campus 
have incurred with assaults, particularly 
during nighttime hours, have not been 
ignored by ASASU. President Lance Ross

has met with University officials in an 
attempt to rectify the problem through 
better lighting, improved self-defense 
programs, and increased shuttle services 
from central campus to dormitories 
during nighttime hours.

Recent documents requested by former 
ASASU President Mark Barnes from the 
Central Intelligence Agency containing 
information pursuant to alleged CIA 
activity on cam pus has not been 
delivered. An appeal to the CIA, based on 
the Freedom of Information Act, is 
currently being filed. They have been 
notified by ASASU that court action may 
be in the offing if the documents are not 
released to the student government.

A S A S U  E le c t io n s  for president, 
executive vice president, campus affairs 
vice president and activities vice 
president, in primary elections April 4-5 
and general elections April 11-12. Polling 
places will dot the cam pus malls. Forums 
for candidates to offer their views will be 
held Tuesday, April 3 at Sahuaro Hall 
from 7 to 8:30 p.m., and in Palo Verde 
Main Monday, April 9 from 8 to 9:30 p.m.

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Mauler makes je t-set

Declaring a new era of candor, 
ASU Athletic Director Dr. Ferd 
Mauler today fired his 
secretary, established his outer 
office as a press hospitality room 
and actually gran ted  th is 
reporter an interview.

“$600,000? What $600,000?,’’ 
he said candidly over the phone 
from his new office overlooking 
the beach in Rio de Janiero.'

“As you know, service 
charges on tickets and interest 
from the fan has increased and 
the Fiesta Bowl was successful. 
Gardening the State of the union 
will not be dissolved my part­
nership and hotel me what was 
your name again — Pac 10 — we 
really packed ’em in, huh?” he 
said.

"Now, am I making myself 
perfectly clear?” he asked.

Mauler explained the need for 
a jet-set athletic director.

The J.C. Halfwhitted Advertising Agency, 

which designed the 1978-79 Fun Devil television 
and radio ad campaign with tremendous failure, 
has been hired again to handle the 1979-80 ac­
count, a source close to the athletic department 
said Monday.

Ferd Mauler, 46, athletic director at ASU, said 
the firm's failure mark with athletic department 
ad campaigns will work in reverse this season, as 
negative ads and commercials will be used as 
what Mauler calls “reverse psychology.”

“The theme for 1979-80 will be ‘ASU — 
Lagging Behind The PAC'," said Mauler. “We 
will gear our ads to make people think we’ll have 
losing teams everywhere, so when we win, it’ll 
be such a shock you’ll think we turned them on 
to 100,000 volts of electricity."

The tables will be turned as far as the people 
appearing in the new commercials which will air 
in the fall. Instead of picking former and present 
ASU star players and coaches, Mauler and Bill 
Raunchy, who directed this past season s 
catastrophe, have come up with some real duds 
to "promote” ASU athletics.

“We've got Rooky Matalli and Turdle Lame to 
do football ads, and Fran Zbikowski and Buddy 
Backry to do the baseball commercials,” Mauler 
said.

“But the biggest duds we’ve managed to come 
up with were in basketball,” Raunchy added. 
“We’ve lined up Grog Zilverbugger, Jim But­
tocks, Trike Meddler and Nerd Bilk — the coach 
— himself.”

One sneak preview allowed the Stale Mess 
included Bilk's commercial. It shows a hundred 
or so fans in a scene from last year, in which Bilk 
was tarred and feathered during his postgame 
radio show. Then Bilk turns to the camera with 
an “aha” look and says: “You guys thought you 
got rid of that Nerd Bilk thing last year. But I 
survived and I’m back again this year to lead the 
Fun Devils into last place. Be sure and come see 
us play, and then after we lose, you can tar and 
feather me again. It makes for a season so in­
teresting, it may force me into retirement!”

But Mauler said, “My favorite ad of all is the 
one in which Turdle Lame is reaching down his 
pants leg for No. 1.”

ARE CULTURED 
PEARLS FAKES?

No, cultured pearls are not fakes. 
Only imitation or simulated stones may 
properly be called fakes, and cultured 
pearls don't fall under that category. 
Cultured pearls are not what you’d call 
synthetic, either, although man does 
have something to do with the process 
of formation. Have I lost you yet? Allow 
me to define my terms.

An imitation or simulated gem 
resembles an important gemstone but 
is an entirely different substance. It's 
usually man-made.

A synthetic gemstone is also man­
made, but its chemical, physical and 
optical properties are essentially iden­
tical to the natural stone. The main 
difference is that it’s grown by man in a 
laboratory instead of by nature in the 
earth.

Cultured pearls are in a category of 
their own. Man does initiate the 
growing process, but then nature takes 
over. Here's how it works.

A small sphere of shell is introduced 
into a pearl-bearing oyster. Then it's 
returned to the sea to let nature take its 
course. The oyster's defense system 
secretes a substance called nacre to 
cushion itself against the irritant. Layer 
upon layer of nacre form around the 
sphere, producing a fairly uniform, 
round, luminous body — a pearl. 
Natural pearls undergo the same 
process, only the irritant enters purely 
by chance.

No, cultured pearls are not fakes. 
They're just as much a wonder of 
nature as are natural pearls. Thanks to 
man's ingenuity, more people are able 
to enjoy the pearl's beauty than if we 
had to rely on the scarce supply of 
natural pearls.

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Coach Bilk wants back 
in W AC basketball action

ASU head basketball coach Nerd Bilk 
has offered to pay $250,000 for the right 
to reenter the Western Athletic Con­
ference.

In the conference’s yearly 
organizational meeting, Bilk made the 
offer to the Admissions Committee, 
saying he would do anything to get back 
to the WAC, “even kiss Brigham Young’s 
picture.”

Bilk smashed down the door to the 
main conference room where the 
meetings were being held. He used a 
telephone pole for a ramming rod, and 
started approximately 200 feet away. The 
door reportedly gave way after 20 to 30 
rams.

WAC officials were reported as saying 
“who’s there” on the 20th ram. When Bilk 
finally made his entrance, one official 
said, “Oh, it’s only crazy Nerdly.”

Bilk, in a raging fit, tried to strangle 
two of the officials, threw basketballs at 
the others and yelled “lemmein, wheeu, 
lemmein.”

Even in a pitiful showing of begging 
and pleading at the knees of the WAC 
officials, Bilk wanted to make it clear that 
this request had nothing to do with his 
team’s “screw-up” in the Pac-10 this year.

“Ah, we could have won if we wanted 
to,” Bilk said. “The Pac-10 just doesn’t 
have the same friendly atmosphere that 
the WAC does.

“In the Pac-10 all they think about is 
win, win, win. They’re out for blood, and 
I’m sick of it. In the WAC it’s a devil- 
may-care attitude. They’re above win­
ning. They like clean air and fellowship.” 

BUk has asked the University for an 
advance on his salary over the next 50 
years to pay the $250,000. When asked 
whether he thought he would be'here that 
long, he replied, “Hell yes, I don’t care 
what those punk kids on that team say.” 

When asked whether he thought he 
would live long enough to repay the 
advance, he replied, “Hell yes, I dont 
care what those punk kids on that team 
say.”

Ferd Mauler, ASU athletic director, 
was a little more pessimistic about Bilk's 
request.

“We aren’t running this program for 
the benefit of some balding, has-been 
coach,” Mauler said. “We’re in the big 
time now and we’ll squash any ant that 
gets in our way.

“The creep gets my vote of confidence 
though,” Mauler added.

The WAC committee has refused 
comment on the request until a decision is 
reached, but did say in a release that Bilk 
should be examined before any com­
mitment is made.

Greggie Goo-Goo, a member of the 
ASU team, said he “would follow his 
coach anywhere but wouldn’t play for 
him.”

“I just think he’s neat,” Goo-Goo said. 
“Plus he’s rich. I follow him hoping he’ll 
drop some money and I can catch a bus to 
L.A.”

The incident is being investigated by 
the NCAA also, and according to NCAA 
officials the Bilk offer has brought up 
serious doubts as to the credibility of 
college basketball.

“It’s a shame this had to be publicized,” 
Dan Dastardly, an NCAA executive vice- 
president making $2 million a year, said. 
“We don’t need this in our program. 
These buy-offs should be kept from the 
public. We clean our own laundry. If 
someone is allowed to buy his way into, a 
conference, then the next step is buying' 
officials off or even league reps.”

“Say, that’s a good idea, how come I 
didn’t think of that,” Bilk said after 
learning of the NCAA investigation.

Bilk is currently staying at the Fony 
Reno Estates, a resting home for coaches 
who turn purple when they have to call a 
time out during a basketball game.

“I’m just getting my knees back in 
shape,” Bilk said. “I did a lot of grappling 
the other day at those conference 
meetings. I sure hope they lemmein, or 
else HI have to start a conference of my 
own.”

Fan reaction to the offer was mixed, 
with some saying Bilk should be hung 
from the Activity Center by his jock 
strap, while the more positive replies 
gave Bilk the benefit of the doubt and 
would let him “thumb hang.” ____

U S C  goes in blind
ASU’s stunning upset of USC 

last Oct. 14 may be negated as 
the NCAA has discovered that 
ASU athletic director Ferd 
Mauler rigged the game to 
satisfy the Moon Angel 
boosters.

In a 10-page report, the 
NCAA claimed the reason ASU 
won was because they did not 
actually play the top-ranked 
Trojans, but the Braille 
Institute, posing as USC.
