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Testimony opposes dissolution

Ag students left up In air—again

The fate of more than 500 ASU agriculture students
has been left hanging in the balance again by the
Arizona Board of Regents, which has decided to wait
until its July meeting to rule on the possible
dissolution of the program.

After hearing testimony Monday from more than 20
speakers, all opposed to the action, Regent Ralph M.
Bilby told the standing room only audience in the MU
Arizona Room, “It’s our intent to study the subject
further. We plan to discuss the matter in depth and
make a decision in July.”

The controversy began in November when the board
appointed an ad hoc committee to study the
agriculture programs at ASU and UA.

On January 8, the committee headed by Regent
Sidney Woods visited ASU to review its agriculture
program.

But ASU agriculture student Mike Shelby contends
the visit" was unfair because it took place during the
Christmas break when no one was in the department
to present a realstic representation of ASU’s program.

‘They (committee members) spent a total of 45
minutes at the school and 10 minutes at the farm,”
Shelby said. “At the farm they didnt even get out of
the car.”

Woods disagreed.

“We did an extensive study of both schools lasting
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six months,” he said. “We went to each department
and farm owned by the schools and examined each
closely.”

He said he wasn't sure how much time was spent at
ASU but said he was certain the visit exceeded 45
minutes.

From the investigations of the two universities, the
committee concluded the agriculture programs were
duplicative, and recommended “the Division of
Agriculture at Arizona State University should be
disestablished and the degree programs in agriculture
discontinued.”

They further concluded UA was operating in too
small a space and recommended purchasing land to
expand that university's agricultural program.

In addition, the committee’s report said UA would
utilize its faculty on a full-time basis in Maricopa
County to fulfill the area's agricultural education
needs.

Woods said this does not mean a UA branch campus
will be established here, but Rep. Jim Cooper, R-
Mesa, said he saw no other way to interpret the
statement.

Sen. Jim Mack, R-Tempe, said, “The bulk of
production in the state is here, and the need for an
agriculture program is in Maricopa County.”

Mack said courses taught by UA inthe Valley would
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not fulfill the area’s agrarian needs.

“We have two centers of population in the state.
This presents the need for two separate university
programs,” he said.

According to ASU agriculture division figures,
Maricopa County is the fifth largest agricultural-
producing area in the nation. Yet production
agriculture is not stressed at ASU.

“Weve reduced the number of production
agriculture courses so we wouldnt duplicate UA,”
Shelby said. “UA specializes in production agriculture
and we have no quarrels with them. We don't even
want production. Our farm lab is not big enough to
support it, nor is our faculty.”

Shelby added this is where the main differences
between ASU and UA occur.

“Our courses have changed to meet the changing
needs of agriculture in the county,” he said. “We dont
stress production. Rather, we have a program
designed to deal with the future problems that will
arise in the field.”

If the ad hoc committee's recommendations are
approved, the ASU Division of Agriculture will be
fragmented and most of its courses discontinued. The
remaining courses will be farmed out to other
departments such as business administration and
zoology.

Developmentplanned
around 'W hite house,

says land broker

Land surrounding Tempe’ historic “White House”
has been sold and development is imminent, ac-
cording to an agent for the former owners.

Goldmar, Inc. bought the 14.2 acre site in 1972.
Their agent, Ted Romanoff of Ellis and Grubb
Commercial Brokerage Co., said the property is in
escrow and refused to divulge the new owner.

“My client wouldnt want me to give you the
buyer’s identity, but | can tell you development is
imminent,” Romanoff said.

As long as the property is in escrow the sale is not
part of the public record.

The house, visible from the Mill Ave. and Curry
Road intersection, was hand built of cement and

rocks taken from the Salt River bottom by Elvin
White, 81.

His “dream house” was completed in 1921 after
three years of construction and was occupied by
White’s family until 1964.

Goldmar, Inc. bought the property with plans to
build a hotel and resort, signing a permanent right-
of-way contract with the Salt River Project for a road
running from SRP’s central plant to Mill Avenue near
Curry Road.

The City of Tempe owns a small triangle of land
along Mill Avenue, iuid any road built through there
must have the city’s approval.

“The federal government gave us the land under
the restriction that it must be used for parks,
recreation and public accommodation,” said David
Merkel, Tempe city attorney.

The land is zoned as PCCl, meaning any
development must get the approval of the City
Council.

“As long as the land is zoned PCC1, the city will
have a big say in what goes on,” Linda Robinson,
Tempe planning aide, said.

Three unidentified y~'ths explore the abandoned dwelling near the Tempe Bridge known as
the White residence. Vandals have defaced much of the house which was built in 1921.

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Cooperand Wrightspeak
In favoro fagprogram

Despite remarks made in the
past concerning students’ bad
habits, Rep. Jim Cooper, R-
Mesa, and Rep. Pat Wright, R-
Glendale, came out recently in
favor of ASU students' rights.

Cooper and Wright, both
proponents of Arizona
university  tuition increases,

have said the main reason
students could not afford the
proposed hikes was because
they spend their money on
“beer, pot and fast cars.”

“Students have money to buy
everything else they want,”
Cooper said in January.
“Students could quit smoking
and make up the costs. It seems
they have enough money to buy
beer because they always are
hollering about having booze on
campus. Everyone seems to
have nice cars parked in the
parking lot.”

Wright told the State Press in
April 1978 that “if students cut
out pot and liquor they will
probably be able to bear the cost
of the (tuition) raise.”

-But at Monday's hearing on
the possible dissolution of ASU's
Agriculture  Division, Cooper
said, Tve never been opposed

to ASU. Even though Tve
advocated raising tuition, Tm in
favor of ASU and always have
been."

The reason for this apparent
turnabout is because of the
Arizona Board of Regents ad hoc
committee recommendation that
ASU’s Division of Agriculture
be disbanded and all
Agricultural education in the
state taught through UA.

“Agriculture is the third
largest dollar volume industry in
Arizona,” Wright said. “Con-
sidering that the thrust of the
two programs is different, the
state can surely support two
degree programs in
agriculture.”

Cooper, a farmer himself, said
he would have preferred to
attend ASU but, due to the lack
of an agriculture program there,
was forced to go 100 miles away
to learn about things he could
“learn in his back yard.”

He added he saw no sense
behind the assumption made by
the committee that all
agriculture be taught at the
state's land grant institution,
UA.

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grant thing to all three schools?”
he asked. “Allow one school to
teach animal husbandry, one
production and so on."

Wright said she feels the
committee’s chairman Sidney
Woods was not telling the whole
truth when he said, “There are
no vendettas or collusion in-
volved in the committee’s
report."”

“l feel political ramifications
were involved," Wright said. “If
you look at UA enrollment you
can see that it is declining. This
would be one way to increase
it.”

Wright added she feels ASU
is  “indirectly" in her con-
stituency and she has a need to
look out for students’ rights.

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Tacit nod to nukes
Sunny side up?
Not for Babbitt

When Gov. Bruce Babbitt recently suggested a
prohibition on residential development within a ten mile
radius of the Palo Verde Nuclear Plant, it sounded at first
like a good idea.

Here was a member of the President’s special Three
Mile Island Commission showing concern for the people of
Arizona by proposing a buffer zone between the plant and
peoples’ front doors “to prevent it from being smack in the
middle of an urban development ten years from now.”

This humanitarian gesture would supposedly safeguard
the public against constantly-emitted low level radiation
and the effects of a possible meltdown. According to
Babbitt, an evacuation caused by such a nuclear accident
would be “a form of disaster all its own” which would,
however, be made ‘“easier” by zoning the area against
residential use.

But on second thought, the assumption inherent in the
proposal becomes clear. By advocating a buffer zone,
Babbitt is not only nodding tacit approval to nuclear
power, but also admitting residents need to be protected
from its possible disastrous consequences.

Babbitt has admitted he believes nuclear power, which
currently supplies 12 percent of the nation’s electricity, is
essential for at least another 30 years.

“But it’s my guess that the day will come when it will be
relatively easy to say the risks of nuclear power are not
worth taking because we can get the same amount of
energy from other sources,” Babbitt told the Arizona
Republic.

Arizonans needn’t look farther than their own sun-
drenched back yards for a workable alternative, Mr.
Governor. Let’s harness that alternative before Palo
Verde becomes Three Mile Island.

No one would question

the idea of insuring the
quality and economy of
higher education in

Arizona. However, if there
is no American city the size
of Phoenix which does not
have two universities what
is wrong with the state

having two major
universities in its two
metropolises? Since

Phoenix is projected by the
Hudson study to have five
times more population than
Tucson by 2012, ASU has
better justification for a
multiversity, including
duplication, than UA and
NAU.

Even if ASU now has a
few more faculty dead-
woods than UA, in a decade
or so we should have a
faculty comparable, if not
superior, to theirs. Since
ASU, with still increasing
enrollment, already has a
higher student to faculty
ratio, so it stands to hire
more new faculty members
than UA.

in Phoenix of a UA School
of Veterinary Medicine,
etc?

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lllness born In mind
says holistic doctor

Dr. Abram Ber, a traditionally trained medical doctor, believes all
illnesses — including cancer — originate in the mind.

Ber is pursuing his practice by means of what he calls holistic
medicine.

“Holistic healing means different things to different people. As of
yet there are no real standards,” Ber said.

“To me, holistic is understanding the complexity of the human
body, and accepting the fact that we not only have a physical body
but a mind, a spirit, and a soul.

“Iliness is a complex interplay of emotions in the mind, and the
subsequent physical degradation that arises from this conflict,” he
said.

He added his introduction into holistic medicine was via a book
about the effects of vitamin E.

He said few people consider the possibility that food, vitamins or
minerals have anything to do with ill health.

It can be determined if a person has an overabundance of any
vitamins or minerals, or if his body lacks certain ones, the doctor
said. The process involves analysis of the hair and nails, and can
determine if the patient has too much or too little of anything in his
body, or if “poisonous substances™ are present, Ber said.

“Most people who come to me have already been to a number of
doctors, been hospitalized, and don't feel any better. Many of them
turn to me because they are fed up with drugs,” he said.

He added he thinks the fact that he has an M.D. gives his practice
some legitimacy.

“In treating people holistically, you have to look at the whole
person,” Ber said. “You need to look one step beyond the physical
factors to determine what stresses led to the illness. We discuss
problems of the mind and deal with them,” he said.

Ber added he believes 100 percent of all illnesses originate in the
mind.

“If you have mild stress you may develop a cold. If the stress is
more severe, you may get pneumonia. If it is extreme, you could
end up with cancer,” Ber said.

“As soon as you begin to have stress, you immobilize your body’s
immune system,” he added, which prohibits the body from fighting
infection.

“Smoking, chlorine in the water, radiation — all <fthese are very
important factors (in causing cancer). But they are all secondary.
The primary cause of cancer is the will of the patient to die,” he
said.

Ber said he doesnt cure his patients — they must cure them-
selves.

“l tell my patients there is nothing wrong with being sick, that
sickness is an opportunity for learning. Hopefully, the patient will
be able to learn to do away with the illness,” he said.

The doctor said he believes in the holistic tradition, that
everything in life is predetermined.

“Even a car accident arises from a conflict in the mind,” he said.
“There are no accidents.”

Ber said holistic healing is the revival of an old concept.

“It’s really the result of our entering a spiritual revolution,” he
said. “All kinds of things have arisen to promote spiritual
development, and it’s not happening by accident."

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Three service stations
named In state fraud suit

By Stove AUnatt

The Arizona attorney general's office has filed
suits against three service stations in an attempt
to crack down on fraudulent repair practices, an
assistant attorney general has revealed.

“We’re going to prosecute with greater vigor,”
said Mark Santana of the attorney general’s
financial fraud division, “for what | consider a
real epidemic.”

Adams Texaco in Show Low, Koonce Oil
Company and Lome’s Shell in Winslow will go
before the Maricopa County Superior Court, but
no court dates have been set.

Santana said the cases involve service station
attendants' alleged attempts to sell unwarranted
repairs to customers.

Santana added investigators from the attorney
general’s office determine defendants by making
“a run," A run is when an unmarked state-owned
car drives into a gas station. He said the driver
is wired to a microphone and the car is followed.
Pictures are taken.

“If someone makes a pitch,” he said, “we’ll
have them.”

Santana said the car is checked out before the
run to make sure it is not in need of any repairs.

Phoenix attorney Don Powell, who represents
Koonce and Lorrie’s, said the cases involves
alleged attempts to sell unneeded tires at one
station and an unnecessary alternator at
another.

However, Powell said his clients advised him

Leisure learning instructors
claim hypnosis to be unique

The next time you feel relaxed, you will count
from one to five. Three will be your cue. When
you say three a feeling of deep relaxation will
spread .. .."

Post-hypnotic suggestion. It is the thing that
separates hypnosis from other meditation and
mind control techniques, according to Bob Morin
and Nelson Gammon, two hypno-technicians
teaching a self-hypnosis class as part of MU’s
Leisure Learning program.

“A post-hypnotic suggestion is a method of
programming your behavior during hypnosis,”
Morin said at the first class Monday night.

Under hypnosis the student reaches his
subconcious simply by relaxing deeply, Morin
said. The subconcious is where”habits, emotions
and imagination are located, he added.

“In this state you are much more accepting of
suggestions, although you will reject anything

you dont want to do,” Morin said.

The goal of the class, according to Gammon, is
to train the student to hypnotize and give post-
hypnotic suggestions to himself in order to*
obtain tension and stress control.

Both Morin and Gammon belong to the
International Society for Professional Hyp-
notists, the Association to Advance Ethical
Hypnosis, and were graduates of the Ethical
Hypnosis Training Center. Both have practices
in the Valley.

The Tension/Stress Self-Hypnosis class is part
of MU’ Summer Leisure Learning program
which starts this week and features
teaching skills not ordinarily taught in college
classes.

“The class is to teach people to relieve tension
and stress, eventually allowing them to reach
their full potential,” Morin said.

Exciting tennis marred by soap opera plot

Il “Players,” a love Stany
with a tennis setting, it is
fun picking out the real life
tennis stars the camera
caught sitting in the stands
at Wimbledon.

Guillermo Vilas, lon
Tiriac, John McEnroe and
Pancho Gonzalez even have
featured roles.

The tennis footage really
is exciting and director
Anthony Harvey (“The Lion
In Winter”) captures the
spirit, excitement and
anxiety of championship
play.

But when the camera
moves from the courts,
“Players” becomes a big,
slick, empty soap opera
that would make Ross
Hunter, whose films
resemble 8 by 10 glossies
like “Airport”, proud.

Producer Robert Evans
sure has the Hunter touch
for costumes and set
designs in “Players.” No
expense was spared. The
casting of his star also
seems to be Hunter in-
spired.

His leading lady may be
the chicest performer in the
movies, but Ali MacGraw is
no actress. She is beautiful,
stylish and a thoroughbred
clotheshorse — and every
now and then, she’lll do
something really mar-
velous. But then she’ll come
up with a line reading from
a high school production of
“Arsenic and Old Lace.”

Dean-Paul Martin, son of
Dean and formerly a
professional tennis player
makes  his  film debut
opposite MacGraw.

He, too, may have been
hired for having a pretty
face (although his athletic
ability gives the court
scenes an exciting realism
because they weren’t faked
or doubled). But he also
shows real promise as an
actor. He is natural, with
an easygoing style and a
certain intensity.

The story utilizes an
effective flashback-flash-
forward technique. Martin’s
Wimbledon finals match
with Vilas is cut with
scenes of Martin’s rise to
tennis superstardom and
his affair with MacGraw.

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M illerdemands top teams
from thinning coach staff

ASU coaches have been
dropping like flies the last tew
weeks.

And the nan wielding the eaa
of “Raid” has been none other
than the good doctor, Athletic
Director Fred Miller.

Granted, Miller’s apparent
house cleaning haa been sealed
down to the siae of a studio
apartment. But the firing of
tennis coach Marty Pincua and
29-year-veteran track coach
Senon Arturo “Baldy” Castillo is
significant.

Because, until lately, being a
coach of an ASU athletic team
had been probably the most
secure job a person could have.
One person you’d never see in
the relief line down at the DES
was an ASU coach.

Firing coaches has been a new
job for Miller. Maybe he enjoyed
dumping Pincus so much, he
wasted no time in announcing
the “reassigning” of Castille to
other duties “within the athletic
department.”

.But maybe Miller didnt dint
ft was much fun.

“It'fthe firings! was »«thing .

premature, and they were not
frivolous decisions,” said Miher
in retrospect. "Both actions
were carefully thought out.

71 didnt fire either coach
because we didnt win the
national championship in either
sport. It’s not necessary to have
national championships every
season. But a high national
ranking does reflect upon a
successful athletic program.”

And that, folks, is what ASU
had been lacking in just about
every sport in its first year in
the Pac-10.

This was especially so in the
cases of Pincus and Castillo.

Even though Marty’s team
had a 22-10 overall mark in 1979,
the Sun Devils could net only a
fifth-place finish in the tough
Pac-10 and a No. 17 finish in the
NCAA tournament.

Castillo’s tracksters, who two
years ago captured the NCAA
outdoor track and field cham-
pionships with 64 points, could
only pick up one point and a
miserable last-place finish this
year at that same tournament.

“On the Baldy thing, |
discussed it thoroughly with
Baldy,” Miller said. “It was a
lateral move, and | felt we did
need some assistance there (in
coaching track). But after 29
years, maybe it is time to say,
hey, maybe there’s some other
things to do.”

Miller explained that high
national rankings for ASU

Arizona Republic last winter,
called the firing of Pincus “a sort
of flag” to the other ASU
coaches.

“Maybe he’s (Miller) telling
them to shape up,” Frauenheim
said on a local sports talk show
last week.

And, indeed, the firings have
shaken up the coaching offices a
bit.

“When two coaches leave like
that, there’s a natural reaction
to show concern for others
within the department,” said
basketball coach Ned Wulk, who
suffered enough pressure to
resign during his own disap-
pointing 1978-79 season.

“l still think that a turn of
events of a bizarre nine seconds
could have changed the entire
outlook of our entire season,"
Waulk added.

ASU recruits
fastballer for
hurling help

ASU head baseball coach
Jim Brock announced the
signing of right-handed
pitcher Mike Tolbert to a
national letter of intent to
attend ASU next fall.

Tolbert was the fourth
choice in the recent free
agent draft by the Cin-
cinatti Reds and turned
down what Brock termed “a
sizable bonus” from the
Reds.

The 6-foot-2, 170-pound
native of Chicago was the
top high school pitcher in
the metropolitan Chicago
area last season, as he
posted a 7-0 record, and
averaged better than two
strikeouts per inning and
just two hits per game.
Tolbert also played third
base for his DuSable High
School team and led the
team with a .414 average
and 20 rbi.

Major league scouts have
consistently clocked
Tolbert’s fastball at 90
m.p.h. Tolbert was also a
starter on his school’s
basketball team, and won
honor roll distinction each
of the past three years.

Tolbert is the seventh
player to sign a letter of
intent with the four-time
NCAA champion Sun
Devils for next season.

He was referring, of course,
to ASU’s embarrassing 85-83
loss to UCLA Feb. 15, when the
Sun Devils lost a four-point lead
with just seconds left in the
game at Pauley Pavilion. UCLA
was ranked No. 1 in the nation
at the time.

Some of Ned’s problems,
which were many last season,
could be traced to the oversell of
his team on TV and radio
commercials about ASU sport
teams in their maiden year in
the Pac-10.

So Wulk will be pleased to
know that Miller’s first priority
in the upcoming athletic year is
to increase basketball ticket
sales, with even more emphasis
placed on television and radio
commercials.

“l guess it’s well understood

by everyone that the emphasis
would be placed that way,”
Wulk said with a shrug. “It
increases the pressure to win,
probably.”

It also increases the pressure
on all the coaches not affected
by the dismissals of Pincus and
Castillo, all of whom are under
contract for the upcoming
season.

Because, the breadline aint so
far away now.
