Similar special permits can be obtained at the University of
Washington, an information desk assistant said. None of these
universities sell liquor at football games.

N Four years ago tto ASU regents told a public bearing on the
subject of alcohol sales, but. according to Eastridge. students did
not present a strong ease.

“The students ea«no mid kind of tod the wrong arguments " she
said. “Some were saying they should to free to do whatever they
want. It was just a weak argument to put forth."

Bid this time around Eastridge said tto sale ofalcohol has a much
better chance of receiving the regents’approval

“There has just been a tremendous turnaround in the last four or
five years as far as bur rapport with the beard in «<seemed,"” she
said. “We’ve gone to them usually with good reasons for anything
we've asked for.

“If we can put together a strong argument and show some some of the
positive reasons for selling liquor on campus —and there are many
—then I dmk the regents will have a completely different reaction
to tto whole thlngI

Many otto* colleges around the country sal alcohol on campus
and have found it-to be a succet sfule nterprise, Eastridge added.

CUBAN SUBMARINES
THREATTO U.S.

WASHINGTON — The So-
viet Union is arming Cuba
with weapons systems that
could pose “a major threat to
our oil supplies,” demonstrat-
ing a pattern of behavior that
Is “hostile to the interests of
the United States,” Sen.
Henry Jackson (D-Wash.),
said Tuesday. Jackson, in a
speech on the Senate floor,
said the Soviets have given
Cuba two submarines. One of
them could mine U.S. coastal
waters, threatening U.S. oil
tankers. The other is a training
vessel, Jackson said, leading
to the presumption that more
attack submarines are antici-
pated.

CANADIAN WATERS
COULD HOLD WORLD
OIL RESERVE

BUCHAREST, Romania —
Oil to sustain the world’s
energy-hungry industrial na-
tions might lie in promising
fields beneath the waters off
the coasts of Canada, experts
said Tuesday. In one of sev-
eral papers presented to a
seminar of the 10th World
Petroleum Congress, Cana-
dian oil economist Neil
McMillan estimated Canada’s
Labrador Sea alone will yield
18 billion barrels of oil, twice
the estimated size of Alaska's
Prudhoe Bay reserve, and four
trillion cubic meters of natural
gas.

ANGOLA'’S PRESIDENT

DEAD AT 56

MOSCOW President
Agostinho Neto of Angola, a
doctor and poet who became a
key figure in the leftist tide

that swept black Africa in the
1070s, is dead at 66 after
undergoing surgery in Mos-
cow for advanced cancer of
the pancreas. The death of
Angola’s Marxist chief leaves
a leadership vacuum ft a time
of political and economic
turmoil In that southern Afri-
can nation.
BEAN-EATER VOLUNTEERS
TO GET PAID
VANCOUVER, British Co-
lumbia — A dozen volunteers
will be paid $25 a day to eat
beans in a research project
aimed at developing a gasless
variety of the vegetable that
could feed the world cheaply
without discomfort or embar-
rasment. Dr. Brent Skura, 31,
a microbiologist and food
scientist at the University of
British  Columbia has a
$36,000 grant from the Cana-
dian Agriculture Ministry for
the project, which he plans to
begin early next year. Skura
said Tuesday that beans are a
high protein, cheap and easy-
to-grow food. But he said he
does not believe they will ever
catch on as an aid to world
food supplies unless some
way can be found to limit the
amount of gas generated by
bean eating.

TUCSON — Pima County
officials continued searching
Tuesday for some legal re-
course in connection with the
city's desert burial of 22 truck-
loads of radiation-exposed
food. The Board of Super-
visors called on county sanita-
tion officials to determine if

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dards for a hazardous paste
landfill and asked the county
attorney to determine if burial
of the $300,000 worth of
perishable food was legal.

Atomics Corp. was served
with a tax delinquency notice
Tuesday, ordering It to pay
$34,000 In overdue property
taxes or have Its equipment
and furnishings seized.

Radiation on the reservation

In these PTMI (Post-Three Mile Island)
times, it would seem our heightened nuclear
consciousness would force us to pay a bit more
attention to what’s been happening on
Arizona’s Navajo Indian reservation.

Almost two months ago, a Church Rock,
N.M., uranium mill owned by United Nuclear,
Inc. sprung a leak in the dam it used to hold
radioactive waste water.

The 90-million-gallon deluge of
liquid and sludge poured into the Rio Puerco,
which runs through the Navajo reservation and
eventually into the Little Colorado. The gunk
traveled almost 46 miles — as far as Cham-
bers, which is about 30 miles from the Arizona-
New Mexico border.

Facte to the Navajo population, trying to
subsist on imported water, understandably
afraid to drink from the Puerco, not knowing
how many of their animals drank from those
contaminated pools before the accident was
discovered.

Arizona Health Department officials told the

Phoenix press they “still can’t say” how much
of a hazard the spill poses to the people and
their livestock. Those same — mostly
anonymous — officials went on to say that...
“the testing indicates little possibility of ex-
tensive radioactivity contamination..."

But here’s the rah. Water, ground, and air
tests — not to mention testing of people and
animals — have not yet been completed. In
other words, the verdict isn’t anywhere near in
on the possible future calamities of the
disaster.

We know that six people, five of them
children, had to be sent to Ixm Alamos for
intensive testing as victims of “high exposure.”

And we know a veterinary team still is in the
process of testing the livestock — upon which
the Navajo depend for their existence — not
only for the presence of radioactivity but also
for such goodies as arsenic, lead and
plutonium.

Navajo Tribal Chairman Peter MacDonald
has complained repeatedly about United
Nuclear’s less-than-speedy action. Tribal of-

ficials recently were assured at least 90
workers were involved in the clean-up
operation. When they went out to see for

themselves, they found six.

Clearly the mast striking thing about the
situation is the public’s relative indifference to
an accident with implications dearly more far-
reaching than anything spawned by Three Mile
Island.

The small number of truly committed anti-
nuclear activists seems manly to point up the
nuclear spectre, looming huge and ghastly on
the horizon.

It’s a spectre none of us can afford to live
with.

study crash impact, human
tolerance, restraint systems,
tire hasards and accident
photography.

The vehicle school focuses on
accident theory, vehicle
dynamics, injury mechanisms,

accident photography and ac-
cident reconstruction.

"We’re not beck where the
Wright Brothers had their first
plane crash,” said assistant
director Bill Allen of the crash
survival school. "We're keeping
up with the current state of the
art today.”

"Keeping up” involves the
aircraft students in simulated
field exercises for evaluating
aircraft at Army National Guard
or Air National Guard bases.

“WeVve ‘killed” people about
every way you can think of.”
ADen said. “When you weigh the
cost of safety measures against
the cost of human lives, it’s
worth it.”

Accident investigators
determine cause» of injuries so
that engineers can better design
aircraft and ground vehicles.

Various accident injuries have
led to padded dashboards,
aircraft helnaets, shoulder
harnesses and crash-resistant
fuel systems for Army
helicopters.

"The courses are intensive;
eight hours a day,” Allen said.

The two-week vehicle course
and the three-week aircraft
course are designed for adults
involved in safety fields, such as

police  officers, doctors,
paramedics and professional
accident investigators.

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Homeless students
get ASA attention

Flagstaff students are living in their ears; Tucson studsnts
reside in dormitories which have missed inspection far years;
and in Temps 1,000 persons are waiting to move into a dorm.

The problems at the three .Arisooa universities
were explored at the Associated Students meeting in Tucson
Saturday. NAU Associated Students President Mike CebeDos
said students were living in their ears and tents.

"l just hope thdy can find housing before the whiter comes,”
CebeUos said.

Susie Eastridge, ASU Associated Students president, said
the main problem at ASU is overbooking and lack of housing
for graduate and married students.

Flip May, president of the UA Associated Students said,
“The fire hazards at the UA dorms are unbelievable. We've
had the same problems for 20-30 years and it’s about time we
do something about it. *

“If something isnt done within six months, the county
Health Department should be called.”

ASA also discussed the possible tuition increase.

Eastridge said the board will try to stall the increase to
four-semester intervals, rather than » 20-percent hike next
fall.

Tm sure the tuition will not go up until next fall, but it
would be best for the increase to come gradually,” she said.

The cost-"-education formula, which was presented to the
regents, was agreed on by ASA as a good guideline for the
hike. “If we follow the Consumer Price Index, tuition win be
about 84,200 in eight years,” Eastridge said.

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Changes give new look
to ASU's women cagers

Women’s basketball has undergone tremen-
dous changes in the last five years. Gone are the
days of set shots, unrefined ball-handling skill*
and awkward floor movement.

Increasingly, college players move the ball
with confidence, and smoothly execute a variety
of shota. It’s tough to be considered for college
pity if you're under 5-foot-9.

The 1979-80 Sun Devil squad is evidence of the
progress.

An —"«Miiy large group of 38 women dressed
last Wednesday to contend for spots on first-year
coach Juliene Simpson's team, leaving no room
for mediocrity. Simpson selected 14 to represent
ASU in its first year in the Western Collegiate
Athletic Association.

Simpson's choices include three forwards taller
than 6 feet and Fran Clemente, a transfer from
Old Dominion University, last year’s AIAW
national champion. Each team member has
impressive credentials. One senior, seven
juniors, one sophomore and five freshmen
comprise the Sun Devil squad. Only four have
returned from last year's maroon-and-gold

. instkably were missing from the
final roster posted last Thursday. Guards Linda
Engfehart, Patty VanDevander and forward
Tina Fritsinger from last year’s squad returned
to campus this foil with scholarships but were
not chosen by Simpson.

VanDevander and Fritsinger will continue

ASU with their scholarships, but
Englehart departed during the weekend for
homestato Colorado where she will attend Mesa
College on a full scholarship to play volleyball,
basketball and softball.

A disappointed Englehart said, "l would have
Uksd to play under Simpeon. She's a good coach
and is going to build a good team.

I't hurt my pride not to be ehoeen. T hat’s
part of why Fm leaving. Also, | want to. go
somewhere where | can play ball and have fun
with it."

iacknowledged the difficulty in making
the decisions

"l had 17 or 18 guards to look at and there was
a lot of talent out there. |1 am pleased with the
results of the trﬁouts though,” she said.

With what she has seen of this year’s group
Simpson said. "l would say that after two more
recruiting years we'll be contenders for the
conference title.”

The WCAA includes UCLA (1978 AIAW
champion), USC, San Diego 8tate, Cal
State—long Beach, Cal State—Fullerton, UA
and ASU. L

Simpson anticipates the team's strengths to be
the speed of the guards, the height of the for-
wards and the control of the boards. She
suspects the inside game will be its weakness.

T hat’s due to the inexperience of some of our
players. In a couple years | think it will be our
strength," she said.

"We'll try to be a disciplined team,” 8fanpeon
added. "When we fast break, well do it with
control. When we prom, the opponent wont
dribble down and score on us. That’s the sort of
discipline I’'m talking about."”

The Sun Devils open their season Nov. 16
when Cal Poly-Pomona comes to the Activity
Center.

Donor Requirements

Almost any parson in a good stats of health may
donate to a plasmapheresis program. The
standards that apply to the usual donation of
Mood apply hare. However, since this procedure
may be repeated as often as eight times a month,
In comparison to the longer time of once every
eight weeks for whole blood donations, greater
attention must be paid to maintaining a high
standard of health. The diet should consist of
above normal fluid Intake, be high in protein and
nutritious to help the body manufacture plasma
proteins quickly. Getting enough sleep and
exercise are also important to stay in top
condition. Blood protein teats are carried out
periodically on all donors to confirm their
physical statue.

Whan plasma la collected, M la separated at the
time of collection tor use aa a source of rare
Mood grouping antibodies or tor other dartvallvsa
such aa gamma globulin, fibrinogen, and
albumin.

For therapeutic applications, plasma has many
usee. The general uses may be divided Into three
parte: (1) to oombet hemorrhagic disorders by
supplying substances lacking In tiw plasma of
the recipient; to replace acute protein
deficiency due to severe hemorrhage, iosa of thitd
from the body, or renal disease; (3) to build up
certain types of patients preoperatively and poet-
operatlvety.
