Kush benches booster who advised players tell truth

A tongtiote booster of ASU athletics alleges that
head football coach Frank Kush accused him el
“break«* morale and discipline” because the booster
told two players to “tell the truth” about the Kevin
Rutledge case.

Rick Lynch, owner of Beeline Dragway east of
Phoenix, said in a letter obtained by the State Frees
that Kush made the aeeuaation at a meeting in Lynch s
office on Sept. 21.

lynch has employed student athletes from Arisons
universities and colleges at his raceway far several
years as part of a summer job program for athletes.

The State Press obtained copies of a letter from
Lynch to Knob <—and a previous one from Kush to
Lynch —Wednesday.

In kb Sept. SB letter, Kush asked Lynch to
“dbeoatteue” his relationship with ASITs football

An athletic representative b a "representative of
athletic interests,” according to Lou Onofrio, NCAA
enforcement officer.

Contacted by phone in Kansas, Onofrio said the term
refers to any individual who has participated in any
agency or aaaodation that has promoted any given
collegiate program, has mads financial contributions to
those agencies, has participated in recruiting or assists
an athletic department in enrolling athletes.

"It’s a catchall,” he said. "It is anybody who they
(football department officials) have knowledge of that
person’s activities ... inany type of situation."”

In an interview Thursday, Kush would not comment
on the letters, but sold Lynch never has been at
athletic representative.

team, he said. But the coach would not comment on
why he wanted Lynch to “discontinue” his activities.

In his fatter, Kush said he hoped Lynch would
continue to help with the summer job program far
athletes. In his reply. Lynch said he would.

Lynch, in his tetter, said that during the Sept. 21
visit from Kush and Owens. Kush said he could not
trust any of his football players.

Lynch alleges in the fatter that Kush told him a year
ago that Kush had trusted only one player — his own
son, former ASU kicker Danny Kush.

Lynch told Kush in the letter that those statements
tend to “leave us at opposite ends of basic beliefs.

In a telephone interview, Owens said he remembers
going to Lynch’s office with Kush about that time m
September.

“It had been brought to my attention that he (Lynch)
had been discussing the football program with the
players." he said. “He was having a negative influence
on the team."

At the time, Owens said he had heard rumors that
Lynch had been calling players on the phone, which
was hurting the team’s concentration.

In his tetter. Lynch said Kush also accused him of
firin g down “morale and discipline when the

booster took former fullback Mike Harris to a private
doctor for a second opinion concerning an injury in
1977.

When Kush learned of Lynch’s interference with
Harris. Kush told Lynch he was responsible for break
fag the team's morale and discipline, Lynch said.

When asked Thursday to comment about Lynch’s
totter. Schwada initially contended he was not aware
of It because he said he receives large stacks of mail
each day.

When Schwab was told of the content of Lynch’s
fatter and naked if the University was going to in-
vestigate the allegations, he said, “lI don’t plan to
investigate other people’s private conversations.

“l dont even know this man (Lynch),” he added.

“l cannot talk about this case or anything even
remotely related to it,” Schwada said, adding he was
advised not to talk about the Rutledge case by his
attorney.

Later in the interview, Schwada said he had known
about the fatter, but because of his lawyer’s adV|ce he
would not comment further.

Athletic Director fffltor was out of his office
Thursday and could not be reeehed for comment.

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A tuition increase at ASU
could have a significant
economic impact on the
surrounding community and
the state, the assistant
director of the ASU Bureau
of Businees and Economic
Reeearch said.

“If the price goee up,
people stop buying. An
increase in tuition could
cause enrollment to decline,
particularly among out-of-
state students,” said Lee
MePheters, who is the co-
author of a report titled
“The Economic Impact of
Arisona State University,”
which was published this
year. '

“If there was a 10 percent
decrease in out-of-state
enrollment, there would be
a direct impact (on the
economy) of 98 million,” he
said.

MePheters said the 10
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State will feel enrollment decline

Prof says fee hike could affectcommunity

enrollment
decrease is an arbitrary
figure, since enrollment
cannot be predetermined.

“But a price increase
would affect out-of-state
students more. Their coets
already are greater and a
change in price might alter
their choice of universities,”
he said.

ASITs 12,809 out-of-state
students spent nearly $80
million in the 1977-78 nine-
month academic vyear,
according to the economic
report, written by
MePheters and Timothy
Hogan, both associate
professors in economics.

Total student ex-
penditures were more than
$200 million in that same
period, and 980 million for
faculty and staff.

Because of “multiplier
effects,” each of the direct

percent

expenditure amounts
almost would be doubled.
“Money is basically spent

twice (statistically 1.9
times), causing the
economic impact of any

spending to be doubled,”
MePheters said.

The amounts also have
increased by about 10
percent for the 1979-80 year
because of inflation, he
added.

Associated Students
President Susie Eastridge
said. she thinks the
propoeed tuition increase
could cause a decline in
enrollment.

“Students will get fed up
and go somewhere else,”
she said. “We're lucky
people come from out-of-
state and spend money
here. ASU has an awful
large impact on the com-
munity.”

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Ham radio provides service

Free long-distance calls offered to students

\mid the static of finding funds for the new campus
radio station. ASU already has a radio station that has
been operating on campus since the 1990s.

One of the services it offers students is the chance to
make free long-distance phone calls.

Through the ASU ham radio station, W7TJV,
students can, with supervision, make free calls to
almost anywhere in the United States, Canada, South
America and several other countries, one of the
station's faculty advisers said Thursday.

“Most of the students arent aware of it,” Dr.
Richard Juvet said.

The radio, whose Collins transmitter and receiver
are the same as those used for Sen. Barry Goldwater’s
famous MARS station, is located in the Technology
Center, room 313.

The station has been in this location since about

1965, and was formerly in Goodwin Stadium and
Matthews Center. It has been operating under the
supervision of Juvet and Dr. Frank Aldrich lor the last
three or four years. Except for a five-year break seven
years ago. the station has been active since the radio’s
beginnings in the 1930s.

To make a call, one of the 20 licensed members of
the Amateur Radio Sodsty who now use ABU’Sstation
can contact another ham radio operator in the area of
the requested call. That “ham” uses a phone patch
radio attachment to make the requested call, and the
student talks on the radio while the person he “called"
talks on the phone.

The energy required is “125 watts, which is the
same as a single light bulb," Juvet said. Therefore
there is no cost to the student.

Although “essentially every country has several ham

radios,” he said, no calls ean be mads to or from third
partiss (unlicensed radio operators) in about half of
them, European countries because of their

governmental regulations.

Juvet said the phone company never has complained
about the practice.

Time schedules tor students wishing to use the radio
probably wfll be posted, he said.

Although the equipment is working satisfactorily
now, the student operators plan to ask Associated
Students for $600 per year for repairs and im-
provements at the end of the month, said Jim Dunlea,
a senior in electronic engineering technology.

The station now runs on funds obtained from the
members’ dues.

Four ASU photography professors have
received a total of $33,000 in fellowships from
the National Endowment for the Arts.

“As far as | know, this has never happened
before in photography here or even in the art
(department),” said Jim Hajicek, a recipient.

Hajicek, Bill Jenkins and Barbara Revelle each
won grants of $10,000. Kermit Lee received
$3,000.

Approximately 1,000 people applied for the
fellowships and 33 were chosen, Jenkins said.

The NEA is a federally supported organisation
that gives financial awards to artists. The artists
can use the fund any way they like. Selection is
made by a constantly changing panel of curators,
artists and critics.

“I floated for a lot of weeks after | was
selected. It was elation beyond words,” Hajicek
said.

The professors applied in March 1978, were
informed of their awards in September 1978 and
received the grants in January, Jenkins said.

Each artist had to submit a portfolio of 10
photographs with their application.

Jenkins, a former curator of photography at
the George Eastman House in Rochester, N.Y .,
submitted black and white prints with water-
color airbrushed on them. He spent his grant on
photography equipment and a studio hi a newly
purchased home.

“The check is given to the artist to continue
with what you’re doing. Without it, | could never
have purchased the (photography) equipment,”
Jenkins said.

Hajicek, a professor at ASU since 1976,
submitted a portfolio of blue print photographs.
He spent his grant on photography equipment,
supplies and travel

“The awards are a reflection of the quality of
photographic art as well as the department
here,” he said.

Barbara Revelle submitted a portfolio of color
photography and Kermit Lee submitted black
and white prints.

Dylan's deliverance evident
with 'Slow Train Coming’

Slow Tram Corning, Bob Dylan. Columbia
Records, produced by Jerry Wexler and
Barry Beckett.

One listens to Bob Dylan’s new album.
Slow Tram Coming, with mixed feelings.
There have been rumors for months that
Dylan has been “born again.” Evidently,
he has been attending Bible classes
conducted by a fundamentalist preacher
and this is reflected in his new album. It
is colored by religious imagery and
dogma. The back of the album cover has a
ship’s mast in the shape of a cross against
the twilight sky.

Musically, this album is as good as
anything Dylan has ever done, com-
parable in quality to Blood on tho Tracks
or Blondo on Blondo. Mark Knopfler from
Dire Straits, one of the best new
guitarists to come along in years, plays
lead with precision and feeling.

With real inspiration, Dylan got Jerry
Wexler to produce the album. Wexler,
who has worked with Ray Charles and
Aretha Franklin, gives the album a
wilful gospel flavor. Dylan has three
female singers backing him up, as he did
on his last tour. On this album it is a
perfect touch.

Many of Dylan’s fans, however, will be
alienated by the lyrics. For almost two
dreed»« he has been expressing the inner
thoughts of his generation, but now many
will find they cannot possibly agree with
him.

At times the album sounds like Bob
Dylan's Old Time Gospel Hour, a stow of
American chauvinism and religious
fyndmm»nt»n«ni There’s only one
authority, that’s the authority on high,”
he sings. He’s concerned that the Arab

sheiks are controlling America and
worried about “pornography in the
schools.” Perhaps next he wiB sponsor an
“l Love America” rally on the steps of the
Ohio State capitol.

It might be argued that Dylan always
has been a moralist and sometimes a
prophet, e.g. “Btowhi’ in the Wind” and
“The Times They Are a Changin'.” He
often has drawn on the Bible for imagery
(“Highway 61 Revisited”), as many non-
Christian poetshaved one,

However, these ferries from “When Ton
Gonna Wake Up” are not poetry, but
tedious sermonising:

Theres a manona cross
And ho bo crudfiodforgo™
BoUovoinHiopowor
That about aUyonVvo got to do.

In his previous avatars.as prophet,
Dylan spoke a provisional truth, but now
that he has found “the truth,” he is at
times insufferably preachy. Still, Dylan is
such a chameleon, always a step ahead of
his fens and the critics, this might be just
another phase.

Some ofthe songs have a simple, lyrical

isality. reminiscent of the ballads on

on tho Tracks. “Precious Angel”
and “l Believe in You” are especially
poignant. "Man Gave Names to All the
Animals” is a playful tune with a sober,
suggestive endmg.

Despite its flaws, Dylan’s artistry and
originality shine through. Slow Train
Coming ia technically his most
professional album. The music is in-
fectiously good and several of the songs
are quite moving. It is to be hoped that
Dylan will soon overcome the seal of the
recent convert and the arrogance of the

true believer.

"Depending on your
religious or superstitious
beliefs, there’s a lot of
prayers and incantations,”
he said.

“There’s a lot of second
guessing when you make a
film,” he said. "But at a
preview you are watching
as a member of the
audience and you ex-

McGuire paints out that being a producer
has its advantages despite the long hours that
go into the preparation of producing a football

ame.

“I’m only one out of like
seven people to do this. You have to have a
special license to race the Indy-type cars and
to drive at the speedway. If I don't hit 200
mph on the straightaways I'm going to be
awfully diesppomt«i.”

McGtrfr* «ponds much of his time traveling
and AWiig tp««i«i features for “NFL W
during the week. Two weeks ago he was in
Mi«mi and Pittsburgh doing special pieces on
kickers Garo Yepremian and Roy Gerela. Last
week McGuire did a piece from Boulder,
Cola, on Coach Chuck Fairbanks and he is in
the Valley dring a piece on bookies and illegal
gMmhKng and how ft relates to professional
football.

Despite being pinned to NFL games,
McGuire has produced shows other than

sports. ;
p“I was producing a segment of Saturday
Night Live when Mick Jagger and the Rolling
Stones were on,” McGuire said. "We were
taping (not everything is live like the show
title says) before an audience and Jagger
pulled down his pants and continued to play.

“When we did the live show | had network
censors standing over my shoulder to make
sure | hit the button that would make the
television sets scross the notion go block if
Jagger was to pull another stunt. He didnt
when the live show was aired.”

McGdn aka told of how San Francisco
’A9er star O.J. Simpson met his girlfriend.

“0.J. was —ting in a Hollywood restaurant
and he noticed a waitress,” McGuire said. “He
pointed to her and made the clenching of a fist
as if to grab her behind and said, 'lI've got to
have it." Simpson has been living with the
waitress for the past IV» years."

There also are touching moments on and off
camera, McGuire said. Some of these touch
NBC personalities and with a great element of
surprise, like Joe GaragMa, NBC baseball
commentator.

“Joe was working a Cincinnati-Los Angeles
baseball game and no one told him his
daughter, Gina (a former ASU student), was
to «ing the national anthem,” McGuire said

about the Paradise Valley resident. “Gina was
announced to sing the anthem and Joe just
broke down. We showed a split screen of both
Joe and Gina. It waa touching.”

NBC has always bten noted for the way ft
covers live events, McGuire said.

“They dont get involved in the show-bis
and fanfare part of the game. This was their
policy long before | gotboo.”

NBC received letters asking why it didnt
show the Dallas Cowboys’ cheerleaders mag»
at last year’s Super Bowl. McGuire said be
felt there was too much fanfare associated
with them, and Ohlmsyer made the decision
not to continually show them.

“They (the cheerleaders) were getting a lot
of publicity and they dont merit it, said
McGuire, who produced the pregame and half
time> «how at the Super Bond. “I think the
game should be the star. That’s why we only
showed one shot of the cheerleaders during
the entire game.”

At t*»— the networks try to outdo each
other by getting film dips of games that other
networks dont have access to. McGuire
thrives on this.

"Last year | contacted Steve Pascente, then
with KTAR television (in Phoenix), and told
him | wanted film of the A8U-U8C gams for
my next day’s show. Steve just laughed and
said ASU wouldn't win but | knew they

would. -

“The following day NBC had the exclusive
game clips to show the rest of the nation
while ABC, which specialises in collage
football, had nothing.”

Besides trying to outdo other networks,
McGuire attempted to outdo Adamk at a
bullfight in Juares, Mexico, ones.

Adamle, known for his kamikass doings
when he played with the New York Jots,
Kansas City Chiefs and Chicago Bears, got
into the ring with a bull trying to bast his
boas, McGuire.

Iks fU sdtlve Adamk, all 6-foot-S of him,
climbed into the ring with Hair — and a roee
between his teeth. McGuire said. Adamle
proceeded to band over and point his hind
quarters at the bull. The bull quickly charged
the former running back.
