"Statktka show that only oae of five women
who are aaxualy active use contraceptives. That
leaves me to wonder what the ethers are doing.”

Studenta can receive a year of aarriee for $18.
Service includes health education, physical
examinations and laboratory care.

Although patients may obtain contraception
prescriptions and follow-up care at the dink,
contraceptive devices are not dispensed at ASU,
Gear add. Preemptions must be filled off
campus.

“We are not just a birth-control dink though,”
Gear add. "We dont want women to come here
for just that reason. What we are into is total
health and that includes gynecology as much as
any other area.”

BABBITT DELAYED TRITIUM MOVE

TUCSON — Gov. Bruce Babbitt knew of
the potential for lethal radioactive tritium
releases from a factory two weeks before he
declared an emergency and ordered state
takeover, a newspaper reported Wednesday.
An executive assistant to Babbitt said the
governor did not act immediately in the case
of the American Atomics Corp. plant in
Tucson because the warning was based on
theory and because there was no state
expertise on the matter. It was not until
Babbitt got a report from inspector Fred
Fisher of the U.S. Nuclear Regulatory
Commission that he decided to act, said Dale
Pentius, the executive assistant.

TUCSON — Twelve illegal aliens from the
Dominican Republic have been taken into
custody and two men — one from Chandler
— have been arrested for investigation of
alien smuggling. German Balderrama Cabal-
lero, 25, of Chandler and Ruben Castro
Martinez, 28, of Mexico were arrested after
the aliens were found in two cars they were
driving north along Interstate 1 Monday
night, authorities said. The aliens told
Authorities they had paid $2 each to be taken
from Nogales, Mexico, to Phoenix. They were
taken across the border and then picked up
near Nogales, Ariz., by Caballero and

Martinez, the aliens told authorities.

The shift means an agent involved in a premarital or ex-
tramarital relationship no longer faeas automatic dismissal
from the bureau.

Though be continues to ban practicing homosexuals from
bureau jobs, Webster has asked for the latest scientific date
on homoeexuality and said he's willing to consider relaxing the
rule some years hence.

The U.S. Supreme Court's Bakka decision hss
had s “positive effect" on ASU’s School of Social
Work, but only a Imited impact oo the rest of
the University, the assistant provost lor
sffirmative action said Wednesday.

The School of Social Work has been more
conscious in applying the spirit of the Bakke
decWoa than other departments have,” Dr.
Anthony Martinas said.

The court ruled in June 1978, in the ease of
Bakke vt. University of, Cakforma Board of
Ragout», that race can be considered as a factor
in a university's admission policy.

However, the court said that it is unlawful for
schools to employ rigid racial quotas when
selecting students.

The case involved the application of Allan
Bakke, a caucasian, for admission to the UC-
Davis Medical School.

Nevada desert pockmarked
from years of nuclear testing

LAS VEGAS, Nev. (AP) — From a passing
ear. clues are few. Craters gape here and there.
An occasional sign, prominently posted oc a
fence, warns of radioactivity.

It to the desolate Nevada Test She, a scant
two-hour drive from the hurtling Las Vegas
Strip and the scene of some of the world's most
awesome displays of military might.

Sprawled over 1.880 square miles of arid,
sage-dotted desert and rugged mountains, the
test site has been jarred, shaken and battered by
548 of the 070 nuclear tests announced by the
government sines 1951. Not all testa are an-
nounced.

The power unleashed during 28 years of
nudear teats is beyond comprehension. At least
four of the warheads have been in the one-
iPtpi*n range — equivalentte 1 milldn tons of
high explosives.

The total high explosive yield from the rert of
the fM « is between sight and 11 mflHon tons.
The exact figure to classified. When the Depart-
ment of Energy announces a teat now, udualy it
says the warhead bad a yield of 2-15 kflotona.

By eompartoou, a singla Soviet atmospheric
test on Oct. 80,1961, had a yield of 58 megatons

Apartheid

Segregation clouds South Africa,

In South Africa, apartheid is hard to miss.

As a U.S. diplomat in that country, Harvey
Nelson became keenly aware of the separatist
policies in his dealings with South Africans of
all colors and races.

“It is a very beautiful country, very rich and
the people, black and white, are very

hospitable. But for a person like myself, it was
also a Very depressing experience because of

apartheid,” he said.
Apartheid is the policy of segregation and

political and economic discrimination against

non-European groups in the Union of South

Africa. i ) ) )
Nelson is now a diplomat-in-residence in the

ASU political scienoe department. Hie has been

at ASU for three weeks, after a three-year

stay in South Africa.

In that country, Nelson was deputy chief of
the United States Mission and was stationed in

Pretoria and Cape Town, staying in each dty
for six months of the year.

He acted as general manager of the mission
which houses all American officials. He also

Nelson was assigned to ASU by the federal
government to serve the campus and com-
munity by lecturing and providing information.

“l hope to learn from the community also.
It’s easy to lose touch with what you're
representing when you've been away, he said.

While in South Africa, Nelson said he lived
in white areas, but spent about half his time
among blacks. -

“l got to know the people and understand
their perspective,” he said.

native or tribal reserves. In these 'homelands,’

can exercise any political rights they
wish, but in the white areas they have no
rights.”

Asians and coloreds live among the whites,
mainly in Durban and Cape Town, respec-
tively. These people also are discriminated
against, though not as strongly. Nelson said.

The black homelands originally were similar
to American Indian reservations in the United
States, but they are being developed by the
white government into independent states, he
said.

"BUcks are separated Into eight tribes,
which are often split up into various areas. For
example, the Zulus occupy more than a dozen
areas, interspersed by white sections.

"They are like islands in a white sea,” Nelson
said.

The biggest issue among the white govern-
ment is the placement of the urban blacks,
because many of them were born in the cities
sod have no tribal ties besides their language,
he said.

"Many times blacks are threatened with
heavy fines or imprisonment or forced to leave
the »»=+= to go to the tribal anas, but even
more stay,” Nelson added.

W henever blacks older than 16 aré in a white
area, they must present a “pass,” actually a
booklet, which identifies the carrier according
to tribe and gives a record of his age and pad
Job experiences, he said.

"Sacks may not move about or change jobs
freely. If they an caught without a pass, the
police will fine them or put them in prison for
two orthree days.

"This is what bothers blacks the moot. It is
the most onerous aspect of their daily lives,”
Nelson said.

said.

When blades work in white areas, as
domestic servants or in the mines, their
families an not allowed to stay with them and
an required to stay in the homelands, even
though they an far away.

Nelson said the homelands appear to be
agriculturally unproductive and lade mineral or
natural resources.

"Most of these anas an very poor, with the
main source of capital being the blades* in-
comes from the white anas," he added.

The white government subsidizes some of
the schools and public buildings in the black
anas and the government hopes to eventually
integrate economically, Nelson said.

"Many mdustries an subsidised to move
doser to the borders of the homelands so the
workers <w> live with their families in the
homeland and be doee to work."

Nelson said be whites wfll maintain
their control in South Africa.

“They have the wealth, the political control,
the security forces. They an well-organised.
But they an awan it is a unique institution
and then is lots ofdanger.

"The whites' great fear is of being swamped
by the Mack population politically (if blacks
were allowed the vote). Some an afraid of
physical violence, and the chance of it increases
as t*me goes on and the situation gets worse.”

Nelson described the whites’ position on
apartheid as being a premise of separateness.

"Each group of people should be allowed to
develop as they wish, without interference or
dilution from others.

“Their main concern, particularly among the
Afrikaners (whites of Dutch origin), is that
they should remain in Africa and preserve
their way of life, privileges and prospects, and
that everyone elm should have the same,” he
added.

Overlapping seasons, junior college
transfers and freshmen eligibility have
nuifa it tough for a walk-on to make the
ASU basketball team. But head coach
Ned Wulk said he feels there is a need for
the free spirits and they should have a
chance to prove their wares.

Open tryouts are scheduled for Oct. 15-
19.

“We already have 12 players, of course,
and | have no idea what kind of response
well get, but if there are kids we feel can
help us, tentatively, we’d like to schedule
a few informal junior varsity games,”
Woulk said.

ASU doesn't have a junior varsity
team. NCAA regulations have cut down
available basketball scholarships to a
dozen, and also have made freshmen
eligible to play. Wulk isnt happy about it.

“You hear about the two or three fresh-
men who do start right off, but you don't
hear about the hundreds who thought
they, should but couldnt,” he said.
“Before, you would recruit freshmen to
play on a junior-varsity team, to get used
to college, to get their grades up — but
now you’re restricted as to the number of
scholarships you can offer.
