He blamed 
players he thinks spoke out against him 
because he’s been harsh w ith them . He blamed 
coaches who make statem ents because, he 
says, they’re  afraid M iller will fire them  if they
don’t .  .

The only person Frank Kush refuses to
blame is Frank Kush. __

A t the press conference, he talked about a 
conspiracy and said everyone was lying but
him. . . .

I t’s possible Kush has repeated his story so

often he believes it himself — enough to  pass 
even a lie detector te st.

But in light of the evidence released W ed- 
nesday. who can blame Miller for not believing
him?

Maybe there are persons who “wmit to  get 
Frank Kush,” as he claims. But w hat s hap­
pening now in th is K ushgate is th a t even 
people who’ve always adored tim man and 
what he’s represented are finding it impossible 
to  back him any longer.

Students who score high on standardised testa — even those who 

live in the western United States -  are once again choosing to 
attend the old-line prestigious colleges in the northeartern United 
States instead of colleges closer to home. ___

Lewis Solomon, who co-authored the study that discovered the 
trend for the Los Angeles-baaed High Education Research 
Institute, boiled it down to: “What we are seeing is more people in 
the West look east and fewer people in the East looking west.

Solomon isn’t  sure why high-scoring western students have been 
migrating to eastern colleges like Bryn Mawr, Yale, Dartmouth. 
Columbia and Princeton in greater numbers. His study, which be co­
authored with Alexander W. Astin. conclusively shows tom  some 
the the West’s most prestigious schools — Stanford. Reed and 
Pomona — no longer are mentioned among the top 10 choices of 
thoae who score highest on standardised tests.

Solomon adds that traditional midwestern I sedan like the 
University of Chicago. Carieton. Rice and Obertin also have fallen 
from the list of colleges enrolling the highest ratios of high-scoring
students. .

When raw numbers of high seoring students are eoaparao. 
Solomon said, "larger institutions such as Stanford and Duko rank
much higher.” . , , . .

As expected, the Sotomoa-Astin study has excited a lot of con­
troversy, ttt—^ » 7 western and midwestern administrators.
They point out that test scores are not the only criteria weighed in a 
college’s decision to admit or reject an applicant . ___

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Suggests degree in athletics

USC prof proposes academic plan for athletes
Ca in »  Pre— Service

LOS ANGELES — When researching the number 
of college athletes who graduate into professional 
sports with a degree. Nat Hickereon. a University of 
Southern California professor of education, came up 
with an idea he now is proposing to make a reality.••a 
college academic program that would give athletes a 
degree in athletics.

The program would teach varsity athletes how to 
negotiate contracts, cultivate health, cope with 
losing streaks and perform other skills they 11 need 
when and if they become professionals.

The NCAA estimates 70 percent of all football

More about

players graduate within five years of entering their 
colleges.

“What the athletic department isn't telling us, 
Hkkersan told the USC Daüy Trojan, “is that the 
vast majority of those who make up that (70 percent) 
are second-, third- and fourth-string linemen who are 
playing football for fun and have no intention of 
playing professionally.’*

He estimated that of those who do play in the 
National Football League after USC, “a graduation 
rate of 30 to 40 percent would be more correct."

USC basketball coach Stan Morrison, though.

pointed out that since so few athletes become proa, 
most of those in the sports program would graduate 
with a uaeleea degree.

"Even if aa athlete does cut it profeesionafiy," 
Morrison said, "what have we done to  help the te *  
of his life? We can t treat (the university) aa a 
sports factory."

Morrison's reaction haa been echoed by others at 
USC. On reflection, Hkkersan has decided that “on a 
scale of one to ton, this probably has about a minus- 
four chance of becoming a reality.”

Big-hearted doc helps o thers
conttwuad from p«e**
each doctor arrives and checks 
in with Boylan. He checks them 
off and sends them to their 
section of the stadium.

Three telephones are situated 
around the stadium that these 
volunteer doctors watch during 
the game. If something happens 
in their section, they are 
available to help or send the 
patient to first aid or cardiac 
care.

The biggest problem they 
have had so far was Band Day, 
1978, when many high school 
band members collapsed from 
the heat.

“So far, we can handle these 
things,” Boylan said. “If we

were to  have a m ajor 
catastrophe, though, we just 
don’t know."

Saturday night a t the ASU- 
Washington game, about one or 
two fans per quarter used the 
South cardiac unit. Boylan didn't 
get to see much of the game.

"We Hite to move people out 
as fast aa possible to make the 
unit available to someone else," 
Boylan said. He added that if 
they don't know what is wrong 
at the cardiac unit or they can 
not help the patient, they tabs 
them somewhere else where 
they can be helped.

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Sympathtic football fans
keep Kush home buzzing

Wednesday morning another bundle 

of cards and letters came to  the ad­
dress of former ASU head coach FYank 
Kush.

I t’s  been th a t way ever since Kush 
was fired by ASU Athletic D irector 
Fred Miller Saturday.

And Fran Kush, Kush’s wife, who 
winds up reading and answering the 
le tters, is overwhelmed by the num­
bers — and their intentions.

“We’ve had so many letters and 
phone calls, and there h asn t been one 
rnigle negative response," said M rs. 
Kush, sorting through the deluge. 
“There are ju st stacks. I t’s incredible.

Probably even more incredible was 
another stack of literature not suitable 
for mailing, handed out W ednesday 
morning by Miller — a 91-page report 
on why he fired her husband.

Although M rs. Kush hadn’t  read the 
report or watched Miller s  press 
conference explaining H, she had an 
idea of its contents: H

“I can just picture what they say, 
she said.

I t included sw an  statem ents by five 
present and form er football players, 
plus five football coaches, th a t said 
Kush lied about hitting Kevin Rutledge 
and then attem pted to  cover up th a t 
lie. L ater in the day, Kush would again 
deny the charges.

The news didn’t  appear to  be a shock 
to the ex-coach’s wife, although she 
does grow weary of each day’s passing 
events in the case.

‘Tm  taking it fairly well, I guess," 
said Mrs. Kush, dressed casually in 
jeans and a sw eatshirt-type top. 
“Sometimes I can’t  help but get a little 
mad, because there’s too much going on 
each day.”

But, apparently, there have been

thing» going on for her during the  last 
22 years as a head coach’s wife.

“I  grew  very accustomed to  th a t way 
of life. I thought it was exciting and a  
lot of fun and I enjoyed it,” said M rs. 
Kush, who holds sem inars for ladies 
wanting to  know more about football. 
“I’d explain things like charts, what 
downs are and where receivers go and 
things like tha t.

“Now I’m not sure what’s going to  
happen.”

One thing M rs. Kush is sure of doing 
is being in her seat “in Row 4 around 
the 40* Saturday night for the  ASU- 
W ashington S tate game. H er husband 
had said it would be “very interesting” 
if he will attend.

She add she “felt touched” by the  
70,000 fens who gave her husband 
repeated standing ovations during last 
Saturday’s 12-7 win over W ashington.

“I ju st sa t back and watched it all.”
And now M rs. Kush is watching it all 

unfold before her and her family — the 
statem ents, the accusations, th e  firing. 
It appears the well-wishing cards, calls 
and le tters are easier to  deal w ith — 
despite their volume and the hours of 
the day they come in.

“This morning vie got a  call a t 5 from 
an old classm ate of his,” M rs. Kush 
said. “She said, ’Oh, I forgot about the  
tim e difference.’

“And these are  a  lot of calls from 
persons wanting to  send money, which 
surprises me.”

Ju st then, the  phone rang. It turned 
out to  be another well-wisher who 
managed to  get through. Sometimes, 
even talking to  friendly voices can get a 
bit tiring.

“I shouldn’t  have put it back on the  
hook . . .  again.”

BALTIMORE -

In the ninth, Pittsburgh added
