Atheistspeakerbarredat NAU

Charges that her Constitutional rights had
been violated flew in Flagstaff thia weekend
when noted atheist, Dr. Madalyn Murray
OHair, was refused permission to speak at
NAU.

O’Hair, who lectured on ""The Superiority of
Atheism” Thursday night at A8U, had in-
tended to speak before students and faculty
under the sponsorship of NAU’s Associated
Students Speaker’s Board.

"We were contacted by her agent in early
September but there wasn't enough time to
organise publicity or advertising,” Jacque
Hornbuckle, speaker’s coordinator for
ASNAU, said Monday.

She added that O’Hair needed an immediate
response to the offer and that the NAU
Student Senate had to approve all speakers in
advance.

"There Just wasn’t enough time,” Horn-
buckle said.

Becky Shannonhouse, news editor for The
Lumberjack, NAU student newspaper, spoke
with OHair on Saturday. O’Hair said she was
""going to fight back™ against the University
because her Constitutional rights were
violated, Shannonhouse said.

None of the parties involved said they were
aware of any legal action threatened by OHair,
who was en route to a speaking engagement in
Albuqueruge, N.M., on Monday and
unavailable for comment.

The Lumberjack reported that O'Hair spoke

at an off-campus location, The Evergreen Inn,
and attendance was "'sparse.”

In Tempe, O'Hair expressed interest in the
controversial "praying hands” symbol used to
advertise her speech here.

Gordon Ong, 30, a member of the ASU
Graphic Design Workshop, designed the logo.
Ong, who is employed as a designer for MU
events, said he was aware of OTUr’s interest

in the design but had not been contacted by
her.

He added that the price for the use of such

logos is between "$600 and several thousand
dollars.”

The logo ran in the State Press several days
before OHair’s lecture.

O’Hair told the State Press before her
lecture that she thought the logo was *"perfect
for the message” she was trying to convey.

Her lecture on Thursday drew a ‘‘good”
crowd to the MU Arizona Room, a spokesman
for the Issues A Ideas Committee said Monday.
OHair spoke for two hours, receiving more
than an hour of questions from the audience.

Theresa Collins, director for the Phoenix
Chapter of American Atheists, said O’Hair
mentioned that she was impressed by her
Tempe audience and that the ""hostile” attitude
of the audfence was nothing unusual.

on trial today on charges of deporting 73,000 Jews to Nazi axttr-
minatlon camps during World War Il. Prosecutors claim defen-
dants Kurt Llschfta, 68, Herbert Hagen, 64, and Ernst
Helnrlchsohn, 58, were aware of the fate awaiting the Jews
when they ordered them deported during the 1940s. All three
denied the charges and claim they didn't know the deportees
were to be murdered. At the time, Nazis said they were shipping
Jews to resettlement camps.

A "truth-in-testing” fail being considered by
the U.8. House of Representatives, if passed,
would bring eofiage entrance exams "completely
out in the open.7 the executive director of the
Ariaona Students Association said Monday.

Kurt Freitag said he supports the bill, which
would give students a chance to see their tests
after they have taken them, and to obtain the
correct answers for the questions they mimed.

The bill also would give students an op-
portunity to learn how their scores are in-
terpreted by the testing agencies, mrinding
those that administer entrance exams for law
and medical schools.

The fail currently is being studied in a House
education subcommittee and Freitag said he
expects the group to make its recommendation
on the proposal later this weak.

ASA has yet to take an official stand on the
MB, but Freitag said the student lobbying
isgsaisation is "leaning hi the direction of
supporting it.”

Erosion of rights: the real abortion

Women who believe they should have the right to
control their own bodies have their backs to the wall
without even knowing it.

Ever since the Supreme Court gave the official nod
to legal abortions in 1973, many women have allowed
themselves to be lulled into thinking that right is
secure now and forevermore.

That just font so.

This is Abortion Rights Week, and groups in
Arizona and across the nation are trying their best to
wake women up to the realization that the anti-
abortion noose is tightening and could choke women s
rights completely — if the “silent majority” of those
who believe in freedom of choice doesn’t speak up.

Mary Tucker, executive director of the Central
Arizona chapter of Right to Choose, said although most
women in this state are pro-choice, “the anti-abortion
minority is more active. They are writing letters and
raising a fuss, while the pro-choice people are silent.

“We're trying to activate people to underriand
there's a real threat.”

Locally, the biggest blow to women came in June
1977, when funds were cut off for indigent abortions at
Maricop« County Hospital. What this decision
amounted to, in essence, was that it was OK for rich
women who could afford private clinics to have
abortions, but poor women who faced the same need
were out of luck.

As a result, whereas the hospital was performing 80
abortions per month before June 1977, there have only
been 13 such operations in the past 2Vi years. That
means there's a lot of unwanted children today either
in tax-supported institutions or homes in which the
parents don't want them.

TWe year’s Legfclriure tried to attach an anti-
abortion measure to the medical malpractice insurance
M I, which would have made it impoeaibie for doctors
to obtain malpractice insurance if they performed
abortions. Fortunately, it didn't pass.

On the front, the picture looks even more
dismal. There is legislation pending in Washington that
would put restrictions on many typos of legal abor-
tions.

“The country’s attitude has increased in supportofa
woman's right to make this decision, but Congress has
been going backwards,” Tucker said. "They want to
cut any possible funding to poor women, military
women (even in cases where the baby would be bora
dead) and Peace Corps volunteers, even if they're
raped.”

fatreel lobbying is one thing, but Right to Lifers
also have used violence as a persuasive tactic in recent
years.

There have been fire-bombings of abortion clinics is
St. Paul. Minn.; Burlington, Vt.; Omaha. Neb.; Long
Island, N.Y.; and Cincinnati, Columbus and Cleveland,
Ohio.

Militant pro-lefers also have staged disruption in an
Anchorage, Alaska, clinic, shootings in two St. Paul
hwiitiM ; and numerous acts of vandalism at scores of
dinks nationwide.

In feet, right bare in Phoenix a group of anti-
abortionists trespassed a Planned Parenthood dink,
chained themselves together and refused to leave.

Nine people, some of whom were juveniles, were
arrested. Four were convicted.

Most anti-abortionists seem to fed women are wont
to look upon abortion aa an alternative to birth control,
thus hedonisticaOy pursuing their lustful ways un-
mindful of the possibility of pregnancy. This just isn’t
thecaae.

The choke to seek an abortion is a painful last resort
for any expectant mother, and is not something that is
token lightly by either parent.

Women whs aeek abartima for psychological,
physical or medical reasons are not murderers, despite
the adamant cries from pro-lifers. They're merely
human beings who know their own individual
situations well enough to understand whether they’re
ready for motherhood.

No one has proposed forcing women who oppose
abortions to have one. But why should legislation
deprive rational women of the rfefat to control their
own destiny?

There are so many reasons a woman’'s right to
choose makes sense there isn't enough space here to
list them all. But suffice it to say that, in lightofall the
other problems facing the world (overpopulation,
starvation, pollution, etc.), what we don't need is more
distraught parents and/or homeless babieo . . .

Or wane yet, babies bora into households whore
parents don't want them but are too guOt-ridden to put
them up for adoption, which often is the cnee whan
abortions are denied. Is there any wonder why there
are so many abused and battered children ahready?

Women — and men — who feel the state has no
right to poke its ndee into an individual's family
planning should strongly support the efforts of groups
like Tucker's this weak. View the movies sponsored by

.the Women's Affairs Board Wednesday. Attend the

rallies on campus and at the capital Thursday.
Don’t watt until you're pregnant to worry about
who'll control your future.

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Report on Kush firing requested by faculty

The ASU Faculty Association has asked
the Faculty Senate to request a full report
on the Intercollegiate Athletics Board’s
involvement in the firing of Frank Kush.

Kush was fired as ASU head football
coach by Athletic Director Fred Miller on
Oct 13.

The Faculty Association, in a resolution
dated Oct. 18, expressed concern that Kush
was denied “due process.”

“It does not — m evident to us that.

within the University, due process was
given to Frank Kush. This omission is
particularly objectionable when charges of
grave misconduct of a type likely to cause
permanent damage to one’s reputation are
made public,” according to a prepared
statement.

The association called also for the
reconstitution of the Intercollegiate
Athletics Board so it would indude more
full-time faculty members to be elected by
the Faculty Senate.

Access ramp to art gallery
awalits turn for construction

A 16,910 ramp providing
aeeaaa for the handicapped to
the University Art Collection
floor of the Matthews Center
has been funded and awaits

construction, an Associated
Students planning architect
said.

Paul Fiedler said the Physical
Facilities Plant has other orders
to take care of before con-
struction on the gallery ramp
can begin.

Fiedler added that the walls
and a janitor closet must be
removed for the ramp, which

will be located in front of the
existing stairway leading to the
gallery.

The ramp. Fiedler said, will
drop at the rate of 1 inch in
elevation for every foot, the
legal requirement.

Alan Besser, peer adviser
with Disabled Student Services,
said, “As far as art galleries are
concerned, the only one that has

a problem is the gallery in
Matthews Center. You go (to
the art collection) with an able-
bodied person oryou don’'t go.”

Federal regulations require
federally funded institutions to
provide equal access for the
handicapped to all facilities.
Institutions not complying can
lose all or part of their federal
funding.

Paula Robison (flute) was
perhaps the nWct charismatic
performer and became the
audience favorite. Pianist
Charles Wadsworth was im-
pressive with his fluid technique
and ability to play softly-

The program consisted of
repertoire from Haydn to
Copland and left little chance for
criticism. It was an evening of
superlative musicianship done
with exceptional verve and
enthusiasm.

Theo Alcantara, the Phoenix Symphony Orchestra’s new musk
director and conductor, has promised Valey musk lovers innovative
programming for this, the Symphony’s 33rd season. Maestro
Alcantara arid be will place a special emphasis on contemporary
works.

The repertoire for the season’s opening concert at Symphony Hall,
however, waa less than iconoclastic, consisting of two familiar 19th
century compositions and a moderately well-known Prokofiev piano
concerto.

Wagner's Dio Mexttertinger Prelude, which eras the opening
work, was something of a failure. Alcantara’s slower-than-alow
tempos could have convinced us that the mastersingera were a
bunch of pedantic reactionaries.

The orchestral execution lacked the clarity of texture necessary
for such a polyphonically conceived work and hi the dosing
passages the brass section became unpleasantly prominent.

Jorge Bolet was the soloist in Prokofiev’s Piano Concerto No. 2 in
G minor. The Cuban-born pianist has established himself aa a
powerhouse interpreter of the big romantic concertos and the flashy
Liszt piano transcriptions.

One remembers that it waa Bolet who provided the piano ados for
“Song Without End,” a 1960 film vaguely baaed on the life of Frans
Liszt.

On the Prokofiev, Bolet gave his usual workmanlike performance.
The cadenzas in the first and fourth movements were done with
great authority and power.

The orchestra's support was admirable, especially in the hushed

sections of the opening movement. . .
After intermission, Dvorak’s Symphony No. 7 in D Minor waa

presented and the performance easily waa the evening’s strongest in

terms of execution and overall conception.
The musk flowed with a natural, unfussy lyricism that is so

essential to Dvorak.

The strings had a special glow and warmth, particularly the
ceiloe. The brass section, which was simply too noisy in the Wagner,
projected a goiden-toned richness, and Marjorie Yates-Lockwood’s

flute solos were outstanding.
A near-capadty audience warmly applauded this exceptional
interpretation. All in all, it was a most successful first concert for

Maestro Alcantara and his young, improving orchestra.

Art Ensemble of Chicago

Music, spirit accessible

The Art Ennoble of Chicago admittedly has
gained more recognition in recent yean and the
group’s trumpeter Lester Bowie has predicted
their music will be even more popular in the
future.

Although the ensemble’s Friday night concert
in the A8BU Music Theater was attended by only
200 people, Bowie’s contention probably is true.

The group is extremely accessible, especially
in concert, when the full orchestration of
movement, music and spirit can be appreciated.

Opening with a fluidly shifting conga duet by
percussionist Famoudou Don Moye and
saxophonist Joseph Jarman, the Ensemble
seemingly stumbled onto a swing tune that
sounded mors like a melas from a Minneapolis
mariachi band back by Max and Mingus.

Especially notable was the bass work of

groove, his sound rotund and resonant.

Moye was a steady counterpart, matching
Favors quarter-note for quarter-note, contrasting
with unexpected mare bomba and cymbal
crashes.

Bowie's playing was a typically loquacious
street soliloquy, as he spewed gravelled Masts
and choked Meets, while saxophonist Roseoe
Mitchell played a largely supportive rale, adding
textured dissonance with long tones (produced
by circular breathing) and angular lines.

His alto sax solo was mathematically
calculated as he spurted repeated computations
with waxy inflections.

The total result was an utterly amazing
performance. It's hard to imagine how something
so crazy could make so much sense.

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Bouck shows no regret
despite hostility of crowd

& «as the Ural play altar ASU fuUbaek
Newton Williams fumbled the ball away to
Washington State WMhebacker Sam Busch.

Cougar quarterback Store Grant took the
ball and ran around the outaide. He picked up
fire yards before ASU*a No. 66 knocked him
down.

"Tackle made by Gary Bouck. Second
down, five to go from the ASU 48," public
m M rttf announcer Bob Baker boomed over
the public address system.

And Beach, the man who made the tackle,
soundly and roundly was booed by the crowd
of almost 71,000.

Bouck would go on to help out on two more
tackle« and make another unaeeleted one in
tbs 11Vt minutes he played against the
Cougars. But Baker would not acknowledge
those plays.

A little more than a week ago, Bouck'«
m im mentioned anywhere would have been
acknowledged by little more than a "who’s he"

from just about anyone you'd ask.

Now, because he is the first player who said
he saw former coach Frank Kush punch
former ASU punter Kevin Rutledge in last
year's Washington game, the senior lineman
stands out like a «ore thumb to unforgiving
pro-Kush fan« who partly blame Bouck for
Kush's dismissal Oct. 18.

"l wish | eras w«»rfi»ig out for football and
not for this," said Bouek, bewildered because
of the fans' reaction after the play. "The way |
look at it, the only person that was in that
audience was my wife. The crowd doesn't
matter one way or the other to me."

The booing was a rough end to an even
rougher week for Bouek. On Monday, he first
was mentionad anonymously by ASU Athletic
Director Fred Miller as one of three players
who swore they saw Kush strike Rutledge.

Wednesday, Bouck’s sworn statement was
made public in another Miller press con-
ference, along with those made by four other
players and six ASU coaches.

And on Friday, Bouck was on the w iti
stand in U.S. District Court in downtown
Phoenix, recounting the events he swore to in
his statement. Later that day, be would admit
under questioning by Harry Cavanagh,
Kuah's attorney, that Rick Lynch, Beeline
Dragway operator, who alao figures in the
Kush ouster, paid his tuition for the entire
1978-79 school year and also fixed his car. The
spring semester tuition and the car repair MB
were paid bade to Lynch.

Bouck, in his sworn statement, had said,
“The only money | get from Rick was what |
earned.”

But the ASU fans thought Bouck also
earned the boos.

"l don't play for the fans,"” be said.

“AD | care for is this team and my wife,"
addsd Bouck, who became a popular in-
terview subject for sportawriters Saturday.
“I'm here to play footbaU. I'm playing far
these guys and my wife."

One of theee guys, linebacker Ben Apuna,
thought the booing "let the defense down.”

“It was like a withdraw, man,” Apuna said.
"l don’t think it's right."”

But Biurb, the center of controversy, said
he has no regrets abeut his aetion — save far
ana.

"l don't regret telling the truth. I just wish
I had never seen it.”
