Footballprogram probe begun

The A8U athletic department has launched
an internal investigation to look into
allegations about improprieties hi the football
program, ASU Athletic Director Fred Miller
sakiTueeday. .

“Obviously there have been some negative
reports about the football program,” Miller
said. ""We're assigning an investigation to look
into things that have popped up concerning
potential violations.

Miller said the probe would be a broad one,
concentrating on allegations that have ap-
peared in Valley newspapers concerning A8ITs
football program.

"People want to know, for example, why |
met with an outside person (Rick Lynch,
Beeline Dragway operator) to discuss events

involving Kush," Miller said. "'l believed he had
pertinent information, but. that is something
the investigation will look into.”

Pat Kuenner, assistant athletic director and
head of the investigation, said he will be
looking into anything that comes to his
knowledge.

Kush was relieved of his duties as head
football coach because Miller said he had
evidence that Kush was attempting to cover up
the fact that he (Kush) hit Kevin Rutledge.

However, Kush denied those allegations in a
press conference at which the former coach
placed the blame on Lynch.

Lynch said he has hired several players, in
addition to other ASU sports participants, to
work at his drag strip each summer.

Lynch since has admitted loaning money to

several football players for tuition and car
repairs.

Miller said any information uncovered in the
investigation will be turned over to ASU
President John Schwada.

"Whatever we find, whether negative or
positive, will be forwarded to the president for
review," Miller said.

"If necessary the information will be passed
on to the Pac-10 conference and its infractions
committee.”

The NCAA recently cleared the ASU
athletic program of any possible violations.
However, Miller said the recent focus on Lynch
necessitates a second look into the matter.

80 football, basketball and bsesball broadcast rights to KARZ. KOY
claimed the University violated state antitrust laws by forcing
competing stations to bid on the right for all three sports.

Edens said he wants the bidding to be redone "on an objective
basis.”

"W hether you get football should have nothing to do with your bid
on baseball or basketball,” he said.

KOY originally bid on all football games and some basketball
contacts but did not bid on baseball. KARZ bid on all three sports.

Edens said the suit should be resolved as soon as possible because
if KOY wins the rights for neat year’s football games, it will need
"all the time Hcan get"” to line up advertisers.

“It wouldn't do us any good for the trial to drag on until the next
football season,” he said. "If that happened, we'd miaa out again.”

In another development, KOY haa amended its complaint against
ASU to include monetary damages.

"We foal we have been monetarily damaged by not being allowed
to carry the football games," Edens said.

Edens refused to soy how much money KOY is seeking, but said it
wil wait untO the trial before naming any figures.

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Kush's faculty post unaffected by incident

Prank Kush is still i paid A8U sssistut prof— or
in tbs health and physical education department
because his alleged punching of Kevin Rutledge
occurred separate from his duties as a faculty
member, the A8U provost said Tuesday.

“Tilers is no threat to his position ae a member of
the faculty and there is no need for such action,”
Provost Paige Mulhollan said. “The incident hap-
pened in his capacity as a football eoaeh, rather than
a faculty member."

The A8U Code of Conduct states that, “It shall be
in violation of the rules and regulations of the
University and an alienee for any parson to commit
or attempt to commit actual or threatened physical
injury to any person on the University campus or to
any member of the University community while off

However, Mulhollan said that any incident that

might have occurred between Kush and Rutledge
occurred in Rutledge's capacity as an intercollegiate
athlete, rather than a student.

AB8U President John Schwada said he would not
discum Kush's position as a faculty member because
the University was only dealing with one matter
now and Kush’s position was a separate matter.

Schwada said Kush is employed under two
contracts, an administrive contract in athletics and
a faculty contract in the P.E. department.

Dr. Gary Krahanbuhl, chairman of the depart-
ment under which Kush stSl is a faculty member,
«aid the question of suspending Kush had not even
come up in the department.

“l would guees we wouldn't even look into it until
something is decided in a court of law,” Krahenbuhl
said. "Until n jury has reached a verdict, wo will
retain him in this department.”

Socialists to back their man

Krahanbuhl said be did not have access to the
documents that ABU Athletic Director Prod Mflter
used to substantiate the firing of Kuah, because the
P.E. department was not consulted on tbs matter.

Kuah is ooe of throe professors who maintained
positions in both the athletic department and the
P.E. department after the two deportments
separated.

“At ooe time, both athletics and physical
education were in the same department and those
professors that went over to athletics retained their
position here also," Krahenbuhl said.

Krahanbuhl added Kush may be teaching in the
spring semester, depending on what the University
assigns him to do.

“We have made a tentative schedule for him for
the spring, but it depends what is assigned to him,”
he said. “He might have administrative duties.”

And the Meta Tribune, which promises the most
local news, spent less time and effort on the story —in
which local residents were the central characters —
than Time magazine and the Loe Angela* Time*.

Bnt sines ASU «Odets dimissed Kush, coverage
has improved immensely. In fact, ASU vs. Kush has
received more coverage than any Arizona story in two
years. For days, reporters merely had to attend proas
conferences and take notes on a subject they already
should have been investigating.

ft didn't have to be that way.

On Oct. 5 and 9. the studént newspaper, the Stats
Press, printed storiee that:

Quoted an eyew Knees who said Kuafa punched punter
Kevin Rutledge durmg the 19TO ASU-Washington
game, a charge Kush still denies despite sworn
statements to the contrary.

A lawsuit by Rutledge charging Kush with phymealy
and mentally harassing the player off the team had
been the start of Kush’s undoing.

*Revealed Sun Devil booster Rick Lynch’ accusations
that Kush reacted indignantly to Lynch's suggestion
that players tell what they knew about the incident.

Ife pietme of mi embattled coach trying to retain
his job at any coot ran completely counter to the local

media’s conventional view of Kush as a Deity.

The campus paper has the fesed resources sad
least-experienced staff of any Valley madia organ. But
the Kush-Rutledge stories, far the amat pert, seemed
on the mark.

But after the dtmrisoal, Tke Republict first story
was based largely — outside of press conference
statements — on anonymous sources and Lynch. And
Tke Republic also made liberal use of anonymous
sources in a story that charged Lynch with urging
players to lie about the punching incident.

Two exceptions to the sad example of non-journalism
by Arizona's only statewide paper were columnists Bob
Hurt and Verne Boatner.

When Kush', coaching became a debating subject
early last month. Hurt advised the 22-year head coach
to modify his disciplinary practices, advice that — if
given and heeded a year ago — might have saved
Kush's job. And Boatner revealed death threats

against the Rutledge family.

Doctors question the pill
as more effects emerge

Hie wuse of oral contraceptives for
women is being questioned by the medical
community aa possible new aide effects of
the drug have been discovered, a Phoenix
doctor said Monday. “Many side effects
not associated with the pill have been
suggested as being pQl-related,” Dr.
Cheryl Harter said. “Depression, in-
fertility, increased blood cholesterol
levels, gallbladder problems, hyper-
tension and a tendency towards diabetes
are some of the new side effects. None of
these are normally assiodated with the
pill.”

Twenty percent of American women
still consider the pfll as the “preferred”
method of birth control, Harter added.
Harter is a doctor at the Phoenix Health
Clink, a cooperative that practices
“hoiistk methods of curing,” Harter said.

She is scheduled to speak Thursday at
ASU.

She explained the title of her talk,
“Popcorn, Candy and Premarin: The
Dangers of Sex Hormone Therapy,”
expresses her reluctance to prescribe oral
contraceptives for her patients.

“Women are just not aware that they
are using a FDI\H’ﬁ.Fdrug. Doctors have
been aware of certain side effects
associated with the pfll since it became
available to the public in 1968. Research

NO wave

ASASU pulls plug on Ramones

A new wave rock group’s scheduled
November appearance at ASU has
been canceled because “there justisnt
an adequate place (or them to play,”
the Associated Students activities vice
president said Tuesday.

But the Ramones' cancellation has
nothing to do with a series of violent
disturbances that marred another new
wave group's concert at Neeb HaD in
September, Lori Tanner said.

“This has nothing at all to do with
the Talking Heads,” Tanner said. “It all
bails down to not having an adequate
place for the Ramones to have their
concert.”

The Talking Heads’ concert was
plagued with security problems and fan
disturbances. Reportedly, several
members of the group’s road crew were
intoxicated and became involved in
shoving matches, not only with several
fans, but an ASASU security guard as
well.

Tanner said the men’s gym was
considered by ASA8U as a possible site
for the Ramones, but after looking into
it, they found it lacking.

“It’s a very old building,” she said.
“And it wasn't built to have shows in it.
It would be difficult to secure all of the
entrances. And if the fans were to get
too rowdy on the bleachers, they might
disconnect from the wall.”

gym’ floor and trouble with the
electric system. Tanner added.

Neeb Hall might have been used for
the concert, but Tanner said AS8A8U
did not receive a contract from the
Ramones’ agent until three weeks prior
to the scheduled concert date.

“We could have possibly worked it
out if we had more time,” Tanner said.
“But three weeks is just not ample
time.”

Tanner said Neeb Hall is the only
possible place on campus for new wave
groups to perform, but it has some
problems also.

“For the audience to be that dose to
the stage for that type of show, you’re
asking for trouble,” she said.

Gammage Center for the Performing
Arts was ruled out because “shows of a
rowdy nature have been banned
there,” Tanner added.

At a Bruce Springsteen concert at
Gammage several years ago, several
thousand dollars of damage was done
when jubilant fans became oversealous
and caused the auditorium’ grand tier
to sway.

Tanner said although there are
“inherent” problems with new wave
groups, there is no reason they should
be barred from playing at ASU*

“It doesn't mean they will have to
stop appearing here,” she said. “It just
itt*?™* well have to be extra careful
wherever we dedde to put them.”

IN Arizona

Thirty-two men sit alone
in cells awaiting death in
Arizona prisons in the wake
of the second execution in
the United States this year.

Paris Carriger, one of 32
men awaiting the death
sentence, is scheduled to be
executed Dec. 10.

Jessie W. Bishop was
executed Monday in
Carson, Nev. Bishop was
convicted of murdering
David Ballard in a Las
Vegas casino robbery, and
confessed to 18 other
murders before being
executed.

Carolyn Robinson, public
information officer for the
Arizona Department of
Corrections, said Carriger's
execution probably will be
delayed because he has a
new attorney who has filed
through federal courts to
delay or stop the execution.

Robinson said the at-
torney has filed for a “Rule
82," which asks the judge to
reconsider the evidence.

Carriger is a repeat
offender, and was out of jaQ
less than one year when he
was arrested for murder,
Robinson added.

AH of the inmates on
Death Row have been, or
will go through, a re-
examination of their case to
reconsider mitigating
circumstances. The re-
examination is the result of
a ruling handed down by
Federal Judge Carl Muecke
in 1977.

Robinson said she has not
heard what the reactions of
the inmates were after the
Bishop execution, but after
the previous one the mood
was quiet.

"l guess the best thing
you could call it was a
sobering effect,” Robinson
said.
