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Women's Affairs Board seeks $1,000
Lack of money, low attendance hurts films

The film series sponsored by the Associated
Students Women’s Affairs Board faces ex-
tinction next semester because of leek of funds,
the board director said Wednesday.

The WAB, which created the series in
September, has presented three women-
related movies and (dans to present at least
two more before the end ofthe semester.

Butthe program will end there, said Doreen
Zehnan, WAB’s director, unless the ASU
Student Senate appropriates $1,000 for the
series to continue in the spring.

"To begin with, our budget is pitifully low.
Our requested working budget for this school
year was cut 38 percent,” Zelman said. "The

money for the film series did not originally
come from the budget anyway. It came from
some of the money originally appropriated for
my salary.”

The attendance for the films presented, with
admission at $1, has been low, she said, adding
that approximately 46 people attended the first
two films. Attendance figures for the movies
shown on Wednesday were not available.

Zelman blames the low WAB budget for the
poor attendance.

"We advertised the films with flyers. It was
all we can afford. We will spend some more
money on advertising for the next film,” she
added.

Kush’s attorney, Harry Cavanagh, was unavailable
for comment, as was Robert O. Hing, Rutledge’s

lawyer.

Both attorneys were advised by U.S. District

Qfenus decM ilo

Court Judge William Copple not to discuss m atters
concerning the case with members of the public or
the news media.

Rutledge elafans in his suit that Kush "intimidated”
him into quitting the team last year and "assaulted”
him during the ASU-Washington football gams on
Oct. 28.1978.

Kush was "suspended” by ASU Athletic Director
Fred miiw on Oct. 18 because of circumstances
surrounding the suit and because of Millers belief
that Kush had attempted a "cover-up” of the in-
ddenta described in the suit.

In addition, the date for ASU President John W.
Schwada’s deposition in the ease was moved to Nov.

UA English TAs paid 26 to 35 percent higher
Efforts startto end wage Inequity

The cap between Engtioh teaching
assistants' wages at A8U and the 26 to 86
percent higher pay at UA is hoped to be
narrowed by next year, an English in
structor sAd Tuesday.

“There is no way to achieve parity m one
year, but we can hope to raise wages more
each year." Michael Gilbertson said.

First-year teaching assistants with a
bachelors degree teaching six hours per
semester are paid 14.060 per yosr*or£.012
per section. Those at UA are paid $6,128 per
year or 81,282 per section, said Marvin
Fisher, English department chairman.

ASU ter***"g assistants with a mastera
degree are paid 14.860 per year for a six-
hour load or 81.088 p e r section, aa compared
to 86.668 per year or 81.417 per section at

A.
Provost Paige Mulhollan said he thinks

the problem is University wide and he hopes
to gather data to establish what the
inequities are between the two universiUee.

“We don't have data for the whole
University yet. but we hope to be able to
make a beginning for the English depart-
ment by next year," he said.

Dr. John B. Page, associate professor of
physics, said he use found inequities in that
department, with ASU teaching assistants
making 81.166 leas than those at UA.

Mulhollan added that the amount the
wages will be raised cannot be estimated but
it will be determined in part by the priority
placed on the inequity by the deal of the
COLLEGE OF liberal Arts and the Engtmh
departmentmchairman.

Guido Weigend, dean of liberal arts, said
he sees the wage difference ns a high
priority.

- The HEW report said the case
appeared to have been “suc-
cessfully resolved" by the ASU
Financial Aid Advisory Com-
mittee, which concluded that
clearer criteria should be
established for the awarding of
SEOG fund and that Valles’
actions be reviewed.

But Eastridge said the
committee’s investigation

“wasnt nearly enough.”

"Those people aren't realy
capable of doing a thorough
investigation,” she said. “The
situation created a perfect time
for the Education Department to
come in and get everything
straightened out. But for some
reason, they didnt."”

The Financial Aid Advisory
Committee is composed of
faculty, staff and students.

Swanson said the committee
consists of "some very serious,
dedicated people who did a good
job in reviewing the charges and
recommending appropriate
action.”

Valles has been *“evaluated
internally” and works in “other
areas” this year. Swanson said.

Vales still works far the
Financial Aids Office and is
assisting in the training of a

counseling staff at a Phoenix
office of the Education
Opportunities Center.

Aside from the Valles in-
cident, Eastridge said the
Financial Aids Office has some
other areas that need to be
looked into.

She said the people who work
in the office are “well-
intentioned" but do not seem to
be able to handle all of the
people that use the office.

“It needs to be made into
more of a priority,"” Eastridge
said.

She added that an ad-
ministrator told her the
University is beginning to have
trouble attracting students who
rely on financial aid because of

what they have heard about the
office.

Eastridge said ASASU is
“informally investigating™ the
Financial Aids Office by

folowing up on a number of
complaints it has received from
students — "and there’s been
quite a few."

Some students have had their
complete files lost by the office,
she added.

Swanson admitted he is aware
of some problems that exirt in
the office and added that it
needs a top-level adminirtrator
to make things run efficiently.

Swanson Mid he is looking
into computerising the office
that might alleviate earns af the
problams it has with
storage.

WASHINGTON (APl - By dMidiof to
mtop or cut nucfear-wasta ahipmeata into
their states, three governors are tigaalog
Washington they are imwflkng to take the
political heat Cor a national problem.

Nevada dosed the second of the nation's
three low-level waste damps this week.

A burial site in Washington state has been
shot down for three weeks. Shipments to
the only other site — in South Carolina —
are expected to be curtailed next week.

Spokesmen for the nuclear-power in-
dustry said the problem is not immediate for
them since power plants have on-site
storage capacity. Bat same officials said
hospitals and research facilities wil run into
storage problems within a few weeks.

Leonard Freeman, president of the
Society for Nuclear Medicine, called it “an
immediate crisis for nuclear medicine,”
which is used thousands of times a day to
iMsgnnss and treat diseases, including
cancer and heart illness

Some hospitals alrsady have
doctors to curtail the use of radioactive
materials because of expected storage
problems.

The sudden militancy by the governors of
Washington, Nevada and South Carolina is
an attempt to force President Carter’s
administration to play a stronger role in the
disposal of low-level wastes, an issue which
could become crucial in an election year.

Almost daily, trucks have brought wastes
from commercial reactors, hospitals and
msoarrh laboratories around the country to
the only commercial burial sites avaflable.

“I'm just tired of having to assume the
responsfoiSty for having our people take the
risks in a system that i* not property
regulated,” said Nevada Gov. Robert Lirt as
he resisted attempts Tuesday to reopen the
burial site near Reno.

W hat also gnaws at the governors is that
no dumps are located m areas where most of
the wastes are produced — including most
of the Northeast.

Governors pass buck
on storage problem

On Oct. 4, Washington Gov. Dixy Lee
Ray, farmer bead of the Atomic Energy
Commission closed the burial site near
Richland. Wadi., charging lax enforcement
of shipping regulations.

On Tuesday, after List's action. Gov. D id
Riley made it dear he will not allow mors
waste to be diverted into South Carolina,
where 80 percent of the nation’s low-level
radioactive garbage already is being buried.
He predicted forced cutbacks in shipments
next week.

The governors’ specific complaints vary,
but their anger is aimed at the federal
government. They argue that while plans
for a nsthtssl program languish, the throe
states are becoming the dumping ground for
the rest of the country.

About 60 percent of the low-level

are byproducts of commercial power
reactors, inchuHhg sludge, resine and
contaminated clothing. Most of the rest
comes from research laboratories and
radiological treatment and diagenda at
hospitals.

For more than a year, the Carter ad-
ministration has had before it a unanimous
interagency recommendation that the
Department of Energy sot up regional low-
level nuclear-waste dumps to spread the
burden.

The recommendation — part of an overall
report on nuclear wastes — has awaited
Carter’s decition for several months. One
problem, an administration source concedas,
is that the regional burial grounds are sore
to spark opposition in the otates for which
they will be planned.

But, said Goats Oortel. the Energy
Department’s director of waste products.

Quarterback Mark Malone leads ASU in rushing, but freshman
running back Willis Gittens is fast approaching Malone’s totals.

Through six games. Malone has run for 280 yards on 88 carries —
a 8 3 yard average and Gittens has rushed for 275 yards — ineluding
M against Washington State on Saturday. Gittens of Fountain
Valley, Calif., has carrisd the bal only 45 times, though, so he has a
6.1 yard-per-carry average. Junior Newton Wiliams has run for 247

yards on 48 carries.

In passing, Malone has completed 58 of 10» passes for 718 yards
and four interceptions —a 48.6 percent completion average.

Ron Wellington and John Mistier are the only Sun Devils who
have caught more than 10 passes this season. Waahingtonlesds
ASU with 18 grabs for 828 yards and Mistier has IS catches far 168
eards. Both have caught two touchdown passes. Other touchdowns
via air were*rabbed by Newtoo Wiliams sad Gerald Riggs.

Malone leads the team in total offense with 986 yards, a par-game
average of 186.8 yards. He has eentribuled to 12 touchdowns, seven
rushing and five passing. Sophemors quarterback Steve Bratkowski
also has thrown a touchdown pass.
