Despite arguments from representatives of the A riaua u n o u u  
Association, u  Arizona Board of Regents committee rated  Thnre- 
day to racommend a MOO increase in oot-of-riate tuition a t ASU 
and UA far the 1980-81 school year.

Tha tuition at those schools will be raised to  >2,500 per  year for 
undergraduates if the ad hoe com nuttees reoonancndahnn a  ac­
cepted by the regents and the Ariaona Legislature.

The committee also recommended to  faeraam in-state tuition by 
ISO per year, raising the total far undergraduste sdsdenis to MOO.

Out-of-state tuition at NAU will be 1■ “ t *
12,100. In state wiD jump WOO, bringing it in line with the paw
figure for the other schools . ___ , .

cent of Arizona’s drinking- 
watsr systems have failed to 
comply with federal and state 
purity laws, and may face a 
crack-down, the state water 
quality director said Thursday. 
A voluntary sampling program 
which began in May 1978 has 
failed, with only 37 percent of 
s y s te m s  su b m itt in g  
bacteriological samples that 
met standards, said Ronald 
M iller of the Health Depart­
ment’s bureau of water quality 
control.

Hibbard Williams said of Shah 
Mohammad Reza Pahlavi, who 
underw ent g a llb la d d e r  
surgery here, “a potential for 
recovery does exist.”

S. AFRICA
MAY HAVE EXPLODED 

NUCLEAR DEVICE,
U.S. OFFICIALS SAY 

WASHINGTON — U.S. in­
telligence has evidence in­
dicating that South Africa may 
have exploded a nuclear 
device in the atmosphere on 
Sept. 22, government officials 
said Thursday night. In­
telligence officials said the in­
dicators, picked up by a U.S. 
reconnaissance satellite, were 
not conclusive enough to 
make a firm Judgment and it 
was possible the satellite 
d e te c te d  a na tu ra l 
phenomenon.

YANKEE MANAGER 
ALLEGEDLY STARTS 

HOTEL FRACAS 
BLOOMINGTON, Minn. — 

B illy Martin, who nearly lost 
his Job as manager of the New 
York Yankees last year for 
slugging a sports writer, split 
the lip of an Illinois man dur­
ing a fracas in a hotel lobby 
Tuesday night, according to a 
hotel security guard’s report. 
Martin denied the security 
guard’s account of the inci­
dent through a New York 
Yankees spokesman, Mickey 
Morabito. Martin said the man 
was intoxicated and injured 
himself when he tripped and 
fell In the hotel lobby. Doctors 
at Fa irv lew  Southdale 
Hospital used 15 to 20 
stitches to close the lip of 
Joeeph Cooper, 52.

EL SALVADOR LEFTISTS 
SEIZE BUILDINGS, 

HOSTAGES
SAN  S A LV A D O R , El 

Salvador — Leftists, many 
armed with machetes and 
handguns, se ize d  the 
buildings of the labor and 
economy ministries Wednes­
day, taking four Cabinet of­
ficials and about 13 others 
persons hostage, witnesaes 
and police said. More than 
1,000 anti-government pro­
testers, moat of whom iden­
tified themselves as member« 
of the Popular Revolutionary 
Bloc, took the two buildings 
and demanded the release of 
allegad political prisoners.

CATANIA, Sicily — Torren 
tlal rains flooded downtown 
sections of this city In eastern 
Sicily Thursday, killing three 
persons, authorities said. The 
victims included a child who 
perished when a wall col­
lapsed and a woman washed 
away by rushing waters as she 
stepped out of her car. Power 
and telephone communica­
tions were cut in some areas 
and many cars remained 
blocked in flooded streets, 
authorities said.
STORES ORDERED CLOSED 

AS SWEDISH 
BOOZE PRICES RISE 

STOCKHOLM  — The 
government ordered liquor 
stores closed throughout 
Sweden Thursday to avoid 
potential hoarding In the face 
of sudden price hikes which 
go into effect Friday. The 
stores, run by a state monopo­
ly, were to open Friday after­
noon after Parliament has 
adopted government pro­
posed tax increases on liquor, 
wine and beer ranging from 
8.4 percent on Scotch whisky 
to 16 percent on Spanish wine.

office bungled a bribery in­
vestiga tion  of a state 
employee. The suit, filed Sept. 
19 in Maricopa County 
Superior Court, also charges 
that officials In two other state 
offices — purchasing and 
finance — knew of the alleged 
bribes in 1977 but failed to 
taka proper action

OHIO PROFESSORS STRIKE
FOR HIGHER PAY 

CINCINNATI — Professors 
at the University of Cincinnati 
went on strike for higher 
salaries Thursday, emptying 
many c la s s ro o m s  at 
downtown and suburban cam­
puses and delaying midterm 
exams for some of the 38,000 
students at Ohio's second- 
largest school. "It’s like a 
ghost campus walking around 
here,” said student govern­
ment president A ll D’Arrigo. 
The American Association of 
U n iv e rs ity  P ro fe s s o rs ,  
representing 1,800 professors 
and assistant professors, 
called the strike after failing to 
reach agreement with the ad­
ministration on a new con­
tract

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Instate status based on students' intentions
A atudent’i  intent to make the state in which ha 

attends a college or university his permanent home 
is the basic criterion for granting in-state fee status 
in the Pacific-10 Conference states.

The student attending any of the schools in 
Arisons, California. Oregon or Washington must 
prove he is not in the state far educational purposes 
only, but to Uve there.

This intent is termed “legal residence” in 
California and “domicile" in the other three states.

In ail four states, the student must present such

proof as voter registration, state income-tax 
obligations, residential property ownership or other 
evidence to show he resided in the state before 
registration sod payment of in-state fees.

Oregon requires this proof to be presented six 
months before registration. The ether states sat 
this determination date immediately before the 
semester or quarter the student is registering for.

The age of an adult at these institutions is 18 fo 
Arisona, Oregon and Washington and 19 in 
California.

A student who is unsmanripated (not legaly free 
from his parental can receive la-state status on his 
parent's domicile only If they Uve in that state.

All four states require that the riadent reside in 
that state for a t least a year immediately preceding 
registration a t a  state school.

Each of the states make exceptions for those in 
military service. Washington and California School 
handbooks specify sxccplfoaa for aliens and 
refugees of certain status, and employees of school 
districts.

Applications for spring in­
state it*!"* wfil be accepted in 
the ASU Fee Status Office from 
Nov. 1 until Jan.23.

If a student's source of 
support is Us out-of-state 
paren ts, for exam ple, h it 
chances of getting raaidmry are 
remote. However, a  student 
might not need an Arisona 
d riv er's license o r be a 
registered voter in order to 
receive in state status, mid 
Yarbrough, a former ASU Fee 
Status Appeals Board member.

Nevertheless, all three of 
these items are included on the 

list (Section 4 of the

guidelines), giving the im­
pression of equal weight, he 
said.

Paragraph “A” of this mum 
section, that asks for proof the 
student has resided in Arinona 
for a year, is the easiest to 
prove, Yarbrough said.

Ha added the guideiinea fa l in 
that they do not spell out dearly 
what is most important.

“The fact that he (the student) 
opened a checking m ount more 
than a year ago means nothfog, 
it is of no real consequence.”

“If that is the way the rules 
are applied, why don't students 
know it?" Yarbrough said.

“We look at everything as a 
whole.” said Julie Snyder, an 
ASU fee status officer.

She said each student's ap­
plication ia looked at individually 
and determining residency is 
never cut and dried.

“At some point, yes, it (source 
of support) does make a dif­
ference,” Snyder added.

Tim vice chairman ef the 
appeals board aaid that the 
students need to  read the 
guidelines carefully.

“Emancipation (the state of a 
person not legaly bound to his 
parents) is a  very Imparts— 
factor,” said Dr. Thomas Brie, 
ASU Alumni Associat ion 
assistant director for mem­
bership.

Emancipation requirements 
are stated in tho guideiinea, and 
the forms of evidence in Section 
4 are “reflections“ of the rules. 
“Source of support” is one way 
to  show em ancipation by 
financial indaptn dauct from 
parents, ha said.

case I never see them again. I try  to make 
every story that way.

“But if you're not a good living story, then 
you can’t  have a good story. God put me in 
the world for one thing — to tell stories,” he 
said.

Blue takes many classic stories and rein­
terprets them. He performs Greek myths, 
Shakespearean plays, traditional stories of 
W estern culture, folk stories and spiritual 
stories from Africa. Asia and other parts of 
the world.

He also has more than 500 original stories, 
mainly with themes of brotherhood, kindness, 
understanding and love.

“1 do it all,” Blue said. “My stories are out 
of my soul."

He performed an impromptu Hamlet 
during lunch and titled it "Ham’s Blues."

All thè trad itional Shakespearean 
characters were included, an well as mentions 
of jszs musicians Miles Davis, John Coltrane 
and Charlie “Bird" Parker.

“Hamlet was a bad dude," he said in •  raspy 
voice. “He was bad and he got mad cause he 
found his in bed with the dude that
killed his daddy dead."

Blue has performed in front ol musicians 
with musical accompaniment and often has 
told stories on radio. He now has a five-night 
sign-off show on WBUR radio in Boston.

Kush’s home phone has been 
disconnected and the former 
head coach could not be reached.

New ASUclass w ill instruct
survival in desert and wilds

A new class on surviving the rigors of desert 
nut wilderness areas will be offered at ASU in 
the spring.

The class, “Outdoor Survival," REC 496, will 
conclude with a test of the students' skills. 
Students who have mastered survival skills and 
want to take the challenge will be left in the 
desert for 48 hours with only a blanket and a 
knife.

The main emphasis of the class will be to teach 
basic survival skills, flora and fauna, geography, 
first aid and topography. “Outdoor Survival" is 
one of the two new classes being offered in the 
spring by the new department of leisure studies.

“Outdoor Survival” will not require any 
prerequisites and will not rely heavily on 
academics, but it will focus on teaching and 
developing survival skills, Department Chairman 
Dr. Glenn Cheatham said.

■Cheatham added he will invite people from 
various state offices and wilderness groups to 
talk to the class.

“The class grew out of a need for people to 
understand desert and wilderness survival 
skills,” he said.

The final trip  to the desert will not be 
required. It will be up to the student and his 
skills.

The other new class being offered is Sports 
and Leisure, REC 496F, which w il focus on 
sports and the role it plays in society.

H ie class w il luring in sports figures, coaches, 
participants of youth sports and members of the 
media to talk to the class.

The focus of the class will be on how sports 
effect the lives of the participants and the 
community, financially and socially.

The grass grow s greener 
w hen the birds stay aw ay
PHOENIX (AP) -  Floyd 

W illia m s , b u ild in g s  
superintendent at the state 
Capitol, calls it “the annual 
battle for survival”

He refers to the pigeons 
that lay siege to the Capitol 
grounds every fall and spring 
when it's time to reseed the 
lawn.

No season, of course, is 
ever what you'd call pigeon- 
free — at least not in the 
choice roosting places offered 
by buildings clustered in the 
mall.

"We've even had one of the 
groundsm en out there  
chasing them, but it was like 
going after a swarm of flies 
with a flyswatter,” Williams 
said.

Poison went out of vogue 
years ago, he said. Com­
plaints came when strollers 
spotted dying pigeons on the 
grass and in recent days it's 
come up again, he added.

“We’re not using poison, I 
swear on the Holy Book,” 
Williams said. “It’s a sub­
stance called A vitrol,

(•commended by the Fish 
and Wildlife agency and it’s 
non poisonous.”

“It's  supposed to make 
them sick, or drunk, and 
keep them away," Williams 
said.

He concedes, however, 
that pigeons do die if they get 
too much of it and that there 
will be complaints.

“I think some of those 
damn pigeons have Just eaten 
too much grass seed and 
choke.” W iliams said.

The request is sim ilar to 
Edward Albee’« proposal to  
spend the night w ith George and 
M artha in “Who’s Afraid of 
Virginia W oolf and the  results 
are much th e  same.

“The Night of the  Tribedes," 
the current Lyceum-housed 
production, is sim ilar to  Albee’s 
tie —**• in many ways. In fact, 
only m arital and legal un­
pleasantries probably prevent 
Lis and Dick from taking a crack 
a t this one.

Instead of the  form er king and 
queen of Hollywood, the  Lyceum 
viewer gets four accomplished 
ASU actors who exhibit an 
intense and thrilling m astery of 
their craft.

The play details the torm ented 
relationships w ith and the 
unresolved feelings about women 
in the life of Swedish playw right 
August Strindberg.

The play is structured much 
like “Virginia Woolf.” The 
playw right. P er Olov Enquist, 
p b f— four people in an isolated 
situation where self-revelations 
em erge from a night of cruel, 
insulting bitchery. There is an 
understanding and resolution of 
sorts, but as in the case of 
George and M artha, it is evident 
th a t th e  nightm are will be lived 
over and over again.

“Tribades“ also deals with 
guilt, as does “Virginia Woolf,” 
but it is derived less from 
wasted potential and weakness 
and is baaed instead on sexuality 
and each sexes’ place hi society.

There is a  women’s liberation 
trac t here.

Another difference from  the 
Albee work is th a t Strindberg is 
portrayed w ith unresolved in- 
» raal conflicts concerning his 
vife. However, despite his

definite ideals he tries to  resolve 
in his own mind what he does not 
understand.

George and M artha, on the 
other hand, m ight be self­
destructive and possess con­
tradictory ideas, but they still 
are  definite in  th e ir feelings for 
each o ther. Ttwy have accepted 
the m ess, w hereas Strindberg 
still is try ing  to  put the pieces
together.

There also are funny moments 
in “T ribades.” I t  is a  comedy. 
l(M c though it m ight be, as 
much as “Virginia W oolf is. 
Some te n se  d ram atic  con­
fro n ta tio n s  w ere  broken 
repeatedly by laughter in exactly 
the  righ t moments by an ap­
preciative audience.

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The comedy is not quite as 
pointed o r sharp as in Albee’s 
script, but ‘T ribades” was 
translated from Swedish, so 
allowances m ust be made. 
Albee’s satirical facility with the  
English language is missing 
here. Some speeches read awk­
wardly.

The highlighting aspect of 
this production, o r any ASU 
production for th a t m a tte r, is the 
sk ilfu l performances by a 
ta len ted  company of perform ers.

Rick Grove as Strindberg is 
-nothing short of n miracle. The 
role is a  monumental challenge
for an actor, and Grove is 
powerful, tense, energetic and 
controlled. Grove’s performance

is what theatergoing is all about: 
the opportunity to  see a parson 
so completely give himself over 
to  a  p a rt th a t the viewer forgets 
he is watching an actor.

Grove is complemented fay a  
pair of expert perform ances by 
Lias van der S teur and Kelly 
Jane Thomas. Each is never leas 
tlum brilliant, and both have an 
individual scene th a t seales 
dram atic peaks to  stand out from 
a lread y  o u tstan d in g  ap ­
pearances.

Van d e r S to u r has a  
monologue about her m other and 
her effects on the  character’s 
sex u a lity , fem inism  and 
alcoholism. I t is a  scene of 
unrelieved pathos and van d e r 
S teur speaks w ith an un­
derstanding and hksightfulnesa 
th a t is rem arkable.

T hom as’s b e a t scene 
dem onstrates a real gift for 
comedy. She is making fun of 
Strindberg's wort: with silly 
abandon, which is funny. But 
underneath the  joking is a 
desperation and guflt as sad as it  
is successful a t breaking tension 
in the audience.

C. R. Parshall rounds out the 
cast, and he affectively plays the 
buffoon Strindberg ¡days off of. 
If Parshall isn’t  as effective as 
the  rest it is because his 
character is necessary only for 
the play's structure.

Two minor complaints. The 
lig h tin g  ten d s tow ard  th e  
pretentious, and the hasy and 
muted illumination is sometimes 
annoying. Some background 
guitar music th a t is played over 
some speeches is distracting too.

Otherwise th is show is an 
outstanding achievement and a 
most w orthy representative of 
ASU’s dynam ic th e a te r  
departm ent a t the American 
College Theater Festival.

It has been ahnoet three years since Fleetwood 
Mac ratessed their last album. Rumour». Their 
new release, a double album called Tusk, la being 
launched by W arner Bros,’ moat lavish 
promotional campaign «war. The group aril be 
going on tour, far the Brut time in two years to  
help push the album.

Although thorn are a  good anadter of hits on 
Tusk, there It net enough good material to 
justify a double album. Much of the music ob­
viously is file r. There have been only a few 
successful original double albums in rock, even 
the B eetles had some duds on their Whits 
Album. If Tusk had been released as a single 
album, it might have compared favorably to  
either of their two previous albums.

The beet songs on Tusk are getting sub­
stantial airplay. “Tusk," their first single, is a 
catchy tone with African rhythms and a 
Freudian title. I t fa already this season’s party 
song. “Sera’’ and “Sisters of the Moon” are songs 
that recapture the drama of the superb 
Rumours.

There is a mix of moods on tide album, the 
music ranging from baBads to melodic and hard 
rock. Too many of them  songs, however, sound 
too fandliar. Much of the album is redundant end 
shows little program after three yean, (ha the 
Whole Tusk is too “melow.” One suspecte that 
tbsmmimg to it too often wfil cause one to “ripen 
and rot,” as Woody Allan would aay.

There's a fledgling sports msgssine called VaUty 
Sport Form that oa the cover of its initial issue a 
few weeks sgo pictured ASU quarterback Mark 
Malone and asked the rhetorical question, “Up or 
Down in *79?”

Well, judging by the senior’s per fcrsaaace so far 
this year, the answer to that one wouM be 
unequivocally, invariably, without a doubt • 
“Both."

Malone has been bad and Malone has been good. 
And that wishy-washy aspect of his season 
corresponds in his passing percentage — sightly 
less than 50 percent.

But whBs there always has been a question of 
how good Malone has been at directing A8U*s of­
fense the past two seasons, a question of even 
bigger magnitude is, "What's he going to do next?"

The last time out, against Washington State, 
Malone did quite well, completing 12 of 22 passes 
for 129 yards and one touchdown. And that showing

drew some good reviews from some tough erltieo.
Namely, Ms new head coach Bob Owens and the 

Devils’ top receiver, junior Ren Washington.
"Malone, I thought, was superb.” said Owens 

while reveling in the knot of r ^ o r te n  surroundng 
hi— after his first head coacMtg win Saturday. He 
cams up with the big pfatys wo reely  needed 
them.”

«Murk looked good,” said Washington, who 
garnered five Malone aerials for 95 yards against 
the Cougars. "Very good. He had a very ‘on’ day.

"He’s a very good quarterback and he’s always 
had a good arm, and he can reed and throw it to the 
right spot.”

Which in Washington's case last Saturday was 
right in his hands, an uncommon spot for a Malone 
pass thus far this season.

But the quarterback from El Cajon, Calif., found 
Washington wide open right in the middle of the 
Cougar secondary.

“We watch film of our opponent's moat recent 
game every Monday, and after looking at them, 
we know that Utah State la the kind of team that 
can knock you off.”

“They (the Aggiea) look to be a very good 
football team. Their quarterback (Eric Hippie) ie 
an excellent player, aa ia their tailback, (Rick 
Parras). And their receiver« — aa a aet, they’re 
as good as any we’ve seen (James Murphy and 
Ken Thompson).”

With an spaa dale three weeks ago and luck in 
games since, Owens feds the Devils are in good 
shape when it comes to injuries. Basically, there 
aren't any that haven't been adjusted for.

“Guard Norris Williams bruised a knee and 
defensive lineman Joe Peters has a sore ankle, 
but they should be alright.

ASU started using three wide receivers 
g a in st Oregon State aa much to cover up 
inexperience at tight end as to  surprise the 
Beavers.

Of last year’s starting tight end Marshall 
Edwards, Owens said, “He’s been to  each and 
every practice, and before the season's over I 
think he’ll make a contribution to  the team.”

Edwards has been hampered all year after 
undergoing knee surgery last season.

The Aggiee lace a grim physical situation, in 
contrast to ASU.

Coach Bruce Snyder watched his team get 
thinned out considerably by injuries during a 15- 
14 victory over Pacific last Saturday.

Their offensive game plan is no secret to  
anyone.

We'Ve bean abb  to run at 
times, but our main offense has been passing."

And Snyder’s not about to reveal any 
defensive strategy. He says, simply, Utah Stake 
will try  to adjust to ABU'S offense.
