The propoaod negative-check-off plan for atudent 
h y tth  insurance w ill be weighed w ith alternative 
ptana at an  Ariaoea Board of R egents committee 
meetiagWedneeday.

The ad hoc committee on atodont health aervicea 
w ill consider the negative-check-off (students who do 
not sign a waiver saying they do not want insurance 
autom atically w ill be covered by it), positive-check­
off (students who want insurance w in sign up for it) 
and mandatory (a ll students must buy student health 
insurance).

The waiver plan w ill replace the present pooitive- 
check-off ptan a t the state’s  three universities if  the 
regents do not retract their Ju ly  approval, said Dr. 
W illiam  Ph illip s, regents staff academic planning

plan at the Health Advisory Beard meeting 
Thursday.

The Arisona Otudsnts Association esecutive dirsc- 
tor, who win be at the masting, determined through 
legal r menni that the negative-check-off Is not 0-

PhUUps said the three regents who are members of 
the committee w ill dtecuss and decide the insurance

‘It has been used at other universities and current­
ly  is  being used,”  Kurt Preitag said.

Freitag said that research done fay a UA health ad­
visory committee at the r egents’ request showed a 
positive-check-off system to be the most effective of 
the proyam s at seven universities studied.

“ 1 Hdnfc the general conclusion of that committee is 
exactly the approach we want to take. A  waiver 
might have some strong paints, but I don’t think it 
w ill achieve the results the regents are leaking for,” ) 
be added.

Freitag said be w ill dtocum that study at the 
meeting and d m  present a document giving specifics 
on how to make the positive-check-off more effective.

He m g g irtr l that mors students w ig enroll If they 
are provided w ith an information packet on ia- 
sm nee  when they register, given a chance to ca ll or 
be contacted fay an * m t  for addH isaol information 
and are provided throu^iout sack semester with in- 
formation and an opportunity to enroll.

He added that because about half of the students 
are covered by other insurance, the goal for enroll- 
ment in  student insurance is only 90 or 40 percent, 
reuardloas of the plan used.

Ph illip s said the negativ»check-aff was not design­
ed to “ trick ”  anybody, but only to» increase onroO- 
ment so that premiums would be lowered.

However, Freitag found in  the UA study that at the 
universities with a mandatory or waiver ptan the in­
surance premiums were the same or higher than 
thoee at the Arisona universities

It seems our glorious governor is mastering the sk ills 
of dootile-taBdng sad fence-waking — techniques essen­
tia l h r  a successful paUtteal future.

Months age Babbitt celled far a 10-mile residential 
buffer nme around the Palo Verde nuclear p lant Later, 
as a member of the president’s Three M ile Island Com-
mterien, he had an opportunity to see how operators and 
regulators alike bungled the whole incident.

Yet no» Babbitt appears to have become a staunch 
supporter of increasing Arizona's dependency on 
nuclear energy.

He told the gcettadale Deity Pregraea he would favor 
mere m irlia r power plants in  this state if  

m S  business growth create an increased 
energy «*— ■««, and if  aO the electricity generated by
those new plants remains in  Arizona.

Fine. That means it ’s OK for Arizonans to assume the 
risks as long as Arizonans are getting the kilowatts, 
right?

Furthermore, Babbitt said he would not support 
iee li li lim n on the influx of newcomers into Arizona, 
even if  that was the only way to avoid the need for addi­
tional nuclear plants.

And, although the governor  said he would prefer to see 
facilities like Palo Verde bu ilt “hundreds of m iles”  from  
population centers, he n ib se s  u tility  companies might

And this unacceptable so he’s  “w illiag  to be flexible”  an 
site locations.

That’s to llin ’ em, Bruce.
Regarding hi» “ buffer sene”  concerns. Babbitt said he 

s t ill wouldbke to sea no homes w ithin a M-m ile ra tio s of
Palo Verde and any future nuclear plants. He said he’s 
not only w iD iig  to allow a ll current resi dents near Palo
Verde to remain, but would refurn to impose any restric­
tions whatsoever on agricultural or induetrial develop­
ment around such facilities.

The real gem: Babbitt told The Pregrem that changes 
in  nuclear energy regulation, training, des ign and plan-
a

they w ill make the risk  more pala table.
Palatable to whom? The residents of tbia state who 

m a t Uve with tho fear o f a nuclear catastrophe, or tbe 
big-money interests concerned about profits, not safety?

Babbitt has saM eat. He’s w ilhn f to riek Uves and pro* 
perty of Ariionans by building more nuclear plants — if, 
of course, tt m etm  bringing m ore‘ ‘budame growth”  to 
the state. Tbe governor  always has basa a proponent of 
growth, but should we have growth at ANYcost?

Campus phone thefts common
It used to be that stealing traffic signs to 

decorate a bedroom or apartment was the thing to 
do.

Now it appears that lifting University 
telephones has come into vogue.

Two phones were reported stolen Monday from 
the physical science roam in the department of 
mathematics, and University Police Sgt. Pauline 
A da ms said it was nothing new.

“We’ve had more than three or four reports of 
phones being stolen lately,” Adams said. “This is 
just in the last month or so.”

The theft was reported by Cindy Ryan, an ad­
ministrative assistant in the math department, 
estimated the value of the phones at $80 to $100.

Mountain Bell representative Julie Meschwitz 
said that telephone repairs and thefts are common 
occurrences at ASU.

“The only thing I can say is that we have one 
full-time repairman on campus. There must be 
enough calls to keep one guy busy all the time,” 
she said.

Meschwitz added the repairman spends 99 per­
cent of his time answering telephone repair calls 
from the University.

Transcripts can be withheld 
from loan-defaulting students

REMEMBER

College Press Service
A federal judge ruled last week 

that a college can withhold 
transcripts from a student who 
has failed to make payments on 
her financial aid loan.

Hoping to apply to graduate 
school, former University of 
Connecticut student Lavonda 
Romanelli asked the university 
for copies of her transcripts, but 
the University refused to give 
them to her because she had not 
repaid her National Defense 
Student Loan.

Federal law prohibits state 
agencies from taking any kind of

punitive action against bankrupt 
students. Romanelli, however, 
had not declared bankruptcy. 
Instead, she sued the University 
on the ground it had used her 
transcript as collateral or a 
“security” for the loan, which is 
another practice forbidden by 
federal law.

U S. District Court Judge M. 
Joseph Blumenfeld dismissed 
the suit last week. Blumenfeld 
said the transcript wasn’t a 
“security” because it “is of no 
intrinsic value to the Univer­
sity.”

Several courts said in 1978 that 
private schools qould withhold

transcripts from students who 
were in default and who had 
declared bankruptcy. This case 
is the first time a public 
university’s refusal to supply * 
transcript in a financial aid case 
has been upheld.

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Immigration
Advice for illegal aliens law ful, officials say

A  Phoehix advisory service that advertises on 

radio it can help illegal aliens obtain U S . residency 
is- breaking no law, according to government

M ichael Strauss, vice president of Visa and 
Immigration Advisory Service, Inc., 1 3 «  N. 32nd 
St., says h is firm  is  a consulting service that helps 
illegal or undocumented aliens remain legally in  the 
United States.

Strauss said his firm  can assist aliens in getting 
work perm its and can help those qualified attain 
pnmanent residency.

He added be has advertised an KOOL-FM and is 
attempting to get a ir time on other stations.

A  KOOL-FM  spokesman said, “ We don’t usually 
hear anything from anyone (concerning information 
shout ad i heard over the radio).’ ’ Any requests for 
information usually are referred to the advertiser, 
he said.

Strauss said his company has been in  the Phoenix 
area about four months and has had about 73 clients 
in the last two months.

Strauss said his company tried to purchase a ir­
time on Channel *3, an affilia te  of the Spanish- 
International Network on UHF, but was turned 
down.

Fernando Vender, general manager of Channel 33, 
said Strauss's request was denied becauae the firm ’s 
scrvirn was “ provided already by non-profit 
organizations in  existence," a policy followed by the 
network.

Vender said he was not aware of any fraudulent 
immigration practices relating to V1AS, Inc.

Strauss, whose company charges anywhere from 
1600 to 13,000 “ depending on the number of clients 
and the complexity involved”  acknowledged the 
existence of fly-by-night businesses but said he plans 
to stay in  the area and is acquiring the best staff 
“money can buy.”

James Glasgow, d istrict director of the Depart­
ment of Justice’s Immigration and Naturalization 
Service, said he had never heard of VIAS, Inc.

“ By name, we don’t know anything about them 
unless someone brings a suit or complaint," 
Glasgow said. “ I can only say as fa r as I know, they 
have not sent ahyttdng in (to Immigation and 
Naturalization). A t least I haven’t seen i t ’ ’

Strauss said although he has lawyers an retainer, 
his business is not a legal firm , but rather a con­
sultation service.

Douglas Dunipace, chairman of the Arizona State 
Bar Associations’ Unauthorized Practices of Law 
Committee, said a “ federal pre-emption in U.S. law 
allows a non-attorney to perform certain functions 
usually reserved for federal jusrisdtetion, such as 
immigration.’ ’

Dimipace said a former employee of the 
Immigration and Naturalization Service offers the 
same service as VIAS, Inc., in  Tucson and Nogales.

“ M y recollection is  that someone checked this and 
federal statutes clearly state non-lawyers may 

'represent clients as long as the lim itations of the 
statute are met,”  Dunipace said.

ASU student from Red China 
is finding Americans familiar

Americana are not strangers to ASU 's first 

student from the People’s Republic of China even 
though eba.’a.only keen ta lh o  Ohitetf State« one 
month.

“ My husband ia a graduate of Peking's Foreign 
Languages Institute and has been an English 
translator at the Chinese Foreign M inistry far 20 
years,”  Zou Jichun said.

“ He took the English language aa a career and 
has been meeting and dealing with Americans for 
years.”

Zou is  one of more than 800 Chinese students 
studying in  the United Stataa under a cultural 
exchange agreement signed by China’s Vice 
Prem ier Teng Hsiao-ping and President Carter 
last year.

Zou, w ife and mother of two chO kw , said her 
in itia l knowledge of Americana came from 
another member of her fam ily..

“ My father earned an economics k g n  at the 
University o f M ichigan and look Ms masters at 
Columbia University,”  aha said. “ Americana are 
not really strangers to m e”

In order to qualify far die exchange program, 
Zou had to pass a national examination far fur­
ther studies abroad given bjrthe Chinese M inistry 
of Education. About 3,000 atudonta paaaad the 
« « n  but only 500 are studying in  America, Zou 
said.

“ Most of them (500) are studying at more 
famous universities like Wisconsin, M IT and 
Washington University,’ ' she added.

Zou said most of the work to get into die 
program is  done by the students themselves, not 
the government.

“ Each student on their own must meet ad­
mission requirements, make the application and 
follow the procedure to gain admittance to the 
different universities. Arrangements are made by 
the student.”

Of the 500 students in  America, Zou said she is 
the only one in  Arizona as fa r as she knows. She 
added there are Americana studying in  Chinn 
under the exchange propum  but is not sure how 
many.

One of the purposes of the program is 
technological transfer

“Since 1972 the relatiotnhip between the United 
States and Chinn has developed rapidly and we 
have learned n lot since then,”  Zou said. “ We 
would like  to learn advanced science and 
technology from the United States."

Zou studied far six  yean at Peking University 
and received the equivalent of a degree in  organic 
chemistry. As a graduate student a t ASU, she w ill 
pursue a masters degree in  chem istry.

She arrived after registration this semester but

Zou Jichun
is sitting in  on two chsariatry courses and doing 
lab work fo r the cancer research branch of ASU’s 
Chemistry Department Zou said H ie is  thankful 
far the guidance and assistance given by the 
chem isfry profeeeon , especially D r. Georgs 
Pettit.

She said afae has had little  d ifficu lty adtusting to 
the new environment

“ There isn’t much ‘culture shock* for me 
became univer s ity  life  between ore two countries 
is very sim ilar. It’s not w ry  different, especially 
arpund the lab. In the lab I'm  fam ilia r w ith the 
d iffe ren t experim ents and techn ica l te r­
minology.”

Zou said the biggest obstacle she has to over­
come is  language.

Aa Interpreter was praaent during the In­
terview, but Zou managed to answer moat 
questions  in understandable if  not fluent Enghafa. 
Ihe  only difficluty she has is  whan someone 
«peaks too fast o r they use terms she’s not 
fam iliar with, Zou said. ■

She added that aha w ill pick up the finer paints
of E iw liah from hpr colleagues and friends during
the course of her studies.

Zou said she has bean vary busy since arriv ing 
at ASU. So busy in  fact, she Is “ not vary 
homesick.”

“ I’ve made some American friends and they 
make me fad  at home.”

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Nude models bare gripes 
about indecent conditions
CvBege P re u  Sen 'ict 

Boston — “Decent Pay For In­
decent W ork!!!”

That is the slogan around 
the Bostoo Museum of Fine 
Arts school after the school’s 
nude models picketed last 
week in  an attempt to raise 
modeling fees at a ll Boston- 
area schools. The models also 
are demanding improvements 
in  working conditions at the 
museum school.

Randy Jansen, spokesman 
for the 25-member Models 
Guild, said the Guild is asking 
for an increase in hourly 
wages from $4 to M , which

Jansen said is the national 
average.

The models also have 
charged that, “The conditions 
at the museum school are not 
up to the reputation the school 
has built for itself. The school 
is disgustingly filthy, cold and 
models, staff and faculty are 
underpaid.”

Carrying signs that read 
“ Feed the Muscles, Feed the 
Curves”  and “We Need Bread 
for Our Skin and Bones,”  the 
models said they chose to 
picket the museum school 
because its conditions were 
the worst in the Boston metro

area and because of its 
prestige.

School officials have refused 
to comment directly on the 
issues. Negotiators for the 
models say officials have said 
there is no room in the budget 
for salary increases.

The models said that, in 
view of the schooi-’s position, 
they should get a fee that com­
pliments Us reputation, not 
one that degrades i t

Possibly in deference to the 
ch illy  Massachusetts autumn, 
the models are picketing h illy  
clothed.

I fs  Just getting the team concept down pat that the 
Devils can’t seem to handle.

B ut Brock isn’t  w orrying too m uch, too soon.
“ I’m confident we’ll have a different look than other

ball. The time when forecaster* could throw a 
dart to pick between four super-powers, Notre 
Dame, USC, Alabama or Oklahoma, for the na­
tional title  is  over. The Nebraska*, UCLAs and 
ASUs are catching up.

Fanatic fans are the reason. If the N FL  
didn’t consider the Valley large enough to sup­
port a pro team, the fans would have the closest 
flwng to it a t any coat And that’s the catch. It 
costs a lot, in booster support, in money, in pull.

ASU ’s growth, moving from the Border Con­
ference to the Western Athletic Conference and 
fina lly  to the Pac-10, has been phenomenal  It 
was a reluctant Frank Ku ril who relented to 
allow  ASU into posteeasoo bowl games. That 
wasn’t what the student athletes were in school 
for, he reasoned. But dint eras what legions of 
fans insisted on.
