TBs ksersaye was proposed and is supported by 
the Legislature to take some of the banka off the 
taxpayers Snd put it on thdee who benefit Cram 
education, Todd said. The raise in tuition is 
essential, he added, because people are getting 
more conservative and worrying about dollars.

Todd added the tuition hike is  inevitable 
because tuition is at such a low boss now. 
However, students are an effective lobbying 
power i f  they de it  correctly, hs said.

“There is an effective way lo  impress tbSt 
bunch (tbs state Lagkdature) —  it is to make an 
appointment with representatives. They are 
receptive to interviews."

Students win net be able to stop the tuition 
increase, Todd said, hut they migbt fas able to 
stop it from being implemented in one lumpsum.

Official expects

Rut the tuition matter is not yet com pletely la 
the hands of the legislators. Tbs regents are 
deddlagoo whet form the Increase w ill take. The 
poeeibiUty of phasing In the tncresee over a 
longer period of time Is being discussed. Regent 
Rudy Campbell said.

The regents are looking into staggering the 
increase over the next two years, said Joel Stiner, 
student regent.

"I would be disappointed if it goes in one lump 
sum. I would bop the regent« realise we are 
taBdng about people (college studenti) who 
traditionally don’t have money,”  he said.

Todd said be did not think the increeee would 
cause the University to kne ita 25 percent out-of- 
state students. He said the Legislature feels 25 
percent la adequate.

The out-of-state students are important to keap 
diversity on the campus, Campbell said. He 
added he did not expect Hie increase to affect the 
ratio either.

Because of the interest in out-of-state students 
obtaining residency, those requirements aim  are 
being dtecumed by the regents, Campbell said.

“The procedure of in-state status should not 
necessarily be seder, but It should be a process 
that makes more aenee,”  he laid .

The'sense of the proposed negative-check-off 
plan for student health insurance also was 
dtocinaed. H  a ll the University’s students were 
enrolled in  the (dan, the cost would go from the 
current $100 per year to 146 per year, Campbell 
■eld.

The College of Business Administration obviously has 

forgotten the purpose for its existeoce.

Most of us around bore thought that college —  like all 
the others an this " " » f*11 -  was meant to serve 
students. Apparently the dean and other administrators 
don’t agree.

Last week the Business College adopted a new drop/- 
add policy that w ill require students to justify —  in 
writing —  why they want to change their schedules to 
add courses. Not only will students have to submit a peti­
tion explaining why the college should graciously allow 
them to select their own courses, but that plea w ill have 
to be backed up with documentation of the reasons.

Petitions will be denied for students who: want to 
avoid afternoon classes, have a preference far a specific 
instructor, have changed drier mind about their interest 
in courses or who want to arrange a more convenient 
schedule.

That pretty well covers the bases as to why most 
students go through the agony of drop/add in the first 
place.

Dean Glenn Overman claims the change is needed 
because too many students make schedule adjustments, 
and this is '•»**" "g “ mass confusion”  and is “wrecking 
our academic program. ”

Bull. If the system as it now stands is chaotic, the 
answer is to find more efficient methods, not to penalise

students who are paying through the nose to enroll in 
those precious courses .

Students have a right to decide for themselves which 
classes they’re going to sit through far the next four 
months. It shouldn't be up to some administrator to 
determine whether they have “ legitimate reasons”  far 
that decision.

Almost as ridiculous as die policy itself is the way in 
which it is to be implemented next semester. Students 
will be required to submit their drop/add foetns and 
“documentation”  by noon Jan. SI to department offices 
of classes they want to add. When they turn in the re­
quest, they’ll be given a number (just like at the botcher 
counter at Smitty's).

After the departments “evaluate" the submissions.

the numbers of those that are considered “ meritorious”  
are to be posted outside the offices by S a.m. Jan. St. If 
you’re number’s not on the Hat, too bad —  you lose. If it 
is, you can add daaaea on the SSrd and 14th (the policy 
doea not affect drop-onlys). _

The oaty appeal procedure for students whose re-

m pm suristlvw  who wiB bo on hand from »to 0  p.m. on 
Jan. SS —  the last day of toep/add. Thus if  a  student 
somehow menagno to convince the powers that be that 
he’s worthy of reprieve, he’s only got a few hours at most 
— possibly as httie as one hour— to do what often takes 
a full two days of Uao-standing.

This is the system the Bustoses College ca lk  “fa ir and 
equitable"?

The Business Administration Student Council strongly 
opposes the policy, as wen it should. It's a direct assault 
on the m astbisic of students’ rights— the right to deter­
mine the curriculum most suitable for an individual's 
own education.

Council members are scheduled to meet with Over­
man today. If the dean has any respect at a ll for students 
at this institution, he’ll can the idea— permanently.

Students don’t belong in the Stalag of Dusinese Ad­
ministration. They’re adults who deserve the considera­
tion of making up their own minds.

A  college that teaches courses in management ought 
to be able to come up with a system that gels rid  of the 
c k g i without treating students Bke cogs in the wheels of 
bureaucracy.

Counseling is the act of listening and is, generally, a last-resort 

decision for most people, especially for the first-timers or for those 
who are afraid of being tabled as “weak, whimpering or mentally 
insound.”

People do not take their cars into the shop to be fixed with every 
rattle, nor do they go to the doctor with the first sneexe; they wait, 
hoping the rattle and the sneeze will go away. If it does not, the 
person goes to that mechanic or that doctor before the condition 
becomes worse.

The same holds true for your mental machine. You wait, and if you 
can’t fix it yourself, you take it in; and more often than not it is a 
minor malfunction not a major overhaul.

Counselors do not offer pat solutions nor do they teB you if you are 
right or wrong; they only give you the outlet to reach your own 
conclusions and discover possible alternatives by exploring your 
"real feelings ', not what you’ve been programmed to say or “ feel,”  
but the gut-level reaction you may have to a situation in your life 
without the fear of shocking someooe or embarrassing yourself.

It k  a luxury to be totally listened to without getting advice,
without the “do it my way”  or “ I had a friend-----;”  and counseling
offers that luxury which assists in the problem solving — no matter 
what that problem is, no matter how insignificant or insurmountable. 
It k  yours and it hurts and it’s getting in the way of your functioning.

Counseling teaches some of the most valuable communication 
■kill« that a person will ever learn and ones that that person will 
never forget no matter how difficult their usage may be from time to 
time. Too bad all children aren’t tougit these sk ilk  -  counselors
would be out of business.

I hope, Mr. Hartley, that you will never need a support system (no 
that's not true — my g it feeling teUs that I hope you do foal a sense 
of finirinasnrn sometime. Phew! that felt great). But if you do and
you Utilise counseling services, here or elsewhere, please tall 
somssne hew rew ardkg the experience was 'and whether or not 
eoasaone laugwd at your sadness end frustration.

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Hunger
Group aids starving
By Mark Scary

A  representative from an inter- 
nationai organisation that is at­
tempting to deliver tons of food to 
million« of starving Cambodians 
was at ASU to encourage efforts 
by the Campus Interfaith Council 
to conduct a Hunger Awareness 
Week.

Robert Vogel, field represen­
tative of the American Friends 
Service Committee, spoke to a 
meeting of the council in an at­
tempt to drum up campus sup­
port for the efforts of his 
organization to get food and sup­
plies to Cambodian refugees.

Vogel said his main job is to 
travel around the United States, 
wherever anti-hunger campaigns 
are bang organized, to offer the 
support and encouragement of 
the AFSC. The committee has 
sent a barge filled with more than 
2,000 tons of rice to Cambodia’s 
main port of Kompong Som.

"The situation in Cambodia is a 
modern holocaust,” he said. “ In 
1975 there were approximately 8 
million people living there. Today 
we estimate the population to be 
about 4.3 million. About 40 to 50 
percent of the population live in 
famine conditions. ”

Vogel said he was a member of

a team of AFSC officials that 
returned from Cambodia three 
weeks ago. Upon their return, 
team mem bers purchased ads in 
I te  New York Times and the Los 
Angeles Times with the message, 
“Children too weak to cry for 
help,” to solicit contributions.

“The situation is desperate. In 
1975, there were 500 doctors in 
Cambodia. Today there are 58, 
and m ost of them  are  
underground because they fear 
for their Uvea,”  Vogel said.

The Pol Pot regime, which has 
ruled a major portion of Cam­
bodia since the United States 
withdrew its forces from  
Southeast Asia, has been the 
“ crudest ever in Indochina,” be 
added.

“They have literally declared 
war on their own people. ”

One of the first things the new 
government did was to set out to 
destroy the country’s intellectual 
community. The university at 
Phnom Penh was burned and the 
medical school’s library was 
“ trashed,” Vogel said.

“They are systematically ex­
ecuting people. It is a modern 
Auschwitz.”

It’s tragic. Just tragic,”  Vogel 
sgid.

Arizona Public Service has 
begun Us preparation for 
Saturday’s civil disobedience at 
the Palo Verde nuclear power 
plant construction site, an APS 
public information director said 
Wednesday.

The Palo Verde Truth Force, 
an anti-nuclear power group, has 
been bolding training sessions 
for three weeks in preparation 
for the 3 p.m. protest when about 
36 protesters ars expected to hop 
the fence of the plant con­
struction site.

APS spokeswoman Martha 
McKinley said that the Maricopa 
County Sheriff’s Office has set 
pddeBnss for members of the 
medta planning to cover the 
event

“ APS w ill allow member* of 
the media with proper iden­
tification onto the grounds of the 
construction sits to cover the 
pretest,”  she said.

The sheriff’s department met 
this week with members of the 
Truth Force to arrange for the 
dem onstration, w hich the 
protesters assure w ill be non­
violent, a Sh eriff’s O ffice  
spokesman said.

APS also has promised to 
supply a qualified spokesma n s  
the site to answer any media 
questions after the demon­
stration.

The Sheriff’s department also . 
has issued some guidelines for 
members of the press to follow at 
the demonstration — advising 
the press to “keep out of the way 
of arresting deputies . ..a n d  not 
to talk with prisoners during the 
booking process.”

The Truth Force has scheduled 
a press conference for this 
morning in front at the APS 
Building on Central in Phoenix.

Procedure could be proven 
in three years, prof says

Although hie theory haa yet 

to be tooted. Dr. Radha Roy 
•aid hia procedure for decon­
taminating nuclear was toe 
could be proven within three 
years, if work begins soon.

“ If funding la made 
available, a group of scientists 
could be organized to continue 
calculations of the (plant) 
design characteristics, ” the 
ASU physics profsssor  said. 
“The plant then could be built 
from m isting m achinery, 
which also would take about a 
year.”

Roy said one additional year 
would be required before the 
process could be tested and 
enough data collected to deter­
mine the plant’s feasibility.

Roy, who has written 
several paduate and post­

doctoral books on physics, 
said Ms procedure  works by 
changing the composition of 
radioactive nuclei.

“ By bringing external 
energy into the nucleus, we 
can change the unstable 
(radioactive) atoms to stable 
•toms.

“A  sm all number of atoms 
still would remain unstable, 
but they would have half-lives 
of only a  few days, and would 
die down naturally,”  bo said.

A  half-Ufe is the time re­
quired far a quantity of 
radtoacBve material to lone 
one-half its radioactive  
strength.

“The present problem of 
storage exists because some 
radiation lasts for hundreds 
and thousands of years, and no
containers can be made to

hold the material that long," 
Raw added.

He said be recommends that 
a wasto-teproceaslag plant be 
constructed at the alto of 
every operating nuclear reac­
tor to minimise the danger of 
transporting waste material.

Roy said the coat of a com­
m ercial reprocessing plant is 
“ minimal" compared to the 
cost of a reactor.

"A  nuclear reactor coats It 
hiiifam a  commercial plant 
w ill cost about MS million.

"It w ill make the coat of 
opera ting a reactor a little 
more expensive, but if  you 
need to rely on nuclear 
energy, you m ad to make It 
safe,”  he said.

Roy added he does eat fever 
larrhar power as a  source of 
energy

The rear seats of three Tempe 
police cru isers have been 
r t r r— * to allow for the trans­
portation of two four-footed 
paseengirs, as the Tempo Police 
Department prepares for the 
addition of its canine squad.

Surprised Sutter selected 
forN L's Cy Young prize

CHICAGO AP — Reliever 
Bruce Sutter, whose sp lit­
fingered fastball saved 37 games 
last season far his Chicago Cub 
teammates and tied a National 
fa a g i*  record in the process, 
Wednesday was named w im «  of 
the N L  Cy Young award far 1970;

“ I was shocked. I really 
thmMht Joe Niekro would get it,” 
he told reporters in Qiicago. 
“ When you win an award like 
this it’s not really one man, but 
the entire team.

“ Individual honors are fine,”  
be added, “ but I would trade it in 
for a World S erin  ring.”

Sutter, who came within one 
save of the major league record 
set by John H iller of the Detroit 
Tigers in 1973, narrowly defeated 
21-game winner Joe Niekro of 
the Houston Astros in voting by 
the Basebpll Writers Association 
of America.

The 26-year-old right-hand« 
earned 10 of the 24 first-place 
ballots to become the second N L  
n g e v «  and the third in baseball 
history to win the prize. Mike 
Marshall won it for the Los 
Angefas Dodgers in 1974 and 
Sparky Lyle of die New York 
Yankees took the American 
League honor in 1977.

S u tt«  also  received six  
second-place votes and four 
third-place votes far a total of 72 
points, with five points awarded

for first-place mention, three 
points for second and one for 
third.

“ In the National League, 
where there’s no designated 
hitters, a bullpen can figure into 
about 130 games a y e « ,” he 
said. “ I think that may be one 
reason relievers are a little more 
recognizable.”

Niekro finished second with 86 
points. Strikeout champion J.R . 
Richard of the Houston Astros 
was third will 41 points; followed 
by Tom Seaver of the Cincinnati 
Reds, 28; Pittsburgh Pirates 
reliev«  Kent Tekulve, 14, and 
Phil Niekro of the Atlanta 
Braves, who was sixth with three 
points.

Sutt« credited the arrival on 
May 23 of former New York 
Yankee D ick Tidrow  with 
“ taking a lot of the work load off

my arm . Because Dick was able 
to work as much as be did, I was 
able to keep my strength through 
the season."

Sutter appeared in 62 gam «  
for the Cube, who ended the 
season in fifth place in the N L  
East Division after lading from  
contention late in August

He compiled a 84 record and a 
2.23 earned run avenge hi 191 
inninp, striking out 110 batters 
and walking just 32 in becom ing 
the second m em b« of the Cubs 
to win the Cy Young. Ferguson 
Jenkins won it for Chicago in 
1971.

Sutter said his major dfoap- 
pointment during the last ye«  
was “not being in the playoffs. 
It’s g n a t to get individual 
awards, but baseball is still a 
t«xm snort and I want to play on 
a World S eri«  team.”

A  recurring occurrence in the 
Pac-10 this lesion appears to be 
which team can get in the meet 
hot water with which governing 
agency.
. Probably the moat celebrated 
and berated—a i far as ASU fans 
go—is the little brouhaha going 
on in the Devils’ backyard with 
the football Sun Devils.

No one is sure yet what punish­
ment the Pac-10 or NCAA or 
anybody will dish out to the ASU 
program—or if there will be any 
penalties at all since the Devils 
have played themselves out of 
Rose Bond contention.

And the latest info the “spies" 
have turned up is an alleged il­
legal punter up at Washington 
and— God and John McKay for­
bid— possible ticket scalping by a 
USC assistant football coach.

While those are the only in­
cidents to surface to dale, there’s 
certainly a chance that every 
Pac-10 team—save for one—will 
have a Mack mark next to it come 
bowl selection time.

A  quick check of my tattered 
allegations book includes some of 
the wilder marks to black­
ened. Some, in fact, may never 
be revealed. Except here.

For instance, the Stanford pro­
gram is being investigated for 
two glaring instances of losing 
games. Nothing wrong on the sur­
face, you might say, even ASU is 
entitled to a loss here and there. 
But to Army and Oregon State? 
Arm y couldn’t win its way out of 
a paper bag, let alone Palo Alto, 
and the Beavers are so bad the 
fans in Corvallis bet against them 
every week. But Stanford suc­
cumbed to both, and to under 
scrutiny for possible schit- 
zophrenia.

Washington State to under the 
scope for forcing visiting teams 
to find its hideaway loca­
tion—namely Pullman, Wash.
