An lnvoetigatlvo bearing into 

tht naptmlnn of former ASU 
bead football coach Frank Kwh 
baa been delayed becauee of 
“compUcatione” from some of 
tbe participating partlee. ASU 
Preaident John Schwada eaid 
Monday.

The bearing, which was 
■righially acbadnlad to begin on 
Nov. ».has been moved back “to 
sometime in the early part of 
December” becauae several of 
tbe participants had requested 
more time to prepare statements, 
according to Schwada.

Schwada had announced the 
decision to bold a hearing in a let­
ter addressed to ASU athletic 
director Fred Miller and Kush 
released Nov. 5.

That latter followed a legal 
opinion on ASU’» handling of the 
suspension from A risons 
Attorney General Bob Corbin 
released on Nov. S.

Corbin proclaimed that Kush e 
suspension should be lifted 
btffatw» University officials had 
not followed personnel pro­
cedures prior to the suspension of
Kush on Oct. 13.

On Nov. B, the Arizona Board of 
Regents announced its support 
for 8chwada’s action following an 
executive session of the board.

The regents heard a “detailed 
report” of ASU’e handling of the 
Kuril suspension hi the morning 
executive session that day, accor- 
ding to a statement by Ralph 
Bilby, regent president.

Kush’s attorneys notified 
Schwada last Thursday that the 
former coach would not par­
ticipate in the hearing because it 
would not be conducted in a "fair, 
eqiitable and Just manner to 
bring this controversy to a 
conclusion.’’

Plans to bold tbe hearing three 
weeks after the suspension was 
an attempt by ASU to “provide a 
cloak of legitimacy to an illegal 
and ii i iiionaihlr art ” 
to the statement.

Kuril’s attorneys also said in
the letter that they would be wiO-
iig  to meet with ASU officials to 
discuss the matter, poosibly 
before Nov. 13.

Hurry Cavanagh, Kush’s at­
torney, was unavailable Monday 
for further comment.

PHOENIX IRANIANS CONDEMN 
EVENTS AT HOME 

PHOENIX — Three Iran residents who live 
here condemned events In their homeland 
Thursday and urged their neighbors not to 
Judge all Iranians by what’s happened this 
week In Tehran. In a brief statement, the trio 
said their views accurately reflect the think­
ing of 80 percent of the estimated 400 Ira­
nians living In the Phoenix area. "As Iranians 
In the Valley, we would like to say that all Ira­
nians don’t support the things that are hap-' 
pening in Iran right now,” the statement said. 
“And we as a group of Iranians are totally 
against what's happening as the principle of 
the matter Is barbarian. ”

U.S. OFFICIALS SAY 
QAS LINES MAY BE BACK 

WASHINGTON — Energy policymakers are 
uncertain how President Carter’s decision to 
halt purchases of Iranian oil w ill affect 
American consumers, but they say It is possi­
ble oil supplies will decline by about 4 per­
cent to 8 percent. That could be enough to 
trigger long gasoline lines again. However, K 
would be far short of the 20 percent shortage 
that would trigger gasoHne rationing under 
recently passed legislation. Administration 
officials, who asked not to be named, said 
Americans can compensate for the cutoff In 
Iranian o il by reducing their average 
automobile travel by three miles dally.

D.O.E. CHECKS SHIPROCK 
RADIATION LEVELS

SHIPROCK, N.M. — A Department of 
Energy helicopter crew was taking air 
samples Monday to check radiation In 
Shlprock and In the area of an abandoned 
uranium m ill on the Navajo Reservation. The 
chopper will, take air samples over eight 
square m iles,!ndudlng a m ill tailings site and 
the Shlprock community, said Harold Tao of 
the Navajo Environmental Protection Com­

mission. The Uranium MM Tailings Act of 
1878 requires the cleanup of 22 abandoned 
mill sites In the Rocky Mountains, Including 
the one near Shlprock.

REAGAN PREPARES TO ENTER 
PRESIDENTIAL RACE 

WASHINGTON -  Ronald Reagan prepared 
Monday to launch hie third campaign for the 
Republican presidential nomination as other 
candidates of both parties tanned out to court 
voters in the East, the South and the M idwest 
Reagan plans to announce his candidacy In a 
speech tsped Monday and televised Tuesday 
night on a makeshift network of local televi­
sion stations. He’ll also deliver the speech 
live at a $500-per-plate fund-raising dinner In 
New York.

MICHIGAN OFFICIALS INVESTIGATE 
‘ALARMING’ CANCER DEATHS 

DETROIT — Michigan health officials say 
they w ill teat air and water around a factory In 
a Lenawee County township, where at least a 
dozen people have died of cancer In the past 
10 years. The SW8 Silicones Co., In Raisin 
Township northeast of Adrian, dumped atox­
ic chemical, methyl chloroform, near Its plant. 
O. J. Scherschligt, deputy director of the 
state Department of Natural Resources, said 
water tests around the SW8 property In 
September showed “alarmingly high levels” 
of the poison.

NASA PROPOSES SENDING SPACECRAFT 
TO HALLEY’S COMET 

WASHINGTON — The United 8tatee Is pro­
posing an International space mission that 
would sand a spacecraft to Haney’s Comet 
and then chase another one across the sky. 
The National Aeronautics and Space Ad­
ministration said Monday the four-year mis­
sion to the comets Halley and Tempel 2 
would return the first doooup pictures of 
these dazzling bodies and significantly In­
crease man's knowledge of the phenomena.

Positive-check-off is kept 

for student health plan

Despite —  earlier decision to change the 
policy of indkatlng a student’s desire for stu­
dent heolth insurance to a negative-check-off 
system, the Artsona Board of Regents has 
voted to keep the positive system currently 
being need.

In July, the regents adopted a policy that 
wmiH have gone into effect next fall. Under 
that policy, students automatically would be 
covered by student health insurance unless 
they indicated that they did not want it

However , the policy approved in the regent« 
uniting Friday reverses that decision so 
students will be covered by the healtb- 
lnurance plan only if they indicate a desire for
it  Student Regent Joel Stiner said the deci­
sion reversal was in raapanee to the opposition 
rf Hw —getir e rherk off that ires irasTmtTifl *r 
the Art—  fftudsale Association.

“A  pi—  of this — turn would have to have the 
•import of the student amecietiens and ASA 
dMMaatrated vary dearly that negative 
check-off wasn’t desirable and therefore it 
codd net be supported,”  ha said. “ To achieve 
the end result, we used itudsnl rnoperatlnn ”

ASA apposed the n etted rherk-off plan 
trrpo«—  tt — fat it felt some students who might
not want the insurance, which coots about $100 
a year, might inadvertently siffi up for it

In an O ct IS Stale Press artide, Kurt 
Freitag, ASA executive director, said he 
thought the negativwchecfc-offpiaa was Ukgal,

based on a precedent case in Florida in which 
Florida Attorney General Robert Shevia ruled 
that sfrv«—it« wore not entering into the agree­
ment iaa “voluntary manner.”

ASA sent letters to the regents explaining the
legal precedence which supported the ASA 
position.

Stiner said the evidence had a positive effect 
on the regents’ approval to reverse its Jtdy 
decision.

“An authoritarian position, as many schools

LOS ANGELES—Like the television networks that have 
relocated to this town, there are a pair of college running backs 
who have a  lock on the No. 1 and No. 2 ratings dished out by their 
'^viewers *

Of course. No. 1 has to be Charles White of USC, that dashing 
senior who h— everybody’s vote for this year's Heisman in the 
bag.

But trying to name the No. 2 runner of the L.A. collegiate
ranks is like trying to identify the host of “The Dating Game” or
the supporting cast of “My Mother the Gar. ”

Simply pat, the name of UCLA fullback Freem an McNeil isn’t 
classified among household monikers outside the Lea Angeles 
area.

“Oh I don’t know about that, some people I’ve talked to told 
me they’ve heard about m e,” said McNeil, who blistered for 143 
yards in the Bruins’ 31*23 squeaker over ASU in the Coliseum 
Saturday.

“And there are  a  lot in Tempe who know him now, too,” a 
Phoenix sportscaster interjected.

Yeah, well maybe. But even comparing Saturday’s back-to- 
back perform ances, White still tam e out on top, as he gained 243 
yards against Washington in the Trojans’ 24-17 win in Seattle.

Aad White wea the ratings race as well, as he was on national 
television. McNeil’s showing against the Devils which gave 
h im  1,113 yards rushing for the season—was witnemed by a 
m ere 34,763 pairs of eyes in the near-vacant Coliseum.

Even McNeil’s num ber-24—shows up on the UHF dial while 
No. 12 of USC, White, is right up there on V H F-strictly  prim e 
time.

McNeil hasn 't even m astered the a rt of signing autographs.
“Hold on, I’ll get it,” he told a  fan in the locker room while 

scribbling crudely on a  scorecard. He really doesn't know the 
basics of being a star.

B at then again , be doesn’t ca re  to know.
“ I ju st want the team  to win, period,” the 5-foot-ll junior back 

said. “Today was a great day for the team. We ju st marched 
down the field and scored against a defense that’s supposed to be 
ranked.”

Saturday, McNeil was in ASU’s defensive ranks aO afternoon 
and his 13-yard run helped set up the Bruins’ winning touchdown

U tk f split Haebacfcen to coo- 
tala Malone aad wing stunts and 
superior physical line play to stop 
the ASU backfMd, the Bruins all 
but destroyed what once was con­
sidered a relatively decent run­
ning team. With 63 yards on *7 at­
tempts, there wasn’t a sole out­
side imitating anyone from die 
Sun Devil backfMd. In the first 
half, Malone constantly found 
himself fat a third-and-long situa­
tion after trying to stick needles 
in cement with the running game. 
It was the pass, or it was nothing 
atafl.

When flanker Ron Washington 
went out of the game for good an 
the second offensive play of the 
game for ASU with a broken 
none, it looked like die running 
game would have to be die 
Devils’ forte. California is the 
land of fantasy anyway, so it was 
appropriate for ASU to enter a 
Disneyland game plan and throw 
like it was a BYU prototype.

And except for an end zone in­
terférence call on cornerback 
Ron Brown, which could have 
went either way, die fantasy 
would have come true for Owens 
and his band of merry men.

If Malone’s performance was 
unbelievable, which it was in a 
fairy-tale sort of way, Melvin 
Hoover’s performance had to 
have the air of mythology around 
it. Hoover made everyone forget 
at times that the Devils’ No. 1

receiver, Washington, wasn’t 
even in die state let aio—  in the 
game. With eight receptions for 
139 yards, Hoover constantly 
made crucial catches that kept 
ASU drives alive via the pass. On 
their final drive that put the Sun 
Devils up 29-34, Hoover made 
four receptidhs that could be 
described only as fantas(y)dc.

Hie two plays that decided the 
fate of the contest didn't fit into 
the overall picture that had two 
teams living a fantasy. They 
were dubious calls in the middle 
of Alice in Wonderland and Snow 
White.

Oa a foartb-aad-l# from 
UCLA's 14-yard line, Malone let 
go the last hope far ASU with a 
pass to Hoover in the end tone 
with 1:04 to play. UCLA’s All- 
America free safety Ken Easley 
was found guilty of pass in­
terference, and the fantasy lived 
on as Malone phmged from the 
one after the penalty was marked 
off to put ASU ahead 2*24. Vi­
sions of sugar plums and bowl 
bids danced along the ASU 
sideline and the group outside 
went into an imitation of 
Malone—passing.
