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Athletic hiring violation charged

An ASU assistant provost substantiatad Monday a
Black Caucus claim that affirmative-action guidwiinss
wart violated in the hirings of Athletic Director Joe
Kearney and six assistant coaches.

“1’m notsure there was an adequate recruiting period
for the athletic director and assistant coaches,” said Dr.
Tony Martinez, assistant provost for affirmative action.
“But I think the guidelines were followed in hiring head
football coach Darryl Rogers."

He said that the affirmative-action process is sup-

posed to insure that all candidates for a position are
given equitable consideration.

“1’m notcertain thatwas followed,’” he said.

Last week, the Black Caucus said ASU violated
affirmative-action guidelines in the hiring of Kearney,
Rogersand six assistants.

The caufut is »«m g for an investigation into tbs hir-
ings and is backed by the ASU Faculty Association and
Faculty Senate, a spokesman for the caucus said.

Law professor John Morris said the administration is

fOUowim the same potideo that led to Pacific 10 Con-
ference censure lastsemester.

“It’s Intereetii* to look at the Pac-10 censure and the
cause cited for it,” Morris said. “1t (Pac-10) said the ad-
ministration had given a complete free hand to the
athletic department. It seems to me the administration
is reinstituting the same old policies that got them in
trouble lasttime.”

Eight ASU football players were declared ineligible
Nov. IS followiiM a Pac-10 investigation into a bogus ex-
tension course. The Pac-10 placed major responsbility
for the problem on coaches and administration, not the
players.

Morris said ASU did not meet advertising re-
quirements, as specified in affirmative-action
guidelines, when searching for applicants

"The search committee said they advertised and con-
tacted everyone interested but some of those persons
never had a chance to reply," Morris said. "The com-
mittee sent notices Jan. 4 and then hired the athletic
director Jan. IS, although they claim it was Jan. IS.
Anyone with serious interest in that Job did not have
time to respond between the time the applications were
received and the actual hiring.”

Dr. Susan Cummings, head of the search committee,
said ASU acted within the guidelines of affirmative ac-
tion.

Ina statementreleased Friday, Cummings said, "The
procedure for emergency hiring was exercised due to
the time limitations imposed by the requirement thst the
positions be filled immediately in order to allow the
athletic program to move forward.”

Pmnmtng» also said, “The procedure followed in hir-
ing a head coach, with the understanding that the head

would be in a position to relocate assistant
coaches working with him, is a common procedure used
throughout the United States.”

In effect, the statement denies the caucus' request for
an investigation.

Morris said, “The next step is to go forward, if the
cauctw decides to, and file a formal complaint alleging a
pattern of discrimination. The complaint would be filed
with the regional (U.S.)Department of Education in San
Francisco and with the U.S.)Department of Labor.”

“If an individual wishes to pursue the matter he can
retain counsel and file an individual lawsuit,” added
Morris.

ASASU submits
$800,000 budget

for consideration

ASU Astoetf*-« Students is requesting more than MO00,000 for its
198041 operating budget, nearly twice its current 1401,355allocation.

ASASU’s actual budget request is far 91.00 million. Anticipated
revenues of 9945.M7 brings the final request figure down to 9394,448.

The budget is now being debated by the Senate Finance Committee.
Its recommendation will be sent to ASASU President Susie Eastridge
for herendorsementand then to the provost for final approval.

ASASU is funded by student fees and earned revenues.

ASASU Executive Vice President Sam Armstrong said he is doubt-
ful the administration will approve the budget.

"The administration said they would give us only a 9 percent in-
crease on top of our current budget,” he said. “Because the rate of in-
flation is 13 percent, we’re losing 4 percent. In real dollars, we won't
have as much to spend.”

He abo said that because of the lass in spending power, there is a
good possibility that some programs might be cut

Students disagree
with board's choice

Ths Arizona Board of Regents
was “misinformed” when it
melected a new company to han-
dle the 10BML1 student health in-
surance, student regent Joel
Stinersaid Monday.

John Alden Insurance, a Penn-
sylvania company new to the
Southwest, was chosen over
Keystone Insurance, which ASU
and UA have used for twoyears.

Stiner said "a delicate twist of
mathematics” made Alden seem
less expensve.

“It’s a question of who is going
to save money, the students or
the dependents,” he added.

The premium for single
students (without dependents)'
underJohn Alden is $110a year at
ASU, $00at UA and IN at NAU.
Keystone offered a bid of $104 for
all three universities.

“John Alden, in the area of
dependent coverage, has a lower
rate than Keystooe," Stiner said.
“However, fewer people are
enrolling in dependent coverage
everyyear."

Repreaentattves from ASU, UA
and NAU served on an ad hoc
committee to study the bids.

Keystone Insurance was the
first choice of the committee and
Jal» Alden was the second.
Stiner said.

The regents’ reversal is “sort
of confusing to me,” he added.
“To me it was a matter of how
much confidence the regents put
into the committee.”

Robert Huff, the regents’ ex-
ecutive director, said the com-
mittee gave the board a choice of
two recommended bids.

"There was no question in the
min* of the regents that John
Aldenis the cheapest,” Huffsaid.

Associated Students President
Susie Eastridge said she agreed
with Stiner that the regents
should have chosen Keystooe.

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Radio coordinator quits
over dispute on control

The Radio Bureau student coordinator has
resigned because of what he calls an eventual
restriction on student participation in the cam-
pusradio station.

“The new 100,000-watt station will be a
feather in administrative caps, but it will not
give students a chance to participate,” Bill
Williamssaid Monday.

He added he would have preferred the
originally-proposed 3,000-watt station because
itwould allow more student control.

Williams also resigned from Students for a
Campus Radio Station, an organization de-
signed to promote the station.

- "We've oeen told that the plan is to have

students. But a nationwide history shows that
as stations get off the ground, more profes-
sionals gethired,” he said.

Frederic Leigh, a telecommunication pro-
fessor who will be station manager, said five
“key positions™ will be filled by professionals,
but it will be necessary to hire students for the
remainder of the positions.

“Economics dictate that we’ll be using
students,” he said. “Besides, the. educational
aspect of the station is ad equally important as

the community service function of the station."

He said the station will employ students in
both paid and volunteer positions.

He added that the enlargement of the station
to 100,000-watts from the originally proposed
3,000-watts will allow a more realistic ex-
perience for the students involved.

Doug Summers, an engineering student and
consultant for the station, said he plans to push
for a clause in the contract of the station that
would assure student positions.

“If the students push for it, we can keep it

sthatway.”

Vice President of Business Affairs Jack
Penick said the station is intended to be a train-
ing ground for students.

“l have met with Provost Mulhollan, Dr.
Leigh and (ASASU President) Susie Eastridge,
and weall agreed onthat point,” he said.

The station is being billed as a “fine arts”
station that will focus on classical and local folk
music (IndianandChicano).

The proposed initial cost of the station is
$382,000, for equipment, with at least $88,000for
operational costs.

ASASU Executive Vice President Sam Armstrong
says his organization doesn't expect to get all that He
thinks they'll getan inflation-fighting 9 percent increase
after the budget-slicing by ASU.

But apparently it won'’t stop either him or the many
ASASU boards and committees from seeing just how
much blood they can extract from the stones thatare the
tax-and tuition-paying public and student body.

Since there are nonew programs planned, it is obvious

that it is the current agencies that want more money.
Many of these programs realize no revenue. Hiey just
spend.
pThe Women’s Affairs Board, for example, wants
roughly four times the amount they were given this
year. Maybe the projects they have in mind are worthy,
but do “Worthy projects” add up to 110 percent for the
whole organization?

Admittedly, some attempts are being made to cut

down. The Special Events Board’s concert program is
proposing a “skinflint series” of four Gammage Center
concerts next year, with maximum prices of $5.90 and

50.

Concerts spokesmen say they want to provide more of
a “student service"; they add they hope these reduced
rates, down from as high as $15 for some shows this
year, will improve the average ASU student attendance
at their shows, currently only 10-15percent. Hear, hear.

The same ASASU that has clamored against raising
tuition because it is too much ofa burden on the student
should listen to its own rhetoric and its own concert pro-

ram.
J The student executive officers were dected to serve
the interests of the student body. And Out interest, in
these tight-fisted times, is not to escalate their budget,
ortodothe “Charleston” all the way to the equivalent of

the University bread line.

A proposal onabHm ASU student employees to
earn a minimum wage of $3.10 an hour has been
endorsed by University officials and now goes to
the Legislature far final approval.

The proposal, which raises the current student
wage of $2.64 an hour to the federal minimum-
wage level, would take effect July 1.

“1 have every reason to believe the Legislature
willapprove it,” Provost Paige Mulhollan said.

A financial aids advisory subcommittee,
chaired by Bruno Despoto, has been working on
the wage-increase proposal since September.
Despoto said the subcommittee met Wednesday
with University officials who approved of the
raise.

“It looks good for the increase and | am sure
Schwada will supportit,” Despoto said. “Its going
to the Legislature now."

Mulhollan said the pay raise has been in the
working since last summer when the University’s
operating budgetwas proposed.

“We ted been talking about it long before
September. We tried to get it for last year but it
was too quick and there were too many pro-
blems,” Mulhollan said.

The problems have been worked out with dif-
ferent campus employers and they now have
allowed for the increase in their individual
budgets, he said.

Bond issue
may draw

few voters

TUCSON (AP) - A low valor
turnout is expected for
Tuesday's $72.9 million Pima
County bond election, with bonds
proposed for road and sewer Has
improvements to meet the area’s
rapid population growth.

It is the second time in eiffit
months that the county has
brought a major bond issue to
the ballot. Lost June, voters
approved more than half of a
$1439million issue.

But officials said at the time
that several of the proposals that
were turned down are badly
needed to improve traffic flow.
So the new bond election was
scheduled, and it includes
several of the previously
rejected proposals.

Most of the total in Tuesday's
election — $47.5 million —would
go for road widening* and im-
provements. Another $135
million would go for road and
intersection safety im-
provements, and the remaining
$12.9 million for sewer system
expansion.

County Elections Director
James Shumway saicftie expects
a smaller turnout tor the
Tusaday balloting than there was
for last June's bond issue, when
29 percent of the registered
voters cast ballots. About 110,099
county voters are eligible far the
Tunrdir

County officials have said the
projects Doing proposes on
Tuesday’s ballot are crudal la
moot the area's rapid ffowth.
Some officials said several of the
projects are to catch up with
growth that already has sur-
passed the capacity of roads and
sewer bass.

cut down on the number of students they
employed,” he said.

Mulhollan added he is in support of the increase
because it will allow students to make as much
money working on campus as they would off. He
said students can often benefit more by working
oncampus with something in their career field.

“Before we couldn’t employ students because
they could make minimum wage at other places
off campus. Now | beieive we will be able to hire
people and keep them,” he said
Mulhollan said the Legislature should approve the
increase, which added about $250,000 to the budget
request. Hesaid the Arizona Board of Regents, the
legislative budget committee staff and the
govenor’s office have recommended that the
Legislature approve the increase.

Mulhollan added that the regents thought it was
good for the University to pay students minimum
wage.

If the Legislature passes the pay raise as part of
the budget, the final okay will come from the
regents when they approve the Unversity's
operating budget in May.

“I think if the regents don’t approve it there
would be problems,” Despotosaid. "They argue to
raise tuition and raise housing fees. They should at
least help the students meet those costs.”

Mulhollan said if the increase is approved, the
University will keep up with the federal yearly in-
crease in the minimum wage.
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West Coast quake imminent,
ASU geology professor says

California is the land of sun,
sand and surf. Due for a major
earthquake, italaoisa land of im-
pending danger, an ASU geology
professor said Monday.

“Clearly there’s going to be a
very large earthquake in Califor-
nia,” assistant professor Mike
Matin said.

Malin moved to Arisona from
California last summer. Although
his belief that an earthquake will
strike thatstats in the near future
is not the main reason he moved
here, he said it did play a part in
the decision.

“It was something that |
thought a great deal about,”
Malin said. “1 am not afraid of
California, and | would move
back there, hid one of the benefits
is that if there is an earthquake, |
will be here.”

Malin said he partly bases his
convictions on the research done
by Dr. Jim Whitcomb at the
California Institute of
Technology.

In late NT>», Whitcomb publicly
announced that there would be an
earthquake in Southern Califor-
nia that would rate about« on the
Richter Scale. He based his
prediction on seismic evidence he
had researched

“In my opinion, it was a
reasonable predktion,” Malta
said. “But 1’'m not sure he should
have released It to the press. It
caused a groat deal of public
distress.”

Although the major quake
predicted by Whitcomb never oc

curred, a small one did shake the
area at the time and place be had
predicted.

Other evidence on which Malin
bases his convictions is the
research done by Cal Tech pro-
fessor Carey Stefa. While doin
his thesis he discovered a metho
of using radio carbon to date the
times and sites of large earth-
quakes along the San Andreas
Fault. He discovered U major
quakes.

“He inferred that the cycle of
these large earthquakes in
Southern California occurred
every 100 to ISO years,” Malin
said. “These were all big
quakes—7.5 to « on the Richter
Scale. That is the site of the B3O
San Francisco quake.

“It’s been at least 74 years
since California has had an earth-
quake the site of the one in San
Francisco,” Malin added. “The
southern part is either at or very
near the time when there should
beanotherone.”

Malin stressed that California
is not going to fall into the ocean
when the quake happens, but that
it “probably will be a very
devastating earthquake.”

Hesaid the question thatshould
concern those who study earth-
quakes is how to warn and
evacuate the more than If million
people who live in California.

“Where do you take them? How
do you feed and clothe them?
What happens to their
businesses? If you think about it,
it is almost a problem without a

“My personal feeiing is that
rather than predict the Bise and
time a quake will occurr, we nosd
to find ways to handle it when it
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dom happen, such as con-
structing buildings to withstand a
large quake.”

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Stats show college students
struggle with basic algebra

Fifty percent of ASU students enrolled in a high
school level algebra class either failed or dropped
out last semester, the chairman of the math
departmentsaid Monday.

Nevertheless, Harvey Smith said statistics show
students are doing better than previous years.

“The problem doesn’t exist only at ASU,” he
said. “Fifty percent of the students getting
through the class is a typical nationwide figure.”

During the V73 fall semester, 58 percent receiv-
ed D’s, E’s or W's in MAT 106 at ASU. The class
was taught in the traditional lecture format.

But when a new system of independent study
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whs adopted in 1974, the failure rate decreased to
40percent.

Matt Hassett, vice chairman of the math depart-
ment, said, “The system we are presently using
gets higher completion rates than the lecture
method. Students have been very favorable and
like it better than alternate forms of study.”

.Smith said students are failing the class because
a lot of people experience a long gap between their
last high school math class and the college course.

“Many students come with one year of algebra
in the ninth grade and cannot remember much of
what they learned.”

New dorm subject
of feasibility study

The ASU Housing Office is conducting research into the feasibility of
building new campusbousing, its director m id Monday.

“We have student* over and above whet we can accomodate,” Clif-
ford Osborne said. “We need additional bed spaces located near the
centerofcampus.”

When Osborne became housing director a year ago, he said he
realised that there “was not sufficient housing available to house all
applicants forcampus housing.”

This semester, there were approximately 1,000 applicants for rporns
and the housing office was able to accomodate only about 700 of the re-
quests, Osbornesaid.

George Hamm, student affairs vice president, requested last year
that the housing office research the panibility of additional campus
housing, Osbornssaid.

If and when it is decided that the campus needs new housing, other
decisions need to be made as to what type of dorm should it be, costs,
location, number ofunitsand funding, Osborne addsd.

New dorms could be like existing ones, they could resemble apart-
ments with cooking facilities, or they could be something between
thees two, he said.

Current trends concerning the average age and type of students to
be using dorms in future yean must also be taken into ac-
count, Oshorne added.

“Wewould be faced with determinii« if additional dorms should be
forstudentswhoare single, for students whoare married or fora mix-
ture ofthe both,” be said.

ASU currently has no housing for married students or those with a
famiUas.

The University would also be faced with getting funding for such
construction. Oshorne said a Housing and Urban Development college
housing loan program may be available for funding.

The first Undertoecs album is
nothing if not fun. At first, the
band might sound like a. pint-
sized Clash or a Ramones with
more texture, but later, after
repeated listens, the Undertones

Cooper’s hit, “18,” brought
back old memories of the "70s (Remember? The
’70's?) and created new memories for that night.

As the music got better, more gathered inside to
dance as the booze ran dry outside. One asset
punk-new-wave music in a small setting boasts, is
nobody minds dancing by themselves. Even if
you’re with a partner, you're dancing by yourself.
And it was good to see both the old and new wavers
there.

The Feeders took the prize as the night’s best
act. They proved that punk-new wave has melody
and many of their own tunes are as danceable as
anything the Talking Heads deliver. Their ability
to play solid tunes made me wish | had a record
contractin my hand to reward them with.

Ken Landreaux, centerfielder for the Minnesota
Twins and a former ASU standout, was back on
campus this weekend to participate in the Alumni
game against the 1980version of the ASU baseball
tgam.

The Sub Devil baseball team survived a late-
game rally ta defeat the ahunai team 7-5 at
Packard Stadium Saturday.

Landreaux played for the Sun Devils from 1974
through 1976, averaging .297 over the three years
he was here.

“The Alumni game is a lot of fun and I like see-
ing all the guysagain but I’m mainly here because
I need the workout,” he said. “I havent played
ball all winterand 1’m a little bit outofshape.”

Spring training opens at the end of February
and Landreaux said he is looking forward to get-
ting back in the groove of playing every day.

This year Landreaux’ Minnesota Twins will
face, among others, his ex-team, the California
Angels.

Landreaux became a member of the Twins last
year in a four-player deal that sent perennial All-
Star Rod Carew to the Angels. At the time of the
trade, the Twins’ management said Landreaux
was the main player the team wanted in the deal.

And there are no hard feelings between Lan-
dreaux and the Angels concerning the deal.

“It’s the beat thing that ever happened to me,”
hesaid. “I felt I should have been starting with the
Angels and now I’'m getting my chance to play.”

Landreaux started last season with the Angels
and Minnesota bought his contract for the re-
mainder of the Beeson.

“I’m in the process of negotiating my contract
with the Twins,” he said. “"This is my first time
bargaining with Calvin Griffith.”

He has lost a lot of
his big-name players to the free agentdraft in re-
centyears.

“I haven’t talked to Calvin since the end of last
season,” Landreaux said. “But we’re negotiating
through arbitration. Money becomes important
whenyou are onthe pro level.

“Baseball is basically the same on all levels of
competition but in the major leagues it is also a
job. There is more involved than just playing the
game, players have to take care of their families
and they are out there to do the bestjob they can.”

Landreaux is married and with a 5-month-old
sonat home he is fighting as hard as anybody.

“1’m building a house in Tempe and [ plan on be-
ingaround here forawhile,” he said.

Landreaux is a native from Compton, Calif., and
eventually hopes to settle down there.

“Minnesota is a nice (dace and | like Tempe but
I’m a native Californianfirst”

Landreaux said he has no regrets about leaving
the Angels. He saw limited playing time with Buz-
zi Bavasi as general manager.

“All I needed was a nhanr» to play,” he said.
“Bavasi picks who he wants on the field and when
I was out there he thoughtit wasn't his beat team.

“Moat general managers like to make up the
team that they think can do the beat job and I
wasn’t partofit”

Landreaux isn’t sure how the Twins will do this
year butheisn’t really worrying about it either.

“I’ll just be taking the season game by game,”
hesaid.

The ASU wrestling team is heavy on the light

If an opposing team can get post the first four
weight classes an the Sun Devil team with all its
marbles in tact, chances are they might stand a
chance of only losing by a couple of points —and
those chances are slim at best.

Before the Ducks could even do a couple of stret-
ches and start quacking, they were down 1SO and
lgyUB,
gyRandy Hoffman (118), Jamie Roberson (188),
Joe Romero (184) and Bill Cripps (142) landed on
Oregon like a water baloon and got the seventh
ranked Sun Devils off to a convincing 38-12 win
over No. 160regon. )

Senior Hoffman upped his record to 11-3by mak-
ing short order of Oregon’s freshman standout
Alan Goldman (14-6-1), pinning him in 3:43 of the
second period.

Roberson, wrestling for Eddie Ortiz, who is
ranked seventh in the nation in the 128-pound
class, jumped out to an early lead on Oregon’s
Russ Miller and never relinquished to take an 11-6
decision. Ortiz is outwith an injury.

Olympic hopeful Romero followed with a hard-
fought 9-7 decision over sophomore Bill Nugent.
Nugent carried a 282 record into the match.
Romero upped his record to 14-8with the victory.

Oregon coach Ron Finley said his team was
“sloppy and sluggish’”in the lower weight classes,
butfigured to lose three of the four matches.

“ASU is almost unbelievable in those first four
classes,” he said. “You have to almost wrestle a
perfect match to even get two wins out of those
four. 1 wasn’t pleased with the way we wrestled
there, and our guys had a lot of things pulled on
them that were upsetting. The riding time was ter-
rible for us, and we had a hard time scoring any

oints.”

P ASUassistant coach Mark Mangianti figures his
team codld hold with anyone in the nation in the
lightweightclasses.

“I work the lightweights constantly,” Mangianti
said “and I can tell you that from the ones I’ve
seen, these guys are the best. Wewon three of four
in »x— weights against the best teams in the
country thisyear.”

But except for the Severn brothers, Dan and
Dave, there is little consistency in the heavier
divisions.

“l was dfcappointed in our heavyweights,”
Mangiantisaid. “They have had a long layoff (two
