Caucus to file hiring complaint
with three federal departments

ASU's Black Caucus will Hie a
complaint with the federal
government because of alleged
violations In the hiring of
minorities in the athletic depart-
ment, the caucus’ legal counsel
said Tuesday.

Law professor John Morris
m M the group will file with the
U.S. Department of Labor, the
regional UB. Department of
Education in San Frandaoo and
the Civil Rights Division of the
Justice Department

Morris said such a complaint
could instigate an investigation
into ail affirmative action pro-
ceduresoncampus.

“If the Univeristy is found to be

in violation, itwould have to work
out an agreement with the
Departmenton its mode of opera-
tions to correct the severe im-
balancesthatexist” Morrissaid.
“They would have to do it (com-
ply) under threat of losing
(federal) funding..

“Millions of dollars from the
Labor Department comas to the
University for this (affirmative
action),” he added. “The Univer-
sity has signed a contract with
the Labor Department.”

The complaints stem from the
hiring of Athletic Director Joe
Kearney, football coach Darryl
Roger« and six assistant coaches.

violate affirmative action
gni<tshn— because ASU did not
follow advertising and interview-
ingrequirements.

Morrissaid the search commit-
tee also violated emergency hir-
ing procedures by giving perma-
nentpositions to those hired.

The procedures state persons
hired under emergency condi-
tions will be temporary and the
positions will be reconsidered at
the end of the semester.

Dr. Susan Cummings, head of
the search committee, said ASU
acted within guidelines outlined
in University policy.

“The procedure for emergency
hiring for longer periods than one

semester must have prior ap-
proval by the office of the vice
president (Provost Paige
MuDioUan).” she said, quoting
ASU affirmative action
guidleines.

Dr. Tony Martinez, assistant
provost for affirmative action,
said be would be the person to
give approval, since he is in the
affirmative action area. But he
said he was not contacted by the
committee.

"The policy states that tem-
porary emergency hiring cannot
be used to circumvent regular
recruitment procedures. This has
been doneand is in violation,” he
said.

Nations agreement with Terri he is not allowed to travel outside a 25
mile radius of the United Nations.

“Mr. Terri is in this country at the invitation of the United Nations,”
said Jim Collins, deputy director of the Office of North Arab Countries’
Affairs. "His visa is issued far him to participate only in affairs at the
United Nationsand not inother parts of the country.

“It is the practice with observers that the visa only permits them to
be involved in business at the United Nations,” he added. "This is the

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STUDENTS SEIZE MINISTRY
FOR LOWER TUITION

SAN SALVADOR, EI Salvador — In two
awlft raids, high school students occupied
the Education Ministry Tuesday and claimed
to have taken 1,000 hostages, and about 20
leftists seized the Spanish Embassy. The
students were demanding lower tuition and
other concessions from the government,
while the leftists, some of them armed, were
demanding freedom for political prisoners. A
spokesman for the students at the ministry,
whose hostages Included Education Minister
Eduardo Rolandres, described the occupa-
tion as “peaceful.” He said the approximately
100 youths, aged 13 to 18, were members of
the Secondary Students' Revolutionary Move-
ment It was not known whether any were
armed.

DAVIS-MONTHAN TO ENLIST 1,000TROOPS

TUCSON — As part of President Carter's
military expansion, Davis-Monthan Air Force
Base will get two new tactical warfare
squadrons of nearly 1,000 personnel, a con-
gressional spokesman said Tuesday. A train-
ing squadron for the ground-launched cruise
missile and a tactical electronic warfare
squad on will be created and located at Davis-
Monthan, said Perry Baker, an aide to Rep.
Morris K. Udell, D-Ariz. Baker said the two
squadrons will have a total of 980 military per-
sonnel and at least 10 civilians. Construction
to accommodate the new squadrons will total
$3.2 million, he said. Baker said the cruise
missile squadron is for the nuclear weapons
system scheduled for deployment among
NATO nations of Western Europe. The elec-
tronic warfare squad on will Include 10 EC-130
planes, Baker said. The new forces will be ad-
ded within 18 months.

GUNMAN KILLS 1,HOLDS 7HOSTAGE

MILAN, Italy — A lone gunman broke Into
the Milan office of a U.3. subsidiary Tuesday,
killed one employee and was holding seven
persons hostage, police sources reported.
Reinforced by sharpshooters and police
dogs, heavily armed policemen clad in bullet-
proof vests ringed the offices of Ralston
Purina ltalia, a subsidiary of Ralston Purina
Co. of St. Louis, Mo. The police sources said
five of the hoetagee were women employees.
One of them told a reporter that the man had
killed one employee. She did not give any
otherdetMls.

Official says ASU guidelines ™

In order to pass the bar, the student has to pass
the first section, and at least seven of the 1*essay
answers must be correct.

“Before you had to pass both parts with very
high grades,” said a bar spokesman, who asked
not to be identified. “This is called a Threshhold
Exam.' Nowthey won’t even look at the essay part
(ifthe multiple choice is not passing).”

InJuly when more than 100students took the ex-
am, the passing requirements were much higher,
said Chris Smith, administrative assistant of the
College of Law.

Students were required to get 134 out of the 900
multiple-choice questions right.

"The passing rate «happed way down. A great
majority failed the objective part and had to peti-
tion to the bar," Smith eaid.

Alamie said one of the guidelines the report
terms “ambiguous” refers to the requirement
that residency applicants must have a long-
established bank account. The specification is
ambiguous because it dsoont specify how long the
account must have bean open to qualify, haadded.

Alamie said the guidelines are net concise,
which remits in a number of students appealing
their case withoutappropriate documentation.

“Students presume they have the useornery
documents to obtain residency aad then they go in
for their appeal aad find they need additional
documentation, ”AJamie mid.

No longer the basic law of the land

As a result of diligent work by presidents, legislators
and judges over the past several decades, the Con-
stitution of the United States has been completely
subverted and is no longer the basic law of the land.

True, it is still available as a stimulus in emotional
rhetoric as used by the agents of Big Brother in Orwell's
ISM and their real live counterparts all over the world.
Butas a guiding principle and authority in our national
activities it no longer exists.

For example, Article I, Section 10 states that, “No
Staleshall... make any Thing butgold and silver Coina
lender in Payment of Debts.” If the government had
obeyed that injunction we would not now be suffering
bum a rampaging inflation that threatens to destroy our
whole economic system.

Another "» m fi* is Executive Order uni (Federal
Register, Part IV, Vol. 41, %118 June 15, 1ST*). This
enter gives the president absolutely dictatorial powers
which be can put into effect in any emergency-type
situation that might conceivably confront the nation
(perhaps like the taking of U S. citizens as hostages by a
fmrtgn gorernmrnt)

It permits total government censorship, total govern-
ment control over die production and distribution of all
materials petroleum, solid fuels, gas, electric
power, water, food, farm equipment, fertilizers and
animals.

Under this order the government can impose wage
and price controls, freeze money in bank accounts, seize
and dispose of personal property, close security ex-
changes and prevent private capital from being shipped
outof the country.

Do yea *>»xa Executive Order 11981 was inspired by
the —m» ideals and aspirations that led to the U.S. Con-
stitution?

A more recent example of the debouchment of our
Comtitution occurred jurt a few weeks ago. One Walter
M. Froembgen of Snohomish County, Washington, was
incarcerated in a federal penitentiary on a charge of in-
timidating Internal Revenue Agents in violation of 83
USC7212 (Title 8Softhe Internal Revenue Code).

Now, Section 7212in particular and Title 28 in general
is in gross violation of the U.S. Constitution. It concen-
trates into the hands of a single agency, legislative, ex-
ecutive and judicial powers. According to George
Washii«ton, James Madison and Thomas Jefferson
(alow with atew million other lovers of liberty), this is
the very definition of tyranny and despotism It permits
the Internal Revenue Service to seise your property, ex-
amine your bankaccounts, and consider a taxpayer piil-
ty until be proves himself innocent.

The Constitution is a wonderful document for the pro-
tection of the rights of U.S. citizens againsta tyrannous
government. However, unlees those citizens realize that
their rights under the Constitution have all but disap-
peared, and force the government to return them and
abide by the Comtitution —and do that in the very near
future —the United States of America will cease to ex-

Ist.

A couple of us were sitting around in the
lunchroom the other day discussing nothing in
particular when the subject of ASU admissions
standards was brought up.

President Schwada’s refusal to raise those stan-
dards was condemned by some and applauded by
others, but the one thing that everyone agreed
upon was that whatever the policy, it must apply
toall studentsequally.

Since everyone was unanimous on this point, |
was compelled to investigate the apposite view. |
argued ¢ at because of the variety of fields of
study at ASU, admissions standards should be ad-
justed to reflectthatdiversity.

New take for example the College of Liberal
Arts. Hie subjects that constitute this college are
properly concerned with the study of man and his
relation to fellow men and to the world. The stu-
dent of liberal arts concerns himself or herself
with questions such as, “What is the essence of
human nature?” or, “How have men in the past
maintained harmony with the natural environ-
ment?”

The analysis of these questions requires minds
that do not simply engage in rote memorization,
but that are capable of thinking on an abstract
level far an extended period of time. The develop-
ment of such minds demands small classrooms
and intensive interaction between students and
professors. If liberal arts at ASU is to be taken
seriously, the logical starting place is found in a
mare stringentadmissions policy.

Atother colleges at this University a lowering of

standards would be the correct policy to adopt
The College of Business Administration is a case
in point. A study of business is much more “voca-
tional” than “educational”; the studentin accoun-
ting or finance attends class to learn a skill that he
or she may take into the business world. The rela-
tion of that business world to the larger order of
thii”s is not seriously debated, as in the liberal
arts. It is instead taken as one of the “givens” of
life.

Clearly the memorization of a set of skills does
not require te same atmosphere as is needed for
the study of the liberal arts. A lowering of admis-
sions standards for the business school will result
inan increase in the number of students.

Assuming that a large enough classroom exists,
these additional students can be considered.
Whether it be flipping hamburgers for
McDonald’s or working an assembly Une for GM
or punchingdigits for Accounting 101, it is no more
difficulttotrain 88or80than itisto instruct20.

Therefore | propone to President Schwada that
he show flexibility with the ASU admissions
policy. By raising the standards at some colleges,
such as liberal arts, he can help te create an in-
tellectual atmosphere comparable to the better
echoois in this country.

And by lowering the standards at the otter
schools, e.g. the buelnsM college, dm president
can retain the high number of students at ASU
which is required te allow him to continue te run
this University ata profit

The fundamental need for the reliance of a jury in the decision of a
criminal case was explained by the Supreme Court in Taylor v. Loui-
siana | 370 UJS.

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Arizona Legislature considers
Rio Salado recreation project

By E lea Haggerty

The Rio Srflado project, a 14
year-oid dream that began with
an ASU architecture class, will
paddle through the Arizona
Legislature this month.

Rapa. Juanita Harelson, R-
Tempe and Doug Todd, R-Tempe
have introduced a House bill for
the Rio Salado project, a plan to
turn the Salt River bed into a
recreational greenbelt and turn
away flood waters.

Lynda Robinson, a Tempe city
planning aide, said a citizen's
committee is looking at six pilot
projects for Rio Salado which in-
clude the building of lakes, a
large equestrian center, exten-
sivebicycle trails, and parks.

A brochure on Rio Salado in-
cludes hotels, restaurants, shops,
golf courses, and even a IMS
World’s Fair.

The project would prevent
flooding by channeling the water,
said architecture professor
James Elmore.

He said channelization (raising
the Roosevelt or Stewart Moun-
tain dams, for instance), would
reduce the water flow of by
110,000 mare cubic feet per se-
cond than the Orme Dam would
have.

Rio Salado originated in a
design projects class for fifth-
year students, EImore said.

“The spirit of it all was to give
life back to the river by putting it
bockinits bed,” EImore said.

Elmore, who has worked with
Hareisoo and others on the pro-
jectsince theearly 1970s, said the
rtv H r “flew over it (the river
bottom), waked over it, rode
honesoverit” todevelopa “data
base.”

Chemotherapy patients, who
will be allowed to use marijuana
if a proposal on the «object
passes the state Legislature, will
be able “ to determine their own
high,” a doctor involved with the
legislation said Tuesday.

“The patient will determine his
own dose according to the
euphoric affect of the drug on the
individual,” said Dr. Terrance
Herman, assistant professor at
UA medical school.

Hesaid there would be a ceiling
on the amount of marijuana a pa-
tientcan getata given time.

The bill, which would allow
marijuana to be perscribed to
chemotherapy patients, is cur-
rently ina house subcommittee.

Rep. Tony West, R-Pboenix, a
sponsor of the bill, said he is con-
fident the bill will pass. He added
it took nine months for New Mex-
icotoimplementa similar plan.

New Mexico was the first state
to develop the procedure in
Febuary 1978. There are 14states
which permit use of marijuana
for medical purposes .

This
time, however, the going may be
rough, for its first venturein the
Southwest Conference project
has met with the loud resistance
of the student paper at the
University of Texas.

Playboy
photographer David Chan visited
Austin, got the expected
publicity interview in the Daily
Texan, and inspired an editorial
blasting the magasine’s
proposition.

“Univeristy women thinking
about interviewing with Chan
should realise the ramifications
of what they’re doing” Texan
editor Both Prerking
editorialised after Chan’s visit
last weak. “Posing for Playboy
only lande legitimacy to sexist
attitudes.”

Susan Marshall, a UT
sociology professor, told College
Press Service she agreed that
magasines like Playboy
“reinforce the notion that
woman is here to satisfy man
physically, rather than in terms

The controls need to be settled
now, Herman said. Where the
drug will be kept and whether it

will be grown or gathered from
police agencies are major issues,
he added.

Herman said the bill's aspects
dealing with the patients are
almost worked out now. The
marijuana will be dispensed in its
natural tobacco-like form, he
said. The patients will then
decide if they will make it into a
brownie or smoke it, he added.

This proposal is a very
humanitarian measure, Herman
said. Chemotherapy patients can
suffer from very severe nausea
Marijuana has proven to be the
most effective drug to help
counter the side effects of
therapy, he added.

West said IS pecent of the peo-
ple who are subject to
chemotherapy suffer from the
side effects and will benefit from
the use of marijuana

Herman said the patients hit
hardest by the treatment are
young people with Hodgkins
disease, Ilymphomas or
leukemias. He said there is no
reason there should be an age
limit on the drug usage.

Students criticize
registration plan

Several IS-to »-year-old ASU students said Tuesday that President
Carter’s decision to limit the draft registration to people within that
age group is unfairly singling them out.

More than 10,000 ASU students would be affected by Carter’s deci-
sion if women are included in the registration. The president said he
will announce Msdecision on women sometime this week.

The Selective Service System previously registered men from ages
10to »

Carter said he was limiting the registration because it- to »-year-
olds are “more easily trainable,” most don’t have families, and older
persons may have been subjectto draft registration in the past

However, an ASU Army ROTC spokesman said although he agrees
younger people can be trained more easily, there is no reason to limit
the registration to thatage group.

“We train »-year-olds and they’re just as capable as die 18 -year-
olds,” Maj. Fred Gesin said. “Also, we have »year-old people in
ROTCwhoare married and have children.”

Gesin said he personally agrees there should be a draft registration
buttheactual draftshould notresumeat this time.

Headded thathe did not know any reason why Carter chose » as the
cutoffage.

Kurt Freitag. executive director of the Arizona Students Associa-
tion, said that singling outany age group for registration is unfair.

“l don’t think it’s reasonable that only people of a certain age group
should go,” he said. “If the majority of people from age 18 to 65 sup-
porttheregistration, then they should register.

“Wewouldthen have a natural reservoir of people willing to register
and we wouldn't have to bother those people who are not in favor of
registration.”

Although several ASU 18- to »year-olds think the new limit is un-
fair, mastsay they would register and go to war if drafted.

Scott Neal, 18, said he was ready to go if called.

“lIwon’t run from it, but I do feel 1 am being singled out unfairly,” he
said.

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Meditation helps reduce stress,
according to student researcher

feund to experience physiological changes.

“Their lymphocyte level goes down, which is
needed to fightillness,”” Hanson said.

Lymphocytes are white blood cells which are
beneficial to the body’s defense against infection.

lg showing volunteer ASU students
onder stress how to practice meditation in order to
see if the excerdse has any effect on their lym-
phocyte level.

“1 have no doubt that meditation works in help-
ing to lessen stress,” Hanson said.

Her subjects must first have venous blood
drawn from an arm to obtain their lymphocyte
level before the meditation practice is started.

After showing them how to meditate, Hanson
takes a brain scan on a biofeedback machine to
soe if they have achieved a relaxed mood.

“I can tell by tKe brain waves if in fact they have
learned the correct way to meditate,” Hanson
said.

Hanson’s subjects are asked to practice the
meditation process twice daily for 10to 30 minutes

— each session in order to relieve their stress
symptoms.

After ten weeks of the meditation process, the
client is given another blood test to see if their
lymphocyte count has increased.

Hanson said all the subjects showed a decrease
in stress and all seemed in good health during the
meditation practice.

“I need a larger sample to determine for sure
what the experiment shows," she said.

“Butl have a hypothesis,” she said. “I know it’s
beneficial."

Hanson said the meditation process enables the
stressful person to not dwell on problems and re-
main ina relaxed state of mind.

“It creates a passive attitude, and people can
separate from what is happening around them,”
she said.

Pour components make up the process Hanson
teaches her subjects.

“First you must attain a comfortable position,
and getina quietenvironment,” she said.

History profs examine lifestyles
portrayed in German-U.S. texts

Various distortions have occurred from time to
time in German and American textbooks.

The governments of the two countries, in an ef-
fort to present the facts as accurately as passible,
art scrutinising how each country is depicted in
the other’s textbooks.

Or. Gerald Kleinfeld, professor of history at
ASU and editor of the International journal, “Ger-
man Studies Review," and Or.

Kleinfeld said meetings are scheduled this spr-
ing In Washington, D.C. between U.S. and German
diplomats and scholars, with another session
slated in November at Brunswick, West Germany.

The ASU professor said the investigation’s first
phase will stress examining the past objectively,
recognising the fact the U.8. and Germany, at
odds during two world wars, have had a long
history of friendly relations.

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Arizona lands first
Sullivan award ever

For the Ant time ever, an athlete with any ties to the state of
Arizona or ASU has received the Amateur Athletic Union's Sullivan
Award for the beatamateur athlete in the country.

Kurt Thomas, an assistantgymnastics coach at ASU, wen the award
Monday, and afterwards received word he had also won the Dunlop
Pro-Am Award as the outstanding amateur athlete in the nation.

Thomas also becomes the first gymnast ever to win the Sullivan
Award, given annually, and thus also is the first gymnast to win both
Sullivanand Dunlop in the same year.

Speaking from his home in Indianapolis, Ind., where he received the
award, Thomas said he was “psyched” about the honor bestowed on
him.

“Aswe say in the gymnastics business, I'm psyched," he said. “It’s
the greatestaward | have ever received.”

Thomas is currently the No. 2 ranked gymnast in the world, losing
his No. 1ranking from 1978 in the World Cup competition last month in
Texas, and was the first American gymnast to win an all-around
medal inworld gymnastics competition.

"To be named best American athlete is fantastic,” Thomas said.

Addii* to his award, was the site for the presentation, Indiana,
where Thomas lives and went to school (Indiana State).

“l am proud to be up here, and proud to be an American athlete,"
Thomas said at the Indianapolis Convention Center Monday night, site
oftheaward’s banquet.

“1t’s the greatest country in the world, and a place where you don't
have to compete, butcompete if you want to."

It was the 50th Sullivan award, and was presented by but year's
recipient, Tracy Caulkins. Thomas finished third in last year’s
balloting, but received 2,AMvotes to outdistance second place finisher
hurdler Renaldo Nebemih (1,969) for this year’ honor.

"When | was nominated last year, | didn't think 1 had a chance,”
Thomas said. “But | thought if they sent me back, 1’m going to go and
winit"

Dan Robinson, head gymnastics coach at ASU, was happy for the 23-
yearold gymnast.

“1 think it’s absolutely fantastic,” Robinson said. "There cant be
enough said about it about a gymnast receiving the award. | don’t
think the papers have covered it bigenough.”

Thomas praised the media exposure he has been getting and gym-
nastics in general.

Before a crowd ofabout 800, with several of Ids former Indiana State
teammates present, Thomas also had high praise for his family, giv-
ing them credit for much of his success.

Swimmer Cynthia Woodhead finished third in the balloting.

The Dunlop Award was given in Buffalo, N.Y.

The Sullivan Award eras first won by golfer Bobby Janos, and in-
cludes othsr winners such as Don Budge in tennis, Doc Blanchard in
football and decathalon champion Bob Mathias.
