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Justice department halts negotiations

ASU responsible for LEEP funds

_The U.S. Justice Department has broken off negotia-
tions with ASU'™ Financial Aid« Office and is holding the
University responsible for more than $40,000 in
misaUoeatad federal isaas.

Financial Aids Director Roger Swanson said Wednes-
day he was not aware the department had ruled on the
Law Eirfaroement Education Program loans. He said he
was under the impression the Justice Department still
was investigating the situation at ASU.

LEEP is an assistance program sponsored by the
Justice Department to provides loam for criminal
justice students. Under the the terms of the loam,
students are required to pay back only a percentage of
the money if they work for a government criminal
justice agency.

The Justice Department's initial interest in ASU s
LEEP loans came in the spring when an ASU financial
aids officer erroneously awarded $4%$,000 to 55 students
ineligible for the loom.

The students were deemed ineligible when the Justice
Department began to phase out the loam. At that time,
only students with the program prior to 19» were eligi-
ble toreceive assistance.

There was a mix-up in the correspondence between
the government and the Financial Aids Office and the
new stipulations were misunderstood, Swamon said.

Ha said he contacted the Justice Department and
asked them to accopt a portion of the loom because of
the misunderstanding. The departmentagreed to accept
soma of the loam but the summer and fall loam were
«till Inquestion, he Mid.

tative, Mid some of the loam were honored because of
“vagueness in prior correspondence.” But, he added,
they would notacceptany further ineligible loam.

“1 think that is very interesting,” Swamon Mid when
told about the Justice Department's stance.

Swamon said he would have to confirm the Justice
Department’s stand, but if they would not accept any
more loam, there are 29students responsible for approx-
imately $43,300.

"1 will have to get back in touch with LEEP to see if
they might accept the summer notes but if they won't,
we’ll have to look to options,” Swamon Mid.

He Mid financial aid* could either bill the students for
the remaining money or could set up a program similiar
toLEEP butonaUniversity basis.

Swamon Mid-he did not know how long it would take
before students are told what will be done about the
outstanding money.

Moeller Mid the deadline for ASU to pay back the
money has passed and the Justice Department has told
the University to pay the money back “as soon as possi-
ble.”

When ASU financial aids representatives told students
they would be billed for the loam, two of the students
went to Congressman John Rhodes, R-Ariz. Steve
Skotak and Susan Scott asked Rhodes to investigate the
loan problem.

Skotak Mid ha did not tike bring in limbo about
whether or not to pay back the money. Ho said they wore
=lsouncertain of their legal responsibilities

“1couldn’t go in there (Rhodes' office) and represent
.all 55 of ua but I could try to get thing* worked out for

Susie and 1," Skotak said.

He Mid he did not feel it was right for the University to
try to make the students pay for a University mistake.

“The financial aids office treated it like we blew it but
they were the onesthat blew it,”” Skotak added.

Scott said her primary concern is graduation in May.
She Mid she was filling out her graduation papers but
she was trid they could not be accepted if she had a
delinquentaccountwith financial aids.

“lam trying to graduate and if 1owe ASU I'll have a
delinquentaccountand I won't make it," Scott said.

Through Rhodes’ investigation, Skotak and Scott
learned they were not responsible to repay the Justice
Department.

In a letter to Rhodes, a Justice Department represen-
tative Mid, “Itis not the student’s reponsibility to refund
LEAA (a Justice Department division) for the funds
wrongly received.”

Moeller said it was true the students are not responsi-
ble to the Justice Department but he said their respon-
sibility to the University is notunder his jurisdiction.

“They owe us nothing. The University owes us, but |
do not know how the University will handle it. They may
have legal recourse to get the money from the students,"”
Moeller Mid.

Swanson Mid the University has full legal rights to re-
quire the students to repay the loam. He said there is a
clause on the agreement they sign when accepting finan-
cialaid that stipulates that.

The clause reads, "Each award indicated on the front
(of the award letter) is conditional upon the availability
of Federal, Institutional or private funds.”

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IRANIAN PRESIDENT
BLASTS MILITANTS

Iran’s new president, taking
on the U.S. Embassy militants
directly for the first time, at-
tacked them as lawless “dic-
tators” Wednesday after they
engineered the arrest of a
government minister as an
alleged ally of the CIA. Presi-
dent Abolhassan Bani Sadr's
bitter denunciation of the
Moslem militants may set up a
showdown between them and
his emerging government that
could affect the fate of the ap-
proximately 50 Americans the
militants have held hostage at
the Tehran embassy for 95
days.

SOVIETS CLAIM
CHINESE AID AFGHANS

MOSCOW — The Soviets
claimed Wednesday that
Chinese *“advisers” are in
Afghanistan alongside
Moslem rebels. "Thousands”
of the anti-communist rebels,
the Soviets added, are receiv-
ing training in base camps in
China for their fight against
the Moscow-backed Afghan
government. The Soviet news
agency Tass said the Chinese
often accompany Afghan
rebels across the frontier into
Afghanistan, which shares a
small border in the northeast
with China as well as a large
northern border with the
Soviet Union.

SCOTTSDALE -
Republican George Bush cur-
rently is mostly likely to be the
next president, Washington
columnist Hugh Sidey
predicted Wednesday — and
added quickly he shouldn’t be
held to his forecast. Address-
ing the National Meat
Association’s annual conven-
tion, the Time magazine writer
ot “The Presidency” columm
said former California Gov.
Ronald Reagan *“is weaken-
ing” in his race for the GOP
nomination, and added that
Sen. Howard Baker, R-Tenn.,
“is coming up.” On the
Democratic side, Siday said
President Carter “has not
done a good job” and
deserves "a working man’s
grade of D.”

MIAMI — A 600-foot tankar
loaded with dieael fuel caught
fire near Dry Tortugaa in the
eastern Gulf of Mexico
Wednesday and its 33 craw
members were abandoning
the blazing ship, the Coast
Guard reported. The tanker
identified itself as the Arias
and reported “an unlimited
amount” of No. 6 dieael fuel
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aboard, said a Coast Guard
spokesman. The ship was
located about 40 miles west of
Dry Tortugas, .a desolate
island 90 mites west of Key

Former Wildcat gridders
to be,grilled for goldbricking

TUCSON (AP) — At least three former UA
football players will be interviewed to
determine if they worked for the money they
were paid for part-time city of Tucson jobs, a
city official said Wedbesday.

City Finance Director James Kay Jr. said
the interviews will be conducted in connection
with a newspaper report Sunday that up to
96,000 was paid to several players and the wife
of one player for work the players said they
never did.

That report was in a copyrighted story in the
Arifpna Daily Star. It said the jobs apparently
were lined up for the players through Herbert
N. Reeves, a UA athletic booster who was the
city’s parks and recreation sports coordinator
at the time.

Kay said Wednesday a preliminary audit of
city payroll records showed that the players
and the wife of one of them as named by the
newspaper were employed by the city and did
receive paychecks for part-time work, mostly
for summer months.

Among the players named in the story was
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Cleveland Crosby, who was named All-
America at defensive tackle for the 1979
season. The story said he received $332.80
from the city in 1978

Crosby was quoted by the Tucson Citizen
Wednesday as saying his comments to the Star
as published Sunday, were misconstrued.
Crosby was quoted by the Star as saying he
denied doing the work.

But the Citizen quoted him as saying he
“denied everything,” meaning everything was
handled properly. He said he did work for the
city, adding, “1 put down bases at a baseball
field and stuff like that.”

Others named by the Star Sunday, and
quoted by the Star as saying they had done no
work for the city, were Robert “Boot” Robert-
son, a running back listed as having received
91,817.64 in city pay during 1977, and his wife
Stephanie, listed as having received $3,455.06
in city pay the same year.

In addition, the Star said former football
player Willie Tompkins, an offensive guard,
received 9321.30 from the city in 1977.

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Senate cutsrequisites
to run forstudentoffice

The Associated Students Senate has voted to
limit requirements for running for ASASU office,
tw illing freshmen and sophomores to run for any
of the four executive positions.

To run for office, students only will have tocom-
plete a minimum of seven semester hours in the
semester before they run for office. They also will
have to carry at least seven hours during the
semester they seek office.

The seven hours completed prior to declaring
candidacy need notbe taken at ASU.

The resolution, passed by the Senate at its Tues-
day meeting, will formally put these requirements
into the ASASU bylaws. They had been excluded
from the new constitution when it was adopted in
1976.

Activities Vice President Lori Tamer said she
was happy with the resolution.

“Fulfilling of requirements should not be a
prerequisite far running for office,” she said. “1
don’t think office should be restricted to Juniors
and seniors.”

Under the old constitution, students wishing to
run for president or executive vice president had
to have a minimum of 75 hours before seeking of-
fice. Candidates for activities vice president apd
campusaffairs vice president needed 46 hours.

Sam Armstrong, executive vice president of
ASASU, said that under the new requirements,

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transfer students in their first semester at ASU
could run for office.

Armstrong also said he was disappointed by the
senators’ decision.

“1 think office should be limited to Juniors and
seniors because they have more knowledge of how
the campus works, the job demands and so on," he
said.

Campus Affairs Vice President Kevin Cosgrove
agreed and said he was angered by the Senate
vote.

“1 think it’s a typical Senate move,” he said.

Tanner said that requirements tend to scare
people away because they look at ASASU as "an
Ivory Tower of selected students.”

The Bylaw Committee originally recommended
that the old 75- and 45-hour requirements be re-
duced to 36 for president and executive vice
president and 15 for the other two vice
presidents, but the Senate voted it down in favor
of the seven hour requirement for all candidates.

Tanner added that she wants tosee the issue ap-
pear as a referendum for studens to decide on the
April ballot.

Meanwhile, the Senate also voted to increase the
campaign spending limit for candidates.

You see, because the Phoenix radio market already is
saturated, the Federal Communications Commission
could offer only two choices to ASU: 3,000 or 100,000
watts. Take itor leave it.

More fee control needed

lirn li like la offer a few brief comments con-
cerning the budget process Associated Students is
currently going through.

Every one of us pays tuition, too much tuition. A
portion of that tuition money each of us pays is, by
policy mandate, in the form of student activity
fees.

This money is the «Indents’ money and the un-
fortunate reality is that the students at ASU have
very little central over their own money.

For tmtance, if the State Frees was given an
adequate portion of student money to work with,
the student editors and reporters would not have
to tolerate a 70-30ads-to-copy ratio; the ratio could
change to allow mere news, less advertising.

Maybe as a student body we should criticise ex-
cess in these areas that exclude student decision
makii*. For example, students would not likely
tolerate ASASU treating eight people to an expen-
sive dinner at Etienne’s, as the University’s vice
president for administration recently did.

Nor would they likely tolerate the use of Univer-
sity funds to continue to pay salaries of staff who
make costly mistakes in the Financial Aids Office
or the athletic department It is a mighty strong
inclination of the administration to cut off student
funding, then to consider cutting out some of the
privileges and excesses they enjoy.

ASASU is actually a very efficient operation
when you compare it toJustaboutany other opera-
tion on our campus.

Last year, during the ASASU elections, a new
constitution was approved that expanded the
number of students ASASU serves from all those
enrolled for seven hours or more, to all those
enrolled for one hour or more. In essence, for the
sam e humber ofdollars we served more than 6,006
mere students.

ASASU has In be efficient. We realise many
economies by employing students. All of our pro-
grams are run by students — students who are
paid for 10 or 00 hours per week, subminimum
wage, but put in up to 00 or 00 hours per week. We
also have hundreds of volunteers working on pro-
jectsduring any given year.

We have pushed for student-wage limits to go up

to the federal minimum wage level this nextyear,

which hits our budgetvery hard with so many stu-
dent employees. Our programs will have to in-
crease in efficiency as a result.

It is critical for students to ask questions about,
“Where docs the money go?” on our campus. |
wish I could find the money to meet the needs of
students who walk in my office with demands for
very worthwhile projects (like day-care facilities,
married-student housing, conferences, seminars;
itgoesonand on).

Until students gain more control over their own
money we are all going to have a lot of wishes un-
fulfiled. ASASU, the State Press, and the
Memorial Union, for example, all operate on very
light budgets, while perhaps we could say that the
Alumni Association and th» department of inter-
collegiate athletics perhaps enjoy a few less con-
straints due to the enjoyment of thousands of stu-
dent fee dollars. | do not allude to excesses by
either of these enterprises; rather, | assert the
premium students must place on these dollars in
these inflationary times.

I have final vets power over the ASASU budget.
A group in Dr. David Gourley’s marketing class
did a very professional marketig research study of
ASASU last semester. | will be relying heavily on
its statistical evidence describing which ASASU
programs you find most beneficial and worthwhile
as a student body when | authorise our final
budget request.

ASASU endeavors to reach all students in many
ways. The fact that the administration gives us too
few dollars to advertise and serve over 37,000 con-
stituents in the way we’d like to, gives all of us
pretty dear reason to believe they want to ‘‘keep
the kids down.”

Some legislators want to "send the student lob-
byists back to the classroom,"” Justso we are kept
more in thedark as to Just where our money goes.

ASASU continues to push for more student
Jurisdiction over student money. Then you can tell
us where you want to see those dollars go. We are
here toserve you, remember?

ASASU's budget increase is an attempt to allow
student decision making over more student
dollars. Let’s supportthatidea.

UA In funds

In a comparative study of Arizona’s three
universities , ASU has been found to be lagging
behind UA by $11 million in funding

The study, released by die Arizona Board of
Regent’s central staff, compared the two schools
as if their fluid requirements were the same.

But Dr. Robert Huff, executive coordinator for
the regents, said ASU and UA have different
numbers of faculty members with tenure and doc-
torates. Therefore, the requirements for the two
cannot be evenly compared, he added.

“The bottom line is that ASU has fallen behind
(in funding) as it has grown, especially at the
graduate level,” he said.

The regents make budget recommendations to
the Legislature based on projected enrollment in-
creases. In keeping with accreditation re-
quirements, one new faculty member must be
hired for every 22 new students.

But ASU has more than SO percent of Arizona's
graduate students. Hie faculty-student ratio on
the graduate level should be much lower so there
will be more instructors per student. Huff said.

“ASU has suffered Rom growth. It’s very hard
to get a budget increase of over u percent,”” Huff
said.

The regents have recommended hiring 40 new
faculty members to catch up to the number ASU
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thnMM have, and an additional 40 to keep up with
thisyear's growth in enroliment.

Par next fall, the regents anticipate a 2.S per-
cent growth for ASU, compared to a 7 percent
growth lastyear.

“The Legislature will cut that back, then the in-
stitution ends up living with that shortfall. When
that happens over a period of time, you end up
playing catchup," Huff said.

He added the regents try to estimate accurately,
but “would rather err in terms of being too high.”
The legislators will make cuts in nearly every pro-
jected increase.

“Once you're behind, it’'s hard to convince the
Legislature that you deserve a larger increase
than whatis normal for oneyear,” Huffsaid.

He added the regents have done well in
estimating recent increases, but the state govern-
ment offices make their own analysis and recom-
mendations.

After preliminary research. Huff said the gover-
nor’s office recommended only 15 new faculty
members at ASU, and the Joint Legislative
Budget Committee recommended none.

“1 think there are those in the Legislature who
feel that the current funding is equitable They
look at ASU and say, ’It’s doing well. It's a fine
University.”’

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Russia

Soviets pursue policy

to deny oll

Russia is pursuing a policy of “Soviet encircle-
ment" to deny the Western industrialised nations
access to necessary oil and ore, the president of
Arizonans for National Security said Wednesday.

“The encirclement represent» the third phase of
World War 111, which actually began with the Cold
War,” said Lewis Tambs, who also is an ASU
history professor and expert on Latin America.
“Cold War containment policy aimed at the Soviet
Union and detente represent the first two phases. “

The encirclement concerns increasing Soviet in-
fluence in Africa, Central America, the Middle
East and Persian Gulf, he said.

Tambs spake to an audience of about ISO in the
MU as part of the National Security Program
presented by ASU's Ideas and Issues Committee.

“la effect, they (Soviets) are
preparing to deny the industrial-
ized aations, Japaa, Western
Europe, Canada and the United
States, access tooil and ore.”

“In effect, they (Soviets) are preparing to deny
the industrialized nations, Japan, Western
Europe, Canada and the United States, access to
oil and ore,” Tambs said. “They are positioned to
monitor and are monitoring our sea lanes of com-
munication.”

The sea lanes are important because of the
petroleum in the Middle East and Caribbean and
the strategic minerals in southern Africa, he said.

Many U.S. allies and former allies now are con-
vinced the United States does not intend to meet
its treaty obligations, he said.

In case of war, “these former allies are not
about tocommit suicide for us,"” he added

The Soviet policy is not necessarily to occupy
strategic areas but to control access to petroleum
and strategic minerals in Africa,” he said.

Tambs said the Soviets are increasing their in-
fluence through popular-front governments like
Nicaragua and supporting factions involved in
wars of national liberaihm.

“After World War Il the United States cut down
its conventional forces and relied on its nuclear
superiority. This strategy was valid at long as we
maintained a nuclear superiorty,” heaaid.

The Soviets perceived this weakness and set
about attacking it, Tambs said

“After the Cuban miaale crisis in IM2, the
Soviets initiated two policies: to build and reach
nuclear superiority ami also launch an effective
high seas nuclear fleet."

As the Soviets edge toward nuclear superiority,
they have continued to grow in conventional army
and naval farces, he said.

“Since IMS, the United States has pursued a
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policy of socializing the Soviets in an effort to ar-
rive at a rational accommodation and make them
feel safe.” he aaid. “We exchanged confrontation
farcommercial interchange.”

The attempt to rehabilitate the Russians has led
to a complete loss of strategic reality and a col-
lapse of the anti-communist coalition, he added.

Taiwan, South Korea, Israel and south Africa,
fearful of American abandonment, have turned
toward the nuclear option or even outright
alliance with Russia because survival knows no
ideology, Tambs said.

"Detente, in effect, has meant ac-
centmodatton to the 8oviets, a sect
of policy of peace through
weakness.

“Detente, in effect, has meant accommodation
to the Soviets, a sort of policy of peace through
weakness. It has caused more conflicts than less,”
Tambs said.

The United States has always received the short
end of the stick in detente, he said.

“We launched accommodation and they
launched a nuclear fleet. It's obvious that we’'ve
been playing for a tie and they’ve been playing
for the win.”

Tambs said that seeking control of access to ore
and oil is only one part of the Soviet encirclement
policy.

“The other part is the geographical encircle-
mentofthe People's RepublicofChina,’” heaaid.

“The key to the strategy was the fall of Saigon
and southeast Asia,” he said. “With Saigon’s fall
the Soviets almost were able to complete China's
encirclement.*’

“Afghanistan, India and Indochina form a
semicircle around China which starts at the Tar-
tar Strait and closes at Gam Ranh Bay (Viet-
nam),” hesaid.

He added that the United States has not been
considering this in its foreign policy.

There is no particular paraon or organisation to
blame for our shortcomings in detente, he said.

Committee OKs prayer
despite court decisions

PHOENIX (AP) — Prayer in Arizona public schools woo over-
whelming approval of the House Education Committee Wednesday
with members solidly lining up in favor of overcoming past court
decisions.

Sponsored by Committee Chairman Jim Cooper, R-Mesa, one bill
mandating that time be set aside for prayer or meditation at the
beginning of the first class of the day was unanimously endorsed by
the 15 committee members. The second bill calls for voluntary
prayer, without the option of meditation, at the start of any assembly
in the schools, with children being eacused if they do not wish to
participate. It was approved 14-1, the dissenting vote cast by House
Minority Leader Larry Bahill, D-Tucson.

Bahill had offered an amendment to allow meditation as an option
for the assembly as in the classroom, an amendment opposed by
Cooper. The Bahillamemhnent failed.

Cooper, who stepped down from the chair to speak for the
proposals, said the bills were modeled on a Massachusetts law upheld
by the courts.

Bahill challenged Cooper on the optional point in prayers at
assemblies with the question, “Do you believe in local option?"

“I'm in favor of it when it doesn’t go against what | want,” replied
Cooper.

The bills drew stroog arguments from witnesses for and against
the bills.

Theresa Collins of Chandler said the proponed prayers would
violate both the U S and Arizona constitutions

“This country was not fotmded on Christianity, but on freedom
from religion,"” said Mrs. Coffins, who said her daughter had been
subjected to abuse by other youngrters after an Arisons Supreme
Court decision in 1974 prohibiting prayer in public schools.

Mrs. Coffins, who said she is a “concerned patriotic American
athieet," said school officials did nothing to protect her daughter
from physical or mental abuse because of her choice not take part in
prayers.

“The teachers told us she invited those attacks, showing they were
unable to overcome their own prejudices," she said.

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Globe mill
torn down
for safety

GLOBE (AP) — Bulldozers
began tearing out the walls of
the Metate Asbestos Co. mill
Wednesday, shoving the
debris into a deep trench for
burial as part of a residential
decontamination effort.

While state and federal
inspectors in white protective
suits, hoods and masks
watched the work, crews
wearing normal work clothes
hosed down the building and
started the demolition that is
to be finished by Friday.

Still in dispute is whether
the “white” or chrysolite
asbestos found in the mill
tailings is dangerous. State
and some federal health of-
ficials have warned it can
cause cancer, but others —
including mill owners and the
U S. Geological Survey —
argue it is harmless.

The mill is near the center
of Mountain View Mobile
Home Estates, once home to
40 families. About 30 families
moved into state-supplied
mobile homes elsewhere in
Globe, but the rest stayed,
saying they weren’t worried
by reports of health hazards.

Mill owner Jack Neal, who
agreed under state pressure
to tear down the mill, began
development of the sub-
division in ifl73.

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THE FASTEST GROWING CHURCH

It's quite safe to say that of all the
organized religious sects on the current
scene, one church in particular stands
above alt in its unique approach to
religion. The Universal Life Church is

Nor
will the court praise or condemn a
religion. Were the court to do so, it
would impinge upon the guarantees of
the First Amendment.” The judge then
ordered the IRS to return the im-
pounded money and to grant the
Universal Life Church its tax exempt
status.

Reverend Hensley has stated that he
believes a church is people and not just
a fancy building. He also believes in
total freedom and equality for all
people. The ULC will ordain anyone

without regard to religious beliefs,
race, nationality, sex or age.

The ULC’s success formula is both
effective and unquestionably legal.
After a person has become an ordained
minister, he or she can join with two
other people and form their own
Universal Life Church.

exempt status of churches. However, if
the government is going to give a free
ride to Billy Graham and the Pope, then
why not let everybody participate in
these blessings.

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Senate panel
endorses bill
to limit hiring

PHOENIX (AP) - The Semte
Government Committee echoed
the cries of troubled taxpayers
and rejected warnings of “bad
management"” Wednesday,

endorsing a Republican majority
bill to freest some state hiring.

"This seems to me to be not a
practice in good management,”
said Robert Diekaaon, director of
the State Department of Admini-
stration.

Kearney finds job
crowded at ASU

Dr. Joe Kearney is only one
man. But since he sat down his
briefcase, spread out a stack of
his favorite family pictures on his
desk and permanently grabbed
hold of the reins of the athletic
director’s position at ASU last
Saturday, he’s been living the life
efio.

Between being barraged by
television and newspaper people
trying to get a well lit picture or
an unforgettable quote, amid peo-
ple lined up at the door and
messages and meetings that go
on into eternity, Kearney is a
man that — if anyone does —
needs a clone

“1I'm still getting acquainted,”
Kearney said. “It's been busy,
real busy. You can imagine.”

But still, he meets, talks, visits
and articulates like he was just

put on a three week vacation and
had nothing to do but drink pina
coladas. But the time element is
always there, always present,
always pushing.

Kearney just rolls his eyes and
smiles when the thought of his
schedule over the past six days
and over the nextsix comes up.

"It’s going to take a lot of hard
word,” Kearney said about what
it is going to take to “rebuild" the
ASU athletic program. “It's go-
ing to take hard work, and getting
to know people, working with
them and visiting them and work-
ing together.

“1I'm going to get out and talk
with people, and do a lot of inter-

viewing across that street right
out there,” he said pointing to
University Avenue, the strip that
separates the athletic depart-
ment from the main campus.

‘“We have to establish some
credibility with people,” he said.
“We have to make contact with
as much human resource as we
can, get to know what we have
and use it to the best of our abili-
ty.”

Kearney said to this point,
there has been no decisions made
on any of the assistant and
assoicate athletic director posi-
tions that were put on ad-
ministrative notice at the end of
January.

“There has been no change.
I'm still getting acquainted. |
have a lot of evaluation to do, and
am in the process right now. |
have to make a simulation of
each position and find out what
needs to be done.”

But Kearney said there will be

‘‘nochange for change sake.”
“1 want to understand the situa-
tion first,” he said. “You have to
know what resources you have
and evaluate it, and then try to
make a decision. I might move
someone into a position that they
might be better suited for, but |
don't forsee booting anyone out
completely.”

Kearney is now in his third job
as an athletic director, and the
stats might bring up the innuendo
that he is not all thatgreatan ad-
ministrator, working on becom-
ing a three-time laser.

But such is not entirety the
case. In fact, Kearney might be
working on being a three-time
winner, someone that has went
from coast to coast, and now
border to border restoring
prestige to crumbling athletic
departments.

At Washington, where Kearney
was AD for seven years, he took a
less than respectable athletic
program and gave it the strength
to hold its head up. Hiring Don
James as heed football coach was
one of the major moves. James
went on to lead the Huskies to a
1977 Rose Bowl title

The game will be telecast
live from the Beavers’ noisy Gill
Coliseum beginning at 8:30 p.m.
on Channel 15.

The teams met in Tempe
almost a month ago, Oregon
State taking a 63-59 decision from
the Sun Devils, who played
without starters Alton Lister and
Sam Williams.

ASU has not lost a game since,
and this time Later and Williams
are bock. The Beavers, on the
other hand, have come off a tough
road trip which had them playing
fourstraight games in California,
including a 93-67lossat UCLA.

“We have winning momentum,
which helps,” Sun Devil coach
Ned Wulk said. “I hope they stay
down a little longer. We’'re going
to have to control their transition
game and on defense they play a
goodtone trapping game."

The game matches two of the
wumingest active coaches in col-
lege basketball. Wulk ranks sixth
on the list while Oregon State’s
«9-year-old Ralph Miller is
fourth.

Miller says his team has nopro-
blems a little home cooking can't
take care of — and he and the
Beavers know the importance of
tonight’s contest.

“It’s a very crucial game for
both teams, though it’s certainly
too early tosay it’s the big game
of theyear for either team.”

He is wary of the Sun Devils in-
side strength, something the
Beavers did not have to contend
with so much in Tempe without
Lister and Williams.

“They have one of the biggest
front lines anybody in the country
will have to contend with, and
they’re all very agile athletes.
Defense will be the key to winn-
ing this game, and to play good
defense you have to be tough on
the backboards.”

Even without the two big men,
the Sun Devils outrebounded GSU
by a 3534 margin in Tempe.
Miller admits that inside strength
is nothis team’s strong suit

“We’'re not big and strong like
ASU and we don't have a lot of
‘stars.” We’re a group of good
passers that hustle and play good
as ateam.

The big name player on the
Oregon State team is center
Steve Johnson, who lends the na-
tion in field goal percentage. He
gotin early foul trouble in Tempe
and scored only eight points. He
leads the Beavers in scoring and
rebounding with averages of 17.2
and 6.7 agame.

Forward Dwayne Allen picked
up the slack against ASU,
however, with 13 points. Allen
averages 6.6 and 4.5 respectively.

He is questionable for the ASU
game after suffering an ankle in-
jury in last week’s 18-16 win over
Stanford. If he doesn't start, Jeff
Stoutt will replacé him in the
lineup.

The other Beaver forward is
Rob Holbrook, who averages 8
points and 3.8 rebounds.

The Beavers feature ooe of the
beat guard courts in the con-
ference. Ray Blume is the team’s
floor leader and second leading
scorer, hitting for 156 a game.

Mark Radford averages 119
points.
Miller is bitter about the

Beavers' schedule, having spent
a full week in California for
games with Cal, Stanford, UCLA
and Southern Cal.

“That should never happen to
any Pac-10 team in the heart of
the race,” be said. “The Pac-10
needs to reconsider the way it
schedules games and not let TV
play such a big partinit.”

But despite the scheduling,
Miller think« this is the best year
the PAC has ever had. He ex-
pressed surprise that more teams
haven’t made the top 20 rankings.
The Beavers are No. 4 in both
polls while the Devils are the only
other team on the list, ranked
16thby UPI and 19thby AP.

“Except for the West Coast,
everybody’s gone to bed by the
time we finish our games out
here. Mast of the voting power is
honed in to the Midwest and East
Coast. Arizona State’s record
since December tofantastic.”

Miller to from the “old school”
of coaching.
