Gale Sayers '‘confused' by snub

Gate Sayers, athletic director at Southern Illinois
University, said Thursday he is puzzled why he was not
even interviewed for ASU’s athletic director position.

“I never received any word from ASU at all except
when they notified me that someone else had the job,”
said Sayers, 37, a former All-Pro National Football
League running back.

Sayers who has been in athletic administration for

eightyears, said it "historically has been a white man’s
game." Buthedeclined to say that he was overlooked by

ASU because be is black.

However, John Morris, legal counsel for the ASU
Black Caucus, said Sayers wasn’t considered because he
is black.

“They didn’t even interview him, or contact trim,” he
said.

*It’s interesting that Joe Kearney did not even put in
an application but they (members of the search commit-
tee) could teU he was qualified,” Morris said. “Gate
Sayers applies and they could teU be was not qualified.
Howdoyou like those greenapples?”’

The Caucus is claiming that the University violated
affirmative-action guidelines in the hirings of Athletic
Director Joe Kearney and six assistant coaches. Among
the allegations are that emergency hiring procedures
were violated by making the position permanent.

Dr. Susan Cummings, whochaired the search commit-
tee, said Sayers was not interviewed because his
qualifications were not as high as other candidates.

“Wewanted the best person for the job,” she said.

Cummings denied Sayers was disqualified because of
hisrace.

Kearney submitted an application, she added, but it
may have been after he had been recruited and inter-
viewed.

“Dr. Kearney was interviewed and submitted an ap-
plication which was the basis for his hiring," she said.
"Wewentoutand recruited people and he was one of the
ones.” .-

She added that minorities also were recruited, and
that “great numbers of people” were interviewed in per-
sonand over the phone.

Sayerssaid he had sentan application to the Universi-

state!

ty, but the only response he received was a form letter
Feb. 4, notifying him the position had been filled.

“l would have liked to have been considered for the
job,” Sayers said. “I know you have some problems
then now, but you have an outstanding program and
greatfacilities. There’s something to build from

Sayers added he would like to have met with the com-
mittee “to have given them some of my ideas and
thoughts.”

“Butwhen a job is filled within a week of someone be-
ing fired, it’skind ofhard to getan interview,” he said.

He added that he would like another go at the position,
if itwere to be opened up.

“If it opened again, | probably would consider it,” he
said. “But the job will not reopen, I'll tell you that. |
know the system.

“They hired Dr. Kearney and he will be there.

“But, really, that job is the furthest thing from my

mind rigid now,” he added. “1°’m just trying to do my job
here and win a few basketball games.”

WOMEN CAtIQHT INTHE DRAFTTOO

WASHINGTON — President Carter will call
for the registration of women for the military
draft, White House officials said Thursday.
The White House scheduled an announce-
ment for today detailing the president’s plans
for the entire draft registration program. The
president’s proposal, disclosed by officials
who asked not to be identified, is a sharp
break with historical precedent. It will be the
first time that a president has suggested
registering women for the draft. Carter de-
cided to include women in the program
despite a warning from House Speaker
Thomas P. O'Neill, D-Mass., that it would not
pass Congress. The president probably will
limit registration to persons 19 and 20, though
full details were not made available. Carter an-
nounced plans last month in his State of the
Union message to resume draft registration,
citing an increasing military threat from the
Soviet Union.

FBI CASE STRONG AGAINST SENATOR

WASHINGTON — The federal case against
Sen. Harrison A. Williams Jr. was described
Thursday as among the strongest in te FBI's
political bribery investigation which has im-
plicated eight members of Congress. As FBI
agents interviewed members of the New
Jersey Casino Control Commission, which
figured in the allegations against Williams,
the House of Representatives turned its at-
tention to the ethics of the manner in which
the FBI conducted its 16-month inquiry. Inad-
vance of the House floor debate, FBI Director
Wi lliam Webster told an Oklahoma City news
conference his agency had “followed the
rules of law” in its undercover operations. He
denied any entrapment of members of Con-
gress.

TAIWAN SKIER CAN CARRY
TRADITIONAL FLAG

LAKE PLACID, N.Y. — A New York state
Judge ruled Thursday that an athlete from
Taiwan must be allowed to carry the island
nation’s traditional red-and-blue flag at the
opening Wednesday of the 1960 Winter Olym-
pics. In a decision handed down in nearby
Plattsburgh, Justic Norman L Harvey said the
Lake Placid Olympic Organizing Committee
may not stop Liang Ren-Guey, a Nordic skier
from Taiwan, from using the flag of the
Republic of China. Ineffect, the Judge overrul-
ed the policy of the International Olympic
Committee.

JESSE OWENS: BOYCOTT A MISTAKE

PARADISE VALLEY — A U.S. boycott of the
Olympic games in Moscow would be a
mistake, says Jesse Owens, who won four
gold medals in the 1936 Olympics in Nazi Ger-
many. “Politics and world events should be

kept out of the Olympics, it hurts to have a kid
who has trained, believed, lived, slept and ate
Olympics for years, and suddenly someone
says you can’tgo,” Owens said.

CAP WATER INTUCSON BY '87?
TUCSON — Interior Secretary Cecil D. An-
drus says he wants the Central Arizona Pro-
ject delivering water to the Tucson area by
1967 as scheduled, despite what subor-
dinates have said. Andrus said in a letter to
Rep. Morris K. Udall, D-Ariz., that he told of-
ficials of the U.S. Water and Power Resources
Service to find ways to complete the CAP by
1987. The $1.7 billion system will bring Col-
orado River water from near Lake Havasu to
Maricopa, Pinal and Pima counties for urban,
*industrial and agricultural uses. The system
of pipelines and aqueducts will teminate in
the Tucson area.

GOLDWATER plastered

PHOENIX — U.S. Sen. Barry Goldwater's
right leg will be in a knee-length cast next
week when he makes nine appearances in
Arizona over the Lincoln birthday holiday, his
office said Thursday. The cast was required
because of an inflamed Achilles tendon, the
announcement said.

NO ROMANCE FORTEACHERS, STUDENTS

GLENDALE — Dating and other “affec-
tionate behavior” between teachers and
students In Glendale schools would be bann-
ed under a policy given tentative approved by
the school board. The board must vote ap-
proval two more times before it becomes of-
ficial policy. Superintendent Bill Jones said
the policy will give the district firmer legal
grounds for disciplinary action against
teachers who become romantically involved
with students. He said there have been two
such cases this year, and said such student-
teacher relationships happen from time to
time in virtually every school system.

NO LICENSES FOR DEADBEATS

PHOENIX — The Arizona Senate tentatively
approved a bill Thursday to assure that
drivers who cause traffic accidents pay their
court Judgements before they can renew their
licenses. “Those people who have Judgments
against them would not be able to get off the
hook as easily as they can now,” said Sen.
Jon Mawhinney, R-Tucson, sponsor of the
amendment to the state drivers license law.

ASBESTOS PLANT DESTROYED

GLOBE — Heavy earthmoving equipment
knocked down the last walls of an inactive
asbestos plant Thursday and began burying
the remains as the first stage of decontamina-
tion neared an end. Tons of dirt were being
pushed on top of the mill debris In a 20-foot-
deep trench dug earlier this week for the

A request by a University official to be reim-
bursed for a (tinner has been denied because the
dinner was not an out of town expense and
therefore is notcovered by University policy.

V. Alonso Metcalf, vice president of administra-
tion, submitted a request to the Comptroller's Of-
fice asking to be reimbursed nearly $170 for a din-
nerata Paradise Valley restaurantinJanuary.

Jack Penick, the vice president for business af-
fairs, said he questioned the voucher because Met-
calf had taken University employees to dinner.
According to ASU policy, Metcalf is not be entitled
to reimbursement.

"1t is not University policyto reimburse anyone
for food for employees unless it is an out-of-town
expense," Penick said.

Metcalf was unavailable for comment. His
secretary, Linda Williams, said be was busy all
day inmeetings.

Susie Eastridge, Associated Students president,
said she heard about the incident and thinks Met-
calfwaswrong forasking for the reimbursement.

"I don’t think money should be appropriated for
entertainment like that,” she said. "They (Met-
calf and the others) shouldn’t be doing it in the
firstplace.”

Metcalf and his wife took three other couples to
the Etienne restuarant on Jan. 17. The other
University employees at the dinner were faculty
athletic director Robert Knox, head football coach
Darryl Rogersand athletic director Joe Kearney.

Accountants in the Comptroller’s Office receiv-
ed the voucher in January and found it ques-
tionable. Penick also questioned the reim-
bursementand sent it back to Metcalf.

"l s«it him a memo and told him there were
things | questioned,” Penick said. “I have not
heard from Metcalf since the voucher was re-
turned.”

According to Knox, the purpose of the dinner
was to recruit Rogers as football coach. Knox
added that he could not verify how many people
were atthe dinner.

Rogers was hired as head football coach Jan. 17.
The dinner took place after Rogers had confirmed
his hiring as a University employee.

Penick said he questioned whether the dinner
was for recruitment purposes.

He also said that Metcalfs intentions were
"honorable,” but Metcalf probably was unaware
ofthe policy.

Senator wants park boss out

WASHINGTON (AP) —Sen. Dennis DeConcini
is seeking the ouster of William J. Whalen as
drector of the National Park Service.

“l am confident that a departmental review of
his performance would result in a recom-
mendation for a replacement,” DeConcini, D-
Ariz , told Secretary of Interior Cecil D. Andrus
ina letter made public Thursday.

DeConcini said he was disturbed by Whalen’s
remarks to the Conference of National Park
Concessioners Oct 19in Page, Ariz.

“Apparently Mr. Whalen is attempting to
establish a pattern of harassment within his
HmwiiB by threatening retribution to those who
wish to talk dbrectly to members of Congress,”
DeConcini wrote.

The senator attached to his letter excerpts of
Whalen’s talk. The commissioner is quoted as
saying be was surprised the group bad hired

Allan Howe, former congressman from Utah and
now a Washington attorney.

“1 hope that is not a signal to me that you in-
tend to go around the administration and around
me and to deal on the Hill,”Whalen is quoted. " If
it is, fine, because | can play the game also and |
want to assure you that you will be hearing about
-it in the editorial pages of the Los Angeles Times,
New York Times and the Washington Post,
because | can play rough too.

"I don’t want to get into an editorial war ... If
you want to work out a good working relationship
between Allan and ourselves, we want to work
that relationship out He is a respected attorney
in Washington and we are very happy to work
with him, but if it is going to be a behind the
scenes relationship that begins, well then I guess
we’re Just going to have to go to the matsalso.”

| represent 37,000 students at ASU. Each film planned is aimed at
some portion of this group.

We are a student-funded, student-operated series and our objective
is to show a wide range of cultural, foreign and popular Aimswhich ap-
peal to both the majority of the student body and serve the needs of a
minority of the student body.

Lori Tanner, a iuntor studying political science, holds the of-
fice of Associated Students activities vice president, an
elected position chosen by the student body in the spring of
each year The five agencies of the Undent association’s ac-
tivities department report to the vice president including the
Cultural Affairs Board One of the CAB's maior programs is
the Neeb Hall Film Series. This year's annual budget for ac-
tivities is approximately 971.000

Wewelcome input from the community, faculty, administration and
«mporiaiiy the students. As a rule Neeb Hall, In the course of nine
months, shows only four X-rated films.

Please compare this to the number of foreign, cultural and popular
films that are shown. In fact, just this past November and December
the series boasted the following films:

“Lord Of The Rings,” “Kentucky Fried Movie,” "Performance,”
“The Man Who Fell To Earth,” “Old Boy Friends,” “Up In Smoke,”
“Reefer Madness,” “Casablanca,” “th e African Queen,” “Gone With
The Wind,” “Close Encounters Of The Third Kind,” "Piranha,”
“Dona Flor And Her Two Husbands,” “That Obscure Object Of
Desire,” and “Sound of Music.”

When placing one erotic film among these other fine films, I believe
the result is a balanced program appealing to every corner of the
University. o ) o

My major concern, though, is with President Schwada’s decision to
ban films thatare legalegal in the opinion of this community.

We have never shown a film that was considered obscene by the
State of Arizona President Schwada is not above the law. Freedom of
Speech is a right guaranteed by the U.S. Constitution, and should be
upheld on a university campus.

I realize many students at this University do not want X-rated films.
As your representative, | feel obligated to listen and take these views
into account. If it becomes apparent that most students do not want
such films, then we will not show them.

Regardless of the student body’s opinion, however, | feel President
Schwada is infringing on our rights and | hope to convince him to
reconsider his ban and let the students decide.

he politicians of Associated Students of ASU seem determined to

turn Dr. Schwadas ban on X-rated films to their own political advan-
tage. While they loudly “champion” student rights, I question their
motivation—and their wisdom. C

Lori Tanner, activities vice president at ASASU, adamantly claims
that “this is not an issue about X-rated films at all.” Her logic is
obscure since the whole controversy turns on the fact that a few
ASASU bureaucrats want to show X-rated films and the administra-

tion refuses to let them.

Ben Sanders, a senior studying business, is heading a drive to
keep X-rated films from being shown on campus. He has
spoken his mind before the Ancona Board of Regents, and has
offered hn opinions in the Uake Bsem letters to the editor col-
umn He has circulated petitions among the student body to
gain its support for his cause

I’m sure that Lori wishes that the issue were not X-rated films; it’s a
rather embarrassing subject to have to defend. At best, X-rated films
such as “Deep Throat” are tastelessly vulgar. They can be
monstrously cruel.

Feminists have long recognised that women in particular are de-
based in these films. Yet the Women's Affairs Board—an ASASU
group—has been strangely silenton this issue.

Itseems odd that our generation, which talks so much about numan
love and dignity, has so complacently accepted the dehumanised,
mechanical sex of X-rated film s—is our talk justempty rhetoric?

Some have charged Dr. Schwada with trying to control the morals of
students. That’s a doubtful argument since there are plenty cif off-
campus X-fated theaters to satisfy anyone seeking that sort of tifilia-
tion. Rather, Dr. Schwada is maintaining the standards of this Univer-
sity. The showing of “Deep Throat” in Neeb Hall is a mockery of
academic ideals and human values—that afreets everyone at this
school, notjust those going to see the films.

Then there are the sophists who dogmatically claim that reason and
discretion cannot be wed to judge these films. Such a position Is
ultimately nihilistic. If we can’t draw the line at “Deep Throat,”
where can we draw the line? Atchild porn? At “snuff” films?

What’s really going onoverat ASASU?

The “Cultural” Affairs Board receives a yearly subsidy of over
130,000 in ear money. Yet, for the last three years this board his been
directed by one person, Charles Emerson, who is appointed, not
elected. He answers only to Lori Tanner and ASASU President Susie
Eastridge. If youwill excuse my ad homfnem, Mr. Emerson isa white,
middle-class male who has complete control over the film
program—that’s elitist censorship.

The profanity and utter contempt that Emerson directs at President
Schwada in the latest Neeb Hall advertising flyer would seem to be the
final proof of Emerson’s irresponsible use of power. Yet, Eastridge
and Tanner still seem unwilling, or unable, to restrain his excesses.

In contrast to the CAB, the MU Film Committee has about 1Q
volunteer students who all have an equal voice in film selections. Also
in contrast to the CAB, the MU film progmam is now making a slight
profit—with no X-rated films.

Lori Tanner and Arizona Students Association Executive Director
Kurt Freitag have threatened lawsuit. Do they really think that they
can maintain any credibility with the Legislature or taxpayers after
suing the state? There are more importantissues student tuition, for
example—which can only be jeopardised by these crueaders.

Perhaps Lori will stop before permanently hurting the interests of

Associated Students President Susie Eastridge said Thursday she
will ask ASU PresidentJohn Schwada to retract the X-rated film ban.

Eastridge said she will ask Schwada to meet with her, ASASU Ac-
tivities Vice President Lori Tanner and student regent Joel Stiner to
discuss the issue today or Monday.

Schwada “is adamant” about his *“personal opinion” that X-rated
movies should not be shown at ASU, she said.

When the ban is discussed at the meeting, “1’m notsure he'll feel it’s
that important to be banning something,” Eastridge said. “We hope
he will retract that.”

Schwada could not be reached for comment.

Since Schwada's Dec. 10 order that no X-rated films be shown at
ASU by any campus group, ASASU and the Arizona Students Associa-
tion have been seeking legal recourse on what they call a violation of
First Amendmentrights.

Group spokesmen said they believe those in charge of student ac-
tivities on campus have the right to program activities without in-
terference from administration.

Eastridge said Stiner will be asked to attend the meeting because he
su;lgports ASASU’s position. )

anner said since Schwada “won’t talk to me,” she asked Eastridge
to setup the appointment.

“We (ASASU) want to find outwhere we’re going with this thing and
if weneed to take it to court,” she said.

Bruce Mason, an ASU political
science professor, said Thursday
he plans to draw on his 5,000 to
0,000 former students to help
carry him through the race for a
seat onthe Terape City Council.

One of those students is Tempe
Mayor Harry Mitchell.

‘Tve been here for 20 years
and talked to thousands of
students. A lot of people working
for the city of Tempe and pro-
bably 50 people in the State
Capitol are former students of
mine,” Mason said.

“1 hope some of them like me.”

Mason announced his can-
didacy Wednesday.

He said his years in Tempe and
at ASU,.and his education and ex-
perience qualify him to serve on
the council. He added he is “par-
ticularly anxious to have students
getinvolved and participate.”

“There are thousands of
students who live here who
should exercise their political
rights,” he said.

Mason, 56, is a native of Texas
and came to ASU from the
University of lllinois. He has co-
authored a text about Arizona
government that is required by
more than M,000students.

Though his class load changes
each semester. Mason is usually
in charge of the legislative-
internship program. He teaches
senior-level classes that em-

phasize American government.

“I see this as an opportunity to
put into lab experience what I’ve
done in teaching form,” Mason
said.

Among other reasons for his
candidacy, Mason said he was in-
trigued by the fact that “no one
from the University is, or has
been, represented on the council
foralongtime.”

N.M. officials send
Inmates to Florence

PHOENIX (AP) — The shuffle of inmates between Florence and
the riot-torn New Mexico State Prison could go on for several more
days, Arizona officials said Thursday.

Thirty-one New Mexico inmates entered a new “super maximum-
security” cellbiock at the Arizona State Prison on Wednesday.

Ten of the original shipment of 41 were sent back to New Mexico on
a return flight when it was learned that the 10 might have par-
ticipated in the rioting last weekend. Those sent back will be replaced
by 10 others, expected to arrive at the Arizona State Prison in the

next few days.

Inmate records at the prison in Santa Fe wen destroyed but
duplicates are being prepared by the New Mexico parole board, said
David Gaspar, assistant Arizona corrections director.

As the records are replaced and the riot is investigated, more of the
prisoners taken to Florence may be linked to the rioting and could be

shipped back to Santa Fe, he said.

Meanwhile, the New Mexico inmates will remain completely
isolated from the Arizona State Prison population for the 60 to 90days
they are expected to be housed, Gaspar said at a news conference.

New Mexico will be billed about 130 a day for each of the inmates.

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Agriculture funding bill called ambiguous

Abill that would dissolve the UA’s monopoly over
the state’s agriculture-extension services has been
called '‘ambiguous” by ASU’s director of

agriculture.

The bill, which is beii« studied by a House Educa-
tion subcommittee, would entrust the Arizona Board
of Regents with the authority to allocate funding for

the extension program.

“1’m not sure exactly what the Legislature and the
regents have in mind,” said Dr. Richard Chakjuest.
“The bill indicates that budgeting authority for the
extension program will be given to the regents rather
than the University of Arizona.”

Chalquest said the bill implies that its purpose is to
allow ASU and NAU to provide extension services.

Currently, UA fa the only state university to pro-
vide the agricultural information and education pro-
gram to the state of Arizona.

Dr. Philip Stiles, director of agribusiness at ASU,
said the only purpose of the bill is to update a law
written when ASU was still a teachers college and UA
was the only state university. That law states that on-
ly one Arizona university can receive funding for
agricultural production.

"There are three universities now and no one
should negotiate directlv for these funds,” Stiles said.
“But the bill may not do a thing for or against ASU’s

“In order to get federal funds for extension ser-
vices, the University must be established as a land-
grant college,” Courtrightsaid.

“Federal law says there can be only one land-grant
college in the state. We (state legislators) want to
give land-grant privileges to all three Arizona univer-
sities.”

Stiles disagreed with Courtright, saying that the
bill would not make ASU a land-grant college and
may notaffect ASU at all.

“1 would guess it would have no change over this
University,” Stiles said. “1t does not specifically give
an%thinr];_toASU.” ) )

ep. Jim Cooper, R-Mesa, Education Committee
chairman and subcommittee member, said the bill
was brought about by the regents’ decision last sum-
mer to dissolve ASU’s division of agriculture courses.

“We were upset by that decision,” Cooper said.
“ASU doesn't actually have a college of agriculture
—the agriculture program is under the engineering
department.”

Cooper said in creating the bill, the committee was
influenced by the handling of agricultural extension

programs in California.

“In California, land grant responsibilities are
(fivided between the different schools. We would like
to dothe same thing in Arizona.”

UA?’s vice president of planning and budgeting said
having three extension services would be a costly
alternative for the three universities and the state.

“Additional administration costs, clerical opera-
tions and travel expenses would cost in excess of
$900,000,” Dr. Gary Munsiger said.

He added that implementation of the bill also would
resultin the universities duplicating some services.

“I’m notsure it would be in the interest of the three
universitiesand the state,” he said.

Munsinger and other UA administrators have
challenged the bill on the grounds that ASU and NAU
don’t have sufficient agricultural programs to Justify
the new offices.

But Courtright said the bill would give ASU
agricultural production capsbilites, which the UA
currently has control of.

“Last summer the regents said ASU could operate
only agriculture business courses and UA would han-
dle production,” he said. "The land-grant privileges
would give ASU the same production opportunities.”

(AP) —J.C. Mayes isn't shedding any tears
over the international auto industry's sudden interest in his
futuristic, fuel-saving “aerocar.”

Shaped like a teardrop, the sleek five-passenger, turbine-powered
*mA has survived a battery of wind-tunnel tests administered by
eispneers from the California Institute of Technology and NASA’s Jet
Propulsion Laboratory.

The tests —which hit speeds of 1«0 mph and temperatures of 115
degrees - showed the aero-car is aerodynamicslly superior by 50
percent to most cars on the road today. This would mean a 10 percent
improvement in fuel economy for die average <Mve.

Mayes, 25, of Maysville, Okla , who graduated from the Art Center
College of Design here last month, has received offers to further
develop his teardrop design from Chrysler, Fiat, Ford of Europe,
Volkswagen and two prominent Italian designers.

The boyish-looking, former journalism student chose VW’s Audi
division in West Germany, where he will begin work later this year
after spend!r« six months learning German ata VWV training center
in-Detroit.

Although Mayes hasn’t actually build a working prototype of his
auto-car, a 300-pound, 42-inch-long- clay model unveiled this week
gave a pretty good idea of what the vehicle will look like on the road.

Ihe car’ organic curves mid flowing lines, which offer minimum
wind resistance, are in sharp contrast to the boxy linear-design of
many of today’s autos.

It's not easy being funny in
Phoenix.

The local club scene has only
recently burgeoned Into a relatively
interesting buffet of sortsrfeeturing
a much wider selection of musidcal
entrees.

The growth has been, for the most
part, quite healthy.

But there are very few spots
featuring any kind of live, topical
comedy. And there are even fewer
live, topical comedians.

Thereis only one live, topical com-
edy troupe working regular and it is
the AjoRepertory Company.

The phrase “working regular,”
grammatically incorrect as it is, is
important in this case because the
members of the A.R.S (A.R.S.? Hm-
mmm) are full-time funny people.
The days of day Jobs are behind the
AjoRep. Co.

In existence for less than a year,
the Ajo Rep. has had the only steady
comedy gig in town for the past few

months, playing weekends at The
N.F.L. Club in northwest Phoenix.

The show is s mixture of situa-
tional comedy and music, along the
lines of a Second City or The Ace
Trucking Company.

The Ajo comedic style draws more
on the sex, drugs and rock n’ roll
snicker-records of The Firesign
Theater.

Its unique status as “the only (as
far as we know) group- comedy per-
formers in the Valley” has even
garnered considerable press around
town.

But chib owners are still wary of
the drawing-power of a nightly com-
edy review.

“We have to do most of our own
promotion and we get quite a few
‘what kind of music do you play?’
responses,” ReperJeff Payne said.

“We’re thinking about biUir«
ourselves Ajo Repertory Company.
We are not a band,” Duke Shirlaw
added.

Still, the confusion remains. A
name like that, in a community still
new to the idea of comedy in chibs, is
bound to elicit some bizarre reac-
tions.

“We were looking for something
local to begin with, but when we
originally came up with the name,
we had no ides we’d be doing this for
a living,” said Company member
BenTyler.

“We’re going to have to start
spelling it phonetically though. Peo-
ple pronounce it A-Joe.”

Sanders explains that most of the
group’s material is geared toward a
wide enough audience to attract a
regular following at the N.F.L.

And a regular following is what
the group is hoping to attract to the
lounge at Dooley’s Sunday night. If
the idea catches on in Tempe, the
Ajo Repertory Company could
become a welcome addition to the
night life on the East Side.

‘Jury's Cabaret’,
back to blarney

Jury’s Irish Cabaret visited
Gammage Auditorium this week
and presented a precise,
polished-to-perfection and well-
choreographed show.

It was, however, a *“tourist-
oriented” show.

Which is not to say it was bad
or mediocre. It was brilliant and
highly entertaining to the mare
than 3,000 who packed the house.

And the good points far out-
weighed the confusing ones.

Jury’s Irish Cabaret was a
realistic glimpse of traditional
Ireland: its music, humor and
dancing.

There were flashes of
brilliance when the Crowley
Sisters — Mary, Margaret,
Patricia and Sheila —brake into
traditional sets and reels.

Only a pint of Guiness could
have made it better.

They played banjo, accordion,
tinwhistle and Bodhran (an Irish
drum) just like youd hear it in
those out-of-the way pubs that
locals like to frequent in Ireland.

Young Sheila’s (12 years old)
handling of the Boduran alone
was well worth thé price of
admission.

Then there was the pretty
colleen hum County Kildare.

Theresa O’Dwyer gives a
rendition of “Danny Boy” that
was as pure and sweet as the
proverbial morning dew. She
maintained the same level of
perfection through all her
ballads, creating more than one
fine set of goose bumps in the
audience.

No wonder she’s a regular
soloist on both television and
radio in Ireland.

Put all the aforementioned
together and you de indeed get a
visit to the enchanted
“Emerald” Isle.

But —and this is not so much a
Critical But, but a Bewildered
But — there were some con-
fusing aspects to Jury’s lIrish
Cabaret.

It was, as | mentioned, a
“tourist-oriented" show.

And if youre the kind of
person who has to see a Mountie
when visiting Canada or a geisha
while in Japan, then the con-
fusing parts were hardly
noticeable.

There was the piano ac-
companiment, which was ex-
cellent background for the show.

But pianos are not that com-
mon as backup to songs, dancing
or ballads in Ireland, except
maybe in the standard com-
mercial hotel show.

And then them wore the songs
hum FMan's Rainbow rein-
farcing that warped American
view of the Irish, which certainly
does net need reinforcing

And what the heH did a medley
of “Dixie” and the “Battle Hymn
of the Republic" have to do with
an Irish rhow?

And — saints pressres ns,
(only Americans say that) how
can you dose an Irish show with
that "American" mug, “When
Irhh Eyesare Smiling?”

If, however, you can get to
Ireland, stay out of the damn
hotels and do as my cousin Tom
Flanagan told me when | was
there.

“Get off yer arse and into the
pubs.”

New coach has no obligations

ASU head football coach Darryl Rogers said he
doesn't consider himself to be under any obliga-
tions to Michagan State University.

“lam receiving money from ASU,” he said. “I
ananotreceiving checks from MSU and | assume |
am outofmy contracts.”

The Arizona Republic reported, inJanuary, that
Dr. Ed Harden, President of Michagan State,
doesn'tagree with Rogers

Harden said he is still under contract to MSU
and he added he didnt think it was fair that
Hagers be allowed to take players to ASU that he
recruited while he worked for MSU.

Harden was attempting to negotiate Roger’s
release from his MSU contract, though.

Harden said he wanted ASU restricted to sign*
iat no more than six players this year that Rogers
had recruited while at MSU before he would con-
sider releasing Rogers from his contract.

Rogers said he didn’t know anything about
Harden's statement.

Rogers, who has a couple years remaining on
Ms contract with MSU, signed a contract as the
head coach at ASU.

Rogerssaid he has no control over what school a
playerwantstoplayat

“Athletes make the decision where they want to
goto school, coaches don't" Rogers said. “1 don’t
have any control over where someboay decides to
gala, they control there own destiny.”

Therearea lot of Midwest players who wouldn’t
wantto cometo ASUand he said he was sure there
were a lotof Arisons players whowouldn’t want to
play in the Midwest.

“l am not going to make decisions for anybody
about whom he is going to go to school,” Rogers

mid.

“l am sure that athletes recruited by ASU and
MSU both, are still going to make the same deci-
sion.”

“There are a few players who will leave
Michigan State but there will be a very small
amountofplayers in that catagory.

“Some players will come to a school because of
the coaching change, but mainly they go to a
school because they like the atmosphere and feel
school is the best place for them.”

“l am sure that some players will leave ASU
because of the coaching change and a lot of
players will leave MSU for the same reason,” he
said. "Itall balances outin theend.”

Rogers said he is going on with recruiting as
normal.

“Recruit signing doesnt start untill the end of
February and we’ll know how well we did then,
just like everybody else around the country,”
Rogers Mid. “We won’t have any real indication
of how we did till we have players signing com-
mitments with us.

"l assume weare doingwell.”

Rogers started recruiting when he arrived at
ASU in January and doesn't feel this recruiting
season will bea lostone.

“Of course, the football departmentis in the pro-
cess of changing over and recruiting hasnt been
easy,” he Mid. “We have followed a lot of the
guidelines set by the previous coaching staff.”

Rogersadded he is looking for overall talentand
not forany one position in particular.

“You need people in the linos, both offense and
defense, linebackers, defensive backs and players
atevery position,” he said.

Rogers Mid he will he looking for the best
available talentacross the country.

Hoffman finally heavy at 118

Hoffman is actually shooting for the 1984 Games
psssiMy, and the 1988 Games probably. By 198s,
B «*n«n will be 30-years old —and over the hill,
araril! he?

Most Olympic wrestlers are in that age group,”
he said, “the body doesn’t stop maturing at 20 in
wrestling, for some reason wrestlers don’t really
reach a peak until around 28orso.”

Hoffman took a while to even get to the point
where he started maturing.

Wrestling since he was in fifth grade, Hoffman
skyrocketed to 75 pounds in junior high school,
eras the scourge of the middie set and undefeated
one year (23-0), went 234 the other, was the man-
of-the-hour and the king of the hill.

Then came high school, where the weight
minimum was 98 pounds, actually weakling stuff,
and Hoffman grunted and groaned to get to 88
pounds. He didn’t make the team his first two
years —but then came his senior year, and with it
the weight to push himself around.

The result of reaching an enourmous 106
pounds? No. 1 in the state (Pennsylvania),
undefeated and a shoe-in for the state title.

Forget it. Mr. Bronchitis struck and Hoffman
didn’t even place. But he did weigh 106 pounds.

And that 106 pounds took him to the AAU cham-
pionship die following summer, giving Hoffman
msbiggeet, or as he says, his “only claim to
fame,” beating Randy Lewis, then from S. Dakota
end now of lowa St., a sure Olympian and almost
certain gold medalist in the 134-pound class.

“l almost quit when | was in seventh grade,”
Hoffman said of his once waning desire to go
through the drudgery of wrestling practice.
“Practices were so tough, | went home and told
mydad I’d rather go hunting."

Hoffman was in the merciless hands of an ex-
marine for a coach in those days, plus I got beat a
lot, and that was really discouraging.”

A transfer from Messiah College in Pa., where
he wrestled for two years (1976-78), Hoffman is
currently ranked No. 15in the country at 118, and
finished 7th in lastyear's NCAA championships.

From Messiah, he was selected as an All-Star
and made a Japan trip, top of the rung stuff in
NAIA wrestling circles

“That’s the ultimate in accomplishment,” Hoff-
man said. “The trip was really tiring, but | didn’t
mind it.”

The reason Hoffman didn't mind it, was at his

size, which by American standards is trite, he was
on the other hand a virtual giant—or nearly —in
the land of the rising sun.

Last year, wrestling the best
118-pounder in the ‘world in Joe Gonzales from
Bakersfield, Hoffman was down 85 late in the
match.

“l have a habit of going for it, and he was
leading and | could see | wasn’t going to make it,
so | tried to throw him on his back and he caught
me for five points.

But that’s the difference between wrestling
NAIA and NCAA Hoffman said, “at arty given
time, youcan get beat by anyone when youwrestle
in the NCAA.”

By comparison, the NAIA is stacked one —
maybe two deep with top-notch wrestlers, accor-
ding to Hoffman. “It’s nothing to go undefeated in
aseason.™*

And so he did, 22-0 in 1975-76 and followed by a
24-3 the next year, lasing a couple of matches in
the nationals.

Hoffman started out this season with a case of
mononucleosis and was side tracked for a while,
watching his record dip to 11-4as a result of trying
to catch up on his training after gaining 15 un-
wanted pounds.

“It put me out for eight weeks, and | didn’t get
that good month of training you need before the
first match. It really affected me bad, and the bad
thing was | had to get into shape. But I’'m feeling
real good now.”

Hoffman has lost to the No. 1and No. 2 ranked
118-pounders this year.

“My dad didn’t want me to go into wrestling, he
wanted me to play the piano.”

Hoffman doesn’t play the piano, but he does
wrestle a little.
