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ACLU calls X-rated movie ban
censorship; agrees to take case

ASU President John Scfawada’s ban against campus
X-rated films “looks like a clear-cut case of censor-
ship,” the executive director of the Arizona chapter of
the American Civil Liberties Union said Monday

“This looks like a real difficult position for the Univer-
sity to defend,” Louis Rhodessaid. “Schoolcensorship is
averydifficult thing to getaway with.”

Rhodes said the state ACLU board voted Saturday to
accept the case, which is now being investigated by the
Phoenix, Scottsdale and Tempe local board of the ACLU.

The film ben is one of eight or nine chapter priorities,
he added.

Rhodes introduced the case to the chapter after talk-
ing to Kurt Freitag, Arizona Students Association ex-
ecutive director, and Lori Tanner, ASU Associated
Studentsactivities vice president.

Since Schwada'’s Dec. SOorder that no X-rated film s be
shownat ASU by any campus group, Tanner and Freitag
have soughtlegal recourse.

Roth spokespersons said the ban violates the First
Amendment rights of the students who run the film pro-
grams.

Hie ban followed a student’'s complaint to the Arizona
Board of Regents about the November showing of “Deep

Throat” by the Neeb Hail Film Series, which Tanner
oversees.

Rhodes said in the ban Schwada seems to realize the
poesiblity of ASASU obtaining a court injunction of
relief.

The injunction would be a statement from the court
t>IHng Schwada that he cannot ban the film s, he added.

Legg said the ban expresses Schwada’s position and
that hew ill stick to that position.

When asked if the ban violates First Amendment
rights, Schwada said, “ I'm nota lawyer. We’'ll leave that
toanyone whowants to test it.”

Rhodes said cases for the First Amendment are “the
easiesttowin.”

“It's such a fundamental, thought-out area of the
law.” .,

Rhodea said ASU students voluntarily go to school and
“suddenly they are denied the rights of civil liberties
thatall other citizens have.”

He added someone may think X-rated films are
“degenerate and horrible” and has the right to boycotta
theater, or stand in front and advise people not to go in,
“butit’s another thing for me to use the state authority
todoit.”

Florynce Kennedy, a civil
liberties lawyer and political ac-
tivist, was on campus to kick off
the Women's Affairs Board
Womenergy Week (Feb. I
throughFab It).

She was the first black woman
to graduate from Columbia
University's School of Law and is
the founderof the Feminist Party
and Consumar Information Sor-
vico. She currently is the coor-
dinator of the Coalition Against
Racism and Sexism.

Kennedy has been laboied a
feminist, but her work includes a
broader range of Naum than

whatis traditionally thoughtofas
feminism. Topics at her ASU ses-
sions included the draft, the price
of oil, divorce laws, racism, cor-
porate structure, the education
system and scores of seemingly
unrelated subjects.

Kennedy prefaced her speech
Friday with a number of songs,
helped by members of the WAB,
that put original words to tradi-
tional tunes.

Seeming more like a high
school pep rally than a speech,
she dedicated songs to American
justice, Mobil Qil, the Shah and
Sonia Johnson.

Of all the topics covered in her
two days of appearances, Ken-
nedy was moat vehement about
re-establishing the draft.

She siwgsstril "white males,
between the ages of 40 and SB,
representing executive positions
in corporations,” should be the

mbto “fight thewar far Mobil.”

‘They need the exercise,” she

T was not aware that major
media could put women and
eqimlity in the same sentence un-
til they started talking about go-
ingtoget shot," she added. “The

draft should be a matter of
choice, especially in a state like
Arizona withoutthe ERA.

“Women want equality for
something good,” rite added.
“Nobody needs more shit.

“Women want and need more
day care centers, Social Security
benefits and equal pay. We want
something better and they say
‘Hey honey, want to go to war?’
Whothe hellis the enemy?”

Kennedy is not totally against
the draft, however.

“1f you want to go, go,” she
said. “But don't go because you
ain’t been first in nothing and all
ofasuddenyou’re 1A.”

"Women should be very careful
about getting maneuvered into a
position where they take your de-
mand for rights to mean that now
that they got this big pile of
manure ever here you gotta come
and getyour cupful.”

Kennedy spoke of the govern-
ment's funding of $141 billion for
weapons and armaments in a
mocking tone

"They have no money for tui-
tion, mortgages, hospital bills,

day care centers or homes for.

it

Rhodes said there should have been a procedure in
banning the films and it should not have been done in
"an arbitrary manner.”

“It's easy for schools to come down with things.” he
said.

Students do not complain, or by the Ume they can do
anything about it, the semester is over, he added.

He said this issue w ill definitely be challenged, “but |
don't know when.”

Legg said for the “past 30years,” all school presiden-
tial orders have been questioned.

Rhodes said his next steps include talking again with
Tanner and Freitag and "finding an attorney that has an
interestin the free speech area.”

He said he also wiill talk to people on campus, although
he does notknow yetwho they will be.

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THREE MILE ISLAND SPRINGS LEAK

MIDDLETON, Pa. — Radioactive water leaked for nearly two
hours inside tri%lamaged Three Mile Island nuclear power plant
Monday, but authorities said it appeared no radioactive material
was released outside the facility. “The leak has been isolated
and stopped,” said John Collins, head of operations at the
Nuclear Reoulatory Commission’s office here. State officials
said water had leaked at a maximum rate of nine gallons per
minute between 12:55and 2:40 p.m.

SOVIETS HELP AFGHANS FIND SOCIALISM

KABUL, Afghanistan — Soviet troops in and around Kabul are
keeping a low profile but the grip of their occupation on
Afghanistan is tight. Several thousand Soviet and east German
civilians are installed as “advisers” in government departments.
An official of the Transport Ministry said “they are helping us
turn Afghanistan Into a true socialist country.” Kabul Interna-
tional Airport has become a major Soviet military air base with
heavy traffic of fighter planes, helicopter gunships and troop
transports taking priority over cvllian aircraft.

CRIME INCREASES IN PHOENIX

PHOENIX — Phoenix had over 4,000 more instances of major
crime in 1979 than in 1978, but the number of cases solved also
rose, the city’s police department said Monday. Overall, cases
of murder, rape, robbery, assault, burglary, theft, auto theft and
arson totaled 76,168 last year, up 6 percent from 1978's 71,575,
the department said. The department also said the number of
major crimes cleared by arrests or other means totaled 11,777 In
1979, up 8 percent from the 10,867 in 1978.

CARTER WONT COME OUT AND PLAY

AUGUSTA, Maine — President Carter, the victor in Maine's
Democratic presidential contest, won't even consider changing
his no-campaign policy until there is a break in the Tehran
hostage situation, his spokesman said Monday. Sen. Edward M.
Kennedy’'s allies said the challenger for the Democratic
presidential nomination did so well in losing that Carter will
have to leave the W hite House and campaign actively.

4DEATHSTIED tO ABORTION FUNDS CUTBACK

WASHINGTON — At least four poor women have died as a
result of tha cutoff of practically all federal funds for Medicaid
abortions, according to U.S. medical investigators. In-
vestigators for the federal Canter for Disease Control in Atlanta
said thay have identified eight other deaths resulting from II-
legal or self-induced abortions that could not be linked to the
termination of federal financing of abortions. Two of the eight
were teen-agers who were afraid to tali their parents they were
pregnant.

ANYONE WANT AN ORANGE?

WASHINGTON — The nation’s orange harvest is estimated at
261.4 million boxes, an increase of 24 percent from last
season’s output of 210.4 million boxes, the Agriculture Depart-
ment said Monday. Based on prospects Feb. 1, the new forecast
also was up by approximately 1 percent from 258.4 million
boxes indicated a month ago, the department’s Crop Reporting
Board said.
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Counsel for Board of Regents
to form residency committee

The formation of a committee to revise the
guidelines for determining residency status for
the three state universities wiill be initiated by the
counsel for the Arizona Board of Regents, an ASU
official said Monday.

Regents' counsel Charles Adams met with
Susan Alver, chairwoman of the Fee Status Com-
mittee, and the four Fee Status Committee vice
chairmen Friday on campus, and was convinced
by them thatrevisions are necessary, said Alver.

“We feel that it (the guidelines) can be written
in more understandable terms, so that it com-
municates better to the students and to the (fee
status) committee itself,” Alver said.

The Fee Status Committee is the body which
serves as the appeal board far students who wish
to contest the University Fee Status Office’s
refusal to grant them residency status.

The proposed committee will consist of
representitives from the three state universities,
which are affected by the guidelines.

On Dec. 5, Alver sent a memo to Adams on
behalf of the Fee Status Committee that said it
would like to revise the guidelines. On Jan. 3,
Adams wrote to her, indicating his interest in
meeting with the committee to discuss a possible
revision.

Alver said Adams indicated that the revision

Adams was unavailable for comment.

Bikers to be cited
If proposal passes

Bicyclists on campus will be cited for moving violations if the

Arizona Board of Regents approves proposed revisions in the Univer-.

sity Bicycle Code.

ASU's Safety Committee voted Thursday to amend the existing code
and allow police to ticket bicyclists violating traffic rules.

“Campus police could issue tickets for speeding, running stop signs
and reckless driving (if the revisions are approved),” said Kevin
Cosgrove, Associated Students campus affairs vice president and
committee member.

The revisions would allow University Police to give verbal and writ-
ten warnings and citations.

Cosgrove said code revisions were proposed to pave the way for the
banning of bike riding on Cady Mall.

The committee proposed the ban in its December meeting but could
notactan it until citation authority was established. That proposal will
be discussed at the March a meeting.

Cosgrove said revisions were necessary because of safety problems
between bicyclists and pedestrians.

“The malls are so congested with people, bikes and roller skates. |
hope the regulations w ill make them a little safer,” be said.

Through October and November there were 18 bicycle-related ac-
cidents. Figures for Decemberand January were notavailable.

Regent Rudy Campbell said he saw no problem with the regents ac-
cepting the revisions.

Jim Cooper doesn't have a prayer

Once again, the honorable Rep. Jim Cooper s trying to
shove his sanctimonious beliefs down our collective
throats.

Along with a companion bill which would allow—but
not mandate—a prayer at the beginning of every public
school assembly, the measure now goes to the House
floor where easy passage is expected.

If enacted, the bill most surely will face a con-
stitutional battle in the courts, and for good reason. Itis
in direct contradiction with the separation of church and
state doctrine.

If the courts were to allow such legislation to stand, it

would be a steppingstone toward the complete erosion of
thatdoctrine.

What would Cooper and company come up with next?
Mandatory confession?

The truth is, Cooper and other legislators should be
spending their time attempting to improve the state’s
educational system—not trying to transform it into
something it was never intended to be.

Prayer is a highly individualized, personal approach
to Divinity that has no place in the public schools. Surely
students have enough time out of the classroom to fullfill
theirspiritual needs.

If a child’s parents feel it is so important to start the
day off with a prayer, why not do so at home at the

breakfast table? At school, there will be others that find
it embarrassing and offensive.

Cooper asserts that the proposal “wouldn’'t force
anybody to doanything.”

But at close inspection, the bill governing prayer at
assemblies has an "escape clause” in it, allowing of-
fended students to leave the room during the prayer.

Here lies the bill's greatest danger and worst potential
infringementof people's rights.

A 10-year-old would assuredly face social ostracism if,
because of his or her personal beliefs, he or she would
optto leave the room.

Why not make the students that wantto pray gooutin-
to the hallway? Why should the non-religious be singled
out?

Hopefully, though, this bill will never see “The Light”
ofday.

In this case, Cooper has committed the ultimate
legislative sin: “Thoushalt notviolate the constitution.”

ASU law results
coming in April

Law school applicants will be notified in April whether they have
been accepted into ASU’s College of Law, despite predictions that teat
results would be delayed, the dean of the college said Mooday.

Law School Admissions Test scores are processed through the
Educational Testing Service in Princeton, N.J., where a new com-
puterprogram was putinto operation last month.

But the program was delayed, causing tests to pile up. ETS
predicted a two-month delay in notification of results.

"The changeover problem caused more problems than anyone had
anticipated,” Dean Alan A. Matheson said.

The LSAT scores are forwarded to the individual schools where the
applications are reviewed.

Hie complications at BTS have been reeoived, although there is still
a backlog oftesta, Matheaon said.

"The ETS people have moved on it and die turn-around time is now
normal,” he added.

ASU's law college extended its application deadline from Feb. 15to
April 1to accommodate the computer problems. The April 1deadline
had been used before, but college administrators decided to change it
to the February date this year.

Matheson said the deity caused by the ETS computer had “no
serious effects” onASU's law program.

“It’'s no different than it has been in our history,” he said. "Those
whow ill receive word in April are just like thrwe who received word in
Aprilinthepast”

Dr. Richard Jonea, committee member and director of Student
Health Services, said he has seen the accidents reckless bike riders
cause and there should be some means of controlling them.

Dr. Lee McPheters, committee member, said the regulations were
Imperative to the safety of pedestrians. Currently, cyclists involved in
accidents are notpenalised atall, he said.

“If you had a case ofan accident, the guilty party has no sanctions.
In many cases itlaJusthitandrun,"he said.

But there could be problems with enforcement, McPheters said.

“1 can’t picture motorcycle cope chasing bicycles down the mall,”

University Police Lt. Thomas Godbehere said the police have en-
forced bicycle traffic laws off campus tor almost a year without any
problems. Motorcycle officers usually handle the ticketing, he added.

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Dispute may halt listing
of Instructors' rent units

An ongoing dispute between an ASU faculty
member and the Associated Students Tenants’
Association may force the association to cease
listing apartments and houses owned by faculty
members.

Director Ellen Kelley said the association acts
as a mediating service between landlords and
tenants.

“It is a sticky situation when the landlord is a
faculty member and the tenant is a student,”
Kelley said. “We feel responsible for both, but it is
notfair for us to represent both.

“There is a possibility that we will have to make
a new policy where we can no longer handle
student-faculty disputes. But it is not a definite
thing at this time.”

Kelley said problems between Helen Smith (fic-
titious name) and tenants started last summer
when students complained that their deposits
were being withheld without valid reason.

Smith said she went to court with the cases and
the court ruled in her favor.

“In one case the tenant had broken his lease,”
Smith said. “The judge told the young man he was -
in the wrong and that my contract is a good one.
And 1 still gave him about $100 back, which | was
not obligated to do.

“In the other case, the tenant wanted three
times more money back than he was entitled to. Of
course hewas wrong.”

Kelley said the association was obligated to in-
form other students that it had received com-
plaints about Smith when they inquired about her
as a manager.

should not be done exclusively by

ASU representatives and that the
resulting guidelines would be bet-

ter received if they were written

“We were willing to do the
revising but the main thing is that
it getdone,” Alver said.

She added that her committee
recommended that students be
involved in the revision process.

Alver said that her committee
has written a handout to attempt
to clarify the guidelines for ASU
students until the new committee
has made the revisions.

And
those clauses protect the tenantsas well."

Smith said she tries to be fair with her tenants.

“One of my tenants didn’t have a job or any
money when he first came here, so | let him take
two to three weeks to pay me.

“He turned around and sneaked a dog into the
house without paying the deposit. It is clearly
stated in the lease that a deposit is required to
have a pet. So | deducted the amount from his in-
itial deposit.”

Smith said one tenant tried to use her relation-
ship toan ASU faculty member to influence Smith.

Weinkofsky swam the final leg
of the final relay and opened a
lead that the Sun Devils never
relinquished.

Meg Hoeflich, Gail Amandrud
and Kathy Shipman swam the
first three legs of the race.

The men's team had its
moments also.

“Sam Jones, Blake Johnson
(set a pool record in the 200-yard
individual medley), freshman
Bill Longton in winning the 200
butterfly, and Dan Plant in the
diving competition were all ex-
cellent,” Rose said.

Men’s coach Ron Johnson was
happy with the performances of
the short and middle distance
swimmers, but wasn't at all
satisfied with his long distance
swimmers.
