MOSCOW WILL KEEP
OLYMPICS

LAKE PLACID, N.Y. — The
International} Olympic Com-
mittee announced Tuesday
the Olympic Games will go on
in Moscow as planned, thus
rejecting President Carter’s
call that they be moved or
cancelled because of the
Soviet intervention In
Afghanistan. The I0C had
been deliberating for three
days, although there was little
doubt that the members
would abide by their agree-
ment with the Moscow
Organizing Committee. "The
IOC is fully aware of, and sen-
sitive to, the world conditions
which have created the most
serious challenge to confront
the Olympic Games,” Lord
Killanin, head of the 10C, said
in a news conference Tuesday
night.

CARTER REQUESTS
NUCLEAR GARBAGE DUMP

WASHINGTON — President
Carter proposed on Tuesday
the nation’s first coordinated
effort to store nuclear gar-
bage. “This is a solid policy
that can stand the test of
time,” the president said. Sen-
ding his proposal to Con-
gress, the president said the
government would study
about 11 sites where the
poisonous by-products eof
nuclear power, weapons tests
and medical research could be
hidden at no risk to the en-
vironment.

U.S. mission

returns with
defense deal

WASHINGTON (AP) - An
American military mission
returned Tuesday bom a week-
long trip to East Africa and die
Middle East with commitments
from three countries to allow
increased U.S. access to miltary
facilities, U.S.,officials say.

The reported agreements
readied with Kenya, Somalia
and Oman also would grant the
United States rights to store
military equipment and fuel. In
return for their cooperation, the
three counties would receive
increased U.S. military aid
although the amount have not
yet been specified, said the of-
ficials, who asked not to be
named.

Since the ouster of the pro-
Western monarchy in Iran a
year ago, the United States has
been seeking ways to expand its
military capability in the Per-
sian Gulf and Indtam Ocean
regions to cope with spreading
political turmoil.

Part of this effort has induded
a search for “host country
support” for U.S. air and naval
forces. Late last year, the ad-
ministration decided this role
might be filled by Oman, Kenya
and Somalia.

As an additional measure, the
administration is planning to
create a 110,000-man rapid
deployment force for use in
military emergencies.

Discussions also are under
way on improving intelligence-
gathering methods to keep
abreast of political currents in
the region.

Last month, Presklent Carter
declared the Persian Gulf area
was a "vital interest” of the
United States and that he would
not hesitate to use force to
protect it against outside efforts
to gain contra! of the oil fields.

Hie officials said that of the
three countries that have agreed
to an expanded UiJ. military
role, Oman is by far the most
important because of its location
on the Arabian Peninsula at the
getaway to the Persian Gulf.

Looking before you LEEP helps

The turners of the faro wheel at the ASU Financial
Aids Office (“*Round and ‘round and ‘round she goes,
where she stops —nobody knows! ) have been told fay
the U.S. Department of Justice that the University owes
itmore than $40,000in misallocated federal funds.

And like the gamblers at the wheel of fortune, which
randomly awards big bucks for some and no bucks for
others, 29 criminal justice students might come up the
losers.

Withouteven knowing they placed a bet.

You see, the Justice Department told ASU point-blank
to pay it the money. And the University isn’t about to use
its own funds. Officials say they don’t have it

So it is possible that those at the bottom of this little
totem pole, the students, will be forced by financial aids
director Roger Swanson to pay ASU the $43,200it loaned
them in good faith so that the University doesn’t have to
cough up outof its own pocket

And the fact that it was his own office’s mistake
doesn’t seem to prevent Swanson and his group of
croupiers from telling the students plainly that “the
house always wins.” The loans were issued by the
Justice Departmentthrough the Financial Aids Office as
part of the Law Enforcement Assistance Program.
Under the terms of the loans, students are required to
pay back only a percentage of the money if they work for

a governmentcriminal justice agency upongraduation.

Since most criminal justice students are preparing for
such a career with the government anyway, the LEEP
loan program attracted many needy students whose
ability to pay might have been severely hindered if they
took out a loan with more stringent repayment re-
quirements.

A mix-up in correspondence between the government
and ASU [»«vented students who had received loans for
fall 1979 from learning that the program had been
discontinued.

Foul-ups in the mail aren’t one of the things an
assisted student is responsible for, but it looks like that
kind of logic is being used at the Financial Aids Office.

The students themselves are in a state of shock and
limbo. Some have told the State Press they will be
unable to repay the total amount they borrowed,
something they were notasked to doas a condition of the

loan anyway. And of course, repaymentis especially dif-
ficultfor these students, who have neither graduated nor
even havea job.

One student pointed out she couldn’t graduate even if
she tried. ASU doesn’t let people graduate who owe it
money.

The possibility of the University establishing a LEEP
program of its own has been discussed, butso far it’s all
beenjust talk. Besides, how can the University establish
another program if (as financial aids officials claim) it
doesn’t have any money?

Swanson has tried to rationalise his way out of Ms of-
fice’s responsibility for die loan money by citing a clause
inthe loan agreement thatstates “eachaward... iscon-
ditional upon the availability of federal, institutional or
private funds.” Nofunds, noresponsibility, he says.

Horsefeathers. Is the Financial Aids Office in the habit
of doling out loans that it knew it didn’t have? | would
hope not. That’s called overdrawing, which would still
be ASU's fault. The office was as convinced the money
was there when it gave itoutas the students were.

The Justice Department’s rightful request for its
money back should be honored by the University.

And noweaseling on the part of the Financial Aids Of-
fice will exonerate it either of its error, or of the injunc-
tionagainstitto take its own lumps.

Alaska needs protection

Roughly a year after Congress failed to act on
the issue of federal land in Alaska, the Alaska
Lands National Interest Bill has again emerged
from the Senate Energy and Natural Resources
Committee, and faces imminentaction.

Vehementsupport is clustered around the issue,
and opinion may be roughly divided into the con-
servation attitude, which supports a “strong™ bill
weighted toward conservation, and the develop-
ment attitude, favoring a “weak” bill weighted
toward resource development.

The extensive environmental planning required
for the Alaska Pipeline and its long development
time illustrate the fragility of the far north and the
time lap involved in resource development. If
full-scale development were to begin today, the
known oil fields of Alaska would not be productive
until the turn'of the century. Also, the lifetime of
such fields is surprisingly short (to to IS years as
the case of the celebrated Prudhoe Bay finds).

It is doubtful then, that Alaska’s resources could
alleviate the present energy crisis or provide a
long-term solution to the problem. In fact, there
are good practical and prudent reasons for simply
leaving such things as minerals and petroleum
where they lie: the world’s comsumption (and
particularly the United States’) must eventually
be curtailed, yet it is unlikely that such resources
will become wholly outmoded. Therefore it is pru-
dent, from the standpoint of future generations, to
leave substantial raosrvas untouched.

Conservationists point out that far from all of
Alaska’s resources mo Invoiced. For instance,

two-thirds of the land favorable to mineral
development lies outside the strongest «»nerva-
tion system yet propoeed. Also, setting an area
aside as a national park, wilderness or wildlife
preserve is notan irreversible act. Any resources
“locked up" by today’s legislations may be
"unlocked" by future law.

It is within such a framework of calm restraint
that a “pure” conservationist position is most
compelling. Given such practical reasons for a
strong bill, the lass practical ends of ecosystem
a_rg)(? wildlife preservation become more defen-
sible.

My own position differs somewhat from the
“pure” conservation attitude. 1 would prefer the
label “perpetuationist.” Ae Christopher D. Stone
has argued in Should Trees Nave Standing?, a
“conservationist” wishes to conserve resources
(whether animal, mineral or vegetable) for
someone: heisanthropocentric. Asa result, Stone
says, “in their own right, natural objects have
counted for little, in popular movements in law."

In the Alaska lands issue | see an opportunity,
first and foremost, to carefully plan harmonious
land use emphasising recreation and future needs
(as the conservationist argues); but further, 1 see
in Alaska’s untouched expanses a chance to setan
important precedent: not to save the land for
future generations, nor to reserve It as an
aesthetic playground for man, but simply to say,
“letitbe,” and eternally tum our backs.

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Senate committee
approves health bill

PHOENIX (AP) — Arizona’s counties would have to develop com-
munity mental health treatment centers in three years undera bill ap-
proved Tuesday by the Senate Health Committee.

The panel also recommended Senate passage of bills to remove all
health-care facilities except hospitals and nursing homes from rate
review, to allow doctors to advertise, and to pay the Joint board of
medical and osteopathic examiners.

Senate Bill 1067, the community mental-health measure, would pro-
vide more than $1 million in taxpayer funds to help the State Depart-
ment of Health Services and the counties produce a treatment pro-
gram by July 1963.

The facilities would provide “homelike™ treatment to mentally ill
persons who do not need hospitalization but are unable to function in
the community.

Senate Bill 1062 aims to comply with a recent U.S. Supreme Court
ruling in favor of advertising by doctors, a practice considered “un-
professional” under currentstate law.

The billwas amended in committee to ban only medical ads thatare
false, fraudulent or deceptive, and those which proclaim the quality of
healthcare.

The committee voted, 8-1, with Chairman Robert Usdane, R-
Scottsdale, casting the only dissenting vote. He objected to a portion of
the bill that would make continuing education of physicians an op-
tional qualification rather than a requirement for license renewal by
the State Board of Medical Examiners.

Student'sfossilized egg
veryrare,professorsays

When Kenny Shaw found a SO
million-year-old fossilized reptile
egg while surveying a road in
northwestern Arizona, he had no
idea of its scientific value.

“I thought it was Just an egg,”
said Shaw, an ASU Junior in civil
nnginnciring  “1 figured it was
pretty old, but I hadn’t really
doneanyresearchonit”

Shaw found the egg in the
ground while putting in a road
between Flagstaff and Kingman
in 197V. Last week be decided to
show it to an ASU geology pro-
fessor to find out what it really
was.

"My first impression was that
it must be a fake,” Dr. Robert
Dietssaid witha chuckle. “It was
toogoodto betrue.

"We think it’s a reptilian egg
coming from a turtle, lizard or

shoplifting 1 isstealing.

crocodile,” be said. “It's not a
dinosaur egg, but it is closely
related.”

Diets estimates the egg to be 30
millionyearsold.

“It’s a fairty young egg, really,
compared to other fossilised
efp,” hesaid. “It really has no
market value, bid it has very im-
portantscientific value.”

“There have been other egp
found in Arizona, but as far as |
know there are none of this
species. Fossilized reptile egp
arequiterare.”

Dietz said the internal struc-
ture, incbiding the yoft, has pro-
bably bean fosaUised.

"We plan on taking a
radiograph X-ray to examine the
insides,” he said.

The egg is classified as an am-
niote egg, an egg with a hard

shell which made it possible for
reptiles and birds to leave the sea
and live on the land, Dietz ex-
plained.

"Amniote eggs were part of the
major evolutionary step for
animals to live on land,” he
added.

The egg is about the size of a
medium hen’s egg and measures
V centimeters long and 2.7 cen-
timeters wide. Dietz estimated
its weightto be 3ounces.

Shaw presently has full posse-
sion of the fossilized egg and is
considering donating it to ASU.
The University currently dees not
have any fossilized egp in its
fossil collection.

“l imagine if I give it away it
will be to the University,” he

'‘Mr. Arizona' mellows
after 31 political years

Salado Republican Women.

Yesterday’s Barry Goldwater
often stood up in Congress to bat-
tle a 88-1 vote, if only to make
sure that everyone knew where
he had his feetplanted.

The owner of a notorious record
for being absent from legislation,
Goldwater has been quoted as
saying that when an important
vote comes up, he will be there.

“There is an unbelievable
amount of time wasted in Con-
gress. What’s the point of voting
when you know ahead of time
what the outcome will be,” he
said. “In fact, I’'m doing a study
right now on the voting
characteristics of Congress. You
wouldnt believe how ridiculous
theyare.”

Although he claims never to
have run an easy race in his life,
the general public conaenaua is
that Goldwater doesn't need to
campaign seriouaty. The Arizona
institution appears to be perma-
nent.

He spoke very briefly before
giving the audience theirturn.

Plied with queetions pertaining
to current events and controver-
sies facing the United States,
Goldwater took a definite stand
on the Middle East crisis, the
Olympic boycott and the
reinstatement of draft registra-
tion.

"The U.S. is in more danger to-
day than it has ever been in its
808-yearhistory/' hesaid.

“l see our country tonight in
trouble. The moat serious pro-
blem is that the U.S. has not had
the intelligence, muscle and
courage to handle the insults of
small countries, much lees one
such as Russia.

“If we can’t live thragpi this
attack on our country, we will
becomea third world country and
Russia will be the dominant
economic country."

Goldwater said he supports
President Carter’s boycott of the
1980 Summer Olympics in
Moscow.

“Moscow, which 1 call the
‘Rich Bitch,” stands to lose hun-
dreds of thousands, of dollars in
business and trade. | think if the
boycott is successful, the Soviets
will get out of Afghanistan very
fast.”

Goldwater took a strong posi-
tionagainstthe draft.

“1 was the first man in politics
to suggest ending the draft I
don’t think iris moral unless we
have an emergency.”

Goldwater said he praised
women for their work in the
armed services, but he is firmly
against placing women on the
battlefield.

“1 can tell you right oow that |
have always been opposed to
women in combat and | always
will be.”

Goldwater is a native-born
Phoenician. After retiring from
World War 1l as a U.S. Air Force
major general, he first took
public office on the Phoenix City
Council in 194*,

He earned his first senatorial
postin 1963, and was re-elected in
1983. In 1884 he ran as the
Republican candidate for the
presidency and was defeated by
LyndonB. Johnson.

Goldwater returned to the
Senate in 1918, served again in
1874, and currently is running far
re election to his fifth term.

Tax exemption bill

approved

by panel

PHOENIX (AP) — A 88,900 state income tax exemption for all
Arizona pensioners at age 80 won unanimous approval of the House
Ways and Means Committee Tusaday.

The bill, sent to the House (ktor fay an 11-0 vote, is a substitute for
the annual, unsuccessful atteftipt to allow the exemption for retired

military personnel.

As introduced by Committee Chairman Pete Dunn, R-Phoeaix, and
Rep. Pat Wright, R-Gtandale/the Houae BUI 8040 would have doubled
the exclusion to 86,000, a proposal estimated to cost the state from $80

million in the first year.

More shoplifters are prosecuted at
Tempe Center than any other shopping
center in Tempe, and city police said ASU
students are the reason why.

“Tempe Center catches the moat
shoplifters,” Tempe Police Officer Les
Strickland said. “It’s because the center is
so close to the (ASU) campus and the
stores are heavily shopped by students.”

But the manager of Low Cost,9» S. Mill
Ave., said he doean’t think students are the
primary cause ofthe problem.

“We catch ail types — not Just
students,” Dave Banstra said. “It would
be unfair to blame the problem primarily
onstudents.”

Banstra said students make up more
than halfofthe stare’s business.

“We catch anywhere from aero to 10
shoplifters per week,” he said. "It all
depends on the time of year, the month, the
type of season it is and the type ofseasonal
clothing.”

It is easier to conceal a T-bone steak in-
ids a winter cost than in a sun dress,
Banstra added.

Banstra said Low Coet prosecutes more
shoplifters because the employees are
asked to watch for such crimes.

“We have security working at all our
stores,” besaid.

The store also has a problem with
customers consuming merchandise and
discarding itin the aisles, Banstra added.

Price changing, when the customer
replaces a price tag with another of a
lower price, is treated with the same
degree of offense as shoplifting, Banstra
eaid.

“We prosecute everyone we catch,” he
said.

The store manager of Tower Records,
831S. Mill Ave., said he seises an average
ofoneshoplifter perday.

“Even thoadi they see it right there in
the front of the store, we Still get people
whotry torip usoff,” hesaid.

Gilbert said ktudeots make up a “large
majority” ofthe store’s business.

“We have caught just about everyone,
all kinds,” he said. "Actually, the students
have been pretty goodto us.

“Weve caught mothers with babies,
who have stuffed tapes into the baby
blankets,” GObertsaid.

“A lot of the people we catch have the
money to pay for the stuff in their pocket,”
be added.

Gilbertsaid the police are usually called
whenever a shoplifter is caught, but
sometimes, if the culprit is “really
agreeable,” hewin makean exception.

“We have no set store policy whether to
call the police or net,” he said. “Wed like
the community to know that Tower
Records prosecute* for shoplifting so we
don’t get a reputation for being easy on
criminals.”

Gilbert said tapes are the prime item
stolen from the store, since albums are
harder to conceal.

Strickland said ahoptifth« is “always a
growing problem" since Tempe is con-
stantly expanding in siaeand population.

Roughly 100 shoplifting incidents in
Tempewere reported inH 79.be said.

Strickland aaid a criminal reportiswrit-
ton up by a paUce offkcor after a parson is
caught shoplifting, and a court date is
assigned. The judge decides the fine in
court.

“AHfines vary,” he said. “Some people
are fined several thousand dollars and

"some very little. It all depends on the of-

fenseandthe judge whodecidesthe fine.”

Thelistcentury will becomea "Sovietcentury” if the United States
fails to play a decisive role in the Middle East, a visiting professor
from Israelsaid Tuesday.

“Israel’s concern is that Americans have the resolve and the
determination to remain a superpower,” said Dr. Zvi Ganin.

Ganin, whoteachesat Tel Aviv University, is touring this country to
gainsupportfor Israel. Itoeaday he spoke to an ASUjournalism class.

Ganin said the United Statoe has “tipped the balance of power” by
reducing financial aid to Israel while supplying 96 million in military
aid to EPypt. ) )

Israelis an economically poor state and “the Arabs are flooded with
money,” he added.

Ganinsaid that Israel has extended many offers to the United States
toestablish military bases in Israel.

He also said there has bean little US. response to Israel’s problems
during the pastfive years.

“Coegress has refused to allocate money,” he said, blaming U.S.
“preoccupation with inflation and dependency on oil” for its lack of
financial help to Israel.

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Soviet Invasion
alarms Moslems

Several Moslem spokesmen at ASU say they are worried about the
recant Soviet intervention in Afghanistan and are afraid the invasion
mightspread further inthe Persian Gulfregion.

“The invasion is against people of all religions, not justMoslems. If
these who believe in Gpd do not cooperate, the Soviets will invade the
world,” Moslem Student Association spokesman Sulaiman Alshaye

said.

The Soyiets invaded Afghanistan in late December and replaced the
government with their own regime.

Dr. Jamil Diab, the honorary consul of Jordan and president of the
Phoenix Islamic Cultural Center, also said he was against the invasion
because there was nojustification for the Soviet presence.

“There was nojustification to overthrow a government, even though
itwas Communistic,” he said. “Amin didn’t ask the Soviets to come in
and Kkill him.”

Diab said many Moslems in his homeland are worried and anxious
about the possibility of other major powers moving into the region on
the pretext of protecting vital interests.

Abdulgader Ali, president of the ASU Organization of Arab Students,
mqirf people in his native United Arab Emirates are afraid the invasion
will spread throughout the Persian Gulf.

“1 don’t want anybody invading my home,” he said. “If my country
laattacked, | certainly will gohometo fight.”

Ah said although he fears an invasion of his homeland, he cannot
foresee it in the near future.

Pajiddin Nuriddin, president of the ASU Moslem Students Associa-
tion, said he was against the invasion because the people of
Afghanistan don’t supportit

“In the Islamic religion, we go by what the consensus of the people
want,” he said. “The consensus of Afghans do not welcome this inva-
sion.”

Nuriddin said he could not understand why God-believing people
would welcome atheists into their home.

Several of the spokesmen said they doubted the Soviet presence will
lead to war.

“I don’t want to speculate or further add to doom, but | pray war is
noton the horizon,” Nuriddin said.

Diab said although there is more danger in the area now than in the
past or so years, be doesn’t foresee a war in tte distant future.

The spokesmen said President Carter is handling the situation ad-
mirably.

“We%ove and endorse Carter,” Nuriddin said. “No other presiden-
tial candidate has his qualifications for handling the Afghanistan
crisis.”

Healso said he supported reinstituting draft registration.

“We support America and will give up our lives for Islam and
America,” he said.

Diab «aid he supports Carter's resistance and also is in favor of a
boycott of the 1980 Summer Olympics in Moscow.

“We mustshow how serious our resentment is,” he said.

Alshaye said the Olympics issue is complicated and is not sure
whether the issue should be used for political purposes.

“If it is to be used for politics, it should be used far all nations,” be
said.

Seth Galinsky, chairman of the Phoenix Young Socialist Alliance,
said alUxsjgh his organisation isagainst the Sovietgovernment, it sup-

ports the Soviet intervention in Afghanistan.

N. Korea improves image

North Korea apparently is trying to project a better image in
the West in an effort to open contacts with the outside world.

Dr. Yung-Hwan Jo, director of the ASU Center for Asian
Studies, says English is now taught more widely at the high
school level than Russian; Western cola drinks are being
imported from China; and there’s an expanded effort to train
English-speaking diplomats.

Dr. Jo spent ten days in Pyongyang, the North Korean
capital city, in early September. Recently, he related his obi
servations to the New York Times and the Voice of America.

He noted that the current dissension within the South Korean
Army may presentan opportunity for the North to stir up more
political unrest,.

He believes the military threat posed by North Korea has
been over-estimated by the United States and South Korea.

Because an important aspect of the
production involves superimposing

Kabuki theater ona Broadway musical,
LOT. has invited several guest
specialists to participate in' the direc-
tionand design.

They are stags director John Stone
Porter of Carmel Valley, Cal., who
served as L.O.T. stage director from
1*73-77; scenic designer Gary Campbell
of USC; costume designer Donna Bartz
of the ASU theater department faculty,
a specialist in Oriental design; and
choreographer Kansuju Fujiama, a
specialist in Japanese dance. Porter
and Campbell collaborated two years
ago on the L.O.T. production of “Can-
dide.”

Joining them are L.O.T. regulars:
Seipp as conductor of the orchestra,
Brian Hall as musical director, Paul
Estes as lighting designer, and Nancy
Bloemendaai as hair and makeup
designer.

“Pacific Owvertures” is a witty,
tongue-in-cheek history lesson about
the westernization of Japan, from the
arrival of Commodore Perry in 1853 to
the present It shows the effects of
chaige on the andent and ritualistic
society otJapan, change which touched
everyone from the down the class lad-
der to the samurai, the farmers and the
craftsmen.

“We wanted the right people for the
cast —those who could sing, act and
danco as wall as handle sty Ussd Kabuki
techniques, energise solo scenes, and
be flexible enough to fit In as ensemble
players —so wo started audtttoaing in
October,” Seippsaid.

“laJapan, anactorin Kabuki theater
has hsen brought up in the tradition by
Ms family. The actors ara tratnsd in a
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discipline, an art form that could have
easily involved a family for 300years,”
director Portersaid.

It took four months to select the cast
for the innovative show, an ensemble
piece with Xl leads and no chorus. Inad-
dition, there are 11 Kabuki theater “ex-
tras," known as proscenium servants.

Dressed in black, these vital but “in-

visible” members of the production
change sets, deliver and work the
props, change actors costumes, and
transform themselves silently into
trees, clownish firemen, tidal waves,
floorboards, amasinB and sailors.
' “Though Japanese audiences regard
them as non-existent, they are in-
credibly important to the show," Seipp
said.

“The color black is considered
“neutral” in Kabuki theater. When an
actor dies onstage, one of the neutral
characters will place a black cloth over
the crouching figure. Even thouQi the
figure is still visible to the audience, the
doth device signals that the character
hasitted,” Porteradded.

“Pacific Overtures” is “everything
youd ever want in a musical
although the dancing girls may bea lit-
tle hard to find,"Seipp said

He added that “some viewers will be
mesmerised by the beauty of Sond-
heim’s music. Others will be fascinated
by the genius of Sondheim’s lyrics or
the entertaining aspects of the show’
theatricality,” Seipp said.

“And if you’re still looking for those
dancing girls, keep an eye out for the
American, French, Dutch, British and
Russian admirals — roles played by
five gorgeous women!” he said.

On Broadway, Oriental men played
both female and male roles. In the ASU
version, mem and women appear inter-
changeably in male and female roles.

The show will be staged at 8 p.m.
February IS, 18, 30, 22 and 23 and at 3
p.m. February 24 in the Music Theater.
Tickets for these performances are 85,
83 for full-time students. A special stu-
dent preview will be staged tonight at 8
in the Music Theater. Tickets for that
show will bo 81 with ASU I.D.

Douglas cancelled the New Mexico trip to recruit in the San Fran-
ciscoarea this week.

“1’m just as agressive and optomistic as ever, and regardless of
what problems we have, we’re still going to come out on top. I’ve been
assnrrrl by the athletic director (Dr. Joe Kearney) that whatever
frustrations | have will be remedied, and when a guys tells me that, it
gives meincentivetodoa greatjob.”

The frustration is the universal message — money. Douglas has,
whatis referred to in the divorce circles, ran out.

“There’s been a tremendous jump in airline fares that ate a lot of
my budget, and gasoline and all energy, besides my having to do more
recruiting to overcome the problems we face at ASU.”

The University budget hasn’t allowed for increases in the things
n«mguc is talking about, so he got the same amount this year as he did
last, but is spending a considerable amount more. Aclear case of pari-
ty in a half-nelson you mightsay.

“In the past, we have been going onan even level (in recruiting), but
we’re a little behind right now, against everyone. The real tale of the
story will be when we ask them (recruits) to sign the letter-of-intent.

Douglas has made the choice, to go after the recruits instead of ac-
cepting an invitation, even with the knowledge he might get his own in-
vitation refused. Even for a battleship, a rock and a hard place is a
rough landing.
