U.S. AGREES TO
HOSTAGE RELEASE PLAN
Tha Unltad Stataa has

agreed In principle to a plan
for release of American
hostages In Tehran, it was
reported Wednesday, but the
White House declined com-
ment. lran’s president said
Avyatollah Ruhollah Khomeini
accepted athree-point “action
plan” for the release. It was
not known If the reported U.S.
acceptance was of a plan
disclosed earlier this week by
President Abolhassan Ban!
Sadr of Iran, or whether Bani
Sadr’s initial plan had been
changed. The report on the
U.S. acceptance, carried by
ABC News, said the hostages
would not be held by the Red
Cross or any other third party.
Instead, ABC said, they would
be released to United Nations
officials in Tehran after the
members of a commission
were named.

CARTER ENDORSES
COMMISSION PLAN FOR

HOSTAGES’ RELEASE

WASHINGTON — President
Carter said Wednesday night
he will support establishment
of an "appropriate commis-
sion with a carefully defined
purpose” as a way to end the
stalemate over American
hostages in Iran. Carter did
not define the purpose, nor
did he suggest that the
release of the hostages, held
102 days, was imminent.

BEER AT THE ZOO0,

COLISEUM TOO?
PHOENIX — The executive
director of the State Coliseum
and Exposition Board told
senators Wednesday that it
was “ridiculous” that people
could buy beer at the Phoenix
Z0o but not at the coliseum.
Appearing before the Senate
Government Committee, Tom
Clark also said the state was
overlooking substantial
revenue by continuing its ban
on beer sales. His comments
came before the committee

voted 5-2 to permit sales of
beer at the coliseum and state
fairground. Committee ap-
proval sent the bill, which has
failed repeatedly in past
legislative sessions, to the
Senate floor.

NAVY PILOT KILLED
IN YUMA CRASH

YUMA —The pilot of a Navy
Jet trainer carrying live or-
dinance was killed Wednes-
day when his plane plunged
into a line of parked aircraft
after takeoff at the Marine
Corps Air Station here and
burst Into flames. Official
identified the pilot as Marine
1st Lt. Steve Scott, 25, Daley
City, Calif. Marine Mal. Dan
Dorn said the plane which
crashed was an A-4 Skyhawk
assigned to VT25 Squadron
based at the Navy Air Station
in Beeville, Texas.

1ST SPECIAL ELECTION
IN 15YEARS
SCHEDULED
PHOENIX Legislative
leaders Wednesday set May
20 as the date for the first
special election in 15 years on
a proposed constitutional
amendment. Senate President
Leo Corbet, R-Phoenix, and
House Speaker Frank Kelley,
R-Scottsdale, told a news con-
ference that Arizonans would

be asked to vote that day on
tax and spending limitations
now before a special session
conference committee.

ARIZONA SUPREME COURT
REFUSES DEATH PENALTY
CASE

PHOENIX — The Arizona
Supreme Court refused
jurisdiction Wednesday in an
attempt by convicted Killer
Willie Lee Richmond to show
that the state’s death penalty
has been used unfairly against
black men. Richmond’s at-
torney, Allen Minker, asked
the high court to overturn an
order issued by Pima County
Superior Court Judge Richard
Roylston in a re-sentence
hearing for Richmond.

Employeesgripe
abouttreatment

More than 40
employees attended a Wednes-
day meeting with the ASU per-
sonnel director to voice com-
plaints against the housing
department.

“1 didn’t expect this kind of a
crowd," Henry Koelbl said.

' The meeting was requested by
the ASU Staff Personnel Commit-
tee after several employees of
housing and physical facilities at-
tended a January meeting and
voiced complaints.

Asimilar meeting will be held
Thursday between Koelbl and
physical facilities employees.

“l want to meet with the
employees one on one so they can
express their concerns to me,"”
Koelblsaid. "I want to know what
the problems are, if there are
problems, so | can determine
somesolutions.”

Koelbl said he would prefer to
discuss the complaints with
supervisors and allow them to
take action.

“If no action is taken, then it
would be put in writing to the ad-
ministration, but the supervisor
should have the first shot at act-
ing' on my suggestions,” he
added.

One housekeeper, who asked
that her name bis withheld, said

housing # she knew of three women who

had gone to Koelbl with com-
plaints, but no action had been
taken.

“Mr. Koelbl has been aware of
lots of problems," she said.

The same woman said the hous-
ing administration intimidated
employees from attending the
Wednesday meeting.

"We were sent a letter inviting
us all to attend the meeting, even
if we only had positive
statements,” she said. "Then we
received a phone call, 1 don't
know who it was from, that said
only those who have complaints
can go.

“That intimidated a lot of the
housekeepers and they started
backing out. But the order was
changed this morning (the morn-
ing of meeting) and they said
everyone could go.”

Outside the meeting room, a
maintenance employee, who also
asked that his name not be
released, said the regulations set
up by the Arizona Board of
Regents are not followed by the
housing administration.

"They change whatever they
wantto change,"” he said.

Quakers to provide
draft-release advice

Draft counseling Kir ASU
students seeking exemption will
be available within a week, a
spokesman for the Religious
Society of Friends (Quakers)
said Wednesday.

“We should be ready at test
within another week,” Carl
Wallen said. “1’m in the process
of preparing a letter to present to
the members (Quakers) at our
next meeting so we can be
ready."

Wallen, an ASU education pro-
fessor, said that persons seeking
exemption, particularly con-
scientious objector status, should
begin preparing documentation
immediately.

He said there is something
unique and different about the
new process compared with the

previous process used during the
Vietnam War.

“Previously when draft cards
were issued, you could file for ex-
emption status, like minister or
4F, when you registered,” Wallen
said. “That’s notthe case now.”

The person registering does not
file for exemption until he or she
receives an induction notice, he
said.

“They only have 15 days from
the date the induction notice was
mailed to getan exemption claim
in,” Wallen said.

Realistically this means about
10days, he added.

“That’s why anyone consider-
ing an exemption should start
getting ready right now,” he said.

And it’s fair to assume they go through a lot of aspirin,
because the classes they get are the largest and most
basic.  Inthe English department, forexample, every
fundamental writing class averages XI students, writing
about5,000words each, per semester.

Althm«h most work as hard or harder as many full
faculty members, they are not allowed to particpate in
University insurance plans, they are not helped with
registration fee waivers, and nobody bothers to issue
them even a basic cost-of-living raise.

English department assistants, for example, get the
princely sum of $1,1012 per class section. Assistants at
the University of Washington receive $2,619 for every
class they teach.

At Washington State, the going rate is $1,755 per sec-
tion; atthe Umversﬂy of Oregon it’s $1,616.

"And ASU isn’t the only Arizona school lagging painful-
ly behind the times; the $1,262 per section TAs get at the
University of Arizona ain’t hardly ransom for no king
neither.

Tough but clean

We are sending this letter, on behalf of ourselves and others who
were involved in the Arizona State football program from 1967 through
1971. We have become aware of various allegations made against
Frank Kushduring this period, via the media.

Having been on the scene, we feel compelled to give an accounting of
ourexperiences in Coach Kush’s program.

In the football program at ASU, mental alertness as well as physical
cniytitinning was stressed. Coach Kush and the coaching staff were
aware of the fact that not every player had the same physical
capabilities. They schooled us to use our knowledge of various football
techniques to overcome lack of size and strength.

The mr— gr of being better prepared than the opposition was con-
stantly relayed by the coaching staff. At no time was anyone ever
pmii«heH for his lack of physical ability. Mental mistakes were not ac-
ceptablee to the staff, and were assigned various drills. Those guilty of
mental errors during a practice were given stadium steps to ran after
practice, extra sprints, or perhaps givena “hamburgerdrill.”

The “hamburger drill" involved various aspects of the game block-
ing, m«*Hng, etc. . . . These drills were never excessive or of a
maiirifivks nature. Physical pain or injury was never the intent of such
drills. They were merely a way of instilling in us not to make the men-
tal mistakes.

We never saw any pipes, chibs, ropes or anything of the sort In no
way were we ever threatened or physically abused. Coach Kush
helped us instill pride in ourselves, the Job we did on the football field
and foremastour team.

Although Kush ran a tough football program, it was a clean pro-
gram. Everyone was made aware of Kush’s philosophy and the
gyv”~in—he set up. We feel that the allegations made against Coach
Kush, concern«™* this period are unjustand untrue.

Sometimes whenan athlete’s collegiate career doesn’t go the way he
envisions it, he begin to look for a scapegoat. We see this as the case
involving some of our former teammates and Coach Kush.

We would like to express our appreciation to Coach Frank Kush, for
having given us the opportunity to play for him, know him and learn
from him. We take great pride in being graduates from Arizona State
University and FraMt Kush’s football program. How can a man give
so much and end up with so little in return?

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House bill would abolish
government loyalty oath

A bill that would abolish portions of a loyalty
oath signed by all Arizona state employees before
they can receive pay is being considered by the
state Legislature

Signing of the oath has been a statutory require-
ment since 1961, but parts of the pledge were
declared unconstitutional 14years ago by the U.S.
Supreme Court

The bill, which would bring the oath in line with
the court ruling, has been introduced in the House
of Representatives by Rep. Peter Goudinoff, D-
Tucson.

Itwould delete a major section of the oath which
requires the signer to disavow any association
with the Communist Party and acknowledge that
any attempt to overthrow the government would

In the 1966 case of Alfbrandt vs. Russell, a Tuc-
son teacher refused to sign the oath because she
was unsure of its implications.

The court declared the passages in the Arizona
oath an “unconstitutional legislative gloss on an
otherwise valid oath.”

Portions of the oath were declared “too vague,"
but the statutory law was never changed to
recognize the verdict.

The statute also states that it is illegal to run in
an election as a communist, and that in itself is un-
constitutional, Goudinoffsaid.

Rep. John Kromko, D-Tucson, asked the at-
torney general to issue an opinion on the oath's
legality in 1979. The Supreme Court results were

"People can file a claim for ex-
emption by filling out a form and
answering a series of six ques-
tions,” he said. "They will also
need letters of support from other
persons attesting to the beliefs of
that person.”

Students can obtain informa-
tion about draft exemptions by
writing in care of Friends
(Quaker) Draft and Military

Counseling, Danforth Chapel,
ASU 85281, Wallen said.
Wallen cited the Supreme

Court decision of United States
vs. Welsh as the basis for claim-
ing conscientious objector status.

"The draft law exempts all per-
sons whose conscience is spurred
by deeply held moral, ethical or
religious beliefs that would give
them no rest or peace if they
allowed themselves to become
part of an instrument of war,”
Wallen said.

“It’s important to note that
reasons can be moral, ethical or
religious. Areligious background
is not necessary forexemption.”

He added there are two types of
conscientious objector status.

“The first is for anyone in op-
position to all war and the other is
for those persons who refuse to
kill butwill serve in military posi-
tions not related to combat,”
Wallen said.

Selective objection, as in just
objecting to the Vietnam War, is
not grounds far exemption, he
said.

The process for draft registra-
tion will require a person to go to
their local peat office and fill out
a form which asks far one's
name, permanent address, date
of birth and Social Security
number. No draft card will be

Prof wants

real estate
data bank

A research Institute to collect
data about real estate in Arizona
may be formed in ASU’s College
of Business Administration.

“Presently, there is no real
estate research institute in-the
state of Arizona,” said Jerry Poe,
chairman of the finance depart-
ment. “There are some kinds of
teal estate research performed
by private groups, but there is no
organized way to focus research
activities in the state.”

Poe said if the proposed
research institute is approved by
the Arizona Board of Regents at
its monthly meeting this weekend
in Tucson, real estate faculty and
students will be able to collect
data to be published and made
available for public use.

“Industries or other groups
might find data useful for zoning
or land-use studies,” he said.

Some of the data found could
also be used by students and
faculty for academic research,
he added.

“Real estate related seminars
are presently conducted by the
college, but at the present time
we don't have a vehicle to per-
form research,” Poe said.

“We have a very substantial
program of real estate in the
Business College and an ample
group of faculty with expertise,”
he said. “With this we can bring
together a substantial research
Interest.”

Real estate research institutes
already exist In ISstates of major
industry, said Jay Butler, an ASU
real estate professor. Arizona's
industry and real estate activity
is increasing, and a need exists
for available research data, he

“We would supply the data for
people in the state to do
forecasting,” Butler oakl.

A magazine put out by ASU’s
Bureau of Business and
Economic Research called
Arizona Business could he a
wH I for published real estate
data, beadded.

Poe said, “We really dont
know what the hill potential of a
new research institute could be.
Nothing is firm yet except the
concept.”

He added that he has no idea
how much such an institute would

cost.

Rugby team, coach honored

The ASU rugby team is good,
and it shows —all over its coach
Barry Carterand itself.

Carter has been named to the
exclusive Pacific Union Coaches
Panel, an eight-member board
that discusses, recommends and
implements policy for coaching
of representative rugby teams in
the Western United States.

For itself, the team has been in-
vited to compete in the Monter-
rey Tournament in California,
another exclusive event that
features 32 of the world’s beat
rugby team, including clubs from
New Zealand, England and
Australia. UCLA is the only other
American team invited thus far
this year.

“My appointment comes
largely from the way the team
has performed over the last
three vyears,” Carter said.
“Without the right players, a
coach is no good. It’s the players
responding to the coaching that
makes him a success.”

The rugby team is 103 this
season, including a 29-0

demolishing of USC last week at
Sun Devil Stadium. The team
compiled a 1617 mark with a
“very young and inexperienced
team” in the 1977-78season, and a
17-7-1 record in 1978-79.

“We are two deep everywhere
and three deep in most positions
this year,” Carter said. “My first
year (1977-78) we were young and
inexperienced and still scored
well.”

In Carter’s second year, the
team scored 599 goals while giv-
ing up 2S3, and has 273 this year
against99.

The team dropped a 1812 deci-
sion to a talented Cal State-Long
Beach team last Sunday. Long
Beach flew five players into
Tempe especially for the match
at Sun Devil Stadium.

Leading the team this year are
outside center Bob Hampton and
fullback Ray Nelson. Nelson has
scored 50 points in the last four
games for the Devils.

This marks the first year the
ASU rugby team has been invited
to Monterrey, and the first time

an ASU coach has been named to
the Pacific Coaches Panel.

The Monterrey tournament is
scheduled for March 22 and 23,
with each team playing four
gamesoverthe twodays.

The Pacific Panel members
are from both university and club
sportrugby teams.

“l think after this year some
MC rule changes are going be
ntade because they’re inconsis-
tent (internationally),” Scott
said. "Like the communist coun-
tries — their government sup-
ports them IQOpercent financial-
ly and they can train as long as
theirana worlddees level.

“Even in a lot of “free’ coun-
tries, top athletes receive
monies. | think the U.S. has a
ways to go in the way they handle
their amateur athletes. The AAU
takes nine-tenths of the money
and that leaves Just a little pit-
tance for the athletes”

Scott knows where the cellulite
is in the USOCend AAU.

"The AAU and U.S. Olympic
Committee have got milliono of
dollars and all that money is go-
ing into the middle man’s pocket
(By that) I mean the coaches who
are not doing anything and
useless clinics. They built an
Olympic training site in Colorado
where half the year you cant
evengothere. It’s stupid.”

Star jocks do one of three
things when they retire: became
sports casters, promote products
or both. In Chicago, where Scott
recently went to promote his
company’s products, he saw a lot
of "prostitution” —that is people
selling their names to products
that arent necessarily el they
should be.

"In Chicago, | saw Sugar Ray
Leanord and others eododng pro-
ducts. | saw Bruce Jenner pro-
mote products that he probably
couldnt use (personally),” Scott
said.

Jenner and others are going for
the bucks and may not be too in-
terested in the product they sell,
gcott feels.

"He’s a spsrtseeelor, he sails
Bruce Jenner shoes which are
trash and I could think of at least
four other things he’s behind.
When you flood the market,
you’re prostituting yourself. |
would fed I'm prostituting
myselfif I did that.”

But isn’t that just what he’s do-
ing by endorsing the gortex suits
and other ham of hie company?
Scottdoesn’t think so

“1 know whet goes into produc
tton,” be said. "I wouldn’t stand
behind them if 1 didn think they
werethebeet”

Scottgraduated from Cal State-
Irvine two yean age with a
degree in social ncd”y with a
teaching minor. He woe peached
gut by A8U track coach Lan
Miller When MUTter task the ASU
jab, Scottwas netfar hahiad.

Although Scott jest traine with
the Sun Devils, he ie an seed
Miller said.
