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Fall in interest rate 
won’t affect loans, 
aid official predicts

While government estim ates indicate a rise in student loan 
applications will occur after next week’s scheduled decline in 
interest rates, ASU officials do not believe the rate change 
will make a difference.

Paul Barberini, director of student financial assistance at 
ASU, said the rate decline will affect« “very small number” 
of students. Interest rates on federally guaranteed loans are 
scheduled to decrease from 9 percent to 8 percent on Tues­
day.

“The real issue is that you can’t get an 8 percept loan if 
you’ve borrowed before,” Barberini said, adding that 
students who have borrowed previously will continue to 
receive the same rate.

He said even if this sem ester’s first-tim e borrowers apply 
for loans after the new ra te  is instituted, they will still receive 
a 9 percent loan because ASU’s enrollment period started 
before Sept. 13, when the new rate becomes effective.

“In reality, the only people who will receive the new rate 
are first time borrowers who apply for a loan in January,” 
Barberini said. “There aren’t many students who meet that 
requirem ent.”

Government officials previously had said many students 
are delaying their loan applications until after Sept. 13. But 
Barberini said many students are misinformed about who is 
eligible for the lower rate.

“Only those schools with enrollment periods starting after 
next Tuesday will be able to give their students the 8 percent 
loan,” he said. “Not many schools across the country begin 
enrollment that late.”

The new interest rate is based on the rate paid on U.S. 
Treasury Bills. Students who qualify for the 8 percent rate 
will continue to receive that rate as long as they are eligible 
for federally funded student loans.

Government figures indicate that a student borrowing 
$2,500 per year for four years will save $642 in interest over 
the 10-year period in which the $10,000 would have to be 
repaid.

Barberini said the 1 percent drop will not make much dif­
ference to students because most do not receive, the max­
imum amount. The average ASU student receives $2,200 per 
year, he said.

“Also, most ASU students are not here for four years, so we 
don’t ha've many who receive the $10,0Q0 maximum,” 
Barberini said. “The decrease just won’t make that much 
difference.”

Regents to assess request for non-profit company

ASU will ask the Arizona Board of 
Regents this weekend to approve a request 
that would allow the University to form a 
non-profit corporation to handle all opera­
tions of the University Research Park.

The University is asking the board to 
allow ASU to establish the corporation “to 
plan, finance, develop, and operate" the 
park.

The corporation would lease the parie for 
50 years and turn over the net revenues 
from the park to the ASU Foundation. The 
University would receive all assets if the 
corporation were liquidated.

Several regents have raised questions 
about whether control of the park would re­

main with the University if it were operated 
by a non-profit corporation.

Regent Thomas Chandler expressed con­
cern a t a recent study session during which 
the prelim inary designs were shown.

"I'm  not a turf protector,” Chandler said. 
“But the control of the research park should 
be under ASU like other Colleges and depart­
m ents.”

Chandler added that he is not opposed 
“outright” to the concept of a corporation 
overseeing the park.

ASU also will ask the board for an addi­
tional $200,000 in funding for the University 
Research Park.

The board initially approved $100,000 of 
the original $330,000 budget request a t the

July meeting and the request being submit­
ted has been trimmed 3.5 percent to 
$318,696, according to documents submitted 
to the board.

Reginald Owens, director of the research 
park office, said he is “very optimistic” 
about receiving the funds.

The University also will be asking for 
$15.33 million in capital outlay, $14 million of 
whieh is slated for a student services 
building, according to Bob Beeman, ex­
ecutive coordinator for the vice president of 
business affairs.

Although the request will likely get ap­
proval from the board, Beeman said 
chances are “slim that these will get 
legislative approval.” .

ASU received no money for m ajor capital 
outlay for the current year, he said, but was 
able to make minor capital expenditures 
such as furniture and office equipment.

The board also will consider realocation pf 
$1.4 million-received by U of A from federal 
lands held in trust by the state. The proposal 
would provide ASU and NAU with more 
than the 16 percent they now receive from 
the normal schools trust lands.

U of A takes in the remaining 84 percent 
from four other types of trust lands.

In other business, the board will consider 
a request for. ap p ro v a ls  the acquisition of 
real property. ASU officials declined 
Thursday to comment on what specific pro­
perty was under consideration.
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Arizona banks increasing
PHOENIX (AP) — The number of banks operating in 

Arizona has increased three-fold in the past decade, and 
m ore are  on the horizon.

A decade ago, Arizona listed only 11 banks. As of last sum­
m er, there w ere 25.

But now, 34 banks—with about 650 offices—are operating 
in the state. Three more plan to open their doors this month, 
according to the Arizona Bankers Association. And still 
others are being formed — a lengthy process which can take 
a  year or more.

Heavy snow  next year 
could cause more flooding

NEEDLES, Calif. (AP) - Heavy snowfall in the Rocky 
Mountains next winter could mean, more trouble along die 
flood-plagued Colorado River, Bureau of Reclamation Com­
missioner Robert Broadbent warned Thursday.

“If we have an average year, we will be all right,” Broad- 
>hent told reporters attending an inquiry by the House Com­

m ittee on Interior and Insular Affairs. “If we have anything 
more, we’ll be in trouble.”

Broadbent said he is concerned over the ability of his agen­
cy to release enough water from Colorado River reservoirs 
this fall to provide space for the traditional spring flows.
. He said bureau officials hope to create 5.3 million acre-feet 
of storage space in the reservoirs by January.

Phelps Dodge, unions resume talks
PHOENIX (AP) — Negotiators for Phelps Dodge Corp. 

and striking copper unions went behind closed doors 
Thursday with federal mediator Sam Franklin as the two 
sides resumed contract talks in a strike that began July 1.

Franklin had suspended the talks Aug. 29, saying there was 
no point in continuing until a t least one side agreed to a 
significant change of position. He apparently changed his

miwH after talking with Gov. Bruce Babbitt, who reportedly 
believes continuation of the talks reduces the chance of
violence in the southern Arizona mining communities.

The talks have deadlocked on the company’s insistence on 
gHminating a  cost-of-living pay adjustment in contracts that 
expired June. 80 and its demand for cuts in other areas, in­
cluding starting pay for new workers and health benefits for 
all union-covered workers.

Reagan orders 
Aeroflot offices closed

WASHINGTON (AP) —  President Reagan ordered 
Thursday thut the U.S. offices of Aeroflot be closed, and 
itomnnriari that all American a ir carriers and travel agents 
sever their business ties with the Soviet airline, the world s 
largest, officials said.

Reagan’s latest step aimed a t punishing the Soviets for the 
riggtmrtinn of a South Korean jumbo je t follows an announce­
ment Monday of limited sanctions on cultural exchanges and 
other transportation agreements.

It comes, too, after Secretary of State George P. Shultz m et 
in Madrid with Soviet Foreign Minister Andrei Gromyko and 
declared he got a “totally unacceptable” explanation for the 
downing of the 747 jetliner, killing 269 people, including Rep. 
Larry McDonald, D-Ga., and many other Americans.

Congressional sources, who asked not to be identified, said 
the president was ordering the New York and Washington of­
fices of Aeroflot closed.

Students refute complaints 
gf Health Center employees

Employee complaints about changes a t 
tbe Student Health Service are unjustified 
because there have been more positive than 
negative responses to m ost of the new pro­
gram s, according to a  member the Student 
Health Advisory Committee.

A m ajor concern of the committee lately 
has been controversy over the appointment 
system, which allows students to request 
specific doctors and times, said Mark 
Carpenter, vice president of the committee.

He said the system has been generally 
supported by the students but has caused 
much uneasiness among employees.

Some employees claim  the system ties up 
workers who could be Jidping patients and 
reducing thgir w ait

Several current and form er employees a t 
the facility have expressed dismay over 
other changes made in  the past year fay 
Monty Roth, director of the Student Health 
Service, including' excessive bookwork 
caused by the new system.

UI don’t  drink tbe employees’ complaints 
are  justified a t  all. The students’ views are 
what’s  im portant,” Carpenter said.

The only reason employees might be upset 
is because the new program s require them 
to work harder, he added.

The Student Health Advisory Committee 
conducts periodic studies on file number of 
patients a t the facility and file waiting time 
to see a doctor, and accepts student com­
plaints and suggestions.

In the past year, there have been two com­
pliments and one complaint concerning the 
appointment system issued by students to 
the committee, he said.

The complaint was filed last November, a 
month after tbe system was established, by 
a  student who claimed she waited 20 
minutes for a  doctor and said she would 
have used the appointment system but she 
was not aw are of i t

There have been no com plaints'or Com­
pliments filed this sem ester concerning the 
appointment system or any other changes a t 
the facility.

Carpenter said study results indicate the 
longest waiting period incurred by a  student 
last sem ester was 40 minutes because the 
patient had no records and had to fill out 
forms before being treated.

The average waiting period for a  patient 
with an appointment last sem ester was six 
minutes, he said. There are no statistics on 
walk-in patient waiting times.

He added that if a person went to a  private 
physician it would not be unusual to w ait an 
hour.

Last week, Carpenter was in the facility 
for treatm ent and waited 25 minutes to see a

doctor, which he considers “ quite 
reasonable.”

The busiest day this sem ester was on Aug. 
29 when the facility served 288 people. The 
average this sem ester has been 262.2 pa­
tients daily.

Students wishing to reduce their wait to 
see a doctor can call 965-3349 to make an ap­
pointment 24 hours in advance.

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Marxism and Christianity are dire
It is trendy now to consider the possibility 

of merging Christianity with Marxism. For 
many, the m erger makes Marxism “godly” 
and Christianity “human” or “sociologi­
cally” passible.

It is no longer uncommon to hear of 
graduate students working on dissertations 
which attem pt to apply cultural problems to 
the Christian-M arxist model. Not is it 
unusual for so-called Peace Studies depart­
ments to sponsor lectures on strategies for 
Christian-M arxist “campaigns for peace.”

Neo-Marxist scholars deride the idea that 
the two are diam etrically opposed. They 
naively make a distinction between “true” 
M arxist thought and the “misapplication” 
of it by overzealous Soviet leaders, thereby 
justifying their acceptance of M arxist doc­
trine.

To take the most recent example, the 
bombing of a Korean airliner by the Rus­
sians is dism issed as a sad but 
understandable mistake. Certain scholars 
and intellectuals refuse to understand the 
bombing as evidence of the savage brutality 
inherent in Marx’s theoretical offspring, 
Soviet Communism. Yet it m ust be obvious 
that neither the theory nor its offspring care 
a t all for the dignity of man.
.Given the fundamental precepts of Chris­

tianity and Communism, to accept one is to* 
reject the other. Marx redefined man, 
reduced him to the animal state, revised 
history and twisted the meaning of work 
(thus allowing for millions of people to be 
put in slave labor camps ).

Marx would laugh a t any suggestion of 

merging his doctrine with Christianity. To 
merge them is in effect to do as Hegel sug­
gested: keep the Church but gut its mean­
ing.

We must begin to understand Marx s 
definition of “man,” from which his 
understanding of all human institutions and 
systems of government proceeds. Man is 
economic m an to Marx. He is one who 
needs, who m ust work to satisfy needs. Ac­
cording to Marx the economy largely

independent intellect (not held bound to cir­
cum stances or environm ent) which 
separates him from animals and allows him 
to choose either to live by moral law or to 
live in a perverted independence apart from 
it.

In complete contrast, Christianity, indeed 
all Classical thinking, has always held that 
m eptiai to human life and society is a 
moral law: a universal and constant code of 
behavior, a defense of justice, and an inner 
directive which demands respect for life. It

m easures the success of m an’s ventures and 
is, therefore, the basis for human life.

Men, M arx asse rts , m ust shape 
themselves to the “mode of production.” 
Man is indeed created by his environment.

Marx scoffed a t all morality, philosophy, 
religion and politics as products of man’s 
environment. His view completely opposes 
Christianity’s definition of man as having an

is hardly a convention which conforms itself 
to the whims of men.

These concepts cannot be considered com­
patible with Marxist ideology. Christians 
behind the Iron Curtain regard even the 
phrase Christian-Marxism as an anomoly. 
Certainly they must deem Western pro­
ponents of Christian-Marxism deluded, 
deceptive or desperately naive.

They are all too aw are that Marx has in­
structed his followers to reject entirely the 
notion of God. For with Marx, man, the 
animal, is only fully animal if the herd 
works collectively for the common good. 
Thus, the notion has no meaning.

Those who would like to integrate Marx­
ism and Christianity have obstinately refus­
ed to understand Marx, to say nothing of the 
history and character of the Soviets.

One should not overlook the two views of 
evil. To Christianity, evil is - corrupted 
goodness, or as St.* Augustine said, the 
absence of good.

Marx, as should be expected, redefines 
evil. Evil is anything which undermines ab­
solute state control of production and by ex­
tension labor. Christianity is an “evil” 
because it insists on the superiority of the 
worker over his work, individual conscience 
over party doctrine, and the dignity of peo­
ple over five-year plans.

Furtherm ore, for Marx, all that “appears 
evil” is man-made and can be eradicated by 
man, by a change in the “mode of produc- 
tion.” .

Christianity, unlike Marxism, does not 
regard politics or economics as redem ptive., 
It does warn man about The corrupting 
power of wealth, although it does not say 
that wealth is inherently evil.

Marxism and Christianity are opposites 
simply because man cannot be considered, 
simultaneously, a  strictly economic entity 
and a spiritual being.

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Emergency medical service provided 
for ASU student organizations, events

ASU has its own version of paramedics — the Sahuaro 
Emergency Service.

The all-volunteer student group provides emergency 
medical service to any studeqt organization officially 
recognized by the Office of Student Life» according to the ser­
vice’s director.

Howard Snader, a  senior psychology m ajor, said the 
organization is currently made up of 13 volunteer students,

fully trained in first aid and cardiopulmonary resuscitatimi 
(CPR). One of the students on the staff is also an emergency 
medical technician.

He said there are about 30 other students on'a waiting list to 
receive training.

Snader said the training is provided by the University a t a 
reduced cost. He added that the techniques learned are those 
used by the Red Cross.

Snader said the service can be employed free of charge By 
any student organization desiring first aid services a t events 
they hold.

Snader said he was approached in the fall iw £ sem ester by 
Jeff Boehm, the current president of the Residence Hall 
Association, to attem pt to get an emergency medical service 
in operation.

Boehm, who was the Sahuaro Hall president a t the time, 
said die organization was originally started to provide 
medical service for events held a t Sahuaro.

He said he was joined by interested students and then 
solicited the help of Snader because he had already received 
first aid training.

Snader said he was asked to be the director because of his
experience and because he had the time to put into it.

According to Boehm, Snader is in charge of recruitment, 
amrignmenfai, seeing that training is provided and generally 
coordinating the organization.

Boehm said the group was not meant to take the place of, 
but to supplement, the police, fire department and 
paramedics.

Snader said the organization is covered under the Good 
Sam aritan Law.

According to a spokesperson for the Arizona Department of 
Health Services, Emergency Medical Services Division, the 
law states any, licensed health care provider who offers 
emergency medical care, gratuitously and in good faith, 
shall not be liable for any civil or other damages as a result of 
the emergency care.

Although the group got started last October. Snader said, 
they did not achieve official student organization status until 
February.

He also said funding, provided by Associated Students and 
donations, did not come until April. Consequently, he said, 
the service could wily be used four times last semester, but 
no m ajor medical problems occurred.

Bill Adams, assistant residence hall director of the Cholla 
Apartments, said he asked the organization for services last 
sem ester for an event held there, adding he probably would 
ask for them again.'

“They not only provided first aid for a few minor incidents, 
they helped with crowd control, security and making sure no 
one left with alcoholic beverages, ” Adams said.

Stephen Podwojski, Sahuaro residence hall director, said 
the group has nothing to do with the dorm staffs.

Snader reported most of the requests for services have 
cone from dormitories or fraternities.

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Prof: Arizona economy improving
Arizona’s economic recovery continued a t a  brisk pace in 

August, with production, new orders and employment in­
dicators all turning in solid performances, an ASU manage­
ment professor said.

HaroTdFearon,ln his monthly report to the thè Purchasing 
Managemant Association of Arizona, says inventory growth 
slowed, delivery times lengthened, and prices moved higher.

“There’s no question that the economy continued on an ex­
pansionary course,” Fearon said. “However, instead of the 
rapid acceleration experienced over the past six months, the 
economy has shifted into overdrive and is operating at a pace 
that will prove more sustainable over the next several 
quarters.”

He added that there is no sign the recovery is anywhere 
near the top of the “up” cycle, and the outlook for the rest of 
the year is positive.
. “New orders will trigger higher production, resulting in 
greater purchase volumes, higher inventories, and increases 
in employment," Fearon said. “Prices will move up further, 
but only a t a moderate ra te .”

The new order indicator increased for the eighth suc­
cessive month as 44 percent of the responding firm s saw their 
order books expand in August. Production kept pace, with 41 
percent of the firm s reporting higher output.

Employment ran its string of monthly increases to seven 
as 32 percent of the firm s added to their workforce while only 
11 percent cut payrolls.

“The rebound in payrolls has been stronger than expected 
and much of the ground lost during the 1981-82 recession has

been recovered,” he said. “Also, the overall business expan­
sion is beginning to show up on the bottom profit line of many 
firm s, and will continue to fuel further growth a t least 
through the end of the year.”

Delivery times reportedly have been longer since October 
1979, as 46 percent of the firm s indicated more difficulty in 
receiving prompt service.

‘‘The rapid overall economic growth and the surprising 
strength of the new order run-up has caught many suppliers 
off guard,” Fearon said. “The tightening of supply lines has 
produced vendor backlogs and delayed deliveries. There’s no 
immediate relief in sight. ”

Inventories rose only slightly last month because the 
longer lead times made it difficult to receive goods. Prices 
paid continued to advance about the sam e pace as in July, 
with 38 percent of the firm s experiencing higher prices.

“Although some inflationary kick, persists, the increase 
rates are well under those of 1977 to 1981,” he said. “While in­
flationary tendency is of some concern, it’s normal to see 
some price hikes in a period of strong recovery following a 
one-year economic retrenchm ent. ”

The ASU economist believes the recovery should extend 
well into 1984 a t a substantial rate.

“Business will expand purchases, inventory and output in 
response to the strong flow of incoming orders,” he said. 
‘ ‘Meanwhile, new capital equipment spending will begin, fur­
ther extending the recovery. Although the overhang of high 
interest and the huge national budget deficit will dampen ex­
pansion somewhat, the recovery should continue a t a strong, 
substantial pace.”

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Batt names ASASU justices

The jfive-msmber Associated Students’ 
Supreme Court, nornlnateO br the 1983-84 
school year by ASASU President Walter 
Batt, has been approved by the Senate 
Select Committee on Nominations and will 
go before the full senate Tuesday.

Batt said he is the first ASASU president 
in several years to appoint the entire court, 
as a result of a vacancy in every position.

The Supreme Court serves Associated 
Students by settling disputes between the 
executive office and the college senators 
through interpretation of the ASASU con­
stitution and bylaws, and has the power to 
issue restraining orders, injunctions and 
contempt citations.

“It (the court) serves as a check on both 
the senate and the executive office,” Batt 
said.

According to Batt, any executive officer 
can take a complaint to the court, but the en­
tire senate must bring its dispute against 
the executive office. He said the court has 
never been called to settle a dispute between 
two individual senators.

According to Ray Burnell, ASASU ex­
ecutive vice president, the court is 
necessary to act as an  arbitrator between 
the association’s factions —  -.'a rr*

“We have a very volatile systfem of 
government and such a volatile system 
necessitates a referee,” Burnell, a forma" 
justice, said.

Two appointees, Carol Rosinski and Bar­
bara Mertz, have been asked to serve two- 
year term s. Rosinski is a  junior political 
science major and president of the ¡«re-law 
club. Mertz, a first-year law student, has 
served two years on the Supreme Court.

The three remaining court appointees 
have been selected to serve one-year terms. 
Marc Arnold is a senior in architecture and 
served as a senator last year, drawing the 
senate’s vote for the year’s outstanding 
senator. Chris Johns was a senator for the 
College of Law during the fall sem ester and 
is in his third year of law school. Patty 
Brown, a junior, acted as Supreme Court 
clerk last year, gaining extensive 
Knowledge of the ASASU constitution.'

Batt said he expects his choices to be 
unanimously approved.

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Computer to aid library users

A new >T million computer system to be 
instailedu) the DanielE. Noble Science and 
Engineering L ibrary by June 1984 will pro­
vide library users with more information 
and ease in checking out m aterials.

A test site for the circulation module ALIS 
— the Automated Library Information 
System, used in the circulation of library 
m aterials — is scheduled to be installed by 

i the end of this month, according to Vladimir 
Borovansky, director of the Science 
Library.

In addition to the circulation module, the 
Public Access Catalog (PAC) will be added 
to the system by June 1984.

The Science Library now uses the com­
puter catalog, or Com Cat, in locating 
library holdings.

According to Sallie Foster, assistant 
librarian for Automation and Systems, the

PAC will access holdings in the data base 
through term inals located in several library 
locations. . , '

Wfteh users type tn tbe title, au tto r’s 
name or subject, the computer displays in­
formation on where to locate the volumes as 
well as whether a book is checked out, and if 
so, when it is due back.

After the successful completion of the pro­
ject in the Science Library, the system will 
be introduced in the Hayden, Music, and Ar­
chitecture libraries.

An immediate effect of the installation of 
the circulation module will be to make ob­
taining m aterials easier. Since the opening 
of the new library last month, borrowers 
have had to fill out a form with their 
signature, address, Social Security number, 
date, book call number, title and author’s 
name.

After the system is installed, all that will 
be required for checking out a book is an 
ASU ID card.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. — “People pay the tuition because they 
feel it’s worth it,” said Suzanne H om e, ap engineering m ajor a t 
the M assachusetts Institute of Technology.

“People pay because they’re slightly weird,” said Barry Sur- 
man, editor of MIT’s student paper.

Weird or not, MIT students will pay $900 more in tuition than 
last year’s $8,700, a 10.3 percent hike. When books, fees, and
other costs are added, Horrne and the others will spend a total of
$14,500, making MlT the most expensive school in America, ac­
cording to the College Scholarship Service (CSS) annual survey.

But all colleges are more expensive this year, as campus in­
flation remains frighteningly high despite the taming of infla­
tion elsewhere in the economy.

For example, while the nation’s inflation rate over the past 
year has varied from 2.6 percent to 4.8 percent, depending on 
which federal agency is counting, four-year public college costs 
have soared 12 percent, to an average $4,271, the CSS says.

Four-year colleges costs are up 11 percent, to an average of 
$8,440.

Community and junior college students will spend an average 
$3,400 in 1983-84, an eight percent increase.

The increases, moreover, follow even larger hikes last year. 
In all, 1982-83 college costs were 20 percent higher on public 
campuses and 13 percent higher on private campuses than 1961- 
82 costs, the CSS reported last year.

At the same time, the Consumer Price Index rose by 7.7 per­
cent. The 1983 inflation rate is 3.2 percent so far, according to 
U.S. Department of Labor statistics released last week.

It is worse a t some schools than at others. Students a t the 
University of North Dakota, for example, are suffering through 
a 27-percent increase this year. While GM car prices went up 
two percent, tuition a t the General Motors Institute in Detroit

went up 32 percent The hike hit 53 percent a t Mankato State 
University in Minnesota. ’•

Because of deep budget cuts, CaBforiua community college 
students will have to pay tuition, called “fees” on the West 
Coast, for the Brst tim e ever.

Worse yet, many expect tuition and fees will continue to rise 
faster than the inflation rate.

“Analysts see average college costs outpacing inflation rates 
through 1984,” said Cathy Henderson, author of the American 
Council on Education’s “College Costs: Recent Trends, Likely 
Future.”

She said colleges are just now getting around to tuition hikes 
needed from 1977-82, when inflation pushed costs of running 
campuses up almost 44 percent while tuition increased by “on­
ly” 51 percent.

Henderson theorized that many schools kept hikes low by 
stalling maintenance and freezing faculty salaries.

They can’t stall any longer, she said. “Now many colleges are 
playing catch-up ball, adjusting salaries and renovating 
buildings, forcing a boost in the high cost of education.”

Yet budget cuts and unemployment mean schools cannot turn 
to the other two traditional sources of fund raising: govern­
ments and alumni.

“We’re still trying to catch up,” confirmed Jade Currie, MIT’s 
finance director.

Alumni “gifts and endowment revenues (the money earned on 
the school’s investments) have not kept up” enough to help MIT 
pay for its operating expenses, which rose eight percent last 
year, hesaid.

To avoid selling some of those investments, MIT turned to its 
third traditional source of money: students.

MIT students, a t least, seem to have accepted the hike, which 
follows a 17.4 percent increase last year.

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Each spring, the students — notorious for pranks like placing 
a cow o n a building rooftop and making a huge balloon saying 
“MIT” inflate nfiraculou&y from the turf during last year’s 
Harvard-Yale game — organized an “annual spontaneous tui­
tion r io t”

Fewer than 100 students showed up last spring’s “riot,” 
however.

“People complain about the tuition,” Surman said. “For 
some, it’s a real hardship, but they wouldn’t transfer for 
aqything. The starting salaries for MIT graduates justify the 
costs.”

“When I went here during the fifties, a year’s expenses cost 
the same as a top-line Chevrolet,” Currip added. “The same is 
true today.”

Still another reason for the calm  may be that so little of the iin­
crease comes out of students’ poqkets immediately.

Almost^5 percent of the student body receives some form of 
financial aid, MIT aid director Leonard Gallagher said.

Others aren’t as lucky. California State University official Dr. 
Isabel Hernandez-Serna predicted minority students will be 
forced off CSU campuses by this fall’s 57 percent fee hike.

And a National Center for Education Statistics enrollm ent 
survey released last month partially attributed falling percen­
tages of students enrolled full time at four-year colleges to 
higher tuition payments.

Nonetheless, some schools ha ve managed to avoid hikes.
Millersville State College in Pennsylvania, and Delaware 

State College and Livingstone College in North Carolina are 
among a handful of schools that held the line this year.

But apparently only one school in America managed to cut 
student costs: 650-student Pacific Christian College in Fullerton, 
Ca., lowered prices from $2,756 to $2,750.

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Attack
ASU offense to test experienced Aggie defense

ASU head coach Darryl Rogers is nearly 
ready to give his answer to the much-asked 
question: How good is his Sun Devil football 
team?

For months, Rogers has been ready with 
the reply, “I’m never sure until we play.”

Saturday night, Rogers’ Sun Devils (10-2 
last season) will play, facing the Utah State 
Aggies (5-6) in each team ’s opener.

The game offers some interesting con­
trasts.

Rogers fields the youngest squad he has 
had in his 19 years as a head coach.

Utah State, under the direction of new 
head coach Chris Pella, returns 14 starters 
from a team that jumped out to a 5-2 start 
before losing its last four games.

The Sun Devils’ football program, 
however, is steeped in tradition.

The mention of Utah State does little to in­
spire fear in an opponent. In fact, reference 
to the school’s nickname, the Aggies, is 
more likely to make one think of Texas 
A& MthanUSU.

The common denominator between the 
two teams is offense. Both coaches hope to 
have theirs in high gear Saturday night.

Surprisingly enough, Rogers is not jump­
ing up and down over the experience he has 
on offense.

“Sure, we have experience on the offen­
sive side of the ball,” Rogers said, “but we 
weren’t a dominating offense with most of 
these same players last year.

“Then there’s the problem that offense, 
even an experienced one, usually takes 
longer to develop during the course of a 
season than defense.

“Whether we can afford the luxury of be­
ing able to w ait this year remains to be 
seen.”

Rogers said he hopes the offense will be 
able to protect the young defense, which 
may mean ball control will play a big part in 
the Devils’game plan.

“We may not want to score that quickly 
this year,” he said, “but that’s not to mean 
I’ll ask Darryl Clack or anyone else to stop if 
they breakaw ay.” .

The Aggies will come out throwing. Their 
quarterback, Gym Kimball, is a transfer 
from Brigham Young University who has 
displaced 1962 starter Doug Samuels. The 
starter from 1961, Chico Canales, is also on 
hand.

“I feel like we have three really good 
quarterbacks,” Pella said. “ (Gym) is 
fulfilling our expectations. He’s a team 
m otivator.”

Kimball will have quality receivers to 
w han he can throw the ball in receivers 
Eric McPherson and Fred Fernandes and 
tight end Jam es Samuels.

“We like to use all of our receivers and the 
whole field,” Pella said. “But we’re going to 
do whatever it takes to win. ”

“So it’s  the sam e old story,” he said, “We 
hope we can run and throw die football and 
play good defense.

“I imagine every coach in the country 
says that, but that’s what we hope to do. ’ ’ 

Utah State gains its advantage in ex­
perience on defense, where they return 
seven starters including 1982’s leading 
tackier, linebacker Hal Gamer.

“Defensively, we feel we have an ex­
cellent ability to pressure the offense,” 
Pella said.

“We’re concentrating on doing well 
against the running game because Darryl 
Clack is going to be a real challenge fa* us.”

Defense has been the concern of Rogers 
since last spring. He must replace seven 
starters from the unit that led the nation in 
total defense last season.

“I have concern siihply from the fact that 
we have not performed against or played 
anybody,” Rogers said. “We’ve always felt 
that whatever you did last season doesn’t 
count.

“ I think our defense has improved from 
last season to right now, but I’m not comfor­
table. I can’t say I have the feeling I had last 
year.

“We knew last year it would be difficult to 
score on us," he said. “You look a t our line­
up right now, and I’m not apprehensive 
about the coaching or the playing. I’m ap­
prehensive about the outcome.

“I don’t think we’re lacking in talent. I 
think we’re lacking in experience.”
. The Aggies have been pointing toward this 

showdown since workouts began.
“ I think we’ve done more preparation for 

opening game than ever before,” Pella said. 
“We know the ASU team quite well.

“We started incorporating some of ASU’s 
concepts into our practice schedule the first 
week we were back.”

Rogers is not taking the Aggies lightly.
“ I haven’t found any team in the country I 

delight opening with,” he said. “ I wouldn’t 
care who it is.”

“The biggest concern I have is the great 
depth and experience they have. The match­
ups should be very close from our side to 
their side,” he said.

“I have apprehension because it’s an 
opening football game. I have fear because 
we have to play an opponent, but that’s what 
makes college football exciting.”

Gym Kimball is one happy guy.
- .And theU tah State quarterback has several reasons for.be- 
ing so happy.

The biggest reason, according to Kimball, is that he is no 
longer attending Brigham Young University.

“I really didn’t like it a t BYU,” said KimbaU. “I wasn’t 
happy with the social life a t all, and football wasn’t working 
out too well for me either.”

During the 1981 season, Kimball was locked in a battle for 
the starting quarterback spot a t BYU with Steve Young, who 
led the Cougars last year. Unsatisfied with the way things 
went, he transferred to Utah State.

Ever since, Kimball has been all smiles.
‘‘I like it here so much better than I did a t BYU,” he said. 

“I’m playing better now too, because I  don’t have so much on 
my mind all the tim e.”

To say that Kimball is extremely excited about playing 
against ASU would be the understatement of the month.

“You can’t imagine how much this means to m e,” he said. 
“This is the most exciting thing that has ever happened to
me.

“I’ve been waiting all my life to play in a game like this, 
against a school with a tradition like ASU’s. ”

Kimball said he prefers to stay within the security of the 
pocket.

“I think that basically I’m a pocket passer,” said Kimball. 
“ I have a pretty strong arm , and the best way I can use it is to 
stay in the pocket. ”

Utah State coach Chris Pella agrees with Kimball.
“Gym has fulfilled all the expectations we had for him,” 

said Pella. “He has a real strong arm  and is a good leader on 
the field.”

K im ball attributes the development of Us leadership abili­
ty to his former roommate a t BYU, Jim  McMahon, who is

now with the Chicago Bears.
He added that McMahon also helped him  in reading 

defenses. Kimball said that is the area in wMch he has im- 
prnvprf m ost over the past year, and it was also the toughest 
tUng to learn when he got to college.

KimbaU is optimistic about the Aggies’ chances tU s year. ^
“I really think we are going to have a good team this year,”  

he said. “We have all our receivers' back from last year, and 
we have good backs, especially with the addition of Marc 
White (a junior college transfer).”

“Our offensive line is young, but they are coming along 
reaUy good,” he added. “We just have huge guys playing up 
there. I have to drop back farther .than I normaUy would just 
to see over them. ”

KimbaU said he likes to throw the baU. The Aggies’ new, 
more wide-open offense has better potential to make things 
happen, he said.

“When we played ASU the last time (1979), Fred Fer­
nandez, who is stiU with us, caught a 96-yard touchdown 
pass,” he said. “Those are the kind of things that a wide-open 
offense can get you sometimes.”

KimbaU is wary at the Sun Devil defense after watcMng 
films of last year’s “bUtzkrieg.”

He described their swarming, bUtzing tactics as 
“unbelievable” and “awesome” and said that whUe he 
knows most of that unit is gone, he is stiU very aw are of the 
damage that can be done by the ASU defensive squad.

But even after seeing those films, KimbaU remains an op­
timist.

“The thing that killed us last year was injuries, he said. 
“We started out 5-2, but lost eight players for the season in 
the BYU game, and after that, we lost all four of our games.
So our 5-6 record is kind of misleading. '

“We haven’t lost anyone this year and I think we will be
even better that we were a t the beginning of last year.” ,

raising efforts. But financial anemia can’t 
kill the players’ verve for the sport.

“The cam araderie between team s and 
among players is just phenomenal,” said 
Larry Brown. “It’s like, if you’re  a rugby 
player, you’re all right.”

One reason that rugby has never come in­
to its own, said club member Page Tucker, 
is that it is a completely am ateur sport, and 
also non-intercollegiate; chibs from dif­
ferent universities may compete, but they 
are neither coached nor supported by their 
institutions.

“We don’t  get any recogniti on-from ASU,” 
said Clarkson, who played rugby in a  league 
equivalent to the NFL of American football 
in his native Great Britain, “but we are 
well-respected by other teams. ”

“Any athletic team  that travels and pro­
motes the University should be compen­
sated for it, and we’re not, and that’s 
wrong,” said former University of Oregon 
football player Jeff Jaraczeski.

Why would young, talented athletes wish 
to participate in a sport which they 
themselves feel lades the glamour and 
recognition associated with other college 
sports?

“I love the sport,” Tucker, a former Cana­
dian rugby player, said. “When you’re  out 
on the field, there’s nothing like plowing into 
some guy as hard as you can, but then after 
the game you’re talking and laughing about 
it over some beers.”

Something that concerns the players more 
than the lack of support from the university 
is the lack of fans.

Faft participation is low because of the ig­
norance about the sport and how exciting 
and incredibly rough it is, agree Brown and 
Tucker.

Membership in thè rugby club is non- 
restrictive, but only the best players are on 
teams one and two, the only team s in the 
club.

The club’s first game is this Saturday at 1 
p.m., a t home against Sierra Vista at the 
field by Sahuaro Hall.

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Remember folks, in football 
almost anything can happen

For the ASU football team , the long wait is 
over.

The pre-season practice sessions are con- 
ing to an end; the redundant questions, in­
terviews and predictions which fill this time 
of year are winding down.

Now the fun begins.
This Saturday m arks the 86th season that 

collegiate football has been played a t ASU.
It wasn’t always crisp. It wasn’t always 

pretty.
In fact, die 1897 Sun Devils — or Bulldogs 

as they were called then — lost to Phoenix 
Indian School 38-20 in the inaugural contest.

Which brings us to this Saturday, sort of.
iihiike 1897, the expectations are running 

high in Sun Devil Country this year.
Sure, the guts of last year’s  “Cactus Crun­

ch” defense —th e nation’s finest—now call 
the NFL hone. But some talent remains and 
that prime crop of recruits coach Darryl 
Rogers wooed to ASU two years ago is com­
ing of age.

And the offense? Well, if experience 
m»an« anything, and every collegiate coach 
says it does, Todd Hons and company should 
be ready to m atch the offense ASU put on 
the field in 1961.

But that m ay be asking too much, after 
all, ASU led the nation in total offense in ’81.

Even a slight resemblance to the crew 
that was led by Mike Pagel and Willie Git- 
teris, however, would be a welcome sight on 
the grass of Sun Devil Stadium.

So going into the first game of the season 
it is a green defense and a solid, veteran of­
fense.

How that equates into wins and losses is 
anyone’s guess. But with USC and Arizona

the most talented team s in the Pac-10 this 
season — on probation and the usually solid 
programs of Washington and UCLA facing 
more severe rebuilding jobs than ASU’s, the 
Sun Devil’s chances of making the Rose 
Bowl appear good.

But football is a  funny sport; just ask Dar­
ryl Rogers.

He says Utah State scares him to death.
Now, that statem ent can be attributed to 

the usual pre-game psychology every coach 
uses against an opponent, but his point is 
well taken.

There is no way to determine how ASU’s

young defense will react to 60,000 screaming 
fans in Sun Devil Stadium. Or how they will 
react a t UCLA next week.

But since the raw talent is there, we can 
put forth a few predictions.

Utah State may play the Devils close for a 
half or so, but the overall depth and ability 
tilts heavily in favor of ASU.

Look for the Sun Devils to slowly roll it up 
on the out-manned Aggies and go into 
Pasadena undefeated.

If the Devils are going to challenge for the 
Rose Bowl, it appears likely they m ust gain 
a split in their games against the LA-area 
schools.

UCLA looked plain lousy against Georgia 
last week, but that could change quickly.

It appears coach Terry Donahue has not 
found a replacement for departed quarter­
back Tom Ramsey. That’s good news if 
you’re a Sun Devil.

Both Rick Neuheisel and Steve Bono had 
their moments against Georgia’s Bulldogs, 
but most of those moments were bad.

Although ASU has never beat UCLA, if 
Donahue cannot rally his troops before Sept. 
17, the Devils should change that.

That would take some pressure off of ASU 
when it meets USC O ct 15. The Sun Devils 
have treated the Trojans rudely in the past, 
but this year may be different.

Unless rookie coach Ted Tollner is a total 
gridiron idiot, USC will battle Arizona for 
the conference crown and leave the rest of 
the Pac-10 in ashes.

Of course, in between the UCLA and USC 
contests the Devils must face Wichita State 
and Stanford.

With Elway junior gone and both games a t 
home, ASU could go into die USC game 
undefeated.

The rest of the schedule? To quote Dar­
ryl Rogers: “Anything can happen.’’

That’s a great way of saying welcome to 
college football 1963.
