ASU to run Tempe Center
as retail outlet for 10 years

ASU will continue to operate Tempe
Center as a retail property for at least
the 10years and eight months it will take
to pay for the 10.6-acre plaza at Mill
Avenue and University Drive, the presi-
dentofthe University said.

The Arizona Board of Regents gave
unanimous approval to ASU’s request to
purchase the land at its meeting in
Flagstaff Saturday morning.

J. Russell Nelson said the University
will use the income from rental space in
the center to pay for the $5.5 million pur-
chase, which he called an “importantac-
quisition!”

The University made a $1.5 million
cash down payment which came from
money acquired from previous land
sales, Nelson said.

“If we operate it as a shopping center
through that period, the profits should
help pay forit,” he said.

Most of the leases run until 1994,
Nelson added, and new tenants will be
sought as leases expire and businesses
move out. But Nelson did notrule out the
possibility of a “University-related te-
nant” renting space in the center.

“It’s possible thata University-related
tenant could move in there,” he said.
“But that assumes that they have the
money and it assumes that they have the
need and it assumes that the existing te-
nantdoes notwantto renew or extend the

lease.

“The goal is to operate it as a shopping
center so that it will make a very
substantial contribution to paying for
itself,” he said. “The shopping center
will not become part of the campus for
sane long jperiodof time.”

State general appropriation funds were
not used for the down payment and it is
anticipated that none will be needed to
pay for the property, he said.

Nelsonalso said the University is going
to honor all the agreements with the
tenants, including policing of the parking
lot. Although he Ad not specifically say
what methods would be used, towing was
notruled outforenforcing customer-only
parking.

“The University in that landlord role
intends to honor all the agreements with
the tenants,” be said.

Ray Dooley, who owns the towing com-
pany contracted by the center
(American Towing), said the number of
errant parkas has doubled compared to
last fall, withabout90to 95percent'of the
tenants complaining about lllegal park-
ing.

Future use for the center, which in-
cludes a 500-space parking lot and more
than 112,000 square feet of building
space, could possibly include family
housing, parking and tandscapiiig, as
well as academic and support buildings,
Nelson said.

Police: dorm residents
uncooperative in moving
cars for football game

Manzanita and Palo Verde dormitory residents, now re-
quired by contractto move their cars from Lot S3on nights of
home football games, did not cooperate Saturday night as
wellas they have in the past, according to University Police.

“I’'m not too impressed with the help we got (from
residents). It wasn’t as good as last year,” said Sgt. Frank
Caulfield.

He attributed the lade of cooperation in part to a com-
munication problem between students and residence hall ad-
ministrators, but mainly to the confusion inherent in the first
game of the season.

The Housing Office and the residence hall staff have
undergone some responsibility shifts and employee turnover,
Caulfield said, weakening the lines of communication.

“Hie first game is always disjointed. It takes a while for
everybody to get into the swing of things,” Caulfield said.
“Some people were undoubtedly uninformed or did not

understand whatwas expected ofthem.”

University Police Chief C. Russell Duncan said he was
satisfied with the level of cooperation from residents.

“There were a few more cars than normal, but it will
decrease,” as the season progresses, Duncan said. “We
should geta little bitbetter cooperation nexttime.”

According to Jeff Boehm, president of the Residence Hall
Association, there were no major problems and complaints
from dormitory residents were minimal.

“There was more than adequate space for the Sun Angels”
to park theircars, Boehm said.

The housing contract was revised this summer to include
the parking clause so that residents would know what to ex-
pect when choosing a dormitory, ASU President J. Russell
Nelson said.

Nelson said he raised the issue after conversations with
students made him aware that there was a lot of confusion.

Although the housing contract did not include a parking
clause before this summer, the residents had been moving
their cars from Lot 53 for years in order to make room for
members ofthe Sun Angel Foundation to park.

“People are upset about it being included in the contract,
butwe’ve been (relocating cars) for years,” Boehm said.

No citations were issued to cars remaining in the lot Satur-
day night, and there are no plans to do so as long as there is
enough voluntary compliance, Caulfield said.

Boehm said he will meet today with Betty Turner Asher,
vice president for student affairs, Dan Devine, president of
the Sun Angel Foundation, and other residence hall
presidents to discuss the parking situation and to voice com-
plaints and reactions from dormitory residents.

Merchants feel disgusted,
surprised about sale plans

Disgust, surprise and even apathy
were some of the reactions of Tempe
Center merchants to ASU’ decision to
buy the shopping center.

“We were a little surprised,” said
Anne Mackay, manager of the U-Shop. “I
just opened up the newspaper and teat’s
how | found outaboutit.”

Bob Eccles, manager of Top’s Liquor,
also found outabout the planned annexa-
tion through the newspaper, but said
tenants should nothave been surprised.

“Everybody should have known this
center was gang to'have to go (to ASU)
eventually,” Eccles said. “It shouldn't
be thatsurprising toanyone.”

“It’s been a rumor for 10years,” said
Doug Sherman, manager of Lowcost Dis-
count Mart. “Nothing surprises me
anymore, noteven this.”

Many merchants are confident that
ASU will continue to honor their lease
agreements. Several tenants with 10
years remaining ontheir leases said they
are not particularly concerned about the
decision.

“l think we’ll survive,” ;said Austin
McAvoy, owner of Pioneer Camera. “I
feel reasonably sure that the University
will not do anything to destroy the con-
fidence of the community.”

Michael Gilbert, regional manager of
Tower Records, was not as optimistic
about his business’ future, however. He

“Wewere justgetting ready to expand.
Now | don’t know what will happen,”
Gilbertsaid. “It would hurt us to have to
makea move.”’

Gilbert was surprised at the $55
million price for the center and said he
thought ASU was getting a “very good

eal.”

“1 don’t know how much land costs, but
I do know that it doesn’t take us all that
long to sell $5 million worth of records,”
he said.

Gilbert, who would like to relocate
somewhere in Tempe, is concerned that
ASU will keep expanding and make it dif-
ficult to establish a business near cam-

us.

P “Where doyou move so that ASU won’t
eventually annex you?” he asked.

Mackay expressed concern that even
though ASU plans to honor leases, some
tenants who do not have 10years left will
want to relocate immediately. This
would decrease traffic flow in the center
and hurt those who chose to remain, she
said.

McAvoy, on the other hand, does not
believe a decrease in the number of
tenants would hurt business.

“As long as (ASU) leaves everything
as it is, it shouldn’t be a problem,”
McAvoysaid. “There isa certain amount
of loyalty that will keep people coming
back.”
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Board approves funds, contract
for research park development

Arequestfor more than $200,000in funding for the Univer-
sity Research Park was given unanimous approval by the
Arizona Board of Regents at its regular meeting in Flagstaff
lastweekend.

ASUwas also given unanimous approval to negotiate a con-
tract with a non-profit corporation that would operate the
path under a 50-year lease. Hie University will establish die
corporation thatwill oversee the park.

However, the University must bring the agreement,
organizational documents of the corporation and financing
plans for the project before the board for approval before
entering into the contract.

“It gives us exactly what we need,” said Reginald Owens,
the park’s director. “Mostimportantly, (the board) accepted
nffiiHniiy the conceptofa separate developmentand manag-
ing entity.”

Owens said he will likely return to the board in November
with contract documents and a final draft of the corpora-
tion’s articles. '

The park’s board of directors will consist of nine or 11
members, he said, adding that he hopes the private
businessmen on the Research Park Advisory Committee will
continueas members ofthe permanentboard of directors.

Owens said he would name most members of the board
when the proposal is presented to the regents but some posi-
tionswould be left open for tenantmembers. Other aspects to
be presented include method of incorporation, transfer of
Owens’ position and legal constraints of a non-profit
organization.

Finance plans for the park, if approved, will include a fun-
ding corporation that could draw federal money, he said, but
alsowillinclude private funds.

Two regents who had abstained from previous votes
because of possible conflicts of interest participated in both
discussions and votes.

A.J. Pfister, general manager of Salt River Project, had
ahshiineri because the Project recently purchased land in the
game area which might be developed in competition with the

ark.
P But he said his attorneys and the board counsel had deter-
mined that no conflict existed since the land is currently

undeveloped. P
Donald Pitt, a Tucson attorney, had abstained because he
has clients with real estate interests in the Valley, but was
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told by attorneys that he may participate in matters where
there is nospecific conflict.

Gov. Bruce Babbitt, an ex-officio regent, attended the
meeting butmade no specific comments.

Ata study session in Tucson last month, some members
had raised concerns about a non-profit corporation taking
away ASU’s jurisdiction over the park.

Butat Friday’s meeting, Board President William Reilly
said the language of the proposal does provide the regents
with the ability to review plans forincorporation.

Pfister recommended the finance plan be added to the
resolution giving ASU authority to establish a non-profitcor-
poration.

“I find it very difficult to judge the full impact of (incor-
poration) withoutknowing the method offinance,” he said.

negotiated the purchase of Tempe Center.

Thetimewasripe, ASUwas ready and the
deal was signed.

The purchase shouldn’t come as much ofa
surprise to anyone — Tempe Center sits
smack-dab in the only path for ASU expan-
sion. The acquistion is, quite simply, a
logical one.

ASU is bulging at the seams: parking
space is a scarce commodity, any land on
ramp»« that was available for expansion
has already been consumed by new con-
struction, existing facilities have been
unable to meet the needs of the University

to go butwest, right to the comer of Univer-
sity and Mill.

The University has looked longingly at
Tempe Center for quite some time; since
the early 1950s, repeated attempts to pur-
chase the 10.6-acre parcel have proved un-
successful.

PresidentJ. Russell Nelson, the Wizard of
Creative Financing, was not about to let
Tempe Center slip through his fingers. He
saw the opportunity, scraped togethera $1.5
m illion cash down payment from the local
budget, and proposed a 10-year financing
jdan for the remainder of the $5.5million in-
vestmentthat jdaces the burden of payment
ondie University. The plan utilizes proceeds
from the sale of ASU property at Mill and
Broadmor, annual installment”® on an inter-
nal loan for purchase of the Cholla Apart-
ments and rental income from the current
Center leases.

And if former owner Milt Sechrist had
refused to sell, the University could simply
have exercised the state’s right of eminent
domain, forcing him to do so at a price

determined by the courts.

Suppose the University is unable to meet
its payments? That base is also covered, the
State Legislature would, more than likely,
follow the 1982 precedent in which it lent
ASU $3.5million to keep the north end of Sun
Devil Stadium from sinking into the Salt
River Basin.

From a financial perspective the deal is
sealed, butthe exact future of Tempe Center
is still undecided. The purchase will mean
/.hang«« although most of the students now
at ASU won’t be around to see them. The
University will assume the role of landlord,
honoring present leases — most of which
run through the year 2000. It will assume
promises made to tenants by its former
owner, including the policy to tow illegally
parkpH vehicles which disrupt the normal
business patterns at the shopping center.

After those 10years, Nelson envisions the
property as a “strong public entrance” to
the campus, including lush, attractive land-
scaping at the University’s frontdoor. Other

plans occupying the President’s thoughts in-
clude an extension of the existing fine arts
facilities in that area — specifically a per-
forming arts mall, housing for married
students, classrooms and, of course, addi-
tional parking. While, at the' moment,
money for construction is nearly impossible
to crane by, such funding may well be readi-
ly available 10years down the road.

To those faculty and staff members who
have not received a pay increase in two
years, and those struggling with extensive
cuts from an already hare-bones budget, the
purchase may not sit too well. Those,
however, are short-term concerns which
will slowly be alleviated as the Arizona
economy continues to improve, as it has
done for the pastfew years.

Tenyears is a long time. Administrations
may crane and go. The University’s needs
will change. But no matter what the situa-
tion confronting ASU in a decade, the land
purchased Saturday will be ready and
waiting.

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Stadium alcohol use down after ban, police say

Alcohol presented fewer problems at Saturday s ASU foot-

ball game than last season because most fans cooperated
with the recently enforced alcohol ban at Sun Devil Stadium,
ASU police said.

There was only one ejection from the stadium and one per-
son arrested Saturday night, compared to a past average of
30 alcohol-related ejections per game, University Police
ChiefC. Russell Duncan said.

“Alcohol consumption was way down,” Duncan said. "The
studentsection was better than it’s everbeen.”

More than 60,000 descended on the stadium for the Sun
Devils’ first game, many at the same time, posing the only
problem for security officials, according to Sgt Frank
Caulfield ofthe university police.

“You can't fit 60,000 people through the same turnstile at
the sametime,’” he said.

Although alcohol did manage to find s Way into the
stadium, there was a dramatic decrease in the amount con-
fiscated by officials, according to Dennis Branham, an ad-
ministrative assistant for Gammage Auditorium and super-
visor of the stadium ushers.

“The alcohol ban was very effective ... people really
cooperated," Branham said, but added that there was some

“grumbling” about the strict enforcement as people passed
through the gates.

Branham said small flasks and bottles were hard to detect,
so some alcohol consumption was inevitable.

According to Herman Frazier, director of athletic
facilities, the amounfofconfiscation was minimal when com-
pared to the size of the crowd.

“A lot of peopTe did not bring M aléaHal or weré very
discreetwith it,” he said.

Fraziersaid nearly three trash barrels of liquor containers
were collected.

The decision last year to “crack down” on alcohol in the'
stadium, enforcing a rule which has always been on the

was due to an increase in the number of alcohol-
related incidents and an influx of negative mail, according to
ASU PresidentJ. Russell Nelson.

The selwHnn of beverages has expanded to include sugar-
free or caffeine-free cola in order to respond to the different
needs of the fans, Nelson said, but he added (hat eliminating
alcohol completely is next to impossible.

“If somebody is really intenton taking a nip in the stadium,
they’re going to doit,” he said.

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Saga checks backpacks to cut thefts

Students in need of.kitchen utensils to stock their dorms
and apartments have made off with nearly 1,300 pieces of
silverware and over 330 salt and pepper shakers this
semester from The Club dining hall, according to the
manager.

Ben Gomez said the items often end up in students’
backpacks. “

Hie Chib, located on the north side of the MU, has a unique
problem. Every other dining hall on campus is located in a
dormitory, and moststudents put their packs in their rooms
before eating, said Gomez.

During lunch, the busiest time of the day, over 400 packs
can be [riled up near the door, and knives and forks are con-
stantly finding theirway into them, he said.

Gomez said all backpacks must be left by the door, a-policy
that was not enforced in the past. However, an optional
backpack check-in with numbers was started Friday to pre-
vent theft.

Since the check-in is optional, it will not cause congestion
near the door because noteveryone will take numbers, he ad-
ded. -

Gomez said in the first three weeks of this semester he has
restocked 125 dozen pieces of silverware, costing approx-
imately $1,000, and 26 dozen salt and pepper shakers, worth

Escorts offer assault prevention

The numerous mallsand parking lots that dot ASU, a home
to a sea of bodied, bicycles and automobiles during daytime
rio« hours, can be transformed into a picture of desolation
after sundown.

But evening classes and library study hours that extend
pastmidnightstill attracta considerable numberofstudents,
many female, who often find themselves traveling extensive
distances through the dark cam pus—providing an invitation
toa would-berapistorattacker.

The concerned male students who comprise the Associated
Students’ Safety Escort Service are determined to offset
ASU’s potential nighttime safety hazard, by volunteering a
few night« each week to walk female students, faculty and
staffworkersacross long stretches of campus from buildings
totheir cars.

The service —originally called the Student Escort Service
Organization—wasstarted two years ago by studentgovern-
ment leaders primarily as a means of preventing potential
attacks on female students, said Steve Bass, director of thé
service.

“I think there’s a false sense of security in a lot of people
around campus,” Bass said. “We’re here as a deterrent...
girls seem to feel more secure when they have somebody to
walk with them.”

The service is manned by 20 volunteers, with five working
each shift from 7 p.m. to midnight, Sunday through
Thursday, and from 7tolOp.m. Friday.

On a typical night, five volunteers work the service: one
dispatcher and four escorts who maintain radio contact with
the dispatcher.

Someone wishing an escort, such as from,a building to a
car, can telephone the dispatcher, who then records the time
of ; e call, the caller’s name, location and destination. One of
the fourescorts in the field is then sent to the site.

Escorts, upon reaching the caller, identity themselves with
a picture identification. They are also recognized by their
safety escort T—shirts and two-way radio — both required
attire.

“They can call us from anywhere on campus,” saidPaul
Valach, coordinatorofthe service. “Even though the Univer-
sity spenta lotof mooey on putting in new lighting around the
campus, therearestilla lotofdark spots.”

Valach said ea¥h |membervd)lu teersI about 10.hours each
week, and i1s carefully screened beforé allowed fojoin tile’ser-
vice. al»«* candidate is required to submit four letters of
reference and is subjectto a police check and personal inter-
view.

According to Bass, the service received an average of20to
25« 1a nightduring the first week of the fall semester, and
he w pftefa» the number to increase as the school year wears

He said more volunteers are needed to man the service, as
are addition« to the sparse arsenal of five two-way radios the
Service now owns.

The service, however, was recently granted access to an
electric police cart, which will help alleviate the constant
footwork the escorts are faced with each night, Bass said.

Despite traveling on foot, during the two years of the ser-
vice’s operation, no escort has been injured or in any way
assaulted while on duty, and the service has received no ma-
jor complaints from patrons concerning the behavior of an

escort, he said. ) ) A .
Bass said the service has experienced a rise in the number

of users, partly a result of the University becoming increas-
ingly aware of the service’s existence, and partly because of
shock waves felt after a female student was sexually
assaulted in Manzanita Residence Hall last fall.

“I saw a physical attack on campus once,” Valach said.
“That’s partofthe reason | becamean escort.”

The service provides a benefit for volunteers as well, ac-
cording to Valach, because of the sense of camaraderie that
evolves between the escorts and the opportunity to meet a

wide ranPe ofpeople. ) ) ) .

That closeness recently paid offin a big way, when Valach
and several others took turns camping outin front of the Sun
Devil Stadium ticket office for nearly a week — which
guaranteed their bang the first group in line to receive stu-
dentseason football tickets.

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Sun Devils ‘D’emolish Aggies In season opener

Despite a first-half mauling that would
have made Horatio Alger throw in the towel,
the Utah State Aggies appeared ready to
rh-ngnge the heavily-favored Sun Devils
Saturday night—if only for a few moments.

USU’s sugar-coated upset dreams were
smothered rather rudely when ASU explo-
ded for three touchdowns in the space of 58
seconds to boostits lead to 39-6.

Although the Aggies tacked on a last-

In short, ASU’s defensive dominance,
especially in the first half, was total and
complete.

The Sun Devils held the Aggies to a minus
five yards total offense during the first two
quarters; USU managed only one first down
and was forced to puntsix times.

“We felt the kids came up with the big
play when they had to,” ASU defensive coor-
dinator Al Luginbill said. “We felt very
strongly we had to put pressure on the
quarterback and wewere able to do that.”

There was sophomore Greg Battle, one of
the few returning starters on defense,
breaking into the USU backfield early in the
gameand blocking a punt.

Lynn NelsOn came in
with the second fastest time
ever at the Eldorado Paris
course in Scottsdale at 17:46
towin the race.

J.ulie Seleine, a freshman,
finished third with an 18:34
time. Kerr was pleased with
both the performances of
Seleine and Nelson.

“Usually when you take
the first and third positions
you can countonwinning the
meet,” Kerr said. “It’s disa-
pointing thata couple of kids
ran so well. 1don’t think the
loss was so much our run-
ning as it was their ex-
perience.”

The top five runners for

ASU were each in their first
meet for the Sun Devils.
Kerr felt that the team could
have won the meet, except
the only senior on the squad
did not finish as well as she
did lastyear.

“The place where we fell
down as a team is our senior
Mickey Doane. She finished
sixth on the team, and she is
much better than that,”
Keltsaid.

Doane was the No. 2 run-
ner for lastyear’s team, and
Kerr feels that she will
return to her form of a year

ago.

gThe bright spot of the first
meet, however, was Nelson’s
performance. Kerr feels
that, considering the youth
of the squad, the team has
potential to improve tremen-
dously.
