ASU seeks $164 million
In 1984-85 budget funds

ASU officials have requested nearly $164
million for the 1984-85 operating budget and
also have asked for more than $4.4 million
for a west-side branch campus.

The request presented to the Finance Sub-
committee of the Arizona Board of Regents
reflects a 22percentincrease over the $133.7
million in estimated expenditures for the
currentyear.

The request for $4.4 million for a branch
campus in Glendale at 43rd Avenue and
Thunderbird Road includes $3.8 million in
state general funds and $600,000 from
University funds.

The package also asks for $2.5 million in
salaries for the equivalent of 91 staff and
faculty positions.

Executive Vice President Paige
Mulhollan said the University should be on
the “forefront of providing” educational
services on the westside.

“I think that the time has cane,” he said.
“The University has to be on the forefront of
providing services outthere.”

Although the 320-acre site proposed for the
campus is Currently vacant, Mulhollan said
if the appropriation for the campus is made,
services will be expanded at
ASU/Metrocenterand ASU/Alhambra.

“If we get the appropriation we will great-
ly increase the number of courses we otter
outthere.”

ASU identifies West Phoenix and its
suburbs as the largestarea in the nation not
served by a public four-year college or
University.

The lack of what ASU calls “an adequate
freeway and efficient mass-transit system”
that would allow better access to the Tempe
campus also are cited as reasons for pro-
ceeding with west-side expansion.

A branch ASU campus has been planned
for 3years since its inclusion in the original
Mission and Scope Statement issued by the
Board of Regents in July 1980, which recom-
mends thata campus be developed in the ur-
ban area of western Maricopa County, ac-
cording to Odus Elliot, associate director of

academic programs to the board.

Meeting may result in smoother parking for games

Parking woes plaguing Palo Verde and
Manzanita residents during ASU home foot-
ball games may be alleviated as a resultofa
Tuesday meeting between University of-
ficials, members of the Residence Hall
Association and the Sun Angel Foundation,
the president of RHA said.

Jeff Boehm said a long-term solution
discussed Tuesday involves the redistribu-
tion of press, VIP and Sun Angel parking
privileges, freeing lots 53 and 53N for
residence hall parking.

Presently, press parking is in the center of
Lot 55, VIP’s and additional press park in
lots 52 and 54 and the Sun Angfels use lots 53
and 53N. North dormitory residents are re-

quired to move their cars to Lot 46, across
University Drive, to make room for the Sun
Angels.

Residents have been moving their cars for
years, butthe housing contract, revised this
summer, now requires compliance, Boehm
said.

“This year it’s $30 to park, a ticket is $18
and the clause is written into the contract.
Somehow that makes it (relocating cars)
less tolerable,” Boehmsaid.

In a plan devised by the RHA, press and
VIP parking would be moved to the westend
of Lot 55, allowing the Sun Angels to utilize
the vacated areas and dormitory dwellers to
retain their parking spaces.

Dan Devine, director of the Sun Angel

Foundation, declined to comment until a
formal proposal has been drawn up.

Many alternatives have been discussed
but passing judgement is difficult until the
proposalsare on paper, Devine said.

Boehm said his goal is to develop a lasting
solution to the parking situation to alleviate
the problem for future students.

“We appreciate all the money (the Sun
Angels) spend here and all the things they
do (for ASU), butwhat the Sun Angels seem
to forget is that these students live here,”
Boehm said.

“There are some very influential people
in the Sun Angels that have been parking
there (in Lot 53) for a long time because
they like the short walking distance,” he

said. “I don’t think it would be too much of
an inconvenience for them to walk from Lot
55.”

According to Boehm, dormitory residents,
the majority of which are women, have been
forced to park along the Salt River bottom
and other outer campus lots on game nights,
because Lot 46is about one-fourth the size of
Lot53.

Boehm said police have indicated they
would be forced to start ticketing students’
cars remaining in lots on game nights.

Police previously indicated that coopera-
tion from residents at last Saturday’s foot-
ball game was notas good as in the past, but
that the number of students complying
should increase as the season wears on.

Fine Arts Annex, Northlight Gallery unsafe

One of ASU’s oldest buildings, the Fine Arts Annex, has
been found to be unsafe, according to an inspection report
from University Fire Marshall Andy Anderson.

Paul Fiedler of facilities management and planning said
the Fire Marshall’s report concluded the building, which
houses the Northlight Gallery, is unfitfor use,

“Weare trying to find an alternative location for the people
initsowecancloseitup,” Fiedlersaid.

In addition to the Northlight Gallery, the annex, located at
the north end of campus, currently houses die fine arts
classrooms, studios and offices.

What will happen to the building once it is vacated has not
been determined, Fiedler said, adding it could be tarn down,
keptorrenovated.

For now, officials in the University Planning Department
have been asked by Anderson to empty the second flow ofthe
81-year-old building. Anderson was not available for com-
ment.

According to Dale Garman, director of University Plan-
ning, poor access to fire exits on the second floor poses a
danger that should be dealt with immediately. Anderson has
asked that people be moved off of the flow as soon as possi-
ble.

“We are going to move them as quickly as we can,” Gar-
man said. “We are hoping fw a resolution (of the relocation

.problem) in the nextfew days.”

The second flow houses teaching assistants’ offices and
studios.

The only thing holding up the move is a lack of space on
campus, Garman said.

The University has among its options using academic
space oncampusw leasing space offcampus, he said.

Aspokesperson fran the school ofart, who asked to remain
anonymous, said gallery officials have been trying for a
numberofyears torelocate Northlight Gallery.

The building “is not the most choice place fw the gallery,”
she said. “Wehave been aware fw sane time thatitis an old
building and has its problems.”

She said a proposal was sent to the administration asking
that the gallery be moved into Matthews Hall, but the space
was given to anotherarea.

“The University is doing the best they can to relocate us,”
she said. “They have been very supportive in trying to find
space.”

pGarman said the problem of finding space is not unique to
the fine arts department, butis one mostdepartments face.

“Fine arts probably does not have enough space to ade-
quately do everything they want to do, but that is a problem
shared all across campus,” he said.

He was swamped in the general
election by incumbentRichard M. Nixon.

McGovern joins an already crowded Democratic field for
the 1964 nomination, beginning months behind six others in
«egawiwttnii »nH r.nanrt») hacking Heis naming againstthe
advice of many former loyal aides, and his wife, Eleanor, has
said she has noplans to campaign for him.

The 61-year-old McGovern, who lost his Senate seat from
South Dakota three yearsago, assessed his chances modestly
as be declared his intentions before a college audience and
with hiswife, family membersand friends looking on:

“1 do not know if I can win this campaign, but I do know
thatwith all my heartand strength lam goingtotry.”

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Ticket preference given to frats,
say residence hallfootball fans

Football tans living in residence hells are upset with their
seat location for ASU games, claiming fraternities were
given ticket preference and Mock seating because they had
an excessiveamountofmoney in line.

Residentassistants who purchased tickets for their dorms
said that the nightbefore tickets wentonsale, ASU police had
orders to pull all fraternity representatives out of line
because they had an unsafe amount of money in their posses-
sion.

According to W alter Batt, president of Associated Students
and a member of Sigma Nu, there were approximately 17
students from different fraternities standing in line together
with an estimated $4,800each in checks and cash.

Steve Rice, resident assistant at OcotiDo, said he and
another person representing students from Ocatillo,
Mariposa and Center Complex were not allowed to be pulled
outofline. Between the two of them, they had $12,000in their
pockets, he said.

Rice said the 525 tickets he received are between the 50-
yard line and the end zone below the ninth row. He said be is
disappointed thathe did notgetblock seats.

The original problem, according to Jim O’Connell, director
of administration for public events, was that several people
in line were carrying large amounts of money. He said be
was not aware that residence hall representatives had
$12,000.

According to O’Connell, he and Batt made the decision to
use Mock seating because it had been used in the past for
fraternities and was the best method to get the large amount
ofmoney outofline.

The use of block seating for any organization was supposed
to be discarded this year, butwhen the amountof money the
fraternities possessed became evident, it was reinstated for
security reasons, O’Connell said.

The night before tickets wenton sale, Battsaid he received
a complaint from Mike Murphy, president of the Interfrater-
nity Council, who told him that fraternities have always had
block seating and asked if they could have it this year.

Battsaid be then contacted Betty Turner Asher, vice presi-
dent for student affairs, and informed her of the situation.
Murphy also contacted Asher to inform her of the amount of
motley fraternity membershad inline,B attsaid.

“I was concerned about the safety of the students,” Asher
said. She said she requested that campus police take extra
precautionsin the area where students were in line.

She said she had no influence on the ultimate location of
fraternity ordormitory residents’ seats.

Battsaid he called the ticket office and told them there had
beena misunderstanding about the seating of fraternities.

The representatives from the IFC then made out one check
for the entire amountand received block seating between the
35-yard line and the south end zone, B att said.

However, a group of up to 300 fraternity students have
seats on the upperdeck, Battsaid.

“If they (fraternities) weren’t pulled out of line they
wouldn’t be onthe upperdeck,” Battsaid.
Hie policy has always been that those groups that are of-

ficial student organizations, like the IFC, have the choice of
having block seating at games, Battsaid.

Since individual dormitories are notstudent organizations,
butthe Residence Hall Association is, each dorm could have
combined under the RHA title, making them eligible for
block seating, Battadded.

Since RHA has never, as an organization, had block seating
at football games, they probably would not have been con-
sidered for such tickets this time, Battsaid.

He said he will make a proposal to the Intercollegiate
Athletics Board that if a student organization has all needed
forms filled out, an activity card from every studentin their
section, and one check made out for the entire amount, they
could getblock seating.

Blacks' progress assured with presidential bid

Blacks have made great progress since
Martin Luther King Jr. delivered his stir-
ring “I have a dream™ address at the 1963
march on Washington.

But the progress has not been great
enough; the dream remains unfulfilled.

There was a time when a black boy would
be shot because a white girl said be looked
at her, when apartheid was public policy in.
nearly a quarter of America, when police
responded with dogs and fire hoses to black
children who tried to integrate dime-store
lunch counters.

Now blacks and whites eat togetherwith a
casual acceptance of the way things are and
an ignorance of the hurdles that once made
such encounters unthinkable. Interracial
dating is common.

Blacks now influence politics, too —
something they at one time only felt the ef-
fects of.

In 1970, forexample, there were 10elected,
black officials at the national level and 169
at the state level, compared in 1982to 18and
336, respectively. During the same span, the
number ofblack elected officials at the local

level increased more than 400 percent —
from 715t02,977.

There are strong signs of political involve-
ment among blacks. Volar turnout went
from 37 percent in the off-year election of
1978 to 43 percent in 1962, twice the percen-
tage increase of whites. The gap between
black, and white turnout fell to an all-time
low of 7 percent in 1982, and in nine states
Macks were reported voting in greater pro-
portions than whites. The number of Mack
state legislators rose in 1962 by 35, to 355, the
largestincrease ever.

And the political involvement of blacks,
who generally vote Democratic, carries
clout: if black voter participation increases
25 percent by the 1964 general election,
President Reagan could lose eight states
thathe won in 1960, even if he should receive
the same number ofwhite votes he did then.

In Alabama, for example, where Reagan
won by only 17,462 votes, there were 272,390
unregistered blades. Currently in New
York, there are 900,000 unregistered blacks
— more than five times the number of
Reagan’s margin of victory there.

And there are more states where blacks
hold possible swing votes, and therefore the
opportunity to alter permanently the
political balance on the local, state and na-
tional level.

Notsince the Voting Rights Actof 1965 has
so much attention been placed on the black
voteas there will be in 1964.

There have been educational advances,
too. Between 1970and 1981, for example, the
number of blacks 3to 34 years old attending
school increased by approximately 500,000
—from 7.8 to 8.4 million. During this time
enrollment for whites dropped.

In recent years, the gap in school atten-
dance rates between Macks and whites has
been eliminated. In 1981, school enroliment
rates for blacks and whites of the com-
pulsory attendance age were the same —99
percent.

The proportion of black high school
graduates increased 26 parent during the
decade, iron 53to 79 parent, while the pro-
portion of white high school graduates in-
creased only 11 percent, iron 76 to 87 per-
cent.

Blacks have indeed made great progress
since Martin Luther King Jr. told 250,000
Americans ofhis dream.

“Even though we face the difficulties of
today and tomorrow, I still have a dream,”
he began. “It is a dream clearly rooted in
the Americandream....

“l have a dream that one day this nation
will rise up and live out the true meaning of
its creed: ‘We hold these truths to be self-
evident, that all men are created
equal’....

“l have a dream that my four little
children'will one day live in a nation where
they will not be judged by the color of their
skin butby the content oftheir character.”

The political extension of hisdream is that
American voters, looking wily at true merit,
would one day consider a black presidential
candidate.

That cheam, though, is as yet unrealized;
there still are people whowould vote against
a blade candidate solely because he is black,
people who obscure true molt with pre-
judice.

But the dream is closer than ever to
becoming reality, and for precisely that
reason, there needs to be a Mack candidate
in the 1964 presidential race. Blacks have
made greatstrides, and they can’t afford to
lose their momentum. A Mack presidential
candidate would further extend the accep-
tance ofblacks intoall spheres ofsociety.

There are many qualified candidates —
Atlanta Mayor Andrew Young, Los Angeles
Mayor Tom Bradley and Jesse Jackson are
atthe top of the list.

These men, all currently in the national
limelight, are in positions to make a signifi-
cant impact with their candidades. They
would not win, nor realistically would they
receive the Democratic nomination. Those
accomplishments will take time and should
bethoughtofas long-tom goals.

But a qualified black in the 1964 presiden-
tial race would serve to perpetuate the pat-
tern of racial equality; it would begin the
practice of considering blacks for the
presidency; it would bring the dream closer
to fulfillment.

Editor biased; neglected 'Mother Jones' data

Editor:

On Aug. 25 Tracy Fletcherwrote an editorial that touted in
its headline that “Reagan polities deserve die support of
women.” She referred to the gender gap as “illusory” and
claimed thatit is actually an economic gap - a gap in which
“women whoare poor, self-supportive and generally belong-
ing to a minority” dissapprove of Reagan “simply because
he has reduced the economic benefits they are receiving
from the federal government.” Showing no sympathy for
these women, she asserts that women should “appreciate the
good the President’s policies have done for the country.”

In the Sept./Oct. issue of Mother Jones magazine, Barbara
Ehrenrtich and Francis Fox Piven document the folly of
such confidence in the President’s course. They cite recent
studies that reveal whatcan only be called the feminization
ofpoverty: “Allother things being equal, if the proportion of
the poor in female-householder families were to continue to
increase at the same rate as it did from 1967 to 1978, the
poverty population would be composed soley of women and
theirchildren before the year 2000.”

This feminization of poverty means that women are much
more likely than men to be dependent on social welfare pro-
grams. Thus the effect of the Reagan cuts in the social safety
net is to place a disproportionate burden on women. The
creation of jobs by the much-heralded economic recovery is
notlikely to change thatsituation much.

As Ehrenreich and Piven make clear, “jobs, at least the
kind being generated by the private-sector, are not the solu-
tion; they are part of the problem.” 70 percent of all new
private-sector jobs created between 1973 and 1960 were
stereotypically female jobsin the areas such as data process-
ing, health care, and fast foods —jobs that contribute to the
fact that working women continue to earn less than 60 per-
cent whatmenearn; jobs in which a wonan can work fuU-
time, yearround, and still remain poor.

in the unlikely event that better-paying jobs were to pro-
liferate, they would be inaccessible to many women in the
absence of quality child care, subsidized training programs,
andotherservices.

In a nation in which extensive public resources are expen-
ded to subsidize private business profit through industry-

University not at fault
for loss, regent says

Enrollment in ASU’s off-campus program has declined
steadily over the pastfouryears, according to a report issued
to the Arizona Board of Regents.

Students »rolled for a total of 11,812 credit hours in the
first six months of 1983as compared to 17,896 credit hours for
the same time period in 1960.

« The number of off-campus classes offered hy ASU also has
declined in the past four years. Atotal of 319 courses were of-
fered by ASU in the first six months of 1983, while 456 were
available during the first half of 1980.

Department studies
name change to fight

negative stereotype

The department of home economics is considering a
change in the name of the department that would help
to reduce the negative stereotype associated with
homeeconomics, the chairman ofthe departmentsaid.

George Hughston said if the name change is made,
the new title will be the departmentoffamily studies.

The title of home economics is a liability rather than
an assetforgraduate students, Hughston said.

A change in the name of the department would help
to increase the quality of undergraduate and graduate
students entering the department, he said.

Despite the images connected with the field, ASU’s
department teaches many areas of study, including
textiles, nutrition, child development, clothing and
design.

“Many graduate students have had to identify with
their majors because they come from the department
ofhomeeconomics,” Hughston said.

A change in the name wopld “attem pt to update and
assist an increase in the academic integrity of the
undergraduate and graduate program,” he said.

Hughston, who previously taughtat Northern Illinois
University, said studies have shown thata name other
than hone economics can offset the stereotyped image
and provide a broader range of opportunities for
graduates entering the job market.

“People misunderstand the label of home
economics. They may not understand family studies,
but the name will not have a negative stereotype,” he
said.

The department, which is within the College of
Liberal Arts, offers a degree with specialization in
family studies/child development, human nutrition,
general borne economics, home economics education
orhomeeconomics in business.

A department name change would,be subject to the
approval of the Arizona Board of Regents.
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IZONA-STATE-UNIVERSITY
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programs has decreased 6.9 percent since last year. Full-
timegraduate studentenrollmenthas fallen 10.7 percent.

Regent A.J. Pfister said although the board discussed the
findings in the report, which was issued by the regents’ cen-
tral staff, they donotbelieve ASU is to blame for the decline.

“The discussion about the report was not intended to
criticize ASU, but rather to determine the reason for the
decline,” Pfister said. “I don’t think the blame lies with

Decreased budget funds are primarily responsible for the
decrease in the number of classes offered, he said.

“Less Classes mean less students,” Pfister said. “Also, in-
creased cost for students is leading many of them to go to
community colleges instead.”

Pfister also said competition from non-traditional pro-
grams such as Ottawa University, a Kansas school which
operates a campus in Arizona, adds to the decrease in ASU
off-campusparticipation.

“It’s not just ASU that is suffering a decline; all three
universities are going through the same thing,” he said.

Student enrollment in U of A’s off-campus program has
(tecreawd from 4,315 credit hours in January through June
1980t0 3,610hours in January through June 1983.

The number of classes offered by U of A has remained fair-
ly steady ainr* 1980 but has declined from the number of

offered last year. U of A had 111 off-campus courses
in 1980,124in 1982and 109in 1983.

NAU’s enrollment was 7,437credit hours in 1960 compared
to 6,102 in 1963. NAU offered 134 courses in 1980 and 120 in
1983.

NAU is currently requesting permission from the regents
to off» degree programs in conjunction with Rio Salado
Community College. Theirproposed programs are apparent-
ly in violation of the board’s Mission and Scope statement,
according to Pfister.

THfe statement gives ASU responsibility for Maricopa
County and allows other universities to offer classes in ASU’s
territorial assignment only if ASU is unable to deliver pro-
grams in a specific curriculum. NAU’s proposed programs
would duplicate those offered by ASU, Pfister said.

College guide appears in new edition

NEW YORK —The college guidebook that drew the wrath
of administrators across the country a year and a half ago
has just released its second edition, but with a new name and
“a lotoffine tuning” designed to pacify many of its critics.

Though it quickly achieved sales success, the New York
Times Selective Guide To Colleges drove some ad-
ministrators to distraction when it first appeared in
February 1982with a five-starsystem that rated schools as if
they were hotels or restaurants.

But what probably irritated them most were the descrip-
tions of the social and academic climates of 265 of the na-
tion’s “bestand mostinteresting” four-yearschools.

Of file University of Rhode Island, for instance, the book
quipped: “Aslongasyoudon'task much of URI, itwon’t ask
much ofyou.”

The guide characterized Marquette as a campus where
“the ROTC types co-exist well with the holdovers from the
60s.”

And the University of Tuba, it commented, is OK, “but
unless you’re intenton making big bucks in oil, the academic
lifewill be better somewhere else.”

Outraged administrators of the schools receiving such
reviews mounted a quick counterattack on Edward Fiske,
the paper’s education editor and editor of the guide, who
assembled the material.

They argued—in letters and interviews and, inat least one
instance, a personal confrontation in Fiske’s office—that the
New York Times’ endorsement lent a suggestion of objecti-
vity towhatwasactually subjective material.

Fiske based his reviews of the schools on response to ques-
tionnaires he sentstudents oneach of the campuses.

In spite of the controversy — or perhaps because of it —
more than 80,000 books were sold.

Officials for Times Books said they hope to match that
record with the second edition.

To help get there, Fiske has tried to blunt the controversy
before the book’s official Sept. 28 publication date by altering
Ms grading system and treading a little more softly on the
reputations ofthe schoolsthat complained loudly in 1982.

Moreover, the new edition—dubbed The Selective Guide to
Colleges—droppedall references to the Times in its title.

The star rating system has been altered, noted Times
Books publicist Sandy Brawarsky, “to discourage people
from numerically rating schools on the basis of how man

The firstedition awarded schools up to five stars in each of
three categories: academic life, social life and overall cam-
pus quality.

Some schools, Brawarsky said, added up their stars and
tried to market themselves to prospective students as 12- or
14-star schools, “which was really a misrepresentation of the
original ranking system.”

In the new edition, Fiske uses stars to rate academics,
telephone symbols to rank social life, and asterisks to note
quality of life.

Among the less visible changes, though, is the absence of
fourschoolswhowere in the firstedition. ;.

The University of Kentucky, tqfaet over its low ranking in
the book’s first run, was mysteriously left out of the second
printing ofthe firstedition.

Fiske explained that after “an awful lot of discussion on
thatschool, wedecided todropitaltogether.”

Missing from the second edition are the University of
Tulsa, Manhattan Collegeand B arat College in Illinois.

“The three schools that were dropped justdidn’t meet Mr.
Fiske’s criteria,” Brawarsky says. “He decided that other
schoolswere more important.”

Perhaps coincidentally, Tulsa University Relations Direc-
tor Koy Floyd was also the one administrator who flew to
New York to confront Fiske personally over the “sarcastic,
flippant” review he gave the school in the first edition.

Fiske also gave some schools better ratings this time
around.

The academic ratings for the Universities of Nebraska and
Oklahoma haverisen from onestar to three.

Duke, Rice, Reed and Carleton College all got five-star
academicratings in the new book, the highestpossible.

Fiskealsoadded 17schools to the second edition.

Brawarsky said she hoped the changes and additions will
make the hew book “a little better received,” though she ex-
pected some backlash from unfavorably reviewed schools.

Indeed, University of Georgia Public Relations Director
Barry Wood said be would be “very interested to compare
the new entry for Georgia with the previous one” when the
book comes out.

It could not get much worse. In the first edition, Fiske
wrote that Georgia was attended by “small-town rednecks
and big-city sophisticates” who spent most of their time run-
ning around and chanting “How ’bout them dawgs!”
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Official investigating Health Service complaints

Several Student Health Service employees have met with
University authorities to Voice their opinions on the fate of
the facility’s management, according to a worker who talked
to officials Monday.

Ihe employee, whorequested anonymity, said William Ca-
bianca, assodate vice presidentforstudentdevelopmentand
overseer of the facility, spent several hours on Friday and
Monday interviewing workers who are displeased with the
management.

‘T in continuing to do that (talk to employees), and hoping
to getsome ideas this week,” Cabianca said. “I’m following
up on some of the specific complaints, but | dont feel it’s ap-
propriateto commentonanythingatthis time.”

Of those doctors, nurses and secretaries interviewed, most
told Cabianca there should be a complete revamping of the
health center’s management, the anonymousemployee said.

The employee has spoken to at least three doctors who
complained to Cabianca that the new after-hours phone line,

which allows students to contact their doctor when they are
away from the facility, is unethical because doctors cannot
givetreatmentoverthe phoiie.

In the past few weeks, employees have attacked changes
made by Monty Roth, director of toe Student Health Service,

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Co-ops a possibility for married-student housing

Co-op bousing may be an innovative answer to the bousing
problem for married students on college campuses, and
University officials have notruled outsuch an alternative for
bousingat ASU, a housing spokesman said.

Many universities across the country have joined North
American Students of Cooperation (NASCO) to try and cut
the cost of bousing, while enjoying the benefits of living on
campus.

The co-opsare managed by the students who live there and
each residentis responsible fora variety ofduties as a part of

his or herlivingagreement.
The houses are owned by a cooperative council, or a
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private landlord may lease a building to a cooperative, offer-
ing reduced rates in exchange for student management and
guaranteed occupancy.

Fred Reid, assistantdirector of housing at ASU, said such
a homing proposal could provide adequate bousing for mar-
ried students, but that die University presently has not (dan
inmind.

“For married housing it (co-ops) could be a considera-
tion,” Reid said. “I could see that in a marrieiheqviroo-
ment.”

Co-op housing has never been proposed at ASU, according
to Reid, and ASU is notcurrently considering a specific co-op
plan.

ried students, although the Cholla Apartments are available
to married students during the summer. During the fall and
spring semesters, there are no such housing facilities
available.

Co-ops Wwould provide married students with inexpensive
living quarters, but one problem would be finding a satisfac-
tory facility thatis near the University and can be renovated
intoa coop, Reid said.

“Back east it would lend itself. Bigger structures within
the community area are more prevalent. Here there aren’t
larger homes toaccommodate,” Reid said.

Co-op housing could occur in the future, as growing
numbers of students strive to cut costs while trying to

Wright's role more versatile this year

With just a few minutesremauung, ASU
was leading 14-10. The Devils were driving
fora touchdown that would have clinched a
victory over the Cardinal. Wright took the
ball into the end zone, but fumbled on the
way |g].

Instead of ASU being up 21-10, John Elway
took Stanford 80yards to give the Cardinal a
17-14lead with only 49seconds left.

But while Air-Elway and Company were
celebrating on the sidelines, Todd Hons and

ASU head coach Darryl Rogers announced
ASU would use primarily two backs. If
Wright is not carrying the ball or blocking
for Darryl Clack, he is expected to be
catching the ball.

“We've added new pass routes to the
fullback and I plan on catching the ball
much more this season,” Wrightsaid.

Wright caught the ball 26 times last
season for 178yards.

Saturday’s game against the Aggies gave
some insight into how important Wright
could beas a receiver.

He was open twice chi the way to die end
zone. The first time Todd Hons’ pass sailed
over his head. The second time Wright ran
59yards to the Aggie 17 yard line before he
was caughtfrom behind.

Although Wright is expected to be one of
the stars on the squad this year, the moathe

has ever rushed for in one game is 69 yards

his aerial show went down the field in six
plays to the one-yard line thanks to a
JeromeW eatherspoon reception.

Wright had the rare opportunity to
redeem himself.

After the officiagis signaled the touchdown,
and while over 70,009 fans were screaming
at the amazing comeback, Tex Wright knelt
downto give thanks. .

“l try not to look bade, Woright said.
“What happened last year is over with. |
would rather look ahead to what we are go-
ingtodothisyear.”

Wright reported to Camp Tontozona in
tremendous shape. The year before he
weighed in at 237 pounds. Thisyear he came
in 19pounds less at 218,

“I stayed in the Valley over the summer
and did a lot of lifting and running. 1 wantto
have a goodyear.”

i.nnt year Wright ran for 428 yards and
scored five times for the Devils. Wrightrim
for 47 yards on 11 carries, and led the ASU
offense in receiving with 70 yards on three
receptions in the opening win over Utah
State. .

Wright was expected to be more impor-
tant to the Sun Devil offense this year when

— which he accomplished in the season
openera yearago against Oregon.

In ’81 the Devils led the nation in offense
with Wright playing behind current Atlanta
Falcons star Gerald Riggs. Lastyear it was
the defensive unitthatled the nation. Wright
feelsthatit’s the offense’s turn this year.

“One of ourteam goals is to have the No. 1
offense inthe Pac-10,” Wrightsaid.

The slow start of the offense in the opener
is not expected to continue for the re-
mainder of the year. Now that the first-
game jitters are hopefully gone, Wright
hopes the offense will perform to die pre-
season expectations against UCLA, Satur-
day afternoon.

It was the dream of playing professional
football that brought Wright to Arizona
State. Some of the schools in his native state
of Texas were big enough to give him the ex-
posure, but Wright did not like their of-
fenses.

“ASU runs a pro-type offense. Most of the
schools in Texas used a lot of “1” formation
and wishbones. The pros are looking for a
big back thatcan catch.

“It has always been a dream of mine to
play pro ball. 1'd like to play for either the
USFLorNFL.”
