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Project aims to cleanse, rename “Sin City”

A project sponsored by the Tenants’.

Association of Associated Students aimed at
improving living conditions in the "Sin Ci-
ty” area wil begin Monday, according to Al
Pina, director of the association.

Pina said the project is partially a result
of complaints he has received from students
livinginthennee, bordered by Lemon Street
and Terrace Drive. He said at least 60 per-
cent of the housing complaints he has
received to date have come from students

living in “Sin City,” which houses m orethan'

6,800 ASU students in 38 apartment com-
plexes.

“When parents ask me, ‘Is this a good
area?,’” | have to say, truthfully, it’s not,”
Pinasaid.

In response to the complaints and con-
cerns, Pina devised “Operation Beautifica-
tion,” which is designed to clean up the
area, enhance tenant-landlord relations and

replace the euphemistic “Sin City” label
with a “more appropriate name that will
signify a higherquality oflife."

The project is aimed athringing landlord
attention fb pest problems, bad plumbing,
buildhig decay and parking lots in poor con-
dition throughoutthe area; hesaid.

Pina has enlisted the help of Tempe
Mayor Harry Mitchell, who has agreed to
give his full support to the project through
personalendorsements.

“l was not aware of any problems like
that in the area, but | think it’s good that
students-are concerned about their environ-
ment,” Mitchell said. “There are certain
standards wewantto keepupin Tempe.”

Pli» saidthe name change was Mitchell’s
idea:" ' - iS m' *!

“It promotes a bad image for.the Univer-
sity and for the Tempe community,” Mit-
chellsaid. >

A “Name That City” contest will begin
Monday, with all ASU students eligible to

enter. The winner will receive priates
donated by Tempe merchants and a plaque
presented tty Mayor Mitchell.

“Merchants are really enthused about the
project,” said Nancy Parks, campus affairs
vice president, because they have been con-
cerned aboutconditions in the area.

In order to receive cooperation from
apartment managers, a letter thafted by
Parks thatwill be signed by Mitchell will be
sent out. The letter will ask for the
managers’ supportand inform them of the
objectivesofthe project

Pina said he has tried to work with apart-
ment managers in the past to improve con-
ditions, but has received little or no
response.

To preclude any possible objections from
managers, ASASU will purchase about $150
worth of pesticide and will spray student
apartments on a first-come, first-served
basis,*Pina said.

“The pest problem is a major one and it

seems to be the main concern of students,”
he said. At least two dozen apartment com-
plexes will be sprayed.

“The leastofa student’s worries should be
their environment or their living condi-
tions,” Pinasaid. ,

He said apartment managers have let
conditions decline largely because they do
enothave to worry about filling up their com-
plexes.

“Managers and owners know the apart-
ments will be rented outbecause theyare so
convenient to campus. They know students
are going to wantto live there,” Pina said.

Hesaid residents inthearea are receiving
less service while paying equal or higher
rent than people living in newer apart-
ments.

“Managers might argue that students
don’t take care of their apartments, but the
students don’t bring in the roaches,” he
said.

The total of these two numbers was multiplied tty the
highest average salary eam edia a.five-year interval within
the 10 years prior to retirement, which represented the
retirement beliefit.

Anperson is considered retirement age if he is: 65years old
with five yearsof service; 62 years old with 10 years of ser-

vice; ore0years oldwith 25years of service, Murrasaid.
The new plan, rather than figuring benefits prior to 1967 on
“a 1.5-percent basis, figures them on a 2-percent basis, Murra
said.

The plan “will benefitthose close to the retirementage and
those with longperiodsofservice priorto MW,” he said.

The plan allows people who qualify for retirement to
receive the same benefits if they retire tins year as they
would if they waitedseveral more years, according to Murra.

Murrasaid the planwill notappeal to many employees who
have notplanned well for retirementand cannot afford to live
offretirementbenefits alone.

However, he added, “If the action follows the same track
as the interest” in early retirement, there could be many
University employees retiring in December.

In addition, die Army says, the earrings ’must fit snugly
againstthe ear,” ruling outdangling earrings.

The earrings can be worn only with the dress or service
green uniforms, the service ruled, meaning none of the
Army’s 75,000 women can wear them while they are in com-
bat fatigués.

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Eminent domain lawful method

to obtain land for University use cHunGS

Eminentdomain is « term that has been discussed a lot in
connection withthe recentreal estate dealings of ASU.

Although the Arisena Board of Regents did not have to use
the process in ASU’s recentacquisition of Tempe Center, it is
the right of a public institution to force landowners to sell
theirproperty, University officialssaid.

Eminentdomain is the means by which the state can take
property from privateindividualstfitishithe bestinterestof
the state, according to Stephen Smith, counsel for the Board
ofRegents.

The board considers it preferable to deal directly with the
propdfry ownerrattier than to go through the courts, butitis
sometimes necessary to obtain land by the legal process,
Smfthsaid.

Although eminent domain has never been used to acquire
land for ASU, itis a method thatmightbe used in future ASU
land acquisitions, said Victor Zafra, vice president for
business affairs.

"I think any time you have a public good like a university
thdt serves the community, it needs to have die means to
serve,” Zafrasaid. “Otherwise private interests would getin
the way of the public interest.”

“In the future, (here are going to be more students and we
have to go somewhere,” he said. “I don’t think we would
hesitate touse it ifwOreally neededit”

The only instance in which the Board of Regents has used
eminentdomain was when U of A needed to obtain lands for
the university hospital, Smith said.

The board chose to go through die courts to obtain die land,

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Caution needed In approach to gene research

The following is the first in a aeries of
guest editorials written by members of the
ASU faculty.

You pop open an old bottle found in the
tide, out pops a genie, and you get three
wishes to be fulfilled with no strings attach-
ed. That ancient fable itself seemed to pop
out of a bottle a few years ago when scien-
tists carried out the first genetic engineer-
ing experiments.

We've known for some time that the form
and function of every living thing is deter-
mined by its genes, passed down by its
parents, passed on to its offspring. Butin the
1970s, scientists learned to altar those genes
so they could command a simple bacterium
to produce a human product — like insulin,
—along with its own essentials. They hoped
that one day they might alter the flawed
genetic instructions that lead to human
birth defects. Reporters quickly nicknamed
the scientists “genies,” and many a story
suggested that all our wishes soon would
become commands for manipulated genes.

Did we wish perfect health’ Genetic
engineering would momentarily cure
cancer, eliminate birth defects, find an end
to the common cold. Long life? The secrets
of aging would be unraveled. Fabulous
wealth? Genetic engineering would give
birth to a new industry that would revive
America’s faltering economic growth to
herald a high-tech renaissance.

. Ah, but now the bad news (there are
always strings attached). If we could cure
diseases, could we not easily create a new
pox for our enemies, and they for us? If we

could eliminate birth defects, how long
would it be until we would talk of perfect
people—how tall would they be? How large
a brain would they have? What color eyes,
what color skin? And why is it axiomatic
that what can be used for good can be used
for evil and always, it seems, in equal
measure?

Much of what has been written since that
first rush of exultation, and the reaction has
dealt with the grappling between good and
evil that the techniques of genetic engineer-
ing represent. | won't argue the point —in
pnfonHai, all the good and evil are there, in
the seed of the science. But moat scientists
wince when references to cures fir cancer
and accidental creations of deadly plaques
are made, because the heat of many of the
arguments hides the difficulty of carrying
outso-called “miracles.” Genetic engineer-
ing techniques hold out strong hope that the
causes for cancer soon will be found. A few
years ago many of the most insightful
researchers feared no cause ever would be
found; the difference marks a change in ex-
pectations'over a very few years — it does
notmark discovery ofa cure for cancer. The
threat of a plague accidently created by
genetic engineers seemed so simple and
ingiral that for several years it preoccupied
scientists themselves as the major en-
vironmental hazard in science. Now most
say, for a variety of reasons, that occur-
rence is less likely than the coming ofa new
plague faymere chance.

They wince because the heated talk, both
iwoand con, has masked some real promise

and real danger. The “mask," appropriate-
ly, is glamorous. Using genetic engineering
to cure cancer is an idea with pizazz —and
one whose time will come, but false hopes
may have been raised that it is at hand. Us-
ing these techniques to improve crop strains
doesn’t have the same ring, but it may be
done sooner and have greater impact mi all
ofus. Manipulating genes to eliminate birth
defects is an achievement devoutly to be
wished for —and worked on; manipulating
bacterial genes to produce ethylene,

and other industrial chemicals
doesn’t hit the imagination that way, but it
could make major changes in industry in
this decade. A plague brought on by an ac-
cidentally twisted gene has first-class hor-
ror story appeal. Causing simple pollution
through an unforeseen side-effect of in-
dustrial genetic engineering does not have
emotional appeal.

Somany of our deadly enemies turn out to
be simple and homely, lacking real
dramatic value. And so many of the things
that have changed (he work) have notgrown
from brilliantideas but from homely notions
that grew on us. Rockets, simple in concept
and dramatic in action, have been around
for a thousand years or so. The internal
combustion engine is homely, even comic in
die contortions of its parts; it beganto
transform the world and most industries
nearly a century before the first rocketwent
to the moon. Who'd have suggested it? And
could even that visionary have foreseen the
grave worldwide problems of pollution that
engine would cause, merely by virtue of the

scale of its success?

There are strong indications that this
could be the operative parallel for genetic
engineering. Both governmentand indepen-
dent analysis predict that major, im-
mediate impacts of genetic engineering will
be felt in industry; in our economy, surely
that would be welcome. Could “genes” pro-
duce a billion-dollar industry in fuel
alcohol? Maybe, but it could take a stagger
ing investment of brains, money and pa-
tience to find out. Might we see genetic
engineering as a major factor in weld
agriculture by the turn at the century?
Maybe, with similar effort. And, of course,
new risks are entailed, risks harder to con-
trol than a culture of bacteria. Will we
create dustbowls by accidentas the result of
an experimentthatworked too well? Willwe
invent a strain of corn so productive it
replaces all others but is killed off by some
bacterium that had never harmed another

.living thing, wiping out the world corn crop?

Will university research efforts -r the very
patient, careful, dedicated basic research
that broughtus these miraculous techniques
—be turned toward achieving dazzling pro-
fits in the industrial marketplace, killing the
dream of curing cancer because the basics
willhave been sacrificed?

Homely questions and small statements
grow into big ones, and they need to be tend-
ed soonand carefully.

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Selection of liaison causes controversy Hy0%0o "OFF

WASHINGTON — Aftera summer of delays and protests,
the U.S. Department of Education has finally appointed its
go-between far the administration and national student
groups, but not before It tried to kick the nation’s largest
private college groups and minority studentgroups out of the
appointmentprocess.

The go-between, officially called the Student Liaison Of-
ficer (SLO), is also supposed to represent those student
groups in Departmentof Education deliberations.

Typically, the groups themselves join in the process of
selecting an actively enrolled studentto become the new SIX)
every six months.

But this year, at least two of the groups — the National
Organization of Black University and College Students
(NOBUCS) and the Coalition of Independent College and
University Students (commonly called COPUS) — were
originally excluded from the selection process.

“l can't tell you why they weren’t invited,” said Larry
Woldt, special assistant to the deputy undersecretary of
education who oversees the selection of the student liaison.
Woldtsaid he does notknow because the undersecretary who
excluded the two groups, Wendy Borcherdt, is no longer with
the department.

' Borcherdtcould notbe reached forcomment.
“It’s very obvious that there was much more of a political

slant to the selection process than ever before,” said Kathy
Ozerofthe U.S. Student Association (USSA), which did get to
participate in the process.

USSA was the moat vocal student group opposing Bor-
cherdt when her nomination as deputy undersecretary was
announced in 1981.

COPUS and NOBUCS also opposed the nomination, though

their lobbyists did not testify against Borcherdt. The only stu-
dent group to officially endorse the nomination was the
American Student Association.
« COPUS ultimately did get to participate in the selection of
this fall’s SLO, Penn State studentMark Smith, butonly after
convincing department officials that COPUS met “a
ridiculous listofcriteria,” COPUSDirector Sara Turin said.

NOBUCS also was finally invited, but never actually
helped cull through the applications from students all over
the country.

“We asked to be invited when we found outwe’d been left
out,” Craig Shelton, NOBUCS’s new president, said. “We
were told we could participate, but our representatives did
notattend forsome reason. All I can say is | regretitand I’'m
embarrassed ithappened.”

“What bothers me even more,” COPUS’s Turin said, “is
that all these political groups like the College Republicans
and College Democrats were invited and allowed to par-
ticipate in the selection procedure.”

President Walter Batt said former senators excluded the
retreat from the budgetto give each incoming legislature the

‘Thesenate changes from year to year. There is no way to
knots what kind of retreat will be planned for the fallowing
year,” Battsaid.

Camp Tontozona provided the cheapest accommodations
and Sept 24 was the only weekend it was available, he said,
adding that “the value of the retreat can best be realized at
the beginning ofthe year.”

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Heard unvells father-son sculpture review

Their sculptures reflect their differences
and their similarities in tradition. Like any
two generations, they have taken.a different
path toreflect them.

Allan Houser and Robert Haozous, a
father-and-son team, represent the old and
the new values of die Native American life..
They bring two generations of Apache tradi-
tion to life in their sculptures currently on
display at the Heard Museum in Phoenix.

According to Robert Breunig, chief
curator of die Heard, it is the first time the
museum has incorporated two artists and
gathered a retrospective oftheir labor.

“Why did we put them together? Wecould
have done a one-man show. As a matter of
fact, we could have presented them both at

Duck Canteen” (top) and “Duck Figurine”

In his sculptures, Houser, the father, con-
templates the old and simple ways of his
ancestors butincludes a sense of pride in his
family’s heritage.

Houser was born in 1914. He spent his
Childhood in Oklahoma, learning through
his father’s stories and songsthe history and
culture of his people. His father, Samuel
Haozous, wap a runner for Gerénimo, the
Apache chief, and served as an interpreter
when he and other Chiricahua followers
were imprisoned for more than 27 years.

He is' an internationally recognized
sculptor and has received several honors,
ineiHritqg the Palmes d’Academique from
the French governmentin honor of his con-
tributions as a teacher and artist, the Waite
Phillip« Trophy from the Philbrook Art
Center, and this New Mexico Governor's
Award forthe Visual Arts.

Robert Haozous, the son who adapted his
grandfather’s . name which had been
aiglicized by Houser years before,
developed a differentstyle, one that reflects
his feelingsaboutsociety.

Unlike his father, Haozous grew up with
Indian and non-Indian peers, but he also
grew with a strong sense of Native
American identity. After attending a public
school, he wentto Utah State University for
one year, joined the U.S. Navy for four
years and graduated with a bachelor of fine
arts degree in 1970 from the California Col-
lege of Arts and Crafts,

According to David.-Xampbell, Heard
public information officer, Haozous is work-
ing in the shadow of his celebrated father.
“He wants to be known farhis work and be is
independent in that respect, but they are
very close and tiny sometimes work
together.”

Haozous represents technological intrusions j
on “Mother Earth,” several nudes and
modern American Indian problems.

“Houser paints the Indian in context with |
himself, Haozous paints him in a more
erotic context,” Campbell said.

According to Campbell, Haozous is
describing a world of change and contem-
porary life. “For him, technology is a super-
ficial intrusion of the body. A gun, for exam-
ple is an easy way out, all you have to do is
pull a trigger and it takes the place of per-
sonal energy,” Campbellsaid. -

One of the pieces,,entitled “The Brother," .
is the portrait of an alcoholic and his
brother. It shows the rejection in both of the
family members, yet they are holding each
othershowing their love. “I purposely made
them so that nobody could tell which one of
the brothers was the alcoholic,” Haozous
said.

Most of Haozous’ pieces criticize man’s
disrespect of nature; one of the most im-
is an
alabaster piece called “Sacred Dig,” which
shows the figure of a wrinkled man in an
embryonic position.

According to Breunig, Haozous wanted to
show how the modern world exposes ancient
ihingg that were meant to stay under the
ground. .

“Sometimes people go to the Indian reser-
vations to look for old pottery and they di
up old graves. They throw the bones aroun
and that shows disrespect for the dead,”
Brednig8aid.

Houser’s art is representative of the
reflective, patientlife the Native Americans
liyed before westernization. Itis a reflection
of his father’s anecdotes and songs as well
as the ideal concepts in the Apache world
view.

His most recent piece departs from this
line; one might think it approaches nearer
to his son’s Madonnas. “Hidden Beauty,"
made of Cartara marble, is figure of a
Native American woman who, like the
others, is proud and unashamed. Houser
depictsthe womannude.
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“Owl Figurine,” dating from the late 1800s,
Isalso on display.

According to Breunig, this is one of
Houser’ first nudes. It is a “piece that he
proudly feels symbolizes yet another phase
in his artistic evolution.”

“Houser and .Haozous; A Cultural
Retrospective” will run through May 1984.

Another exhibitcurrently being displayed
at the Heard Museum through Feb. 15 is
“Gifts of Mother Earth: Ceramics in the
Zuni Tradition,” produced in cooperation
with the Pueblo of Zuni and the Smithsonian
Institution.

Al Jamau’s audience gained a whole new*
understanding of the man behind “Boogie Down
Sunday night. Jarreau proved himself to be unlike
many of today s top performers, whose concerts
are simply personal replays of their latest
relcftscs«-

A performer for all tastes, Jarreau attracted
both the ‘sprouts and granola set” and the local
‘beautiful people’ for an evening of jazz improv
and well-known hits.

Theatricallysophisticated may bestsum up Jar-
reau’s latest tour.

Despite the prohibitive, ticket price ($17.50),
Gammage Center was packed for Jarreau’s latest
appearance iii Phoenix.

Asthe audience filed in, the audio system played
songs that included lyrics like “goin’ down to see
the show, goin’downto see Jarreau.”

Simulated steam announced the arrival of the
band. They ran Ontothé stage and began to imitate
atrain andcried, “Allaboard!”

An art deco set and upgraded lighting framed
what in many ways was an incredibly
sophisticated presentation. During the band
break, Gammage showed Jarréau’s latest
“video” — an animated presentatimi of “Mor-

Adding to the staging of the show, the sax and
trumpet players danced throughout most of the

songs. .

T%e first half of Jarreau’s three-hour perfor-
mance had a love-song theme. He did such hits as
“Save Me,” “Love Is Waiting” and “I Will Be
HereForYou.”

Jarreau’s voice is perhaps the most fascinating
dement of his artistry. He has incredible control,
maintaining a remarkably calm and casual at-
titude as he performs. His voice is comforting,
particularly as he sings love lyrics, andplays a big
partinhisappeal.

What was most enjoyable about his concert,
however, were his occasional jaunts into pure
voice improvisation. Onhis albums, Jarreau rare-
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ly includes more than a few minutes of voice-
improv.

In an interview.Jarreau explained his apparent
enjoymentof performing for an audience. “I have
beena performer longerthan I’ve beena writer or
,recording artist, and probably Ihave more energy
and emotion tied up in that thing called perform-
ing thanj.have In Writing or recording,”-h" ex-
plained. “Those are relatively new to me.”

During his concerns Jarreau entertains his au-
dience with some impressive jazz vocals, lilis
time, while the majority of his band took a. break,
Jarreau- and his drummer, Ridiard Lawson
entered intoa duel.

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Boegel warns students:
ticket quotas fill quickly

Unlike previous years in which Gammage
Center was aide to accommodate all
students wishing to attend Critic’s Choice
eventson a discountbasis, the popularity of
several of this season’s offerings may leave
some students paying hill price, according
to Miriam Boegel, managing director of
Gammage.

Boey | said although “student interests
will be protected by multi-night runs,” an-
ticipated early fulfillment of student ticket
quotas for certain performances of popular
productions may leave latecomers with
“leftover” seats costing higher prices.

Boegel noted that “in all likelihood”
students will be accommodated at another
performance of the show. But she added,

show "»ay be leftwith nochoiceatall.”

Boegel predicted that “Evita,”
“Amadeus” and “Pacific Overtures,” all

playing for the first time in the Valley, will
be the shows that till their student

allotments early. She recommended that
students get their tickets for these shows at
the earliest possible pick-up date to insure
seating at the discountprice.

Boegel cites the international acclaim
received by many of this season’s shows,
most prominently “Evita,” as the reason
behind “urging students to get their tickets
as soon .as possible.” “Evita” and
“Amadeus” have been playing to sell-out
crowds in New York, she noted, and demand
here is expected to be "very, very high.”

“Pacific Overtures” is likely to be
another high-demand production, said
Boegel, because the ASU Lyric Opera
Theater is producing it and many friends of
performers will want to attend.

Itwas made at Camp Tontozona in front of
only teammates, coaches, and a few
members of the media. But Hood and those
who saw itwill remember it.

“The ball was overthrown by about eight
yards,” Hood said. “I just had to react. |
had about 15yards and | knew | had to dig.”

“Then I only had one more step, and it
was still ahead of me. | laid it out and
presto! | was there and in the end zone.”

The catch was eye-opening for many
onlookers. Hood had been counted on to be
the starter this spring when Jerome
Weatherspoon left the team.

And even when Weatherspoon returned,

Hood would not be relegated to a backup
role. Come time for the Utah State game,
James Hood was with the first squad.

True, Weatherspoon was injured the last
week of practice, but no one could be heard
complaining. Hood, who last season saw
limited action and who had never caught a
pass here before last Saturday’s game, was
a legitimate starter.

Hood, like the rest of the offense, did not
have a memorable night against the Aggies.
He caught only one ball for 16 yards.

“It was a good feeling to catch the'ball,”
he said. “It was like | had never stopped,
just like my college days, doing what | was
trained to do.”

As a result of some mistakes against the
Aggies, Hood will be replaced in the starting
line-up by freshman speedster Paul Day.

“That’s how it is here. You make a
mistake and the other guy will go ahead of

ou.”

That is a reflection of the closeness of the
competition between the flankers. But Hood
is notdisturbed.
