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Stifter requirements for 1985

The College of Liberal Arts faculty is pro-
posing stiffer degree requirements which, if
passed, would become effective in 1985.

The proposal would replace the present
graduation requirements for bachelor of
arts and bachelor of science degrees with a
single set of requirements that would fulfill
both.

Under the proposal, both degree pro-
grams would require a foreign language.
Presently, only a bachelor of arts major is
required to take the equivalent of two years
ofa foreign language.

Other changes from previous re-
quirements would be in math, laboratory
sciences and social and behavioral sciences.
Currently, liberal arts students are not re-
quired to take a specific math course. But
under the new proposal, MAT 117 —college
algebra—ora higher-level course would be
reguired. )

tudents also would be require; «take 15
credit hours in social and jhavioral
sciences, instead of the 12 nours now re-
quired.

Two science courses that include a lab
also would be required under the proposal.
Currently, only one science course must in-
cludea lab.

According to Marie Pastin, professor of
philosophy, there has been discussion within
the college to upgrade requirements for a
longtime.

Liberal arts faculty members were given
the chance to voice their opinions on the pro-

posal at a meeting of the faculty Wednes-

day.

gastin, a member of a task force formed
about one year ago to develop the proposal,
said the desire for the change in re-
quirements is the result of a general feeling
among the faculty that what “students are
getting on campus in general and specifi-
cally in the college is not what they should
begetting.”

Pastin said the degree changes would ap-
pear harder cmstudents, but would actually
give well-prepared students more freedom.

“Astudent who cranes.out of high school
with a good background may only spend a
year of his or her time fulfilling these re-
quirements,” he said, adding that these
students would have more freedom in plann-
ing the restoftheirdegree requirements.

The new requirements are, however, ex-
pected to weed out students who attempt to
geta degree in liberal arts without much ef-
fort, he said.

“We have tried to design a program that
is forward-thinking, quality education that
would not be incredibly restrictive on the
students,” hesaid.

After kny necessary revisions, the pro-
posal is scheduled for a vote by the faculty
assembly of the college on Nov. 21.

If passed there, the changes will be effec-
tive with the issuance of the 1985-1987
catalog.

Legislature may study DPS control of ASU Police

under the regulation of the Arizona Depart-
mentof Public Safety may be considered by
the Arizona State Legislature in the craning
year, according to Serf. Tony West, R-
Phoenix. o,

Westsaid die possibility of introducing the
legislation has been discussed in “private
conversations” with other state legislators
recently. . . .  f

“A tot of us think (university police)
should be fully qualified,"West said. “This
would bring a greater degree of profes-
sionalism and a broader sense of respon-
sibility.”

Under the legislation, police departments
at all three state universities would be con-
trolled and funded by DPS, Westsaid. ASU
no longer would include the police depart-
mentin its budget, he said.

ASU Police Chief C. Russell Duncan said
he was “very negative” about the possibi-
lity of such legislation being introduced.

“1 don’t think we should be turned over to
an entity that specializes in writing traffic
citations,” Duncan said. “I think university
police departments have to be a separate
entity.”

West cited a lade of leadership, a lade of
effective public relations and a lack of en-
forcement of certain laws —especially nar-

cotics laws—as the primary reasons behind
the possible legislation.

However, he said he does not believe the
legislation will be addressed this year due to
DPSfinancial considerations. .

“The DPS has enough problems that they
wouldn’t want to take this onright now,” he
said. “Assuming itis not pushed this year, it
will probably be pushed nextyear.”

DPS Officials declined to comment on the
proposed legislation.

A similar proposal was addressed by the
Arizona Board of Regents in 1982 but was
notapproved.

“1 think ifthey try to push itagain, it win
be opposed by all three universities,” Dun-
can said. “I doubt that any department is

run perfectly, but I think we run a very effi-
cient shop. He said ASU’s crime rate is
down more than 17 percent over the same
time lastyear.

The proposal would not expand ASU’s
powers, because all ASU officers are Ifully
certified with full power,” Duncan said.
ASU Police currently have no ties'to the
DPS other than being trained at the DPS
training academy.

Victor Zafra, ASU Vice President for
Business Affairs, said one of the arguments
against such legislation is that a university
is a “unique environment” and requires
“special sensitivities” on the part of its
police force.

According to Campus Services Director Liz Mason, the
library basement will remain open until 3 a.m., Monday
through Thursday, beginning Nov. 6, provided student
monitorsare hired and final approval is given.m .

Ata special meeting Monday, Steve Bass, director of the
escort service, ASASU Executive Vice President Ray
Burnell and Campus Affairs Vice President Nancy Parks
metwith escortvolunteers whowere willing to donate time to
the cause.

“Wegottogether people interested in working the late shift
to m ate sure there was enough interest,” Bass said. “If we
weretocommitourselves, wewanted to be consistent. ’

fiy « said about 15 of the more than 40 escort volunteers
showed up at the meeting to volunteer their time in the early
morning hours, with a few offering to work every shift.

He said they will begin the late shift with one escort each
night. The escort will be available in the library lobby and

will have use ofan electric cart, he said.

“The plan right now is to use a police radio,” so that the
lone escorts can have direct contact with the University
Police, Basssaid. .

#Pierce also said he was “pleased” to supportthe bill, after
the extension.

College of Public Programs Senator Brian LaCorte, whoin-
troduced file bill, said the finance committee was initially “a
little bitqueasy” aboutpassing it.

“We were concerned with passing such a program where
security was notreadily available,” he said.

Late library hours were offered last year during fall and
spring finals on an experimental basis, Mason said, but
escorts were not provided.

Although there were not enough escorts available last
year, Ra« said this year’s participation has forced him to
turn volunteers away.

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Aliens gain free health care,
pay more in taxes, profs say

Illegal aliens received $5.1 million in free
health care in Arizona, but contributed $12.6
million annually in taxes in 1981, according
to researchers in the ASU College of
Business Administration.

Jose A. Mendez, an assistant professor of
economics, and CeciliaD Esquer, assistant
professor of administrative services, said
the free health care aliens received
represents 3.4 percent of Arizona’s indigent
health care expenditures for the 198081
fiscalyear.

However, the professors said in a recent
article in Arizona Business, undocumented
aliens infrequently use other social ser-
vices. Hie journal is published by ASU’s
Bureau of Business and Economic Resear-
ch.

“Calculations indicate that un-
documented aliens support social services
by contributing $12,619,326 annually in tax-
es,” the professors said. “For every dollar
of free medical care received, un-
documented aliens paid $2.46 for services
thoy did notreceive.”

Hie “social cost” to Arizona residents is
also small, the professors said. While con-
tactwith undocumented aliens may resultin
individual instances of illness, the possibi-
lity of widespread transmission or epidemic
islow.

The researchers said the effect un-
documented workers may have on health
care problems of indigent Arizonans was
“difficultto assess” because the two groups
suffer from diseases resulting from “their
low income levels.”

Although they present no threat of
epidemic, and in effect pay for the services
they receive, undocumented aliens create a
distribution problem and impose a financial
burden on local public health care pro-
viders.

Those costs are ultimately absorbed by
state and county governments, who argue
that without compensation from the federal
government, they must bear the financial
burden of providing free medical care,
Mendezand Esquer said.

“Yet, in the near future, even this
distributional problem may no longer be a
concern,” they said. “Arizona’s new in-
digent health care legislation, the Arizona
Health Care Cost Containment System ...
could serve to reduce the financial loss suf-
fered by health care providers.”

The federal government has indicated it
will provide partial funding for the new
system, the professors said.

“Even ifthis funding is notspecifically in-
tended to compensate Arizona for un-
documented aliens’ use of free medical
care, itdoesassist Arizonataxpayers incar-
ing for them, as well as for indigents,” they
said.

Mendez and Esquer concluded that while
the AHCCCS relieves the distributional pro-
blem of providing free health care to un-
documented aliens, an underlying issue re-
mains to be addressed.

“Does society have a moral responsibility
to use its resources to provide for their
health care needs?” the professors asked.

Academic freedom or academic license?

Academic freedom is the right of an in-
structor to teach his subject without undue
pressure or interference. So defined, itis a
vital, undeniable principle. But it is
Understood quite differently by those who
usually assert the claim. On their broader
definition, no interference of any kind is
ever warranted, since only the instructor
himself can determine what he should or
should not teach; any inquiry into the per-
sonal convictions a professor expresses in
fiM« is censorship and a threat to his
scholarly independence.

Whatever the abstract appeal of that
argument, in practice we find it has.a fun-’
damental contradiction. Ostensibly,
academic freedom is intended to prevent
unscjiolariy partisan prejudices from in-
truding into the classroom, to separate
education from ideological indoctrination.
But suppose the instructor himself in-
troduces ideological bias into his teaching,
donning the principle of academic freedom
as a mere protective cloak? In thatevent
the absolutist view becomes a justification
foracademic license.

Letus look around for a few illustrations.
We could certainly find some vivid illustra-
tions over at the department, of sociology,
where students are taught the relativity of
all truths and dogmas, except those
subscribed to by sociologists. Or we could
raise our social consciousness by learning
about tiie unhappy lot of women in a course
entitled, “Social History of American
Women,” which is actually a course in
radical feminism. Or, again, we could study
various methods of exhausting federal sub-
sidies overatthe College of Social Work.

But let us go straight to the clearest il-
lustration of indoctrination, the department

le ttiera

of political science. Take the example of
Political Science 101, a freshman course
taughtby Professor Mark Reader.

The first thing Professor Reader’s
students learn is that he most emphatically
favors the broad view of academic freedom.
This permits him to turn their attention
away from the conventional, freshman
topics to more urgent matters, such as
nuclear disarmament and ‘“economic
democracy.” The second thing they learn is
that they will learn nothing from Professor
Reader if not the merits of these vital
causes. But if somehow they are not per-
suaded by Reader himself, who in the
classroom expresses his opinions openly
and expansively, they will almost certainly
learnitfrom theirassigned readings.

He requires five books, along with an op-
tional pamphlet called “World Military and
Social Expenditures 1982 published by
World Priorities, Inc. One boric is the well-
known “The Fate of the Earth,” another is
the airy, mildly socialistic “Small is
Beautiful.” There is also an anthology with
the witty title of “Atom’ Eve: Ending the
Nuclear Age,” compiled and edited by
Reader himself. A tith'd is grandly entitled
“An Inquiry into the Human Prospect,”
which ends on this cheerful note: “For the
majority of capitalist nations ... 1 do not
see how one can avoid the conclusion that
the required transformation will be likely to
exceed the capabilities of representative
democracy.” There’s certainly no avoiding
that conclusion in Professor Reader’s class,
as we see in “American Ideologies,” the
principal textbook which explains the
details of this “required transformation.”

At first “American ldeologies” seems
unusually fair and restrained; the authors’
bias is clear, but they strain to present a
balanced view of the conservative and
liberal economic positions. Alas, the effort
proves too-much for them, and on pages 223-
224 we read this: “Fascism today, in our
itefinitin«i, is a social order in which a
coherent combination of culture, ideology

. and political currents lend support to a
state practicing extensive social control for

Casting our net a little further, we find
another illustration iA Political Science 180,
“Global Politics.” This is a particularly
good example because the instructor, Pro-
fessor Patrick McGowan — who describes
himarff as a socialist— is chairman of the
department. .

to “The Global Community,”’one of three
text books assigned by Professor McGowan,
we are introduced to a world free of “value
judgments,” which are the principal im-
pedimentto “peaceful” relations among na-
tions.” Having disabused us ef our “self-
righteous,” “parochial” and “intolerant”
moral assumptions, the authors attempt to
reduce foreign policy to the “value-free”
science of “problem management.”

Apractical application of these theories is
provided in another textbook called “World
Politics 1983-84,” a collection of various ar-
ticles on foreign policy. Of 52 articles, four
or fjve are critical of the Soviet Union, and
notall of these are actually assigned on the
class syllabus.

Typical is an article called “Outmoded
Assumptions,” by the historian Henry
Steele Commanger, who asks: “Howare we
to explain our obsession with communism,
our paranoid hostility to the Soviet Union,
our reliance on military rather than
political solutions ...? ” Or consider this
thoughtful analysis by Roy Bennett:
“(Reagan’s) dubious campaign—againsta
non-existent military imbalance — was
necessary, in the short term, to secure
passage of the proposed massive escalation
in the military budget.” On the syllabus,
this selection was scheduled for a class
discussion headed “Revival of the Cold War
undo*Reagan.l’

In upper division classes we find more of
the same. There is the 400-level Special
Topics and the 500-level Theory and Prac-
tice of Non-Violence —advanced courses in
the political insights of Mark Reader. Last

semester students in Professor Dick
McGaw’s 501 introductory graduate course
were assigned a book called “Hie Fiscal
Crisis ofthe State,” by James O’Connor. We
read no further than the dedication before
understanding the nature of this crisis:
“For the waiters, the unemployed, the
poor, the students, and others whose strug-
gles against the state have made this work
possible.”

The two other texts assigned were
“Politics and Markets” and “Legitimation
Crisis,” both Marxist critiques of
capitalism. In the former, on page 250, the
author makes an extraordinary com-
parison: “It is difficult for a thoughtful
liberal democrat to read Lenin or Mao
without recognizing on some points a kin-
ship of spirit,” he observes. “That they have
given orders to imprison and to Kill
thousands, even millions, does not con-
clusively deny their humahitarianism.”

Another adm irer of the Great Helmsman
is Samuel Bowles, a contributor to
“Problems in Political Economy,” the text
assigned by McGaw for his 308-level course
on “Interest Groups.” IBs article, no doubt
well-known throughout the department, is
entitled “Schooling for a Socialist
America.” “While we may learn much,” he
writes, “about the process of building a
socialistsociety from the experiences of the
Soviet, Cuban, Chinese, and other socialist
peoples — and indeed, may find some
aspects of their w ok downrightinspiring —
there is no foreign model for the economic
transformation we seek.”

Now, one hopes that even freshmen are
not so gullible as to believe what they read
and hear in these courses. No doubt the
more alert students preserve their respect
for the system of economics and govern-
mentso despised by their professors. But of
course sane donot.

A professor who is always at the bar-
ricades, whouses his class as a platform for
his particular cause, merely does what
anyone is capable of doing -r- teaches his
own opinions. The classroom is no place for
ideologues toactouttheirinner turmoil.

'Equal pay'statisties ‘'wrong'

Hope Kingsley is wrong when she states
“to earn equal pay for equal work? (Women
are still earning 62 cents for every 61 that
men make for comparable wok),” in her
response (State Press, Oct 26) to an earlier
editorial by Tracy Fletcher. The U.S.
Bureau of Labor Statistics does report that
women earn about 62 percent of what men
earn in the United States, butthat figure ag-
gregatesdata acrossall occupations.

It represents the average earnings of
women compared to the average earnings of
men, notin the same jobs, bid in all jobs. It
does not take into account the feet that men

and women tend to work different jobs and
that even within occupational groupings
men and women tend to have different
levels ofexperience.
Whetherornotultimately there are issues
ofdisparity (which vary by occupation), we
further no cause by misrepresenting
statistics. | would encourage those in-
terested in the question of relative pay for
equalwork to take the time to find whatmen
and women are paid forequal, or even com-
parable, work. .

A greater amount of individual attention is available to
participants in XSU’s staff and faculty fitness program than
insimilar programs at other schools, a program coordinator
said.

Laura Borsborf, an exercise technician who helped imple-
ment the program, said “Devilfit is unique because of the
high ratio of fitness staff members to participants.”

The idea of an on-campus program was introduced by
ASU’s Executive Vice President Paige Mulhcdlan and
William Stone, a professor of health and physical education,
she said.

The fitness program at Kansas State University, where
Mulbollan worked previously, “literally saved my life,” he
said.

Devilfit, available to ASU faculty and staff and their
families, was developed in October 1982, Borsborfsaid.

before participants may begin the program,” said Borsborf,
who has worked for Devilfit with exercise specialist Bo
Fernhall from its beginning.

Interested staff and faculty members must take the test,
designed by the American College of Sports Medicine, to help
fitness specialists determine the best program for each in-
dividual, Borsborfsaid.

The test, which costs $100 if supervised by a physician and
$50 without, grades exercise, body composition, flexibility,
strength and blood analysis, Fernhall said.

Devilfitexercise activities, which cost$50par year, include
jogging, aerobics, walking, swimming and weight training.
Occasional lectures by fitness and exercise specialists are
also available, Borsborfsaid.

“This semester, we've conducted five testing sessions,
compared to two last semester,” Borsborf said. “The idea
really seemsto be catchingon.”

Often Peps concerts are nothing more than expensive
Muzak festivals. However, in spite of his nickname, resident
Pops Conductor Doc Severinsen did not turn Symphony Hall
into a doctor’s waiting room for the first concert of die
Phoenix Symphony Pops Series, butrather provided a varied
and musically substantial program.

The concert began with Severinsen conducting the or-
chestra in Leonard Bernstein’s “Candide Overture.” Thor
continued with Duke Ellington’s “Sophisticated Lady” and
“Jupiter,” one of the movements from “The Planets” by
Gustav Holst. The sound of the orchestra was full and rich,
despite a few timid entrances.

There is no doubting the improvementof the Phoenix Sym-'
phony over the last few years, spurred partly by the many
new members Theo Alcantara has hired.

The guest artist, Chuck Mangione, made his entrance with
several of his best known compositions, “Hill Where the Lord
Hides,” “Chase the Clouds Away” and “Land of Make
Believe.”

Mangione’s intonation sounded better live than on many of
his records, and his small warm sound Mended well with the
orchestra. His drummer caused balance problems by play-
ing too loudly, butthe other members of his quartet provided
creative solosand back up.

Mangione conducted the orchestra with Severinsen as
trumpet soloist for the final piece of the first half, “Fed ofa
Vision,” a work Mangione composed while still at the
Eastman School of Music. The work began with a dramatic

Two encores ended the concert. The first, “Freddies
Walkin’,” was a gospel-style tune written to celebrate
Mangione’s godson’s recovery from cerebral palsy. The se-
cond, “Pina CMada” was a Latin work that began with
Mnnginnft scat singing into the microphone and ended with
alternating solos between him and Severinsen.

Players show technique

The Cleveland Quartet, one of the nation’s outstanding
ensembles, gave a brilliant concert to a pathetically small
audienceat Gammage Monday night.

Theensemble, playing the famous Paganini atrads, played
quartets by Haydn, Brahmaand Beethoven.

They played the Haydn Quartetin D major, Op. 64, No. 5in
a lightbutsomewhat romanticized style. Their articulations
sounded classical, butthey sugared melodic lines with heavy
vibrato.

Thequartet’s interpretation of the menuettowas especially
striking because they exaggerated the downbeat, making it
sound more like a Strausswaltzdun a classical minuet.

The group continued with the Brahms Quartetin Amin»1
Op. 51, No. 2, which they played expressively with great use
ofvibrato, swelled attacks and tempo fluctuations. In spite of
the romantic nature of the performance, the ensemble blur-
red only slightly the architecture ofthe melodic lines and the
form ofthe piece as a whole.

They played the allegro non troppo movement rather slow-
ly, and the andante moderate faster than usual. Brahm’s
quasi-menuetto contrasted the minuetof the Haydnwork. In-
stead of emphasizing the downbeat, the quartet highlighted
the difference between the two composers by putting almost
noaccentatthe beginnings of measures.

The first violinist, Donald Weilerstein, often overpowered
the rest of the group, both in emotionalism and volume, but
he played accurately, with only a few intonational flawws.

The quartet changed their style drastically for the
Beethoven Quartet in E minor, Op. 59, No. 2. Their playing
was less florid, with sharper attacks, especially on the first
two biting chords of the piece. Their sound became brighter

and more agressive. During the molto adagio, violist Atar
Arad and cellist Patti Katz coordinated well in their
counterline to the first violin.

Throughout the allegro the ensemble played with a
brilliantcompact tone, effortlessly passing a simple Russian
theme from person to person. The march-like presto was
crisp and energetic, with no loss of time in the running
passages between the celloand the firstviolin.

The blend of the group was especially good because of the
Paganini strade they were playing, a special set of in-
struments put togehter by Nicolo Paganini in the 19th cen-

tury. The viola of this set is famous because Paganini com-
missioned Hector Berlioz to compose “Harold in Italy” so
that its prominent solo viola part could be played on the in-
strument.

In'spite of this, the size and emptiness of Gammage made
the sound ofthe ensemble somewhat thin.

Whether one agrees or not with the exaggeratedly sweet
style that the group employs much of the time, there is no
doubt that their interpretations were deliberate, well
thought out, and well-rehearsed. Because of this, the
Cleveland Quarter concert qualified as a work of superior
musicianship.

Lowrey refuses to give up on quarterback spot

At the start of the 1982 fall campaign, Florida State head
football coach Bobby Bowden was worried about his starting
quarterback.

Hedidn’t know whowould lead his team on offense.

Eventually a third-string quarterback who had flirted with
the notion of converting to défensive end took the job.

Bowden has been pleased ever since with his decision to
start Kelly Lowrey. Lastyear Lowrey passed for 1,870yards,
in leading the Semindles to a 9-3 record and a victory ovar
WestVirginiain the Gator Bowl.

On Saturday he will lead FSU into Sun Devil Stadium to
tackle ASUat7:30p.m.

Lowrey is a fifth-yearsenior who lacks no confidence in his

ame.

g “Kelly Lowreyis so confident that he’d try to rob a bank
withouta gun,” ABC commentator Frank Broyles said dur-
ing the FSU-LSU game. The Semindles came out of that
gamewitha 40-35victory.

In 1961 the Semindles were set at quarterback. Mike
Whiting was handling the team, and Lowrey was forced to
consider his options.

The coach told him there was little chance of his ever get-
ting the opportunity to play quarterback, and offered him a
chanceto play as a defensive end.

But Lowrey would not give up his dream to play quarter-
back.

“He started as a defensive end and kept asking to be a
quarterback,” Bowden said. “He was very persistent, so you
haveto give the mansomecredit.”

There was a point when the Florida State coaching staff
wondered if Lowrey would ever play for them again. The 22-
year-old'was involved in a motorcycle accidentand broke his
left ankle in 1981, and at the time it was doubtful he would
play again.

During the ’81 season he must have wondered if a college
football career was meantto be.

Hereinjured his ankle last week in the Seminoles’ 51-7 win

If he stays healthy,
we can be a very good offense.”

Versatility is the key word to use when talking about
Lowrey. He is the only quarterback in Florida State history
toeverbe responsible for a touchdown in four differentways.

He has thrown for 22 TD passes midway through his second
season. He has rushed for 11 touchdowns and caught one pass
from running back Cedric Jones far a score.

The fourth way of scoring came in 1981 against Ohio State.
He scored off a special teams play in a fake field goal at-
tempt.

Agthe Seminole quarterback he is capable of running the
option, passing and anything else the coaches wanthim to do.
Considering the success ASU opponents have had running the
option this year, e.g. Wichita State and Washington State, the
Semindles may decide to use the option a bit more.

Lowrey has the size —6-1, 225 pounds —to be an effective
runner.

The Semindleswill be looking to improve their 4-3record at
the expense of the Sun Devils. With only four games remain-
ingonits schedule, FSU will need towin at least three to have
a shotata bowl bid.

The problem that arises is their schedule. The Semindles
must face the Devils, Miami (Fla.) and Florida, with South
Carolinaalso upcoming.

Bowden has earned a reputation for winning the tough
games on the road, but this year has been a different story.
After beating LSU, the Seminodles lost three consecutive
games to Tulane, Auburnand Pittsburgh—all on the road.

Lowrey and Bowden hope to turn that around Saturday
nightagainstthe Devils.
