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Nelson drops out of race

for Wisconsin

ASU President J. Russell Nelson said
Thursday he was unaware that die Universi-
ty of Wisconsin presidency had been offered
to another finalist when he withdrew his
candidacy Wednesday night.

Nelson said he notified the chairman of
die Waisconsin search committee early
Wednesday evening and did not find out that
the board had selected a president until
about10p.m.

The name of the new president will not be
released until Monday, Wisconsin Regent
President Ben Lawton said.

“Thesearch wasongoing at the time | told
them Iwasn’t a candidate,” he said.

Nelson said he decided to withdraw from
the selection process because he *“ would
rather work in a campus setting than in a
central office.”

Nelson said “significant support in the
community” also played a role in his deci-
sion tostay at ASU.

It was reported Monday that Nelson was
one of three finalists for the presidency, and
be confirmed that he was a candidate for the
job.

Kenneth Shaw, chancellor of the Southern
lllinois University system, and Jack
Freeman, executive vice president of the
University of Pittsuburgh, were reportedly
the other two finalists.

Both Shaw and Freeman refused to con-
firm or deny reports that they were finalists
when they were contacted Tuesday after-
noon.

A Wisconsin regents’ policy prohibits
public discussion of the presidential selec-
tion process, butcandidates are at liberty to
publicly announce their candidacy.

Judith Ternby, secretary for the Wiscon-
sin regents, said she was unable to comment
on Nelson’s decision to withdraw as a can-
didate.

“Our search is confidential, and | can
make no comment as to who the candidates
areorwere,” Tembysaid.

The Wisconisin university system consists
of 28 separate campuses, which include 2
doctorate universities, 13 four-year univer-
sities and 13 junior colleges. Nelson des-
cribed the junior colleges as “feeder in-
stitutions” for the other universities.

More than 160,000 students are enrolled in
the Wisconsin system. ASU’s enrollment is
estimated to be at41,000students.

The Waisconsin president’s salary had
been set at more than $100,000 a year.
Nelson now receives $98,500 annually.

Nelson said Tuesday the Waisconsin
presidency was “a job of vary significant
scope,” and denied that recent controver-
sies in ASU’s athletic department would
have any influence on his decision to be con-
sidered as a candidate for the postion.

ASU students may face a 9 percent increase in insurance
rates if the Arizona Board of Regents decides to renew a
policy with Mutual of Omaha next year, a board official said
Thursday. r -

Chris Barkulis, an assistant director for audits and
medical budgets, said the regents will make their final deci-
sion at the Nov. 8 board meeting in Tucson.

ASU’s Student Health Advisory Committee is scheduled to
review the currentpolicy and propose coverage changes to
the boardin October, hesaid.

Barkulis said the board will choose Mutual of Omabha if the
rateincrease isnomore than9permit.

Students currently pay $214 in insurance premiums for the
school year —a $90 premium in the fall and $124 for the spr-
ing semester, said Anna-Marie Shiveras, ASU’s insurance
coordinator.

The student plan covers up to $2,000 in accident or sickness
benefits and ¢5,000 for major medical expenses, Shiveras
said.

The policy with Mutual of Omaha is a one-policy, one-rate
insurance plan for all students.

Maternity and dependent coverages are available at an ad-
ditional cost, she said.

Any full- or part-time student is eligible for student health
insurance, Shiveras said.

The committee will propose cost-saving incentives thatare
not in the current policy, said Chuck Johnson, state relations
director for Associated Students of ASU.

The committee will recommend coverage incentives for
outpatient surgery and second opinions for elective surgery,
he said. .

At the September regents meeting, the board agreed that
service from Mutual of Omaha has been solid, but some pro-
visions need to be added to the policy, Johnson said.

Rarkulis said: “The student reactions to the insurance
policy has been pretty positive. W eare pretty happy with it.”

“Theboard of regents feels that student health insurance is
pretty important,” said Marie Carpenter, director of the Stu-
dent Health Advisory Committee.

“We have had cases reported to us where students have
had to drop out of school to get a job to pay for their medical
bills,” he said. “The board would like to see the education
process as uninterrupted as possible.”

Carpenter said the negotiation process is ongoing.

“Wehave todecide if we want to pay extra bucks to include
mental health in the plan or cut it out like it was last year,”
Carpentersaid.
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Earthquake causes serious damage,
many deaths in 3 Mexican states

A major earthquake strode near the west coast of Mexico
Thursday, collapsing buildings in Mexico City 250 miles away
and causing severe damage in at least three Mexican states.

The president of Mexico said “there appear to be many
dead.”

Damage was reportedly heavy in the Mexican capital, the
mnst populous urban area in the world, with hospitals and
hotels among the casualties. The Mexican Embassy in
Washington also reported damage ip the states of Jalisco,
Guerrero and Michoacan.

A state of emergency was declared and President Miguel
de la Madrid appealed for calm over the radio, according to
the U.S. State Department.

Official estimates of the deaths woo not immediately
available. Unofficial estimates varied widely, from dozens to
thousands.

First reports of the quake, which occurred just before rush
hour in the capital at 7:18 a.m., came from the U.S.
Geological Survey, which said it measured at 7.8 on the
Richter Scale of ground motion, making it a severe quake
capable of doing serious damage.

Luis Ramirez, a secretary at the Mexican Embassy in
Buenos Aires, said the earthquake destroyed approximately
halfof the older buildings in Mexico City.

TV broadcasts of Mexico City — with an estimated 18.1
miiRnn people in its metropolitan area —showed buildings in
rubble with many people trapped. One 13-story building was
said to have collapsed, trapping people inside.
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Freed minister warns time limited
for release of remaining hostages

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Rev. Benjamin Weir said
Thursday that he was let go to warn that his Lebanese kid-
nappers “are not willing to wait much longer” for the
freedom of 17 men imprisoned in Kuwait — the terrorists’
sole demand for releasing their six other American hostages.

Hesaid he was given notimetable for action.

Weir said he spoke to four of the six Americans before he
was freed Saturday after 16 months in captivity. He said the
four —Terry Anderson, David Jacobsen, the Rev. Lawrence
Jenco and Thomas Sutherland — all appeared well. But he
said he knows nothing about the other two, Peter Kilburn and
William Buckley.

Hesaid, “Awindow of opportunity has been opened at least
a crack and the opportunity for negotiations should be
seized.”

He said he was expected “to make this message known to
the U.S. government.”

The 17were convicted in Kuwaitofa senes of bombings on
Dec. 12,,1983 that included an attack on the U.S. embassy.

Weir said he conveyed the message to President Reagan in
a telephone call on Wednesday and that “he did not respond
inany specificway.”’

At the White House and State Department, spokesmen

issued virtually the same statement: “We will review Rev.
Weir’s suggestions carefully and will continue to do
everything possible consistent with U.S. policy to obtain the
expeditious release of the remaining six hostages.”
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Amphitheater computer invaded,;
obscene messages run on marquee

MESA (AP) — Mesa police say they are looking for a com-
puter whizwith a perverse sense of humor who invaded a city
computer system and posted a series of often obscene
messages on the Mesa Amphitheater’s electronic marquee.

Among the irreverent graffiti was “Welcome 2 Mesa:
Armpit of the USA” and “Free Phone Sex” followed by a
telephone number, which happened to be the home of Arizona
State University president J. Russell Nelson in nearby
Tempe. *

“Thatexplains the crank calls we got,” said Nelson’s wife,
Bonita.

Employees said the amphitheater was flooded with calls
from concerned citizens after the messages began appearing
onthe marquee between 9 p.m. and 10p.m. Tuesday.

Art Edwards, the acting director of the amphitheater, said
it was the first time the marquee computer had been in-
filtrated in nearly five years of operation.

He said someone using a computer with a telephone
modem apparently reprogramming the sign.

A computer hacker called The Phoenix Gazette and told
the newspaper that the Mesa Amphitheater marquee has a
“very low security” and was not hard to tamper with.

Edwards said some of the other messages which got on the
marquee before it could be turned off,were: “Nancy Reagan
Drops Acid!,” “Nuke The USSR,” and “Sex, Drugs and Rock
n’Roll.”

Mesa police said an investigation into the incident was con-
tinuing.

The relatively unknown Political Union of
Associated Students of ASU will use its
$4,000 budget to schedule U.S. political
leaders to speak on campus to promote stu-

dent awareness of world issues, the pro-'

gram director said.

Jim Heath said, “ASU is one of the few,
and perhaps the only major university that
doesn’t have some sort of program for
students to discuss both sides of the issues.”

According to Heath, the Political Union
separated from the ASASU Lecture Series
four years ago to promote interest in local
and Arizona politics.

Heath said the Political Union is expand-
ing to cover national, as well as local
politics, and hopes for a budget increase in
time for the 1988 presidential campaign.

Senate Majority Leader Bob Dole, R-
Kan., and Vice President George Bush have
expressed interest in speaking at ASU,
Heath said.

Well known speakers such as Sens. Ed-
ward Kennedy, D-Mass., John Glenn, D-
Ohio, Alan Cranston, D-Calif., and Rep.
Jack Kemp, R-N.Y., have also been con-
tacted.

Heath said he does not expect many of the
major speakers to show immediate interest
in ASU, but he wants to bring the University
and the Political Union to their attention
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well before the start of the 1988 Presidential
election campaign.

In addition to its long-range plans, the
Political Union has several projects under-
way for thisyear, he said.

Debates on Cady Mall, styled after Brit-
ain’s Hyde Park speeches, will begin in Oc-
tober, Heath said.

The “Hyde Park” debates will provide a
forum for.qualified speakers to publicly
voice opposing views on controversial issues
such as South African divestment, he said.

Formal panels are planned to discuss
such issues as pornography, the. “Star
Wars” space défense program, abortion and
media bias, Heath said.

A series of debates between candidates
competing for the Arizona governorship and
the U.S. Senate in 1986 will also take place,
he said.

Candidates of the Socialist Worker’s Par-
ty ami the Libertarian Party may also par-
ticipatein thedebates..

Sen. Dole may speak ata banquet for U.S.
Sen. Barry Goldwater, R-Ariz., which the
Political Uniraiwill sponsor in May.

The Political Union will consider discus-
sion of the Israeli-Arab conflict, provided
“both sides understood it would be an
honorable debate and not a shouting
m~”tch,” Heath said.

“I don’t want to be responsible for an out-
break of violence,” he said.

ASU ROTC to start testing recruits f

Incoming ASU ROTC students will have to undergo testing
for AIDS,,a Pentagon official said from Washington, D.C.,
Thursday.

John Mazzuchi, from the Office of the Assistant Secretary
of Defense, Professional Affairs, said the military decided
Aug. 30 to require military academy students, advanced
ROTC students and recruits to be tested for exposure to
AIDS.

According to Col. Lanny Standridge, professor of military
science at ASU, the department has not received any infor-
mation or official word regarding the tests.

All Army recruits will take the test beginning Oct. 1, and
the military is working on implementing the program for
ROTC students, Mazzuchi sajd.

The testing may “go on during the pre-commissioning
physical all ROTC students have to go through,” said Lt.
Susan Birch, deputy chief of public affairs at Williams Air
Force Base, Chandler.

Birch said all ROTC recruits have to pass the physical in
order to get into the program.

The mandatory test will determine whether a recruit has
been exposed to the virus that can lead to AIDS, Mazzuchi
said.

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“The individual will be tested with the HTLV3 antibiotic
test,” he said.

The HTVL3 (Human T-Lymphotopic Virus 3) can deter-
mine if a person has been exposed to someone with'AIDS,
said Sharon Nelson, resident nurse of the HTVL3 testing cite

“It doewbshde werpnneinka flaepasdran Ad RIS elesaishid.
“Itsimply tells if you show positive to the antibody that most
AIDS carriers have.”

Mazzuchi said that 15 to 20 percent of the people that show
positive results to the HTVL3 test go on to contract AIDS.

If a person reacts positivly to the HTVL3 test, he will then
take the Western Block Test for AIDS, he said.

“This test is extremely accurate, and if an individual
shows positive to this, he will be rejected from the Armed
Services,” Mazzuchi said.

AIDS can spread through sexual contact and blood dona-
tions, which raises concerns about the safety of blood
transfusions in battlefield situations, he said.

Mazzuchi said there have already been some cases of AIDS
in the Armed Services.

“We don’t want to bring anyone in the military with high
risk,” hesaid.

When the program for ROTC students is implemented, it
will affect more than 30,000 studentsnationwide.

Standridge said the number of ROTC students entering
ASU fluctuates every year.

The Army recruits more than 25,000 volunteers a month
and more than 5,000 students enter the nation’s military

WASHINGTON, DC. — When it
returns from its recess this month, Con-
gress seems likely to make minor
modifications in the way banks
disperse student loans as it takes final
action on the federal financial aid
budget.

But the seven-month battle by the
higher education community to thwart
administration proposals for sharp cuts
in financial aid climaxed last month
when Congress approved a budget
resolution calling for $9.7 billion for stu-
dent aid for the fiscal year beginning
Oct. 1.

The resolution translates into modest
increases in most federal aid pro-

academies each year.

grams, and a modest cut of $800 million
over the next three years in the
Guaranteed Student Loan (GSL) pro-
gram.

The resolution was a defeat for the
administration, which had sought a $2.3
billion cut in the $8.8 billion student aid
budget for the current fiscal year.

“The cutswillbe muchless drastic or
draconian than what we were facing at
one point, but some trimming will be
necessary,” said Dennis Martin of the
National Association of Student Finan-
cial Aid Administrators.

The resolution requires the GSL pro-
gram to save $100 million this fiscal
year, but Martin thinks it can be done
without changing the eligibility re-

quirements for GSL loans.

One likely change, Martin said, is
that banks will.be required to disperse
student loans in two segments during
the academic year.

Currently, most students get their
federally guaranteed loan in one lump
sum at the beginning of the year.

Issuing loans in two installments will
save the federal government interest
subsidy funds.

Martin endorses this proposal.

Other modifications are likely in the
formula used to compute the amount of
interest subsidized by the federal
government, and in the rules governing
the participation of state loan agencies
in the program.

A fire extinguisher that was set off in the basement of the
Lyceum Theater Thursday morning may be related to a rash
of vandalism thatstarted last weekend, an ASU police officer
said.

Five buildings on campus were broken into and vandalized
Saturday night.

Fire extinguishers were discharged in four of the buildings,
13in the Farmer Education Building alone.

Lt. Craig Emanuel said, “We’re going to continue the in-
vestigatimi. Eventually they will be caught.”

The Tempe Fire Department was called at approximately
10a.m. after someone set off the extinguisher in the theater.

Cliff Jones, assistantchief at the Tempe Fire Department,
said the incident initially was reported as a fire, butfiremen
discovered itwas a false alarm.

The material discharged from the extinguisher “appeared
like smoke to the people who found it,” Jones said.

He said four fire engines, two ladder trucks and a battalion
chiefarrived to secure the area.

EmanUel said the fire department considers ASU a
priority-one call because of the large number of people on
campus.

“We’re fortunate to be so close to the fire department,” he
said.

When the fire department arrived, it barricaded the malls
surrounding the theater in order to keep students out of the
way and for safety purposes, he said.

After the theater was secured, ASU police went into the
area and searched for fingerprints and footprints that might
indicate who the perpetrator was, Emanuel said.

660 AM, will broadcast a pregame show from the
stadium at 7:00 p.m ., Assistant Sports Director Paul Horns-
tein said.

Coaches and players will be interviewed and discuss game
strategies, he said.

KASR’s Sports Director Gregg Smith will give a live
by-play commentary.

Hornstein will give color commentary, Scott Lemer will
help spot tackles and Jim Sweeting will gather statistics.

Therewillbe asmall post-game show as well, he said.

“We decided to broadcast the game because we thought it
would be good training and experience,” hesaid.

Hornstein felt the broadcast would help to increase the size
of KASR’s viewing audience.

Last year, KASR recorded football highlights on tape and
broadcast a “high-light” show. A live reindte is more ex-
citing for the viewer, he said.

The station had been unable to broadcast live until recently
when they obtained permission from KTAR radio to cover all
homegames, Sweeting said.

KTAR has given ASU a significant amount of money for
rights to the broadcast, Hornstein said.

The radio station was able to purchase cable linés that link
the stadium to the Tower Cento- station. The Sun Angels are
helping to sponsor the program, he said.

The station plans to concentrate more on Sun Devil sports
this season. , .

More Sun Devil basketball, baseball and volleyball will be
covered with live remotes, hesaid.

“Jim Sweeting will be our sports man on-the-go this
season,” Hornstein said.

Sweeting has been going to Devil football practices and has
talked with many players and Coach John Cooper.

KASR plays a variety of alternative music, he said.

“Everyone at the station is interested in creating more stu-
dent interest in our new alternative music format,” he said.

Punk, reggae, new wave and “modern music” can be
heard seven days a week from noon to midnight, Hornstein
said.

“Qur station provides an alternative (to top 40) stations
formats that can be heard anywhere,” he said.

“When students finish our program, they will be prepared

KSAR will be covering the ASU’s next home game on Sat.,
Sept. 28, when the Devils play the University of Southern
California Trojans in the season’s first Pac-10 Conference
game.

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Speakers attack minority problems

An ASU administrator said he is
"‘appalled” that the University must
still address minority student pro-
blems which should hove been solved
years ago.

Irvin Coin, coordinator of ASU’s Up-
ward Bound program, said it is
necessary for faculty members to
learn about minorities in order to help
them.

“We need to do our homework
ourselves in order to understand them

(minority students),” he said.

Coin was one of many speakers in
Thursday's symposium on Serving
Minority Students at Predominately
White Universities. The conference
was held in the MU.

The symposium was the first one
sponsored by the Counseling and Con-
sultation office, Said Julie Greenberg,,
studentassociate for the program.

The panel discussion, of which Coin
was one of four speakers, focused on
how faculty members can help stop
minority students from dropping out
of ASU.

Coin said if the faculty can
understand why minority students are
at tiie University, it will make a big
difference.

Greenberg said the program was
developed to help step minority
students from leaving the University.

Coin also spoke on the problems and
lack of understanding encountered by
Native American students when they
enroll in a university with a small
minority student population.

Wade Smith, associate professor of
sociology, quoting from a report com-
pleted by the National Study of Black
College Students, said black students
who succeed at the university level
usually attend reputable research in-
stitutions.

Smith said if a university is unable
to find, recruit, educate and graduate
black students, it cannot be con-
sidered a major research institution.

Smith said the report claimed suc-
cessful black students also are involv-
ed in extracurricular activities
related to their academic field of
study.

Richard Richardson, ASU professor
of higher and adult education, said
more minority students are being
screened out of universities because
admission standards are being raised
and minorities canriot meet them.

Richardson said many minority
students attend community colleges,
and then transfer to universities, btit
university professors look down on
work , done in community colleges,
causing the minority students to feel
inadequate.

Raymond Padilla, ASU associate
professor of higher and adult educa-
tion, said Hispanic students must face
external conflicts encountered in
society and internal conflicts from
within their ethnic group.

Padilla said Hispanic roles are
changing from what most Hispanic
students grew up with, and no one is
sure what the new roles should be.

Reagan OKs radio interview s 2 - sy

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Much to its
originators’ surprise, a radio publicity play
apparently has developed into a “first time
ever” college journalists” interview of
President Reagan.

Programmers at the North American Net-
work —a private corporation that produces
programming for college, commercial and
pghn< radio were elated when White
House officials approved the half-hour press
conference pitting the president against
three studentinterviewers.

“We just came up with the idea, and we
were surprised when it was accepted by the
White House,” said NAN program director
Loretta Kaneshige. “It will be good for us
»nilgood for the college community.”

“We hoped for a corporate sponsor,” he
said, “butwe have noneyet. Andit will cost
alotof money.”

The president approved the interview
because “students parallel his enthusiasm
and optimism for the figure,” said White
House Media Relations spokesperson
Elizabeth Board. “College students are an
important constituency for him, and we
don’thear as much from them as from other
groups.”

Presidents Kennedy, Johnson, Nixon,
Ford and Carter all met with student
leaders—though not necessarily journalists
—.in interview sessions arranged by ad-
ministration student liaison officers.

But President Reagan dropped the stu-
dent liaison office after the U.S. Student
Association, the Coalition of Independent
College and University Students and the Na-
tional Organization of Black University
Students complained their access to top ad-
ministration officials was being blocked by
the liaison.

The network announced the interview in
national media outlets in early summer,
asking students to apply for the three inter-

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New Passer film a brilliant ‘picture’;

O’'Toole deserves

“Creator” surpasses brilliance.

It goes far beyond the normal cinematic
effort. This movie touches masterfully on
creation, re-creation, love, loss of love,
death and, mostimportantly, life itself.

A California college medical school is the
setting for this film.

The doctors/instruetors are only con-
cerned with the amountof grant money they
are going to receive to continue with their
experiments. All ofthem, that is, exceptDr.
Wolper.

Peter O'Toole is cast as the title
character, the “Creator.” He is Dr. Harry
Wolper, a Nobel-Prize-winning laureate
biologist who is obsessed with bringing his
dead wife back to life by using her cells in a
cloning process.

Harry commandeers an assistant from a
rival doctor,by witholding from the student
(Vincent Spano) the name of a girl who he
sees as being perfect. Spano agrees to the
apprenticeship and Dr. Wolper takes his
class registration card, tells him to cancel
all of his classes, and has him sign on to
Wolper’s 12 credit course, “The Big Pic-
ture.” Sobeginsthe story.

O'Toole gave a performance that jumped
right over perfection to incomprehensible
brilliance. There is no justice in entertain-
ment if O'Toole doesn’t win an Oscar for his
role. He has been nominated seven times for
Academy Awards; this has to be the one
thatseals it for him.

O'Toole’s sharp and biting wit shines

through in “Creatin™ as it has in his other
highly acclaimed roles like “Ruling Class,”
“Stuntman,” and “My Favorite Year.”

His lines are delivered spontaneously and
don’t sound contrived or scripted. His
responses are always perfect and never
falter. And his gestures and mannerisms
display his kindness, love of life, and his
“ah, what the heU” attitude.

Not only did O'Toole do a superb job of
acting, credit must also be given to his ac-
complices in “Creator,” Vincent Spano and
Mariel Hemingway.

Spano was creative, sincere and supris-
‘ingly believable. His character, unlike most
representations of college students, has
depth, warmth and some vision in life
beyond the all to often over-exaggerated,
savage sexual urges believed to be felt by
college students.

The “glimmer in Spano’s eye” is played
by Virginia Madsen. Madsen’s previous
credits include “Dune” ami “Electric
Dreams,” among others.

jil She was fantastic as the hesitant
girlfriend, soon to be live-in, with whom
Spano is infatuated.

Mariel Hemingway plays a drifter that
O’Toole talks into donating a few “eggs” to
help him re-create his wife. Hemingway
finds herself in love with Dr. Wolper only to
discover that the feeling is not mutual.

Basically, if anything detracted from
“Creator,” Jt would probably have been
Hemingway’s character.

“Creator" fantastically covers the con-
cept of family, love and everything.

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Cooper looks lor 1st win
IN Devils’ home opener

Coach John Cooper will try to get into the
ASU win column for the first time in his
home debut Saturday night when the Sun
Devils host the University of the Pacific.

ASU has won five of the six meetings
between the two teams, dating back to 1956.

Pacific, 1-1 (a victory Oyer,Sacramento
State, 49-17, and a loss to Central Michigan,
27-10), will feature head coach Bob Cope’s
new wishbone offense.

Cope made the alignment change this
season to accommodate the type of talenthe
hasonhis team.

“1 believe the wishbone gives our team
the best chance to be successful,” he said.
“AS a coach, you have to evaluate the kind
of talentyou’re going to have towork with in
relationship to the people you have toplay.”

To run the wishbone, Pacific will platoon
two quarterbacks, junior Hue Jackson and
senior Greg Murphy. Jackson, the better
runner of the two, will start.

The Tigers will feature leading rusher
Tim Richardson along with Gregg Darnel
and Ron Thorton in the new, more crowded
starting backfield.

Lining up against Pacific’s wishbone will
be a hungry Sun Devil defense led by All-
American David Fulcher. Fulcher was
moved to free safety from rover back after
free safety Darrin Willis injured his ankle.
Steve Johnson and Billy Robinson will split
timeattherover spot.

Neither Cope nor Cooper think Fulcher’s
switch will affect hisagressive style of play.

“David can play anywhere he wants to
play,” Cooper said. “He’s one great overall
athlete.”

“Wherever he lines up, he’s going to be a
problem for whoever he’s playing against,”
Cope said. “He is certainly one of the best
I've ever seen. He matches up against
(players like) Kenny Easley and Jonnie
Johnson.”

Cope said the Tigerswill try to keep away
from Fulcher, at least as far as the bounda-
ries allow.

“The sidelines limit how far you get from
him,” hesaid.

Joining Fulcher on defense will be corner-
back Anthony Parker and linebacker Greg
Battle, who each had ten tackles against

Michigan State. Juniors Jim Reynosa and
Dan Saleaumua anchor the defensive line.

To move the football a'gainst ASU, Cope
said his ¢item will need to mix runs and
passes effectively.

“If you’re going to have any success, you
have to blend the two together,” he said.

Though it only put three points on the
board last week, the offensive unit led by
quarterback Jeff Van Raaphorst and
tailback Darryl Clack will try to take advan-
tage ofa Pacific defense that has ajUowed 44
pointsin twogames.

Fullback Mike Crawford fills out the
backfield, while Aaron Cox and Paul Day
man the wide outs. Clack is back to top form
after suffering a toe injury at the Michigan
Stategame.

Cooper said Cox and Day are expected to
doa better job catching the football.

“Aaron (Cox) sometimes goes a whole
week in practice without dropping a pass,”
Cooper said. “1look for something good at
wide receiver.”

The Tigers will counter with safety Ron
Talbot and cornerback Tommy Purvis.
Talbot already has 22 tackles and two in-
terceptions this season.

Cope said he feels that Purvis can do a
good job when the Tigers play a man-to-man
defense.

“He is as fine a football player as anyone
heis playing against,” Copesaid.

Defensive captain Nick Holt leads the
team in tackles with 24. Holt has racked up
137and 135tackles in the last two years.

The Sun Devils offensive line, led by
tackle David Fonoti and guard Randall
McDaniel, will have a considerable advan-
tage in size. ASU averages 265 pounds per
lineman, while Pacific’s defensive line
averages 230 pounds.

But Copesaid what the Tigers lack in size,
they make up for with agility.

“We’re not a real big, physical football
team,” he said. “The strength of our
defense would be that we’ve got real good
speed and quickness.”

Cope said Pacific will try to contain the
Sun Devils by preventing the long gainers.

“I think the first thing you do when you
have to play a team with the speed and
quickness of Arizona State is try to
eliminate the big play,” Copesaid." “They’re

Cooper and Cope have met on the field
before. Cooper said when he was at Tulsa,
Cope was a defensive coach at Arkansas.
They faced each other “five or six” times,
Coopersaid, and share a mutual respect.

“Every year we had a fight,” Cooper said.
“He has a good reputation, and he’s a good
coach.”

“I think John is one of the best football
coaches around,” Cope said. “I’'m looking

forward to playing againsthim.”

An expected 65,000 to 70,000 will greet the
Sun Devils in their home opener. For
Pacific, a school of under 4,000 students,
playing in front of this size crowd is notcom-
mon.

The opposing fans do not seem to worry
Cope, though.

“l don’t think the crowd will affect us
nniAKs they bring the 60 some-odd thousand
fans down on the field and line them up
across from us,” he said.

Stadium. Itis unlawful for a person to consume spiritous liquor from a
broken package in a public place, thoroughfare, or gathering (ARS
Section 4-244). To enforce this prohibition in the best interest of
personal comfort and safety, ASU police will not allow beverage
containers such as ice chests, chillers, vacuum thermos bottles, bota
bags, glass bottles, or cans to be brought into the stadium. Some of
these items either break or can be thrown and create a threat to the
personal well-being and comfort of others. For this reason, our
concession stand operators are compelled to serve beverages in
plastic or paper containers. The ticket takers located at the gates are,
therefore, being instructed not to permit individuals to enter with such
containers.

Drugs are also more prevalent in profes-
sional baseball because endurance is not a
major factor in the makeup of the player.

Baseball players need to rely on quickness
and an accurate throwing arm — talents
that are handed out at birth. These abilities
take longer to deteriorate under the in-
sidious affects of drugs.

The sad part is that in some ways, all of
these athletes are victims. They’re victims
of their own talents and the subsequent
benefits. They’re victims of people that
want to take advantage of their talent.
