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Court mandate halts 
allotment of bylaws

Two Associated Students executive 
officers are questioning an ASASU Supreme 
Court mandate prohibiting the distribution 
of ASASU’s bylaws until three articles are 
deleted.

The supreme court ruled late last week 
that the $100 and $500 campaign spending 
lim its and the $20 deposit requirem ent for 
ASASU candidates violate freedom of 
speech as interpreted through the U.S. 
Constitution. j

But Executive Vice President Bridget 
Shelton said the court is not allowed to issue 
a permanent injunction if the case does not 
involve a violation of the ASASU bylaws or 
constitution.

In its decision, the court imposed a four- 
week deadline in which ASASU must delete 
the “unconstitutional” bylaws because it 
did not adhere to a sim ilar decision 
rendered by the court in 1981.

Sen. Ed Rubacha, College of Law, said the 
court does not have enforcement powers 
and cannot require ASASU to delete the 
articles.

According to the bylaws, the supreme 
court may issue an order requiring an 
officer or any person holding a position 
under the jurisdiction of the court to

perform a specific act.
But the court is prohibited from taking 

action “against any individual where the 
issue arose from an action of a legislative or 
executive body.”

The spending limitation and deposit 
requirem ent became part of the bylaws in 
1977.

Sen. Mark Isenberg, College of Liberal 
Arts, said an attem pt was made last year to 
re s tric t the Court’s ju risdiction  to 
interpreting alleged violations of the ASASU 
bylaws and constitution, not of the U.S. 
Constitution. : f  ■

Shelton said the senate might discuss the 
bylaw conflict tonight a t its meeting in the 
MU Mohave Room 222 a t 5:30 p.m.

Currently, the ASASU staff is not 
distributing the bylaws but they _are 
available on reserve in the office, she said.

“We’re at a standstill right now,” Shelton 
said.

According to the bylaws, only the senate 
can make bylaw changes.

Certification process condensed by new program

The College of Education has launched a new condensed 
teacher preparation program that cuts the certification 
process from two years to one, making it the only such 
program  in the western United States.

Nancy Cooledge, the college’s ombudsman, said the 
program  is designed to meet the rising local and national 
demand for educators.

“What we’ve done is stream line the c o u rts  required by 
the state for certification,’’ Cooledgesaid. “The program  will 
enable qualified persons to get through the teacher prep in 
about half the normal time, or about one year.

Applicants for the program m ust hold a bachelor’s degree

from an accredited institution, have a GPA of a t least 2.5, and 
m ajored in an area taught in elementary or high schools.

For certification in elementary education, a 45 credit hour 
program  must be completed, while certification for middle 
and high school teaching requires 30 hours of course work.

The program can be completed in a shorter period because 
several classes have been combined and the m aterial is 
repeated less, she said.

“We expect students in this program to be more mature 
and capable,” Cooledge said. “They should be able to handle 
an accelerated pace of study.”

She added that a unique aspect of the program is its 
emphasis on the recruiting of retired m ilitary personnel.

“Often m ilitary people coming out of the service are 
looking at their career options,” said Cooledge. “Many of 
them have bachelor degrees, and experience in training and 
teaching in the military.

“This program is perfect for them. ’ ’

Course work in the program, which currently has 300 
students enrolled, stresses the design of curriculum, 
evaluation of student-learning programs and management of 
students.

According to statistics provided by the college, education 
programs at Arizona universités are providing less than half 
of the teachers needed in English, math and science.
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University fund-raiser successful; 
1988 goal raises to $100 million

H ie success of ASU’s national fund-raising campaign has 
prompted the University to raise its 1968 goal of $75 million in 
private donations to $100 million, President J. Russell Nelson 
said Monday,

“We’ve already raised $61 million, and we still have two 
years left to go in our five-year national campaign,” Nelson 
said. “Because of the outstanding {»-ogress, we’ve decided to 
raise the goal an extra $25 million.”

A national campaign tor private funds was started three 
years ago when the Board of Regents and the Arizona 
Legislature encouraged ASU to raise more money in gifts 
and donations.

“ASU needs to become competitive with the best public 
universities,” Nelson said. “However, there is not enough 
state support to achieve that goal.

“We changed our attitudes about fund-raising and decided 
to aggressively seek contributions to the University to help 
make the difference between a good university and a great

Nelson said the money will provide scholarships, 
fellowships for graduate students, endowments for faculty 
positions, sélective programs and some new facilities.

“This is an important and ambitious undertaking,” he 
said. “I’m delighted with the progess so far.

“ I have no doubt we’ll be able to meet our goal by the end of 
1888.”

The Campaign for ASU is a joint effort of ASU and the 
National Cabinet, a non-profit corporation that receives and 
manages gifts to the University.

Lonnie Ostrom, ASU development director, said there are 
19 employees full-time employees working with individuals 
and corporations who are interested in donating.

“We should have no problem meeting our goal,” hesaid. “ I 
believe people give because their heart tells them to give.”

Ostrom said some of the money already has gone to the 
College of Engineering, which has received $13.5 million of a 
projected $15.9 million from the campaign. The college is the 
chief benefactor of the campaign.

He also said that other prime benefactors include Chairs 
and professorships, which has received $2.2 million of a 
projected $7 million, and the College of Business, which has 
received $1.4 million of a projected $4.7 million.

Robert Davies, a National Cabinet member, said he would 
not be surprised if ASU went beyond the $100 million m ark in 
1988.

“We’ve been working with the corporations, but now we’re  
about to begin our campaign to solicit our alum ni,” Davies 
said. “We could easily go over our goal.”

Cabinet Chairman Robert Bulla said that in addition to 
cash gifts, ASU also has received several gifts of property.

The real estate includes a donation by Arizona Public 
Service land for the ASU golf course and the Sundome in Sun 
City West.

Women’s services ineffective
Editor:

As senators, we are  extremely concerned 
that students received the wrong impression 
concerning the elimination of the Women’s 
Services Department from Associated 
Students. It is important to understand that 
the senate is not turning its back on the 
needs of women studies. What we have done 
is to eliminate a departm ent that was no 
longer serving those needs. All of the 
program s sponsored by Women’s Services 
are  currently being duplicated by other 
cam p u s d ep a rtm en ts , c lu b s or 
organizations.

Frankly, Women’s Services has not 
operated effectively since 1981 when, 
according to the director’s records, 1,709 
students attended the program m ing. 
Attendance has since steadily declined, with 
several programs being canceled due to a 
lack of interest. In 1985, only 206 students 
attended Women's Services programs. 
When Vice President LeeAime Seall 
contacted three previous directors of the 
departm ent, all of them agreed that the

departm ent is no longer feasible. As with 
any other budgetary m atter, we considered 
many other alternatives, both in committee 
and before the full senate, before coming to 
the final recommendation. For example, we 
discussed the possibility of putting the 
departm ent under a probationary or 
warning period, reducing the allocation or 
bringing the needs before the Select 
Committee on Student Affairs. The fact is 
that 93 percent of the $6,426 had gone for 
director’s salaries and advertisng — only 7 
percent went to programming. Even with 
such a large amount of the funds going to 
promote the program s, students support for 
the Women’s Services Department was still 
absent. -

AS ASU stands firm ly committed to

Student deals available 
from University, stores
By TINA.

If you have wanted a personal computer but just could not 
afford it, this may be your chance. Computers are now 
cheaper than ever, especially for students, the director of 
academic computer services said.

“Students can get excellent deals on com puters,” Neil 
Armann said. “By purchasing through the school or through 
a discount house, students can save between 35 to 40 
percent.”

Armann said ASU has access to six different computer 
venders. Discount prices for computers usually range 
between $800 and $1500.

“We carry everything from IBM to Macintosh to Zenith,”  
said John Finnan, a microcomputing specialist for the ASU 
Academic Computing Services.

“We have extensive deals for all qualified students. ”
Finnan said students must be taking at least seven credit 

hours to qualify for the discount.

“We’re trying to give students the opportunity to buy a 
computer a t the best price possible,” he said.

Armann said he believes computers have become an 
integral part of education.

“We living in a computerized society,” he said. 
“Computers are becoming almost as important to education 
as the library.”

Finnan said the use of ASU computers is also growing a t an 
increasing rate. More than 12,000 computer accounts were 
issued last semester.

“In addition to using our computers for homework, any 
student can also use our software and data processing,” he 
said.

“We provide extensive facilities at no cost. Many students 
students find they don’t need to buy a computer. ’ ’

Armann said discount houses also offer “good deals” on 
computers.

“If students shop around, they’re  bound to find a computer 
in their price range,” he said.

Tom Perrine, the m anager of electronics of Target retail 
store in Mesa, said there are several discounted computers 
on the m arket with prices ranging between $699 to $1,999.

“ I think the computers are a great deal, especially for 
students,” Perrine said. “If you bought an IBM, you would 
spend around $2,000. The discounted computers save you a lot 
of money, and they’re IBM and Apple compatible.”

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Dem ocrats % o f S ch u lz ’ petition signatures invalid

PHOENIX — As many as three-quarters 
of the signatures filed to nominate Phoenix 
businessman Bill Schulz as an independent 
candidate for governor appear to be invalid, 
state Democratic Party officials claimed 
Monday.

But a Schulz spokesman predicted that 
about 95 percent of the more than 30,000 
signatures would be validated, and party 
officials said they had not decided whether 
to mount a formal challenge by Friday’s 
deadline.

Schulz needs 10,259 valid signatures to 
make the Nov. 4 general election ballot to 
run against Democratic nominee Carolyn 
Warner and Republican nominee Evan 
Mecham.

His supporters filed petitions bearing 
more than 30,000 signatures, but Glenn 
Davis, the state Democratic P arty’s

executive director, said at a news 
conference here Monday that about 75 
percent of the signatures checked so far 
appeared to be invalid.

Davis, party worker Wayne Doty and 
other officials said some signatures should 
be tossed out because the signers did not 
appear to be registered voters, while others 
should be thrown out because petition 
circulators were not registered.

In addition, Doty said, a t least one petition 
appeared to have every signature w ritten in 
the sam e handwriting.

Davis and Doty said the 75 percent figure 
was based on a spot-check. They said they 
could not estim ate how many of the 
signatures they had checked, but Doty said 
it was “closer to 100 than 1,000.”

The number of invalid signatures could go 
higher when party workers see if signers 
voted in the Republican or Democratic

prim ary earlier this month.
State law requires signatures to come 

from people who are registered voters but 
did not vote in a prim ary or sign a petition 
for any other gubernatorial candidate.

“It’s a very large percentage” of 
signatures that seem to be invalid, said 
state party chairm an Sam Goddard. “There 
was a great deal of very sloppy procedure in 
getting this accomplished.”

G oddard  sa id  D em o cra ts w ere 
considering an effort to knock Schulz of the 
ballot to help Warner as well as other 
Democrats running for other offices in 
November.

Having Schulz on the ballot would make it 
“a lot more difficult to raise money” for 
Warner and could bring more Republicans 
to the polls, a development that could hurt

the underticket, he said.
But Schulz spokesman Mark Regan said 

the system set . up to gather signatures had 
been designed to minimize errors by asking 
would-be signers a series of questions 
beforehand.

“You’re going to have some in there that 
are going to wash out — no question — 
maybe 5 percent they could have problems 
with,” he said. “We went through a  pretty 
thorough screening process not only with 
circulators but with the phone people in­
here.”

Volunteers are generally considered more 
reliable than paid circulators, and Regan 
said about half the signatures were 
gathered by volunteers.

“We don’t put any credence at all in the 
concerns” that Democratic Party  officials 
raised, he added.

PHOENIX — Black Muslim leader Louis Farrakhan, 
known best for his alleged anti-semitic rem arks, has 
launched his own line of shampoo, soap and deodorant here, 
telling his followers they could bring themselves out of 
poverty by selling the products.

The products, m arketed under the name of Clean and 
Fresh, will be distributed to members of Farrakhan’s Nation 
of Islam Church to sell for a commission.

He announced the sale of his products Sunday during his 
speech at the Phoenix Symphony Hall. Farrakhan followers 
Monday did .not return phone calls about Farrakhan’s 
product sales.

Farrakhan, best known for his alleged racist rem arks and 
financial ties to Libyan leader Moammar Gadhafi, also 
confirmed reports he is moving from his Chicago residence 
to a house in the 2100 block of E. Violet Drive, in Phoenix.

Farrakhan, flanked by white-clad female security guards 
during his two-and-a-half hour speech, said by selling the 
products, Phoenix blacks could become self-supporting and 
more of a force in the Valley.

“Economic development must become a reality, and we 
cannot look to government, to do it,” Farrakhan said. “FDR 
started welfare as a medicine, but when you keep a medicine 
going beyond its time, it begins to kill the patient. ”

Dressed in a blue suit and his tradem ark bow tie, 
Farrakhan* told about 1,800 predominantly black audience

members that the products will also help them become better 
Muslims.

“You have to wash and be clean if you want to come out of 
this devil condition, ” he said.

He added he also plans to m arket his own line of household 
cleaners within the next few months.

A soft-spoken man who spent time joking with his 
followers, Farrakhan also called for unification between 
Hispanics, blacks and Native Americans.

“Our unity is more important than the things that keep us 
divided,” he said.

“When people struggle to become one, there is joy and 
peace in that union. Humanity should no longer be divided in 
its joy and peace.”

Speaking on “Self-improvement — The Basis of 

Community Development,” Farrakhan asked Phoenix 
residents to build character rather than buildings.

“Unless we build people, unless the human potential. . .  is 
developed, the man in his undeveloped state will destroy the 
magnificent buildings he has erected, ” Farrakhan said.

Of his alleged anti-Semitic views, Farrakhan said: “When 
I speak to the Jews, I don’t  speak to them  with hatred. I am 
concerned for them. I am  saying what they are doing to the 
Palestinians is wrong.

“Jewish mothers would tell you when you are wrong. I am 
like her. But Brother Farrakhan is black. I don’t look like a 
Jewish mother, and I am  better by that.”

He said he also does not think of whites with “malice or 
hatred,” but added, “You have desired to be the center of life 
of all other peoples of the world.

“White folk, you are not the center. You have to take your

“It is childishness that produces racism ,” he said. 
“Chinese say it is time for the slanted-eyed people to rule 
Mexicans say ‘no, no, no. It’s tortilla .time.’ These are 
children.”

Farrakhan also condemed sexism as childish and told 
women not to allow their husbands to control them.

ASU West slates construction 
of library, entrance for Oct. 1

Initial construction will begin by Oct. 1 on 
the $19.6 million library and main entrance 
gate a t ASU West, a branch campus official 
saidMonday.

Richard Eribes, assistant vice president 
for facilities and planning for ASU West, 
said the four-story brick building with 
limestone banding will be constructed in two 
phases. When phase two is completed, the 
library will cover 200,000 square feet and 
hold 334,000 volumes.

The scheduled completion date for phase 
one is Sept. 21,1987.

E ribes said  N ielsen Construction 
Company of San Diego was the low bidder 
for construction of the first phase, which 
will consist of 95,100 square feet of the 
library and the main entrance to the 
campus.

“The contract is scheduled to be signed on 
Sept. 26,” Eribes said. “Once the contract is 
signed they (Nielsen) have five days to 
break ground. So we’re looking at 
somewhere in the-neighborhood of Oct. 1 
(for groundbreaking ceremonies).”

Eribes said the library will be the first 
building to be constructed on the West 
campus, located at 4701 W. Thunderbird 
Road in Glendale.

“All we have done right now is some

major landscaping work and a mile-long 
utility tunnel,” he said.

Eribes said the library will feature an 
electronic communication network. The 
network will make m ore m aterials 
available through computerized access to 
libraries on the main campus in Tempe, 
community colleges and other libraries.

“We’re still working on what the final 
attributes of the system will be,” he said. 
“But it will help us to communicate with the 
Tempe libraries m ore quickly and 
efficiently.”

A temporary library facility, serving 
current ASU West students, is located at 
4510 N. 37th Ave.

Eribes said class space will not be 
available on the West campus until the 1988- 
89 academic year.

The firs t pháse is expected to 
accommodate 10,000 people, and the second 
phase will raise the occupancy to 20,000.

ASU’s current library system in Tempe 
contains more than 1.7 million volumes, 1.6 
million microform units and 20,000 
periodical and serial subscriptions.

ASU West is an upper-level branch of the 
Tempe campus. More than 200 courses are 
currently offered at several temporary 
facilities in the Northwest Valley.

Despite a tough loss to UCLA Sunday night, the ASU 
volleyball team is right on target for where it wants to be, 
according to Coach Debbie Brown.

“We really started playing the way we are capable of,” 
Brown said. “I don’t think the loss has set us back at all.”

The Sun Devils, who defeated USC three games to one 
on Saturday, fell to the Bruins in four games (13-15,15-0, 
12-15, 10-15), despite dominating them on the statistics 
sheet.

“We played well,” she said. “I have the confidence that 
we can beat them over here, and the girls should too.

The loss puts ASU in second place in the Pac-10 behind 
UCLA, and Brown said the Sun Devils are still definitely 
in the race for the championship.

“We have a legitim ate shot at winning the Pac-10,” she 
said. “As long as we continue to get better each game. I 
am anxious to play them again. We have a lot of matches 
to play, and there are sure to be upsets along the way, so 
who knows what might happen.”

ASU will play the Bruins again on Oct. 31 in the 
University Activity Center.

Brown said there are areas the Sun Devils need to work 
on.

“The weakest part of our game is our blocking,” she 
said. “We’ll work on that in practice this week. We also 
still need to work on our serving. ”

After losing a close first game, the Sun Devils destroyed 
thè Bruins in the second, 15-0. The two teams played close 
the next two games, but UCLA came out on top, 15-12 and 
15-10.

“The first game began at a very fast pace,” Brown said. 
“I wasn’t sure if we could keep it up for four or five 
games, but we did.

“The second game we played really well, we were 
putting pressure on them and we got some good plays, but 
they just scored the most points in the last two.

“They didn’t do anything fancy,” she said. “Their play 
in the middle was more effective than the outside, 
though.”

Valentina Vega led the Sun Devils with 30 kills, followed 
by Tammy Webb with 19. Lisa Ettesvold led the Bruins 
with 21. ASU dominated the Bruins in total kills, 85-79, and 
in hitting percentage, .317 to .291.

ASU defeated the USC Trojans on Saturday night in four 
games; 15-2,15-8,9-15,15*8.

“We didn’t play as well against USC,” Brown said, “but 
we won.”

USC hitter Nancy Hillman led both team s with 14 kills, 
while Christy Nore topped the Sun Devils with 9.

The weekend’s action puts the Sun Devils a t 4-1 overall 
and 3-1 in conference play. ASU will play its next match at 
home on Thursday night against Illinois State in Physical 
Education Building East.

If ASU football continues a t its current pace, I will be dead

I may just be getting older, but my body doesn’t hold up as 
well as it used to after a weekend of celebrating the Sun 
Devils’latest victory.

The scary thing is, they are showing all the signs of sending 
me to an early gra ve. But what a way to go.

This year’s defense is the best since the 1982 squad which 
has four members currently playing in the NFL: Paul 
Moyer, Mike Richardson, Jim  Jeffcoat and Vernon Maxwell.

This year’s defense has speed. Lots of speed. And they hit 
people. Hard. And often.

The defense also has depth, and is getting more this week 
with the return of second-team all-Pac-10 nose guard Dan 
Saleaumua and outside linebacker Fred Gaddis.

The defensive backs are doing a good job of shutting down 
the pass. Anthony Parker, Darrin Willis, Robby Boyd and 
Eric Allen have yet to be burned by a long pass and have kept 
opposing quarterbacks in check. They have also done a good 
job on run support, closing off the outside running game.

And while we’re  talking about what is working for the 
Devils, how about those special teams?

Last year Coach John Cooper said his special team s didn t 
win a single game for ASU. That was corrected in the season 
opener this year. But for an encore, Anthony Parker returned 
four punts for a school-record 148 yards and a touchdown 
Saturday against SMU. What will it be this week, a fake field 
goal pass to an usher coming out of the stands?

Speaking of passes (and that’s about all we can do so far 
since we hardly ever see one from ASU) Cooper needs to 
spice up the play-calling some. The Sun Devil offense is far 
too predictable. Virtually every series is two runs and a pass.

Cooper needs to throw on first down to prevent defenses 
from keying on the run. When you have a quarterback like 
Jeff Van Raaphorst, who is as good as anyone in the 
conference, use him. P ast experience shows that the more he 
throws, the better he throws. It sure would be nice to see the 
Devils air it out against Washington State this week.

Look for Cooper to start using Paul Day a little more at 
tailback and D arryl H arris to get more rest. H arris earned 
the ball 28 tim es against SMU while Day had only four. Day 
gives ASU the added dimension of a big-play receiver coming 
out of the backfield and he has blazing speed.

On die surface it looks like the Devils should have an easy 
time of it with the Cougars this Saturday. But don’t be fooled
by their 1-2 record. , rf-! : '

Washington sta te  has won two of the last three meetings, 
spoiling good starts by the Devils each time. In 1981 the 
Devils were 2-0 and went to Pullman looking ahead to the 
next week’s showdown in Seattle with the Washington
