Education act will Iimit amount
students can receivefrom GSLs

The revised Higher Education Act, which President
Reagan signed Friday, will immediately limit the amount of
money students can receive in the form of Guaranteed
Student Loans.

Paul Barberini, director of ASU student financial
assistance, said although the act raises the maximum
awijmint students can borrow, it also requires students to
proyetheir financial need,

“Students won’t be able to just walk in the office and.geta
loan,” be said. “Everybodymust qualify on die basis of need
analysis. We determine how much you can borrow.”

Effective Jan. 1, GSL loan limits, which were $2,500 for all
undergraduates, are now $2,625 for freshmen and
sophomoresand $4,000for juniorsand seniors.

Limits were raised from $5,000 to $7,500 for graduate
students.

Barberini said that before the bill was approved students
Whoseincome was less than $30,000, or parents’income in the
case of a dependent student, were automatically eligible for
the maximum amount.

“Before it was just assumed you needed the money,” he
said. “But the new rule is everyone must apply and be
qualifed to borrow under an analysis process.”

Pat Clark, associate director for student financial
ascigtancp, said the analysis or “financial profile” takes
aboutfour to six weeks to process.

Clark said an analysis will not be required of students who
have already applied for GSLs and are waiting for their
money. *> -

need analysis will “reduce or eliminate” eligibility for some
newGSLapplicants. n

“In a family that earns $25,000 to $30,000, the calculated
family contribution can be sizeable, and that is deducted
from the amountstudentstan borrow,” shesaid.

Baiberini said Congress made the provision effective
immediately “toreduce federal expenditures.”

“They’re trying to reduce the amount that students borrow
to save federal budget dollars,” be said. “GSL is a $9-billion-
a-year program.”

Also effective Jan. 1, students — who want to claim
independence, to increase their eligibility for aid —will have
to prove their parents did not support them for two years
previous to the award year. They also must have earned
$4,000each of those twoyears.

Barberini said ASU’ financial aid office is already
preparing for the changes.

“We’ll have to move quickly on it,” he said. “We are
working here internally and with (the College Scholarship
Service) to put together information about how students have
todo things differently.”

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Regents’ plan
will cut funds
by 3.4 percent

PHOENIX — The Arizona Board of Regents presented to
members of the Arizona Legislature Friday the regents’
budget cutback that evenly cuts funding for state agencies.

Unlike the various percentage cuts for different agencies
offered by the governor’s office, if approved, the regents’
plan would cut 3.24 percent from every state agency affected
by an anticipated $67.5 million projected shortfall in state
revenues.

Gov. Bruce Babbitt’s proposal staggered cutbacks from .20
percent to 6 percent, with a handful of agencies exempt from
cuts, including the governor’s office.

Babbitt’s office originally asked the regents to cut 6
percent from the three universities’ budgets.

But the regents are not a state agency and are not legally
bound by the governor’s request.

ASU President J. Russell Nelson told the legislators: “We
have had two significant cutbacks in the past, and these have
not been made up since then,

“This proposal gives somewhat more modest cutbacks.”

Though the legislators said a revenue shortfall is
imminent, they were unsure of the amount the state would be
short when the Legislature meets inJanuary.

Sen. Bill De Long, R-Tucson, said, “I don’t think when the
Legislature looks at the shortfall that it will be a 6 percent
shortfall — but something under that — so we’ll probably
have to go back to committees and readjust the budgets. ”

Sen. Pete Corpstein, R-Paradise Valley, said the state’s
tough situation is going to get tougher.

“We’re going to have to look at the supplemental; given out
(to universities) and maybe hold those,” Corpstein said. “Or
we may get into a legal liability situation if we don’t take care
of otherconcerns like crime. .. and transportation.

“We have done some crazy things when we’ve had some
money to spend, and now that’s coming back to bite us on the
fanny, and the universities are having to pay for that.”

Corpstein quoted the $67.5 million figure from projections
he saw Wednesday and said, “We know darn well that it’ll be
more than $67 million, too.” *

Rep. Bev Hermon, R-Tempe, said, “We know the sky is
falling but, hopefully, notas bad as we think it is.”

The legislators said the regents should present their budget
cutback proposal to every state legislator before it convenes
inJanuary.

In other business, a unit cost summary presented by Molly
Broad, board of regents executive director, showed
“significant” declines in chemistry enrollments at all three
univarsities.

NAU had a 13percent drop in chemistry enroliment for the
1985-86 school year from 1983-84, but made up with a 27
percentincrease in history program enrollments.

ASU showed a 10.2 percent drop in chemistry enrollment,
and UAshowed a 5 percentdrop fra: the same years.

The chemistry enrollment for 1985-86also marked the first
time in history UA had more people in a program than ASU,
Broad said.

Nelson said: “(The three chemistry enrollment drops)
appears to indicate a shift in student interest, which may not
be a permanent thing.”

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U of A professor claims
CIA lies to U.S. public

TUCSON — A University of Arizona
professor who has conducted extensive
investigations into the U.S. governments
involvement in Central America contends
that the CIA, with presidential approval, is
lying to the American people.

Jaqueline E. Sharkey, a U of A associate
professor of journalism told ablut 50 people
in a recent speech at University of Arizona
of her findings after prolonged visits to
Central American countries over the past
several yews, investigating the extent of
ClAinvolvement.

“What we have ... is a democracy in
which, we, the people, supposedly control
the activities of our government, but which
in fact we have almost no control over, she

id.
“Not only do we have no control, but we

are being lied to about what the intelligence
agency is doing. The people who are most
upset about this are the members of
Congress, who are responsible for
overseeing these afctivities.”

She assailed die contradiction between
President Reagan’s public policy on Central
America — which she said is “designed to
promote democracy, promote economic
development, and stop the spread of
communism” —and the results she sees the
currentpolicy yielding.

“The agency can do whatever it wants
abroad ... but they are prohibited from
operating in this country to influence public
opinion and congressional opinion,”
Sharkey said.

“These false stories that are planted in
the media ... are picked up by American
reporters working in that area, and they are
reported in this country as beingfact.”

Free market should determine who pays for water

-Do you know where your property taxes are going? If you
live in the water service area for the Salt River Project, you
may be paying forwater that youwill never see.

According to Harry Braun, candidate for Congress in
District 1, the homeowners in Tempe, Mesa, Gilbert and
Chandler are paying for the Central Arizona Project water,
which is primarily used by wealthy corporate farmers.

So how did this situation come about? And why don’t you
know about it? Braun gave me some answers last week while
he was on campus to debate his opponent, Jay Rhodes.

He explained that the original purpose of the CAP was to
bring Colorado River water down to Arizona farmers. But
because (he water is too salty and far too expensive, those
same formers who lobbied for itare turning it down. Sowhat
we have now is a surplus of CAP water. Braun points out that
“to say that we have a water shortage is the first myth that
needs to be corrected. It is a myth that has been created by
the agribusiness community to justify this immense
multibilliondollar project.”

Sowhy isn’t the extra water going to the cities? And just
what will be done with it? Braun tells a fascinating but little
known story. It seems that the CAP is managed by a small
agency known as the Central Arizona Conservation District
Board. You say you’ve never heard of it? That is not
surprising, since its members are not too fond of publicity.
Over the years, they have made it difficult for people to learn
of the times and locations of their meetings. And those
locations are often in the most remote places. One meeting
was held on a ranch 64 miles out of Tucson down a 20-minute
stretch of dirt road. They may claim to observe the Arizona
open-meeting law, but this seems questionable, to say the
least.

LQAU tactics unnecessary

Anyway, this board has decided that the property taxes of
city homeowners will pay for the water, while corporate
agribusiness —primarily about 1,200 cotton farmers —will
receive it. Now, first of all, cotton is a water-intensive crop;
itrequires an intense amount of water, you might say. So, as
Braun quite logically points but, growing cotton in the desert
is “somewhat absurd.” He says the ideal crops would be
citrus fruits and other foods. Sowhy are the farmers growing
cotton? Two main reasons: these cotton crops are heavily
subsidized by the federal government, and, secondly, they
produce a higher profit than food crops. The CAWCD also
sees that these farmem get much cheaper electrical power
from the dams than do city dwellers.

What it adds up to is this: 90 percent of Arizona’s water is
consumed by agriculture, which contributes 2.5 percent of
the state’s income. Meanwhile, 95 percent of the state’s
income is provided by the cities, which consume only 7
percentofthe water.

So why is this board so fond of wealthy cotton farmers?
Well, campaign contributions don’t hurt.

Braun feels that the free market should determine where
the water goes, that those who receive it should pay for it and
that CAWCD meetings should be held in cities where the
public would have easy access to them. He says that if he
were elected, a major investigation would take place.

You may be wondering why all of this means so much to
Harry Braun. Two reasons: first, a majority of the people
affected by it live in his district and, second, his opponent,
Jay Rhodes, isa member of the CAWCD board.

According to Braun, the secretive board meetings are not
uncharacteristic of Rhodes, who has a bit of a penchant for
avoiding the public. Following their first ASU debate, at
which Braun did quite well, Rhodes decided to change the
rules. Thesecond debate was cut from two hours to one, and
he refused unscreened questions from the audience. Braun,
on the other hand, took any and all questions from students
down on the mall. Braun feels that Rhodes attempts to avoid
debates for fear of embarrassment.

Granted, this is a good campaign issue for Braun. But it is
also an important issue for the voters to consider. The
CAWCD board members are elected by the citizens of
Maricopa, Pima and Pinal counties. If the same members
are re-elected, the same practices likely will continue. Braun
and many others have endorsed Sam Goddard for a position
on the board. Goddard, father of Phoenix Mayor Terry
Goddard, is a former governor of Arizona and current
chairman of the State Democratic Party. Braun endorses
him because, as he explainsit, “Sam Goddard is a Democrat,
and Democrats have traditionally always looked out for little
people —for the majority of people —and Republicans have
alwa%/s traditionally looked out for and worked for wealthy
people.”

Clearly, something must be done about this board. And |
agree that Sam Goddard is the man to change things. But we
also owe Harry Braun thanks for having the courage to bring
it out in the open, while so many other elected officials
discuss the problem behind closed doors.

U.S. diplomats;

White House promises ‘action’

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet Union
expelled five U.S. diplomats on Sunday, five
days after the last of 25 Soviet U.N. envoys
ordered out of the United States returned
home.

AKremlin official linked the expulsions to
theU.S. order against the Soviet U.N.
diplomats. In Washington, Secretary of
State George Shultz responded, “We will
protest, and we will take some action.”

Simday’s expulsiohs of four diplomats in
Moscow and one in Leningrad were
announced by the official news agency Tass.
It said in a brief report that the Foreign
Ministry determined they had engaged in
“impermissible activities,” a catch phrase
for espionage.

The five are Jack Roberts of the U.S.
consulate in Leningrad and William
Norville, a first secretary; Charles
Ehrenfried, a third secretary; and attaches
Gary Lonnquist and David Harris from the
U.S. Embassy in Moscow.

The Tass announcement did not mention
the U.S. expulsions of the Soviet diplomats
from the United Nations, but Georgy
Arbatov, a chief Kremlin spokesman,
indicated that the Soviets were retaliating.
Arbatov spoke in a satellite interview from
Moscow on the CBS-TV program “Face the
Nation.”

“The Americans will (see that) Mr.
Gorbachev is a very forthcoming man if he

has good partners. But if you behave in such
a way, he becomes very tough,” Arbatov
said, referring to Soviet leader Mikhail S.
Gorbachev.

“It can cool down to zero in both countries
if you go on this way of retaliation after
retaliation,” Arbatov added.

Shultz, appearing on the NBC-TV
program “Meet the Press,” said it is up to
President Reagan to decide what action to
take.

Donald Regan, the White House chief of
staff, said on “Face the Nation”: “I'm
disappointed to see that (the expulsions). |
thought that after Reykjavik, relationships
would have improved somewhat. We are
now going to have to consider taking
appropriate action ... to consider what our
alternatives are.”

Neither Shultz nor Regan would elaborate
ithe possible U.S. response.

The expulsions came after U.S. and Soviet
officials gave indications that the dispute
over the U.N. envoys was quieting down.

In March the United States ordered the
Soviet Union toreduce its U.N. Mission staff
by 105 people over a two-year period,
contending many of the diplomats were
engaged in espionage. It was stated that it
was up to the Soviets to determine whom to
recall.

The last of the Soviets had left Tuesday,
before the deadline.

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Making whoopie
TV’s nuptial king honeymoons with luck

PHOENIX — What does your husband say to you before
you the two of you make whoopie at night?

The answers are unpredictable and varied and sometimes
may even result in a swift slap across the face from the
spouse.

Borello creates sculptures made from traditional
materials such as cast bronze and welded steel. Others are
made from rusty steel, wood and painted cardboard which he
said he “considers die residue of contemporary life.” Both
forms are juxtaposed with an urban-like neon light.

A 1981 graduate of the University of New Orleans, Borello
came to Arizona in 1984 towork at ASU’s neon facility. He has
taught three-dimensional design and beginning sculpture and
currently is teaching a two dimensional design class. He
plans to graduate from ASU in December with a Master of
Fine Arts degree insculpture.

“For me it's a time for experimentation and growth,”
Borello said. “I like making sculpture using bronze, steel,
neon, trash and cardboard. | have even used tny body in
performance work. | don’t like to be confined to one
technique.”

In the last seven years, the 27-year-old artist has shown his
work in nearly 30 exhibitions in five states. In 1986 his work
has appeared in the Arizona Biennial Show at the Tucson
Museum of Art in Tucson, the Museum of Neon Art in Los
Angeles and the Elaine Horwitch Gallery in Scottsdale,
among others. .

His sculptures, which he says are products of a curious
mind, combine “natural systems with mental human
constructs.”

The sources of his images lie in “things people still don’t
know a lot about” — particle physics, fossils, plant and
animal life, ancientrituals and traditions of man.

“I like to let the pieces have a feel of how contemporary life
is—harsh and decaying,” he said.

Pieces such as “Seppuku” and “Picador” allude to the
Japanese suicide ritual and the Spanish bullfight
respectively and are rituals reflected in a contemporary
mode. ro,

Another work combines two “mysterious” objects: a man-
made coordinate grid with a seashell. He said it integrates
the “human representation of reality” with what is “as close
topure geometry as you can getin nature.”

The Harry Wood Art Gallery, located on the first floor of
the Art Building, is open 8a.m. to 5p.m. weekdays.

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Devil spikers win 2;
cross-country teams
take 2nd, 3rd in Invito

The ASU volleyball team did its job —
but not much more — this weekend in
wins over Washington and Washington
State, according to Coach Debbie Brown.

The Sun Devils narrowly defeated the
Huskies in five games Friday night (15-5,
15-17, 2-15, 15S, 15-5), but sent the
Cougars away early Saturday night,
shutting them out in three games (15-13,
15-3,15-7).

Brown said the team played well but
lacked enthusiasm.

“We played steady, but we could have
played better. You dont get as
emotionally up to play against teams
thataren’t supposed to be as good.”

ASU has a record of 16-2overall and 6-2
in the Pac-10. 'The Sun Devils have won
their last seven matches, three of which
have beenagainst conference opponents.

After soundly defeating Washington in

the first game, the Devils fell behind two
games to one as the Huskies took
advantage of ASU errors, coming from
behind to win the second game, 17-15, and
crushing them in the third, 152,
. “We dicInt play well,” Brown said.
“We just weren’t thinking. We thought
we could just stop playing after the first
game.”

Brown said the serving in the second
and third games was an illustration of
the team’s attitude.

“Our serving was not very good,” she
said. “I think that is a good indication of
howwe were feeling in the match.”

ASU then came back to win the next
two games, taking the lead from the start
and holding the Huskies under 10 points
in both, winning the fourth, 15-8, and the
final game, 155.

Against WSU, the Devils dominated
from the firstside out.

The Sun Devils jumped out to a 6-0 lead
in the first game, but the Cougars came
back to take the lead at 89. ASU
gathered its composure, though, and put
the Cougars away, 15-13.

The second and third games proved to
be much less competitive, as the Sun
Devils held the Cougars to only three
points in the second and seven in the
third.

“The first game was a little sluggish,”
Brown said. “But we did better at
making adjustments in the last two.”

Christy Nore led the Devils in kills
against UW with 20, followed by Tammy
Webb with 17. Against WSU Webb led
with 13while Tracey Barberie had 10.

The Sun Devils will face one of their
toughest matches of the year Thursday
night as they travel to Provo, Utah, to
play third-ranked Brigham Young.
Brown said the team will have to play a
lotbetter towin that match.

“We are going to have to play one of
our best matches of the year towin,” she
said. “We need to play better than we did
thisweekend.”

The ASU cross country team hosted the
first annual Sun Devil Invitational
Saturday at Red Mountain Ranch in
Mesa, with the men finishing in second
place behind Houston and the women in
third place behind New Mexico and
Avrizona.

Two Sun Devils placed first and second
inthe men’s 5-mile race. Dan Fisher won
the event with a time of 25:57, followed
by Steve Preston at 26:32.

Two Houston runners took the third
and fourth spots, Walter Bell (26:37) and
Ralph Percy, (26:39).

ASU runner Fred Herlitz finished in
eighth place with a time 0f 27:23, and SUn
Devil Chris Cameron placed 12th (27:40).

Carole Roybal Of New Mexico won the
5-kilometer (3.1-mile) women’s race with
a 17:54.23time, followed by Claire Feit of
UAat 17:55.94.

The highest Sun Devil finisher was
Laura LaMena in fourth place at
18:17.12. Dawn Arrigoni followed in
eighth place and Jen Van Horn placed
ninth.

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Trojans displeased with ASU victory

LOS ANGELES —Just how
angry the USC Trojans were
after ASU beat them Saturday
was readily apparent as the
teams were running off the
field.

As the ASU fans were cheer-
ing the Devils” 29-20 victory,
USC inside linebacker Rex
Moore felt it necessary to give
the SunDevil section the finger.

It was a fitting end to a game
that turned from a tightly
played defensive struggle inthe
first half into a game of offense
in the second.

The game also effectively
eliminatedtheTrojans from the
race for the Pac-10 title, by
lowering their record to 4-2
overall, 2-2 in the Pac. The
Devils moved to 5-0-1, 3-0-1.

Thewinwas ASU’s fifth in the
seven-game series. Once again
the Devils did not turn the ball
over, while the Trojans gave
the ball up twice, once on a
fumble and once on an inter-
ception.

That is the philosophy ASU
coach John Cooper has tried to
live by all year.

“If you don’t make mistakes,
play good defense and have a
goodkicking game, you canwin
this league,” Cooper said.

“We are going to be tough to
beat. It feels good to be able to
control our own destiny. There
is a lot of football left to be
played, but I like our position.”

The Devils stayed with the
offensive scheme that has
worked forthem all year. They
started the game by establish-
ingtherunninggame and threw
the ball sparingly.

Quarterback Jeff Van
Raaphorst had his third con-
secutive strong game, com-

-pleting 13 of 22 passes for 184
yards and twotouchdowns, with
no interceptions.

Hisseeond touchdown pass, a
nine-yarder to tight end Jeff
Galllmore, clinched the game
with 7:51remaining. Anditvery
nearly didn’t come, off as
expected.

Roughing-the-klcker penal-
ties resulted in touchdowns in
each of the Devils’ first three
games; of those games, one
was a three-point ASU win over
Michigan State and another was
a 21-21 tie with Washington
State.

The Devils wasted no time
taking advantage of this break.
