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Nelson to decide 
future of campus 
weapon research

A controversial Faculty Senate resolution calling for a ban 
on weapons research rests in the hands of President J. 
Russell Nelson, who is expected to address the senate this 
afternoon.

The resolution states, “Research directed toward the 
development of nuclear, chemical or biological weapons 
should not be permitted under the auspices of Arizona State 
University,”

The resolution was drafted in April 1984 but has gone back 
and forth between committee and Nelson, according to 
senate Chairman Ron Alvarado.

He said Nelson had concerns that the resolution infringed 
on academic freedom.

Hie resolution was passed onto the Academic Freedom and 
Tenure Committee, which said infringement on freedom was 
possible but declined to change the wording of the resolution 
and did not recommend adoption.

Alvarado said the senate did not want to alter the wording 
either.

Alvardo put the resolution in Nelson’s hands again at the 
first Faculty Senate meeting this semester.

Nelson said he would act on the proposal “as expeditiously 
as possible.”

Should Nelson give the senate resolution his nod, Alvarado 
said ASU Vice President for Research Henry Reeves would 
be responsible for monitoring research activities to ensure 
resolution guidelines were followed.

Currently, a resolution exists that bans classified and 
proprietary research, sponsored largely by the federal 
government and private firms, but Alavardo said the 
resolution does not deal with weapons research, “the stuff 
that actually destroys people. ”

Peter Killeen, a pyschology professor and a supporter of 
the current resolution, said the existing proprietary and 
classified research ban “has no teeth” and the sentiments 
expressed by the faculty senate “are all the most important 
reasons (Nelson) should accept this resolution.”

The senate will also hear a reports from :
•Marianne Jennings, acting associate dean of the College of 
Business and faculty athletic represnetative, on deficient 
grade point averages of athletic department students; and 
•Dick Jacob on the proposed University Club, an on-campus 
social meeting place for faculty.

The senate is also expected to debate fixed service terms 
for deans and will hear proposed academic programs.

Fate of proposed University Club 
rests with prospective members

The fate of a proposed University Club, which the 
administration has been planning for almost two years, lies 
in the hands of its prospective members, who are being asked 
to pay $325 to join.

Planners of the University Club — a proposed meeting and 
dining center for ASU faculty and staff — have sent about 
4,600 letters to full-time faculty, administrators, academic 
professionals, classisfied staff and other University 
affiliates, inviting them to become charter members.

The club steering committee hopes to attract at least 1,000 
initial members who would pay a $25 fee along with a 
minimum $300 donation to the ASU foundation to help 
develop the club.

Political science professor Bruce Mason, president of the 
Faculty Association, said he feels the faculty would like a 
club, but “whether they’d like to have a club and pay $325 and 
$12 a month remains to be seen.”

Mason said $12 is a tentative figure for monthly dues.
The dues, membership fees and food and beverage sales 

will finance the club’s operations, Mason said.
The Arizona Board of Regents approved a revised alcohol 

policy last week that will allow alcohol to be served with 
meals at the club.

“Alcohol is a very profitable thing to sell,” Mason said.
He said there is no set limit on the number of drinks that 

can be sold with each meal, “but the intention is that (the 
club) not become a watering hole.”

Former board policy only allowed alcohol in fraternity 
houses and studént residence halls.

With the revised policy, chairman of the steering 
committee Dick Jacob said “one of our hurdles” is passed, 
and the group can apply for a restaurant alcohol license from 
the state.

Suzanne Nieves, an examiner technician for the Arizona 
Department of Liquor Licenses and Control, said the 
application fee for such a license is $2,100 and requires a 
$2,000 deposit for insurance.

Jacob, also a physics professor, said successful faculty 
clubs such as the one at UCLA have never had problems with 
alcohol abuse.

“A member of a university staff does not want to abuse 
alcohol in front of his supervisors and peers,” Jacob said.

Regarding faculty and staff interest in the club, he said: “ I 
get good, positive vibes as I talk to people around campus. 
Obviously, there are a few people who are just not 
interested.”

The ASU Foundation, a private organization that raises 
money for the University, will place the charter fees in 
escrow, Jacob said, and “if things don’t work out, people will 
get their money back.”

Those who wait until after the charter enrollment period to 
join the club will pay an extra $100, he said.

The Arizona Board of Regents has approved $400,000 to 
stabilize and renovate the club’s proposed site, the Fine Arts 
Annex east of Old Main.

Built in 1906, the Fine Arts Annex is on the National 
Register of Historic Places but is not being used by ASU.

“It’s a reliable building, a sturdy budding, but 
nevertheless an empty shell that we will have to fill,” Jacob 
said.

He estimates an additional $900,000 will be needed to 
complete the renovation and provide furnishings. The 
steering committee expects about $300,000 to come from 
charter membership fees.

Jacob said the steering committee hopes to submit a 
formal proposal for establishing the club to the regents at 
their December meeting in Tucson, along with a progress 
report on faculty and staff support.

If there is not sufficient support, he said the committee 
may try to obtain donations from outside sources or abandon 
the project.

Ronald Alvarado, chairman of the Faculty Senate, said he 
thinks the majority of faculty are “enthusiastic” about the 
club and will pay what he called a reasonable membership 
fee in comparison with other faculty club fees in the country.

Though Mason agrees the majority of University 
employees favor the club, he said others feel it will separate 
faculty and students.

If all goes according to plan, the club will open by fall 1988 
and will have dining rooms, conference rooms, a library, 
game room and “some place to sit and think, ” Jacob said.

It will provide,both full-service and self-service dining and 
will be available for club members’ receptions and parties.

Campus planner Kim Apel said ASU has hired an 
architectural firm, Gerald A. Doyle and Associates, to 
handle the Fine Arts Annex stabilization.

The firm specializes in historic architecture and also 
renovated the Arizona Capitol building, Apel said.

Both the Faculty Senate and the Faculty Association have 
toyed with the concept of a University Club since the 1960s.

ASU President J. Russell Nelson appointed a task force in 
1984 to propose a location and organizational structure for the 
club. Last year he appointed the steering committee to 
develop the details.

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Tempe passes law  
to license escorts

Tempe City Council officials unanimously approved an 
ordinance Thursday night, that requires escorts and escort 
services to register with the city.

The ordinance was passed only a day after a similar law 
was instituted in Phoenix, a city official said.

Dennis O’Neill, assistant city attorney, said the city passed 
the law to prevent escort services, which authorities say 
sometime front for prostitution, from relocating from 
Phoenix to Tempe as a result of the Phoenix law.

“The ordinance makes escort services go through a 
licensing procedure and allows us to know who is accountable 
for the service,” O’Neill said.

Tempe and ASU police are currently investigating reports 
of a student-run escort service reported in the Nov. 13 edition 
of the State Press.

According to the article, Griggs H. Wright, an ASU 
sophomore, is running an escort service, called Don Juan’s 
Escorts, that employs some ASU coeds, including one who 
reportedly offers sex for $80 an hour.

There was no public opposition to the proposal, and the 
council passed an emergency clause, which put the 
ordinance into effect immediately.

O’Neill said the city has been working on the ordinance for 
“quite a long time” and wasted no time in following suit on 
the Phoenix law.

Tempe Police Chief Art Fairbanks said escort services are 
not new in Tempe.

“We’ve had a number of cases in die past with escort 
services operating outside of Tempe and sending some of the 
escorts into the city,” Fairbanks said.

“The information I have heard seems to connect the 
majority of escort services to illicit enterprises,” he said. “It 
is reasonable to presume escort services will leave Phoenix 
as a result of their ordinance.

“Now that we also have an ordinance, I think it will 
preclude, to a certain extent, those services from coming to 
Tempe.”

Officials in Scottsdale are also preparing an ordinance.
Fairbanks said escort services will have to be licensed, 

which requires the owners to be fingerprinted and 
photographed.

“This allows us to check the owners for prior records with 
illicit operations, ” he said.

“This will, to a great extent, help us to regulate the escort 
services without having to use a lot of manpower. ”

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Money vs. children: making a difficult decision
A recent article in the State Press examined what it 

referred to as “a growing trend of women delaying 
motherhood in pursuit of career development, higher 
education and travel.” It explained that many women who 
want “careers” instead of “jobs” are waiting until their 30s 
to have children. Other women, it said,' “cut down on 
expenditures” by delaying their families, since they do not 
want to give up “material things.”

My initial reaction to this article was saddness. 
Parenthood does not seem to be taken very seriously 
anymore. Children are weighed against material possessions 
when choosing how to spend the family income.

Granted, child raising costs money. It is also true that 
many families require two incomes for survival. But I speak 
here more specifically of the young professionals and the 
students who will soon enter that category. The article 
discussed “changing priorities.” The goals seem to be 
money, prestige and perhaps even power.

In another State Press article, a representative of the 
Higher Education Research Institute at UCLA was quoted as 
saying that more and more students have high incomes as 
their primary goal, while fewer show concern for philosophy. 
Suddenly, everyone is a business major.

I am not opposed to career advancement, nor am I against 
money. It is more a m atter of attitude. What one has in not so 
much the problem as how one feels about it. Is parenthood 
really a business decision? And if it comes to a choice 
between a middle income with children and a higher income 
without them, what type of criteria is considered?

Corporate and scientific types may not agree with me, but I 
think there are times whien we would do better to follow our 
hearts and souls, rather than our brains alone. The still, 
small voice has always been the best guide. If you consult 
your feelings, what would parenthood mean to you?

This is what it means to me. A parent is a guide for another 
soul. This is not simply an imporant responsibility; it is the 
most significant accomplishment in one’s life if it is 
undertaken. As the psychic Edgar Cayce once said, • “The 
greatest of all careers is the home,” and the “basis of the 
home” is children. He referred to women as the “mother of 
souls.” These statements are not meant to be understood as 
sexist, nor are they meant to neglect the role of the father. 
But the mother does have the greater influence since her 
thoughts and feelings affect the unborn child. Consequently, 
her responsibility is unalterably greater, at least prior to 
birth.

In case you are wondering, Cayce did not insist upon 
traditional roles for women. He maintained that we should all 
follow our own ideals in life, in conjunction with that Vme 
universal idea to love one’s neighbor as oneself. This is not a 
strictly Christian doctrine, but merely the Christian manner 
of phrasing it. He once said, “There may be chosen the 
career or there may be chosen the home. Whichever one will 
make you happier than the other, then choose that.” In other 
words, whether or not you have children is up to you, but if 
you do, you should take it very seriously. It should not be a 
sideline.

Some may feel that a home and a corporate career can be

successfully managed by one person simultaneously, i 
certainly do not dispute this. This situation frequently occurs 
and is often necessary. Again, I refer only to those who can 
economically afford the choice, when I suggest that exclusive 
dedication might be worth the forfeiture of some personal 
goals.

As I was preparing this column, the State Press ran a very 
similar piece by my colleague, Ben Hoglund. He made the 
comment that women who put their greatest effort into the 
home have lost respect in modern society. This is perhaps 
true. But I doubt that many women pursue careers for the 
sake of greater respect alone. They must enjoy what they 
have chosen. And I would hope that those who choose to 
remain in the home are able to disregard this lack of respect 
for the sake of self-respect. They may actually enjoy their 
choices as well.

I see parenthood in a highly spiritual sense. I see it as a 
sometimes difficult challange, as well as an opportunity for 
personal growth. Self-sacrifice, as Mr. Hoglund would agree, 
is a necessary virtue for a parent to develop. Not to mention 
patience.

Yes, I have chosen to attend college, and I believe in a 
lifetime of education. But as Cayce once said, “The home 
should not only be the height of the entity’s ambition, but it is 
the channel through which a more perfect, more harmonious 
understanding may come. But know that it can only be with a 
companion with whom there is some unison of purpose.” I do 
not yet have children, as I still require that like-minded 
companion.

The home and family may not be the height of ambition for 
everyone. For some, it is seen as an expensive venture. But 
the greater expense should be one’s time, effort and emotion 
rather than one’s money or career opportunities. Otherwise, 
it may not be worth your while.

The problem I have with this preacher is 
that he is, I believe, leaving people with 
incorrect ideas about Biblical Christianity. 
While I am engaged in the work of 
announcing good news to people 
(“evangelism” comes from the Greek word 
meaning “telling good news” ), I have to 
counter the impression left by this man that 
the work of an evangelist is to condemn.

“We like to think we’re more practical 
than our NATO allies. When the Syrian 
Embassy got involved in trying to blow up a 
747 the British kicked them out. And what 
did they get for it? Nothing but scorn from 
their friends in the Middle East. On the 
other hand the French, by ignoring Syrian 
dirty tricks, will not only wind up with a 
very good trade business, but with a 
sympathetic ear in Damascus the next time 
the Syrians try to pull off another bombing.” 

I said to Gaston, “The French really seem 
to know how to handle terrorism. ”

He agreed, “We have to be weak or people 
will walk all over us.”

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R adical leader advocates sending guns to South Africa

Former Black Panther Kwame Toure, speaking to an ASU 
audience Friday night, asked American blacks to support South 
African revolutionaries.

African revolutionary Kwame Toure, formerly Stokely 
Carmichael, said American blacks should engage in gun 
running to support black revolutionaries in South Africa.

Speaking to a mostly black audience of 120 in an ASU Life 
Science lecture hall Friday night, Toure said Irish- 
Americans raid armories in order to obtain guns for the IRA, 
and that blacks should do the same to help their own people.

“Africans can break in here, take guns and send them to 
South Africa,” he said. “We will organize better gun lines.”

Toure, a former leader of the Black Panther Party, praised 
Martin Luther King Jr. and South African Bishop Desmond 
Tutu, but said they were wrong to advocate non-violence.

“King was in error,” Toure said. “King tried to make non­
violence, which is a tactic, into a principle.

“The only time you can have non-violence as a principle is 
when there is no violence.

“We will bomb our way into the non-violent world in which 
King’s dream of non-violence will be a reality.”

Toure said he admired Tutu’s stance against violence, “but 
while Tutu’s speaking, I’m getting me some guns. ”

Toure also defended the use of “necklaces” by South 
African revolutionaries to execute blacks who support 
President P.W. Botha.

“When they find an African working for Botha, they put a 
tire around his neck, fill it up with gasoline and burn him up 
real quick,” Toure said.

“Traitors must be taken care of,” he said. “ If a traitor 
doesn’t have the dignity of a Judas to hang himself, it is the 
duty of the people to execute him.

“Once people are backed up against the wall, they will do 
anything.”

Toure is presently a leader of the All-African People’s 
Revolutionary Party, which he said is struggling for “the

total liberation and unification of all Africa under scientific 
socialism.”

He said the nations that come closest to the ideals of 
scientific socialism include North Korea, Cuba, Zimbabwe, 
Nicaragua and the Soviet Union.

Toure was cheered repeatedly during his two-hour speech 
as he denounced capitalism, Zionism, racism and “American 
imperialism.”

“Capitalism keeps the people stupid,” he said. “ It makes 
them stupid and then makes them arrogant in their stupidity.

“Ninety-seven percent (of all Americans) hate 
communism, but ask them, ‘What is communism?’ and only 
2 percent will give you a reasonable intelligent, but not 
necessarily correct, answer.”

“When the pigs that run this country want to exploit and 
oppress someone, they scream , ‘Communism! 
Communism!’ and the American people scream, ‘Where? 
Where?’ ”

He said capitalism uses the media to indoctrinate people 
and keep them ignorant.

“Americans know more about ‘Dallas’ and ‘Dynasty’ than 
about Nicaragua, Beriut and Grenada,” he said. “Blacks 
know more about Michael Jackson than they do about Jesse 
Jackson.

“Capitalism divests the people’s attention and energy 
away from their vital interests.

“Capitalism will take a row of women in a beauty pageant, 
line them up, and by looking at their forms, say ‘That’s the 
best one. Make her the queen.’ ”

Toure told his audience that blacks have a responsibility to 
struggle for the advancement of their people and of all 
humanity, and that students have a responsibility to apply 
their knowlege toward the same goal.

“If an individual does not serve humanity, he is not 
human.”

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NBC selects campus for 'Cosby’ episode

ATLANTA — Spelman College has “won” , the chance to 
host an on-location taping of an episode of “The Cosby 
Show.”

NBC, which airs the top-rated TV show, 'and Camille Cosby 
— the wife of star Bill Cosby — toured a number of Southern 
historically black colleges to find the right campus to become 
“Hillman College.”

Hillman is the fictitious black college Denise, one of the 
show’s characters, attends. In the show, Denise’s father and 
grandfather are Hillman graduates.

JoAnne Alfano, a NBC spokeswoman in New York, said 
Spelman, an 800-student private women’s college, “best 
exemplifies the small college with traditional values that we 
want Hillman to be.”

“Two or three” colleges competed for the chance to serve 
as a set for the episode, Alfano said.

Camille Cosby toured the school while researching her 
master’s thesis on black students in higher education, said 
Dr. Oscar Porter, spokesman for Tougaloo College in

Mississippi, one of the schools considered for the show.
Spelman is 105 years old — the oldest black women’s 

college in the world, said college spokeswoman Jo Moore 
Stewart. She said the school will not be paid for use of their 
campus.

“We will be recompensed with national recognition,” 
Stewart said. “Mr. Cosby has donated to the college 
generously over the last several years. The figures I am not 
at liberty to give out. ”

Moreover, Cosby has a special connection to Spelman.
“His second daugher attends school here,” Stewart said, 

“and his son will attend Morehouse (an all-male private 
college nearby) next fall.

“He sat on die podium during our last commencement, and 
kissed all of the graduates. It was very moving.”

Spelman and Morehouse students will work as extras on 
the show.

“Cosby Show” publicist Kim Insley is not sure when actual 
filming will start on the campus but said that if the episode is 
a hit, NBC may spin off a series about the character, played 
by Lisa Bonet, at the college.

Young sweeps conceit with wild garage rock

K e e p s  me searching for a heart of gold, and I ’m getting 
old. . .

Neil Young may be getting old, but despite noticeable hair 
loss, his stage antics and energy matched that of any 18-year- 
old Friday night at the University Activity Center.

Young and his band Crazy Horse were just that — crazy.
The stage was a recreation of a garage, complete with an 

oversized spider with flashing red eyes, 6-foot mice in 
overalls, giant roaches and license plates tacked to the 
unfinished walls. A variety of images were projected on a 
garage window behind the band throughout the evening.

Young pleased longtime fans by leaning mostly on old 
favorites, such as “Cinnamon Girl, When You Dance I Can 
Really Love” and “After the Gold Rush. ”

Young and the band performed with a roaring intensity 
that shook the walls of the Activity Center. Young charged 
into every guitar solo with the maniacal energy of a musician 
inspired by his instrument, prompting hundreds of air 
guitarists in the audience to do likewise.

The sound was raucous but clean, and the band played with 
a tightness and virtuousity that allowed for some outstanding 
improvisation.

The audience makeup reflected Young’s staying power and 
universal appeal, with teen-agers in rock T-shirts peppered 
among the older, diehard hippies.

Although Young relied mostly on tried and true favorites, 
he injected songs from his new album, “Landing On Water,” 
and less popular albums, such as “Trans.” A large portion of 
the audience chose these moments to use the restrooms and 
stock up on refreshments.

A minimum of lighting was used for atmosphere instead of 
being an entertainment form in itself.

Throughout the show roadies and an occasional oversize 
mouse wandered across the stage. Police officers, the 
nemesis of every garage band with complaining neighbors, 
also made appearances, and busted up the show at the end of 
the band’s rendition of “Hey, Hey, My, My.”

A large garage door then lowered, ending the show and 
completing another garage band practice session.

Gram m y-winning trum peter 
to bring ‘pure jazz’ to Valley

In 1978 many talented jazz/fusion players 
such as George Duke, Stanley Clarke and 
Lenny White were toying with more 
commercially acceptable and often-times 
experimental jazz. Rather than be a 
Zeitgeist, trumpeter Wynton Marsalis was 
preparing to bring a renewed verve to the 
jazz tradition.

Many were appalled; some were amused 
at Marsalis’ brash dedication to pure jazz.

He commented that it was his desire to 
avoid music reflective of “bad taste and 
forced trends.”

And his adeptness with jazz and classical 
music made him the double Grammy 
winner for best solo jazz and best solo 
classical performer in 1984 and again in 
1985.

With eight albums in tow, Marsalis’ 
quintet will take the stage for two shows at 
7:30 and 10 p.m. tonight at Vinnie’s Night 
Club, 2110 E. Highland Ave., in Phoenix.

Having played with Art Blakely and the 
Jazz Messengers, Marsalis launched a solo 
career in 1982 with his self-titled track, 
“Wynton Marsalis. ”

Since then he has recorded four other jazz 
records and three classical, including “Hot 
House Flowers,” “Black Codes From the

Underground” and “Think Of One.” “Hot 
House Flowers” scaled Billboard’s jazz 
chart to No. 1.

Downbeat Magazine voted this prolific 
trumpeter jazz musician of the year and 
best trumpeter of the year for three years in 
a row: 1984-1986.

When considering his meteoric ascent and 
his facility with jazz and classical, one 
readily recalls Walt Whitman’s lament for 
young artists: “The early bloomers are the 
first to go.”

Nevertheless, Marsalis clearly knows 
where he is going.

Since his last Valley appearance in April 
1985, the musician has recorded three new 
albums, two jazz and one classical.

His latest records are “J  Mood” and 
“Tomasi/Jolivet trumpet concertos,” both 
released in 1986.

Tickets for the concert are $15 (plus a two- 
drink minimum) and are available at 
Dillard’s and Gammage box offices.

General admission seating is limited to 
300 tickets per show. There are less than 75 
seats for the first performance and 150 
remaining for the second show.

The concert, produced by Archie Gettis 
and Terry Hicks, is promoted by Universal 
Promotions of Phoenix.
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Grammy winner Wynton Marsalla will perform at 7:30 and 10 p.m. tonight at Vlnnle’a Night Club.

Ta Tung ends quest for Oriental fare

If your version of the Great College Quest is to find good 
Chinese food priced for your student’s budget, then retire 
your sword and search no more.

The Ta Tung Chinese restaurant, 829 W. University Drive, 
is the Holy Grail of low-cost, high-quality Oriental fare.

Ta Tung opened Nov. 1 with a hill menu of Mandarin and 
Szechuan selections. Although the spiciness varies from dish 
to dish, Ta Tung maintains a lofty level of flavor in every 
entry on the menu.

For lunch, Ta Tung features a quest-quenching special that 
includes soup, an egg roll, fried won ton, rice and a choice of 
12 entrees. The price varies with the entree, from $2.95 for the 
sweet and sour pork of the chicken chow mein to $3.75 for the 
kunpao shrimp.

The expansive dinner menu includes seven appetizers, 
three soups and numerous a la carte selections effectively 
covering the pork, chicken, beef and shrimp bases. The most 
expensive items on the dinner list — shrimp with lobster 
sauce or snow peas—run $5.75.

But there’s more to Ta Tung than reasonable prices.
There is nothing that even remotely resembles a Chun King 

frozen dinner here. Ta Tung’s food is enough to compel even 
the most worldly Chinese fare skeptic to consider becoming a 
regular customer. All the ingredients are fresh, and the 
fastidious use of spices indicate the care with which each dish 
is created.

On the appetizer front, the egg rolls are well-stocked and 
lightly deep-fried. The moo shu pork filling abounds with 
meat, and the cabbage and other vegetables are crisp. The 
pancakes are thin and absorb the plum sauce, which is 
neither too thick nor too sweet.

When the meal comes, the a la carte portions seem small, 
but Ta Tung does not load the orders with celery or bamboo 
shoots or other cheap plate-fillers. If the menu announces 
almond chicken, the kitchen sends a steaming plate full of 
chunks of chicken and fresh, sliced almonds. The vegetables 
that are mixed in are crisp and add flavor and color without 
obscuring the meal.

Something as simple — and frequently overlooked — as 
sauces are served fresh in generous portions on the side, to be 
added as taste dictates.

Ta Tung also boasts a selection of domestic and imported 
beers.

Service is prompt, another delight for the dust-ridden, 
travel-weary souls on the Good Cheap Chinese Food 
Pilgrimage. Phone-in orders for takeout food are filled within 
15 minutes. The restaurant is also strikingly clean with 
plenty of spacious tables for the eat-in crowd.

Located among the Fiesta West Shops on University and 
Hardy, Ta Tung Chinese restaurant opens its doors to 
questing students Monday through Saturday 11 a.m. to 9 p.m. 
and Sunday noon until 9.

Byrne stays step ahead with signature neo-docum entary

A friend of mine named Bill looks a lot like 
David Bryne.

He shares some of Byrne’s idiosyncracies 
any true Talking Heads fan could spot: the 
shifty but harmless doe eyes, his thin frame 
dancing in the “Big Suit’’ and the worldly, 
artistic perspective you wish you had.

The 10 albums from Talking Heads stand 
apart from Top-40 music. That’s why the 
band has never been massively popular; 
everyone is trying to catch up with what 
Byrne is doing.

Now everyone will try to catch up with 
“True Stories,” Byrne’s debut film.

“True Stories” stands out from anything 
that defines comedy on film, television or 
video. The film is a synthesis of styles with 
Byrne’s distinctive signature, which 
directors will fall over themselves to copy.

Jumping in and out as narrator in a neo­
documentary style, Byrne is the only 
cowboy in Virgil, Texas, a fictional town 
helping celebrate the s ta te ’s 150th 
anniversary. In Virgil, Bryne comments,

When looking at the statistics," this game 
didn’t prove to be much of a challenge for 
ASU.

ASU rushed 48 times for 253 yards and 
completed 14 of 27 passes for 250 yards. 
ASU’s net yardage totaled 503, as opposed to 
269 for WSU. ASU also only had to punt 
twice, both of those in the first half; WSU 
had to punt 10 times.

In addition to impressive team statistics, 
there were also two outstanding individual 
performances in the game.

Williams ended the game rushing for four 
touchdowns and averaging 4.6 yards per 
carry.

Meanwhile, quarterback Jeff Van 
Raaphorst completed nine of 19 passes for 
173 yards, moving him into second place on 
the all-time ASU list for total yards passing 
with 5813, second only to Danny White with 
5932.

Though the Sun Devils did win quite 
handily, Coach Cooper had a lot of respect 
for Chismar and his team.

“WSU played very well, and should be 
commended for their good p lay /’ Cooper 
said. “Look how well they held our offense 
in the first half.’’

Chismar said, “Our players have been 
always just one step away from being a 
really great team.

“ASU just plain and simply was a better 
team than us tonight. ’ ’

Right now the team is gearing up for the 
last game of the season against intrastate 
rival UA.

“They ended up taking away our chances 
for a bowl berth last year,” said Cooper. 
“Considering we clinched the Rose Bowl 
already, our players are going to be really 
keyed to get even with UA. ’ ’

The seniors on the squad are especially' 
keyed up for UA, since the Wildcats have 
beat them each of the last four years.

“Next week is a very big game, ” Hill said. 
“This is the year, and we are not going to 
take any chances of having them beat us. f 
We are going to be ready for them. ”

Senior noseguard Dan Saleaumua said, 
“Each of the past four years we lost to UA 
and now it’s time to beat them.

Senior tailback Paul Day said, “We are 
going to do good. I don’t want to end my 
career without beating UA. ’ ’

Williams carried the ball 11 times for 51 yards.
After being the fourth-leading rusher for the Sun Devils 

last season, the 5-foot-10,217-pound junior from Sacramento, 
Calif., has shown he is ready to be No. 1.

Last year he rushed 27 times for 123 yards, averaging 4.6 
yards per carry last season. Williams has carried the ball 117 
times for 539 yards so far this season, an average of 4.6 yards 
per carry.

He said hard work was the reason he could keep running 
hard with so many more carries.

“I was pleased with my performance but 
am hoping to keep it up for when we play UA 
next week,” Williams said. “That is when it 
will really matter.”

The third quarter sparked new life into the 
Sun Devils, as Williams scored his fourth 
touchdown of the night and boosted ASU to a 
31-6 lead.

“We really started off slow in the first 
half, but in the second half, the whole team 
really came together,” said senior flanker 
Bruce Hill.

Coach John Cooper said, “I told the team 
in the locker room, that we couldn’t play this 
game so lightly.

“Just because we had clinched the Pac-10 
title and were going to the Rose Bowl, we 
still had two important games left to play. 
We need to look ahead one game at a time. ”

The Sun Devils must have heeded these 
words, as the rest of the third quarter was 
all ASU’s. They scored two more 
unanswered touchdowns to catapult the 
score out of reach at 45-6.

“We were never about to run up the score, 
especially when we got this comfortable of a 
lead,” Cooper said. “In fact on many fourth- 
down plays, we went for the first downs 
instead of kicking field goals. ”

“A lot of hard work, mentally and physically,” have helped 
Williams. “I go into practice and give 100 percent. I didn’t 
last year and I should have,” he said.

Williams was low on confidence last year, too, but this year 
is a different story.

“I always knew I could run, but I was kind of wishy-washy 
at first,” he said. “But the confidence came from the line. 
They were more confident in me, and so I developed the 
confidence I needed. ”

Williams still gives the offensive line credit for his 
performances, and Saturday was no different.

“The line deserves most of the credit,” Williams said. 
“They have been opening up the holes.” And Williams has 
been finding them.

The fullback gained his career-high rushing yardage this 
year after he rushed 12 times for 94 yards against Oregon. 
And Williams is now the Sun Devils second-leading rusher. 
Tailback Darryl Harris is No. 1.

The game was the last home game for the Devils this 
season. They travel to Tucson next Saturday to take on the 
Wildcats—a game which is mostly for pride, partly for spite, 
but also for a possible chance for a national championship.

So the season isn’t over. Sure the Devils have locked in a 
spot in the Rose Bowl, but Williams isn’t forgetting the icing 
on the cake.

“Next week is real important,” Williams said. “We can go Channing Williams rushed for 4 TDs Saturday, on short of the 
down there (Tucson) and just let everything hang out.”

It was supposed to be a homecoming of 
sorts for Wichita State head coach Ron 
Chismar.

It was only three years ago when Chismar 
was the offensive coordinator for the Sun 
Devils under then-coach Darryl Rogers.

However, the welcome mat was not rolled 
out, as Chismar’s Wheatshockers got 
shucked, 52-6, and left them tapping their 
cleats together, muttering, “There’s no 
place like home.”

“We have a fine group of players,” 
Chismar said. “However, they just wore us 
down.”

It was yet another game in which Sparky 
saw more action than the fans, matching the 
Devils’ every score with pushups, for a 
grand total of 228.

The Wheatshockers knew they were in for 
a long night when, on the game’s second 
play from scrimmage, tailback Valasco 
Smith fumbled the ball and ASU recovered 
on WSU’s 25-yard line.

It took only six plays before fullback 
Channing Williams carried the ball over the 
right guard for a 1-yard touchdown:

The Wheatshockers couldn’t move the ball 
on their next drive, but the defense came to 
life on ASU’s next possession, as they held 
the Sun Devils to just two yards rushing and

forced them to punt.
When the Shockers got the ball back, they 

carefully and methodically moved down the 
field, finding all the open holes.

At 5:58, running back David Smith carried 
over the right guard for a 9-yard touchdown. 
A missed extra point left the Shockers shy of 
a tie, 7-6.

ASU seemed to have the Wheatshockers’ 
number after this, when on its next series, 
ASU needed only five plays to score 67 
yards, capping it off by a 35-yard touchdown 
run by Williams, his second of the night.

“They (Wichita) played a very good game 
and I have all the respect in the world for 
them,” Williams said.

ASU had more trouble moving the ball in 
the second quarter against the Shockers, 
throwing one interception and being forced 
to punt for the second time in the game.

The highlight of the quarter was Williams 
scoring his third touchdown, carrying over 
the left tackle for a 2-yard run.

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Quarterback sticks to ‘respectable’ gam e plan

When a team of Wichita State’s caliber ventures into 
Tempe to play the No. 5-ranked team in the nation, what is 
the game plan?

“It was our last game, we figured to go out and have fun,” 
Shocker quarterback Brian McDonald said. “Our goal was to 
play a sound ballgame and let people know we are 
respectable

Early in the first half Wichita State shocked the Sun Devils, 
marching down the field and driving the ball into the end 
zone. The drive took the Shockers 5:58, with a variety of plays 
that kept ASU, the nation’s No. 3 defense, on its heels.

“The team executed well during the first half. We mixed up 
the plays: sweeps, dives, short passes, and in the first 
quarter the option play caught them off guard,” McDonald 
added.

The touchdown in the opening stanza would be the last 
glimpse of the goal line Wichita State would see until four 
seconds remained in the game, when a 49-yard pass from 
backup quarterback David Kruse to wide receiver Anthony 
Hardy brought the Shockers to the ASU 1-yard line.

“We played hard and made things happen in the first half,” 
said Ron Chismar, Wichita State coach. “It was what we 
expected out of Arizona State. We knew we couldn’t beat the 
corners long and wouldn’t have the time to drop back and 
throw.”

This is backed up the statistics. McDonald’s longest pass of 
the night was 12 yards. For the game the senior threw eight 
complete passes in 18 attempts for 61 yards.

Despite the tough Arizona State defense, the Shockers 
refused to quit behind the leadership of McDonald. In his 
fourth year at the helm of the offense, McDonald became 
Wichita State’s leading passer in the previous contest against 
Illinois State. Before the opening kickoff McDonald had 
thrown for 4,615 yards. He is one of two signal callers to throw 
for over 4,000 yards. He is also the only player to start 36 
consecutive games for the Shockers.

The second member of the Wichita State one-two offensive 
punch is tailback Valasco Smith. Following Saturday night’s 
62-yard performance the senior from Tallahassee, Fla.,

“We are 
a small school and it is easy to come in and get down.”

McDonald’s ability has earned him two awards; in 1984 he 
was the recipient of the Wichita Eagle-Beacon’s Most 
Valuable Player. The other prestigious honor the 
quarterback received was the Vince Lombardi Award in 
1985.

Smith transferred to WSU from Pratt Community College 
where he played receiver and defensive back. The transition 
for the Shockers has been for the better. He has moved in and 
gained 1,503 yards in two seasons for Wichita State.

“I am still learning the game,” Smith said. “The more I 
play the more I love the game.”
