U A  stu d en ts, o ffice rs injured 
during violent confrontation

A bloody and violent confrontation after the ASU-UA 
football game between zealous fans and 130 police officers 
from five law enforcement departm ents left four officers 
injured and five people arrested Saturday.

An undetermined aiqount of students were injured in the 
riot, Tucson police said Sunday.

Two of the injured police officers, who were admitted to the 
University of Arizona Hospital emergency room Saturday, 
were treated and released, according to hospital 
spokeswoman Shelly Singer.
- UA Officer Mike Thohias was the most seriously injured, 
with groin and possible spleen injuries after apparently 
slipping and falling, UA police spokesman Brian Seastone 
said.

Thomas was treated and released Saturday.
Seastone only identified Rene Kirchfeld, a 22-year-old 

Tucson resident, who was arrested for disorderly conduct 
and criminal trespassing. The other four were arrested on 
the sam e charge .and released according to Harry Houston, 
assistant chief of police for the university.

Those names will be available today, Houston said.
Houston, who was sitting near the top of the stadium a t the 

40-yard line, described the scene.
“About 2,000 fans tried to take the north end zone goal posts 

down but weren’t successful,” he said. “They then went to 
the south end zone and didn’t get those goal posts. They then 
went back to the north end zone. I ordered the sprinkler 
system turned on whereby the fans turned the system on to 
the cops.

“ (The fans) then attacked the south end zone and drew 
some officers from sprinkler fountainheads and then shortly 
later the crowd began to disperse and within an hour the
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crowd was totally dispersed.”
Houston said merely greasing the posts hasn’t stopped 

crowds in the past and police guard the posts to protect the 
school from a lawsuit should anyone get injured while trying 
to tear the posts down.

Sgt. Ed Selechta, of the Tuscon division of the Arizona 
Department of Public Safety, was on the field guarding the 
greased goal posts and estim ated that 2,000 to 3,000 people 
stormed the field after UA’s 34-17 win over the Sun Devils.

“But the funny thing was they were not ASU people. That 
surprised us,” Selechta said. “The crowd m entality was 
‘hey, I’m part of a crowd so I can’t be identified’ but that 
wasn’t the case,”

Lisa Wiczer, who works the assignment desk at Tucson 
television station KVOA, said, “We have a wide shot of the 
cops and then one cop hitting a guy and the crowd reacting, ” 

Wiczer said she could not release further information 
because of the possibility of criminal charges being filed in 
the m atter.

Seastone said UA police have received “no formal 
complaints” of excessive police force, but “some people have 
called and were concerned about the way things were 
handled.”

“It’s too early to say we accomplished what we wanted to 
accomplish,” Seastone said. “We saved the goal posts, and 
everyone did a pretty good job.”

On the highways between Tucson and Phoenix, Selechta 
said this year was an ‘ ‘ideal after-action situation. ’ ’

“In the past, we’ve had seven or eight wrecks but (this 
year) was far more superior. ”

Selechta said DPS police made one DWI arrest and 
responded to one minor car accident on Interstate-10.

Study to analyze minority failure rate on skills test

A study has been commissioned by the 
Arizona Board of Regents to analyze the 
high minority failure rate on the College of 
Education’s Pre-Professional Skills Test.

The PPST is a competency test education 
m ajors must take before they can enroll in 
any education class. The test can be 
repeated as many times as needed to pass it.

A ssociate D irector for Academ ic 
Program s Odus Elliott said the study is an

outgrowth of one conducted six months ago, 
which he called “inconclusive” due to the 
small num b«' of students involved.

According to the report, all five black 
students who took the test from September 
1985 to February 1986 failed at least one of 
the three sections the first time they took it.

Almost 35 percent of the 93 Hispanics who 
took the test passed it the first time.

Of the 29 Native Americans who took the 
test during the same period, one passed the 
first time. Five of eight Oriental/Asian

Americans and one of two Puerto Rican 
students passed all three sections of the test 
the first time.

Almost 60 percent of the 927 Caucasians 
who took the test passed the first time.

The three sections of the test deal with 
m ath, reading com prehension and 
grammar. Students who fail one or more 
sections only have to retake the sections 
failed.

Professor Gerald Helmstadter, who 
conducted both studies, said the previous

study was only of those students who 
released their scores to the education 
colleges at ASU, NAU or UA. He said the 
current study is taking all students who took 
the test in the past year.

In a May 1985 report on the first study, 
Helmstadter concluded that minorités don’t 
do as well as non-Hispanic Caucasians and 
members of minority groups, and are less 
likely to retake the test.

He also concluded that many individuals

Six thousand ASU 'football student season-ticket holders 
will have the opportunity to buy one Rose Bowl ticket each, 
the Associated Students president said Friday.

Chris Ctimraiskey said 6,000 Rose Bowl tickets have been 
allotted to the approximately 8,900 student season-ticket 
holders.

But the tickets, which cost $37.50, must be picked up in Los 
Angeles before game day.

Cummiskey said Rose Bowl tickets will not be mailed. 
Tickets m ust be picked up in parson at Gate 3 of Pauley 
Pavilion a t thè UCLA Ticket Office Dec. 29-31, between 9 a.m. 
and5p.m.*

Cummiskey said each student must present a validated 
ASU ED in Los Angeles. Students may not pick up tickets for 
other students, and there are no refunds for unclaimed 
tickets.

“Through a series of meetings between myself, (ASU 
athletic director) Charles Harris and Diane Yeager (Sun 
Devil Stadium ticket sales m anager), we tried to develop a 
series of procedures that were most equitable and in the 
simplest manner possible,” Cummiskey said.

“I thinkthis procedure achieves that as best as we can.”

Students wishing to purchase Rose Bowl tickets must pick 
up applications beginning Dec. 4 at one of the following 
locations: .
•MU Information Desk,
•Greek Life Office in PV Main Residence Hall,
•or the Sun Devil Ticket Office.

The tickets must be paid for with either check or money 
order made out to Arizona State University.

The completed application and payment must be brought 
to the Sun Devil Ticket Office Dec. 8-12. A validated ASU ID 
must be shown to verify the student is a season-ticket holder.

Cummiskey said all Rose Bowl tickets will be sold on a 
reserved seat basis. -

But he said students can sit together if they submit their 
applications and checks at the sam e time. He said no more 
than 20 students will be seated together.

If Rose Bowl ticket requests exceed the student allotment, 
a lottery will be held to decide which student season-ticket 
holders can purchase tickets.

If a lottery is held, Cummiskey said the names of students 
who will not receive tickets will be posted in the MU and Sun 
Devil Ticket Office Dec. 16. Students can also call 965-1700 
after Dec. 15 for lottery information.

“There is no doubt ih  my mind there will be individuals 
who disagree with the system we are using, ” he said.

But Cummiskey said the lottery probably will be 
necessary.

“Given the attention paid toward the ticket distribution 
since it Was announced ASASU would be involved, I think the 
demand (for tickets) will exceed 6,000, ” he said.

Cummiskey said the method also eliminates scalping “at 
least between here and Pasadena.”

Cummiskey said the group consulted Iowa, Washington, 
UCLA, USC and Michigan about a method for ticket 
distribution.

“They all gave us the impression this method has been the 
most successful in sales and distribution, ’ ’ he said.

He said UCLA was chosen as the place to distribute tickets 
because it is centrally located.

“I’m not fam iliar with the area, but I looked a t an aerial 
map of Los Angeles and UCLA was right in the middle,” he 
said. “There’s gang to be a gridlock in Pasadena.”

“I hope the students realize they are representing the 
entire state of Arizona, since we’re the first Arizona team to 
get to the Rose Bowl,” he said. “An inordinate amount of 
attention will be paid to ASU.

“I have confidence the ASU students will come through and 
portray ASU as it really is. The student population has a lot to 
do with the way the University is perceived.”

Tempe lawman recovering from shotgun wounds

A Tempe police officer was listed in good 
condition Sunday following a bloody 
shootingspree and hostage standoff Friday 
night.

Sgt. Ralph Tranter was wounded ih the 
face and chest from a shotgun blast while 
rescuing six-year-old Robert Hughes from a 
gunman holding him hostage a t 1254' E. 
Malibu.

Scottsdale officer Kevin Volpe, Tempe 
officer Les Gray, and a Scottsdale 
construction worker were also wounded 
during the day-long chase and gun battle 
that climaxed in the death of the gunman, 
identified by police as Bruce Sunshine, 47.

Stmshine took the boy hostage a t  the 
intersection of Dorsey Lane and Southern 
Avenue, after the car Sunshine had been 
driving on a 9-mile, high-speed chase with 
police collided with another vehicle a t the 
intersection.

Sunshine grabbed Hughes, ran through 
the rear alley gate of the home on Malibu, 
and began a four-hour standoff with police.

Officers began negotiating with Sunshine 
immediately over the alley fence, and then 
later by telephone, in an effort to free 
Hughes.

Tempe Public Information Officer Steve 
Crodcs described Sunshine as “very 
disturbed and upset” a t the beginning of 
negotiations.

Discussions between Sunshine and police 
broke down a t 6 p.m., when officers were 
unable to get a response from the gunman.

Crooks said a short tim e later officers sent 
a police dog into the residence.

Sunshine shot and kped  the anim al, and 
then stormed oOt of the house with Hughes 
under one arm  and an autom atic weapon in 
his hand. V

Crooks said-Sunshine was “waving the 
weapon around in a threatening way,” and 
then fired a shot in the air.

A SWAT sharpshooter wounded Sunshine, 
giving Tranter an opportunity to free the
Ijfc J Ç . ; .- ,

Sunshine then engaged in a brief gun 
battle with police, retreated back into the 
house, and fell dead in the kitchen.

Crooks said the boy .was “shaken up but
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absolutely unhurt.”
The incident began a t 2 p.m. Friday when 

Scottsdale police observed Sunshine driving 
a Ford pickup matching the description of 
one involved in an earlier robbery at Sky 
Harbor International Airport.

Sunshine fled the scene, near the corner of 
Hayden Road and Oak Street, with police in 
pursuit.

Scottsdale police spokesman Mark 
Barnett said the suspect began firing at 
officers while he drove, damaging five 
squad cars in the process.

Volpe, 27, was wounded in the shoulder 
during the chase and transported to 
Scottsdale Memorial Hospital. He was 
releasedSaturday.

Sunshine, driving a t speeds approaching 
75 mph, fired several more shots at the 
corner of Roosevelt Street and Hayden 
Road, police said.

Dennis Johnson, 33, a construction workpr 
walking near the intersection, was wounded 
in the right shin by a ricocheting bullet.

Johnson was treated at Scottsdale 
Memorial and released later Friday night.

Sunshine sped on to Los Arcos Mall, a t the 
intersection of McDowell and Scottsdale 
roads, where he collided with a van and 
fired more shots a t police.

The suspect then forced Agnes Millea, 79, 
out of her car and fled the scene in her 
vehicle.

Barnett said a search of Sunshine’s pickup 
revealed “an arsenal.”

“He had an automatic pistol, a carbine, a 
.45-caliber and a lot of ammunition. He was 
really arm ed to the teeth,” he said.

The chase led to the corner of Rural and 
Broadway roads, w here Sunshine 
abandoned his vehicle, forced a  man out of a 
station wagon at gunpoint and continued 
south at a high speed.

Sandy Davidson, a courier for Dial-A- 
Messenger, saw Sunshine “swerve into 
oncoming traffic, skid through the parking 
lot, and climb out of the passenger side with 
gun in hand.”

Tempe police took over the chase of the 
suspect as he fled in the station wagon and 
followed him to the corner of Southern 
Avenue and Dorsey Lane, where Sunshine 
took his hostage.

The 
police, in turn, stopped the fans by turning 
on a sprinkler system and then using billy 
clubs.

It should come as no surprise that, people 
are going to storm  the field after a big game 
like (he Arizona rivalry (hat has existed for 
many years and try  to tear down goal posts. 
It is a sign of jubilation and excitement 
when the fans storm  the field after the “Mg 
game.”

Unfortunately, police forces from Tucson 
and Pim a County saw things differently and 
used physical force to stop the people from 
doing what ASU fans did after the California 
game.

Those storming the field certainly were 
not angels, but the police forces went to far

In its attem pt to keep Arizona Stadium 
under control, the police forces fell into the 
trap  of treating a $2,000 m ark«' like the 
president of the United States. A sad 
statem ent is made when a-goal post is more 
important than someone getting hit in the 
face with a nightstick.

Police went so far as to hit two State Press 
photographers who were doing their job in 
taking pictures for today’s paper. There is 
no justification for what the police did.

Arresting a fan for disorderly conduct or 
trespassing is one thing, but to use as much 
physical force as the police down in Tucson 
did Saturday is unnecessary.

The violence created on the field at 
Arizona Stadium is regretful and never 
should have happened — and to thihk some 
people were put into the hospital because of 
a  celebration.

UA students, police and fans were violent. 
H ie  field was stormed. Punches were 
thrown. People were hit with dubs. There 
was blood on the field.

Republicans line up for 
state job appointments

PHOENIX — Republicans are lining up for the 500 or so 

state appointments which will be a t the discretion of 
Governor-elect Evan Mecham next year.

“There’s a pent-up stable of rank-and-file Republicans 
who are qualified for any number of positions,” former 
state GOP Chairman Tom Pappas said. “We haven’t had 
a Republican governor in 12 years.”

Mecham spokesman Ron Bellus confirmed last week 
that Mecham’s 10-member transition team, headed by 
former GOP Chairman Jim  Colter, will review the 
resumes of about 500 state employees to determine 
whether they should remain in their posts.

While most of the state’s 22,000 employees are protected 
through civil-service regulations or otherwise, some 
positions are exempt from the merit-selection system and 
thus serve at the pleasure of the governor. The positions at 
Mecham’s disposal range from agency directors and 
assistan ts to public-inform ation officers and 
adm inistrative assistants.

Bellus said Mecham had no across-the-board plans to 
fire  em ployees appointed by a D em ocratic 
administration, and Babbitt spokesman Scott Phelps said 
he would be surprised if Mecham tried it.

“No governor would do that,” Phelps said.

who persist and retake the tests eventually pass and minority 
students who seek some form of formal preparation before a 
second test are more likely to pass.

But Helmstadter stressed that the numbers involved in the 
first study were too small to arrive a t any definite 
«»elusions and said the new study would provide better 
results.

He added that records from other states indicated minority 
failure rates comparable to Arizona.

Helmstadter said he plans to study the relationship 
between test scares and success in the teaching profpnm and 
possibly on the job.

Minority enrollment in the ASU College of Education have 
varied Since the PPST became a  requirem ent in September 
M85.

At the Nov. 7 Board of Regents meeting, Lucinda Waseta, a 
Navajo student from NAU with a 3.4 grade point average, 
told the Regents she has taken the test four times 
unsuccessfully. " ^ .

Joseph Karol, an NAU English Instructor, told the regents 
he took die test and had trouble with it. He said a t least three 
other NAU professors also had difficulty with i t

“How can you expect some freshman to pass it (when) 
three English professors hdd trouble?” he asked.

Karol said the passing score on die test was determined 
arbitrarily and suggested lowering the passing score.

Direct«* of the ASU Minority Affairs Office Bridget 
Branigan said she was a t the regents meeting and was aware 
of the concern but has heard no compaints from students 
regarding the te s t

ASU education professor Nicholas Appleton said the high 
rate of minority failure may have to do with their educational 
backgrounds.

“People who have grown up in standard English 
backgrounds might have an advantage (over those raised in 
non-standard environments),” he said. “The problem is 
there are segments of our population that have not acquired 
the basic skills this test m easures.”

He said remedial programs needed to correct the problem 
may be expensive, but added “it’s a question of our 
commitment.”

Nancy Cooledge, College of Education faculty associate, 
sind many students fail the test the first time because they 
diahot review basic gram m ar rides, but usually passed after 
some form of review or tutoring.

Cooledge said the test is a standardized exam used in 
several states and she did not think the test discriminated 
against minorities.

2,000 ASU students cheer 
for ‘Campus Man’ finale

Old-fashioned fixings make melodrama work

Melodramas are hard to pull 
off nowadays. Filled with pencil- 
thin plots and predictable 
coincidences, they can be too 
gooey for today’s audiences.

“Rags to Riches,” a musical 
melodrama based on twb stories 
by Horatio Alger, is now being 
performed at ASU’s Lyceum 
Theater. A polished cast and 
sense of humor help the show 
rise above a silly script, and they 
deliver what ends up being an 
energetic and likable production.

“ Rags to Riches”  tells the 
story of Ragged Dick (Joe C. 
Lauderdale) and Mark the 
Match Boy (Sean O’Riordan). 
With the help of wealthy Mr. 
Greyson (Patrick Moore), the

two orphans overcome Mark’s 
evil landlady Mother Watson 
(Amy Ressler) and her stooge, 
Mickey Maguire (Lionel Estrada 
J r.), and receive their rightful 
inheritance.

Director Don Doyle made a 
wise choice by filling his show 
w ith  th e  o ld - fa s h io n e d  
i n g r e d ie n t s  t h a t  m a d e  
melodramas successful in the 
first place. This includes fast 
movement, audience sing-a- 
longs, and “olios” (little- songs 
and skits between scenes), which 
w ere  oh the whole as 
entertaining as the show.

As is often the case with 
melodramas, the two young 
heroes are the least interesting 
characters in the show, and this 
isn’t helped by O’Riordan’s

lack luster perform ance as 
Ragged Dick. He tries hard, but 
never seems convincing as the 
young orphan. This can also be 
attributed to his weak singing 
voice, which g la re s  in 
comparison to the other cast 
members.

Lauderdale, on the other hand, 
plays the part of the pathetic 
match boy just right, and he has 
good, clear voice. It’s just a 
shame his part was markedly 
sm aller than O’Riordan’s.

Also with this type of show, the 
villians are usually the most 
enjoyable to watch, and happily, 
this is true of this production of 
“Rags To Riches.”

Amy R essler and Lionel 
Estrada J r. make a great team. 
Their perform ances w ere

polished and lively, and they 
rightly  received the m ost 
applause a t curtain call.

Patrick Moore’s performance 
of Mr. Greyson was appropriate, 
but nothing memorable. Deanna 
Wold played his daughter Ida 
with just the right amount of 
cuteness and naivete.
The set and costumes were 

s u i t a b l e ,  a n d  M ic h a e l  
MacMullen, who served as piano 
accompanist and host, helped set 
the mood with his bright banter.

“Rags to Riches,” the first 
show of ASU’s Theater for Young 
Audiences, will re su m e  
p e r f o r m a n c e s  a f t e r
Thanksgiving, running from 
Dec. 2-7 in the Lyceum Theater.

white-supremacist dictators, the movie critic 
endures much for the sake of art. In an often 
difficult occupation, critics not only have to 
waltz through the verbal minefields of less- 
than-supportive “readers," they’re  also lost in 
a non-illuminative world, with no guides to pull 
them through strange and dangerous territory.

And so a call must go out for that one critic 
who can make a difference — the one who can 
brave the reader’s barbs and tell the story like 
it is.

, There was no critic between “The W raith" 
and I. The film opened Friday, and I didn’t 
quite know what to expect. But if there had 
been a macho movie review done, it might have 
gone something like this:

“The Wraith’̂  is á story of death and its- 
shaky hold oh ope young man, of drag-road 
violence, of lust and motor fluid. It proves, ofice 
again, that the stupidity of movie-making 
Hollywood sometimes knows no bounds. With 
every off-road terrorist plot twist blatantly 
stolen from better movies and a beach-blanket- 
bimbo theme that would give Annette FuniceUo 
hives, director Mike Marvin redefines the word 
“ludicrous.”
- Let’s sum it up quickly.' Charlie Sheen, the 
sen of aetor Martin Sheen, and brother of

Emilio Estevez proves that chromosomes d0 
sometimes lie. He’s the “mysterious stranger” 
seemingly bent on destroying the road gang 
terrorizing a sm all desert town (filmed entirely 
in Tucson—another reason to hate this film) 

He reminds us of M artin when he speaks, but 
is so wooden that I ’m sure dad wishes he 
would’ve gone into technical drafting instead 
Think about it, Charlie. There’s still time.

Sherilyn Fenn puts in a performance as the 
world’s wim piest girlfriend, and Nick 
C assavetes p lays a Complete nasty 
(perform ance included). Randy Quaid 
continues his up-down career with a part that 
borders on em barrasing. He plays a cop who’s 
only virtue is the string of original expletives 
which he uses with considerable frequency 

The movie’s only saving grace appears in the 
form of a comedic street urchin called, 
appropriately, Gutterboy (Jam ie Bozian). But 
if the only good tiling about a movie is a guy 
named “Gutterboy,” then you know it’s in big 
trouble.

Marvin pulls out no stops, makes no starts 
and made me sick with this film. Quite frankly, 
I can think of no useful purpose for it, except to 
mail a tape of it to a boss or a relative owing

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Slow -m otion Kung Fu
Dance class aids health, self-defense

With the grace of birds, 
their bodies seem to soar and 
float on the early morning 
breeze. And with catlike 
balance and stealth  of 
m artial arts they move ever 
so slowly, each movement 
melting into the next.

T he d a n c e r s  a r e  
performing with apparent 
ea se  a s e r ie s  .of 13 
movements of T’ai Chi 
ch’uan, an ancient Chinese 
form of classical dance for 
health and self-defense. 
Often called “Slow-motion 
Kung Fu,” the dance is a 
system of exercise and a 
design for living which 
i n c o r p o r a t e s  th e
centeredness, concentration 
and discipline of m artial arts 
with the balance, beauty and 
continuity of dance.

“ I t’s described as a 
Chinese classical dance 
from the inside out,”  
Instructor Sunny Larson 
sa id .  “ I t  d e a ls  with 
concentrating  thoughts, 
emotion and body as one 
person—not fragm ented.”

Larson, who currently 
teaches T’ai Chi ch’uan at 
S co t tsd a le  Community 
College, Central Arizona 
College and the Actors Lab, 
will teach the dance at ASU 
in the spring sem ester. The 
one-credit class, listed as 
DAN 494/598, is open to all 
students and will be offered 
from 8 to 10 a.m . Saturdays 
a t Selleh Park.

Originally practiced in 
China as early as the third 
century, and by monks a t the 
Buddhist monastery of Shao 
Lin in the fifth century, the 
exercises emulate creatures

Instructor Sunny Larson axscutss “Single Whip,” ohs of ths 
postures from T a l Chi ch’uan, a classical CMneSe d ines.

such as the bear, bird, deer, 
monkey, tiger and snake. 
There are many schools of 
T’ai "Chi ch’uan whose 
prescribed forms vary from 
24 to 108 or more. Larson 
teaches the Yang style short' 
form and the long form 
which includes 108 patterns 
of motion.

Larson started practicing 
T’ai Chi ch’uan in 1974 a t age 
23 when five years of 
epileptic seizures and heafrt 
problems prompted her to 
find a “fun way to get well. ” ;

Always having had a love 
for movement and dance, 
Larson said T’a i Chi ch’uan, 
often called a dance fot 
health, seemed only natural. 
The 38-year-old, who no 
longer suffers from epilepsy 
or heart problems, credits 
th e  d a n c e ’s h e a l in g

processes with her. renewed 
health. ... j  ^

“I read an - article about 
T a i Chi. I didii’t  knofr what 
it was, but I decided to try 
i t , ”  L a r s o n  s a id .  
“ Im m ed ia te ly ,  I fe lt  
different. I could sense it 
was something I wanted.”

Larson, who moved to 
Arizona from her native 
Iowa in 1962, began her 
experiences with T’ai Chi 
ch’uan while a counselor for 
em otionally handicapped 
children. A year la te r 
Larson began using the first 
20 m ovem ents of the 
exercise in her counseling 
work.

After seven years of 
teaching T’ai Chi ch’uan to 
the children, she began 
i n c o r p o r a t i n g  i t  in  
expressive arts therapy and

private counseling. She has 
since taught in centers and 
programs in Tucson and 
Phoenix.

In California, Larson has 
studied healing through 
m ovem ent w ith Em ily 
Da’oud and danced with the 
Continuum  M ontage, a 
meditative dance company. 
She a lso  studied with 
M arshall Ho, Tung Mary 
Chu a t UCLA and Tarthan 
Tulka Rimpoche, a Tibetan 
teacher based in San 
Francisco.

Larson usually begins her 
class with healing postures 
or warm-up exercises before 
proceeding to the formal 
movements of T’ai Chi 
ch’uan. She said the exercise 
is helpful for physicists and 

. businessmen as well as 
: dancers, as a technique fpr 
relaxation, “v

Lori Mills, a four-year 
student of T’ai Chi ch’uan, 
described it as “a  high- 
energy extension of grace 
and peace which brings you 
to a center quiet place 
inside. When you go to this 
place, you just are — you’re 
in a state of being and 
movement When you leave 
you feel a t peace.”

And though Larson  
emphasized that T’ai Chi 
ch’uan teaches students to 
be * ‘c e n te re d  in  . the 
moment,”  it is  also a m artial 
arts application which helps 
peop le to  dea l with 
confrontation. Movements 
such as “White Crane Cools 
Its Wings” ‘or ‘‘Embrace 
Tiger Return To Mountain” 
can be used as self-defense 
simply by changing toe focus 
of the action from toe animal 
to toe person.

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W ildcats shatter Devil hope for undefeated year

The great rivalries always leave one side elated and the 
other downcast; the 1986 ASU-UA game was no as
the Wildcats’ 34-17 victory made their season and shattered 
the Sun Devos’hopes of an undefeated year.

“We usually, play m istake-free football, but today, 
everything fell apart on us,” said senior tight end Jeff 
Gallimore. “ It’s tough to play catchup football, even when 
you throw the baU as well as we did.”

The m istakes started  early for the Devils, as tniiKn^w 
Darryl H arris yielded a fumble after a hard pop a t the line of 
scrimmage pn the DA 4-yard line. The fumble, H arris’ only 
<me of the year, ended a  76-yard drive for the Devils that had 
promised fo put them on the board first.

The first big offensive play of the game for UA, a 61-yard 
reception from  quarto-back Alfred Jenkins'to flanker Derek 
Hill. ASU comerback Jeff Joseph, whom Hill had beat down 
the sideline, m ade a diving tackle to save the touchdown, but 
not for long. Two plays later, an impressive 18-yard run by 5-

foot-6 UA tailback David Adams put six on the board for the 
Cats, quickly made seven by a Gary Coston PAT.

That would not be the end of the turnover story for the 
Devils in this game. -

After an exchange of punts, quarterback Jeff Van 
Raaphorst threw his first of three interceptions, intended for 
split end Aaron Cox but picked off by UA comerback Jam es 
DeBow.

The Cats methodically capitalized on this turnover as well, 
mounting an U-play, 73-yard touchdown drive, ending ina 5- 
yard run by freshman tailback Art Greathouse, a recruit

. from Tempe-McClintock High School, off the right tackle.
After the PAT and kickoff, ASU finally sustained a drive to 

its conclusion, taking 13 plays and 5:32 to travel 78 yards. The 
Devils, who had contolled the ground game in every other 
contest this season, could not seem to establish a running 
attack and moved all but 13 of those 78 yards in the air.

The drive was capped by a Van Raaphorst pass to split end 
Chris G arrett, and a Kent Bostrom PAT made the score 14-7.

Hie Devils stopped UA on defense, and punt returner 
Anthony Parker fair-caught a Ruben Rodriguez punt.

S a ilo rs ’ goal to beat Gats for first time crumbles
“I thought the pass rush would be a little bit better, 

because they (the Wildcats) have about 33 sacks on the 
season. They only got one today.”

The protection was good enough for senior quarterback 
Jeff Van Raaphorst to complete 38 of 55 attem pts for 437 
yards, as well as scram ble out of the pocket for 21 net yards 
on the ground on five carries.

Van Raaphorst shattered former Sun Devil Danny White’s 
all-time passing yardage record in the game, recording more 
than 300 extra yards after White’s m ark of 5,932 had been 
surpassed.

But Van Raaphorst found little consolation in becoming the 
first Sun Devil to pass for over 6,000 yards.

“It would have been a lot nicer to have the win,” Vim 
Raaphorst said. "But there’s been a lot of big games in my 
college career.

“When I first came here as a freshman, I didn’t know 
where Tucson was. They’ve kind of taught me where they’re 
at in the last few years.

“U of A is kind of a natural rivalry, but personally I’d 
rather beat USC or UCLA, because I’m from California,” 
Van Raaphorst said.

“I only care about thjs one gam e,” he said. “The rest is 
past history. You can take the past history and just put it 
where it goes.”

Coach John Cooper, who said before the game that if the 
team lost, the seniors would “have to live with it for the rest 
of their lives,” was philosophic about the loss.

“It was one of those games where you get the stats, but 
don’t win the gam e,” Cooper said. “You’ve got to give 
Arizona a lot of credit. They played a g reat ballgame.

“They completely controlled the line of scrimmage. Our 
defensive team was catching up all day. ”

After the players had analyzed the game, the focus mi the 
Rose Bowl became sharper.

“It (the loss) might help us in term s of the Rose Bowl,” 
Parker said. “When you just keep winning and winning and 
winning, and then a loss comes along, it makes you work 
harder.”

When they wese children, their parents allowed them to 
participate in sports partly because it teaches the player how 
to keep things in the proper perspective.

Some 15 or 18 years later, they are headed to the Rose 
Bowl, and many of them drill probably play football 
professionally. But they are still trying to learn that lesson.

Saturday, the fourth-ranked ASU Sun Devils fell. As they 
collected a 34-17 lass from UA, their first of the season, they 
fell in their own eyes as well as in the national rankings.

The locker room was not a  pleasant place.
This loss m arks the fifth consecutive year that ASU has lost 

to its intrastate archrival. Some of the seniors in that locker 
room have witnessed all five of those bitter defeats.

Some refused to talk to anyone. Some looked as if they had 
shed a few tears. But all had the same vacant stare, the same 
blank expression of u tter disbelief.

“ It hurts,” said junior split end Aaron Cox, who snagged 10 
passes for 191 yards to lead the nation Saturday. “A lot of our 
guys weren’t fired up, and it showed. I’ll try to block it out of 
my mind and get ready toplay Michigan in the Rose Bowl.”

Many of the players consoled themselves and each other 
with reminders that thé team  would stiO be in Pasadena on 
Jan. 1 — something that the players didn't have going for 
them when UA beat them last year, 16-13, and spoiled their 
bid for the Pac-10 title.

“I don’t think this is as big a disappointment as last year, 
because it kept us out of the Rose Bowl then,” said junior 
comerback and nation-leading punt-returner Anthony 
Parker. “At least we got something. ”

Senior Devil back Scott Stéphen said, “We’ve been having 
good luck so far, and haven’t made mistakes. But today I 
guess the luck ran out.”

It was not long before the players started to regain their 
perspective. Fifteen minutes after the press was allowed into 
die locker room, a m ere half-hour after the final gun, many 
players were already starting to talk less about the 
disappointment and more about the game itself.

“ I think we were just a little tentative a t the beginning of 
the game,” senior quick tackle Danny Villa said. “It was 
hard to know what to expect.

Spikers’ long weekend pays off with 3 victories

It was a long but positive weekend for the 
ASU volleyball team, as the Sun Devils 
survived 13 games to win three matches in 
three days, two of them against Pac-10 
teams.

ASU defeated Colorado State Thursday 
night in P.E . E ast; 15-7, 11-15, 15-4 15-4, 
Washington State in Pullm an on Friday; 15- 
4, 13-15, 15-6, 16-14, and Washington 
Saturday in Seattle; 14-16,15-11,15-6,16-15, 
15-5.'

The 13th-ranked Sun Devils move to 23-6 
overall this season and 12-5 in the Pac-10, 
the best record of Coach Debbie Brown’s 
career a t ASU, with four,, matches yet 
remaining.

Despite winning all. three matches, Brown 
said the team  did not play exceptionally 
well. *;•

“We didn’t  play real well,” she said. “We 
played average against Washington State 
and were hesitant a t first against 
Washington.

“ It was a tiring weekend. I can’t really 
expect them to play their best when we 
travel that much in such a  short tim e.”.

Brown said the team  is preparing well for 
the NCAA Tournament, but there is a lot of 
work to be done still.

“I hope we can continue playing like we 
have been right into' the playoffs,” she said 
after Thursday’s win over CSU. “But we 
need to continue to work real hard to be 
ready. Once you are in the playoffs, thè rest 
of the season doesn’t  m attter. ”

ASU h itter Valentina Vega said things are 
starting toshàpe up for the playoffs.

“Our weight training program was 
designed so we would peak in strength about 
now, and it’s starting to show,” she said, 
“We have had the practices we needed. If 
we decide to play, I think we will do well in 
the tournam ent”

Against Colorado State Thursday night, 
the Sun Devils camé on to the court cheering 
and fired up, but took two games to gather 
momentum. i*

ASU battled back and forth with the Rams

in the first game, until scoring eight straight 
points after CSU tied the score a t seven, 
winning'thegame, 15-7.

CSU jumped on top in the second game 
and never looked back to win it, 15-11.

“We started off the first two games really 
slow,” Brown said. “I tried to use a rotation 
of the lineup to defense against their left 
side, but it didn’t work very well, so I went 
back to the normal lineup and that worked. ”

Valentina Vega fhade her presence known 
in the third game, hitting the ball hard at 
every opportunity and forcing the Rams 
back on their heels, and the Devils put them 
away quickly, 15-4.

“Val had the best individual performance 
of the night,” Brown said.

The fourth game was sim ilar to the third, 
with virtually everything going the Devils’ 
direction.'ASU ended the match by winning 
the game, 15-4.

Against Washington State, the Sun Devils 
played without much intensity, a  result in 
part by the loss of Vega to a sprained ankle 
during the pre-game warm-ups, Brown said.

“We didn’t play real well,” she said. “Val 
sprained her ankle ands didn’t play in the 
first two games, and I think that brought our 
intensity level down a bit. ”

ASU did manage to win the m atch, but 
only after a 16-14 win in the fourth game.

“They (WSU) played pretty well, much 
better than the last time wew played them ,” 
Brown said.

The Sun Devils traveled to . Seattle 
Saturday and found a fired-up Husky team, 
hoping to make the playoffs following a 
victory over UA the night before.

“We played real hesitant a t first,” she 
said. “We weren’t real sure what to do. They 
(UW) were really up for the m atch and 
played very well. ”

The Sun Devils managed to pull 
themselves together, though, and win the 
second, third and fifth games to capture the 
match.

“The last half of the fourth and all of the 
fifth game we played really well,” Brown 
said. “Especially Christy Nore, who was 
hitting particularly well. ”

Although w restlers are not often on their feet, the Sun 
Devils started off on the right foot this weekend as they 
captured two conference and two non-conference wins.

The Sun Devil wrestling squad opened up its new season 
over the weekend and had magnificant results. Going into the 
matches, Coach Bobby Douglas’s team  was ranked fifth and 
they dominated their opponents on the mat.

The ASU matmen traveled to Flagstaff to kick off the start 
of the 1986-1987 season for a match up between NAU and 
Weber State.

The match would be no match for the Sun Devils.
The Maroon and Gold pummeled the host team NAU 44-3 

and shut out Weber State 38-0.
The Devils wrestled well despite their injuries acquired 

during preseason practice.
“We were glad to wrestle someone else,” Douglas said. “I 

was extremely pleased with the results.”
In the 20 matches, wrestled at NAU, the Sun Devils walked 

away with 19 victories. The fifth-ranked Devils collected four 
pins.

“We had a good performance. We wrestled real well, and 
had good m atches ataltitude,” Douglas added.

Besides the team ’s national ranking, two individuals hold 
rankings in their respective weight classes. Junior Mike 
Davies, 190 lbs., holds the number-two spot nationally while 
junior heavyweight Rod Severn is ranked third.

Davies had no problem in defeating his competition at 
NAU. He pinned NAU’s M att Clark in 1:58, and then he 
defeated Weber State’s Brian Haggen 13-4.

The third Severn to wrestle at ASU also got off to quick 
start.

ranked when he pinned Todd Willwright of Weber State in 
4:49.

Adding experience to the upper weight division for the Sun 
Devils is John Ginther a t 177 lbs. He has the All-American 
backing behind him to impress his competition. The 
sophomore recorded the quickest pin of the night. Ginther put 
Dale Wooldridge of NAU on his back in a time of 1:05. His 
second proved more challenging for co-captain as he 
defeated Corey Veach of Weber State 14-4.

Freshman Zeke Jones, 118 lbs., showed that he was ready 
to start the new season as he added strength a t the lower 
weights. He notched two victories in the high altitude. Jones 
scored a superior decision over NAU’s Marvin Curtis 13-5 and 
then defeated Lake Beasley 14-6.

The Sun Devil duels gave fans a chance to see the Pac-10 
competition because Fresno State and Cal Poly SLO will be 
taking part in the Pac-10 championships.

Arizona State boosted their record to 4-0 following two wins 
over their interconference foes. The Sim Devils whipped Cal 
Poly 28-6 and punished Fresno State 37-5. ASU also won an 
exhibition match against Phoenix College 45-6.

“We wrestled two of the top contenders for the conference 
title and did well,” Douglas stated.

On the day the Devil grapplers had seven of 10 triple 
winners. The victors include: Jones (118 lbs.), Jerry  Garcia 
(126 lbs.), Dan St. John (142 lbs.), Wayne Sharp (158 lbs.), 
Ginther (177 lbs.), Davies (190 lbs.) and Severn at 
heavyweight. In the 150-pound class, Tommy Ortiz scored 
two wins and a tie to help the Devils in their victories.

“We outconditioned everyone,” Douglas said. “Our 
technique needs some work. Also our redshirts need some 
experience under their belt to help their confidence.”

The Devils will get on the m at next against third-ranked 
Iowa State.

A 73-yard drive brought the Devils knocking on the door. 
With sixteen seconds to play in the half and no timeouts left, 
Van Raaphorst threw unsuccessfully into the endzone three 
times, and a 21-yard Bostrom field goal made the score 14-10, 
as the half expired.

Having fought hard to climb back into contention, the 
Devils were shocked on the second-half kickoff, when Hill 
rambled past five ASU defenders for a 68-yard return. 
Another touchdown was saved by Joseph, as he brought Hill 
down as the ASU 26-yard line.

But again Joseph’s score-saving tackle would only delay 
the touchdown. Six plays later, fullback Chris McLemore 
bulled in from the 6-yard line, and the Coston PAT made the 
score 21-10.

ASU began again from their own 20, and got 79% of the 80 
yards necessary to get into the endzone.

In a controversial decision, Coach John Cooper elected to 
kick the field goal on fourth-and-goal from the 1-yard line. 
The kick was good; but in another controversial decision, 
Cooper took the points off the board after UA was whistled for 
having twelve men on the field.

On fourth-and-goal from the %-yard line, the UA defender 
DeBow stood up fullback Channing Williams for a loss.

UA mounted an 88-yard drive, consuming 7:33 and ending 
in a 28-yard Coston field goal to up the deficit to 24-10.

After the kickoff, the Devils mounted yet another drive that 
was stalled at a critical moment. After moving 63 yards to 
the UA 5-yard line, Van Raaphorst threw an interception in 
the UA endzone to strong safety Chuck Cecil, who ran it from

six yards deep in his own end zone all the way to the ASU 
endzone, pushing the score to 31-10 with 9:15 to play.

The Devils scored quickly after the kickoff, turning five 
plays and 2:09 into 63 yards and seven points, making the 
score 31-17. The drive ended in a 20-yard reception from Van 
Raaphorst to Cox, who had 10 catches for 191 yards to lead 
the nation Saturday.

After forcing the Cats to punt, the Devils made another 
turnover in the form of a Van Raaphorst interception, picked 
off by Martin Rudolph, UA comerback.

The Cats added another Coston field goal, pushing the 
score to 34-17. The UA defense stopped ASU’s last-ditch drive 
and left backup quarterback Andy Crouch the job of falling 
on the ball twice to end the game.

Devils lose to Wildcats, 34-17
The Sun Devils suffered a bitter 34-17 

defeat at the hands of intrastate rival UA 
Saturday.

The Wildcats “completely controlled the 
line of scrimmage,’’ according to ASU 
Coach John Cooper. The Devils were forced 
out of their normal ball-control offense, as 
quarterback Jeff Van Raaphorst completed 
more passes than he has attem pted in any 
other game in 1986, connecting on 38 of 55 
attem pts for 437 yards.

The Devils lost the ball three times inside 
the UA 5-yard line: once on a Darryl Harris

fumble, once on a Van R aaphorst 
interception, and once when fullback 
Channing Williams was dropped for a loss 
on fourth-and-goal from thge UA %-yard 
line.

The loss may inspire the Devils to work 
harder in preparation for the Rose Bowl, to 
be played against Michigan in Pasadena on 
Jan. 1, according to ASU comerback and 
punt returned Anthony Parker.

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Penn State Lions defer Fiesta Bowl offer until Miami game
STATE COLLEGE, Pa. (AP) — Penn State, ranked No. 2 

but waiting to see if it will be the only m ajor college football 
team  to finish a perfect regular season, has conditionally 
accepted an invitation to meet No. 1 Miami in the Fiesta Bowl 
Jan. 2 a t Tempe.

If Miami, 1(M), beats E ast Carolina, 2-9, Thanksgiving 
night, the Fiesta Bowl matchup will decide college football’s 
national championship. Penn State finished its regular 
season Saturday a t 11-0 by beating Pittsburgh 34-14.

Thus, the potential Fiesta confrontation would feature the 
nation’s only unbeaten Division I-A teams.

If E ast Carolina upsets Miami, Pom  State would have the 
right to go elsewhere — probably the Orange Bowl against 
Big Eight champion Oklahoma, which is 10-1 and rank«! No. 
3.

Penn State is going to a bowl game for the 18th time in Joe 
Patem o’s 21 years as head coach. H ie Nittany Lions dte 11-5- 
1 in bowl games under Paterno.

The invitation marked the fourth tim e in tile past nine 
years and third in six seasons that Penn State will play for 
the national championship. The Lions lost to Alabama in 
1978, beat Georgia in 1982 and lost last Jan. 1 to Oklahoma in 
the Orange Bowl.

Paterno said his team has had one goal in mind all season.
“We wanted another shot a t the national championship and 

now we’ve got it*’ ’ he said.
“I think we’re  looking at a very slim chance of Miami not 

being our opponent, ” he added.
Safety Ray Isom, assuming the Nittany Lions will meet 

Miami, said, “It’s very sim ilar to going into the Oklahoma

game (last year). It’s up to us. The national championship is 
in our hands to win or lose. ”

This Penn State team is Paterno’s sixth to finish the 
regular season unbeaten. H ie Lions are  among the nation’s 
leaders in total and rushing defense and fewest points 
allowed.

The Fiesta Bowl cornered the year’s top game after a 
month-long bidding war involving the Citrus and Gator 
bowls.

To get The bonanza, the Fiesta Bowl switched the game 
from its custqmary New Year’s  Day date and NBC-TV put it 
in prime timé (8 p.m. EST).
'" “The prime time on Jan. 2 is only for a national 
championship game with two undefeated team s,” said Bruce 
Skinner, executive director of theF iesta Bowl.
