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Fees wins ASASU presidency in runoff

John Fees was announced Associated Students president 
Thursday, edging out Patrice Cabianca in the runoff election 
by less than 200 votes.

A  jubilant and relieved Fees shook hands and hugged 
supporters immediately after the announcement, attributing 
his success to his campaign staff and people who voted for 
him.

“ They did a great job,”  Fees said. “ 1 am elated.”
About 250 people crowded the MU Rendezvous Lounge to 

hear ASASU Elections Coordinator Shannon Sellers 
announce the results of the ASASU presidential and activities 
vice presidential runoff races, which attracted 3,290 voters.

In the four-way general-election race last week, Fees 
gained the most votes (1,606 out of 3,730 presidential votes) 
and led Cabianca by almost 400 votes. But in the two-way 
runoff, Cabianca gained 305 total votes to Fees’ increase of 
158, even though third-place finisher Terri Hoffman threw 
her support to Fees. Hoffman received 648 votes in the 
general election.

The runoff election attracted about 800 less voters than last 
week’s general election (4,077). ASASU officials had 
anticipated about 2,800 for the runoff races.

Todd Martensen w ill replace Fees as the next activities 
vice president, claiming 63.5 percent of the vote (1,945) 
compared to Mark Collins’ 36.5 percent (1,345).

Martensen, who was all smiles after handily defeating his 
opponent, was ready to celebrate.

“ Even if I  would have lost, I  would have been happy, 
because the people that I  met were fa r worth it,”  he said.

Martensen added that he planned to treat his girlfriend to a 
gourmet dinner to celebrate his victory,

He w ill take several days off and w ill then begin 
formulating activities for next fall.

A  disappointed but good-spirited Cabianca also received 
hugs from supporters on the opposite side of the lounge as she 
reflected on her campaign.

“ I  wouldn’t trade it for anything,”  Cabianca said. “ It 
taught me a lot about the press, and it taught me a lot about 
different people.”

Cabianca was referring to a State Press editorial and 
cartoon that deemed her incompetent and incapable of 
handling the presidency.

“ When you start attacking my integrity on lies and 
assumptions, then I think it’s wrong,”  Cabianca said. “ But 
the opportunity was there; I had a lot of support.”

Karrin Kunasek, the current ASASU president, said she 
hoped “ wounds w ill heal”  between Fees and Cabianca so that 
ASASU can operate smoothly again.

MoffotH tells AStl group 
of education priorities

Every day is a learning experience, Gov. Rose Mofford 
told 200 educators Thursday morning in the MU Arizona 
Room.

Mofford provided opening remarks for the ASU College 
o f Education’s “ Arizona: The State and Its Educational 
System’ ’ forum, which was held to present a demographic 
report on education in Arizona. Harold L. Hodgkinson, 
from the American Council on Education in Washington, 
D.C., was commissioned by ASU to draft a report in 
September and present his findings Thursday.

“ L ife  is a learning experience,”  Mofford began. “ No 
one assumes the job o f governor knowing all the ins and 
outs. It ’s on-the-job training at its finest hour.”

Mofford advocated education, saying, “ Priorities are a 
choice, And my choice, ladies and gentlemen, is 
education.”

Choices and challenges are commonplace with the 
governor, Mofford said.

“ Being governor is indeed a challenge, because there is 
never enough money or finances available to accomplish 
all that you would like and need to do for the citizenry,”  
she said.

But she promised to “ not balance budgets on backs of 
educators.” '

The 18th governor of Arizona thanked educators for 
faring about students' and the future of education in the 
state.

Mofford’S speech lasted 10 minutes, and she apologized 
for not being able to stay longer.

“ I  have a secretary that schedules me every 15 
minutes,”  she said.

College of Education Dean Gladys Johnston presented 
Mofford with a leatherbound copy o f the report at the end 
of the governor’s address-. ; ^

Caucuses expected to draw 
35,000 Arizona Democrats

An estimated 35,000 Arizona Democrats 
w ill attend Saturday’ s p residen tia l 
caucuses, and party officials are saying the 
candidate who wins here could gain 
valuable momentum for the crucial New 
York primary April 19.

Mike M cCurry,, a spokesman for the 
Dem ocratic National Committee, said 
Arizona could have the same effect on the 
last half o f the race for the Democratic 
nomination that the Feb. 8 Iowa caucuses 
have on the first state primaries and 
caucuses.

“ Arizona clearly has a role in setting the 
stage,”  said McCurry, who also served as 
press secretary for former Arizona Gov. 
Bruce Babbitt’s now-defunct presidential 
campaign.

“ This is a pivitol moment in the political 
calendar,”  McCurry said.

Iowa has become a favorite campaigning 
spot for presidential hopefuls looking to 
cash in on the media attention that follows a 
win in the first state, where voters establish 
a frontrunner. New York, with its 255 
convention delegates up for grabs, is an 
important win for both the delegates and the 
national attention.

McCurry said the candidate who wins 
Arizona w ill enjoy some added national 
media coverage that w ill help in New York 
three days after the Arizona caucuses an(l in 
the Pennsylvania primary April 26.

Melodee Jackson, assistant director of the 
Arizona Democratic party, said the party is 
estimating 35,000 to 40,000 Democrats — 
about 5 percent of the state’s registered 
Democrats— w ill go to the polls, which open 
at 10 a.m. and close at 7 p.m. About 34,000 
attended in 1984.

Voters w ill cast their support to delegates 
pledged to either Massachusettes Gov. 
Michael Dukakis, Tennessee Sen. Albert 
Gore, the Rev. Jesse Jackson or Illinois Sen. 
Paul Simon. Political extremist Lyndon 
LaRouche also w ill be on the ballot.

Arizona w ill send 41 delegates to the 
Democratic national convention in Atlanta 
this July. Thirty-six of th06e delegates w ill 
be either pledged to the candidates or 
uncommitted if Arizona Democrats cast 
enough “ no preference”  votes Saturday.

The state’s Republicans have been 
caucusing since March 8 and w ill conclude 
on April 23. Thus far, V ice President George 
Bush leads with 259 delegates, with TV 
evangelist Pat Robertson trailing with 65 
and Kansas Sen. Bob Dole, who is no longer 
in the race, with 13.

Tem pe Republicans w ill vote April 19.
From those delegates, 33 w ill be selected 

to go to the Republican national convention 
in New Orleans this August.
• Jackson is the only candidate to make an 
appearance in the state and drew about 
18,000 people at three stops in a two-day 
swing through the state last week. Jackson,

Soviet Union signs withdrawal pact; 
Pakistan warns of continued battle

GENEVA (A P ) — H ie Soviet Union signed a formal 
pledge Thursday to withdraw its troops from Afghanistan 
starting May IS, but there was no indication from 
guerrillas that the Red army w ill be allowed to leave 
peacefully after eight years of war.

Moslem insurgent leaders, who were not invited to the 
negotiations, said they would present their reaction 
Saturday at a rally in Pakistan.

The U.S.-supported guerrillas, who claim  to control 
virtually a ll the country except the cities, are expected to 
repeat their vow to continue fighting until the last Soviet 
soldier has le ft Afghan soil.

The United States, the Soviet Union, Afghanistan and 
neighboring Pakistan signed the accord Thursday in an 
austere 10-minute ceremony. It stipulates that the 
withdrawal begin May 15. /

Kuwaiti captive pleads for release; 
Hijackers want pro-Iranians freed

ALGIERS, A lgeria (A P ) — A  Kuwaiti passenger aboard 
a hijacked jumbo jet pleaded with his government today to 
give in to the Arab gunmen’s demands and said they would 
kill everyone aboard if Kuwait refused.

Negotiations to free about 36 hostages aboard the Kuwait 
Airways Boeing 747 were suspended.

The hijackers have demanded that Kuwait free 17 pro- 
Iranian extremists convicted o f terrorism. Kuwait has 
rejected the demand.

The plane was commandeered April 5 on a Bangkok- 
Kuwait flight with 112 people aboard. It was first diverted 
to Mashhad, Iran, where 57 people were freed. It went on to 
Cyprus, where two hostages were killed and 13 released, 
and flew  to Algiers on Tuesday.

U.S. Warship rocked by explosion; 
crewmen injured; mine suspected

WASHINGTON (A P ) — An underwater explosion tore 
open the hull of an American guided-missile frigate in the 
central Persian Gulf and injured 10 crewmen Thursday. 
Pentagon sources said it appeared the warship hit a mine.

The injured sailors — six with slight bums, one with 
second-degree burns, one with a hernia and two with back 
injuries — were evacuated from the USS Samuel B. 
Roberts, the Defense Department said.

The Roberts then began steaming slowly under its own 
power toward port in Bahrain.

The sailor with the second-degree bums was flown to 
Bahrain, the Pentagon said late Thursday. The other nine 
were transferred to the USS San Jose, a combat stores ship 
operating in the central gulf.

Defense sources said the crew of the Roberts had spotted 
“ some mine-like objects”  in the water immediately before 
the 10:10 a.m. EDT explosion. The Pentagon declined 
official comment on the report.

Senate approves $1.1 trillion budget 
for fiscal 1989 with 69-26 vote

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  The Senate approved a $1.1 
trillion federal budget for fiscal 1989 on Thursday after 
earlier deciding not to shift $50 million in spending from 
energy research to health-care programs.

The spending plan was passed on a 69-26 vote. The Senate 
and* the House — which passed its own version of the 
budget earlier — must now agree on a compromise
measure. ,

Senators earlier had voted 57-38 against a proposal that 
would have transferred $50 million away from the 
superconducting supercollider, a physics research program 
planned by the government and expected to cost about $4.4 
billion ultimately. There still would have been $40 million 
in spending left next year for the project.

Five reported killed, 17 wounded 
in explosion at U.S. club in Naples

NAPLES, Italy (A P ) — A car bomb blew up in front of a 
club for U.S. military personnel in Naples, killing five 
people and wounding at least 17, Italian officials said. A 
U.S. sailor was among the dead, the Pentagon said.

There was no immediate claim  of responsibility for the 
blast that happened shortly after 8 p.m. (2 p.m. EDT) at 
the USO club. '

Italian media quoted officials as saying five  people died 
in the blast. - p S l

Recall candidate Jack Londen will not try to reinstate recall

PHOENIX — Recall candidate Jack 
Londen said Thursday that Arizona has 
been “ traumatized enough”  and w ill not 
wrangle with federal courts to reinstate the 
canceled May 17 recall election.

Meanwhile, former Gov. Evan Mecham 
said he never would have consented to a 
deal that would have him leave the state for 
two years on a Mormon mission in return for 
the dismissal o f the six criminal charges he 
faces, v

Mecham, who once was a bishop in the 
Church of Latter-Day Saints, told a listening 
audience on K TA R  radio Thursday

morning, “ I  would have made no deal with 
anybody that I  would leave the state for two 
years. I ’ve done nothing wrong.”

Mecham faces a May 22 trial in Superior 
Court on charges he concealed a $350,000 
campaign loan from Tempe developer 
Barry Wolfson, then lied about it to a state 
grand jury.

The proposed bargain apparently was 
concocted by Mecham’s attorneys, Fred 
Craft and Jerris Leonard, who reportedly 
went to Attorney General Bob Corbin with 
the idea. The plan was revealed by Sen. Bill 
De Long, R-Tucson.

De Long said he was approached as a

middleman for Mecham’s attorneys and 
Corbin.

Corbin would not say if he met with Craft 
and Leonard. Mecham’s attorneys could not 
be reached for comment.

Although lawyers told him he would have, 
a “ good case”  to take to the U.S. Supreme 
Court, Londen told reporters he decided 
against appealing the recall cancelation 
because “ turmoil in this state has been 
more than sufficient.”

The Arizona Supreme Court voted 4-1 
Tuesday to cancel the election that had been 
targeted at Mecham. The court agreed with 
arguments that the election, aimed a t

removing Mecham from office, was moot 
after the Republican was removed from 
office by an impeachment conviction.

The attorney general’s office had argued 
that once an election has been called, it 
cannot be canceled.

Londen pointed out the attorney general’s 
arguments and a Thursday Wall Street 
Journal editorial that blasted the election’s 
cancelation.

The Journal’s editorial said the Supreme 
Court’s decision signals that “ Arizona’s 
political elite now is in the business of 
throwing out elections and creating a 
‘governor’ for three years.”

competent governor to Massachusetts, and 
there is nothing wrong with being “ dull.”  
However, he represents the orthodox, 
Democratic liberalism that voters have 
rejected in the past three presidential 
elections. He reminds many voters to 
W alter Mandate — and we all know what 
happened to him.

Not so A1 Gore. From the issue to Contra 
aid to the Strategic Defense Initiative tothe 
environment, Gore has been one to the few 
cantodates who does h ii own thinking. 
That’s not easy — when Dukakis tried it, he 
wound up shooting Ms own foot with his 
remarks on nuclear strategy.

The most straightforward, interesting 
Democrat in the race -  form er Arizona 
Gov. Bruce Babbitt — folded his candidacy 
early on after bring buried in the snows of 
Iowa and New Hampshire. Babbitt had 
some hard but honest messages for the 
American people hut for whatever reason 
was unable to successfully communicate his 
ideas. The Gore candidacy may be a'second 
chance to drill home the vital Democratic 
message.

Gore is closer to being a moderate than a 
c la ss ic , knee-jerk  lib era l. And a 
compassionate and pragmatic centrist 
might well make the best Democratic 
candidate to challenge George Bush — and 
keep the race interesting right up till Nov. 8.

E ver since becom ing a reluctant 
member to a retail clerks^ union in Santa 
Monica more than a decade ago, I ’ve  had a 
thing about unions.

The department store to which I  had 
applied for a cashiering job was a union 
shop, so I  had to get a union referral before 
bring interviewed by the store manager.

Upon being hired, I  automatically 
became a member to the union and had a 
hefty membership fee to $150, as well as 
m y m onthly dues,» sy stem a tica lly  
subtracted from my paychecks before I 
ever saw them.

A ll that might not have been so bad if I 
hadn’t been working for the minimum 
wage of $2.50 an hour. The first and only 
pay raise I  received.in eight months of 
employment occurred when California 
raised its minimum wage to $2.75 an hour. 
Of course, the other employees (mostly 
students) were in the same boat.

Perhaps this is just a mild example of 
what Jesse Jackson calls “ economic 
violence.”  And interestingly, the violence 
was not the work to greedy capitalists but 
to a union that bilked us out of thousands to 
dollars each month in the name to 
protecting our rights as workers.

m  admit my opinion of unions hasn’t 
improved much over the years — but then 
my only other extended experience with a 
union has been with the American 
Federation to Teachers and University 
Employees bore at ASU.

The problem with this union is not that 
it’s exploitive) AFTUE is not now and 
never w ill be strong enough to achieve its 
ultimate objective, which is to foist a union 
shop on the University. No one — from 
President J. Russell Nelson at the top 
down to the lowliest assistant opinion 
editor ih the basement to Matthews Center 

relishes the thought to going to AFTUE 
President Jim Galgano, hat in hand, to ask 
permission to  apply to r work.

The problem with AFTU E — well, one to 
the many problems — has to do with the 
feet that it is a roaring, rushing, foaming 
fount of economic silliness that would 
amuse even George McGovern.

But at least AFTUE is entertaining.
In a recent (March 16) tetter to the State 

Press, AFTUE Student Vice President 
Kevin Walsh made some interesting 
proposals regarding the minimum wage.

Claiming  that tee present minimum 
wage to $3.35 is “ a  crim e,”  W aite said that 
the minimum wage could soar as high as 
$15.83 per hour :

Now divide 31,660 fay the 40 working 
hours in the week and the 50 wtoking 
weeks in the year and, write, we have a 
minimum wage to $15.83 per hour.

Not bad. I  could go for $15.83 per hour, 
couldn’t you? But there’s a lew  problems 
wifh the proposal.

Take my job with the .State Press, ter 
which I  get about $75a week. - ¡ ¡ ¡1

Now $75 a week is about what the 
University can afford to pay me. The 
m on ey com es fro m  the stu den t 
publications budget, from  which must also 
come salaries for a ll the other department 
employees, as well as for printing, 
maintenance, equipment, the yearbook 
and so mi. The money that pays us comes 
from ads like the ones you see on the next 
page. No ads, no State Press.

Now what would happen if a$l$-per-hour 
minimum wage w ere implemented? 
Simple: I f  it had been implemented 
yesterday, today’s State Press wfauld be 
the last one you would ever see.

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Wake up: Demanding that professors do their jobs

“We begin life with the world presenting itself to us as it is. 
Someone — our parents, teachers, analysts — hypnotizes us 
to ‘see’ the world and construe it in the ‘right way.’ .-.. The 
task is to break the hypnotic spell, so that we become undeaf, 
unblind and multilingual, thereby letting the world speak to 
us in new voices... .Be careful in your choice of hypnotists.” 
— Sidney Jourard

Be careful indeed.
But how can a student know if the “ hypnotist”  he has 

chosen w ill provide quality or simply use his gullibility as a 
forum for long dreamed of but uneducational power trips?

How can the student predict whether the professor who 
saunters into class at the opening of the semester and 
delivers an overture of attendance policies and performance 
requirements w ill actually move beyond the rules and teach?

W ill the professor competently side-step the trivial and the 
petty in search of the necessary goals, fulfilling the 
intellectual needs of the students and instilling in the student 
the desire to understand and apply the knowledge a 
particular course has to offer?

The truth is, those teachers who know how to correctly 
demand excellence from their students are rare. The 
university emphasis on research and the acceptance of 
unrestrained growth in classroom population has distorted 
professors’ priorities to the extent that they have forgotten 
they are supposed to be working for the students.

A ll throughout history there have been teachers known as 
“ tyrants.”  In 1968, European students from Paris to Vienna 
rebelled and demanded “ democracy in the classroom.”  They 
had to demand, sometimes with violence, their right to an 
education.

The situation in the United States today has not yet reached 
such dramatic proportions — but if universities continue to 
stress research over students and professors continue to lean 
on lazy teaching philosophies, revolutionary tactics would be 
merited.

An article in Wednesday’s State Press reported that the 
Arizona Board of Regents had voiced some disturbing

revelations about the quality of Arizona’s teachers.

Esther Sherberg, a member of the regent’s Task Force on 
Excellence, Efficiency and Competitiveness was quoted as 
saying, “ I f  the faculty find their students poorly prepared in 
math and place the blame on the high school teacher, they 
must remember that the math teacher was trained in their 
classes.”

Teachers are trained to read the lessons and assign work 
and grade tests. But they have forgotten how to provide 
service to the students.

The classroom ‘has been transformed into a stage for 
teachers — bored with their profession — who dish out 
discouraging indifference. One ASU student who was doing 
poorly in class went to the professor to discuss the possibility

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o f improving — only to receive criticism. “ The only thing I 
see in you is failure,”  the student was told, and the discussion 
ended.

How can a student respect an educational system that 
offers no encouragement but instead tenders an abundance 
of imtimidation?

Professors allow — that’s right, allow — the m ajority of 
their class to do very poorly on an exam but ignore the 
implications of their failure. They badger the class for not 
performing up to their standards when, in actuality, such 
large-scale failure is a direct reflection on the professor’s 
inability to aid the students to understand the material.

In extreme cases, teachers may even disregard a student’s 
appeal for quality.

An article in The Wall Street Journal cited the plight of one 
student at file University of Seattle. Pete Schaub apparently 
complained that the teacher of a course he was taking was 
not adequately covering the material. The teacher then 
officially — and without Schaub’s consent — dropped him 
from the course.

H ie article made the statement that “ tales continue to 
appear of individuals or ideas that have fallen out of favor 
with the thought police who now control many American 
colleges.”

Schaub’s problem may seem exaggerated, but the 
precedent such incidents establish is alarming.

It is a precedent that allows teachers to create impossible 
exams that challenge a student’s endurance before his 
intelligence and allow professors to neglect student needs for 
advisement.

Once again, it comes down to the students’ desire to alter 
the direction of their educations — to demand what they need 
and to wake sleeping professors from their research desks.

It is time to demand better “ hypnotists”  or to instead make 
that concept obsolete by demanding teachers.

Her dark eyesand delicately freckled face 
shine whim she talks about dance, and her 
black, well-worn T-shirt sports a 
inappropriate message: Partial Awareness.

Joanna Cashman is much more than 
partially aware and she’s proud to admit it.

She giggles as d ie  reads a letter she 
received from a Russ 
who hasn’t yet gained 
She met the girl what 
introduced to Russia last October, and the 
g irl has written that she is looking forward 
to seeing Joanna again, oh a more 

. professional level.
She wants to dance with her; but she 

doesn’t have typical Russian dance in mind. 
She wants to learn how to improvise, how to 
depend on m ovem ent and m odern 
techniques to reinterpret the term “ ballet.”

Seem like a bland reason to be excited? 
Not if  you’re Soviet, and certainly not if  you 
hre Joanna Cashman!

When Joanna, currently an ASU graduate 
student, teamed up with a group of Tucson 
musicians last October to tow  the/Soviet 
Union, she knew it would be a wonderful 
experience, but she had no idea of the futwe 
opportunities it would reveal for her and for 
her Russian peers as well.

The tow  was sponsored by a group called 
Tucson U.S./USSR Initiatives, a citizen’s 
diplomacy organization.

“ We wanted to do more than at .mere 
exchange,”  Joanna said. “ We wanted to 
collaborate, to dance together and to make 
music together.”

She referred to their trips to 
Moscow and Leningrad as “ second track 
diplomacy -  the kind that is people-to- 
peonle.”  iÊitàÊSêÊÊËiÈm' I  \

But it  was much m ore than just 
d ip lo m a c y ^ it  w a s e x c it in g  and 
enlightening.

The musicians were part of a group called 
Sounds o f the Planet, a band with a new age 
sound that consists of a flautist, pianist, 
cellist and an auto-harpist. What they 
brought to the Soviets was new and fresh — 
a testimony that Glasimt is indeed a 
reality.

“ We saw it as part of an ‘arts for peace 
tow .’ We knew that those connections (w ith 
Russian artists), i f  they were ever to 
happen, would have to be miraculous in 
nature. jf§ . We would really have to connect 
on all levels.”

Their performance at the K iev Poly- 
Technical Institute proved that such 
connections weren’t only fantasy but 
attainable as well.

The actual performance was delayed so 
that a group of students could attend Without 
missing class. In toe free time before toe 
concert, a Soviet pianist went onstage and 
hogan to play, One by one, toe American 
muscians joined him in a completely 
improvised jam session. “ A fter that this

“ W e w en t th e re  w ith , p la n n ed  
performances, but then we had these 
wonderful, spontaneous performances.”

They played all throughout K iev, at high 
schools a ril in jazz ensembles. From th ee  
they traveled to Moscow and to Leningrad, 
always experiencing revelations' about 
themselves as artists, as Americans and as

citizens o f an increasingly sm alle  world.
“ We really had some touching, ironic 

moments,”  she said rem em bering a 
particular encounter. f,  - .. * ■*_

It seems that Marshall, an American 
dancer, and Sergei, a Soviet, had more in 
common than their professions. They had 
both been, engineers for the m ilitary.
- But most ironic was that Marshall bad 

been assigned to  work on the electronic

devise used to establish potential Soviet 
missile targets and Sergei had worked on 
the electronic device supposed to deflect 
U.S. missile attacks.

“ Here they were, a few  years later, 
creating art together, creating life  and 
beauty when only a few years before they 
had been working on future ‘death 
missions.’

The whole experience changed Joanna’s 
perceptions of herself and of toe Soviet 
people. “ A ll o f our stereotypes were 
shattered,”  she said. “ Friendships formed 
rery quickly, but it was so rich.”

It was enriching for the Soviets as well.
To a culture that has been notoriously 

“ behind the tones”  throughout history, the 
modem approaches the American “ team”  
brought were startling and exciting.

Hedrick Smith, a Pulitzer Prize-winning 
reporter, wrote in his book “ H ie Russians”  
that in Russian culture “ it is toe 19th 
century classics that set toe standard.. . .  A  
sense of cultural claustrophobia drove 
inventive, creative intellectuals into exile

He continued to say that M ikhail 
Baryshnikov “ let it be known that it was the 
deadening cultural conservatism that drove 
him out.”  Bj&jl M&j.

But today, those facts are out of date. 
Mikhail Gorbachev has opened toe country 
up considerably, and the Soviets are no 
longer stifled by the classics. They’ve 
actually changed so much that the Soviet 
Youth Committee has invited Joanna to 
retinm to K iev to teach improvisational and 
modern dance technique.

Needless to say, Joanna jiunped at the 
opportunity and w ill return this summer —- 
after she’s completed the bureaucratic 
maze and gotten a ¡Jane ticket.

Unfortunately that has proven more 
difficult than she expected. The mere
expense o f the trip has forced her to cut her
stay in half, and toe’s received no financial 
help from  the University.

But Joanna is s t ill h opefu l and 
determined. She wanted to let people know 
that “ anyone interested in fundraising for 
th e tr ip  should con tact the dance 
department. Of course, any donations are 
welcome.”

And if is truly a worthy cause. Her visits 
could set a precedent for future exchanges 
between the U.S. and the USSR.

“ M y  f a n t a s y  i s  t o  h a v e  an  
American/Soviet arts project. I ’d like it to 
be an international movement in theater 
with performing opportunities in both 
countries.”

looking at Joanna’s obvious excitement, 
a glow of vital determination that seems to 
make even money problems insignificant, 
her goal seems more than achievable.

She’s only a small link between two 
diametrically opposed but ironically similar 
cultures, and the best one can do is wish her 
well.

Patrons make$234,0Q0 
response to solicitation

DALLAS (A P ) — With $234,000 already in hand, a 
“ flabbergasted”  radio station staff on Thursday continued 
^minting loot that poured in after a disc jockey asked 
listeners to send $20 checks without saying what he would do 
with the money.

“ We never promised anybody anything,”  said Ron 
rhapmnn, a KVIL-FM  disc jockey. “ That’s the joy of this. 
We just said send the money. We’ve got a back room full of 
people (counting money).

“ We’ne absolutely stunned. We’re flabbergasted.”
chapman said he asked his audience to send him money on 

March 31 as an experiment.
A fter his first request, 4,000 checks for $20 each arrived in 

the mail the next day. On the following Monday, an additional 
5,000 checks arrived, a flood so heavy that Chapman went on 
the air to say, “ OK, folks; that’s it. Don’t send any more 
checks after today.”

The station hasn’t decided yet what to do. Chapman said it 
initially planned to return the checks, possibly with $2 
interest and a T-shirt, but now is thinking about using the 
money for a special event.

The station is keeping contributors’ names in a computer 
file, Chapman said.

“ You’ve got to be careful. You’ve got to be real up front 
with them, especially with their money,”  he said. “ People 
have been angry that we won’t let them send in more.”

Ralph Blumberg, supervisor o f investigations in the mass 
mpHia division of the Federal Communications Commission 
in Washington, said there is nothing illegal about such a 
solicitation.

“ As long as they don’t make any promises or say they’ll 
spend the money one way and then spend it on something 
else, there doesn’t sound to be anything fraudulent about 
that,”  he said. “ There’s nothing wrong with saying, ‘Send us 
your money.’ ”

Some contributors confirmed Chapman’s belief that 
listeners trusted K V IL  to handle their money.

“ They seem to be legit,”  said Linda Steel, 40, of suburban 
Burleson. “ I  wouldn’t do that for just anything. I  don’t have 
the money.”

Thefervorover the recent degeneration of 
the progressive music station KEYX to 
K6R X (a “ new way to relax” ) seems to 
have subsided. The war of wits in the letters 
section of the New Times has ended and 
people whom I ’ve heard vow never to listen 
to the radio again are grudgingly sliding the 
timing rod up and down the dial in search of 
music that pleases them.

But the Valley’s loss is stQl prominent. 
M etropolitan  Phoen ix is w ithout a 
progressive rock music station, and we 
should be upset about it.

I ’m obligated to qualify: when I  say “ we,”  
I  mean, o f course, the number of Valley 
residents concerned with, qualify music — 
music tin t stirs the sold and stimulates the 
m ind rather than simply causing feet to rise 
and fa ll ami hips to gyrate.

And it ’s difficu lt to say just what 
percentage of the population aneconcemed 
with such music. Many arehappy (blissful, 
even) with what we’ve got polluting the 
airwaves now: a mtotomash of sfi-too- 
intelligible lyrics, simple dance, beats and 
happy-go-lucky melodies.

This is not to say that every station in this 
market is completely unworthy of its mark 
on the dial. We do have jazz and classical 
represented on the airwaves and (once 
again) the No. 1 country station in America.

In an up-and-coming dfy4*n-the-move like 
Phoenix that claims to be something of an

arts and cultural center, it’s a shame and an 
embarrassment not to  have a radio station 
likethe KEY.

Gauging by the number <rf K E Y  bumber 
stickers on cars, notebooks and bicycles 
around campus, progressive music has at 
least a decent fallowing around campus.

C o lleg es  h ave h is to r ic a lly  been  
strongholds for arts that are new and 
d ifferen t and somewhat beyond the 
mainstream.

ASU has a progressive music station and 
that small fact doesn’t seem to be well- 
known. KASR is at 680 on the AM dial and 
broadcasts from approximately 9 a.m. to 
midnight on weekdays and from noon to 
midnight on weekends at very snudi 
wattage. (I  say “ approximately”  because 
sometimes the station disappears or doesn’t 
come on when it should.)

Another small (or forgotten) fact is that 
ASU once considered slotting a budget for a 
full-fledged FM  station directly following 
the folding o f a local concert music statimi. 
ASU planned to acquire that station’s vast 
record collection and broadcast the works of 
the masters from campus.

How about this: Why don’t we take our 
AM station, its record collection, put it on 
the FM  band, boost the signal and make a 
decent progressive station for the entire 
Valley?

Actually there are several reasons. The 
statimi has to be licensed with the FCC and, 
in our already jam-packed FM  dial, even 
finding an unoffending position would be 
difficult. Each of the DJs w ill also biave to be 
licensed and the station’s meager standards 
would have, to be raised in relation to the 
q u a lity  and s lick n ess  o f m odern  
programming.

None of this is simple, but the most

difficult aspect o f setting uptheFM  station 
is, as always, the money involved. As of 
now, tome seems tobe no budget available 
and gaining money, at the expense of. 
another tu ition  ra ise  shouldn’ t be 
considered.

Where, then, do the funds come from? 
Festivals, maybe, spotlighting the sort of 
music KASR plays, or rallies or benefit 
concerts. These events could be organized, 
especially with strong student support.

And that’s where the concept ends. If

there to enough support from students, a 
progressive FM  rock station could happen. 
K  not — well, then there's no point.

I  think we’ve seen enough o f the picketing 
and chanting spells for the fa ll o f KGRX. 
The people behind the signal at 100.3 
switched format because they thought they 
needed to; they’re doing weD and none of us 
should disdain the new station’s success or 
blame them for any musical failure.

Instead, let’s try again, on our turf, in our 
own terms. Or let’s not complain.

Linne is the only member on this year’s 
squad that shared the glory of the national 
championship.

He is one of three ASU gymnasts 
competing individually in the NCAA 
Championships which began Thursday and 
continue until Saturday at Lincoln, Neb.

“ I am really hurt the team isn’t going to 
nationals,”  he said. “ I would feel more 
confident with eight other guys behind me.”

The Sun Devil coaching staff has seen the 
progress Linne, the team’s captain, has 
made. It could make him a national 
champion.

“ He is stronger (compared to last 
season),”  ASU coach Don Robinson said, 
“ and that helps a lot. He has got all the tools 
it takes; I think now it is all a mental 
game.”

Gymnastics carries frustrations like 
many other sports, including the drive to be 
the best and improve day by day. This can 
build up undue stress and can actually hurt 
the athlete’s performance.

“ It is very difficult (to block everything 
out),”  Linne said. “ It depends on the day on 
how hard it is to change it.”

His peers can see this anger affecting 
Linne’s performance during practice.

“ Sometimes he lets his emotions get the 
best of him,”  graduate assistant coach Mike 
Zuerillo said. “ But he turns it on during the 
meets.”

Linne is able to keep everything in 
perspective and leave all problems with his 
sport in the gym when he steps o ff the mat 
after daily workouts.

“ It has been a rough year,”  Linne said. 
“ It has had its ups and downs.

But the road to success has not been 
something to hoot and holler about ; Linne 
has encountered many pitstops along the 
way.

Being the son of an A ir Force pilot, he has 
m oved from  town to town, which 
coincidentally brought him to Tempe. Since 
making the transition, Linne is on his way to 
making the U.S. national team, as well as 
earning All-America accolades.

“ That is the main reason I came out 
here,”  he said, explaining how his father 
was stationed at Luke Air Force Base.

Cardinals pay $200,000 
to speed construction

TEM PE (AP) — The Phoenix 
Cardinals will spend up to $200,000 to- 
speed construction work at ASU ’s Sun 
Devil Stadium to have the facility ready 
for the team’s first home exhibition 
game Aug. 12 against the New Orleans 
Saints.

The original target date for completion 
of a new locker room, ticket office, 
public restrooms and loge seating was 
Aug. 22.

It was moved up to Aug. 1 after the 
Cardinals agreed to spend the extra 
money.

“ W e’ re under the assum ption 
everything will be done and they’ll play 
those (exhibition) games here,” said 
Tom Collins, university assistant athletic 
d irecto r fo r operations, who is 
coordinating the construction efforts for 
the athletic department.

Construction officials say the work is 
ahead of schedule and there is no doubt 
the new facilities will be finished on 
time.

The Cardinals also play host to the 
Minnesota Vikings on Aug. 21 in another 
exhibition game.

Their regular-season home opener is 
Sept. 12 against Dallas.

The Aug. 1 deadline was set to give 
ASU time to do such routine things 
before the New Orleans game as 
washing seats, making sure telephones 
work, cleaning restrooms and getting 
the concession stands ready.

Hard work pays off for ASU gymnast
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No. 3 Devils travel to Cal in battle for 1st place

After this weekend, one team will stand 
alone atop the Six-Pac baseball standings as 
ASU (40-8, ranked third) travels to meet 
13th-ranked California today through 
Sunday at Berkeley, Calif.

The two teams are tied for the lead in the 
conference with identical 11-7 records.

The Devils are confident, riding a 20-game 
win streak, whereas the Bears are pulling in 
the flanks and falling back counting the 
wounded.

“ We haven’t been playing well the last 
two weekends,”  California coach Bob 
Milano said. “ We’ve lost a couple of our 
pitchers and a couple of players in key 
situations due to injuries. We’ve been 
struggling.”

Pitchers Travis W illis (6-4,4.25 ERA) and 
Mark Juhas (5-0, 2.73 E R A ), who both beat 
ASU earlier this season, have been injured. 
W illis w ill probably see action, but Juhas’ 
outlook is doubtful.

Todd Mayo (.347,23 R B I) and Darryl Vice 
(.335, 32 RB I) were also “ banged up”

against UCLA last weekend and were 
unable to practice until Thursday.

“ It (UCLA) was a very rough series,”  
Milano said. “ We did not play very well and 
did not swing the bats at all. The way ASU is 
going, it’s going to be a real, real tough 
series again.”

California swept ASU in late February at 
Packard Stadium by scores of 10-3, 4-3 and 
2-1. It was the first of six consecutive 
conference losses for the Devils. Milano 
knows the team he is about to face is much 
improved.

“ We caught them at a lull in their season, 
when they were down,”  he said. “ I ’d have to 
say we were fortunate to have played ASU 
when we did the first go-around.”

ASU has just finished its longest 
homestand of the year: 18 games in 26 days. 
Now comes the flipside — nine of the Devils’ 
final 12 conference games are on the road.

“ The thing that worried us the most early 
in the season,”  ASU coach Jim Brock said, 
“ was that we got ourselves so far behind 
(2-7) that by the time we got there (to the 
final road games) we would be buried

completely.
“ I ’m pleased that we got ourselves back 

to where we’re a little ahead of schedule. 
We’ve got a little bit of room as far as the 
playoffs are concerned.”

The Devils do not seem to be concerned 
about packing up and leaving home.

“ We know it is a tough place to play,” 
second baseman and team captain Kevin 
Higgins said. “ But the way we’re going 
right now, we’ll play in any ballpark 
anywhere. We’ve been pretty successful on 
the road this year, so I don’t think it’s 
bothering anybody.”

The winning-streak now stands at 20, the 
fifth-longest in school history.

“ The streak is certainly nice, but you 
can’t do anything with it,”  Brock said. “ It’s 
going to end somewhere.

It was the elder Linne, Walter, that found 
a gym in the Valley for his son to train. With 
two years left of high school, Linne began 
w orking out with three-tim e world- 
champion Kurt Thomas.

The sel f -assurance and dynamic 
personality he totes during a meet, or even 
in practice, displays what Linne acquired

from the world-class gymnast.
“ A  lot of people said it comes from 

training with him (Thom as),”  Linne said. 
“ I like being very aggressive, and I get very 
upset when the coaches hold me back.”

Linne wears a knee brace on his right 
knee that reminds him of the accident he 
suffered during his junior year at Tempe 
High School. He tore ligaments while

jumping on a trampoline with Thomas.
Currently, Linne is ranked fifth in the 

nation in the all-around. To top it all off, he 
is No. 3 in his strongest area, the horizontal 
bar.

“ I am going to take one step at a time,” 
Linne said. “ My goal is to be an All-America 
— then I w ill look towards the Olympics.”  

Linne is going to throw the full-twisting

ginger into his set during the finals. The 
trick is a “ D” -level maneuver, which is the 
most difficult level. I f  he hits it, (it could 
mean) a possible “ 10”  and the national 
championship.

But if he doesn’t make the catch, the exact 
opposite may happen.

“ I ’ll throw it, and if I miss, that’s life ,”  
Linne said.
