Mecham sings ‘swan song’ on show

Evan Mecham had said it was just “a plain old ordinary
swan song.”

But his appearance on “Face the State” on KTSP-TV
(Channel Id) Sunday, which was to be the final word on his
future political plans, was anything but a recantation of
happy memories, a graceful bow and a warm handshake.

The former governor leveled his most vitriolic attack to
date on Phoenix Newspapers Inc,, publisher of The Arizona
Rppuh»/» and Phoenix Gazette. He also said he was keeping
his “options open” about future political office.

“The Phoenix newspapers, key members of the Phoenix 40

and a few others have lost their control over the governor's
office andthey were determined to regain thatcontrol, which

they now have temporarily accomplished,” Mecham said,
“they were assisted in doing that by those who continue
making money ondrug sales and use, by polluting minds with
pffiT~gntphy
society.
“It appears the time is right for a truthful newspaper,”

Mecham said. “No longer will the Phoenix newspapers
exercise control” over state government.

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ASU law dean
says Mecham
needs to deal

Evan Mecham’s criminal trial on six felony counts starts
May 22, and the former governor has vowed he will notplea-
bargain down the charges. But he should deal, unless he
wants to gamble with being shut of office for 10years, ASU’s
law school dean says.

A plea-bargain is a strong negotiating tool, and it will
y»gggn Mecham'’s chances of being convicted and shut out of
office for a long probationary period, ASU School of Law
Dean Patti Bender said Sunday.

“The benefit of a plea is that you negotiate (sentencing),”
Bender said.

If Mwham is convicted in Superior Court on six felony
ehnrges he intentiaonlly hid a $350,000 campaign loan from
Tempe developer Barry Wolfson and lied about it before a
state grand jury, he will be prohibited from holding public
nffun» until tiie end of his sentence, Bender said.

But Mecham, appearing on a television interview program

Sunday, said be has not broken any laws and refuses to
negotiate.

“1 have no intention Ot plea-bargaining, and | expect to be
acquitted,” Mecham said.

It has been reported and asssumed in some quarters thatif
Mecham is convicted in the criminal trial, he will be barred
from ftffk * for the rest of his life. Not true, Bender says.

Michael Dukakis captured
the Arizona Democratic caucus— Saturday, but
Jesse Jackson was the favorite candidate of Tempe
voters. m " Y

Ofthe 2,176 valid votes cast at thefive pollingsit-
in Dist. 27, which includes Tempe, 1,003 were for
Jackson. Dukakis followed with 972 votes and
Tenessee Sen. Albert Gorewas selected by il5 voters.

lllinois Sen. Paul Simon, with 28 votes, finished
behind the 58 voters who marked “ no preference” on
their ballot.

Statewide, Dukakis ho—ted his campaign for
Tuesday’'s New Yorkprimary by claiming 52 percent
of the Democratic vote, while Jackson followed with
37 percent.

Carol Wade Terrell, Jackson’s state campaign
chairwoman, said Jackson did better in Tempe than
statewide because of his April 5 rally at ASU and
because many of his top Arizona campaign staff
members live in District 27.

“He did well because he visited your campus,
Terrell said. “ | think the stud—t body came out and
supported his candidacy.

“They appreciated the fact that he came to the
campus, and they believed in his message.”

About 38,000 Democrats, braving heavy rain and
snow in some areas of the state, turned out Saturday.

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Hostage warns of ‘black end’
if hijackers’ demands not met

ALGIERS, Algeria (AP) — A passenger aboard a
hijacked Kuwait Airways jumbo jet said Sunday about 35
hostages on the plane faced certain death if Kuwait refused
to release 17 convicted terrorists.

“ All the passengers are in good health. | hope the Kuwait
government will act quickly to liberate the 17 young
prisoners. Otherwise we all face a black end,” said the
man He identified himself as Suleiman Farfaan Doukhi.

Doukhi, who spoke Arabic in a firm voice, also sent
“greetings to the Kuwait people, to my mother and father
and to all those who miss me.”

The message appeared to be a recording.

On Friday, the hijackers brought two other passengers to
the aircraft’'s radio to make similar statements to the
control tower and one on Thursday.

Since the Bangkok-to-Kuwait flight was hijacked April 5,
the hijackers have demanded the release of the 17
extremists, jailed for bombing the U.S. and French
embassies in Kuwait in December 1983.

Kuwait has rejected the demand.

The plane, carrying 112 passengers, first landed in Iran,
where 57 hostages were released and additional hijackers
reportedly boarded the plane. The jet then went to
Laraaca, Cyprus, where the gunmen Kkilled two passengers
and released 13.

On Tuesday night, it arrived in Algiers and on Friday the
hijackers released an ailing hostage.

Algerian officials said Sunday that Palestine Liberation
Organization leader Yasser Arafat was expected in Algiers

On the morning of the 13th day of the crisis, Algerian
authorities abruptly expelled hundreds of print and
television reporters from the section of the VIP lounge
where they had been staying for nearly a week.

At about the same time, Algerian policemen, armed with
pistols, took up position on the roof of the terminal building
facing the plane. It was not clear why they had been
dispatched.

Experts expect rise in oil production;
natural gas demand should increase

WASHINGTON (AP) — Domestic crude oil production in
the 1990s should be higher than previously expected and
demand for natural gas will be markedly higher, according
to the Energy Department’s annual forecast.

The department’'s Energy Information Administration
said oil prices will be slower to rise in the decade than it
projected in last year’s forecast, and natural gas prices
will be much lower.

The import share of U.S. petroleum consumption won't
be much different at the end of the century from what was
predicted last year, EIA said.

In their annual forecast released last week, the agency’s
forecasters significantly raised prediction for U.S. crude oil
production in the year 2000 from 5.4 million barrels a day
to 6.0 million barrels. Last year’s production was about 8.3
million barrels compared with 9.0 million barrels before
the 1986 petroleum price collapse.

JERUSALEM (AP) - Palestinians angered by the
assassination of a PLO leader boycotted their jobs and
staged protest marches Sunday, and Israel imposed
curfews on cities and camps in the occupied territories.

F.ioht Arabs were wounded in scattered clashes with
Israeli soldiers in the occupied West Bank and Gaza Strip,
hospital officials said. .

Leaders of the Palestine Liberation Organization have
hinmftri Israel for Saturday’s killing of PLO miilitary chief,
Khaiii al-Wazir, in Tunisia. Many protesters carried black
flags Sunday to mourn his death.

Also Sunday, most erf about 100,000 Arabs who work in
Israel stayed away from their jobs.

Shamir declines comment on killing
after sources say Isaeli agents did it

JERUSALEM (AP) — Israeli sources said Sunday that
Israeli agents had assassinated PLO official Khalil al-
Wazir, the No. 2 man in the organization who headed the
uprising in the occupied territories.

Prime Minister Yitzhak Shamir declined comment.

The sources said the operation was carried out jointly by
the intelligence service, the Israeli navy and an
elite commando unit. They spoke on condition of
anonymity. -V ,

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Construction begins on

Construction on the Tempe Improv Comedy Club began
Friday, and the club’s grand opening should be in August,
according to the owner of the comedy-dinner theater.

“We are surging forward and should open sometime
around August,” said Marie Anderson, chiefexecutive officer
of MWA (Mark W. Anderson) Arizona Inc., which owns the
club.

The Improv will be located in the Cornerstone shopping
center on the corner of Rural Road and University Drive.

The Tempe dub will be one of only eight Improvs in the
nation. The dub has launched the careers of such comedians
as Jay Leno and David Letterman and played host to
entertainers like Robin Williams and Jonathan Winters.

Construction on the club was originally scheduled to begin
in March with the grand opening to be sometime this spring.
However Anderson said during a Thursday interview that
construction has been delayed while thedub’s Arizona liquor
license is transferred.

“We had orginally hoped for a May 1 opening,” be said.
“We are in the final stage of getting our liquor license
transferred.”

Anderson said there are no problems with the license
application, adding that the delay resulted from the Arizona
state liquor polides being tougher than other states.

“1t Just takes time,” Anderson explained. “They have a
lengthier process than other states.”

Anderson said the license transfer is the only remaining
process to go through, adding the club has already been
approved by the Tempe City Council and an agreement has
been signed with Cornerstone.

“We've already worked all that stuff out,” he said. “The
main thing now is getting our license transferred.”

The club will be a dinner theater that will feature well-
known comedians who wish to try out new material or new
comedians trying to establish themselves.

The Tempe Improv will be the largest of the eight dubs,

seating 300 people with a balcony area that can seat an
additional 100 patrons.

leeral prospectus: Time may be ripe for Democrats

BROOKLYN — Alan Grossbard, a New
Jersey salesman, came to visit in-laws in
the Borough Park section of Brooklyn last
Sunday night and found traffic stopped by a
street crowd surrounding Sen. Albert Gore
Jr. of Tennessee. He was less than thrilled
by the delay — and by the scene.

A reporter who encountered Grossbard
fuming by his car caught the full blast of his
frustration. After sounding off about the
traffic tie-up, he turned to the people who
caused it.

“1 don’t understand what's happened to
the Democratic Party,” he said. “When |
started voting, | always voted for the
Democrats. Can’'t remember when | didn’t.
Butlately, | can’tvote for the people they’'ve
been running: McGovern, Mondale and this
crowd.”

Why not? he was asked.
was the curt reply.

Grossbard is not alone in finding it
remarkable that four years after they lost 49
states with Walter F. Mondale, the
Democrats have come down to a choice
among three men as liberal as the Rev.

“Too far left,”

Jesse L. Jaeksen, Massaechusetts Gev.
Michael S. Dukakis and Tennessee Sen. Al
Gore.

After all, the major movement in the
party after the 1984 election was an effort by
its Southern and border-state officials to
wrench the Democrats “back to the
middle,” as they put it. That movement,
embodied in the Democratic Leadership
Council, produced several candidates —
including Rep. Richard A. Gephardt and
former Arizona Gov. Bruce Babbitt. But
Gore is the only one who has made it to the
finals.

Some have blamed the liberal tilt of
Democratic presidential politics on what
they call die “lowa syndrome,” by which
they mean the exaggerated influence of
liberal interest groups on the small-turnout
events that began the delegate-selection
process.

But you can’'t blame lowa for what
happened this year. The top two finishers in
the lowa caucuses — Gephardt and Sen.
Paul Simon of lllinois —are out of the race.
And the surviving candidates are the three
men who did best on Super Tuesday, the
20-state contest created by the Southern and
border-state moderates to assure that their
party did nominate a “mainstream”
candidate.

What 1988 is proving is that the
“mainstream” of the Democratic Party is
onthe left of the national political spectrum.
Dukakis, Jackson and Gore are not

aberrations, any more than Mondale,
Jackson and Gary Hart were “out of step”

with the nation’'s Democrats in 1984. That is
where the Democratic Party really is.

If further proof of that fact is needed, it
can be found in the voting studies
Congressional Quarterly and the National
Journal have published in the past few
weeks on the first sessions of the 100th
Congress. “Interest Groups See Congress
Leaning Left,” CQ headlines its piece,
summarizing the ratings from four major
ideological, business and labor groups.
National JoumaTs story on its own ratings
for the 1987 session was titled “ Shift to the
Left.”

Both publications documented the fact
that when the Democrats captured control
of the Senate in November 1986, the effect
was to trip the balance of power on issue
after issue to the liberal side of the
spectrum. Daniel L. Casey, executive
director of the American Conservative
Union, surveying setbacks on everything
from AIDS testing to aid to the contras, told
CQ, “It was a horrible year for
conservatives.”

Whatis most striking in the analysis is the
demonstration that the key shift occurred in
the South, the very region that is supposed
to harbor resentment at the national
Democratic Party’'s penchant for
nominating liberal presidential candidates.

The reality is that the Democratic Party
in the South nominates and elects liberals.

When the states in the region want te vete
conservative, they generally vote
Republican.

Gore, who won his first term in the Senate
in 1984when Ronald Reagan was re-elected,
had ratings 10times as high in 1987 from the
AFL-CIO and Americans fra* Democratic
Action as he did from the Chamber of
Commerce of the United States or the ACU.
National Journal found him more liberal
than 74 percent of the Senators on economic
issues and 81 percent on foreign policy.

Nor was Gore out of step with the
Southern Democrats whose Senate victories
in 1986 were the key to the Democrats’
ending six years of Republican control. As
National Journal noted, “Four of the five
new Southerners — John B. Breaux of
Louisiana, Wyche Fowler Jr. of Georgia,
Terry Sanford of North Carolina and
Richard C. Shelby of Alabama — were rated
higher (more liberal) on economic issues
than at least 65 percent of their colleagues.”

The Democrats’ penchant for nominating
liberal presidential candidates does not
automatically translate to electoral defeat.
The time will come — perhaps this year,
perhaps not—when the voters are ready for
a party which advocates a more activistrole
for government in meeting the nation’s
needs.

When that moment comes, the
Democratic nominee will fit the mold. Butin
the meantime, there is no way that
Democrats can remake themselves as
something they are not.

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ASASU members protest razing West Hall

The proposed razing of West Hall to accommodate further
expansion of Hayden Library would symbolize the demolition
of ASU history, University Design Review Board members
were told during an address by Associated Students
representatives.

“By demolishing West Hall and by neglecting to look at the
other interests as far as historical preservation, you're doing
a disservice to our university,” ASASU President Karrin
Kunasek said during a Thursday meeting. “We are asking
that you (the board) look at options.”

Speaking during a Design Review Board meeting, Kunasek
and College of Liberal Arts Sen. Patrick McWhortor
presented a “position statement” on West Hall. The
statement espoused the importance of preserving historical
landmarks and allowing students to become involved in
decisions regarding campus expansion.

West Hall was built in 1935 to serve as a women’s
dormitory, and it currently houses the School of Social Work.

Phase one of the $11.5 million Hayden Library Expansion,
which will provide shelf space for about 375,000 books and
room for 1,500students, is slated to be completed in February
1989. West Hall will not be destroyed in the first phase, but
talk about further expansion in 1991 or 1992 is underway,
according to ASU Vice President of Business Affairs Victor
Zafra.

Construction and University officials in the past have
stated that West Hall lies directly in the path of future phases
of the library expansion and must be destroyed to
accommodate the project.

But Design Review Board members said Thursday that no
final decisions about West Hall's fate have been made.

Kunasek and McWhortor said West Hall is a historical
building worthy of saving, adding that there are other

alternatives for librairy expansion.

“It’s definitely a part of ASU’s past, and that's really the
reason the Arizona Historical Society has designated West
Hall as historical,” McWhortor said. “ | supportthe library in-
this expansion, but | want the administration and this board
to consider that West Hall is not a roadblock.”

McWhortor said some of the alternatives the board should
consider are using West Hall for storage of infrequently used
materials or adding a new floor on top of Hayden Library.

Kunasek said results of last week’'s ASASU elections
indicated that almost 90 (88.4) percent of ASU students felt
that the University’s expansion policies should include the
preservation of historic buildings.

“1f the administration chooses to ignore this statement,
then they will be effectively sending a signal to the students
that the adminstration wants to achieve its goals over those
of the students,” she said.

Kunasek said that in working with the president and vice
president, she has heard many comments about West Hall
such as, “West Hall just isn’'t an impressive building,” and
“Why would you want to keep West Hall?”

But McWhortor said, “History doesn’'t necessarily take
place in pretty buildings. It doesn’t have to look good. History
is merely a record of things that happened.

“| want to come back as an alumnus to this university one
day and feel that | know this campus.”

Kunasek said she had come to speak to the board in hopes
of starting a dialogue between the members and students to
inform them about the students’ concerns.

‘‘Students are not asked to enter into any dialogue on these
questions, and that's what we're here asking for today,”
Kunasek said.

Board members said they were “ delighted” by the concern
and enthusiasm of students regarding historical preservation
of buildings.

University bands battle aversion to avant-garde

simply “band” or “concert band” or

Unfortunately, said ASU Band Director
Richard E. Strange, people think of bands
only as the group out on the grass at half-
tone bellowing fight songs and transcribed
rock songs and motion picture themes.
“An orchestra doesn’'t have that
problem,” he says, “ because orchestras,

by-in-lar fqeh don't ma
Partoft eproblemstemsfrom thelack of

im positions written specifically for band;
whereas orchestra never lacks for material,

must search hard for their music.
“Give us 200 years,” Strange said, “and
we'll have the same body of literature as the
symphony orchestra.”

Many modern composers (Aaron
ropoland, for example) have demonstrated
interest in the band as a new conduit for
their music' Hi " so-called “avant-garde”
music, though, is not easily accepted by
standard concert-goers. Strange says that
mostofthe listeners wantto hear something
familiar, not something different and
challenging.

ASU’s bands have exerted many efforts to
counter the band’'s misplaced image. They
have experimented with names, for
instance. “We've tried simply by using the
word ‘symphonic’ to suggest that we re
inside instead of outside.”

But, once inside, they must convince the
serious concert audience that the band can
play something worth listening to.

A good amount of the work performed by
the band has been transcribed from known
orchestral works; the band “covers” songs

in a sense, and provides the listener with a
familiar tune.

“They want,” he says, “Brahms,
Beethoven, Mozart — if you don’'t give them
a good dose of that you're not going to sell
the tickets. (As a result), most orchestras,
including the Phoenix Symphony, spend a
great part of their time playing 18th and
19th-century literature.”

The band doesn’'t have that option; it
never existed as a performing group at that
time. *

Also, it seems somehow suggested that
the musicianship of the band is not as great
or as serious as the musicianship of the
orchestra. According to Strange, the band
fits more comfortably in the park, under the
gazebo; but it doesn’'t “suggest a serious
endeavor.”

It is, though, equally difficult for a
musician to get into ASU’s Symphonic band
as it is to become a member of the school’'s
orchestra. “We have top-caliber
musicians,” Strange affirmed.

This kind of ensemble’s problems often
seems to be a simple error in semantics.
“To the uninitiated person, the word ‘band’
means marching band. It goes even farther
than that — most people, most kids in high
school, for instance, would think of a rock
band. They wouldn’t even think of anything
symphonic.”

ASU’s Symphonic and Concert Bands’
final concert is at 7:30 ptm. Tuesday in
Gammage Center and will feature the work
of such composers as Aaron Copeland and
Ralph Vaughn Williams.

First place in the Pac-10 Southern
Division now belongs solely to Arizona
State.

The Sun Devils (43-8 overall, 14-7 in the
Six-Pac) completed their fourth straight
sweep of a conference opponent this
weekend, taking California by scores of 6-4,
12-9, and 3-1in Berkeley.

In recent weeks, ASU has gone from a
hapless last-place team with a cloudy future
to the dub in control; a metamorphosis that
would make the Incredible Hulk proud.

The winning streak now stands at 23, the
second longest in school history behind the
1972 team’s 32. The NCAA record is 34 by
Texas in 1977.

On Sunday, Gordy Fannerwenthome and
pitched possibly the mostsatisfying game of
his ASU career.

With family aind friends in the stands,
Farmer (5-0) pitched eightinnings, allowing
one run on three hits, striking out seven and
walking six as ASU completed the sweep
with a 3-1 win.

Dan Rumsey delivered Higgins
with a base hit down the right-field line.

It was Rumsey’'s seventh RBI of the
series, and 57th on the year, surpassing
Ricky Candelari for the team lead.

In the Devil third, Kevin Higgins doubled
and scored oh a Steve Willis single as ASU
took a 3-Olead.

Farmer faltered in the fourth, loading the
bases on a walk and two singles. He then
walked Brian Scott as the Bears pushed
across their only run of the game.

After giving up a base hit to lead off the
Cal ninth, Farmer yielded to Bias Minor,
who retired the side in order for his sixth
save of the year.

“We made a lot of mental mistakes today,
missed a lot of signs,” Brock said. “We got
away with it. In the past, we've been able to
learn from that. The nice thing about this
ballclub is you can get on them a little bit,
indicatewhatwentwrong, and hopefully get
some things turned around before you pick
up a loss.

“You're always looking for a
psychological or mental edge over the other
team,” Brock said, “And it becomes
increasingly important when you go into
their park. | saw it done better today than
ever.”
