Acting ASU head track and field coach Ed Gorman praised
the Sun Devil administration Wednesday for saving toe
program during a recent Pacific-10 Conference investigation

.which resulted in probation for the teams.

“There are people who have worked very hard for the
program; that's why we still have it,” Gorman said. “They
didn’'t sitback and say, ‘we were wrong, give us toe penalty.’
They fought for the student-athletes.”

The ASU tracklnd field program was placed on two-year
probation after being cited few 11 rule violations Tuesday by
the Conference presidents and chancellors.

“It's a harsh penalty — It’s hot one we plan to contest in
any way,” ASU athletic director Charles Harris said. “It's
frustrating. It is a setback and creates a setback for toe track
program.”

Terms of the track and field probation include limiting
ASU to on-campus collegiate meets with no postseason
competition in 1988-89, restrictions on the number of grants-
in-aid for 1988-89 and 198990, a prohibition against off-
campus recruiting for 1988, and the elimination of all
expenses-paid recruiting visits in 1988-89.

Gorman said everyone should look on the bright side.

Arizona State University's

enthusiasm for
Arizona politics

Andy Hurwitz’'s bright red suspenders and
magenta bow tie clash with his soft, almost
whisper-like voice. But mention politics,
and his voice gets louder, his eyes sparkle
and the bright colors he’'s wearing make the
widening grin on his face seem boyish.

Hurwitz, 41, a Phoenix attorney and once
chief of staff for both former Gov. Bruce
Babbitt and current Gov. Rose Mofford,
started work this week as one of three new
members of the Arizona Board of Regents.

“Being interested in government means
you're interested in politics, *said Hurwitz,
a Democrat and a graduate Of Princeton’s
Woodrow Wilson School of Public and
International Affairs. He graduated from
law school at Yale in 1972.

Hurwitz, who replaces regent Ralph
Watkins Jr.” joins Flagstaff attorney
Douglas Wall and student regent, ASU
senior Patrick McWhortor, as new
members of the eleven-person board that
steers the higher education boat for about
80,000 university students in the state.

“Andy is very close to Governor Mofford
andit (being aregent) is anicereward after
he spenta lot of time as her volunteer chief
of staff,” said Mofford spokesman Vada
Manager, who once sat as a student regent.

With reporters banging on her door after
the Feb. 5 impeachment of former Gov.
Evan Mecham, Mofford, elevated from
secretary of state to acting governor, made
a desperate plea to Hurwitz for help.

Geology professor designs camera
that will take photographs on Mars

An ASU geology professor designed and is leading the
building of a camera slated to take pictures on NASA's
Observer flight to Mars in 1992.

The camera that Michael Malin is developing with
researchers from the California Institute of Technology will
produce the most intricate shots ever taken of Mars. It's
high-resolution photographs of the surface of the planet will
help designate a safe landing area for manned space
missions in the future.

T-nst year, the MacArthur Foundation gave Malin a
$240,000 fellowship. He is the first recipient affiliated with
ASU.

Malin worked with a National Science Foundation study
to predict the date of the next ice age and helped NASA on
the Mariner 9 expedition to -Mars and the Mariner 10
journey to Venus and Mercury. In August, Malin will work
with the Soviet Union on their manned mission to Mars
planned for 1994.

Johnson incident drives home reality of upcoming contest

You can hear the minds snapping.

Maybe it's the heat. Or the fact that they've all been locked
up together in those twin sarcophaguses we call the House
and the Senate since January, buried alive in the big stone
tombs, the only opening sealed by a boulder with “Mecham”
chisled in the side.

Johnson, an old-line Mecham supporter and fellow crime-
buster, blew like Old Faithful into a wide-eyed sermon of
rage Monday morning on the floor of the House, calling for

But what is interesting (or perhaps frightening) about
Johnson’'s remarks is that they serve as a reminder that
although the man who made it fashionable to disconnect
one’s mouth from one’s brain is nolonger governor, many of
his “good people” are still in office — or plan to seek one.

And they are going to have a chance to elevate the art of
brainless rhetoric to new heightsthis fall in the upcoming
elections.

In light of the acquital of Evan Mecham and his brother of
all criminal charges stemming from an improperly reported
loan from Tempe developer Barry Wolfson, the legislators
who voted to impeach the governor on other charges in April
are going to be hard-pressed by right-wing competitors.to
defend their actions.

Voicing complaints
wrapped in a smile

It’s clearlyno American joke.

Political humor seems never to have reached big-laughs
status in the United States. Of course, the joke-telling
public lives in the subtle but solid security of America’s
constitutional tradition.

On the other hand, politics in Socialist Eastern Europe
is, so to speak, strictly a laughing matter.

The topic comes up in polite company — even at the
dinner table— in infinite timely variations. Citizens of the
socialist states are by and large acutely politically aware,
but political discussions tend to stay well within the
bounds of jocularity.

At least on the surface.

Imagine hearing the joke above in broken German from
a Polish asylant who had arrived in West Germany by
means that may not have been especially, legal. It adds
thé proper flavor to the joke — a touch bitter.

Joking as a means of politically oriented spleen-venting
is a fairly universal phenomenon in the East Bloc.
However, the diverse situations in the assorted
Communist countries also shape the features of the
indigenous jokes.

An East Germain explained:

Two dogs meet at.the border between Poland the the
German Democratic Republic. The East German dog
asks the Polish dog why he wants to come to the GDR.

Foroncel wantto eatuntill’'m full replies théPolish
dog. “Wbat do you want in Poland?” The East German
dog answers, “To be able to bark freely.”

The average East German will promptly maintain that
he has enough bread on the table, which isn’t always the
case elsewhere in the socialist lands. But he also chafes
under the rein of the System, which keeps personal
freedoms chokingly restricted, even by East Bloc
standards.

Although there are plenty of Soviet soldiers stationed in
the German Democratic Republic to remind East
Germans of the history behind their political present,
there aren’t many jokes aimed at the Russians. Instead,
East Germans reserve the sharpest of their barbs for
theirown People’s Police, perhaps because they sovisibly
— and humorlessly — represent the System.

The Soviets themselves prefer jokes about the
Hhignitopg — if fictitious — Radio Armenia to raise wry
questions about ideological and practical inequities, both
Eastern and Western.

The jokes tend to get meaner as the living conditions do.
Fot many Rumanians, for example, food shortages and
rationed water are justpartofa dreary litany ofeveryday
problems. As «idi, they don’'t always dilute their
gentiment« with grinning allusions. Their feelings are
marked rather pointedly in thisone, imparted by a recoit
Rumanian immigrant tn a West German acquaintance:

A touristis walkingin theRumanian capitalofBucarest
when be sees a huge crowd gathered on the Market
square.; curious, be asks a locid in the crowd what has
happened.

“Haven’t you beard?” responds the native. “A man
doused him self with gasoline this morning. We're taking
up a collection for bis survivors.”

rugging into his pockets, the horrified tourist asks,
“How much have you been aide to collect?” The local
answers, “Twenty-five gallons.”

Another fairly regoit one from East Germany is more
aptto elicit a grimace than a grin:

Ronald Reagan, Mikhail Gorbachev and Erich
Honecker bave all died and gone to Heaven. Because of
the status they enjoyed on earth, they have been allowed
to pose one last question each about the realm they have
alljust left. Gorbachev steps up and asks the Heavenly
Father, “Lord, wbat will become of the Soviet Union?"
God answers, “The Soviet Union willbecomes capitalist
nation,” and Gorbachev turns away weeping.

“Well,” says Reagan next, “Whbat will happen in the
United States, Lord?” The Heavenly Father'answers,
“America will become a communist country,” and
Reagan turns away weeping.

Finally, Honecker steps up and asks, “Wbat about the
German Democratic Republic?” And the Heavenly
Father turns away weeping.

The format of the joke and the ability to find humor in
the current situation is very dear to the typical Eastern
European. A witticism may be his bestchance tovoice his
complaints or his fears, albeit wrapped in a smile.

The tears in his eyes, he will say, are surely from
laughter. M

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Curriculum reform

ASU should develop religious courses
to increase relevance for minorities

A couple of years ago, | covered the Miss Black ASU
Pageant for the State Press. It was a great event, and the
many blacks and handful of whites who crowded into the MU
Pima Room seemed to thoroughly enjoy the program. A good
time was had by all.

Butoneeventof that night stood outwith special vividness.

At the very beginning of the program, the master of
ceremonies said: “Let Us all stand and recite the Lord’s

Prayer.”

And withoutmissing a beat, everyone stood and recited the
prayer from memory — “Our Father, which artin Heaven,
hallowed be thy name. ..” — as if starting a program with

the Lord’s Prayer was the most natural thing in the world.

I wondered how many whites, these days, could identify the
Lord’'s Prayer —letalonerecite it. Could it be that American
Macks have retained within their subculture the reverence
and affection for the Bible that had once been characteristic
of Aiherican culture as a whole?

Dr. Martin Luther King, after all, used images from the
Book of Exodus to describe his vision of racial justice and
equality. When he proclaimed: “ | have been to the mountain
top. | have seenthepromised land.. hewasalluding to the

story of Moses’ death in the final chapter of Deuteronomy.

And indeed, Exodus tells the story of blacks in the United
States just,as much as it tells the stray of Jews in bondage
4,000yean ago.

Perhaps in this we may find a clue as to how the college
curriculum can be made more “relevant” to minorities.

Recently, Stanford University abolished most of its core
curriculum in Western civilization—works by Homer, Plato
and Locke are to be replaced by books written by “women,
minorities and persons of color.”

This was a tragic and stupid response to a real problem.
The most telling argument of the Stanford “reformers” is
that the traditional “great books” are out of the ken of
minority students. They don’t speak their language or touch
their experience.

True, to a point. White high school students in Paradise
Valley will be more likely to have read a play or two by
Shakespeare than their Hispanic or black counterparts in
south Phoenix, and consequently those white students will
have an advantage over minority students once they arrive
at college. 7

To correct this, the curriculum must be reframed —sbut not
in the clumsy, brutal way in which this was accomplished at
Stanford. Fra Stanford recruiters will now be saying to
bright, minority high school seniors: “Crane to Stanford.

We've lowered our standards — just fra you!”

No. One doesn't relieve the disadvantages of minority
students by patronizing them.

But what do we have to offer that's better — here at
Average State University?

Well, we have a fine English department — but one that
exhiMts an irony common to almost all public universities.

In our Milton classes, for example, students read
“Paradise Lost,” which is based on the first.four chapters of
Genesis, and they read “Paradise Regained,” which is based
on exactly 14 verses in the New Testament.

Yet seldom is the Bible read.

This paradox results partly from a fanatically narrow
reading of the First Amendment, and partly from an
assumption on the part of college administrators .that
students arrive here with a solid knowledge of the Bible
imparted to them by their churches and synagogues — an
assumption thatwould have been valid a generation ago, but
not today.

Andyetitis the Bible which has the greatest relevance for
minority students, blacks especially.

Obviously a proper course on the Bible would take some
work: (tee semester fra the Hebrew Scriptures, with some
introductory explorations of the Talmud. Another semester
fra the Apocrypha and the New Testament, with a look at
some early Christian writers.

And it wouldn’t hurtat all to develop a course on that other
pillar of ethical monotheism, the Koran. Besides its obvious
importance in the world today, the Koran is often found
interesting by Mack students as the source of an
authentically “ African” religion. A good course on the Koran
would probably require the reading of “The Autobiography -
of Malcolm X.”

Thus it may be possible to simultaneously raise our
academic standards and make the curriculum more
interesting ami relevant to minority students.

Like killing two birds with one stone, as it were.

Mexico elections showcase
south of the border changes

Mexico will be having its presidential
elections on July 6, and changes in the
political climate are drifting with the hot
wind over the deserts, jungles and sierras of
the vast country on the tip of Latin America.

The outcome of the election, seen as a
foregone conclusion hy almostall observers
in the United States, is notin itselfas much
ofanissueas itisin American contests. The
big stray in federal politics south of the
border is that the opposition, previously
mute for all practical purposes, is becoming
very vocal, and that the candidate of the
majority party seems to welcome the
challenge.

For Mexico watchers, this year’s election
is offering a very unusual assortment of
dishes on a slightly modified menu. The son
of a previous president is heading a new
coalition composed of every opposition
party excepttwo against the powerful ruling
party’'s candidate and a flamboyant
millionaire.

Mexico’s dominating federal government
is the home of the Institutional
Revolutionary Party (PRI - Spanish
acronym), the ruling party in Mexico since
1929. It has never lost either a presidential
or a gubernatorial election in any of
Mexico’s 31 states. Almost all top positions

and many lower jobs in the govemmment
are occupied by PRI members.

Butthis season’s presidential cam paigns
causing the PR to feel thatits absolute grip
on Mexican politics is becoming tenuous.
The party, with a history of domination of
Mexican politics by strength alone, has
responded to critics by offering a
reform—minded candidate. That candidate,
Minister of Budget and Planning Carlos
Salinas de Gortari — who earned a
doctorate in political economy in 1978 from
the John F. Kennedy School of Government
at Harvard — has been stressing the
importance of com petitive government and
credible elections.

As minister of the budget, Salinas is
largely regarded as one of the main causes
of Mexico’s financial woes. He played a
large partin the design of currentPresident
Miguel de la Madrid’s unpopular economic
austerity program.

Traditionally, the president ends bis six-
year term by openly picking a successor; no
convention, no primaries, no baby-kissing.
The choice has never been disputed by
Mexico’s almost40million registered voters
and, in concert with an overwhelming wave
of publicity, has never faded to gain die
presidency.

But due to protest and upheavals within

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the PRI, a prominent labor leader, instead
of President de la Madrid, made the
announcement of Salinas’- nomination in
early October 1987. What happened to the
president’s traditional announcement? Why
is such a minor detail so significant?

Back in mid-August of last year, two
dissident PRI leaders came forth and
capped months of speeches deviating from
the austere, elitist party line with a threat to
carry their battle against the status quo into
court if an open convention was not held to
pick a candidate.

Former PRI president Porfirio Munoz
Ledo and the ex-governor of Michoacan,
Cuauhtemoc Cardenas, made speeches to
special interest groups saying that the best
way to streamline and “modernize” the
party would be to elect a president with a
“ grass-roots” political origin.

Cardenas and Ledo formed a splinter
party called the Democratic Current, which
was ousted from the PRI. The elite of the
party publicly displayed discontent with
mainstream policy; action that would have
been unheard of a few decades ago.

The Democratic Current has since
merged with the Democratic National

Front, which has nominated Cardenas for
the presidency.

Teresa Leal, spokeswoman for the FDN
(Democratic National Front), explained
why the expulsion occured: “ (Cardenas and
Ledo) did not discipline themselves when
the candidate (Salinas) was announced.
They tried to project Cardenas as the sole
candidate for the PRI that would veer the-
party away from the right. If they couldn’t
be in agreement with Salinas de Gortari,
then they had to be in disagreement.

“You can’t be a dissident within the party
because the party doesn’t allow this,” said
Leal. “That's why they (the opposition) call
them ‘borregos’ — sheep.”

But, in a recent article published in The
New Republic, Salinas said, “Opposition

After the nomination is made, the PRI is
supposed to solidify around the candidate
and give the appearance of a solid front by
never uttering another word about being in
dissent with the party, according to Leal-

There are two ways that is accomplished:
the party first attempts to entice the
opposition leaders into accepting roles
within the platform which has been
constructed around the president-to-be.

“B they refuse, if they continue to be
dissidents, then they are harassed and
pressured,” said Leal. “Either they buckle
under or they get out.”

Cardenas and Ledo were expelled but
managed to hold on to their political status
as an outside branch of the PRI. They
brought the Democratic Current together
with the Authentic Party of fi» Mexican
Revolution, the Socialist Popular Party, and
the Party of the Carderiista Front for
National Reconstruction to form the FDN
coalition.

Heberto Castillo, the candidate of the
Mexican Socialist Party, dropped out of the

Cardends under certain conditions, among
them that the government be restructured
and a halt be made on payments on the $106
billion foreign debt until more favorable
terms can be negotiated w ifi) creditors.

The moderate left, never very popular in
Mexico, displayed its support for Cardenas
on May 26 at a rally, at the National
Autouonomous University of Mexico,
traditionally a stronghold of the old left.

A vote for Castillow ill count as a vote for
Cardenas on the ballots that have already
been printed.

The FDN has continued to consolidate its
strength in the north by convincing voters
that their candidate is notsimply a plant by
the PRI designed to bolster an illusion of a
competitive election. Cardenas, in second
place, has a strong base of support in rural
areas due to the popularity of his father
(Lazaro Cardenas, who, as president from
1934 to 1940, nationalized the oil industry by
throwing out American and British
companies and led a major land reform still
remembered by peasants) and his platform
of lower taxes coupled with the stabilization

of the peso.

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Northern Mexico has a tradition ol dissent with Mexico
City and tends to lode at politicians from the federal district
much the way a resident of Tennesee might look at someone
from Washington D.C. Cities like Monterrey, Ciudad
Obregon and Ciudad Juarez usually vote against the PRI.
A young bus driver in Guadalajara, Jorge, said in a
December, 1967 conversation that “people from the north,
they have relatives living in the States, they have jobs in the
States. They always go back and forth.”
“They see how things work in the States and
they thipk it should work here.”
That desire for American-style politics was reflected last
summer in a series of breakfast interviews with candidates
broadcastover radio and television to the entire country. The
interviews, conducted by PR leaders, asked candidates to
project their plans for the next six years.
While some critics denounced the campaign program as
unsubstantial, it Was in razor-sharp contrast to the long-
standing tradition of candidates politely denying any desire
for the office in Los Pinos (the Mexican White House) prim* to
their nomination.

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Although the probation was severe, the conditions could have
been worse, he said.

ASU was not given the “death penalty,” which would have
eliminated the track program for a year. Under that
condition, track meets and organized practice would not
have been allowed, and the athletes would have been given
the option of transfering to other schools to compete. .

Hie death penalty is normally given when an institution
has two major violations within a five-year peroid. The ASU
baseball team was placed on probation four years ago.

The track and field probation was imposed for violations
involving the provision of extra benefits to student-athletes
including a cash payment, improper transportation,
provision of an interest-free loan for travel expenses,
providing expenses to ineligible student-athletes and
falsifying a 1987 NCAA Championship qualifying form.

The 1989 Pac-10 Championships were scheduled to be held
at Sun Angel Stadium. Instead, ASU has switched dates with
Stanford and will play host to the 1991 conference meet.

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Gorman said the ASU track record speaks for itself. The
women’'s team finished fourth during die June 1-4 NCAA
Championships in Eugene, Ore.

“Fourteen All-American certificates were given to the
athletes and 13 outdoor school records were set this year,”
Gorman said. ‘‘Under the circumstances — the shadow from
the cloud of investigations — we had a very good year.”

Final action and recommended penalties by the Pac-10 for
the infractions were postponed on March 16 until further
review, which was completed during the June 25-26 Pac-10
hearings.

“The Conference considered this a most serious case,
particularly in lightof the.fact this was the third time since
1981 violations had been found in the Arizona State track and
field program,” Hansen said. “The severity of the penalties
reflects the Conference’s concerns over the history of
violations in the conduct of the program.”

The probation requires a periodic in-person monitoring
program by the Pac-10 Conference and an annual written
institutional report. The probation will be effective beginning
at the time the reportis ratified or amended by Pac-10 Chief
Executive Officers.

“However, the University administration has made strong
efforts to take corrective steps and was most cooperative
during all phases of the investigation,” Hansen said. “In
recognition of those efforts, the Conference found it

appropriate to suspend portions of the original penalties.”

Harris said that although the conditions were harsh, the
restrictions were notas devestating as they could have been.

“The severity of the probation was significantly reduced
during the past few months because of the fact that we
cooperated with all facets of the investigation, and because
the conference recognized this particular case was one that
was limited to the actions of one person, which by their
nature were largely undiscoverable,” he said.

The following restrictions were made by the committee:
*No Sun Devil track member may participate in any
competition, while representing ASU, except for meets held
at and sponsored by the University.

*ASU track members will not be eligible for any postseason
competition, including Pac-10 and NCAA Championships,
during the 1988-89 season.

eFinancial or administrative support cannot be provided for
student-athletes to participate in competition other than that
identified above.

*AH initial grants-in-aid, after May Il, 1988, have been
eliminated for the 1988-89 academic year.

*As a result of the cooperation, corrective action and
compliance efforts by ASU, the Pac-10 Committee allowed |1
grants-in-aid for the men’s program and 11.5for thewomen’s
during the 196990 season, provided the Sun Devil track
program remains in compliance during the period of
probation. This resultsin a loss of three men’s and two-and-a-
half women'’s scholarships for 1989-90.

In U.S. Women’s Amateur tournament

ASU golfer Pearl Sinn has just pulled off a feat that most
women golfers dream about — winning the U.S. Women'’s
Amateur Public | inks Championship in Tulsa, OKkla.,
continuing the Sun Devils’ domination in the tournament.

ASU coach Linda Volistedt drew a close comparison
between Sinn and another Sue Devil golfer, Billy Mayfair,
before the 1988 season began.

In 1987, Sinn won the Trans National Tournament while
earning honorable mention all-America accolades. This
season she vaulted to first-team all-America and was first-
team all-Pac 10.

Stepping in as her temporary and
gratis chief of staff, Hurwitz said he was
amazed at what he found in Mecham'’s
wake.

During his
collegiate career, he sat on the board of
editors for the YaleLaw Journaland was
a member of the U.S. Army Reserve.

While some may say his is a perfect
resume for a Congressional seat,

He was S general-practice
attorney in Arizona’s high
country for 33 years with
Mangum, Wall,
Stoops & Warden before
retiring in December.

one of the mainstays of Manuel Clouthier's campaign.
Clouthier, a millionaire tomato exporter and candidateof the
National Action Party (PAN), a moderately conservative
force in the north with ties to the Catholic Church, is running
on a reform platform targeting the budget minister as the
main cause behind the astronomical inflation rate. Outof the
four parties in the race, PAN is the only other organization
beside the FDN that could possibly give the PR | a challenge.

The party currently is in third place. “PAN’s central
strength clearly is as a protest party. Their leader projects
moral power and moral outrage,” said Rammer. Clouthier,
wearing a handlebar moustache and .goatee, peppers his
dramatic speeches with slang.

He added that PAN taps the thick vein of Mexican
cynicism. Many voters feel that there is no hope for the
opposition.

“The people see (Salinas) on the road (billboards), on the
TV, on the radio. Salinas. Salinas. Salinas, all day long,”
said Jorge.

“It’slike Coca-cola-they hear Coca-cola. Coca-cola. Coca-
cola. and they buy it. ~
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“They don’t have an education. They don’t care who wins
the election. You give them food and a house and they are
happy. If they have that, they are happy.” Jorge said.

“Salinas will win.”

Leon Ffrench, Minister for Press and Public Affairs at the
Mexican Embassy in Washington, D.C., said that a federal
electoral tribunal, formed of “ private citizens notrejected by
any party” will judge any disputes arising within elections.

Leal said the citizens on the tribunal “are people that are
picked by the government. One of the problems within these
tribunals is that each opposition party has representatives
according to the number of their constituents, which will
allow for proportional representation.

“Since PRI has always won apparently many more votes
—we won’'targue on how they won them —, they always have
a majority. Within the tribunal, the official head is always
picked by the government and can settle a tie.”

Leal said that the opposition parties will correlate with
each other to defend each other’s vote countand “ to protect
from violence, because violence would only provoke the
government and would be a good excuse to squelch anything
at all that could be possible.”

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New, issue conscious rockers raise the roof on musical substance

In the world erf pop music, filled with
bopping Jennifers and deep, dish necklines,
spike beds and LEGS supporting the
teenybop talents of Debbie, Samantha and
Belinda, there isn’t: much room for
consciousness-raising. Indus medium, only
hemlines and voices seem to go up.

But now, enter file purveyors erfrock with
a hook and a conscience, female rockers
with looks that don’t necessarily kill, but
who succeed nonetheless in capturing
attention, by singing of gritty, seamier sides
erf life; Fin* these queens of asphalt rock,
music is to be shrouded in darker, less
cheerful tones. Anything hutfrilly pink.

The names may not be that familiar:
Tracy Chapman, a solo singer and Natalie
Merchant, who fronts the band 10,000
Maniacs, carry the mantle (or the cross, if
you judge from mostradio airplay) handed
over from the delicate SuzanneVega via her
album “Solitude Standing,” and her hit
song, “Luka.” Each sings distinctive
messages; “Luka” dealt with battered
children, Chapman’s,“A Cam pfire Song” is
about capitalist greed. But each of these
women trade off similar messages;: of
desperate people trying to make life work.

Chapman, 24, who will appear at Tempe’s
After the Gold Rush, Thursday, July 14, Was
raised in a mostly black, working class
Boston neighborhood and now pulls
material from those childhood experiences.
‘Twas very aware of all the struggles my
mother was going through, being a single
parent and a black woman trying to raise
two kids,” she told Rolling Stone. “| guess
there’s seme people who can take all that in
and notreally lode at the bigger picture, not
see that there are all these forces in society
making things more difficult than they
ought to be.”

One particular force she addresses is
racism, still a significantfactor in the music
industry, bafflingly enough. “1 haven’'t had
any head-on confrontations with it making
this record or dealing with record
companies,” she said'in Musician
magazine* “but it shows up in subtle ways
(Hi the Boston folk scene.

“1I'm one of the only black performers
working on that scene and I'll often find that
people want me on the toll as the token
black.”

These signs of stupidity help boost her
playlist, however, giving her issues to
address and, although infrequently,
individuals to dress down. “ | address these
things in my songs, some of winch are
highly political,” she said, “but I'm not
personally involved in any specific
movement”

A march last April, commmemorafing
Dr. Martin Luther King, did catch her
attention, and she appeared in honor of the
civil rights leader, and what he stood tor.

Chapman casts a dim view of equality’s
progress since King’'s death. “ Clearly some
things have changed for black people in
America,” she said, “but whether they've
changed fast enough or as much as they
should is debatable.

On the “Monsters of Hard Rock” priority
list, there are a few basic things to
remember: jday fast (butdoit creatively —
use your toes if necessary), play hard
(remember the garage band days, keeping
the Bublitzes next door up late with aerial
arpeggio assaults) and dress the part
(Hartz makes some lovely designer chokers
and spikey flea collars). All these tips are
important for building chord-ripping, teeth
gnashing, staccato whiz kids, or heavy
metal maniacs in the making.

But if there are only basic ideas behind
the fashioning of these Godzilla kings, then
what's the reason for the vast, complex
wave of national, and even international,
hard-core heavy metal loyalty? You'd think,
since it likely can’t be done any better than
Zeppelin did it, and now they’re gone, that
everybody would’'ve shifted attention to
Spandau Ballet for a few years, then
resorted to genocide and/or a move to

central Panama.

Not likely. Metal mania, boasting
truckloads of tattooed twinks and haircuts
only a mother could love, is flourishing like
never before. Monster-sized stadiums are
currently being packed with girls in skimpy
leathers and guys whose mothers thought
they told them not to go out tonight.

What's the attraction? And who's the
audience?

To begin with, despite a general rebuffing
of the genre by critics, thousands of metal
albums are being picked up every month in
cities across the country. Phoenix, in
particular, seems to have a tight,
factionalized army of lovers of the spandex.

“Groups like Def Leppard, Aerosmith,
Guns N’ Roses have all been
consistently in our top ten for a long time,”
said Mike Weinman, manager of
Wherehouse Records, Tempe. “(Heavy
metal) is one of the biggest slices of the
market.”

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Noir-busting with the sensational adventures of Roger Rabbit

Animation, a form of film making long
thought to be wrung dry of potential and too
expensive to carry its own weight at the box
office, has witnessed a rebirth — a floppy-
eared Phoenix by the name of Roger Rabbit.

“Who FTamed Roger Rabbit,” the
progeny of a Hollywood marriage between
Walt Disney studios and Steven Spielberg’s
Ambito Entertainment, is easily the
greatest innovation in animated film since
“Fantasia.” This latest release of Disney’s
alter ego, Touchtone Pictures, is a dazzling
blend of breath-taking animation and live-
action footage.

The picture combines a skewed vision at
1940's Hollywood, where cartoon actors
(known as “Toons”) live and breathe and
flub their lines while making movies for an
insatiable human public.

Bob Hoskins leads the human cast as a
washed-up gumshoe named Eddie Valiant,
hired to do a “snoop job” for the head of
Maroon Cartoon Studios. It seems their star
To<m, Roger Rabbit, has been driven to
distraction by rumors that his sexy wife
Jessica (a curvaceous Them chanteuse) has
been philanderin’.

What ensues is a .dizzying procession of
unbelievable special effects, as Toons and
humans act out a fflm noir spoof complete
with murder, comedy, romance and more
than a dash of sexual innuendo.

The human performances, notably those
of Hoskins and Christopher Lloyd, who
appears as the “heavy,” required great
pantomime skill in order to be effective
alongside imaginary colleagues, who were
added later by animators. Meanwhile,

surmounted the unenviable challenge of
directing a cast of invisible stars.

Cartoons and live actors have shared brief
moments on screen before, most
memorably in Disney’'s 1965 Oscar winner
“Mary Poppins,” as. well as in a sparse
handful of MGM musicals pairing Tom and
Jerry with the likes of Gene Kelly and
Esther Williams. But never before has it
been conceived that animation and live
action together could sustain an entire
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picture. The technical problems seemed
insurmountable.

Oscar-winning animation director
Richard Williams and Ms legion of artists
stretched the very limits of their craft to
give all the Toons an unprecedented three-
dimensional appearance. They
conceptualized, drew and painted a total of
82,060 “ cells” (clear plastic sheets onwhich
each frame of animation is drawn) *- one
cell to correspond with each frame of live
action footage eventually containing a
‘Tom .” The entire process took more than
two-and-a-half years and cost $45 million.

The sets for the live scenes were literally
alive with robotic arms and poppetiers’
strings manipulating props, wMch would
later be made to look like the Toons’ doings.

“Roger Rabbit” also boasts a repertoire
of scene-stealing Toons both new and
classic. Among the most successful of the
original characters is Roger’s sultry »wide
Jessica, a compilation of Rita Hayworth's
style, Kathleen Turner’'s voice and Amy
Irving’s singing ability. Roger’s lecherous
co-star, “Baby Herman” and a cartoon
Brooklyn cab named Beamy are also
enjoyable.

Leas appealing is the title character
himself — Roger Rabbitt's hyperactivity
and shrill voice become tiresome quickly.
But not to worry, the cast of extras is a
litany of cartoon favorites, ranging from
Betty Boop to Woody Woodpecker. Through
negotiations with a half dozen different
studios, producer Steven Spielberg
accumulated the rights to scores of cartoon
characters who had never before appeared
in the same movie. Thus, Donald and D affy
Duck, and Mickey Mouse and Bugs Bunny
all team up for the first time.

The animators even went to the length of
recreating the characters (particularly the
Disney and Warner Bros, stars) as they
were drawn in the 1940's.

From its raucous start, featuring a
delirious “Maroon Cartoon,” to the all-star
finale, “Who Framed Roger Rabbit” is one
of the most ambitious triumphs in
animation ever achieved. It,is destined to
become a modern classic of movie
entertainment, perfect for the Saturday-
morning kid in all of us.

During an interview in his
office at Phoenix law firm
Meyer, Hendricks, Victor,
Osborn & Maledon, Hurwitz
was at ease amongst his
softball trophies and
Babbitt-era paraphernalia
discussing campus growth,
tuition and a potential
Venus' flytrap for ASU
President J. Russell Nelson
— minority recruitment.

Nelson has come under
fire for ASU’'s low
recruitment and retention
rate for minorities. He
recently introduced a
21-point plan called “Action
Now” that seeks to remedy
the issue. But the problem
figures to be prominent on
the agendas of regents for
the coming school year.

“It’s a historical problem.
Statistically we're not
doing thatwell with minority
recruitment and retention
and that's troubling
because these are public

institutions,” Hurwitz said.
“The way to improve
yourself is through

education and becoming a
professional.

‘“Those kinds of
opportunities have got to be
made available for people
just as a matter of a social
contract.”

An ASU adjunct law
professor since 1976, Hurwitz
has, at the least, a deep
breath of familiarity with
the university system.

“He's just a wonderful
teacher based on the student
commentreports I've seen,”
said College of Law Dean
Paul Bender. “ There’s
nothing but the greatest
praise for him. He’'s a high-
quality lawyer who brings
his experience to teaching. |
think he’'ll do wonderfully
(as a regent).”

And Hurwitz said he
relishes the chance to shape
the direction of higher
education in the state.

“We've gone through,
really, an incredible cycle of
growth in Arizona when all
you'd really do is throw
money at problems,”
Hurwitz said. “Now we’'re in
a period where the growth
may continue but the dollars
may not be there.

“It's a big enterprise. It's
a billion dollar-a-year
business. In conjunction with
K-12, it's the most important
stuff the state does. It's a
big, big business.”

Oiling the machinery of
big political machines is
Hurwitz's specialty. He said
his work as a litigator with
Meyer, Hendricks, et al.,
and working with some state
agencies essentially is an
extension of his former
political roles.

“1 think my strong point
going in will be smoothing
the relationship of the
regents to the rest of state
government. There’s a lot of
tension there, some of it built
