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Nelson orders 
third probe oft 
bias charge^

ASU President J . Russell Nelson on Wednesday named 
Roxana C. Bacon, a Phoenix attorney, to investigate charges 
that former Affirmative Action Director Jackie Weatherby 
covered up a critical report about racial discrimination in the 
School of Social Work.

Bacon’s investigation also is to re-examine the original 
discrimination suit filed in 1987 by two social work 
professors, Paul Wong and John Michael Daley.

The idea of a third investigation, which follows a report 
done by former Affirmative Action investigator William 
MakahUahila that was critical of the school, and another, 
which Weatherby compiled that did not find discrimination, 
sparked cries of “stall tactics.”

“A third investigation is a waste of taxpayers’ money,” 
Wong said.

He added that “ to do another investigation and not do any 
‘action now’ is stalling.” ¡4 E _ B I m B

“Action Now” is Nelson’s plan to improve minority 
recruitm ent and retention a t the University. He introduced it 
earlier this summer, just a few days after the Arizona 
Hispanic Forum issued a demand for Nelson’s resignation

Nelson, who was in Tucson Wednesday meeting with 
several members of the Arizona Board of Regents, said in a 
press release: “ I  am initiating this investigation because the 
integrity of the Affirmative Action Office has been 
questioned.” He could not be readied for further comment

Arizona Hispanic leaders say they will meet with a lawyer 
Monday to work out the details of filing a lawsuit against the 
Arizona Board of Regents, charging that ASU and the 
university system have failed to meet minimum minority 
recruitm ent and retention standards.

The Arizona Hispanic Forum, which earlier this summer 
demanded the resignation of ASU President J . Russell 
Nelson, will meet with Susan Brown, a  lawyer for the San 
F rancisco-based M exican-A m erican Legal D efense 
Association, said forum spokesman Richard Zazueta.

“From all of our information and indications, we will file it 
as soon we get our facts together,” Zazueta said.

Nelson was out of town Wednesday and could not be 
reached for comment. But one of his aides, Larry Mankin, 
said ASU’s “Action Now” program, which seeks to bolster 
minority recruitm ent and retention, shows the University 
has “made progress in all areas of improving minority 
ratios.” '

“We need to move toward parity, no question about that,” 
he said.

The forum is compiling statistics that compare the number

of Arizona Hispanic high school graduates to the number of 
Hispanic college freshmen, Zazueta said. Early indications, 
he said, show that about S percent of Arizona Hispanic high

school graduates go on to college, whereas 80-85 percent of 
whites enroll in the state’s  university system.

Hispanics represent 18 perçoit of Arizona’s population.
While ASU is the focus of the lawsuit, Hispanic leaders 

from Tucson and Flagstaff also will meet with Brown to 
discuss minority recruitm ent and retention a t UofA and 
NAU.

Brown, who is working on a sim ilar lawsuit in Texas that 
was filed in December against that state’s board of regents, 
could not be reached for comment. It is expected that the 
Texas lawsuit will go to trial later this year. The League of 
United Latin American Citizens and student groups charge 
that the Texas Board of Regents have denied Hispanic high 
school students a “fair chance” for higher education.

The Texas suit asks for greater parity between the number 
of Hispanic high school graduates and the number of 
Hispanics in its universities.

Manuel Medina, president of the Arizona Chicano 
Coalition, which has several ongoing battles with ASU and 
Nelson, said his group will support the Arizona forum’s 
lawsuit.

“The system hasn’t been changing, and we want to do 
something legal about it,” Medina said.

Officials prepare for asbestos removal

As workers remove asbestos from Matthews Center as part 
of a  remodeling project, officials of Planning and 
Construction and the Department of Public Safety are 
preparing for the elimination of the cancer-causing 
insulation m aterial from University dormitories.

Technicians are determining the quantities, locations and 
types of asbestos in Manzanita and Sahuaro Halls, said 
Richard Lamb, head of asbestos abatement for DPS.

With the safety of a building’s inhabitants in mind, officials 
decide if they should seal off the asbestos or if they should use 
the more expensive procedure of replacing the substance

with another kind of insulation, said Jennus Burton, 
associate vice president for business affairs.

Lamb said that “residence halls are our first m ajor 
priority because of occupancy by students.”

Next on the asbestos inspection list are Mariposa, Qcotillo, 
Palo Verde E ast, Palo Verde Main and Palo Verde West 
Halls, as well as the Sigma Nu fraternity house, said Kris 
Tektiridis, who is managing asbestos abatem ent for 
Planning and Construction.

Workers remove asbestos from remodeling projects as it is 
discovered, Tektiridis said. This month, asbestos is being

The Last Temptation of Christ

It’s sacrilegious, blasphemous and anti-Christian.
It’s designed to outrage the Christian community and 

ensure that “individual Christians are hurt amioffended.”
This from Patrick Buchanan on the forthcoming film, The 

Last Temptation o f Christ.
And that’s  what happens when political pundits attem pt to 

review movies they haven’t seen.
Like P at Buchanan, 1’ye not seen the fmn, which m il not be 

released until September. But unlike P at, I’ve a t least read 
the book.

“The Last Temptation of Christ” is the masterwork of

Nikos Kaaftiitzakfa, the preeminent Greek w riter of the 20th 
century ami tiie author of “Zorba the Greek.”

“Last Temptation” is brilliantly conceived, andin no sense 
was w ritten to disparage the Christian faith. Kazantzakis 
was himself a Christian, and a  m an of, profound mind and 
spirit. His im a g in a tio n  knew no bouptis.

What he did was grapple with questions that any intelligent 
Christian with the least tut of imagination must ask, such as: 

“Did Christ know from birth that be was the Messiah, or 
did be come gradually to that realization?”

In “Last Temptation,” Kazantzakis takes the latter view. 
His Jesus slowly and with the greatest reluctance accepts his 
destiny, and then only after terrible pain and confusion. In 
describing the story of Jesus from the point of view of Jesus 
himself, Kazantzakis persuasively answers a question that 
must occur to any thougbtful person: “What was it like to be 
Christ?”

Now that the bode has become a film, the most 
controversial part is the “sex scene” between Jesus and 
Mary Magdalene if- which is actually a sort of hallucination 
Jesus sees while on the cross. In other words, it never really 
happens — an im portant point to bear in mind.

One may or may not agree with tiie appropriateness of 
attributing such human Weakness to Jesus, but anyone who 
has read tiie book will a t least understand why Kazantzakis 
did w haibtrd id^

T h e n  w h y ?
Near the end of the book, Jesus is in agony on the cross. At 

the height of ins suffering, Satan, io the form of an angel, 
tempts him  for the last time. Satan offers Jesus a  vision of 
what he might yet have: a normal, happy life. Jesus sees 
himself falling in love with and m arrying'M ary Magdalene 
and, yes, taking her to bed. He sees himself as a prosperous,

happily m arried man with many children, then as a revered 
oldm an with grandchildren on Ins knee.

Ali he has to do is renounce his mission of salvation—now, 
while suffering unbearable pain — and it’s all his: the 
happiness and peace of mind that have eluded him all his life.

But he refuses. Mankind is saved.
That is the message of the book. We will have to wait to see 

if the film preserves that message. Personally, I make it a 
point never to review a movie until after I ’ve seen it.

But as for the clamour and demands for censorship coming 
fnun all those other people who haven’t seen the film, there 
are some very, simple tiruths that apply. ~ p?--.-

If you are a Christian and feel you’ll be offended by a sex

scene involving Jesus Christ, you have one v e r y  simple 
option: to not see The Last Temptation o f Christ.

But 
don’t  goto see Last Temptation anticipating a bedroom scene 
with Jesus and Mary Magdalene, and then stomp out of the 
theatre finning with indignation becauoeypusaw a  Bedroom

George Bush is having trouble picking a 
running m ate, they say. He is also having 
trouble with his “California strategy’’ — the 
Western anchor of his m aster plan for 
winning the November election.

These things are symbiotically linked; at 
least for now, because Bush cannot win the 
election if he loses California, and he cannot 
win California if he picks the wrong running 
m ate, which he is alm ost certain to do.

There are rumors in Republican circles 
that George has lost his grip: That he is 
wandering around in funk, spending most of 
his time grappling helplessly with the idea 
that his “real opponent” in November will 
be Jesse Jackson instead of Michael 
Dukakis.

There is a  splinter of truth in this, but the 
only way it can take on any weight is if Bush 
persists in his paranoid delusion and steps 
up his attacks to a point where he starts 
sounding like an old-time race-baiter and 
creates a huge backlash vote among neo­
political blacks who would not normally 
vote for anybody except Jesse, and not even 
for him unless he comes under serious 
attack.

This will probably not happen. Bush has 
enough trouble to cope with in November 
without picking a  dunce-dumb fight with 
Jesse Jackson. Dukakis could probably beat 
him even without a running m ate, and he is 
going to beat him anyway if George can’t

win Texas, Florida, New York, Illinois and 
California.

He will need at least three of those . . .  
And so will Dukakis, for that m atter; but 
right now Dukakis is leading in all five of 
them, according to polls taken in the wake of 
the Democratic convention.

That is normal. The only man in America 
who couldn’t gain 10 points in politics after 
dominating nation-wide TV in prim e time 
for five straight days is Ed Meese. A big 
jum p in the polls always follows a 
nominating convention. It is a m atter of 
name recognition, for good or ill.

Jimmy Carter came out of his August 1976 
convention with a lead of 39 percentage 
points over Gerald Ford but when the deal 
went down in November, it was so close that 
Jim my’s pollster, P at Caddell, tried to sew 
himself into a rubber bag on election night. 
A night watchman found him struggling in a 
darkened pool area near W arren Beatty’s 
suite in the Beverly Wilshire hotel in L.A. 
and called the paramedics . . .

The m atter was hushed up, but Caddell’s 
n igh tm are w as hideously re a l: His 
candidate had squandered a 39-point lead in 
eight weeks and finally squeaked through by 
only two points.

“It was horrible,” Caddell said when I 
talked to him on the phone the other night. 
“No politician in history had ever blown a 
lead that big — not even Caligula.”

' • •
There was a wavering in his voice when he 

talked about it. “You think you know 
te rm '?” he said. “Wait until you lose five 
points a day for eight straight weeks. There 
were nights when I prayed for the feel of. a 
balck mamba snake crawling up my leg 
while I slept.”.

“ I know the feeling,” I said. “Like being 
inside the Challenger when it blew up and 
curled into the final plunge of eight miles, 
with the cabin tem perature a t 800.”

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Overcoming disadvantage: A playbook for George Bush

Where was George Bush?
As this question echoed through the D em ocratic 

Convention, squeals of delight could be heard from those 
Democrats who were tired of being laughed at by haughty 
Republicans.

But the Democrats’ tenacity did not stop there. House 
Majority Whip Tony Coelho insinuated that Bush took 
Treasury Secretary Jam es Baker fishing with him “in case 
George is too squeamish to bait his own hook.”

This was not the splintered, frightened party that we saw in 
1984. These Democrats were borderline obnoxious in their 
collective lust for control over 1600 Pennsylvania Ave. Still 
sm arting from the liberal apocalypse of four years ago, the 
delegates a t the convention saw the Republican’s jugular — 
and lunged.

As attention shifts to the Republican convention later this 
month, the GOP finite itself facing an opponent that it hasn’t 
seen for quite some time, a united, hungry Democratic party. 
In order to face this challenge effectively, the Republicans 
are going to have to answer a question even more important 
than the question posed by the Democrats.

Whp is George Bush?
The R epublicans, particu larly  George Bush, are

undergoing a serious identity crisis. In the twilight of tine 
Reagan era, two George. Bush’s have emerged. One who 
stood behind Ronald Reagan firmly through thick and thin 
because where Bush comes from “loyalty is a virtue,” and 
the other who has refused to associate himself with Reagan’s 
policy toward Noriega, thevIran/Contra affair, proposals to 
cut Social Security and Medicare, and other popularly noted 
issues.

To account for this seeming disparity, critics and much of 
the media have created the so-called “wimp factor.” The 
analysis goes something like th is: Bush is afraid to challenge 
Reagan too openly but he is also afraid to be accountable to 
the public for Reagan’s mistakes.

Although an analysis such as this makes for some good 
m aterial for Johnny Carson, it mis perceives the true 
problem that George Bush faces. Bush is not a “wimp.” In 
fact his 1980 campaign against Ronald Reagan was notable 
more for its aggressiveness than anything else (thus the 
“voodoo economics” slam  that has haunted Bush for eight 
years).

Actually, the seemingly schizophrenic nature of George 
Bush is derived prim arily from the distinctively different 
demands that are being placed on him by the GOP, The 
bright glow that came to the faces of Republicans when they 
discussed Ronald Reagan has dimmed considerably in the 
last couple of years and signs of disunity within their ranks 
has become more apparent.

Consequently, the hard right-wing of the party is looking to 
pressure Bush into rectifying some of the areas in which they 
feel betrayed by Reagan, such as the Intermediate Nuclear 
Forces treaty, a t the same time that moderate Republicans 
are trying to soften the GOP stance toward such things as 
m ilitary spending and m ilitary intervention abroad.

The simple truth is that Bush lacks the invigorating 
charism a that enabled Ronald Reagan to unite the factions of 
the party. Absent that, the vice president has attem pted to - 
walk a fine line between the two groups — attem pting to 
please everyone, and failing.

In short, George, its time to take a stand.
Regardless of the truth of the statem ent, people seem to 

feel that they know Mike Dukakis better than George Bush. 
Bush seems to be a well-groomed elitist candidate (which is 
in fact true) while Dukakis appears as a second generation 
Greek immigrant Horatio Alger type of candidate (which is 
only partiallytrue).

Bush’s first real chance to overcome his perceived 
disadvantage will be his choice of running mate. Should he 
choose Jack Kemp, as many are currently discussing, he will 
align himself much more with the hard right never-trust-a- 
commie Republicans. A more moderate running m ate will go 
far to enhance Bush’s appeal as a more moderate candidate 
and will likely increase Bush’s chances of winning in 
November.

But the most significant opportunity for a clarification of 
Bush’s image with the public shall come in the convention 
itself. Now that conventions play a much sm aller part in 
actually deciding who the candidate shall be, their prim ary 
function has become public displays of unity for the benefit of 
the viewing public. Bush desperately needs to use this time to 
clearly define his image in the minds of American voters.

If Bush is going to win he needs to do more than just paint 
Dukakis as a liberal (though that would certainly help). He is 
going to have to strongly espouse a solid position that can 
help the public view him as more than just a vice president.

Of course, he also has to win California.

ASU legal counsel Bruce Meyerson said 
Bacon is to “call it as she sees it, and let the 
chips fall where they may. She’s going to do 
this im partially and objectively.”

Daley, however, said Bacon’s hiring 
exemplifies the hands-off approach the 
University’s adm inistration is using to deal 
with the discrimination su it

“Another investigation continues the 
pattern of denial and delay,” said Daley, a 
former acting dean of th e  School of Social 
Work. “ I’m disappointed it has taken the 
president 12 months to pay attention to what 
has been brought to his attention by myself, 
professor Wong and members of the 
community.

“ I c a n ’t ex p la in  th e  p re s id e n t’s 
indecisiveness.”

Bacon, 44, who works for Phoenix law 
firm  B ryan , C aves, M cP heeters & 
M cR oberts as an  em ploym ent and 
immigration law specialist, also is an 
adjunct professor in ASU’s College of Law.

Bacon was en route to Phoenix from St. 
Louis Wednesday and could not be reached 
for comment. Her report, for which she’ll be 
paid about $10,000, is due Sept 15.

Manuel Medina, president of the Arizona 
Chicano Coalition, which has been trying to 
convince Nelson for several months to 
release the Makahilahila report, said a  third 
investigation now makes the president the

focus of criticism , since “a comprehensive 
report already exists.”

M akahilahila’s report cited a distinct 
“chilling effect” of discrimination in the 
School of Social Work. M akahilahila’s 
report has not been publicly released, and it 
was replaced by Weatherby’s softer report. 
W eatherby has sa id  M akah ilah ila’s 
investigation was a “working document” 
and contained factual errors.

“ I think Nelsonlis basically incompetent,” 
Medina said. “My sense is that he (Nelson) 
has not wanted to deal with hard issues, and 
he’s gotten some bad advice. This is really 
easy to resolve.”

Meanwhile, Sen. Pete Rios, D-Hayden, 
and state Rep. E arl Wilcox, D-Phoenix, are 
scheduled to meet with the embattled 
Nelson Friday to urge the president to 
release M akahilahila’s report.

Rios says he is approaching the meeting 
in a  “friendly” manner.

Weatherby, meanwhile, has left ASU’s 
Affirmative Action office and will become 
director of personnel a t ASU West on Aug. 
15, when she returns from a vacation. She 
was Affirmative Action director for five 
years. Weatherby called her reassignment, 
which has been in the works for several 
weeks, a “lateral move.”

An acting director will be named within a 
few days, according to Nelson aide Larry 
Mankin. -

This ASU Alum ni A ssociation govferning board 
unanimously passed a resolution last weekend urging the 
University adm inistration to hold open hearings on Hie issues 
of Campus expansion and the preservation of historic 
buildings, ’ * '

Alumni President Gary Nelson said the board, meeting in 
Sedeña on Sunday, recognized the importance of “urging Hie 
adm inistration to get input on a  topic that is obviously Of 
concern to many students and alumni.”

Some Student leaders have called upon Hie University’s 
Design Review Board, a  committee which formulates 
campus expansion policy, to get student input before it 
makes a final decision to remove historic ASU buildings like 
West Hall (currenüy slated for destruction to make way for 
HaydenUibrary expansion).

The resolution represents the Hurd effort toobtain Hie open 
h earin g  by campus preservationist students who are 
concerned about the impending destruction of older ASU 
buildings.

The Associated Students Senate unanimously passed a 
resolution last spring calling for the hearings, and 88 percent 
of the student body voted support for the preservaHon of 
historic buildings in an April ASASU elecUon.

Student Regent Patrick McWhortor, an ASU graduate 
student, called the alumni resolution “another posiHve step, 
and a sign that a lot of people don’t want to see ASU’s

historical institutions destroyed.”
ASASU President John Fees, who represented the students 

a t the board meeting, said the passage, of Hie resolution 
indicates “a  real intent upon thq part of alumni to support 
students and work with them a t Hie University.” Sm gm  

ASU President J . Russell Nelson, who will make the final 
decision regarding any open DRB hearings, could not be 
reached for comment this week.

M cW hortor, a long-tim e advocate of W est HaTT 
preservation who first {»resented the resolution to the board, 
also praised a  proposal by Fees that calls upon Nelson to 
appoint s  student representative to the DRB.

“Students have a  stake in how this campus grows, and are 
just as worthy of representation as any other sector of ASU,” 
McWhorter «lid.

College of Architecture and Environmental Design Dean 
John Meunier, a member of DRB, said he agrees “in 
principle” with including students in the campus decision­
making process, but deferred to Nelson’s authority to choose 
DRB members. - ,-~

“ I don’t know whether (Nelson) would feel that 
architecture students, or any students, would have the 
proper leirel of expertise to serve on the board,” Meunier 
said.

“I do know the president feels strongly that the board does 
not exist to represent campus constituencies, but to make 
informed, knowlegeable decisions.”

being remodeled for Disabled Student Resources, she said.
The Legislature allows toe University toobtain as much as 

$3.3 million in bonding over the next four to five months to 
remove asbestos as it is detected, Burton said.

Although officials know that the Anthropology building 
contains asbestos, its removal is a “lower priority” because 
toe substance is in storage areas, instead of to [daces where a 
lot of people come into contact with it, Lamb said.

A proposal toinspect a  utility tunnel that “runs, all over 
campus” is underway, Tektiridis said.

No University structures other than those mentioned above 
present asbestos-related dangers, Lamb said. 1

But all 80 campus buildings containing asbestos undergo 
inspections a t least once a year, he said.

Only if m aterials containing asbestos become damaged 
can the substance harm  people, said Dr. Monty Roth,

d ire ti^  of Student Health. , J t j ' s d
As a result, building prone to deterioration, like those 

containing laboratories, .receive more detailed and more 
frequent inspections than do buildings less likely to 
deteriorate, such as the Social Sciences building, Lamb said.

While infrequent exposure to asbestos is not usually 
harmful, prolonged inhalation causes pulmonary damage, 
Roth said.

“There would be an ongoing possibility of exposure for 
people using buildings (containing asbestos),” be said. 
“Whether that would translate into (lung damage) is related 
to how long they are in the building and how good the 
ventilation is.”

Most asbestos-related lung cancer victims regularly 
handled asbestos during construction jobs before anyone 
knew the risks involved with toe substance, Roth said. 
Today, most construction workers avoid such harm  by 
wearing protective gear, he said.

John Michael Daley, who was the school’s acting dean 
when McClure was hired and is now one of five professors 
who have filed discrimination suits against the school, called 
Gamer “one hell of a recruiter.”

“She had this big network developed. Every year I would 
walk in class and there would be two or three Chicano 
students sitting there,” he said.

Manuel Medina, president of the Arizona Chicano 
Coalition, said G am er’s reputation in the Hispanic 
community was well-known.

“She has a lot of integrity. People just trust her in our 
community,” he said.

Gam er said she expressed her concern about her shrinking 
responsibilities to McClure.

“Everyone knew her because she was the key person in 
minority recruitm ent. When We lost her, the whole minority 
recruitm ent and retention program was dismantled,” Wong 
said.

"The Dirty Dancing Concert Tour”: la It a take off from the 
movie, or an original performance?

Singer Bill Medley, formerly of The Righteous Brothers 
and lately of the “Dirty Dancing Concert Tour,” describes 
the faces he sees m the audience: kids in concert sweats, 
wearing too much lip gloss and eyeliner, and older folks, who 
m ight’ve experimented with lip gloss back in 1964, when 
“You’ve Lost That Lovin’ Feeling,” his Righteous Brothers 
hit, first came out.

That strange amalgamation, that cross-breed, twist on 
popular m usical taste, still has Medley a bit perplexed, and 
m ore than a bit amused.

That’s part of the reason he says he enjoys doing ‘"The 
Dirty Dancing Tour.” And part of the reason he says it 
works.

Despite having a number one hit single from the film 
“Dirty Dancing” to croon — “ (I’ve Had) The Time Of My 
Life” — and an Oscar, grammy and Golden Globe award for 
that song, Medley says the varied audiences turning out to 
support his success have made it complete.

“You have the adults that have lived their life with you, 
and they’re  just looking up on that stage and reliving a lot of 
their childhood. You can see it in their eyes,” he says.

“When I do ‘Lovin’ Feeling,’ they feel real proud that this is 
theirs.”

Conversely, die younger crowd, adds a new dem ent to the 
show. “It’s wonderful to perform to die kids,” he says. “They 
see this guy they’ve seen on MTV, or Video Hits One, and 
hear th is song they been singing all year long. It’s this 
wonderful trip .” r

As the main attraction for die “Dirty Dancing Tour,” a 
novel concept designed-to re-create die film’s hit noir,
Medley defends the position that die show is a wonderful time 
trip  for the audience, and not a coattail performance from 
dm film.

The show, which features Medley and singers Merry 
Clayton, E ric Carmen and the Contours doing original music

from the film, and has “The Original Dirty Dancers” doing 
back-up gyrations, has been labeled a contrived, if somewhat 
entertaining fare, in reviews.

It’S also been criticized as playing off the monster success 
of die film — thrown together because fans were aching for 
more “Dirty Dancing’ ’ and would pay concert prices to get it.

In one respect that seems correct: Fans of the film are 
coming out to see the dancers and singers replay scenes from 
them ovie.

Medley says it was only when he was convinced the tour

would be original that he signed up to sing.
“At first I was pretty cool to the idea, until they kept 

workin’ on it and workin’ on it and workin’ on it,” he says.
“I was concerned it was gonna be, you know, like a real 

'hit- and-miss make-some-money’ kind of thing. But after I 
saw what they really were going to do, then I got excited 
about doin’ it.”

He also dismisses the “hokeyness” brand. “ I don’t think 
it’s  corny, fin* what it is,” he says.

“I think if they were trying to do a Led Zeppelin show, I 
would say that’s pretty corny. But as a ‘Dirty Dancing’ show,
I think it’s  right on the money.”

For his 20-minute set, Medley emphasizes m aterial from 
the movie. He only does one Righteous Brothers tune, 

Lost That Lovin’ Feeling,” in keeping with the 
general tour philosophy: These are solo acts, but remember 

the marquee.
our songs, two of mine are ‘Dirty Dancing’ 

tunes, and then there’s ‘Lovin’ Feeling’ and my opener (a 
’90s rock ’n’ roll medly). We’re  trying to stay as close to it as 
possible.”

That sentiment jibes with his career philosophy. Despite 
the fact that he and fellow “Brother” Bobby Hatfield still 
perform together infrequently, and that “You’ve Lost That 1 
Lovin’ Feeling” got a new lease from the film “Top Gun,” 
Medley says he doesn’t  want to simply relive the past.

“I’m trying to stay in the ’80s a t this pun t,” he says. At 
some tim e, however, he intends to sit back and soak up the 
glow from Oscar, et al.

The other 
application involved light going up. The young engineer told 
him self that here was where he wanted to come. This place 
would change the world. ”

The place: A Soviet base designed to perfect and utilize 
“Bright S tar,” the Soviet version of what the Reagan era has 
deemed “Star W ars.” The young engineer Morozov is but one 
in a cast of intricately-defined spies and m ilitary officials — 
all created from the brilliant “imagination” of Tom CTancy 
foe his latest novel, “The Cardinal of the Kremlin.”

The term  im agination is used speculatively, not as an 
insult to Mr. Clancy’s creative abilities. He has proven his 
competency with three previous best sellers: “The Hunt For 
Red (fotober,î ^ | l  8torm  Rising” and “The Patriot 
Game.”

Rather, speculation is added because he seems a t times too 
r ompetonf , too knowledgeable of his subject. He leaves the 
reader actually wondering if h e i s  reading a novel or a 
detailed account of real-life events.

Therein lies his success, and the reason “The Cardinal of 
the Kremlin” will follow directly in its predecessors’ 
footsteps.

The actual plot of the novel revolves around the race 
between the United States and the Soviet Union to complete 
and employ their individual strategic defense initiatives. Not 
only has Claney chosen a pertinent topic fur his latest work, 
but he has also chosen one with immense possibility for the 
most complex and intriguing setting for espionage and 
suspense.

Throughout the first few chapters the reader is introduced 
to one well-defined character after another. There is an 
Afghan rebel known as “The Archer,” for his incredible 
ability to {duck Soviet aircraft from tbe sky. There is Dr. 
Jack Ryan, who is gradually introduced to the most top 
secret information in CIA headquarters. And then, of course, 
there is the Cardinal — the CIA’s link to the most sensitive 
information passing through the Kremlin.

As Clancy walks the reader through each character’s 
unique personality and mission, he subtly weaves them 
together and draws his audience deep inside an almost 
hypnotic plot. But Clancy has not created just an average 
“spy thriller.”

“Cardinal” is not a  novel one can simply pickup and tip-toe 
through. More than anything, it is a challenge which calls 
upon the reader’s committment and lust for both thrilling 
and intelligent literature.^ s l n i  jgRn

V e r y  l i t t l e  i s  l e f t  
unexplained, no m atter if the 
subject be the personal 
history of a character or the 
complex scientific body of an 
SDI operation. In  fact, 
Clancy takes the reader on a 
jo u rn ey  th ro u g h  l a s e r  
technology and physics, 
carefully* b r in g in g  an  
u n d e r s ta n d in g  of SDI 
mechanics to life before the 
reader's eyes.

Such accuracy may leave 
the reader wondering how 
m udi of this is “fiction” and 
on what does the author 
found such accuracy.

N o t t h a t  t h e r e  a r e  
accusations to be made, but 
one can’t help but wonder if 
Clancy is merely a writer 
w i t h  a p a s s i o n  f o r  
international espionage. Or 
is it possible one might find 
his name in a  file stashed 
somewhere in the computer 
maze at Langley . that’s 
how well he does h is 
homework.

So despite his attention to 
seem ingly  in t im ida ting  
techno-scien tif ic  lingo, 
Clancy: still controls the 
reader, enticing even the 
most un-scientific mind to 
turn each page, thirsty for 
more. His bait is strong, with 
v ita l ch a rac te rs  and a 
legitimately tantalizing plot.

“B u sin ess w as being  
conducted. A ll kinds o f 
business. Everyone knew it. 
Everyone there needed it. 
And ye t everyone there was 
in one w ay or another 
dedicated to stopping it. For 
every person there in St. 
George Hall o f the Great 
KrémUn Palace, the dualism  
was a normal part of life. ”

Clancy’s readers may 
suspect tee dualism of his 
accuracy and his fiction. But 
tee trote is everyone who 
accepts tee challenge of 
“ T h e1 C a rd in a l  of th e  
Kremlin” will undoubtedly 
become “a  part of it.” And,, 
fiction or fact, it’s  sure to 
keep you up a t night with 
questions about the future 
an d  v is ions  of s e c r e t  
m issions and delicious 
espionage. . .
