$207 million in plans

The Arizona Board of Regents’ resour-
ces committee approved a five-year capi-
talimprovementplan Thursday thatcalls
for ASU to spend,about$207 million begin-
ning in 1990for new buildings and building
improvements.

The plan, compiled by University and
regents staff members, will be presented
totheboardatits Septembermeeting next
week in Flagstaff. The plan also allocates
spending about $84 million at ASU West,
$280million at the UofA and $76 million at

UofA’s amount is much higher than
ASU’s because the Tucson university is
expecting greater funding through gifts
and grants, said Robert B. Williams, the
regents’ associate director for capital de-
velopment and human resources.

Eight ASU projects targeted in the
report for 1990 have received conceptual
approval from the regents, William s said.

The ASU projects, which will cost about
$60 million, include a Music Building
expansion, the Goldwater Center for
Science and Engineering, asbestos abate-
ment, residence hall fire alarms, fire
alarm systems, parking structures and
University Club renovations.

Williams said the money allocated for
the other four years will come from funds
the University expects to receive in the
future.

“There’s no money at this time,” he
said.

The plandesignates about$94million for
1991, $16 million for 1992, $21 million for
1993 and $15 million for 1994.

The 1991 projects include an Applied
Science Center, a Liberal Arts Building,
classroom renovations, an Information

Resources Management Building, a Uni-
versity Golf Clubhouse, a College of Law
Library Building, .a Physical Science
Complex, residence life expansion, Uni-
versity key security system and continued
Hayden Library expansion.

Four projects are planned between 1992
and 1994. They include laboratory animal
care and automaticfire sprinklers, a Fine
Arts Complex and a new Academic Servi-
ces Building.

Monies for funding the five-year plan
willcome from five sources. Twenty-three
million dollars will come from the general -
fund authority, $123million from academ-
ic bond authority, $25 million from auxi-
lary bond authority, $25 million from fed-
eral funds and $11 million from gifts and
grants.

Thegeneral fund is appropriated by the
legislature, while academic bond author-
ity is paid by tuition and fees.

The auxiliary bond authority is paid by
fees from sources such as residence life
hails and parking, and federal funds come
from governmentgrants.

Gifts and grants come from private con-
tributions or state funds.

The legislature must approve all Uni-
versity funding.

“Not only does the legislature approve
general funding money, but it also holds
the string in authorizing the regents to sell
bonds,” he said.

Legislative candidates address student issues at forum

Twenty-two Arizonalegislative candidates had achance

Thursdayto havetheirsay atASU, and allbutfourofthem
they supported voting powerfor the studentrepresen-
tative to the Arizona Board of Regents.

In a political forum sponsored by Associated Students
PoliticalUnion, the 13candidatesfor House seats and nine
Senate candidates had three minutes each to tell about 150
onlookers their views on the student regent, university
equity funding and the Arizona Financial Aid Trust pro-
gram (AFAT).

The candidates will face voters in a Sept. 13primary.

The forum was split into two sessions, one for House
candidates and the other for Senate candidates.

When ASASU Executive President John Fees asked the
Housecandidates to raise their handsif they would support
a bill giving the studentregentvoting power, all butthree
liftted their arms.

The three were Marilyn Hawker, R-District 21; incum-
bent Bev Harmon, R-District 27, whose district includes
ASU; and incumbent Don Strauch, R-DIlstrict 29.

The governor appoints a studentregent each year from
one of the three state universities. This year’s regent is
ASU student Patrick McW horter, which means the Uni-
versity will not have another studentregent on the board

Shipyard, steel workers
end strikes in Poland

GDANSK, Poland (AP) — Shipyard and steel workers
ended strikes Thursday, and Lech Walesa urged others to halt
Poland’s worst labor turmoil In seven years now that the
government has agreed to discuss Solidarity’s future.

A Solidarity spokesman said the walkoutat die July Mani-
festo mine, where the nationwide strike wave began more
than two weeks ago, appeared to be nearing an end,

Butby Thursday night, Walesa failed to convince striking
busanddockworkersintheBaltic portofSzczecin toend their
strike, and die strike committee decided to press for settle-
ment of their local issues, said the spokesman, Arkadiusz
Rybickl.

Walesa met with ranking officials Wednesday for the first
time in six years and the government agreed to discuss the
outlawed union and other issues. Restoring Solidarity’s legal
status was the main demand of the strikers.

Workers at the Stalowa Wola steel mill in southern Poland
began leaving the plantat 7 p.m. after receiving a telephone
appealfrom Walesa and a messagefrom theRoman Catholic
episcopate, a strike committee spokeswoman said.

At least 3,000 strikers were in the Lenin shipyard, where
Walesaworksasanelectrician, includingworkers from other
yards in this Baltic port They hoisted Solidarity banners as

Hotel in South Africa rocked
by bomb; 2 people killed

WINDHOEK, South-WestAfrica (AP) - A bomb exploded
Thursday evening in a downtown hotel patronized by blacks
and set it ablaze, killing two people and wounding 15, police
reported,

A mineexploded 90 minutes later on a railroad line about a
mile from the three-story hotel, slightly wounding two more
people, said officials at the Windhoek State Hospital.

The explosions occurred on the day the South-West Africa
People’s Organization said it would begin a voluntary cease-
fire. SWAPO has fought a long guerrilla war against South
African control of the territory, also known as Namibia.

South Africa’s government-run broadcasting network said
an anonymous telephonecaller claimed responsibilityfor the
hotel bombingon behalfof SWAPO. Theguerrilla group nor-
mally attacks military targets or white residential or shop-
ping areas.

Louis Pienaar, the territorial administrator appointed by
South Africa, blamed SWAPO and accused itofviolating the

Helicopter crash in California
leaves 6 crew members dead

BARSTOW, Calif. (AP) — A California Air National
Guard helicopter crashed in a Mojave Desert mountain
range Thursday, killing all six people aboard, authorities
said. .V

The crew of the H-3 helicopter was made up of four
Guardsmen and two Air Force personnel from George Air
Force Base, said Sgt. 1stClass Cgrolyii Hamilton, spokes-
woman at National Guard headquarters in Sacramento.

The helicopter was from the 129th Air Rescue and Rec-
overy Group based at Moffett Naval Air Station at Moun-
tain View. It was participating In a training exercise at
George when it went down at 10:55 a.m ., Hamilton said.

The bodieswerediscovered by arescue team, said Capt.
Kent Knight of the California Highway Patrol, which dis-
patched a helicopter to the scene.

The crash occurred about 18 miles southeastofBarstow
in the Cinder Cone region of the Rodman Mountains, said
San Bernardino County sheriffs spokesman Jim Bryant.

CaliforniaHighwayPatrolFlightO fficer Ken Davis, one
ofthosewho flew to the scene, said the helicopter struck a
ridge in the mountain range.

ASU’sshortage of nearly 2,500 parking spaces should be
alleviated by this time next year when two more parking
structures should be completed.

Currently, 13,680 parking spaces accomodate 27,000
decal holders.

Palm Springs, adesert town in California, has done just
thatand has been steadily cooling off since the mid-1970s,
said Robert Balling, director of the ASU Laboratory of
Climatology in the geography department.

“Phoenixis going in the opposite direction,” he added.
“It’s getting hotter and hotter.”

A study by Balling and co-researcher Nina Lolk has
shown thattemperature changes in Palm Springs have to
dowith land use, specifically, the construction ofmoreand
more golf courses.

“Thesuncandooneoftwo things,” Balling said. “ It can
heatupthegroundorevaporatewater’’ and cause cooling.

Before the 1970s, Palm Springs was surrounded by
desert and temperatures gradually increased, Balling
said. But as golf courses were built, temperatures de-
creased because of increased irrigation water on them.

Ontheotherband, Phoenix hasreplaced its agricultural
land with buildings and concrete.

Candidate reaction bodes well for student regent vote

Whatdoyou getwhenyou put22politicians, allofthem In
frantic heat for public office, In a room for two hours to
speak to a group of concerned citizens?

Fertilizer, of course.

But if you attended the forum with Arizona legislative
hopefulsinthe MU Thursday, yougota little more than the
normalcampaign rhetoric. You also got something thatis
difficult to obtain from politicians in any environmentor
context — commitmenton issues of student concern. And
you got a look at the heroes and villains on the Sept. 13
primary slate.

The mostencouraging thingtocomeoutofthe forum was
the overwhelming support expressed for the concept of
granting the student representative to the Board of
Regents full voting privileges. The studentregent vote Is
oneofthethreebig studentissuesbeingadvanced by “ Stu-
dents Are Voting Everywhere in 1988 (SAVE ’'88),” the
voter-registration and information program backed by
Associated Students, andit’sstarting tolook like agood bet
to make it through the legislature next spring.

Eightofthe nineSenate candidates and 100fthe 13House
ofRepresentative candidates presentsaid they would vote
forabilltoenfranchise thestudentregent, with District27
(Tempe) incumbentrepresentative Jenny Norton offering
to sponsor the bill and “ shepherd it along.”

Andwhen the Housecandidateswere asked to raise their
handsiftheywouldvote for the bn,thecandidateswhodid
so committed themselves to pursuing the all-important
measure—whichwould finally give students an actual say
in vital Issues such as tution increases.

The momentthe shuttersnapped on the picture ofcandi-
dates with their hands In the air, SAVE '88 had achieved a

letters

primary goal. By committing themselves to the Issue, the
candidates gave student leaders a load ofleverage for the
spring when they can go to the new legislators and say:
"You promised this during the election, now it's time to

deliver.”
AH of which is contingent, of course, on the legislators

who supportstudentissueswinningtheelection whichlIn
turn depends on how many of you make it to the polls and
vote for those candidates.

And clearly, there are a few candidates who didn’t give
students much reason to check their names on election
day.

Bev Hermon, also a District 27 incumbent representa-
tive, came up with the bestidea of the morning — to have
state legislators and students meet in a forum once a
semester — butfumbled when she declined to supportthe
studentregentvote issue. Hermon reasoned that since the
board ofregentsisalready loaded with U ofA patrons, plac-
ing a UofA student vote on the board every three years
would further tip the balance in favor of the Wildcats.

Hermon failed to note that the student regentis more a
representativeoftheSTUDENTS thanofhisorherrespec-
tive school. Carefulselection ofthestudentby gubernator-
ial appointment and legislative confirmation ensures that
the student regent is not someone who will unfairly place
the interests of his schoolabove all else. Besides, the posi-
tion rotates every year, and all three schools will have an
opportunity to equal things out.

Bill Valentic, District 27 Senate candidate, attacked the
student regent vote too, claiming the studentrepresenta-
tive doesn’t have enough time (a year) on the board to get
acclamated and cast intelligent, responsible votes.

Following that argument to its conclusion, Valentic (in
the unlikely event he should be elected to the Senate),
should be prohibited from voting for at least a year while
he learns the system and procedures of the legislature.
Come to think of it, thatmight notbe a bad idea.

Marilyn Hawker, District 21 House hopeful, and District
29Housecandidate Don Strauch alsorefused to supportthe
studentregentvote.

Tempe bookstore supports literary
talentin sales and poetry readings

When Changing Hands bookstore
finished their second expansion in April of
1983 to Include a cellar space for used
books, alineofemployees and community
members formed to pass stock down from
the second floor.

“When we finished with that, we had a
human chain, a snake dance, all around
the store singing African chants,”’ said
Bobby Sommer, alongtime memberofthe
enterprise.

The eclectic establishmentat414S. Mill
Ave. is somewhat of a Tempe landmark-
in-the-making and an oasis for, literature
lovers of all strains.

The latteris evidentwith aquick glance
over the stacks; books on Eastern mysti-
cism and Jack Nicholson reading “How
theCamelGotHisHumps'' ontapesitpla-
cidly amidst Bukowski, Hemingway and
Tolstoy.

Communitypoetry readlngsare held on
the firstFriday nightofevery month a ft«
closing time at nine.

The informal readings are open to any-
one who wants to read their own work or
simply wants to listen. According to
Sommer, the readings usually attract
between 10 and 25 people.

Criticism is given if requested and dis-
cussion follows. Authors such as Edward
Abbey have-joined the group from time to
time.

The real characteristic that separates
Changing Hands from most “convent-
ional’’ bookstores, and one that Sommer
stresses, Is its orientation toward area
residents.

Books are selected carefully with aneye
focused on quality.

*Firstofall, we have five different buy-
era with different tastes. Second, we try to
be real responsive to the needs of the cus-
tomers.” said Sommer.

He told a story Inwhich the motherofan
employee called and asked the store to
stock “ Adult Children of Alcoholics.”

Despite their reservations — “We
thought it was just going to sit on
shelf,* Sommer said — five copies were
ordered. And they sold before
arrived.

As were five more and five more and
evena hundred.

Sommer said, “Now we keepitperman-
ently stocked, alongwith a wholerange of
books on alcoholiam and drug addiction;
it'soneofthe mostpopularsections here.

Changing Hands will keep books on the
shelves that aren’t selling, unlike the
chains. Bestsellers on racks In
markets don’'t make it here until
off those racks, Sommer said,

ASU’s creative writers are well-
represented by Alberto Rios, Al, Ron Carl-
son, Mark Harris, Norman Pubie and
Jeannine Savard.

The store has a small reading room
stockedwith awatercooler, herbaltea and
benches and three floors of books. Alto-
gether there is 3,000 square feet of space.

This Is quite a switch from the early
years at9 E. Fifth St., where Anna’s Cafe
now lies.

The store was ironically founded ON
AprilFool'sDay in 1974by Tom Brodersen
and Gayle Shanks; Sommer served,as a
consultant. “Wehad halfthespaceAnna's
has now — and Anna’s Is pretty small,”
said Sommer.

“We used our bathroom as a storage
space, with shelves up to the ceiling
used somebody else’s bathrooi
Sommer recalled with a smile.

When the store moved to Its present
location on a steamy August nightin 1978,
the books,were passedacross M illAvenue
and up the street by friends.

Hence the name symbolizing both com -
munity bondsaswellasthe hugecollection
of quality used tomes that go from owner

NEW YORK (AP) — He was the spiritual father of,
American folk music, an artist with a social conciousness
vho captured the hopes, dreams, joys and sorrows of a
lation in such political anthems and protestsongsas "This
,<and Is Your Land.”

His name was Woody Guthrie, and he inspired genera-
ionsofsingers andcomposers, includingPete Seeger, Bob |
Dylan and his son, Arlo Guthrie.

Butif Guthrie was the spiritualdaddy offolk music, then
,eadbelly (Huddle Ledbetter) was its granddaddy.

The two heroes who carved a music for the common
people are celebrated on a new album, “Folkways: A
Vision Shared,” subtitled “ ATribute to Woody Guthrieand |
,eadbelly.”

The album, the brainchild of Bob Dylan, feature* per-
ormancesofGuthrieandLeadbelly’swork by such artists
is Dylan, Seeger, Bruce Springsteen, Arlo Guthrie, U2,
jttle Richard, John Cougar Mellencamp, W illie Nelson,
iweetHoneyintheRock, EmmylouHarrisand Taj Mahal.

Wyche created some of his own prob-
lems lastyear.

The
handoff was fumbled, setting up a Joe
Montana-to-Jerry Rice touchdown pass
with two seconds left to give the 49ers the
victory.

Later in the season against Pittsburgh,
Wyche tried to send on his field-goal team
with less than 10 seconds left to try a last-
ditch field goal. The play nevergotoff, and
the Bengals lost.

However, Cincinnati general manager
Paul Brown decided to keep Wyche, de-
claring the 1987 season an “aberration”
because of the players’ strike. But this
could be the last go-round for Wyche, who
is In the finalyear ofa five-year contract.
